“The codfish catch all round awex-i
ages only 1 quintal per man, while a ti
this date last year it was 1'% quintals. l
There are no bankers or schoonexsl
for the Labrador out of this section |
this season. The lobster catch |
amounts to about 100 a man or 50 |
each short of last year’s. Salmon are |
very scarce, practically none having |
been taken to date. There is enough {
herring for bait purposes, but the fish-
ery is the worst I have seen in my
life, and there is no sign of improve-
ment. :

June 6th, from W.
(Gaultois to Hermitage) —The total
catch of codfish is 500 quintals, with |
25 for last week.” One hundred ‘dor-
ieg and skiffs are fishing. Prospects
are very poor, the bait supply being
short. The lobster fishery is prac- |
tically a failure, only 20 having been |
taken in 100 pots.

to a great extent for our knowledge
of the customs of our ancestors. Most
of these documents find their way
eventually into some museum or oth-
er, and in the British museum alone
there are some hundreds of old il-
lumined MSS, and so on, without
which our knowledge of thé “good old
times” would be comparatively small

ings, was, of course, that of the Ros-
etta Stone, now in the British Muse-
um. The discovery. of the Rosetta
Stone, in fact, shed more light upon
the history of the world than any sin-
gle discovery before or since.

This famous stone is -a slab of ba-
salt about a yard high by thirty inch-
es ‘wide, and was found near Rosetta,
in Egypt.

Egypt Was a Sealed Book.

Until it was brought to light by.one
of the officers of Napoleon, very little
was known of the history of Egypt,
for no one could read the queer hiero-
glyphics which covered the rolls of
papyrus and other documents found
in the tombs.

The stone, however, had on it three
proclamations—two in unknown
tongues, and the third in Greek. From
that the meaning of the hieroglyphics
was found, and the most wonderful
and amazing civilization of Egypt was
added to the world’s history. With-
out that accidental discovery of the
famous stone we should have remain-
ed ignorant of Babylon and its won-
ders, save for fragmentary scraps of
knowledge, and of the meaning of
thousands of documents and writings
since discovered “in the— tombs of
Egypt.

A short time ago, during the exca-
vations at Pompeii, a public. house
was discovered, in one of the tills of
which there still remained some an-
cient Roman money. Evidently, when
the terrible earthquake had overtaken
the town an election had been in pro-
gress, for on the walls of that ancient
public house were writings and proc-
lamations telling the Roman citizens
to vote for so and so, and throwing
a flood of light on the way elections
were carried on in those days. A
list, too, was found giving the current
prices of wines and beers of the day.

Combs and Hairpins Found at Pom-
peii.

The excavations at Pompeii, indeed
have added an immense amount to
our knowledge of the lives of the peo-
ple in the first century, A.D. Many of
the private houses of the wealthy, for
instance, were found to contain a
wonderful System of hot and cold wa-
ter heating. Hairpins, combs, brush-
es, mirrors, kitchen utensils, articles
of furniture, and so on, have all been
found, many of them almost identical
with those in use at the present day.
Hundreds of writings on walls, papy-
rus, on stone, and 80 on, have prac-
tically written the history of the peri-
od for us, a history unknown till the
excavations began.

In 1904 similar discoveries were
made at Newcastle when the ancient
Roman city of Corstopitum-on-Tyne
was unearthed giving remarkable evi-
dence of the Roman occupation of
England.

Only a few years ago, too, at Roy-
ston, in Herts, some laborers acci-
dentally alighted on an underground
church which was used by early Eng-
lish Christians. The subterranean
place of worship had carved walls, de-
corated with sacred symbols and em-
plems, and there were records, which
enabled historians to 'add another
page to English history.
