The declaration of Sir Edward Grey 

that Great Britain was in sympathy 
with the Russian aspiration for a win­
ter port and an unrestricted outlet 
from the Black Sea, is the most mo­
mentous declaration of policy made 
by the British Foreign Secretary since 
the outbreak of war. It makes an 
agreement between Russia and Brit­
ain on a policy which in the past has 
led to serious clashes between these 
Powers. In 1878 Lord Beaconsfield 
brought troops from India to Cyprus 
and threatened to intervene with the 
army and navy should Russia pursue 
the progress towards the Bosphorus 
which she was making after her de­
feat of the Turkish armies in the Bal­
kans. Now, all this is changed and 
one of the most important successes 
which the entente allies could achieve 
would be to obtain command of the 
waterways between the Black Sea 
and the Aegean Sea. The domination 
of the Bosphorus, the Sea of Marmora 
and the Dardanelles by the Turks and 
Germans has the effect of cutting oft 
all sea communication between the 
Black Sea ports of South Russia and 
the. Mediterranean, and the enormous 
supplies of wheat stored in the Rus­
sian granaries cannot find an outlet 
to the British Isles and France, where 
they are wanted, nor can Britain and 
France send their ships to the Black 
Sea ports of Russia. Although Rus­
sia has an enormous extent of terri­
tory, a population of 150 millions of 
people and untold resources, she is 
badly off for sea ports. Most of her 
seâ ‘coast is In the Arctic regions in 
the north of Europe and Asia, and 
mostly inaccessible for most of the 
months of the year and little acces­
sible even in summer. The most 
favorably situated port in this region 
is Archangel. It is now closed with 
ice and will probably not be open un­
til May. Her Baltic ports are of little- 
use to her in this war, even in sum­
mer. as Germany can stop their com­
merce with Atlantic ports. She has 
a port or two at the Eastern Asiatic 
end of the Trans-Siberian railway but 
this is most inconvenient and far 
away from her European allies and 
also thousands of miles distant from 
European Russia. Not only has Brit­
ain given an adherence to her wish to 
use freely the Bosphorus and the 
Dardanelles, but France are aiding 
her in this direction by bombarding 
the forts commanding the entrance to 
the Dardanelles. An official report 
says the outer forts have been re­
duced. How long it will take to re­
duce the other forts in this long and 
tortuous-passage remains to be seen. 
An agreement on this policy not only 
supplies a powerful incentive to Rus­
sia to work heartily with her allies 
to achieve an ambition she has had 
since the time of Peter the Great, but 
it is most important from the stand­
point of war and trade. The sooner 
it is done, the sooner the entente al­
lies can co-operate more thoroughly, 
and the sooner the price of flour will 
be reduced.

ATBURGEO.

CHAPTER XI.

The visit to Burgeo was entirely 
satisfactory, and from first to last the 
people seemed to realize the duties of 
the hour. Much good work had been 
done by the local committee before 
our arrival, and whatever little 
remained to be done towards the suc­
cess of our meeting, was enthusiasti­
cally performed by Magistrate Small. 
Mr. Small has long been a tower of 
strength to Burgeo, and his energy 
and zeal in every good cause mark 
him as a man beloved.

The meeting was held in the 
school hall, and was a packed assem­
bly, and the people of Burgeo made a 
grand rally to display their patriot­
ism. The chair was occupied by the 
Magistrate, and he was supported on 
the platform by the leading citizens of 
the place, amongst, whom we noticed 
Rev. Mr. Fletcher, Messrs. Clement 
and Cunningham.

Like other places Burgeo had sent 
its quota to the front, and wheb oui- 
meeting closed, six more young men 
were added to the list. As they came 
forward enthusiasm ran high, and 
while there was, with some present a 
possible tinge of sorrow, there was 
also that teeling of duty which is 
peculiar to Britons. Burgeo’s meeting 
in every respect was. a good one, and 
the people of the place had just cause 
to Teel proud of thçir display Of loy­
alty, and of their reception accorded 
the representatives of the Patriotic 
Association.

Burgeo has always impressed us as 
being a place .of much enterprise and 

-independence, and gs far as. our ob­
servations, lead us ,we still think the 
same. Among the principal business 
men of the place, the names of Small, 
Clement, and Moulton, . have long 
stood forempst; the latter now being 
the principal concerna. Among the 
ships loading for market we noticed 
the Duchess of Cornwall and the An­
nie Larder, the former, we understand 
was rea% to sail. These two ships 
are in command of Captains Kendrick 
and Kanes, respectively, both of whom 
are favourably known in our local 
marine. Among several other things 
which attracted our attention at Bur­
geo we were interested ini the Fort 
which commands a splendid range 
from the hillside. The Fort appears 
to be in good condition and is well, 
kept, and is mounted by" three bat-

L C. M.
tery guns which from their exalted 
position point in grim terror towards 
the entry of the harbour.

Some distance from the Fort, and 
somewhat along the shore, may be 
seen the relics of the S.. S. Merlin, 
which ship was lost in that vicinity 
about thirty-three years ago. The 
Merlin, as some of our readers are 
aware, was one of the Cunard boats 
Which was the first real line of steam 
boats to cross the Atlantic. Three of 
those boats plied between Halifax 
and Newfoundland, namely, the Del­
ta, Merlin and Ospray ; and in their 
day they were counted first class 
ships. The two latter, vvjaieh, ;w£re 
wooden, were lost in connection, with 
our sealing fishery, and the Delta met 
her fate in St. Mary’s Bay some ten 
years ago while engaged in the coal 
trade between Sydney and this port. 
Thus these three steamers after long 
and useful service, met their fate up­
on the same rocks which they had so 
often and often passed. How like the 
life we live; the shoals we pass to­
day becomes the stumbling blocks of 
to-morrow.

Those old ships were but jolly boats : 
when compared to the fleets of the- 
present day, and their cabin accom­
modations were more cramped than 
our steerages of the present time. The 
fittings were elaborate but the state 
rooms were stuffy and small, and 
those who travelled by them endured 
much inconvenience and suffered 
much seasickness; and yet such was 
the class, of ships by which emi­
grants who colonised the New World 
travelled, and\ who prosecuted and 
built up the- trade and commerce of 
the earlier years of the nineteenth 
century.

These old ships, have gone down in 
a thousand storms, and every sea 
which they crossed holds within its 
caves a portion of their best models; 
and so with the old Merlin,, in her day 
she was graceful and majestic,' like 
the men of her times she is gone and 
only a few know her history. Our 
fathers who manned her at the ice 
fields were sturdy and brave, and in 
ttieir eyes she was as big and power­
ful as the Venture’s and Florteel’s of 
the present day. The sealing fleet 
then waa Reckoned in hundreds, but 
now it has dwindled down to the 
limitations of the teens,, and at no: 
distant date the number qf the fleet 
will not exceed ten.

Wet tea or coffee stains on table 
linen with sweet milk arid then plunge 
them into the suds ready for washing.

A spoonful means that the flour, 
etc., should lie as much above the 
edge of the spoon as the bowl lies be­
low it.
