TRIBUTE TO KITCHENER.

NEW YORK, June 7.

A silent but _intensely, Jmpressive
tribute to the memory of lTord Kit-
chener, was paid by a large and re-
presentative audience at a (heatre in
West Forty-fifth St. last night. The
tribute was spontaneous, and was not
anticipated by anyone in the aundience.
A film entitled “How Britain Prepar-
ed,” was being exhibited as an obj-ct
lesson for “Preparedness.” The firsts
part of the picture dealt with the
process evolved by Kitchener for the
transformation of five million recruits
into an efficient and well-organized
force of fighting men in the brief
time of 18 months. Suddenly an ex-
cellent portrait of the dead Field Mar-
shal was flashed on the screen. The
orchestra leader tapped his batton as
the opening bars of the hymr “Near-
er my God to Thee,” was heard. Tle
entire audience rose and stood in si-
lence until the strains died away, and
not a sound of appiause was heard,
but a man who was in the audience
said afterwards that the genuineness
of the tribute was more marked by the
very silence in which it was paid.

BALFOUR ON LORD KITCHENER.

LONDON, June 7.
Speaking at a luncheon at the Brit-
ish Imperial Council of Commerce to-
day, Balfour eulogized Lord Kitchen-
er. Perhaps the greatest triumph of
his life, Balfour said, was his success-
ful effort to create the vast military
machine which was now prepared to
do its share in the military undertak-
ing of the Allies.

Supremacy at Sea

The mews gradually fil-
tering in as to German
losses in thé sea fignt off
Jutland is making it
more and more apparent
that the losses were absolutely great-
er than the British losses. The ab-
sence of great rejoicings and triumph-
ant shouting throughout Germany is
confirmatory of the impression that
the naval battle has left Germany in
2 much worse position on the sea than
before the fight. The Daily Mail’
learns from Kiel Canal that the Ger-
man official estimate of German loss-
es at 7,600, made up as follows: kill-
ed, .800; wounded, 1,400; missing, 5,-
400. Generally speaking the 800 kill-
ed and 1,400 wounded, or 2,200 casual-
ties may be taken as losses sustained
on warships which have returned to
their bases, and that the 5,400 repre-
sents the crews of other large war-
shops and smaller units. This is cor-
roborative of the story that Germany
has lost two large .line of battlesnips
of the dreadnought class and two
.great battle cruisers. This loss ab-
solutely is much greater than that
sustained by the British, who lost no
line of battleships and only one great
battle cruiser, the Queen Mary.’ Re-
latively the German losses were rauch
greater than this in dreadnoughts and
battle cruisers, as Germany could
spare capital ships of these classes
much less than Britain, even without
regard to the reserve of Britain's
allies. As regards men a similar
comparison holds. The  German loss-
es in men are absolutely greater than
the British, but relatively much great-
er as the British have twice as many
men in the fleet as Germany and have
also the reserve of their allies. In
summing up the position thea, it
would appear that Germany as a re-
sult of the Jutland battles is less able
to dispute the British supremacy at
sea than she was before the engage-
ment. Admiral Beatty made a gal-
lant effort to engage the German
Grand Fleet with his cruiser squad-
ron and to, hold then until Admiral
Jellicoe came up with the Grand Fleet.
The Zeppelins, however, did good
service to the Germans by advising
them of Jellicoe’s approach and they
beat a retreat, but not before they
had sustained very heavy losses, and
by rushing to their bases, showing
themselves ‘unable and unwilling to
dispute British supremacy at sea.
Jetter luck next time to Jellicoe and
Beatty, is the wish of Britain and her
allies.

FOR STITCHING HIS HORSE.

At the instance of the Society for
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals,
an East End truckman was before
Judge Hutchings in the Magistrate's
Court this forenoon, charged with
cruelly ill-treating his horse. The
cvidence adduced showed that “Jack”
had been working his horse, which
bore many cuts and sores.

Residents of Bell Island and St
John’s who cross from Portugal Cove
io the Island’ are indignant over the
manner in which they are forced to
board the mail steamer at the Cove.
This we learn is no fault oi the
steamer owners as they contend that
the water surrounding the wharf.is
inadequate for the ship to dock, and
unless the Government ‘accepts.the re-
sponsibility of damage or loss of the
steamer they will not pull int> the
wharf. The  facts are, that. a” little
over two years ago the wharf was car-
ried away by a tremendous storm and
has not fully been replaced. Ycster-
day week a woman patient from the
General Hospital who had just re-
covered from -a trying operation and
was returning to her home at Bell Is-
land had to be assgisted over the side
of the ship from a small boat. ‘Umitt-
ing Port aux Basques and St. John's
more passengers travel over this route
than any other in the country, it is
estimated that last year close onl15,000
people crossed the tickle to and from
the Cove and Bell Island.

Count Von Revenslow,
Tages Zeiting also indulges in person-
alties. Other papers, however, for
the most part refrain from attacking
Germany’s dead opponent.

GERMAN DEFEAT IN EAST AFRICA

LONDON, To-day.

Brigadier General Northey’s col-
umn pursued the East African Ger-
man Neu Utengut, capturing booty
and prisoners. The invested Ger-
mans broke out at Nalema, suffering
heavily. The German Commandant
was made prisoner. Wounded and de-
moraliZed natives are welcoming the
British whose losses were small.

Al STRALIANS ENGAGED.

: LONDON, To-day.

Attacks delivered early this morn-
ing against our trenches west of
Hooge were repulsed. During the
night our Australian troops entered
German trenches east of Bois in-
flicting loss and bringing back pris-
oners. Our troops also crrried out
a successful attack east of Cvinchy.

In twenty
minutes the ship had disappeared be-
neath the waves. A heavy sea was
vunning at the time. Four boats were
seen leaving the -ship but were not
again sighted.

FORT VAUX LOST.

PARIS To-Day.
Heavy fighting continues in the
vicinity for Fort Vaux. The War Of-
fice report of to-day says the French
troops still occupy the outskirts
the fort as well as trenches to the
right and left of the works. - The loss
of the fort itself, of which an intima-
tion was given in last night’s report,
is conceded. The announcement says
the fort was abandcned by the gar-
rison after it had been reduced to a
heap of ruins by incessant bombard-
ment of seven days. German attacks
on the adjacent positions thus far
have been unsuccessful. .

GERMAN VERSION OF THE LOSSES

BERLIN, To-Day.

An official statement issued to-day
gives the total loss of the German
high sea forces during the battle of
Jutland and up to the present-time
as one battle cruiser, one ship of the
line of older construction, four small
cruisers and five torpedo boats. The
statement 'says of these losses: The
battleship Pommern was launched in
1905; loss of cruiser Wisbaden, El-
bing, Fraunlob and five torpedo boats
has already been reported in official
statements, and for military reasons
we refrained until now from making
public the loss of the battle cruiser
Lutzow and the cruiser Rostock.

A Military Kitehen.

Installed in the kitchen to be used
by the volunteers at the Curling Rink,
are two large military double furnace
cooking stovgs with raised ovens
standing six feet from the ficor. To
these are proper attachments for re-
gulating the desired quantity of heat.
The stoves are so arranged that the
heat coming from one combined with
the heat from the other, makes cook-
ing in the raised ovens a siniple mat-
ter. There are also ten gas burners
on which large boilers .containing
from ten to twenty gallons of water
each can be heated at the same time.
At the east end of the rooms is an
enormous trough big enough for two
men to bath with ease. Here the
dishes are to be” washed: A special
place is provided for the respective
cooking utensils and according to
military kitchen rules every . artcle
pertaining thereto must be cleared
and dried immediately after use.
