Mr. MacDonnell (St. George’s), de-
sired to add his congratulations to
those. already accorded Mr. Speaker
on his election as the first commoner.
He was in complete accord with the
tenour of the resolutions moved by
Sir Michael Cashin and thought that
they should be taken at face value by
the House. The rasolutions were not
directed at the Prime Minister per-
sonally but against Lae position itself.
The House should be, and is, con-
cerned with the dignity of the office
and in a matter of this sort an at-
tempt should be made to divorce all
congiderations of personality or party
politics’ from the main facts. The
leader of the Government is under a
cloud and he should not make pro-
cedure more difficult by persisting in
attending  the sessicns. His exalted
office demanded that he absent him-
gelf from the House until the charges
made against him had been investi-
gated and reported upon, and he was

: further of opinion that no business

should be proceeded with until the
whole of the allegations had been
cleared up. No respect could be
guaranteed for the laws if the law
makes themselves became law break-
ers, and laws enacted under present
conditions in this House could not be
expected to receive that confidence
which the people have in Legislative
‘Acts of Parliament. The Prime Min-
ister should be free from every trace
of suspicion in the premises. He

should be above reproach and until’

this charge of misdemeanor was
thoroughly -investigated, he should
follow the course suggested.

The Minjister of Justice (Hon. Mr.
‘Warren), did not enter the debate but
to make a statement only. The charg-
es were so well ‘known that it was
not necessary for him to deal with

It was quite true Wood-
ford had resigned his seat, but only
because of such pressure as his party
may have been responsible for. As
to the Commission, he sald he was
unable to say how soon it would bhe
appointed, neither could he say how
many members of the House would
come within the sccpe of its enquir-
jes. It was proposed to enquire not
only into this matter, dbut into all
deals of recent years, where members
had changed sides, and the olrcum-
stances surrounding them. The Gov-
ernment did not pose as a bunch of
purists, but it stood for purity in pab-
lic life.

The Prime Minister followed other
gentlemen of the House n referring
in complimentary terms to His Honor
the Speaker.

(The people in the galleries and
outside the bar here became very de-
monstrative, so much so that the
Speaker rose in his chair and admine
istered a severe reprimand, warning
the demonstrators that he would not
tolerate such conduct, and if neces-
sary. in the event of » repetition he
wonld :ze the power placed in his
hands by the rules of the House, and
order the interrupters removed. This
had a salutary effect and no further
applause of a wild and unruly nature
was heard. It speaks volumes for the
courage of the Speaker that his re-
monstrance and warning came at a
time when the applause was for the
Prime Minister, who could not have
foreseen that the plaudits of the
erowd upon his eloguent if slightly
hysterical peroration, would be so
thoroughly frowned vpon and check-
ed by His Honor.)

Mr. Fox (St. Jobn’s East) added his
congratulations to the Speaker and in
supporting the resolutions before the
House, said the matter was not ‘one
wherein personalities should enter,
and the Prime Minister had shown
poor taste in introducing them. The
Minister of Justice had said the of-
fence was not crimiral.

If this were put into
practice he would guarantee there
would ‘be no stones cast around this
Honse. He had seen lots of stuff
printed in the Daily Star that was not
fit to read, and as Mr. Squires assum-
ed the role of preacher and purist he
must first sow the seed himself and
begin by sowing it in the Dailv Star
whose coltmns contain his
tions.

Flogging Burglars.

Ancient British law has been ra-
vived by London justices in dealing
with burglars and petty criminals.

Lashes on the bare back with the
cat-o-nine-tails used to be a favorite
sentence, but in modern times it has
practically been abandoned. Alarmed
at the rapid spread of crime, how-
ever, Justice Horridge revived the
old-time law and bhas sentenced
Walter Wetton and Walter Brown,
vonvicted highwaymen, to the “cat.”

“lI want it to be understood tha*
I shall not hesitate in proper cases
to inflict the punishment I am going
to do on you two men. You will re-
ceilve twelve lashes from the “cat.”
This was the judge’s dictum and
other courts are following suit.

Burglary in England is a profes-
sion followed practically with impun-
ity at the present time.

That Scandal
* Enquiry.

It is erroneous to call the pro-
posed body to inquire into the
Woodford charges a “Royal
Commission.” There is nothing
“Royal” about it. It will be ap-
pointed by the Governor-in-
Council, under the local statute
relating to “Enquiries concern-
ing Public Matters.” The dis-
tinction is worth noting, because
the word “Royal” has led many
persons to believe that the Com-
mission will be used by the Brit-
ish Government.

Two outstanding points about
the composition and work of the
proposed Commission are sug-
gested by the Premier’s speech
in the Assembly yesterday.
The first is, that its enquiries
will not be confined to the Wood-
ford matter, but include as many
other political scandals as
the Government can think of
when issuing the Commission.
The second is, that the Judges
of the Supreme Court, as mem-
.bers of the Commission, are to

be asked, not to confine them-

gelves to the specific matter of
the Woodford affidavit,
become a fishing Commisgion
into other alleged political scan-
dsdls covering a number of years
past.

The thought suggests itself
that the proposal to give the
Commission a wide scope, is for
the purpose of causing delay to
the work and report of the Com-
mission, and also for the pur-
pose of deluding the public as to
the Woodford matter. It looks
as though a squid-like policy
were at the bottom of the pro-
posal.

A second thought is, that the
Judges of the Supreme Court
ought not to permit themselves
to become members of a scandal
Commission. It is very doubt-
ful indeed whether the Judges
ought to sit as Commissioners,
even upon the Woodford matter.

The revenue for the last fistal year
showed a substantial surplus over
expenditure.

In'spite of these
large disbursements the revenue was
more than, sufficient to meet current
expenditure.

Then the
air in the sinuses is absorbed and a
vacuum is produced. Sometimes the
inflammation spreads to the lining of
the sinuses and they discharge semi-
purulent mncus into the nose and
throat. If they be blocked they cannot
discharge freely.

The result of either of these con-
ditions is headache. Such a headache
is gemerally felt in the morning and
passes away as the day wears on.

The cure for these conditions is the
freeing of the entrance to.the sinus,
which is easily done through the nose
by a specialist with a bougle inserted
through a silver tube. The physician
generally touches them with a weak
solution of nitrate of silver. Occasion-

ally a slight oponuon is necessary.

LONDON’S COMING TEN MILLION
POPULATION.

“Possibly in three years, certainly
in five, Greater London will have ten
million inhabitants. I detest the pros-
pect, for I had hoped for a decentralis-
ation and a reduction of London’s pn-
pulation, but I am afraid it is inevit-
able.” That is the considered opinion
which a famous town planner and ex-
pert on London development has giv-
en. He pointed to the enormous and
apparently permanent developments
in Government departments all con-
centrated in London, to the manner in

“which all great manufacturing and
eommercial firms and industrial as-
=mociations remove their head quarters
®o London, and also to the continued
I velopments of manufactures in the
ﬁondon area, and to the coming great
@evelopment of the Port of London.
He considers that the position this
town already holds as one of the
world’s greatest pleasure resorts will
be vastly strengthened when the Chan-
nel Tunnel is completed, and that the
opening of the Tunnel will also draw
through London both passenger and
goods traffic from this' country and
from America which now reaches the
Continent by other routes. The census
will show that London has much in-

illuminating announcement of the
Postmaster-General that “the question
of increasing postage rates is under
consideration.”

It is
the new Russia with whom we are
dealing. There are no Bolsheviks in
Russia in the sense that there were
two years ago. The original Bolshe-
viks have become merged into the
people. Make no mistake. This is
the ‘New Russia.’ ” His point was *
that the Bolsheviks are no longer a
single class, as their ranks were now
permeated with all classes and nearly
all interests in Russia. |

THE CHEAPEST MONEY.

The cheapest money in the world ap-
pears to be the money issued by the
famous Russian General Yudenitch.
The Reval paper, “Teataja,” that has
just arrived here, reports that a Reval
chocolate firm has asked permission
to use Yudenitch money as chocolate
wrappers, this money being cheaper
than the ordinary wrapper employed.
Thousands of Russian soldiers wiho
served in the Yudenitch army have
been paid with this money.

To-
bacco is, of course, a Government
monopoly in Italy, but “Macedonia”
cigarettes and “Toscani”—the = most
powerful cigars in the world—can be
obtained in Scho (London’s Bohemian
foreign quarter) any day. So far, how-
ever, the customers are all Italians.
The Macedonia cigarette has its mer-
its, but the chief claim of the cigar
,seems to be that it has no substitute
once the smoker has grown used to
it. These varieties are hardly likely
to appeal to the British palate, which;
did not care particularly even for the
special cigars and tobaccos the Aus-
trians used to sell before the war,
which certainly were of superior
quality. But Austria has lost the pov-
vinces from which she obtained her
best leaf, and will no longer be a com-
petitor, while Greece, on the other
hand, possesses provinces which have
always been famous for the quality of
their tobacco. In the past both Ital-
ians and Austrians produced the long,
thin, peculiarly foreign-looking cigar
known as the “Virginia.” Now thut
Austria is out of the running the Ital-
ians may establish a monopoly of this
speciality.

THE DAYLIGHT KINEMA.

The promoters of the new invention
which enables kinema pictures to be
shown effectively by daylight point out
its value for use in open-air schocl
classes and for country and seaside
places where there may be no kinema
theatre.

, Regulations and declares that he is
.more proud of them: than of anything
i he has hitherto accomplished.

' We have read much opinion from
both sides cn these Regulations. The
opposition econdemned them as an un-
warranted restriction of trade, ‘while
government papers upheld them as
i the only salvation of the country’'s
{ fish business, and it is rather remark-
'able that after the several days de-
bate in the Board of Trade an unaai-
; mous resolution was passed declaring
that “some form of regulations” was
'absolutely necessary! To the un-
biassed observer, then, it looked as
though in the main the Fish Regula-
. tions did have some value.

Even the Minister of Marine &
| Pisheries shows, by his appeal for
carefully made codfish this season,
that he does not, however, expect the
regulations in themselves to be suffi-
cient, and we hops he will give an
ear to our remarks of last week,
which we believe the majority of the
fishermen endorse, and endeavor to
throw the onus of good flsh on tho
buyers; for they hold the power to
make or mar the output of this coun-
try’s fishery.

| POLITICS. — Up tio this writing
there is no announcement of the
Legislature, and there are some who
are looking for surprises. They may
not be altogether disappointed.
