A robbery occurred on Wednesday 
night at the establishment of Thomas 
McCrosson, hatter and furrier, Toronto, 
by which he was the loser to the extent 
of $800 in furs, Ac.

During the violent thunderstorm in 
Branchton on Wednesday afternoon, the 
lightning entered the telegraph office at 
the station, destroying the instrument, 
ami,stunning the operator for some time.

The Reporter says that the Rev. Dr. 
Boomer’s fine property in Galt has been 
sold to Mr. Hugh McCulloch, of the firm 
of Goldie A McCulloch, for $10,000. The 
Parsonage has been sold to Mr. P. Keifer 
for $2,600.

During the severe thunder storm on 
Wednesday evening the barn of Mr. Peter 
Rowe, 7th line Esquesing, was struck by 
lightning, and total consumed, together 
with the contents, which consisted of all 
his fall crops. Loss about $3000, insu­
red for $1900.

Mr. Geo. Laidlaw is again on the war­
path. The Mayor of Galt received a let­
ter from him the other day announcing 
that, now the elections in the country 
are over, the Directors have resolved on 
a vigorous prosecution of the Credit Val­
ley Railway enterprise.

Ex-Alderman Boustead’s son, who loft 
Toronto about a year ago, and occasioned 
great anxiety to his parents, but who was 
subsequently heard from as having been 
in Peru and other foreign countries, re­
turned to the city the other night quite 
as unexpectedly as he left it.

During the approaching Provincial 
Exhibition it is expected that there will 
be a larger number of professional thieves 
and gamblers in Hamilton than there has 
ever been at one time before ; and we 
would, thus early, warn those from a dis­
tance who contemplate visiting the Fair 
Grounds to keep a sharp look-çut.

Arrival of Mormons from Europe.— 
The Mormons who arrived in the steam­
ship Minnesota, on Monday afternoon, 
were landed at New York the next day. 
They numbered 590, and include English, 
Swedes. Danes, some Germans, a few 
Irish and Scotch, and an occasional 
Frenchman. They have much the same 
appearance as ordinary emigrants ; are 
poorly dressed, and have little property.

Fatal Accident.—A fatal accident oc­
curred at Bowmansville on Thursday, re­
sulting in the death of Thos. Welsh, 
conductor on the Grand Trunk Railway. 
While attempting to jump from the front 
end of the van while in motion, it being 
wet, he slipped and fell under the wheels, 
which passed over both legs, smashing 
them fearfully. Drs. Reid and Beith 
were in attendance, but the shock was of 
too serious a nature for his recovery.

The office of John H. Grout A Co., 
iron founders, of Grimsby, was entered 
by burglars on the night, of the 16th, and 
the safe blown open. But after ransack­
ing through the papers, the burglars had 
to leave with the sum of one dollar, The 
residence of Major Charles Anderson was 
also entered by the same parties, and the 
lower rooms were thoroughly searched 
by them. They succeeded in obtaining 
about $10 ; but upon their ascending the 
stairs, they were heard by the gallant 
major, who sprang out of bed and seized 
his revolver, and challenged the intruders 
who at once beat a hasty retreat.

Governor - General’s Movements.
The Governor-General will arrive at To­
ronto on Tuesday evening next, and will 
remain in the city until Thursday, as the 
guest of the Lieutenant-Governor, who 
will, on Wednesday evening, give a ball 
in his honor. On Thursday His Excel­
lency will visit the Provincial Exhibition 
at Hamilton. On Friday ho will return 
to Toronto. On that day he will then be 
formally received by the corporation and 
citizens, but in exactly what manner has 
not yet been decided. After returning 
from Hamilton His Excellency will re­
main in Toronto until the 30th, when he 
will go to Niagara Falls for a few days. 
He will then return to Toronto, take a 
house, and stay there for two or three 
weeks.

London, Sept 19.—A despatch from 
Stockholm annount is that King Charles 
of Sweden died at Malmo last evening.

‘New York,Sept. 19.—A London special 
says that Rev. C. H. Spurgeon, the noted 
Baptist preacher, was suddenly taken 
ill, and is now lying in a critical condi­
tion.

London, Sept. 19.—John Fox A Co., 
merchants, Mincing Lane, have suspend­
ed. Their liabilities are five hundred 
thousand pounds. They have connec­
tions with several American houses, and., 
their suspension was caused by recent 
failures in Baltimore.

London, Sept. 20—5:30 a. m.—Prince 
Arthur opened Roundhay Park at Leeds 
yesterday with appropriate ceremonies, 
in the presence of a large assemblage. A 
ball was given in the town hail in the 
evening.

The wife of Bismarck has arrived at 
Torquay, where she will soon be joined 
by her husband.

During a thunder storm yesterday, 
lightning struck a mill in a little borough 
in Lancashire and killed four women. 
Several other operatives were also in­
jured.

Dublin,Sept. 20.—The meeting to pro­
test against the occupation of Rome, 
which was advertised some days ago, has 
beeh indefinitely posponed for some un­
explainable canse.

Assault Case in Arthur.,
The Queen on the prosecution of Geo. 

Church (senior) against Thos. Ostrander, 
of Arthur, a Justice of the Peace for the 
County of Wellington. On the 11th inst. 
an information was laid before A. Bus- 
ohlen, Esq., J. P., against Thomas Os­
trander for having committed an assault 
and battery upon George Church, Sr., at 
Caswell’s hotel, railway station, Arthur 
Village, by kicking him in the face, and 
at the same time calling for his revolver, 
saying that he could murder the prosecu­
tor. On the 13th inst. Ostrander was 
brought before a bench of magistrates con­
sisting of Messrs Buschlen, Gordon, O’Cal- 
laghan, Cushing and Mitchell. A number 
of witnesses were called, who proved that 
the assault and battery was committed, 
without any provocation whatever, in a 
most brutal inanner upon the old man 
Church, and which might have resulted 
fatally, had not Mr. Caswell and James. 
Byrnes interfered in time and secured a 
loaded revolver in Ostrander’s possession, 
who was much excited with liquor. The 
case lasted some time. After consider­
able deliberation ; the Justices decided 
that Ostrander pay a fine of $10 and 
costs, and find securities t» keep the 
peace, himself in $200 and two others in 
$100 each, to remain in custody, commit­
ted to the County jail, until such fine and. 
costs are paid and security to keep the 
peace given. Mr. N. M. Munro, of Fer­
gus, for the prosecution.

Americans in the Canadian Parlia­
ment.

A correspondent of the New York 
World sketches two Americans who were 
elected to the Dominion Parliament at 
the recent elections.

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The American Press on the 
Geneva Arbitration.

The American papers are far from 
being satisfied with the award made 
by the Arbitrators at Geneva in the 
cases of the Confederate cruisers. 
The New York Tribune says :—

“ The petty sum of 915,500,000 will 
doubtless be greatly diminished by the 
English claims against the United States 
which are yet to be allowed. Of course, 
the mere matter of money is the least im­
portant feature of so grave and author­
itative a decision, which forms a sort of 
epoch in international proceedings. But 
this trifling sum is positively all we have 
gained. In every point of view the great 
moral advantage is with England, and 
agnnstus.”

The World is not a bit better 
pleased with the decision. It says :—

“ We come out of court admitting that 
we have unjustly accused and abused 
Britain. Britain comes out of court admit­
ting that she ought to indemnify a few of 
our citizens, who suffered through the 
carelessness of some of her authorities. 
The United States, asplaintiffs, before the 
Court of Arbitration come out nonsuited, 
and made rather more than ridiculous. 
All that the court has recognized is the 
private claims of sundry American citi­
zens for damages in certain specified 
eases.”

The Herald which generally, wields 
a free lance when discussing foreign 
or international questions is quite 
disgusted with the whole affair, as 
may be judged by the following com­
ments :—

“ Probably a more thorough imposition 
i'ian the Treaty of Washington has never 
been palmed off as a great diplomatic 
triumph upon a credulous people. We 
have gained by it neither honor, credit nor 
pecuniary advantage. As a settlement 
of our direct losses through the acts of 
the Anglo-Confederate privateers during 
the war of the rebellion, the Alabama 
claims portion of the treaty is neither so 
honorable nor so profitable'as would have 
been the settlement proposed by the 
Johnston-Clarendon Convention rejected 
by the Senate in 1869. The money 
award, whatever it might have been, is 
not worthy of consideration, as compared 
with the graver interests involved in a 
perfect friendly feeling between the two 
countries ; yet tl$e insignificant sum of 
sixteen or seventeen million dollars, 
which may appear to many a consider- 
able sum, wÛl probably be more than 
swallowed up in the counter awards made 
to British subjects by the Claims Com­
mission, and after the payment cf all the 
expenses incurred by our Government, 
will certainly leave us a loser in the mere 
matter of dollars and cents, as well as in 

• honor, consistency and reputation.”
The Times is the only journal in 

New York which expresses satisfac­
tion over the award. It say» :—

“It is nonsense to say that this will 
not satisfy the people of the United 
States. Crazy blatherskites; ready to 
pick a quarrel with Great Britain on no 
pretence at all, and silly partisans bent 
on making^ a petty party advantage by 
misleading the reason,or stirring the pas­
sions of the people, will find themselves ut­
terly powerless' to conceal the solid gains, 
honorably won by the United States in the 
settlement of the Alabama claims.”

Political Items.
The London (England) Daily News 

Las the following in reference to the 
elections in Canada :—“ The total 
numbers exhibit a marked gain on 
the part of the Opposition. Thus 
either a crisis or a complete change 
may occur in the Administration of 
Canada. As the most important of 
the dependencies cf Great Britain, 
the course of Canadian affairs has 
special interèst for us ; and the 
various changes can be witnessed 
with greater equanimity, seeing that 
they are wrought by Canadians in 
the exercise of their almost absolute’ 
powers of self-government.”

The Australian and other Coal Fields.
Several official mining reports, recent­

ly presented to the Victoria Legisla­
ture, have been printed. These docu­
ments are “ got up” in a superior style, 
with geological sketch maps of the West­
ern port and Cape Patterson coal fields, 
also plans, sections, <fcc.,‘and the earnest­
ness of style and fullness of detail, com­
bined with evident anxiety to draw just 
conclusions from the facts elicited by 
scientific surveys, prove how important 
are deemed the mineral treasures of that' 
continent. Amongst these treasures coal 
is prominent, and appears to be occupy­
ing considerable attention—an attention 
which may possibly be increased by the 
high price of coal in England. England 
indeed, will in all probability soon cease 
to be a coal-exporting country; whilst her 
colonies will themselves supply their own 
wants, and possibly, to some extent, 
those of other nations. The seams of 
coal which are even now worked iu New 
South Wales are very valuable ; and 
there sire good and thick seams of coal in 
Tasmania, but they have not yet been 
worked successfully. Coal exists in great 
quantity in New Zealand, fit for steam 
vessels, and workable at small cost. The 
quantity available there in one locality 
alone is estimated at 200,000,000 tons. 
Also what is called “ brown coal” is ex­
tensively developed.

China has vast coal beds, which ap­
pear to be, geographically, of the same 
age as the Victoria, New South Wales, 
Tasmania and New Zealand beds. These 
Chinese coal deposits include beds of 
both anthracite and bituminous coal— 
worked for hundreds of years—and are 
probably the oldest coal mines in the 
world. In India there aie extensive coal 
measures ; and the depth and extent of 
those on our own continent are sufficiently 
familiar to our readers. But the extent 
and precise character of those of Victoria 
(Australia) do not seem to have been as- 
yet precisely determined ; and it is re­
gretted that a geological examination was 
not made of certain coal üelds cf that 
Province during the many years its Go­
vernment maintained a staff of geological 
surveyors.

Cartier’s Election, *

They 
have shown that intelligence, so superi­
or to the benighted citizens of Montreal 
East, for which tho Halifax Reporter 
lately gave them credit, in returning the 
honorable Baronet by acclamation. They 
had, in fact, already shown it, as well as 
their admirable loyalty, by nominating 
Riel as their representative/ We suppose 
Sir George would not have been suffici­
ently honored but for the pretty little 
programme by which the fellow Riel was 
set up that he “might, at the proper mo­
ment give place to a more honorable 
man.” The great Sir George ! to have 
an Attorney-General and an ex-Governor 
retire in Ms favor, and back out grace 
fully bowing him in. We shall learn in 
due time what jndgesMp, ambassador­
ship or fat place Riel is to have in ex­
change for Ms “good will.”

Cruelty towajrdb Emigrants.—A most 
sosndulotte case of cruelty to emigrant 
passengers has $ome before the Commis­
sion era of Emigration* at New York, and 
the futility of the complaints of the pas­
sengers on arrival at port shows a strang­
ely unsatisfactory state of the law in the 
premises. Amongst the many hundred 
passengers by the “ Charles JL Marshall*' 
oto her last voyage were about eighty 
Jews, mostly Irom Rtissian Poland. After 
the vessel had been out a fortnight^ the 
captain died, and the crew lost all disci­
pline. They attempted, unsuccessfully, 
however, to mutiny, and being defeated 
in this, solaced themselves in abusing 
the Hebrew passengers ; cuffing and 
beating them, and in other ways mal­
treating them, apparently to vent their 
own vexation, and find for themselves 
cruel sport. One of these cases has been 
brought before a commissioner, and the 
reply has been that the oftSnoe was not 
covered by the United States statutes, as 
the case was not an assault with intent to 
commit felony.
