rested, tried and convicted of sedi-
tion—a process of persecution which
elevated them to the rank of martyrs
to their principles, and: tended to
gather round them disciples to their
doctrines, as enthusiastic as-them-
selves, and equally hopeful that they
were helping to inaugurate a new era
in the social or political world. The
rulers now-a-days have more liberal-
ity and more sense. ' Thorougly as.
sured of the stability of existing in-.
stitutions, and of the respect the
great’ mass of the people have for
thesde, they allow the fullest liberty
to all agitators to expound their
views, and never attempt to repress
demonstrations in their favor, unless
violence is threatened and the pubg
lic peace disturbed. By this means
much of the superabundant ardour of
over-zealous reformers is dissipated,
and like their burning words and
flaming eloquence, melts mto thin air
without doing any harm to anybody.
