This was probably said long
before by both Horace and Tacitus.

Many men have attained through
means of the press a national reputation,
without having the most important attri-
bute—patriotism, in that their selfishness
and ambition as they advanced in power
8o over-ruled and destroyed what they
may have had as to render it no appre-
ciable factor in their actions.

Mr. Lincolu’s first cabinet were gener-
ally esteemed *‘national men,” and were
mainly chosen from his ecompetitors for
the great office for which he had been pre-
ferred.

It is quite probable that had the mem-
bers of that cabinet, or some of them, had
less national reputation he could have
put down the rebellion sooner than he
did, and with less loss of blood and treas-
ure. This view long held by the wri-
ter and others, is confirmed by
the later articles appearing in the
pages of the Century Magazme, which

The shadow of the great names of Mr.
Lincoln’s advisers for a time, handicapped
that honest and earnest man, and it may
be believed that. in his patriotism and
singleness of purpose, he received them
at their own valuation at the outset; and
it can scarcely be doubted that each aad
every of them felt that they could steer
“‘the ship of state” better than could Lin-
coln ! hence the incoherent and ill direct-
ed attempts that marred the first efforts
to put down the great rebellion, which
the national reputation of these men
should have aided by inspiring public con-
fidence, but did not. Had Mr. Lincoln
had Harrison’s cabinet, most of them
battle-scarred veterans, all of them tried
and true patriots and one them the very
Nestor of statesmen, he would have had
an easier task.

This brief and hurried article will not
attempt togive at any length the anteced-
ents of the present President of the United
States. Briefly then, he is the grandson
of that Harrison who was the ninth Presi-
dent, and was popularly known as Tippe-

THE RAILROAD DEBATE.

The debate on Mr. Higgins’ resolution,
declaring that it is desirable-for the Gov-
ernment to take steps during the recess
that will ensure the extension of the Es-
quimalt and Nanaimo Railway to some
convenient point on the northern part of
Vancouver Island, was a ve’ry important
one. Railways are necessary to the de-
velopment of British Columbia, and the
nature of the country is such that their con-
struction should be somewhat in advance
of settlement. Prudence requires that
the railway policy of the Province be
prompt, bold and vigorous. Delays and
half measures are worse than extrava-
gance. 1t is the interest of the Province
to make the most of all its resources in
the shortest possible time. But this can-
not be done unless the country is opened
up at once, and the only way to prepare
the country for settlement is to construct
railways. This cannot be done by un-
aided private enterprise. Itis the busi-
ness of the Government to construct high-
ways, and the most effective highway re-
quired for British Columbia at its present
stage of progress is the railroad. Gov-
ernment, is therefore, only doing its duty
when it takes into consideration the best
ways of aiding in the construction of rail-
roads to the parts of the country which
are known to need them most. The exten-
sion of the Esquimalt and Nanaimo railway
to the northern extremity of this island
has long been seen to be a work needed
to develop the resources not only of Van-
couver but of the Mainland. Along its
route are extensive tracts of fine agricul-
tural land. In the belt from which it will
draw traffic are large forests of the finest
timber trees. Valuable minerals are al-
ready known to exist on the east side of
the island, and a railroad along its whole
length will do much to develope the fish-
eries of the northern coast and of Queen
Charlotte Islands. The projected road,
too, will shorten the route to Alaska very

materially,  and promote trade with that
northern neighbor. It will be necessary
to connect the Island of Vancouver with
the railroad system of the continent.
Bridge connection at one or more points
ean easily be made with the mainland,and
the railroads that must in the near future
be built to open up the splendid area of
agricultural and ‘mineral lands that are in

In India, the Argentine
Republic and, we think, in Australia the
guarantee system has been tried, and it
will not be difficult to find how far it has
succeeded. The enquiry can be made,
and the system which has produced the
best results adopted. It appears to us
that all the parties concerned are open to
conviction, ¥nd that neither prejudice nor
interest stands in the way of the adoption
of the principle which has been found to
work the best.

We were glad to see that the Legisla-
ture was pearly unanimous on this very
important subject. There was, as per-
haps was natural, a little sectional feeling
displayed. - The representatives of some
sections of the province seemed afraid
that if the Island extemsion are under-
taken, roads thdt are as greatly
needed on the Mainland would be neglect-
ed or delayed.

FREE SCHOOLS.

There seems to be some confusion of
thought in the country and even in the
Legislature on the subject of free educa-
tion or free schools. The word ‘‘free,”
as applied to education, apparently leads
to a misconception which is likely to pro-
duce serious results. The word in this
connection does not mean -without money
and without price. Education in no
country is free in this sense. Under any
system education must be paid for and
the money for its support must come from
the people. There is no element of
charity in the free. school system
as established in this province or
in other parts of the continent.
The parent can send his child to the pub-
lic school without paying any fee directly
either to the teacher or the trustees, but
he does pay for the education of his child
nevertheless. He pays for it in the same
way as he pays for a hundred other ad-
vantages and conveniences he enjoys in
common with his fellow citizens. We
have no talk of free streets, free bridges,
free legislation or free light. The citizen
receives the benefits which they are cap-
able of affording without making any
direct payment. But they are no more
free in' the seuse of being without cost
than are the bread he eats or the coat he
wears. It is found convenient to
pay for some things -which - the in-
habitants of the province use out of a com-
mon fund to which the law compels every
one to contribute. - The advantage is free
toall and it is therefore fair that all
should pay for it. Education in this
province is included among these things.

LoxNpoN, March 19.—It has come to
ight that Emperor William of Germany

dressed an autograph letter to King
Milan of Servia, shortly before the latter’s
withdrawal from the Servian throne,
beseeching that erratic monarch not  to
abdicate. The letter was addressed to
Milan in an extremely familiar manner,
and was altogether, it is said, such a note
as one young man might write to another
who was his intimate friend. - Among the
arguments employed by the Kaiser to
induce Milan to remain, he cited the case
of his father, the late Emperor Fredorick,
whose unexampled heroism in the face of
desth forbade his dropping the reins of
government while life lasted.  Even this
noble example, however, failed to curb
the cowardice of the Servian king.

THE TAX ON TRANSPORTATION.

It wes reported that the proposal to
tax " transportation charges applied to
ocean freights. But this was a miscon-
¢eption. The change is merely to ex-
tend to-Great Britain a law with regard
to transport charges, which before ap-
plied to all ‘ether countries. It . has
hitherto been:the ‘oustom to pay duty.on
the transport charges o goods from any
place inland to the porb.at which they
