Cartwright Turned Down for Field-
ing and David Mills Shelved
With a Judgeship.

Senator Mcinnes Called In Without
Portfolio and Pacific Coast
Liberals Are Wrath.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

OrTAWA, July 9.—Two thousand péople
welcomed Wilfrid Laurier when he ar-
rived here at 8:35 to-night in response
to His Excellency’s summons. Beyond
three hearty cheers when the Premier-
designate ahg}}bedwthem”waspo -
stration. Accompanied by Mr. Belcourt,
one of the new members-elect for Ottawa,
Mr. Laurier drove immediately to the
Russell house, where alarge crowd was

awaiting him. After registering he shook
hands with a few acquaintances and
then retired to his room. Presently an
orderly from Government House made
his appearance at the Russell and it was
soon learned that an appointment for an
interview with His Excellency had been
arranged for to-morrow morning. Those
who came up ‘with Mr. Laurier were
Major Sutherland, chief Liberal whip,
and Messrs. Tarte, Borden and Fisher,
prospective ministers.. “Jimmy ’* Con-
mee, the rejected of Nipissing, had
tagged himself on to the party but evi-
dently he was not wanted and has no
show for a portfolio:

From present appearances Mr. Lau-
rier will not be able to submit his com-
plete slate to His Excellency until
Saturday or Monday. The difficulty lies
in the Western representation, but it is
thought that Sifton will be the man.
Mr. Martin seems to be cordially de-
tested by many of the Grits, and no one
wants him in office. British Columbia
does not appear likely to get an eoffice.
The following may be set down as almost
certainly Mr. Laurier’s selections, by
provinees:

Quebec—Laurier, Tarte, Fisher and
Geoffrion.

Ontario—Mowat, Cartwright,
Mulock and Paterson.

Nova Scotia—Fielding and Borden.

New Brunswick—Blair.

Prince Edward Island —Dayvies.

Manitoba—Sifton (probable).

burned up, the oat crop has suffered,
angd wheat is damaged to an extent of
five bushels to the acre. In the Palouse
country oats suffered most, but the
acreage this year is small and the aggre-
gate will not be large in dollars. Wheat
has been burned on slopes most exposed
to hot winds in some portions, and in
other portions is damaged but little.
The estimates of damage, summed up
from all points, is about 10 per cent.

CB1cAGU, July 9.—As thedoors oi the
coliseum in Jackson park were thrown
open this morning the band struck up

They will
not give us a fair show.”’”” Heconcluded
by pivdging the solid vote of the South
to auy good straight silver candidate.
Senator Jones, of Arkansas, chairman
of the resolutions committee, said he
could not allow the charge of Mr. Tili-
man that this was a sectional issue to
pass unchallenged. The silver men,
who had been Plainly depressed by some
of Mr. Tillman’s radical utterances, gave
this statement an earnest volley of ap-
planse. “I am a Southern man,”
he continued. “I carried a South-
ern musket during the war, but
1 repudiate the suggestion that. thi

Ancient and Honorable Artillery

Ceremonies of the Occasion—The
Visitors Highly Gratified With
the Fanetion.

LoxpoN, July 9.—Yesterday the mem-
bers of the Ancient and Honorable
Artillery Company of Boston paid their
respects to Her Majesty at Windsor
Castle. The proocession, of which they
were the leading features, reached
Waterloo station about 10 o’elock, started

for Windsor Castle at 10:30 and reached
Windsor at 11 o’clock, where they were
received by the mayor and eerporation,
who presented an address of welcome,
which Col. Walker briefly acknowledged.
When Col, Walker receivec_l the mayor’s
address he saluted, thanking him, say-
ing the Bostonians had not come to Eng-
land as strangers, but as children to a
mother, who, after 250 years, still re-
tained their ancient love for her. (Loud
cheers.)

The procession then reformed, and
proceeded through the erowded, gaily
beflagged streets to Windsor Castle,
where the guard at_the entrance saluted
Colonel Walker and officers. The visit-
ors were greeted at the castle gates by
the Keeper of Her Majesty’s Private
Purse, Lieut.-Colonel Right Hon. S8ir
Fleetwood Isham Edwards; by the Mas-
ter of the Household, Colonel Lord Ed-

| ward William Pelham-Clinton, Sir Joha

Carstairs and other high officials of the
Queen’s household. The Ancients were
then shown over the Castle, and assem-
bled on the east lawn at 1 o’clock, to be
inspected by the Queen, after which
they were entertained at luncheon.

At 1 o’clock punctually the Queen,
dressed in black and carrylng a black

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DEMOCRATS' PLATRORM

All Paper Money to Be Issumed Di-
rectly From the Treasury
Department.

Importation of Pauper Labor De-
nounced—White, of California,
Permanent Chairman—A Bolt.

Cricago, July 9.—The following are
additional clauses of the platform which
were adopted at the Democratic conven-
tion yesterday :

‘“ We are opposed to the policy and
practice of surrendering to the holders of
obligations of the United States an op-

tion reserved by law to the government,
of redeeming sueh obligations either in
silver or gold coin. ~

‘“ We are opposed to issuin% interest-
bearing bonds of the United States in a
time of peace and condemn the traffick-
ing with banking syndicates which, in
the exchange for%)ouds and at an enor-
mous profit to themselves, supply the
federal treasury with gold to maintain
the policy of gold mono-metallism.
Congress alone has the power to coin
and issue money and President Jackson
has declared this power could not
be delegated to corporations or indi-
viduals.

** We therefore demand that the power
to issue notes which circulate as money
be taken from national banks, that all
paper money be issued directly by the
treasury department, and be redeemable
in coin receivable for all debts, private
and public.

* ““We hold that tariff duties should
be levied for the purpose of revenue,
taxation be limited by the needs of
government, honestly and economically
administered.

¢ We denounce as disturbing to busi-
ness the Republican threat to restore the
McKinley law, which has been twice
condemned by- the people in national
elections, which was enacted under a
Ri.5 . - 0f P iohom&'lldﬂ ;
try, proved a prolific breeder of trasts
and monopolies, and enriched the few
at the expense of the many, restricted
trade and deprived the producers
of the great American staples of access
to their natural markets. TUntil the
money question is settled, we are op-
posed toany agitation for further changes
in our tariff laws, except such as are
necessary to meet the deficit in the rev-
enue caused by the adverse decision of
the supreme court on the income tax.

‘‘ There would have been no deficit in
Federal revenue during the last two
years but for the annulment by the su-
preme court of the income tax law
placed upon the statute books by a Dem-
ocratic congress. The obstruction to an
income tax which the supreme court dis-
covered in the constitution after it had
laid hidden for a hundred years must be
removed, to the end that accumulated
wealth may be made to bear its just
share of the burden of the government.
We therefore favor an amendment to the
Federal constitution that will permit the
levy of an income tax.

‘“We_hold that the efficient way of
protecting*American labor is to prevent
the importation of foreign pauper labor
to compete with it in the home market,
and that the value of the home market
to our American farmers and artisans is
greatly reduced by a vicious monetary
system which depresses the prices of
their products below the cost of produc-
tion and thus deprives them of the
means of satisfving their needs.

‘ We denounce the profligate waste of
the money wrung from the reople by op-
pressive taxation and the lavish appro-
priations of tecent Republican con-
gresses, which havekept taxes high while
the labor that pays them is unemployed
and products of the people are depressed

cost of production. We demand a re-
turn to that simplicity and economy
which best befits a Democratic govern-
ment and a reduction in the number of
useless offices, the salaries of which
drain the substance of the people.

‘“Believing in the justice of our cause
and the necessity of its asuccess at the
polls, we submit the foregoing declara-
tion of principles and fpurposes to the
considerate judgment of the American
people. We invite the support of all
citizens who approve them and who de-
sire to have them made effective through
legislation for the relief of the people
and the restoration of the country’s pros-
perity.”

The committee on permanent organi-
zation met immediately after the con-
vention. Generpl E. B. Dingley, of
Ohio, was made chairman, and } H.
Brown, of Georgia, secretary. A recess
was taken then and all the silver men
retired and held a eaucus, at which the
permanent organization was fully agreed
upon. The committee then adjourned
until 8 o’clock, when it re-convened at
the Sherman house.

In the evening the silver slate went
through as follows: Permanent chair-
man, Stephen M. White, of California;
sergeant-at-arms, John Martin, Missouri ;
secretary, Thomas J, Cogan, of Cincin-
nati; assistant secretary, Louis D.
Hersheimer, of Chicago, reading clerk,
E. B. Wade, of Tennessee; assistant
reading clerks, N. R. Walker of Florida.
Charles Nickell of Oregon, Jefferson
Pollard of Missouri, and Lincoln Dixon
of Indlana.

The name of Senator Hill, of New

York, was presented by the gold men
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for permanent chairman, and he receiv-
ed 6 votes to 33 for Senator White. The
remainder of the organization as pre-
sented by the silver people went through
by acclamation, the gold men making no
nominations. Judge Prentiss, of 1lli-
nois, was the chairman of the silver cau-
cus. R. 8. Jordan was named as chair-

Bolt was the slogan of 150 Democrats
at'a meeting of gold standard men. Not
a bolt from the convention—that was
decided against—but a bolt from the
ticket and platform that the convention
makes. Every suggestion was received
with applause. Every contrary sugges-
tion was received in silence.

This is the significant resolution sug-
gested by John P. Irish, of California,
and adopted unanimously: ‘‘That each
sound money delegation select a mem-
ber to return to his state and get the
views of his party on the matter, and re-
port back to the chairman (Sensdtor
Gray) in July, if possible.”’

Senator Hill and National Committee-
man Sheehan were not present, but Gov.
Flower and William C. Whitney, with
the aid of Col. Fellows, held up New
York’s end. The meeting was the most
protracted of the convention, lasting un-
til after midnight, and, though behind
closed doors, its enthusiastic nature was
easily discernible by the applause that
floated out.

Senator Gray, of Delaware, presided
over the meeting when it began, but,
baving to leave to attend the meeting of
the committee on resolutions, he did
not return, and ex-Governor Flower
took the chair. John P. Irish, of Cali-
fornia, was the first speaker, and he was
followed by General Bragg, William C.
Whitney, Frederick R. Coudert, Frank-
lin McVeagh and several others.

General Bragg was in favor of a bolt
from the platiorm and ticket if the
plans announcea by the silver men were
carried out. He did not believe that the
convention displayed a Democratic spir-
it, and he was therefore of the opinion
that good Democrats eould with honor
and credit denounce their work.

Franklin McVeagh, of Illinois, and
Delegate-at-large Coudert, of New York,

J. J. Dwyer, of the California delega-
tion, is to appear before the resolutions
committee to-day and call attention to
the fact that the platform asagreed uyﬁm
contains no mention of the A.P.As T.
Dwyer says nearly all the Democratic
state conventions passed resolutions con-
demning the A.P.A., and he thinks the
omission in the national platform is an
inadvertence that will be corrected. The
Georgia A.P.A. plank, which condemnsg
the organization as un-American and
anti-American in policy and principle,
will be urged for adoption. Mr. Dwyer-
says if the committee declines to act, a.
resolution will be offered on the floor of
the convention.

Allegation of Grit Organs That Mr.
ChamBetlain Interfered With
the Governor General.

The Colonial Secretary Cables a Re-
quest For am Emphatic
Contradiction.

(From Our Own Correspondent)

Orrawa, July 8.—S8ir Charles Tupper
went to Government House this morn-
ing and handed over to His Excellency
the great seal of Canada, which will be
transferred to the new Secretary of
State. Previous to leaving for Montreal
the retiring Premier bade good-bye to
all the clerksof his department, and also
expressed his acknowledgments to the
correspondents of the Conservative
newspapers. Sir Charles Tupper in-
formed me that he hopes to be-able to
take up residence in his new house
in this city in five or six weeks.
Until such time, however, as Lady
Tupper returns to Ottawa he will make
his home with his son, Sir Charles Hib-
bert Tupper, who will retain his resi-
dence here until the close of the coming
session. The latter has not yet decided
upon his movements. Some weeks ago
it was announced that he would join the
legal firm of Borden, Ritchie & Parker,
of Halifax, but the partnership has not
been consummated, and there is a possi-
bility of Sir Charles Hibbert joining a
legal firm either in Ottawa .or Toronto.
The late Solicitor-General likes Toronto,
and he and his family would doubtless
receive a cordial welcome if the ex-min-
ister decided to locate there.

There seems to be no question regard-
ing the leadership of the opposition in
federal politics. Sir Charles Tupper has
received assurances of loyal and hearty
support from Conservatives in all parts
of the Dominion, and unquestionably he
will be the unanimous choice of the
party when the time comes for them to
select their leader.

To-day everybody is‘talking of the re-
cent strained relations between Lerd
Aberdeen and his adyisers. It is
currently reported to-night that His
Excellency bases his &ction in re-
fusing to assent to all the proposed
appointments on a precedent afforded by
New South Wales. In 1894 in that
colony the government of Sir George
Dibbs was defeated at the general elec-
tions: Sir George endeavored to make
appointments to the upper house of the
colony, but the Governor, Sir Robert
Duff, refused to sanction them. Sir
George Dibbs then forwarded a remon-
strance to the Colonial-Office against the
action of the Governor. The Marquis of
Ripon, the colenial secretary at the
time, upheld the tourse of Sir Robert
Duff. It is not unlikely the question
wiil be the subject of parliamentary dis-
cussion at the coming session.

Lying statements uppeared rin the
Toronto Evening Globe, the Qttawa Free
Press and Le Onltivateur, of Quebec,
yesterday, that Chambeidain was med-
dling-in Canadian politics, by. insising
that Aberdeen should sanction the pro-
posed appointments. This has met with
prompt refutation, and though evideutly
there was a conspiracy to influeace RHis
Excellency the conspiraters huve over-
reached themeselves. Toe-night the Gov-
ernor-General received acablegram from
Chamberlain asking him to cause.an
emphatic contradiction te 'be made to
the Globe’s statement, and His Excel-
lency asks me to give the widest pub-
licity to this contradictien.

ToroxnTo, July 9.-—The Mail-Empire’s
Ottawa special says: *‘The first act of
the new government will be to pestpone
the session of parliament called for July
16. There is a great desl-eot mystery on
the subject of appointments. Tt is cus-
tomary for ministers retiring to provide
for their private secretaries, but whether
their appointments made since.June 23
will receive vice-regal samction remains
to be seen.”

The Mail-Empire says editorially, dis-
cussing the differences between the Gov-
ernor-General and Sir Charles Tupper
over appointments, that “‘a suggestive
feature of the case is the wild anti-Brit-
ish demonstrations of Israel Tarte, the
progpective minister of railways. Israel
Tarte, hearing that the swhject under
consideration had been referred to the
Colonial Secretary for judgment, became
alarmed lest by the decision.of the Brit-
ish statesman he and his friends shounld
be deprived of some fragmenmt of their
prey. He therefore wants ito know
through his paper whether Mr. Chamber-
lain, a British minister, is to have a voice
inmattersaffecting thegovernment of this
country. Whether or mot there huas
been a reference to Mr. Chamberlain for
advice it is impossible to- say, but it is
clear that there might be such a refer-
ence with perfect propriety. Tarte, in
entering a protest against British dnter-
vention—an intervention whieh amounts
to interpretation—is, seeing that theis
not yet installed, rather in a hurry. We
are, he should know, governed byithe
British constitutional system, a system
which imposes on the ruler the neees-
sity of seeing that there is mot added to
the list of privy councillors the name-of'
any man whose record is bad.”

The Democrats Choose Bryan, of
Nebraska, as Their Standard-
Bearer.

A Surprising Result —Phenomenal
Popularity of the Man of
Yesterday’s Speech.

Cuicago, July 10.—The Bryan forces
made the most of the phenomenal rise
of the young orator of Nebraska vester-
day. The adjournment at midnight also
gave the leaders of the other candidates
an opportunity to rally their forces. It
served also to give u few hours in which
cool counsel could prevail against the
wave of sentiment which was at high
tide last night. The convention hall,
however, continued to be full of Bryan

rumors, the Nebraska man giving by his
presence on the platform that magnetic
touch which has thus far -been lacking.
The Bland managers, while admitting
the danger of the impetus to the Bryan
movement, declared it was the result of
adroit generalship, and that it had failed
in the purpose to carry the convention
off-its feet. . They still held the strong-
holds of Misgouri, Arkansas, Illinois and
Texas, and were smilingly conifident that
the actual figures would take from the
Bryan movement its element of peculiar
enthusiasm.

The lesser candidates played a wait-
ing game, believing the time would
come when the convention, in despera-
tion, would turn from the first favorites
and seek others on which some gtrength
might be concentrated. Great interest
was centred in the course of New York
and other gold delegates. Theijr confer-
ence failed to bring about a determina-

instances. But the purpose on the part
of New York to refrain from taking part
in the ballot had an ominous sug-
gestiveness.

An hour later than had been sched-
uled, the convention met this morning
for the sole and express purpose of nom-
inating a presidental ticket. Chairman
White called the delegates to order at 11
a.m.

(From the Portland Oregonian.)

Thereis on the surface an apparent
significance that the Liberal victory in
Canada brings a Frenchman to the head
of the government. This apparent dis-
crediting of British toryism and toady-
1sm is supported, moreover, by the facts
of theelection itself. Mr. Laurier’s ma-
jority in the whole of Canada is 24. In
the province of Quebec alone, the Con-

servative French Catholic province of
Quebeg, it is 34. Those figures tell the
whole story. It was in Ontario that Mr.
Laurier made his great effort, by enlist-
ing Sir Oliver Mowat on his side. But
Ontario failed to give him the majority
be wanted. It was in Quebec that the
Conservative government made its
strongest bid for support.

What is the significance of this disap-
pointment furnished by Quebec?

It was their innate love of freedom,
their sturdy -determination to maintain’
their independence, the Tribune ar%‘ues,
that made them vote as they did. They
would, no doubt, have liked to see their
co-religionistesuccessful in their demand
for separate schools in Manitoba. Bat
they wisely saw that it was a matter |
which Maniteba must settle for herself.
For if Quebec should now .coerce Mani-
toba, a precedent would be established
under which one of these days Manitoba
might in turn coerce Quebec. In voting
to let the Protestant majority rule in
Manitoba they were voting to let the
Catholic majority eentinue to rule

It is certainly very suggestive that
this Canadian election, which means a

Manitoba and a rebuke to the anti-Am-
erican Tory spirit generally, has been
earried by the votes of Frenchmen, that
is, French-Canadians. The contrast in-
evitably suggests itself between the
8pirit of resistance to monarchy which
these French-Canadians inherit, pnd the
spirit of worship of royalty which the
loyal Briton carries with him every-
where.

The gardens of the palace are
now filled with materials for the party,
and large tent screens are being erected
at appropriate places. Such a large
crowd is anxious to be present that it is
expected an overflow party must be
given at the palace within a fortnight.
It is uncertain whether or not the Queen
will be present on Monday, If she
comes to London it will only be to stay
a couple of hours and return to
Windsor the same afternoon. Qn the
following day, however, she will
come to London for Princess Maud’s
wedding on Wednesday, and proceeds to
Osborne on Thursday. The arrange-
ments for the ceremonial of the royal
wedding are giving a great deal of trou-
ble owing to the constant changes that
are being made. It has now been de-
cided that there will be three processions
from the State apartments tothe private
chapel—the members of the royal family
and royal guests, the bridegroom and
his sapporters and the bride and brides-
maids.. The Queen will be wheeled to
the entrance of the chapel, which she
will enter alone just before the bride.
The'Queen’s State trumpeters outside of
the chapel will herald the arrival of
each procession with a fanfare. Prin-
cess Maud has already received five bi-
cycles as wedding presents. Regarding
the marriage settlement it appears
that . Princess  Maud will have £4,-
000 -out of the allowance granted by
Parliament to the Prince of Wales in
1889, and the Crown Prince of Denmark
makes an allowance of £10,000 to Prinoe
Charles. The couple will occupy a suite
of roems in the galace of the King of
Greece at Copenhagen; they will alse
occupy a villa near Bernstorff Castle as
a country residence in Denmark, while
the small mansion of Appleton, near
Sandringham, will be the English home
of the couple, who thus will have from
£4,000 to £16,000 a year and no rent to
pay. Princess Maud has lately taken to
‘‘ poker work,”” which consists of traeing
and working out curious Oriental pat-
terns with hot irons on wood. he
Princess has applied this work to the
ornamentation of book covers.

But there has been a humorous
featurein the proceedings which it will do
no harm to record. When the Ancients
were entertained in the Royal Orangery
at Windsor on Wednesday, manyv of the
ladies were anxious to obtain souvenirs
of the occasion, and persuaded the wait-
ers to sell them knives and forks. Con-
sequently the waiters did a thriving
trade.

Thiscourse was taken by Earl Sal-
isbury owing to his fear that his nephew,
who,is an enthusiastic bimetallist, might
make references which were unpalatable
to the United States. Mr. Balfour was
to introduce to the meeting a Professor
Walker, of Boston, who is to address the
league on the monetary question. Earl
Salisbury’s interference is looked upon
in some quarters as another proof of the
anxious desire of the English authori-
ties to avoid all causes of offence to the
United States.

BRYAN, OF NEBRASKA,

The Democratic Candidate for the
Presidency—A Man of De-
cided Opinions.

CHIcAGO, July 10.—It has been said
that William Jennings Bryan, of Ne-
braska, ‘‘ won fame in an hour,” by his
address on the tariff in congress in
Mérch, 1892, but his race for fame began
twelve years prior to that date, for he
was a student of political econemy at a
very early age and was on the staump be-
fore he was old enough to vote. Mr.
Bryan was born in Salem, Ill., March19,

1860. His father was a promineat lawyer
and a circuit judge. Young Bryan was
a graduate of the Illinois college and of
the Union law college. He married
Miss Mary E. Baird and put out his
sign as an attorney in Lincoln, Neb.
His total income for the first six months
was $68; after that he had a fine prac-
tice. His wife has also been admitted
to the bar and is in more senses than
wives usually are a helpmate to her hus-
band. Mr. Bryan is_a smooth-faced,
clean cut, handsome man, a finespeaker,
a ready debater and an ardent tariff re-
former. Since his retirement from
Congress he has been active upon occa-
sions in spreading the free silver propa-
ganda all over the West and down into
New Mexico, never failing to secure con-
verts. He began his congressional
career by carrying an overwhelmingly
Republican district by 7,000 majority.
Though his views on finance are at vari-
ance with those of some great Democratic
statesmen, recent developments have
shown that he is in advance rather than
in the rear of Democratic progress. As
long ago as 1895, in a speech in Missouri,
Mr. Bryan said he believed the Demo-
cratic party would take its position at
the next national convention and de-
clare in its platform for the free coinage
of silver 3t 16 to 1.

Sir Adolphe
adds that there will be a steady fight
from the start, and he believes the prov-
ince of Quebec will soon reverse the re-
cent snap verdict.

Annual Report Remarks on the Im- |least another year before the mines are

provement of Trade During
the Year.

New Officers Elected—Entrance Fee
of Members Reduced to
Twenty Dollars.

The Board of Trade yesterday held
their annual meeting at which the prin-
cipal business done was the reading of
the reports and election of new mem-
bers. The president, Mr. D. R. Ker,
presided, and besides the members Mr.
S. J. Pitts, a former resident of Vic-
toria, was present by invitation.

The secretary read the following re-
port:

To the Membera of the British Columbia
Board of Trade:

GENTLEMEN :—In presenting the seven-
teenth annual report, we have to congratu-
late members of the board upon the im-
provement which has taken place in the
trade and commerce of the province durin
the past twelve months. 'The causes whic
have led to this revival, together with some
other matters of interest, are now briefly
referred to:

MINING MATTERS.

The value of the output of minerals,
other than coal, increased from about $800,-
000 in 1894, to agproximately $5,000,000 in
the year 1895, as follows: .

Trail Creek District—22,972 tons; yield-
ing 45,950 ozs. gold, 2,572,850 1bs. copper.

glocan District—9,309 tons shipping ore,
30,000 tons concentrates; yielding 1,837,100
ozs. silver, 17,145,000 lbs. lead. .

Ainsworth District—43,644 tons; yielding
605,550 ozs. silver, 28,906,800 ibs. lead.

Nelson District—3,707 tons; yielding 176,-
560 ozs. silver, 494,370 lbs. copper.

‘West Kootenay—placer goid, $10,520.

Cariboo, Cassiar, Yale, Lillooet, and East
Kootenay—placers, $491,025.

Fairview and Camp McKinney—placers,
$135,000. . .

The output has continued to increase
during the past six months, especially in
the Trail district, where many claimsare
already giving results which promise to
make that sub-division one of the import-
ant gold producers of the world. The aver-
age value of the ore is about $40 per ton,
principally gold, with a percentage of silver
and copper, but far higher grades are found
in the lowest levels, and in the case of the
Le Roi some of the richest ore yet taken
from that mine was found 500 feet below
the surface. Another characteristic of the
Trail district is that nearly all the ore veins
so far developed have been found to widen
with depth. )

As it is intended to supplement this re-
port with particulars of the shipments of
ore from each of the mines, it is unneces-
sary to refer to more than the principal
ones:

The Le Roi was located in July, 1890, and
development commenced in December of
the same year. The first shipment of ore,
a carload, was made in the fall of the fol-
lowing year, the smelterreturns being $86.40
per ton. Shipments of any magnitude,how-
ever, did not commence until January, 1894,
in which year 6,000 tons were made to Un-
ited States smelters. In 1895the shipments
were nearly double that quantity, and the
present output is 100 tons per jday, average
value $40 Eer ton. The company owning
this mine has paid the sum of $175,000 in
dividends.

Regular shipments of ore from the War
Eagle mine commenced 1n January, 1895,
the shipments to the 30th ultimo being 12,-
661 tons. The company has paid thesum
of $157,000 in dividends in the same period.

To the richness of the ore of these two
mines is- largely due the wonderful dev-
elopment which has taken place in the
Trail district during the past eighteen
months. All the country for miles around
Rossland is staked out in- mineral claims,
and whilst the great majority of them
will undoubtedly prove disappointing
to their sanguine holders, yet many of those
now under developmentare returning more
encouraging results than were obtained in
opening up the two mines  first referred to.

A narrow-gauge railroad 13 miles lon
now connects Rossland and the principa
mines with the town of Trail, on the C%l—
umbia river, where a smelter has been erect-
ed capable of treating 250 tons of ore per

ay.

The Canadian Pacific railway proposes to
extend its line from a point opposite Rob-
son, on the Columbia river, to Trail, and
also the branch to Vernon, in order to
serve the mines situated near Rossland.
The Red Mountain railroad will probabl{
be open for traffic in October next, and will
é‘ive all-rail connection with two United

ates transcontingntal railroads. These
important works indicate the permanency
of the mines in Trail district.

Ordinary labor is paid $2.50 per day;
skilled labor from $3 to $3.50, but tne supply
is already more than the demand.

At the Hall Mines on Toad mountain it
is estimated that there are upwards of 120,-
000 tons of orein sight. An aerial ropeway
delivers it at Nelson, distant 414 miles,
where a smelter, owned by the company
onerating this group, concentrates it into a
‘“ matte,” one ton of which contains the
product of eleven tons of the ore. The
average value of the ‘““matte” is $240, as
follows:

Silver, 270 ounces; copper 45 per cent;
gold, $3 per ton.

large number of free milling gold
claims have recently been located near Nel-

son.

The smelter at Pilot Bay has stimulated
silver mining in the Ainsworth sub-divis-
ion since it commenced operatingin March
1895; it has, however, been supplied with
ore principally from the Blue Bell mihe,
owned by the Smelter Company.

The Blocan sub-division “is another
mining centre, the discoveries in
which were made in 1891. The min-
eralized area is about 20 miles in
length and 12 miles in breadth, and not-
withstanding the ruling low price of silver
it contains over thirty mines that are ship-
ping ore. The gross earnings of sixteen of
these mines for the first six months of this
year are estimated at one and a half million
dollars, about one-third of which is avail-
able for dividends.

The shipments from the Slocan Star mine
amount to about 600 tons per month, which
yield approximately 100 ounces of silver
per ton and 70 per cent. lead. The owners
of this mine have just com&ie)ted a concen-
trator, and the sum of $100,000 was recently
paid in a dividend. .

The principal mines of this subdivision
are served by two railroads, the Cana.l;an
Pacific and the Kaslo & Slocan, a shortline
}eiminating at Kaslo, on the Kootenay
ake.

The enormous coal fields in the Crow’s
Nest Pass are attracting great attention in
consequence of the large demand for coal
for smelting purposes in the Kootenay dis-
trict. The coal is stated to be an excellent
one for coking and to bear transportation
without. breaking. From assays made by
Mr. Hoffman, the Dominion Government
assayer, and other competent assayers, the
coal seems to be peculiarly suited for metal-
lurgical purposes. The" building of the
British Columbia Southern railway would
open up these coalfields and put them
in communication with the ootenay
smelters.

It is believed by many of the oldest and
best informed miners that mineral wealth
equal to that of any other part of the prov-
ince lies in Cariboo, the rivers of that dis-

fairly opened up.

The impetus that would be given to de-
veloping the mineral wealth of Cariboo bf;
the construction of the projected Britis
Pacific railway can hardly be over-estimat-
ed. " At present this rich country is prac-
tically closed to mining, other than placer,
on account of the great cost of getting in
machinery and supplies.

The Mainland coast and the islands eon-
tiguous are highly mineralis#d, and econ-
tain varieties of excellent building stone
and marble, soft black slate, graphite,lime,
liquid asphaltum, and the best coal feund
on the Pacific seaboard.

DEVELOPMENTS ON VANCOUVER ISLAND.

The Vancouver Island coal output for
1895 was 939,654 tons, a slight falling off
compared with the previous year, owing to
the low freights which have prevailed snd
the consequent reduced values of English
and Australian coals. Notwithstandin,
this competition, the Vancouver Islan
collieries placed 651,295 tons on the Cali-
fornia market against about one million
tons from all other sources. Very superior
coke is being produced from Vancouver Is-
land coal in quantities to meet present de-
mands, but 100 additivnal ovensare being
built. 4

Extensive development work is being
done on mineral claims in Alberni district,
a large area of which is threaded by veing
carrying gold, ccpper, and silver. The in-
dications from surface rock are very en-
couraging, whilst ‘the accessibility of the
claims—many being on deeg water—chea
transport charges on ore to Coast smelters,
an unlimited suppéy of coke at hand, abun-
dance of wood and water, and mild cli-
mate throughout the year are advantages
which will not be lost sight of by capital-
ists seeking mining Investments. The
auriferous ﬁeposits of this district are also
receiving the attention they fully de-
deserve. The pioneer hydraulic company
has commenced work on the benches, and
it is expected that returns will be available
for publication in the appendices.

In the Barclay district, contiguous to
Alberni, immense bodies of ore have been
found, the surface showings being very
similar to the Trail ore already referred to.
Development work is now progressing.

The cfeposits of iron ore, both hematite
and magnetic, are very extensive in this
district, and at other points on Vancouver
island. Many of these deposits are on good
harbors, which together with other natural
advantages, not the least important of
which is the necessary and convenient
fluxes for smelting, should enable iron to
be produced as cheaply as in any other part
of the world. The duty on pig ‘iron enter-
ing Canada is $4 per ton. and there is a
Dominion bounty of $2 per ton of all pig
iron manufactured in Canada from Cana-
dian ore.. The protection afforded the home
market and proximity of such markets as
China and Japan with competitive steam-
ship services thereto, together with the in-
ducements here indicated, have only to be
better known to attract the capital neces-
sary for the establishment of large blast
furnices in this province.

Next in importance is Texada island,
which also contains large bodies of mag-
netic iron ore, limestone, copper, gold and
silver. Development work is in progress.

It is not within the scope of this report
to refer to several other islands and por-
tions of the province which deserve men-
tion under this head ; sufficient has already
been stated to indicate the vast mineral re-
sources of British Columbia. Taking into
consideration the sparse population—one
white to about six square miles of territory—
and limited capital, the development of the
same is satisfactory, but it is insignificant
%o what may be expected during the, next
five years.

For the pros&)ector the field is practically
unlimited, and any person over the age: of
eighteen years can obtain a free miner’s
certificate on payment of $5. Claims may
be located 1,500 feet in length by 1,500 feet
in breadth; to hold theseit is only neces-
sary to work them to the value of $100 in
each dyear for five successive years, and to
record particulars at the government office,
when a crown grant will be issued. A free
miner may enter upon any crown lands
and cut such timber as may be required for
the Eurposes of the claim or claims being
worked by him. The mining laws have
been framed so as to facilitate as far as
possible development in every stage, and
experienced mining men from the United
States speak in terms of ‘highest com-
mendation .of their liberal scope and
justice.

FISHERIE§ OF THE PRONINCE.

The fisheries of British Columbia are

probably the richest in the world. Al-
though only two million dollars is invested
in them, the exports under this head dur-
ing the fiscal year ending June 30th, 1895,
amounted to $3,264,500.
There were 47 salmon canneries in opera-
tion, and the total pack was 566,395 cases,
valued at $2,831,875, which is 72,024 cases
more than that of the previous year. The
whole has been disposed of at fairly remun-
erative prices.

The Fraser river continues to be the chief
source of supply, and, in consequence of
favorable natural conditions, the success of
the hatcheries, and regulations for the
preservation of the young salmon and pro-
tection of the spawning grounds, there are
no signs of decrease of merchantable fish.
This Board having urged that more
hatcheries be established on the Fraser.
Skeena, and Naas rivers, and Rivers
Inlet,” an assurance has been received
that these recommendations will be car-
ried out. A hatchery is to be estab-
lished on the Skeena this year, and others
will be built next year at some of the points
named.

This board also asked that cotton lines
% inch and under, used in the manufac-
ture of fishing nets, be admitted free of
duty. An order-in-council recently issued
directs that all such lines up to 5-16 inch
be placed on the free list. .
Professor Prince, Dominion Fishery Com-
missioner, visited this coast in August last
year for the purpose of enquiring into the
iishing resources of British Columbia. and
the salmon canners, and others interested
were enabled to place before him the result
of their observations connected with the
fish in our provincial waters. Such confer-
ences, together with the personal observa-
tions of one so well qualitied as Professor
Prince, are highly beneficial to the fishing
industry, and already much of the friction
which existed between the canners and the
Department of Fisheries has disappeared.

The cxport of fresh salmon, frozen and
packed in ice, amounted to a million and a
quarter pounds. This new branch of the
tishing i1ndustry, it is complained, is at
present retarded by high freight rates.

Particulars of the salmon pack by can-
neries, and distribution of the same, will
be found in the appendices.
A trial shipment of live lobsters, Eastern
oysters and black bass has just reached this
province for experimental purposes.

The sturFeon, which are so” plentiful in
British Columbia, afford a fishery which is

j capable of development on a large scale.

Professor Prince stated that the sturgeon
found here are finer than those in Russian
waters, and he saw no reason why this
province could not compete with Russia in
the several products of such an industry.
The exports of halibut, which practically
commenced less than two years ago,
amounted to two million pounds during
1895, and Inspector John McNab estimates
that at least ‘a8 much more was caught in
British Columbia waters by United States
fishermen. Our fishermen have conse-
%uently had to dispose of their catch in
nited States markets fairly well supplied
with fish in every respect equal to their
own, and prices ave been lowered
accordingly. They have been further
handicapped by having to pay United
States duty, half a cent per pound—that

ter was brought to the notice of tne.Do-
minion government in Janwaxy last, and it
is understood that the steamer Quadra is
to be commissioned to this service as well
as to the prevention of smuggling on the
west coast of Canada.

SEALING,

The catch of 64 schooners engaged in

sealing in 1895 was 70,739 skins, against a

catch of 94,474 skins by 53.sehooners in the

previous year. .

The very rough weather experienced off

the coasts of British Columbia and Japan,

and vicinity of Copper island seriously

affected operations in those waters, and the

schooners appear to have been less success-

ul than in former years-in meeting with

the large herds of seals prior to May 1, the

commencement of the close season for the

waters mentioned.

The Behring sea catch was 9.493 skins

more than in the year 1894, the seals being

fairly plentiful and the weather favorable.

The prices realized forthe catch of 1895
compare favorably with: those of the previ-
ous year.

The growth of this industry has been

very rapid, and the present keen competi-
tion and consequent high remuneration

paid to good hunters. leaves the margin of;
groﬁtd to owners of schooners much re-
uced.

LUMBERING,

There was a steady improvement in the
lumber industry during the year 1895. the
quantity cut being 112,884,640 feet, or about
40 per cent. more than in the previous

ear. The foreign demand was more wide-

y distributed than for some years past,but

prices were low. The foreign demand has
continued to improve during the past six
months at advanced prices.

A combine of nearly all the exporting
mills on the Pacific Coast has been effected
and a uniform scale of prices arranged.

Attention is again called to the import-
ance of grading all lnmber for export. Such
specific grading would protect our millmen
and simplify the work of purchasers when
placing orders.

The sawmill being erected at Takush
Harbor will be one of the best equipped in
the province, and will be occupied mainly
in cutting cypress. The cypress is one of
our most valuable woods and commands a
pric¢e almost equal to mahoganﬁ.

Particulars of the foreign shipments of
Inmber will be found in the appendices.

AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS.

Satisfactory crops of all kinds of agricul-
tural produce were raised in Britisk Colum-
bia in 1895, and the area under cultivation
was larger than previously. It isestimated
that the crops of hay, oats, barley, and
wheat were agout double those of 1894. For
the twelve months ending June 30th, 1895,
the imports from toreign countries were as
follows:— .

Roots and vegetables were generallly
good and large crops are reported from ali
the districts. During the twelve months

potatoes were imported, upon which duty
was paid $7,095.10.

The importation of fruit was checked,
home grown apples, pears, plums and

runes supplying the local markets, and
Peaving a surplus, which was shippé?:l to
the eastern provinces.

Canned home-grown fruits continue in
good demand.

In sympathy with the United States
markets on the Pacitic Coast, which were
overstocked with agricultural produce,
prices in this province were low.

Receipts from Eastern provinces are not
included in the above particulars.

The demand for the products of the local
creameries, lately established, is encoura-
ging farmers to give more attention to
dairying, which is an industry capable of
great expansion. The visits of Professor
Robertson with the Dominion government
travelling dairy are valuable aids in this
direction, and advantage is also being
taken of the provincial act for incorporating
cheese and butter associations, under which
five or more persons may associate them-
selves for the purpose o manufacturing
these articles.

The act passed last session for the en-
couragement of the dairy industry extends
aid to districts within certain limits desir-
ing to erect creameries. This should, wher-
ever the proper conditions exist. stimulate
the farmers to greater exertions in su ply-
ing the local markets with dairy prod}x)lcts.

The duty paid on 42,585 pounds of butter
imported during the twelve months endin
June 30, 1895, amounted to $10,531.04, an
probably three times as much more was re-
ceived from Eastern Canada.

Much valuable information is obtainable
at the Dominion experimental farm at
Agassiz. At present there are over 2.000
varieties of fruit under test, besides many
cereals, roots, fodder plants, cattle, etc.
The superintendent, T. A. Sha. e, visits
all the provincial agricultural exhibitions
with samplesand particulars of his experi-
ments, and the farmers can consequently
receive the full benetits of his observations.

INDUSTRIAL ENTERPRISE,

The corrected census returns furnish
some interesting tables, copies of which are
appended hereto, showing the growth of
Buiitish Columbiaindustrial establishments.
Such establishments have continued to in-
crease since those particulars were gathered,
and it is expected that this province will
hold its position as the largest manufacturer
in the Domin‘on in proportion to popula-
tion.

The smelting industry is yet in its initial
stages, the Pilot Bay simelter being the only
onein operation in 1895. The company
employed on an average 200 men daily, at
wages aggregating $170,000. Only silver
leag ores were treated and the bullion was
shipped to the United States to be refined,
This, however, will not continue, as the
company is about to ecect the refinery
which was contemplated when it was
organized. The existing plant consists of
a concentrator and sampler, and is so ar-
ranged that three additional smelting stacks
can be erected alongside the one now in
operation. .
The Trail smelter, which was ‘‘blown
In” for the first time on February 1 last, is
treatinithe copper gold ores of that dis-
trict. Although the capacityis 250 tons per
day, it is not equal to the present require-
ments of Trail.

The Hall mines smelter is capable of
treating over 100 tons of ore daily. The
ore treated is known as ‘ peacock ore,”
containing copper, silver and gold. One
hundred men are steadily employed by the
Hall Mines Company.

The Dominion government assedan act
in 1895 to encourage the smelting of gold,
silver and silver lead ores in Canada, but
to participate in the bounty the smelting
works must be in operation gefore January,
1897. The bounty is at the rate of 50 cents
per ton fora term of five years, the total

pwEmcnt not to exceed -$30,000 in one year.
That more smelters will soon be built may
be judged from the fact that during the
first four months of this year 10,000 tons of
ore were exported to the United States for
treatment.

Two coneentrators are reducing the
silver-lead ores in the Slocan district. N
The lurnber mills, sash and door factories
also furnish work for a large number of
skilled and ordinarx laborers.

The shipyards, iron foundries, machine
shops, flour, rice, and oat mills, spice mills

ehemical works, paint works, and severai
other industries are capable of supplying
present loeal requirements.

The masufacture of pig iron and the
smaller sizes of bar iron eould be engaged
in under very favorable conditions in Brit-
ish Columbia, but this has been referred to
under the head of minerals.

Owing to-the rapidly increasing demand
for wood pulp in the United States and
Great Britain, its manufacture is assuming
large propertions in Eastern Canada, where
the industny is likely to become one of very
great impdrtance. This fact is of especial
mterest to British Columbia, in view of tiie
immense forest areas and the great varicty
of trees suitable for pulping, and the inco:n-
ing council is recommended to investigate
the conditions favorable to establishing the
manufaesure in this’ province.

1t is understood, too, that the attention
of capitalists in England has been directed
to the growth of fiax for milling purposes,
and if rbe;forts made are favorable, there is
a possibility flax mills will be erected here
with a view to supplying twine for the
manufaeture of fish nets.

The importanee of utilizing fish guano
and seaweed for fertilizing purposes has had
the attention of the Dominion government,,
and -the department of agriculture has
decided to make some experiments to.test,
its feasibility by inexpensive methods, and.
it _is hoped the incoming administration.
will not lose sight of it.

PUBLIC WORKS.

The principal public works carried on
during the periodpunder review have been
the provincial government buildings and
the Dominion ~ post office and cmstom
house at Victoria.” The stone and MASONry
work of the parliament buildings is now
nearly completed, and the interior fittings
are progressing satisfactorily. It isgex-
pected that they will be ready for occ pa-
tion next winter. Whilst this handsome
structure is very commodious eompared
with the premises in which the official busi-
ness of the province has been transacted
heretofore, it is not considered in advance
of the public requirements.

The postal and customs baildings have
not’ progressed as rapidly as might have
been expected. Lately, however, there has
been an improvementin this respect, and
it is hoped there will be no further delay in
completing these buildings, which are so
much needed.

The court house and government offices
were erected at Nanaimo at a cost of
$27,808, and the local %ovemment aided by
a grant of $15,000 the building of a school
in that city.

At Ashcroft a bridge across the Thom
son river was built, costing $11,228. A sug:
stantial bridge was also built at Lytton.

RAILWAYS,

There are 800 miles of railway track laid
in British Columbia—that is, about one
mile of railway for each 478 square miles of
territory. These figures show conclusively

These resources will be largely opened up
by the building of the proposed British Pa-
cific railway, to commence from the north
terminus of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo rail-
way, thence northward on Vancouver Is-
land to'Seymour Narrows, where connec-
tion would be made with the Mainland.
The proposed line would then proceed in
an easterly direction, making for the Yel-
lawhead Pass, the object heing to connect
with a railway which would form another
transcontinental line to the morth of the
Canadian Pacific railway. The company
formed to build this proposed railway made
roposals to thelocal government in" March
ast involving financial assistance, but the
terms were not acceptable and there is con-
sequently further delay in the commence-
ment of extensive construction work. As
soon as the break in the negotiations was
known your council addressed communica-
tions to the provincial government and to
the construction company, expressing the
hope that the lock might  be
only temporary and that fur-
ther negotiations would lead to an
understanding agreeable to both parties.
The company’s charter requires the expen-
diture of a sum not less than $200,000 per
annum, commencing on May 1st last, and
the completion of the lfhe within eight
years from that date.

The building of the Canadian Pacific
Crow’s Nest branch line would have a very
beneficial effect upon the mining interests
of Kootenay, and it is hoped that the Fed-
eral authorities may give the financial as-
sistance which is needed to ensure early
construction.

The Kaslo & Slocan railway, length 33
miles, was opened for traffic in November
last.

The Nakusp & Slocan line was extended
from Three Forks to Sandon, distance four
miles.

The Nelson & Fort Sheppard railway was
continued from Five Mile Point to Nelson.

The Canadian Pacific Revelstoke branch
line was built from Wigwam to the head of
Arrow lake, where boats connect with the
Nakusp & Slocan railway, Robson and
other points on the Columbia river.

The Columbia & Western, a narrow
gauge line, betwecn Rossland and Trail on
the Columbia river, was completed last
month.

BDUCATIONAL.

British Columbia affords excellent edu-
cational opportunities, the schools being
free and undenominational. In 1895 there
were 172 common, 26 graded, and 4 high
schools, under the supervision of trustees
elected by the ratepayers: at a cost to the
provinetal government of $208,000.

New sehool districts can be oreated by
the Liewtenun t-Governor-in-council.as seon
as there-are fifteen children between 6 and
16 years of age within the limits prescribed.
For outlying agricultural districts and min-
Ing camps this arrangement is very advan-
tageous. .

STEAMSHI® SERVICE.

The Canadian Paeific Steamship Com-
pany’s service with China and Japan has
been continued and the sailings have been
regular, with full freights and passenger
18t8 on. each occasion.

The Northern Pagific Steamship Cowmn-
g:_my heave found it necessary to put on ad-
itional steamers; sailing ships also have
been employed during some months of the
past year.

THE YUKON COUNTRY.

The application of this board for an im-
Broved mail serviee to the Yukon was met

y the Dominien government granting an
allowance for three mails during this sea-
son, instead of only one heretofore.

This board also reported the advantages
British Columbia merchants would detive
if mails from Alaska could be landed at
Victoria instead ot being carried past this
Fort on to Seattle and from there returned ;
ikewise, that the return mails for the North
should be despatched direct from this port.
Last month arrangements were made to
facilitate the transmission of correspond-
ence between Alaska and Victoria on the
lines here indicated.

A special committee of this board re
cently reported upon the trading rospects
of the Yukon, which are yearly gecomiug
of greater importance. The committee
state that most of the supplies are now
taken in via the St. MichaeF’s, Behring sea
and the lower Yukon river,a long route
on&y open fora short time in each year,
and they recommend a shoreer route via
Lynn canal, which is accessible by sea-
going vessels. By following the White
pass, a portage of about thirty miles, the
navigable waters of the Yukon are reached.
It was urged that the local and Dominion
governments should assist financially in
building a road over the pass, and bonus
some person or company who would oper-
ate steamers on the upper waters of the
Yukon river; the reason assigned being
that the opening of the roposed route |
would enable miners who dl;sire to winter |
elsewhere to remain in the Yukon country
later in the year than is now possible; be-
sides making British Columbia merchants
independent of the United States trans-
portation companies which also control the
trade of the Yukon.

The assistance asked for was not granted,
but the Dominion government is having a
survey made of another route via the
Stickeen river ,.and Teslin lake, with the
view of building a wagon road or light rail-
way between the points mentioned.

ALASKA BOUNDARY LINE.

It is satisfactory to know that the atten-
tion of the Dominion government has, by
the wide publicity given to the contention
of the people of this province with respect
to the Alaska boundary line, been specially
directed to the claims which it is important
to have recognized, and thatthe matter has
had the consideration of the Imperial gov-
ernment as well ; so that whateverrights are
possessed by virtue of the treaty of 1825 are
not likely to be overlooked in the final ad-
jusiment of the dispute.

In this connection it may be pointed out
that during the recent rtish to Alaska
many British subjects from this province

While the Japanese will soon be able to
furnish themselves with nearly all the
use and wear and eat, without assistance
from foreign countries, they will be com-
pelled to buy many raw materials, princi-
pally cotton and iron.

The Japanese are rapidly developing into
a manufacmrin% nation, and with abund-
ance of cheap labor, even of the skilled
class, they will soon be large exporters in
lines which come in competition with Can-
adian manufactures.

house and outbuildings were reduced to
ashes. There was no insurance on the
house or its contents.

Early this week Manager McGuigan
began packing down ore fur immediate
shipment from the Noble Five. The

The Wonderful, near the Slocan Star,
which was recently stocked for $1,000,-
000 at Spokane, and upon which work
was begun a few weeks ago, has com-
menced shipping ore and will probably
become a permanent shipper, though
the ledge proper has mnot yet been
struck. ) . .

Last Monday morning the Washing-
ton mine concentrator shipped its first
car of concentrates, the same going to
Everett. This week’s shipment was
four cars, and this will be continued un-
til fall, when it is intended to market a
car daily. This mill has a $25,000-ton
dump 1o work on. Besides a large
amount of high grade ore, which will not
require concentrating, there is in sight
enough concentrating to keep the mill
running for several years.

As a result of several very warm days
Kaslo river, during the early part of tbis
week, gave us an example of what it can
do when it goes out on & rampage.
Though the water was not nearly so
high as when, in 1894, so much proper-
ty was destroyed, its work was sufficient
to show that ultimately the-lower part
of the city must be completely aban-
doned. E. E. Coy was forced to move
out, the water being about 18 inches
deep on his ground floor, and at one

time the building was in danger. One!

or two small buildings were carried
away. Theold depot building was en-
tirely surrounded and but for a break-
water immediately above, would un-
doubtedly have been swept away. The
greatest loss ‘was sustained by a number
of industrious Chinamen who have
cleared a plot of several acres and were
prospering from the sale of garden truck.
Their buildings and the greater part of
their land was sent out to the lake. The

lake is still rising, but has done no dam-
age to date, beyond forcing the abandon-
ment of the lower floor of the K. & 8.
depot. A heavy storm from off the lake
would no doubt do great damage. The
water is now above the ordinary high
water mark and within five feet of that
reached by the great flood of 1894.

President D. J. Munn, ot the Kaslo &
Slocan railway, spent the greater part
of the week in the city, looking over,
with Col. Irving, traffic manager, the
affairs of the company. President Munn
is more than pleased with the prospects
for his road, and says he becomes more
infatuated with Kootenay each time he
visits it.

Sanca is situated on the east shore of
Kootenay lake, about eighteen miles
south of Pilot bay. This point is the
headquarters for the Montana company,
who have extensive mining properties
in the White Grouse district, about six-
teen miles west, and at an elevation of
about 4,000 feet above Kootenay lake. A
trail from Sanca to the Storm King
group of claims will be completed by
the time this is in print, and a force of
miners will be at work on the Storm
King prospect.

Last fall Edward N. Murphy bought
of the Noble Five partners the claim
known as the Northern Belle No. 2 on
the divide between the Noble Five and
the Washington for his father, Edward
Murphy, of Toronto. The figure 'was
something like $10,000 cash. Last Sun-
day the young man began operations in
an old tunnel with two crews, and on
the second shift, Tuesday, the men
struck at 8-inch streak of 136-ounce
silver, 70 per cent. lead ore. The streak
is widening out and will, Mr. Murphy
thinks, become large enough to make
the Belle a big paying proposition. There
are nearly 1,200 feet of the lead in plain
sight besides other excellent showings
on the property.

TRAIL CREEK.

Teddy Spellman struck a three-foot
vein of ore in a twelve-foot shait on the
Western Spy last week that proves to be
shipping ore. This is on Lookout
mountain, about two miles from Trail
and handy to the tramway. It is owned
by Trail people and will worked ex-
tensively. 4

The owners of the Joker have exposed
an iron cropping 27 feet wide, and in
several places are cropsout on.the sur-
face that assays well. The claim lies a
mile above Trail and all who have seen
it are unanimous in saying that it re-
sembles a quarry more than it does a
mine. The lead can be traced for quite
a distance.

The strike that was made in the Sou-
vereign, bonded to General Warren, of
Butte, is highly satisfactory, being be-
tween three and four feet of white
arsenic iron ore with pretty walls dip-
ping into the mountain. The shaft is
down a sufficient depth to show that the
vein is widening gradually. This was
bonded to the general by Trail parties
for $35,000.

Champion,’ Bear and Murphy creeks
are attracting considerable attention. A
trail is being cut into the head waters of
Champion that will be of great assist-
ance to prospectors. At present hun-
dreds are going into the country, many
stopping at Waterloo landing, fifteen
miles above trail, and tramping across.
At Waterloo numerous good strikes have
been made, and at present there are two
groups that are under bond, to English
capital. Another month will makegreat
changes in that section, as the Nakusp
Jeaves many passengers every trip down.
It is thought to be the coming camp of
this section.

I 6OD'S OWN TEMPLE.

Interesting Religious Services Un-
der the Blue Sky and
Green Pines.

Sidney’s Annual Camp Meeting Is
now Fairly Inaug-
urated.

To the Methodists of Eastern Canada,
and more especially Ontario, the mere
mention of a camp meeting brings with
it memories of Grimsby by the Lake,
with its great auditorium, encircled in
earlier days by blazing bonfires of gigan-
tic proportions—its vast crowds of cot-
tagers, campers or transient guests of
the Lakeside or the Grove, its famous

lecturers or preachers from all parts of
America, and its delightful singing. The
annual fortnight of special services at
Grimsby Park have become well-known
to all Canadians, and so far-reaching is
the fame of the Grimsby, washed by the
blue waters of Lake Ontario, that even
in.this extreme western province the
Easterner neither hears nor speaks of a
Methodist camp meeting, and does not
think of the Ontario home of this at-
tractive feature of Methodist religious
work during the midsummer months.

Those who have thus far attended the
camp meeting now being held at Sidney
under the auspices of the combined
Methodist churches of -Victoria, see
much in the surroundipgs of the unpre-
tentious meeting place there to remind
them of Grimsby, for there, too, the
voices of the preachers and the singers
are raised in exhortation, counsel or
songs of praise beneath lofty trees and
under the canopy of the blue sky, while
for a background the always interesting
picture has the shimmering Straits,
dotted with verdant islands on the one
side and the fertile fields of Saanich
peninsula on the other. As yet Sidney
park is but a Grimsby in embryo—but
the natural material is there for fully as
picturesque and popular a summer gath-
ering place.

At the present time a number of
families are ‘living at the scene of the
camp meeting either in tents or con-
venient cottages, while the trains leav-
ing Victoria at 9:30, 4 and 7:15, enable
many residenis of the city also to enjoy
an otherwise unattainable hour of
pleasure and profit by the sea, and re-
turn to their home at the close of the
last meeting by ten in the evening. The
services are held morning, afternoon and
evening, yesterday’s being four in num-
ber. In the morning Rev. Mr. Misener
was the preacher; at two in the after-
noon Miss Bowes conducted a special
service for the children; an hour later
Rev. Solomon Cleaver delivered an im-
pressive and helpful address; and in the
evening Rev. J. P. Bowell conducted ser-
vice and was the preacher.

Mrs. Barrett, the evangelist present
at the Sidney camp meeting of last year,
is at present unable to attend owing to
the illness of a friend, and other ar-
rangements will be made to fill the
vacancy in the . programme caused by
her inability to take the part allotted
her. There will be the usual exercises
to-day, conducted by the visiting and
local clergymen, and the meetings will
continue daily until Tuesday next, when
tents will be struck and the second
annual camp meeting at Sidney come to
a close.

BOER AND UITLANDER.

The struggle between the Boers and
the strangers, which has practically be-
come a struggle between the English
and the Dutch elements, now centres in
the demand of the strangers to be ad-
mitted to the electoral Iranchise. For-
merly electoral rights were readily ac-
quirable by an immigrant in the Trans-
vaal, as they are to-day in the Orange
Free State. In 1881 a residence of two
years gave the vote. But when Presi-
dent Krueger perceived that the influx
of strangers would alter the character of
the electorate, and ultimately transfer
the balance of power to English-speak-
ing citizens, he persuaded the assembly
to extend the period of residence required
for citizenship first to five, and then to
fifteen years, and thus practically to ex-
clude the whole of the new population
which has come in since 1885. Thus
electoral rights are now confined to less
than twenty-five thousand citizens,
while probably double that number of
persons, of voting age and sex, are liv-
ing within the republic debarred from
those rights.

It is easv to understand Mr. Krueger’s
position. ‘“These newcomers,”’ he ar-
gues, ‘‘are in all essentials strangers to
our polity. They do not belong to our
Dutch Reformed churches; they do not
like our customs; they dowot speak our
tongue. They would use their votes, if
votes were given them, to turn out the
present officials and legislators, and
would end by making the country Eng-
lish, like Cape Colony or Natal. It was
not for such a fate that we quitted the
homes of our fathers to go out into the
wilderness and overcome the Zulus sixty
vears ago; and against such a fate we
will struggle to the end.”

On the other hand, the strangers com-
plain that, though they form a large
majority of the population, own half the
land in the republic, and pay more than
90 per cent. of the taxes, they are denied
a share in the government of the coun-
try and in the application of its reve-
nues, and are obliged to submit to ex-
cessive and unfair imposts, voted by a
legislature, some of whose members are
gravely suspected of corruption, and ad-
ministered by officials, many of whom
are far from trustworthy. These were
the motives which prompted the crea-
tion three years ago of an organization
to obtain political reforms, and which
led to the rising of the stranger popula-
tion, or rather of the bulk of the Eng-
lish-speaking portion of it, at Johannes-
burg in December last—a rising the de-
clared aim of which was not the over-
throw of the Transvaal Republic, but to
compel the Boer assembly to extend the
suffrage to the new-comers.

The effect of that abortive rising, and
of the expedition of the British South
Africa Company’s men, who came to
help it, but were surrounded and forced
to surrender by the Boer forces, has so
far been unfavorable to the demands of
the strangers. President Krueger’p hold
on his citizens had been préviously

shaken by their dislike to the officials

he had brought from Holland. The ris-
ing, however, evoked all the patriotism
of the Boers, and made the President,
who successfully withstood it, more
popular than ever. At the same time it
stirred the feelings of the Dutch in the
Orange Free State and even in Cape
Colony. Seeingtheirown kinsfolk threat-
ened by an expedition which had started
from British soil, they forgot for the
moment their own commercial griev-
ances against the Transvaal government
(which had built up a wall of tariffs
against them), and gave all their sym-
pathy to the threatened republic. As
the British Home government had not
only disavowed, but had even tried to
stop the expedition on its way, no fre-

sentment has been felt by the Qape.
s

Dutch against Britain.

But the movement towards a political
tusion of Dutch and English in the colony
has received a check, and the tendency
of the Orange Free State towards a
closer union with its sister republic
has been strengthened. Meanwhile, the
grievances of the new population in the
Transvaal have not been removed, and
as the influx of strangers to the Nitwa-
tererand mines will doubtless continue, it
is clear that something must be done to
give a more or less complete satisfaction
to their claims, and to prevent a recpr-
rence of the troubles of last December
and January. It is impossible, in our
times, for a minority to continue to rule
over a large and increasing unenfran-
chised majority of people superior in in-
telligence and wealth, however strong

the original position of the minority may.

have been, and whatever sympathy their
attachment to their Jown simple and
primitive life may eve’l{(f—“ Impressions
of South Africa,”’ by James Bryce, M.P.,
in the July Century.

LABOR IN SOUTH AFRICA.

The English carpenter has a *‘ boy’’ to
carry his tcols for him; the English
bricklayer has a native hodman to hand
the bricks to him, which he proceeds to
set. Work requiring skill is very often
done by whites, because they do it much
better, but white labor leans on and
uses black labor. So on the railways
the stationmasters and guards are
white, but the heavy jobs which need
little skill fall to the blacks; so field-
hands and those who actually herd the
cattle are natives, though there are us-
ually whites over them in a position of
authority.

In all new countries skilled labor is
dear, but in South Africa it is excep-
tionally dear, because the skilled white
man insists on having blacks beneath
him, and black labor, though it ie cheap
if measured by the price paid for it, is
really dear if measured by what it ac-
complishes; forit is unskilled and un-
certain, the native, except in a few of the
older parts of the country, not yet hay-

‘ing acquired that habit of steady and

patient industry which makes labor ef-
fective. Itis of course in the newest
districts, where the natives are still raw
and scarcely removed from a savaye state,
that this uncertainty is most felt.

In the gold-fields of the Transvaal and
Mashonaland, the supply of native work-
people often falls short, although at
Johannesburg a native can earn three
pounds (fifteen doliars) a month besides
his food and such lodging as he needs.
The development of the mines is of
course to some extent retarded by this
difficulty of obtaining a permanent sup-
ply of labor.—(‘‘ Impression§ of South
Africa,”” by James Bryce, M.P., in thé
July Century.

TE MCLARTY FIRE.

The Investigation Into Ald. Mé,e-‘

millan’s Charges Against the
Fire Department Opened.

After a Three Hours’ Sitting the In-
quiry Adjourns to Another
Day.

The investigation into Ald. Macmil-
lan’s charges against the fire depart-
ment in connection with the MecClarty
fire was opened last night, and proved
somewhat long-winded, for only the few
witnesses which Ald. Macmillan.called
were examined, Chief Deasy’s defence
of the brigade being deferred to a day to
be fixed. Of the city council there were
present only Mayor Beaven, in the
chair, and Ald. Wilson, Partridge,
Humphrey, Glover and Macmillan, the
last-named acting as prosecutor, while
Chief Deasey comgiucted the defence.

Ald. Macmillan’s charges as written
out by himself are:

‘1 complain that at the fire which
took place on the morning of June 22 at
the corner of Leighton road and Cad-
boro Bay road, the fire department did
not come on the ground with proper
promptness; that not sufficient fire ap-
paratus was brought on the groung 3
that a telephone message sent to the
central fire hall for help met with a re-
fusal; and that a gentleman who drove
in a hack to the central fire hall to ap-
prize the fire departmentof the fire com-
plained of having received discourteous
treatment.”’

The first witness called was Mr. A.
MecClarty, who in effect stated that after
he had got his family out of the burning
house he had requested a hack driver to
send in an alarm. He did not know
how long the department was in coming
and he did not think that after they
reached the fire the firemen could have
done any more than they did as his
house was past saving and efforts could
only be made tc save the stable and ad-
joining house.

Mr. C. H. Wilkinson stated that he
had been in the hack when he heard Mr.
McClarty asked the driver to send in an
alarm. As the witness did not know
where there was a box he ordered the
hackman to drive as rapidly as possible
to the Yates street station. He then
asked a fitreman in the hall to turn out
the engine, and was answered that the
fire was outside the city limits. This
the witness contradicted and the fire-
man said he had sent for the chief, but
refused to hitch up when' ordered by
witness. Mr. Wilkinson annoyed at
this wanted to use the station telephone
to call up the Mayor but was refused.
He went out for the purpose of tele-
phoning from some other place, but did
not as the hackman told him the chief
had been summoned. He started back in
the hack to the fire and the reel passed
the carriage at Leighton road. He con-
aidered his treatment at the fire hall to
have been discourteous. He did not
think that in any event the house could
have been saved.

The next witness was Mr. C. MecMunn
the night telephone operator. He had
heard the fire department call up the
chief and report the fire, and five or ten
minutes later an alarm came over Ald.
Macmillan’s  telephone. Witness re-
peated this to the central fire hall and
was answered that the chief had already
left for the fire. No one at the central
fire hall refused over the telephone to
turn out the apparatus. He was sure of
this as all communication by telephone
with the fire department had to be made
through him at night.

H. Matthews, the hack driver, said
that when he got to the fire hall he
told Bugh that the fire was inside the
city limits and was answered that it was
outside. Mr. Wilkinson had then gone
inside the fire hall and witness did not
hear what ‘passed. As he drove Mr.
Wilkinson back to the fire the Chief’s
buggy passed the hack somewhere be-
fore Cook street was reached, but the
hose cart did not pass them till Leighton
road. He drove at a pretty brisk gait.

8. W. Edwards, who lived close to the
fire, went to help at five minutes past
one, and it was some time afterwards,
probably 25 minutes, before the firemen
arrived. He did not think the firemen
brought enough apparatus with them.

Ald. Macmillan was then sworn and
stated . that when he reached the fire
McClarty said he had just sent in an
alarm by a hack. Witness telephoned
then from his own house an alarm to
the central, and thought the operator
had connected him with the central fire
hall. He heard distinctly a voice, not of

the telephone operator, say: *‘ No, it’s

qutside the city limits,”” and was under
the impression that it came from the
central fire hall. His impression was
that part of McClarty’s house might
have been saved if the firemen had ar-
rived promptly. As near as he could
jndge it was 25 minutes from
the - time he .ii"was at the
telephone before the brigade arrived.
He did not think that there were enough
firemen, as he saw only four; and he
did not think that one hose reel was
sufficient apparatus to bring; the chem-
ical engine should have been,brought
and some ladders.

As it was nearly eleven o’clock it was
decided to adjourn to a dateto be fixed
for hearing the evidence on behalf of
the fire department.

Chief Deasy Files His Answer to the
Charges of Alderman
Macmillan,

s T}

i

And the Aldermen A‘g,ree That They
Were Not Justified
By Faets.

Between 10 and 11 o’clock last night
the investigation into Ald. Macmillan’s
charges against the chief of the fire de-
partment terminated after conclusive
evidence for the defensive had been sub-

mitted. The defence was conducted by
Chiet Deasy, and was in effect outlined
in the following statement which he sub-
mitted when all the witnesses had been
heard :

“ To His Worship the Mayor and Board
of Aldermen.

“ GENTLEMEN :—1 have the honor to
acknowledge receipt of copy of
complaints filed by Ald. Macmil-
lan re fire on Leighton' road.
In reply thereto I respectfully submit
the fo{)lowing: .

¢ First, with reference to the prompt-
ness of the department, a hackman
driving on Oak Bay avenue noticed a
fire breaking through the roof of a frame
building. He drives to the burning
structure and then drives over one and
a half miles3 to the nearest fire hall,
neglecting to use the fire alarm boxes or
telephone on the way. The firemen
then drive a mile and a half to the fire.
I cannot state how prompt the hackman
was in delivering tﬂe alarm, but I am
sure that a rapid run was made to the
fire. With telephones and alarm boxes
along the road, and a telephone rented
by the city in Ald. Macmillan’s resi-
dence within one hundred yards of the
fire, the blame, if any, rests with those
who saw the blaze and neglected to
notify us promptly.

‘‘ Second. The complaint that not
sufficient apparatus was brought
on the ground is met by the following:
At the time of the fire the only reliable
engine in the city was undergoing re-

airs, and, although in service, was
iable to break down on a long run. - I
took a hose carriage, men and 900 feet
of hose to the fire, leaving only one en-
gine, ome truck and one chemi-
cal in service in the business
centre of the city. With the appa-
ratus mentioned we saved Mr. Baxter’s
residence and Mr. McHarty’s stable, all
that could be saved after we reached the
scene. I do not believe in endangering
the whole city by taking everything
away for miles on such an alarm as I re-
ceived. Cadboro Bay road is six miles
long, and the news transmitted to me
was ‘ There is a fire on Cadboro Bay
road.’ Again, the blame, if any, rests on
other shoulders. I asked for protection
in that section in seven yearly reports.
None was provided outside of a hose
cart, with hose, which is stored 700
yards from the fire and which the resi-
dents of the locality neglected to use.
It cannot be placed at my door if 1 have
insufficieut apparatus to protect every
portion of the city.

‘“ Third. That a telephone message for
help, sent to the central fire hall met
with a refusal. In reply permit me to
state that no telephone message for help
was sent on the morning in question be-
fore we left for the fire. This I can prove
by a dozen witnesses.

‘“Fourth, That a gentleman who
drove in a hack to the central fire hall to
apprise the department of the fire com-
plained of having received discourteous
treatment. Answer—If any gentleman
had any complaint to make the proper
course would be to write the
head of the department; ghould
the chief neglect his duty
report to his superiors. No complaint,
of any description, reached me. Acting
on purported remarks published in the
newspapers, I demanded a written ex-
planation from Engineer Lund. His
statement, with a declaration signed by
four others, I submitted some days ago.
The engineer denies the charge.

“In conclusion, gentlemen, permit me
to state that I am willing to stand prose-
cution, but persecution has been my lot
from certain quarters for some time. I
am wiliing to do my duty as fearlessly
in the future as in the past, but I re-
spectfully protest against petty warfare,
which tends to demoralize any depart-
ment. If I have the confidence of
my superiors it will be a pleasure to re-
tain it, if there is any fault I ask and ex-
pect no consideration. As youareaware
the fire department of any city requires
aman at its head with independence
enough to fear or favor none so long ag
he does his duty. This kind of service
I have given for many years. '

‘4 (8d.) THOMAS DEAsy,
‘‘ Chief of Fire Department.”’

After the foregoing statement had been
read, Chief Deasy and his men were
asked to retire, and the committee with
Ald. Macmillan present, considered the
charges. After some deliberation the
Mayor secured the individual opinion of
all the aldermen.

The charge made * t?mt the telephone
message sent to the fire hall met with a
refusal,” was withdrawn by Ald. Mac-
millan. As for the other charges the
aldermen all voted that they had not
been sustaihed, with one exce tion, and
this was provided by Ald. umphrey,
who refrained from giving a decision on
the matter of the insufficiency of the
sgiparatus on the scene of the fire. The
official report of the result of the inquiry
will not be made known until Monday.

LAURIER HELD UP.

The Vancouver World, which appears
to be recognized in the East as the chief
Liberal organ in British Columbia, thus
speaks out its mind on the ‘eabinet rep-
resentation problem :

of the province. We have no desire to
be considered sectional, but fair
play in politics, as in everything
else, being bonnie play, we would not
be true to the trust and. confidence re-
posed in us did we not’ press the claim
of this portion. of British Columbia ¥
view of the prodigious development now

going on here. But there are other'
reasons to which we shall hereaftér re-
fer, why the Mainland cannot be ignored
in the Laurier Cabinet.”

The News-Advertiser takes a broader
view of the situation, commeniing las
follows: ‘“ We fear that British Colum-
bia will sink in the estimation of her
sister provinces over the unseemly
struggle which appears to be going on
over a seat in the cabinet for one of the
four Liberal members from this province.
We have not referred to the subject be-
fore, hoping that the good sense and in-
fluence of some of theleading and honest
Liberals in British Columbia would put
a summary stop to this miserable ex-
hibition of selfish egotism on the
part of these sucking politicians. We
know from our own knowledge that
there is a number of life-long Liberals,
both here and in Victoria, who have dis-
countenanced any proceedings of this
kind. They realise, as everyone who
has the slightest knowledge of political
affairs must do, that it would be little
less than a scandal to insist on Mr.
Laurier placing at the head of an im-
portant department of state a man abso-
lately devoid of any parliamentary
knowledge, much more of official meth-
'ods. The only Liberal in either house
{who is connected with British Colum-
bia, who might be appointed without
causing adverse criticism from men of
both political parties, is Senator Me-
Innes. But he being in the Senate, it
would probably interfere with - the cab-
inet arrangements, were he given any-
thing but a seat without portfolio.”

PUBLIC SCHOOL BOARD.

The school bpard met last evening,
Mr. Chas. Hayward, chairman, presid-
ing and Trustees Mrs. Grant and Messrs.
Lovell, Yates, Belyea, McMicking and
Saunders also present.

An application for desks for the chart
class at the South Park school was re-
ferred to the supply committee; and a
complaint from a parent that her daugh-
ter had not been allowed to leave school
one afternoon an hour before closing
wasreferred to. Mrs. Grant as a special
committee of inquiry.

Mr. McNeill presented a report on the
pupil teachers’ examination, showing
that Miss Brown obtained a total of 319
marks or 793/ per cent., and Miss Grant
314 marks, 7814 per cent., each obtain-
ing a second class certificate.

Miss Ida M. Carmichael and Miss Ar-
rowsmith wrote resigning their positions
as teachers.

Mr. Sheridan interviewed the meeting
on the subject of the blackboards, which
it is his desire to cover with his patent
slating. This would cost 5 cents a square
foot, and last from three to five years.
It leaves the boards a perfect black.
The matter was left in the hands of the
alterations and repairs committee, with
power to act.

Mr. Spragge then addressed the board
on the subject of a patent dustless oil
for which he is agent. This oil being
applied to a wooden floor, the effect is
to prevent dust being raised in sweep-
ing. He produced local testimonials
from B. Williams & Co. and Dr. Lewis
Hall. He thought that once the floors
are saturated, a re-coating once a year
would be sufficient. The matter was re-
ferred to the repairs committee, with
power to act on the suggestion that the
oil might be tried on one room.

A number of applications for positions
on the teaching staff were received and
tabled. ‘!

A report from the school attendance
officer, giving statistics of absentees, also
suggested a reformatory for some of the
boys who persistently play truant. Re-
ceived amf filed.

The majority of the supply committee
presented a report recommending the
payment of $156 a month for the use of
the secretary’s office by the board, and
also that the council ‘be urgently re-
quested to provide a suitable room for
the use of the board together with a safe
to_contain the board’s books and papers.

Mgrs. GRANT explained that she had
not signed this report because she could
not consent to paying this amount for
the use of the secretary’s room in view
of the retrenchment in other' directions.
She . thought that arrangements should
have been made with the council long
ago.

Tae CHAIRMAN said he had inter-
viewed the Mayor on this subject some
time ago, and the best that could be
done was that the board could have the
use of the committee room provided
that their meetings did not conflict with
those of the municipal committees.

Me. BeLYEA pointed out’ that the
board need, in addition to a
meeting room, some place where
their papers and books may be safely
kept and where they will be readily ac-
cessible for reference at the meetings of
the board.

Mr. Lovell and Mr. Yates held that
the expense proposed was rather greater

.{than should be incurred, though the

board certainly need better accommoda-
tion than before provided for them at
the city hall,

After furtherdiscussion the report was
adopted.

M=z. BELYEA suggested that, as a new
rule has been adopted that children for
the chart or primary classes are not to
be admitted during any term after the
first ten uays, the fact should be adver-
tised for a week or so before the re-
opening of the schools, so that all per-
sons concerned may be informed. It
was directed that this should be done.

NEEDLESS INDIGNITY.
Public opinion throughout the province
seems very much of a unit in regard to
parading the chain gang from the pro-
vincial jail on the streets of the city,
though no one objects to the prisoners
being compelled to care for the grounds
of the several provincial institutions.
This often discussed subject of the
marching of prisoners—some of them
guilty of no crime other than yielding to
the vice of intemperance—through the
city streets 1n charge of an armed guard,
was last night the text of a very strong
expression of disapproval from Rev. Dr.
Campbell, of the First Presbyterian
church, his remarks being made" at the
regular weekly prayer meeting.

He had, he said, been in many places
in the Dominion, but had never wit-
nessed this offensive exhibition of
thoughtless cruelty till he came to the
Royal City of the Pacific Coast. He re-
ferred to the degrading effect it had on
the prisoners themselves; to the in-
jurious effect on the children, who not
infrequently ‘‘ played chain gang ”’; and
to the revolting sight it was to good and
refined citizens.

One particularly strongillustration was
given, the case being instanced
of a young man not long ago
sent to jail for a comparatively
trivial offence committed in the course
of a spree; only a few days later this
young man was marched in the chain
gang morning and evening past his
father’s door, the sight of his disgrace
proving keenest torture to the loving
and aged mother and the respected and
upright father.

In consequence of their pastor’s re-
opening of the subject it is expected that
the congregation of the First Presby-
terian church will immediately initiate
an agitation for the abolition of the prac-
tice complained of, continuing their cru-
sade against the marching of the chain
gang through the streets until the point
18 gained. s

Salmon Running Plentifully at Riv-
ers Inlet but are Searce on
the Skeena.

A New Water Boat Building on
Turpel’s Ways—Idle Sealing
Schooners.

The Northern salmon canneries were
all in operation again when the steam-
ship Danube left the Skeena for Victoria
some three or four days ago. She ar-
rived here yesterday afternoon, com-
pleting a round trip to Queen Charlotte
Sound, and brings the news already out-
lined—that the big fishermen’s strike at
Rivers Inlet is over. The important
canning industry, temporarily interfered
with and slightly injured by the strike,
isnow being as busily prosecuted as
ever. The strikers are back at work and
that, too, at the wages formerly received,
the disturbing element which caused all
the trouble having been removed. A
number of American fishermen were
among them, but when they left for
their homes the Indians returned to

work without any fuss. This happened {

before the Danube reached the Inlet,
and fishing has since been going
on with splendid success. Salmon
have been running plentifully, aud the
average, notwithstanding the difficulties,
is quite as large now as at this time last
vear. Such a satiefactory condition of
affairs does not, however, exist on the
Skeena. There the fishermen hardly
make enough to sustain them, and the
total pack of the river will be small in-
deed. The boats which went out on
Monday morning returned after a long
abgence with hardly a fish. The
Danube’s passengers to Victoria were:

Owing to a heavy fog which had set-
tled over the Straits by the time the
steamship Miowera was ready to sail on
Friday night, it was not deemed advis-
able for her to attempt to get away until
yesterday afternoon, the fogand smoke
not clearing away until late in the
morning. .

A new water boat to replace the old
stern-wheeler Florence in service in Es-
quimalt has been partially completed on
Turpel’s ways. According to present
plans she will be launched on Thursday
and will then be taken to Spratts wharf,
where the machinery being made by the
Albion Iron Works will %e placed in
position. The new craft, which is being
built for Mr. Stewart of Belmont, 'is
very strongly constructed, a special
number and quality of knees having
been used in its bottom. The vessel
measures 75 feet by 17 feet.

A LIBERAL ALLOWANCE.

Three cabinet ministers from British
Columbia, in return for four suvporters
in the Commons,will be a generous con-
cession from even a Liberal cabinet, but
that is what the Liberal organs here and
in Vancouver promise. The World, for
instance, says that “ the Mainland can-
not be ignored in the Laurier cabinet.”
The Times, on the . authority of its own
eminently reliable and well posted cor-
respondent at Ottawa, rather ambigu-
ously encourages Senator McInnes to
hope that he will be * taken in”’ with-
out portfolio ; and states that in addition
‘“ British Columbia will get one of the
controllerships now or in the near
future.”” Here in Victoria the‘Times
modestly refrains from mentioning the
name of this coming controller, and for
this piece of home news one has to go
abroad—to the Ottawa Journal of June
30, which contains the following:

Sir Charles Ross, a wealthy Scotch-
men, is,at present investigating the
mines of the Kootenay, and has secured
a bond on the Apache group of mines,
in the Waterloo camp, on the Columbia
river.

AFTER- FORTY YEARS,

Satisfaction Expressed With the
Adoption of the Deceased Wife’s
Sister Bill.

The Week’s Naval Manoeuvres—Ef-
fects of Democratic Platform on
the Money Question.

Loxpon, July 11.—A majority of the
newspapers express themselves as satis-
fied with the adoption of the deceased
wife’s sister bill after forty years’ agita-
tion. The important question now is,
will the government give the bill a
chance of passing the House of Com-
mons as well as the House of Lords. It
is believed that at least two-thirds of
the members of the lower house are in
favor of the measure, while outside, it
can safely be said that the mass of the
people,‘ except a section of the church
party, is also in favor of the bill.

The Times to-day, although it is of
the opinion that the vote on the de-
ceased wife’s sister bill is likely to
bring about its future adoption, says the
House of Commons has often previously
passed such a bill and its supporters are
likely to force the government to give
the necessary time to the measure. It
is not merely prospective, but applies to
marriages already contracted.

The Daily News referring to Cardinal
Vaughan’s ** whip " sent to the Catholic
peers at the instance of the Pope, says:
“The impudent attempt of an Italian
priest to interfere in the decisions of the
British parliament has no parallel since
Pope Pius IX procured the defeat of
Mr. Gladstone’s Irish University bill of
1873.”

The naval manoeuvres of next week
will be on a larger scale than has vet
been attempted. They will open with a
preliminary cruise, which will be fol-
lowed by tactical exercises. A sham
war will be the next feature of the pro-
gramme. The ships will be divided into
channel and reserve fleets. The latter,
according to the scheme, will protect the
coast agaimst the channel squadron.
Great Britain will send to sea upon
this occasion a larger naval force than
was ever before mobilized by one power
in the history of the world. There will
be a big increase compared even
with 1895. The number of ships
which will take part in the
manoeuvres will be .about 105 com-
pared with the 75 vessels which
were sent to sea for the same purpose
last year. Every class of vessel will he
employed, including 15 battle ships, 25
cruisers, 21 gunboats, 20 torpedo de-
stroyers, 24 torpedo ‘boats and a number
of dispatch vessels and other craft.
Twenty-two thousand men will be on
board these fleets. The leading point to
be decided by the manceuvres is expect-
ed to be whether or not torpedo de-
stroyers can effectually protect block-
ading ships against torpedo boats. “The
Admiralty announce that a feature of
the mimic war will be the watching of
one of the fleets in port by the other.

The Economist, commenting on the
Chicago convention, says: ‘‘The suc-
cess of the Democrats would act like a
moral and economic cyclone on Ameri-
can trade and business. Happily it is
one thing to carry an unsound platform
at a party convention, and quite another
to win a presidential election.”’

Secretary McNeil, of the bi-metallic
league, referring to the convention, said
to a representative of the Associated
Press: ““ Tt is not the policy of the league
to interfere in the money questions of
other countries. They only adjure
other nafions to join international bi-
metallism. The declarations made at
Chicago have pleased some and dis-
pleased other members of the league, as
the latter are not sure that if a silver
party succeeds at the polls the United
States will go in for international bi-
metallism, preferring to attempt it only
in America.”

RETROSPECTIVE AND
PROSPECTIVE.

The Conservatives, who on Wednes-
day, after eighteen years of office, laid
down the reins of power, have a great
deal to be proud of and very little to
blush for. They have administered the
affairs of the Dominion wisely and ener-
getically. They leave the country
richer, more prosperous,”and in a far
better position to profit by its many and
‘great advantages than they found it.
In fact, in 1878, when Sir John Macdon-
ald took the direction of the affairs of
the Dominion, many of those advantages
were unknown. It was his policy that
developed the resources of the
Dominion, and that showed, even
to Canadians themselves, the im-
mense capabilities of their country.
British Columbians who are old enough
to remember the condition not only of
this province but of the whole of Can-
ada in 1878, cannot but wonder at the
great and beneficial changes that have
been brought about chiefly through the
instrumentality of - the Conservative
Government. If anyone had then pre-
dicted that before the Conservatives
went out of power Victoria would
have daily commuhnication with Eastern
Canada; that it would be brought with-
in twelve days of Liverpool; that there
would be lines of magnificent steamships
running between British Columbia and
China and Japan and between Victoria
and Australia, and that a Pacific cable
between the Island of Vancouver and
the islands of Australasia would be well
on the way of becoming ansgccomplished
fact, he would have been regarded as a
wild enthusiast or as an amiable lunatic.
But these and many other changes not
less wonderful have been accomplished
and others equally surprising and equally
beneficial are in process of being ac-
complished.

It is not, we believe, too much to
say that the success of the Con-
servative administration in Canada has
had the effect of changing very materi-
ally the estimate in which colonies are
held by British statesmen, and of induc-
ing a change in the Imperial policy
the effects of which are only beginning
to be seen. There can be no doubt
that Conservative governments and-the
Conservative policy have made this
Dominion of Canada the most
important of the colonies of Great Brit-
ain.

hey will not, however, be allowed to do
the country much harm.

THE PILE BRIDGE.

We suppose that there is no hope of
prevailing upon the City Council to re-
consider its determination to throw
away between five and six thousand dol-
lars of this year’s revenue in the con-
struction of a temporary bridge at Point
Ellice. The expenditure is wholly un-
necessary, for if the Corporation had
availed itself of Mr. James Dunsmuir’s
consent to use the railway bridge for the
purpose of vehicular traffic, the city
would have the temporary accommoda-
tion it so greatly needs at once, and the
citizens and the city government would
have ample time to consider where the
new bridge should be built and what
kind of structure it ought to be.

Men of experience and intelligence
gay. there is no reason in the world why
the railway bridge should not- be used
until a permanent bridge suited to the
present and future requirements of the
city is constructed. There would be no
danger in using the railway bridge, and
very little inconvenience. The number
of trains that cross it in a day is few,
and the time of their crossing is known
to everyone. Neither pedestrians nor
carriages need to any considerable
extent be inconvenienced, and
none endangered, by the shunting.
So great is the accommodation that the
use of the railway bridge can afford the
citizens, and that immediately, that it is
most surprising that the Corporation did
not begin to use it the day after Mr.
Dunsmuir’s consent had been obtained.
The expense that it would be necessary
to incur to put the bridge in order for
the use of the public and to keep it in
good order would have been compara-
tively trifling and the benefit to the citi-
zens would have been very great. As it
is, the citizens have been put to great
inconvenience and have had to sustain a
loss that has not been inconsid-
erable for want of the accom-
modation that the railway bridge
would have afforded, and it is uncertain
how much longer tﬁey will have to wait
for the ¢ pile bridge,” which, when it is
finished, will be very far from being an
ornament to the city, and which it is
safe to say will almost from the day of
its completion be a bill of expense to the
Corporation. It is well known that
makeshifts when they can be avoided
are very expensive, and this makeshift
bridge is wholly unnecessary.

Besides, it is well known that the City
Council cannot afford to build even a
slight bridge across the Arm at Point
Ellice, out of current revenue. Every
dollar that the ‘city collectors can
rake  and scrape  together is
needed for the regular civic ser-
vices, and to pay the interest on
the city’s debt. It would require a great
deal more than the Council can appro-
priate to keep the city even'in decent
order and to give the citizens the com-
forts and the conveniences that ‘they
ought to have for the taxes 'they pay
without throwing so considerable a sum
away on a ramshackle bridge that will
be an eyesore and a nuisance as long as
it stands. When it is considered that
the expenditure is altogether unneces-
sary, that the temperary accommoda-
tion which the city needs at once can be
had for at most one-fifth the sum that
has been appropriated to bnild the “pile
bridge,’”” we wonder at the patience of
the citizens who are obliged, altogether
unnecessarily, to bear serious loss and
are put to great inconvenience to gratify
the caprice of a few wrong-headed and
prejudiced city councillors.

THE SILVER PROBLEM.

A good many would like to know why
the value of gold as compared with silver
is placed at the ratio of 16 to 1. Is there
sixteen ounces of silver taken out of the
mines toone of gold, or can one ounce of
gold in' the markets of the world buy
only sixteen ounces of silver? It is diffi-
cult to tell exactly the relative quanti-
ties of the two metals miged .in a given
year. In 1894 it was calculated that the
world’s production of silver was 166,601 ,-
995 ounces and that of gold was 8,706,836
ounces; that is, the product was under
20 ounces of silver to 1 of gold,
but the market value was 32.58
to 1. This is very different in-
deed from the standard proposed by
the free silver menof the United States.
Before, then, their standard could be
arrived, at gold would have to depreci-
ate 50 per cent., or silver appreciate
over one hundred per cent. How any
government could bring about either
result is a mystery to a great many men.
A half an ounce of gold is now worth a
little more than sixteen ounces of silver.
For the gold to be doubled while the
gilver remains as it is, and at the same
time this ratio between the metals kept
up, is a mathematical impossibility.
Yet this is the miracle which the silver
men of the United States propose to
work.

THAT PILE BRIDGE.

The city was yesterday notified through
Mr. F. C. Gamble, resident Dominion
engineer, that construction on the pile
bridge now being erected across the Arm
must cease until permission is given by
the Dominion Separtment of Public
Works. The letter is as follows:

DEPARTMENT OF PuBLIC WORKS, CANADA,
Resident Engineer’s Office,
Victoria, B. C., July 8, 1896.
To the Mayor and Council, Victoria :

GENTLEMEN,—Pursuant to the directions
of the Chief Enlgineer of the Department of
Public Works, I have to notify you that be-
fore the construction of the "pile bridge
which the city council [f)ropose to erect par-
allel to and alongside of the bridge crossing
Victoria harbor at Point Ellice, one span of
which, 150 feet in the clear, col-
lapsed on the 26th of May last,
can be proceeded with, the provisions
of chapter 92 of the Revised Statutes of
Canada must be complied with. -

I have therefore to request that work
will be stopped until the necessary author-
ity, as set forth in the above mentioned
statute, to rebuild or replace this bridge is

granted.

The corporation are
merely rebuilding a pile bridge of the char-
acter existing in 1882. The %ridge under
construction, as I am informed, will not
interfere with navigation to as great an
extent as the former pile bridge
at this point, a span of 70 feet
being ~ provided with that special
object in view. It will be a great incon-
venience to even temporary stop the work
of construction, as the two parts of the
city are put to a great deal o annoyance
by the delay which has already occurred.
A bridge has existed at this point for at
least thirty-five years. I feel assured that
the department, if properly informed as to
the position, will not ask that the work be
delayed in the slightest degree.

BOARD OF ALDERVEN

Not Prepared to Meet the Tramway
Company’s Views Regarding
James Bay Bridge.

Last Year’s Representatives on the
Jubilee Hospital Board Reap-
pointed—Cut Your Thistles.

The city council had another meeting
Friday night, but it was unusually short,
for an adjournment was reached at half-
past nine.

The rates and taxes by-law was recon-
sidered and finally passed, and the bi-
cycle by-law was read a third time and
passed.

The reports of the City Engineer on
the James Bay and Rock Bay bridges
were next taken up. They were as fol-
lows:

“I have the honor to submit the fol-
lowing report on Rock Bay bridge: The

work of renewing the sway bracing and
making other repairs is nearly complet-
ed. The method to be adopted for
strengthening the draw span depends on
whetger the draw may be permanently
closed or not. Please advise me on this
point. After the repairs referred to are
completed the bridge will be safe for all
ordinary traffic, but I would not recom-
mend its use for tramcar traffic unless a
number of additional stringers are put
in.”

** With regard to Mr. Bell’s' report to
the Consolidated Railway & Light
Company relative to using James Bay
bridge for car traffic, in which he sug-
gests certain improvements to be made
within say twelve months, I have the
honor to report that as previously stated
I consider the bridge at present safe for
ordinary traffic and also for tram car
traffic conducted under the conditions
stipulated, viz., limited to a loaded car
of 8¢ tons at a speed not exceeding four
miles per hour, cars not to be nearer
than 200 feet. As it probably will in
any event, say within a year, be neces-
sary to repair the bridge and as making
the repairs _about on the lines as sug-
gested by Mr. Bell, would enable the
company to increase the loaded car
weight limit, I would recommend that
repairs approximately as suggested be
carried out at once on condition that the
Consolidated Railway Company con-
tribute an amount which under the cir-
cumstances would be a reasonable pro-
portion of the cost. The city to be held
absolved from any liability for damages
or loss that might be claimed through
making said repairs, the estimated cost
of which is $775.”

The report in reference to Rock Bay
bridge was referred to the streets com-
mittee and city engineer to report.

In regard to the James Bay report it
was decided on Ald. Glover’s suggestion
that the tramway company be informed
that the corporation do not feel prepared
at this time to spend money on the
James Bay bridge, in view of the city
engineer’s report that:the bridge is al-
ready strong enough for ordinary traffic;
the council, however, would not object
to the company furnishing funds for the
re,;:airs they desired to have made.

Then came another report from the
city éngineer. It read:

* With regard to cleaning out the
muck at Beaver lake between the coffer-
dam and main dam referred to in a com-
munication to the council from Mr. Bell
and myself on the 10th wult.,, I
beg to state that the contractors
for the water works improvements wish
to have a definite answer as to whether
the corporation wishes to purchase or
hire their pumping plant, consisting of
boiler, piping, hose, etc., as in the event
of the city not desiring to purchase or
hire they will immediately take down
and ship the machinery elsewhere. As
the greater part of the work of cleaning
out the site referred to can be done much
more economically by pumping and hy-
draulicing than by any other method, I
consider thatif reasonable arrangements
can be made for doing the work with the
machinery at present on the ground,
that it would be in the interests of the
city to have it so done.”

There was a short discussion as to
whether there was any need to remove
the dirt or not, Ald. Glover expressing
the view that, even if it were done, a
hydraulic plant was not necessary.

The contractors will be informed that
the plant will not be needed for the
present anyway.

Scotch thistles and mischievous boys
were the two next subjects tackled. The
first came up on a letter from Mr. J. R.
Anderson, deputy minister of agricul-
ture, who asked that the city use its
authority to have the Canadian thistles
cut down on private lots in the city.
This was referred to .the chief of police
to see that the law was enforced.

Dr. C. J. Marani, of Vancouver, who
owns some property in the city,
wished to obtain the names of
certain boys who had mischievously
broken with stones the windows of a
house owned by him. He believed that
the police knew the names and he de-
sired to have a stop put to the de-
struction of property.

Ald. Glover, Wilson and Humphrey
spoke of the expense to which owners of
empty houses were put by boys smash-
ing the windows, and Ald. Williams
thought that a few examples ought to
be made as the only means of stopping
the trouble.

The Chief of Police will be directed to
give the desired information. -

Messrs, Chas. Hayward, W. J, Dwyer,
J.L. Crimp, H. Dallas Helmcken and
F. B. Pemberton were re-appointed on
the Jubilee hospital board. The oniy
other business transacted was to order
the usual steps to be taken in regard to
buildings condemned as uneanitary.

The consideration of the-#stimates was
again postponed at Ald. Macrmillan’s re-
quest and the council adjourned.

POINT ELLICE BRIDGE.

A number of actions are likely to be
very soon entered against the city and
the tramway company on account of the
Point Ellice bridge disaster. Two writs
for damages have already been taken
out. ’

One of these was entered vesterday by
Messrs. Drake, Jackson & Helmcken
against the city on behalf of Marthg
June James, whose husband, F, T.
James, was riding on the bridge on a
bicycle at the time the bridge broke and

fell through the broken span and was
killed. The charge against the city is
that of nefgligence, and the amount of
the claim for damages has not yet been
named. -

Another case is that ot Mr. A. S. Potts,
who with his wife and Mr. and Mrs.
Jordan were driving in a carriaze along-
side the car and were carried down wit,
it. Mr. Potts is suing the city and the
tramway company jointly for damages
received in the fall. " The statement of
claim charges the city with negligence
in not keeping the bridge in repair and
the tramway company is alleged to have
been negligent in having allowed the
car to be overloaded.

THE MEANING OF 16 TO 1.

[From the New York Herald.]

“ What is the meaning of all this talk
about free coinage and 16 to 1?”

This question was put by a Western
farmer to the cashier of his bank. The
reply was: ‘“ Why, John, it means that
in this part of the country there are six-
teen fools to one man of sense.”

Farmers are not the only persons who
are asking this question. Letters are
every day received by the Herald from
otherwise intelligent men of various oc-
cupations requesting a plain explanation
of the phrase ‘‘ sixteen to one.”

Although most readers are thoroughly
familiar with the controversy, it may be
well to briefly 6utline the facts for the
benefit of those who are only now awak-
ening to its importance. The puresilver
in the big dollar weighs about sixteen
times as much as the pure gold in the
gold dollar. The exact weights are 23.22
grains af gold and 371.25 grains of silver.
Hence, “‘sixteen to one.”

When the mint was founded Hamilton
and Jefterson agreed that a pound of

fifteen pounds of silver, and accordingly
the ratio for the coinage at first was
made fifieen to one. Anybody could
bring as much of either metal as he

leased to the mints and have it stamped
into coins. This free or unlimited coin-
age of both metals is called bimetallism,
and the country was said to have a
double standard of values. The bullion
in either dollar was intrinsically worth
as much before being coined as it was
afterward, but the government’s mint
stamp was a guarantee of the weight
and fineness of the metal, and made it a
legal tender.

Subsequently it was found that fifteen
pounds of silver were not worth as much
as a pound of gold, and in order to con-
form to the relative market value of the
metals congress decided that the silver
dollar should thereafter weigh sixteen
times as much as the gold dollar. In do-
ing this congress went to the other ex-
treme and ﬁut too low an estimate on
silver. The European nations compesing
the Latin Union made their coinage
ratio fifteen and one-half to one, and the
owner of silver here would not exchange
sixteen pounds of it for a pound of gold,
because he could obtain the same thing
in Europe for fifteen and a half pounds
of his silver. In other words, the quan-
tity of silver in a dollar was worth more
than 100 cents. Consequently holders
of silver bullion ceased to send it to the
United States mints, and the silver
dollars previously coined were hoarded.

When the mint laws were revised in
1878 the provision for the free coinage of
silver doflars was dropped. - This at-
tracted little attention at the time, be-
cause none of these dollars had been in
circulation for a generation; and, in
fact, only eight millions of them in all
had been coined from the foundation of
the government up to that time. Owing
to the discovery of new mines the
world’s production of silver began to
steadily increase, and the price conse-
quently began to decline, and the Euro-
pean nations were in self-defence com-
pelled to close their mints against fur-
ther free coinage of the depreciated
metal. While silver was high the mine
owners cared nothing about the mint,
but when it got so low that a pound of
gold would buy seventeen pounds of sil-
ver in the market, these gentlemen be-
gan to clamor for a restoration of the
privilege of selling to the American
people, through the mint, at the old
ratio of 16 to 1. It was then that they
discovered that the act of 1873 was a
‘“crime.”’

As a concession to them, the Bland
law was passed, under which nearly four
hundred million silver dollars were
coined, the treasury, however, buying
the bullion for this purpose at its market
value. In 1890 the Sherman law was
passed, compelling the treasury to buy
140 tons of silver every month and
issue notes in payment. This pro-
duced the panic of 1893, and was then
repealed. A a result of these laws
we have coined or issued nearly six
hundred million silver dollars.” De-
spite all these purchases by the treasury
the price of silver steadily fell. To-day
it takes about thirty pounds of silver to
buy a pound of gold, but the free coinage
advocates demand that the government
—that is to say, thé people—shall take
sixteen pounds of silver as the equivalent
of a pound of gold. When the 37114
grains of silver that go to make a big

ollar were worth more than a hundred
cents the mine owners sold their pro-
duct in Europe. Now that 37114 grains
are worth about 53 cents they insist that
the government shall stamp it into a
dollar and shall open the mints to all the
sil;er’ in the world at this ratio of 16
to 1.

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Upwards of Seventy Thousand Lives
Were Lost in the Tidal
Wave,

R

While the Financial Loss by the
Mid-June Disaster is Practi-
cally Incalculable.

The enormity of the disaster in the
form of the tidal wave that overwhelmed
Northern Japan during mid-June can
hardly be realized accurately even in
these days of terrible calamities, for the
history of the century affords no parallel
in the widespread extent of the catas-

trophe or in the number of the dead
claimed by it. On the 22nd of June,
when the steamship Braemer sailed from
Yokohama for this port, the official re-
turns placed the deaths at 71,000, with
more than a score of town and villages
yet to be heard from; the financial loss
was practically incalculable, and the
danger to the country from the famine
which promises to follow in the wake of
the flood, and the pestilence to be looked
for from the presence of the hundreds of
unburied bodies in the desolated pre-
fectures, is almost, if not quite, as alarm-
ing as that from which the unhappy
country has just emerged.

On the morning of the Braemer’s de-
parture from Yokohama the Shogyo
Shinbun, the leading native paper of the
commercial metropelis of Japan, made
the official announcement that in Iwate
refecture alone 22,186 persons had per-
ished; 12,244 made up the list of in-
jured, and 5,030 houses and public build-
ings had been destroyed. The towns of
Otsuchi, Kamaishi and Kesen each
mourned upwards of four thousand dead,
while Kunohei district and the seaboard
villages of Usumai and Komoto had lost
each more than a thousand residents.
In Miyagi prefecture 3,103 men and
women had perished, 550 persons were
badly injured and 973 houses were de-
stroyed, while in Aomori 388 were killed,
143 injured and 480 buildings razed.

Hokkaido escaped more fortunately
than any of the other provinces, its
death roll containing but six names, the
injured numbering one less, and only 25
buildings being wrecked.

The terrible total for these four small
prefectures is at last advices thus
brought to 25,683 deaths, 19,470 wound-
ed, and 6,508 houses destroved. These
figures are official but do not include
those of Miyas province, where the
Yomiuri asserts 14,970 are dead,
8,020 injured and 4,586 buildings ruined.
At the present writing 62,839 deaths by
the wave are thus recorded, a greater
fatality than that incidental to the re-
cent war from its beginning to its end,
taking the losses of both Chinese and
Japanese into account. And as though
this terribie record was not suf-
ficiently appalling,the Yokohamadailies
on the very morning that the Braemer
took her departure for this port gave to
their readers the following dispatch from
Manoka—an official telegram trans-
ferred to the press by the Japanese
authorities :

“In this (Iwate) prefecture 5,030
buildings are gone, 22,186 persons
perished, hundreds are missing and
1,244 were injured. In the Kesen dis-
trict one large town and eleven villages
were utterly destroyed, 6,000 persons
perishing and 1,400 houses being swept
away. Inthe district of Minami Hei
334 perished, 778 were injured and 1,664
houses with 737 vessels were lost. In
Higashi Hei district three towns and
eight villages were overwhelmed, 5,627
persons being drowned, 382 injured and
1,236 houses being destroyed. Full in-
vestigation will probably double these
figures.”

The Governor of Awamori supple-
ments the record of death with a dis-
patch announcing 300 dead, 80 missing,
143 injured, and 484 houses, hospitals
and schools destroyed. He also adds
that the bodies of 150 persons from the
Mainland have been cast ashore on an
island seven milesdistant, where strange
to say not a person was lost.

The wave appears to have devastated
more than 300 miles of the coast line of
northern Japan, for even into
Hokkaido it carried death, desola-
tion and destruction. The most south-
erly limit of its ravages seems to have
been just a little north of the famous
archipelago of Matsushima. Had the
wave infringed upon the coast to the
south of Kinkasan it would have worked
ruin among the towns and villages of
this region—Ishinomaki, Shiagama, No-
biru and others. But it missed the pro-
montory and began its devastation with
the villages of Onagawa and Okachi, sit-
uated across the neck of the peninsula.
Thence to the northward its ravages
may be traced by the reports from
Kesen-numa, Kamishi and other towns
and hamlets. The harbors of the de-
vastated district are stated to be the
finest in all Japan, and the fishing in-
dustry of which they were the seat is
totally demoralized, “Seventy thousand
deaths is a terrible total, but there is
little hope that the future will see it
reduced.

‘‘ By never admiring a handsome ar-
ticle owned by another person. She is
80 anxious to have people imagine that
she has had always the best things of
this life, that she dreadsto admire lest
her hearers guess that she never owned
‘ the real thing’ herself until lately.
That is always the way with human
make-believers. In New York the coun-
try visitor hesitates to show an interest
in the wares displayed in the shop win-
dows, while the inhabitant of the city
pauses to gaze with interest at the latest
thing. The man who has always lived
on plain roast and boiied simulates con-
temptuous familiarity with salads and
entrees, while the genuine epicure ex-
presses enthusiastic appreciation of deli-
cate flavoring and piquant seasoning.
He who is sure of the ground on which
he stands is not afraid to stamp or walk
heavily, while he whose understanding
is shaky treads exceedingly delicately.
Yes, people who are not used to nice
things seldom admire anything. They
prefer to criticise. They think criticism
of an article argues familarity with it.””
