Duncan M. Stewart, vice president

Known Contractor Outlines
His ldeas.

WILL APPLY IN DOMINION OF CANADA

““ Cost-Plus-A-Fixed Sum’’ De-
signed to Ensure Greater
Harmony

This is an age of evolution in sys-
tem in every department of endeavor,”
said Mr. Randolph MacDonald, the
well known' comtractor and president
of the Sovereign bank, to a Star repre-
sentative.

“To apply an accurate system to
larze contracts, such as the erection of
manufacturing plants, sections of rail-
wayvs. and other works of like magni-
tude. requires a working out of detail
based on general principles which we
in Canada: have hitherto not evolved

to the ful. I have given considerable
thought to this migtter, and, under a
systemv with which I shall hereafter be
connected in an executive capacity, 1
expect great results. Speaking gen-
erally. I would lay down the general
principles surrounding this system as
follows: :

““Lne leaders in. the marvellous de-
velopmeat of the natural and industrial
resourcas, iow absorbing attention in
the Dominion and the States, have come
to realize that speed is the factor which
makes the difference between success
and failure.

“When the country was new and com-
petition scarcely existed, the old, time-
consuming methods were well enough,
but today., when_ the successful scheme
must be developed on the largest and
broadest line, every possible economy in
time and its equivalent money is neces-
sary in order to ensire success,

Economy. in Time

“These economies in time -hdve been
secured by eliminating friction and div-
ided responsibility; 4and by securng from
each man in‘an organization' the maxi-
mum output.« In @all the larger indus-
trial ~concerns,. whether they be rolling
mills or dry good stores, will be found
the same orderly: ‘system, the same def-
initely  prescribed ' -line 6f authority,
which made the army- of Japan so ter-
rible a foe.

The large ‘manufacturing concerns
hidve developed’ kystem to a very re-
markable extenty They are constantly
perfectine theil &ystems- with the pur-
pose-of saving W tuintte here -and a min-

ute there by establishing & beutinevby

which' the: workyaf the higlier grade em-
nloyees: meyv b censeryed without in-
creasing the chance for error, to.em-
ployees of lower grade, who are thus
enabled to work more automatically by
working along ..prescribed channels.

“The planning and execution of sys-
tems in regular  manufacturing or mer-
cantile lines where the work to be per-
formed is of a definite nature and where
the conditions surrounding the work can
be controlled is very simple, when com-
pared to the cotliplex and ever-changing
conditions which surround . the contrac-
tor in engineering and building work.

The Fundamental Difficulty

that is encountered in work of this class
is—to use a bull—met before the work
begins. No.system. can be devised
which will ‘prodpce the best results if
the:interest of.all who engage in an un-
dertaking are, not identical.

“Under the old and ¢ommon :-plan in
contracting, the interests of the parties
engaged are diametrically opposed. The
owners naturally want their work per-
formed in the best possible manner at
the vowest cost, and in the shortest
time. They attempt to accomplish this
desirable end by getting lump-sum bids
from many contractors, generally ac-
cepting the lowest bid.

“The econtractor, on the other hand,
has secured a cgntract upon which -he
naturally desires to make all the money
possible. He performs the work in
such a manner as best suits his inter-
ests. It is Luilt'only so well that the
owner cannot refuse to accept the work,
because it complies with the specifica-
tions. The - contractor will naturally
consume -all the;time he needs to ac-
complish the work in the manner most
economical to himself, as he has no in-
terest in the owner's necesitise, or in
fact that unti] his work is accomplished
the owners have their money tied up
in a nonproductive enterprise, which
v‘xields no interest on the capital invest-
ed.

““Two or three of the largest indus-
trial corporations—notably one of Chi-
cago’s packers—have recognized that
the best method of producing buildings
is identical with ‘the most economical
methods of producing anything else.
Thev embody in their organizationm .a
constructing department under a high
salaried and competent - uead. They
can thus control building operations for
the best and broadest interests of their
whole business.

Where the Rub Comes

“A great many concerns have been
deterred from -this course by the fact
that their building - operations, though
frequent and large, are not continuous.
Thev do. not feel like carrying a de-
partment which may be idle for a year
at a time, and they cannot get together
am organization, nor can they secure a
competent superintendent ywithout guar-

{ anteeing permanent employment.

“Some years ago a New York
tractor. Frank B. Bilbreth, recognized
the disadvantages - of the old system,
and realized that if he ‘could devise an
organization and a system which -would
serve the purpose to those émploying its
services. of a temporary construction
department. one that could be hired by
the iob instead of ‘by the year, the prob-
lem of economical and efficient construc-
tion would be solved.

*““The method he adopted is called the
cost-nlus}-a-fi:ed-sum contract, and like
other really good things, the system is
an exceedingly simple one.

“The owner, desiring a certain.piece
of work, sends for the contractor, who
upon being ‘advised of the nature and
extent of the operation contemplated,
names a certain - fixed sum—usually
about ten per cent. of the estimated
cost of the work—for. which he agrees
to place his organization at the disposal
of.the owner for the. performance of the
entire work. 'The, gwner, availing him-

svstematized organization, a construc-
tion department just as compact and
smooth running as is any other depart-
ment of his business. 1'he expenses of
this organization is incurred only when
its services are required.
Owner and Contractor

“Under this plan the owner and con-
tractor stand in the position of employ-
er and trusted department head. “More-
over. every detail of the work, its cost,
its aquantity, the manner in which speed
is being made are constantly under the
owner's supervision. He knows at all
times how much and for what his mon-
ev has been spent. KEvery fortunate
circumstance which may tend to reduce |
costs—and there are such chances onj
everv job—benefits the owner and not|
the contractor. These, in short, are a
few of the many benefits of the cost-
plus-a-fixed-sum contract.

“In order to make the advantages of|
the cost-plus-a-fixed-sum -contract per-|
fectly clear, contrast this system with |
the old lump:-snm contract. The own-/
er who signs such contract really puts
his name to a challenge. The cuntrac-
tor is given a lump sum (and there’s no
mistake about that for performing 2
certain piece of work in such a manner
that the owner and architect cannot re-
fuse to accept it. Without, at this time,
discussing the question of loop holes in
the: lump-sum contract—and the num-
ber of these loop holes is legion—let us
consider what the owner pays for this
form of contract.

“The lump-sum contractor will mnot
work without a profit any more than
the-cost-plus-a - fixed - sum contractor
will; but he is taking the risk of un-
favorable circumstances and he adds

A Good Stiff Percentage

so that he will be sure, no matter what
happens, of making his profit. Gener
ally the unfavorable circumstances do
not develop and the contractor natu‘ral.-
Iy pockets the difference saved. That
means two profits. He also saves the
money which may accrue through the
fortunate circumstances which are just
exactly as apt to happen as the unfor-
tunate ones. ‘auat would mean three
profits.

“Moreover, in many cases it is not
the cheapest method of building which
is the most economical for the owner.
He may need the work finished in a
very short time, and the slight addi-
tional cost of nmight work may be more
than offset by the shortening of the
time before returns can be secured by
the owners on their investment.

“A great many large and important
enterprises have been accomplished in
this manner in the States, notably the
plant ef the Columbian Rope company
at Aurban, N. Y. This plant covers
eight and one-half acres and was pro-
ducing rope ten months and six days
after the contract had been signed.

“The paper mill town of Spragues’
Falls, Maine, including a 2,000 foot con-
crete dam, complete pulp and paperbak-
ing plant, railway stations and termin-
als, ®tores, schoolhouses,
workmen’s houses was recently finished
in eight months.

‘It is unnecessary, however, to go so
far afield to find evidences of the man-
ifest advantages of the cost-plns-a-fixed-
sum contract. Those interested in con-
struction work will no doubt remember
the building last summer of a factory
on William street, the building was
conjpleted fifty-six days after the work
of g¢xearation was beguh. It created. so

enginec1ing circles that a large com-
pany-nas been formed to work-on the:
sanme basis i Canada.”

Mr. McDonald himself will be the
president of the Dominion Engineering
and Construction company of Montreal,
which has been organized to give effect
to the ideas set forth by him. He added
that Messrs. ‘Ross & Holgate, the well-
known consulting eéngineers of Montreal,
are the other two Canadian officers of
the new company. The fourth officer is
Frank B. Gilbreth, of New. York, who
brings t& the new organization-the sys-
tem and methods outlined.

THE HEAT EMISSION OF RADIUM.
- -

About a year ago Angstr('»m confirm-
ed the well<known observation that the
heat emission of radium goes on at un-
diminished rate. and he emphasized two
points: that it was independent of the
nature of the surrounding envelope, and
that the energy emitted with thea, b, ¥
emanations formed only a small fraction
of the total energy of the radiations.
From this last conclusion Paschen, of
Hanover, disagreed in-an almyst sim-
ultaneous publication. Paschen thought
that the y-rays carried-with them near-
Iv half of the total energy. Angstrom
has hence repeated his experiments, and
as Paschen soon withdrew" his' chief ob-
jection, Angstrom’s confirmation of his
previous results may be accepted. His
method is very direct. The radium salt,
86.5 millicrammes of the pure bromide,
is put in a little glass bulb and lowered
into the cavity of a masive cylindrical
block of copper or lead. The block
has a height of 2.7 centimetres, and the
vertical bore of the cavity leaves a
wall thickness of about 0.5 centimetre
all round. In another block, as much
as possible of the ame material and
dimensions. a coil of manganin is lower-
ed. and this coil heated by a measured
electric current. The current through
the manganin is raised until thermo-
junctions, fixed in thetwo blocks, mark
the same temperature, showing that the
currsat imparts as much heat to the
lead surrounding the manganin coil as

The results are, on the whole, in good
accord.. The renewed experiments have
been made with pairs of blocks of cop-
per. lead and aluminium, and the heat
emission from the radium amounts on
an average to 1.136 gramme-calorie per
minute per gramme of radium salt. The
value for the aluminium cylinder was
1.154: for copper, from 1.109 to 1.134;
for lead. 1.133 to 1.141—the deviations
do not amount to more than 2 per
cent.. therefore, Other experiments
'with larger lead blocks, of 204 grammes
weight. gave 1.112 calorie per minute,
Aluminium has been chosen because
alumininm is fairly permeable to the
y-rays, which lead stops; according to
Paschen. 2 millimetres of lead absorh
one-seventh of all the y-rays. . Furthe:
totest this point, two blocks of alumin-
ium. the one containing the radium salt,
the other the manganin coil, were sur-
rounded with two layers of lead foil,
each 1 millimetre in thickness and ther-
mo-iunctions placed between the - two
lavers. Certain differences were ob-
served in this instance; but their na-
ture remained the same when the posi-
tions of the two heating agents  wers
exchanged—that is to say, when the
radinm salt was first put into the-left-
hand- block. and then into the right-
hand block.  This etchange had also
been aphlied in the previous tests, and
the experiments seém to prove that the
v-rays are not the chief heat-earriers in.
the radium emanations. The heat
emission from Angstrom’s radium  bro-
mide continued undiminished during the
course of eighteen months at the aver-
aze rate of 68.5 gramme-calories per

TRAVEL IN MANCHURIA.

Japanese Government Relax Regula-
tions Governing Foreigners.

Washington, April 9.—The following
statement was given out today at the
Japanese legation: Owing to the fact
that the withdrawal of the troops from
Manchuria not having sufficiently pro-
gressed, the Japanese government hith-
erto has neither permitted citizens and
vessels of foreign countries to enter the
ports and regions of Manchuria, nor al-
lowed foreign consuls to proceed to their
posts therein. Considerable progress,
however, having now been made in this
respect, the Japanese government ha's
decided in accordance with ‘the princi-

ples of the open door and equal oppor- |

tunities ever advocated by them, to per-
mit citizens and vessels of foreign coun-
tries to enter from May first. AnTung,
Hsien and Tatunkao, and to allow for-
eign consnls to proceed to their posts at
Antung, Hsien. From June first for-
eign consuls will be allowed to proceed
to their posts at Mukden, and traveling
foreigners in the interior of Manchuria
will be permitted in so far as military
exigencies do not prevent it. It thas
urther been decided that the Japan-
se government will open Dalny (Talien-
wan, to the commerce of the world in as
near future as possible. :
Judging from the present condition of
the interior of Manchuria, it is impos-
sible for the Japanese authorities to af-
ford sueh foreign travelers adequate pro-
tection and facilities in housing and oth-
er matters. Those, therefore who enter
the interior of Manchuria do so entirely
at their own risk, and the. . Japanese
government do not -hold themselves re-
sponsible for any. damage they may sus-
tain from bandits or other marauders.

In deed
if the subsidy is renewed and strenuous
efforts are being made here to secure
tha.t end, it will be solely on large im-
perial grounds and here the difficulty is
that the new ministry is chiefly con-
cerned with home interests f the Brit-
ish people, and is especially anxious to
curtail all external imperial expenditures
from which they think the inhabitants of
the United Kingdom: get far too little in
return in the past.

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RESPECTING THE SABBATH.

The Toronto Star does not reflect the
extreme - sectarian .and sabbatarian
views which prevail in Toronto #nd gen-
erally throughout Ontario. It has a
commendably moderate and sane expres-
sion of editorial opihion- on the subject
of the proposed Sundaj observance law.
it is a view that ou}ht to have great
weight at Ottgwd, and doubtless will
have, because we may-assume that the
government there has not too much re-
spect for the opinions of Ontario as
popularly expressed.

The Star thinks that the Jews and
the Seventh - Day Adyentists have
strong ground when they argue that
they have the same civil rights as their
fellow citizens, and - that if ° the law
can be modified to suit their views, con-
-gistent with the rights of the majority
to rule, it ought to be donme. Of course,
there is the infidel who does not believe
in the observance of Sumday as Sabbath
at all to consider, but this is a profess-
‘edly Christian country and no one will

question ythe right of the majority to |-

make laws, that are not oppressive to
the minority, in accordance with their
views. The principle to be observed,
from the religious point of view, and. we
may add from the humanitarian point of
view is that there should be one day of
vest. If the Jew and the Seventh Day
Adventist. conscientiousiy believe that it
should be the seventh, instead of the
first day of the week, he‘is entitled to
keep that day, but not two days. Their
observance, however, must be sybject to.

It ought.to be a
measure of religiouns liberty also ‘for Jews,
for Seventh Day ‘Adventists, and for those
svho regard ~all days - as  equally sacred,
and dabor as saered as rest.

There has never been very much prac-
tieal difficulty about Sunday obsérvance
in this province. Business is suspended,
violations of the law do not go beyond an
occasional sale of cigars or ice-cream on
Sunday. In Toronto the street cars carry
immense numbers of people to. church,.-to
/the houses of -friends or relatives, or .to
parks and other. places of recreation.
There are no.baseball games or other paid
am ts; the people don't ‘want these,
and will be quite satisfied to see them
forbidden by law. They will also support
striet laws’ for the protection of employees
in heir right to the day of rest.

* Customs vary in different parts of Can-
ada., In Winnipeg there are no Sunday
cars; but the custom as to Sunday sales
is much less striet’ than in Toronto. In
the provinee of Queb and especially in
Montreal, the people have became used to
Sunday ' amusements that/ would not be
tolerated in Ontario., The Montreal eity
council has unanimously adopnted a resolu-
tion requesting the government ‘‘not to
favor any legislation whose effect would
be to prevent on Sunday the running .of
street cars and -trains, excursions- by t
or by railway, the opening of public parks,
provided that no spirtueus liguors be sold
therein, and whose effect generally wonld
tend ' to deprive the ¢itizens of Montreal
of the means of healthy and moral recrea-
tions.””

WATER POWERS OF THE DO-
) MINION.

The. question of water powers has
come up pre ntly for discussion- in
the Dominion House of Consmons, It
was brought up by Mr. Monek, loecal
leader of the Conservatives in the pro-
vince of Quebec, and had the promise
of careful consideration of Premier
Laurier and Hon. €. 8. Hyman, min-
ister of public works. Tt was conceded
that Canada had more water power
available ‘for wutilization in industry than
any other country in the world; and
that, therefore, a policy of conservation
and development .was of the “atmost
importance in the future. It has been
suggested that the geological survey at
Ottawa should take the matter in hand
and after careful investigation of our re-
sources in this respect make reports in
a mannér similar to the reports upon
the mineral resources of the country.
Of course, there is the question of juris-
diction to consider. The provinces evi-
dently have the power to deal with all
the phases of water power excepting

when electricity is exported outside of ity be Built, and every equity in the

their limits, when it comes. within the
jurisdiction of the Dominion. That .is
to say, the Dominion has to do with the
regulation of the export. It is claimed
that where a water power exists on a
navigable river it belongs to the Do-
minion, but as a river cannot be said to
be  navigable where falls occur, it is
doubtful whether the contention will
hold. ‘However, that does not in the
least affect the question -of the geologi- |
cal survey reporting on the water pow-
ers which exist, as a matter of infor-
mation for the whole of ‘the Dominion,
and with the same object, in view as
have the reports in connection -with
mineral deposits and ' mineral for-
mations. It is  most important
that we have full information- wupon
the subject. Under modernlconditions,
which make the production of eléctricity
the main faetor in industrial operatiofzs,
it follows that the ' couatry with the
greatest water power for that purpose
must eventually become the greatest
manufacturing country im  the world.
The Niagara Falls and the St. Law-
rence. river have great potentialities in
power but these are only two out of
hundreds of rivers, less in magnitude, it
is true, .but with immense driving pow-
er nevertheless. Don’t let us forget
that in British Columbia we have a.
considerable asset in water power.

THE RECENT SESSION.

‘We printed on Sunday an interview
with Premier McBride in reference to
the more important measures -which
were submitted and passed at the re-
cent session of the legislature and to
certain ‘other matters  whiph were
freely and _mamgqgu&‘fi;cuaged.
These questions have heen -the subject
of .s0 much misrepresentation, both+in
the legislature and out of it in the
press, that a formal and clear state-
ment on the part of the Prémier will
be welcomed: by those who desire to
judge fairly of the merits of ‘the poli-
tical .issues  which have been raised as
a consequence.

First of all he deals with the Kaien
Island “scandal’ This has jbeen so
exhaustively ‘and, we believe, effect-
ively dealt Wwith in the. columns of the
Colonist that. it is' not necessary  to
dwell upon it here.

'supported by the facts of the case.

The Premier deals with the Colum-
bla. & Western and Midway & Vernon
matters in the same forcible and clear
manner. He points out, as the Colo-
nist pointed out, that the questions
involved in the two cases were quite
different. In the one, the Columbia,
& Western had . earned the subsidy |
according to the terms of the act, with
the exceftion that the surveys, for
reasons which were satisfactorily ex-
plained, had not been made within the
time limit. The moral obligation .in-
volved depended not upon the survey-
ing of the lands, but upon thé con-
struction of the line for the sections
for which the lands had been granted.
To have re;pudlated the lability upon
the * technicality ‘of surveys and not
upon the substantial performance of
the contract itself, would have been
repudiation in the worst sense of the
term, and would havé had serious re-
sults in unsettling. confidence in the
good faith of the government of the
province. It was a question which
had to be deeided upon the merits of
the case, and without reference to the
extraneous issues imported into . the
discussion by the opposition. If there,
were other reasons for reflections on
the government in connection with its
relations with the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company, these stood upon
their own bottom and did:not affect
the validity of a contract performed by
itself. = There were, however, no such
reasons. Mr. McBride has happily
placed his finger upon the wedkness of
the .opposition armor in dealing with
the Columbia & Western land grant
when he stated that there was an

appeal to popular prejudice against a

e ———
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corporation as a plea for evading an
obligation to that corporation, a phase
of public policy that can have no moral
justification. i

In the case of the Midway &
Vernon, -‘there was -no contention
that a contract had been substan-
@ially complied with. The 'issue in
reality was whether technically -the
company was within' its - rights in

claiming the subsidy @s one that might
be legally earned in the future—in

other words, whether the time had not
elapsed during which a commencement
could be made in order to earn a sub-
sidy. ~The government had no. proof
in its possession that the sqb’sldy was
still alive when active operations were
begun, and none “had been submitted.

e government made known its posi-
tion on the question from the very
outset, holding that a reference to the
courts was necessary to determine its
obligation in the premises. The Chief
Justice in his judgment in the case
clearly -justifies that position. The
onus of proof was upon the company
and not upon the province. The
Midway & Vernon will in all probabil-

case will be satisfied. Regarding the
two ' questions, the government, was
clearly right in not permitting the
issue in one to depend upon thé issue
in the other. They were not related
in any sense, and had to be settled
each upon its merits; and the govern-
ment has distinctly scored in its treat-
ment of both. - B

With reference to the educationgl
questions before the House, .readers
will ebserve that the Premier takeés a
no -less certain position. The Educa-
tion. Act of 1905 was a distinct and
radical departure from the system pre-
viously in vogue, but in line with pre-
vious less important departures from
the old centralized system. It was
wholly new and had to apply to un-
known, or, at least, uncertain condi-
tions in rural districts.

To secure this happy result
from which Canadian railways are prac-
tically debarred he has to bob in and

When shall we see Mr. Hill under-
take to build the Vancouver, New West-
minster and Yukon without government
asgistance?

When Mr. Tarte resigned from the gov-
ernment at Ottawa on account of Jim
Hill’s proposed invasion of the West,
he foresaw a danger which his col-
leagues did not realize or did not care
to see.

One result of the operations
pf his lines in the . southern’ interior,
while needed railway faéilities have
been furnished in advance and have as-
sisted -early development in that way,
has been to limit the earning powers
of the C. P. R. and reduce the payrol!
and' -expenditures of that company in
Nelgon, Rossland and - in the I}oundni-y.
Jim Hill is' building up fown#® on the
other side of the line and assisting no
industries on this' side. It is not a
policy calculated to build up Canada,
‘and’ we shall discover sooner or latep
that the larger his operatiens in “this
country the less there is. left for our
own people. )

We want more railways, and we want
competition, but those railways and that
competition should come’ from our own
railway companies. With the C. P. R,
the Canadian Northern and the Grand
Trunk Pacific in the West, we should
be able to-look after our own traffic. If
they cannot handle it, let us build other
lines. Let the Dominion government
study jthe position -in British Columbia
and apply itself to the problem of com-
munication. We should not be at the
mercy of American lines in developing
this country. ' With the exception of the
Crow’s Nest Pass railway, which came
as: the result of agitation of easterp
wholesale men for more direct com-
munication with the Kootenay market,
no important railway enterprise in this
province has:-been .assisted.

Secures Cable Station.—On Tues-
day next the islands of Fanning and
‘Washington, which were . advertised
to be sold at auction, are to be dis-
posed of to the highest bidder by the
British high commissioner for the
Western Pacific at Suva, Fiji Islands.
In order that the rights of the Pacific
cable board may not be jeopardized
by the sale, news was received yes-
terday by the steamer Moana that the
high commissioner has issued a
procilamation declaring the occupancy
of 36 acres of land at the Fanning
Island cable station, which are to be
excluded from the land to be sold at
auction. It is believed that the
islands will be bought 'in by the
Greigs, who claimed possession of the
islands.

Moana Brings News .of How
Death Swept Tahiti and
. Nearby Islands.

SHILING SHIPS AMONS THE WREGKS

Thrilling Tales of Tragic Events
of Recent Hurricane---Death
List Heavy. :
| I

Full details. of the recent disastrous
nurricane which inyolved heavy loss of
life and so much property loss. in the
Society and Paumota groups .in . the
South Pacific were _received yesterday
by the R. M. 8. Moana from Australia:
¢nd South Sea perts. . The lowest es-
timate of the number of lives. lost is
150, and the property loss is $1,600,000.
A full rigged British ship, the County of
Roxburgh, 2100 tons, of Glasgow, was
lost with ten of her crew, and  three
schooners lost with all hands, two. with
the crews saved, and-87 cutters from 12
to 15 tons, all lost. Heavy, losses took
place on the lower islands, over
which the high seds swept with force:
on Anna island 95 were lost, including
four Europeans.

J. C. Buckingham, a traveler who
was an eye-witness of the storm’s viol-
ence, says the encfoachment of the tide
was not sudden,-as:in the case of a ti-
dal wave, but gradual though at a fair
rate of progress. The water rose be-
yond the usual limits, and with resist-
less  force swept “fnland till it reached
the market-place, a. couple of hundred
yards inland, and 20 ft. above high wa-
ter mark. Steadily it rose, and the flim-
£y wooden structures comprising most
of the low-lying town were unable to
withstand the resistless force. Quickly
the wooden houses were emptied, “and
none too soon, for the mighty force of
the wind-driven sea tore down some of
the buildings and reduced them to
matchwood. Others. partially withstood
the fierce shock, but next morning it
looked as though some huge giant had
in sport séized them*between his mighty
hands and twisted them into all shapes.

The local government is caring for
azbout 400 victims of the disaster at
Papeete, and two small .schooners are
cruising among the islands with food
and water. Relief contributions are
urgently needed. . Ameng the many
harrowing experiences. of the disaster
was that of a small cutter of eight or
ten tons burden, which waes caught near
Bira Bira, Leeward islands. William
Buchin, a French trader of Bira. Bira,
and six other persons, including a- na-
tive woman, the wife of one of the par-
ty, were in the cutter aud could not en-
ter ‘the harbor on account of the rough
Fsea. 'The cutter was blown out to sea.
During five days the cutter was capsiz-
ed three times. The party, after many
hours’ struggle, would succeed in right-
ing the vessel, but finally the exposure
and hardship weakened the strength of
the woman and she was drowned." :

A singular rescue occured near Pa-
peete, when an infant, wrapped: in a
shawl, was torn from its mother's arms
by- a stronz wave. A few moments In-
ter, in reaching out to the limbs of a
tree for support, she found her child in
the tree, practically unharmed.

Incidents at Papeete

There were a number of incidents of
a notable character in Papeete, During
the progress of the hurricane, residents
could see Le Beloch, who lived on the
quarantine island, of Motuhita, flashing
4’ lantern to signal that help was re-
yuired. It was ruimored on the island
Mr. Buckingham lesrned, that these sig
rals were obsdrvable ;from. ‘the’ French
warship” Zelee, which™ was " stéaming
_dbout inside’the harbor, but that no help
was despatched from her. In  the
morning I.e Beloch’s lifeless body was
floating abofit / the "~ harbdr;. while his
wife was Tescued from the topmost
branch of a cocoanut palm. One fa-

“ter the hurricane was over a Chinaman

to have been lost in the schooner Tu-
hitienne, a vessel of fifty-three tons reg-
ister. Two native sailors of this ves-
sel, after drifting for five days on
wreckage, after the veszel had founder-
ed, reached an island and- swam -ashore
over a coral reef. Their wreckage,
upon which they had taken refuge, was
followed by sharks, and the natives
gaid that Captain Dexter had been actu-
ally pulled into the. water. by sharks.
But the natives soon afterward, accord-
ing to their own story, swam for three
miles and reached shore. They were
giot harmed by the gharks.

Sails were
EBlown fromn the vessel, and she becam>
unmanageable’ during the three follow-
ing days. The ship was then in latitude
12 degrees, midway between the Mar-
quesas and-:Tuamotu islands, and drift-
ing southeast toward the reefs of the
Tuamotu group. . At 5:50 in the evening
of February 8th hugé breakers half 4
niile’ ahead were perceived. . In an at-
tempt to lower a large ship's boat with
ten  men . inside, some one blundered,
Jowering one end of the boat too rapid-
ly. The ten occupants were as a result
thrown out of the boat, and they were!
almost immediately drowned. In the
course of ten or fifteen minutes the
vessel was at the edge of the réef.

The Surf Was Running

about seventy-five feet high. The offi-
cers and remaining members of the crew
apparentily had‘ gone below and shut
themselves in, awaiting the end, It
was imposible to stay on deck with any
degree of safety. Almost miraculously
the vessel was lifted by the high suvf
over the edge of the barrier reef and
carried. over the coral flat many hun-
dred yards. All stayed on board the
vessel that night, but on the following
day a sailor with' a rope around - his
waist was lowered over the ship’s side,
and between the inrush of the seas
slowly made his way to the shore.
Brown later joined him, and the two
passed the -night on the sand. On the
following morning the sea and wini
baving abated a number of canoes car-
rying natives were seen to ‘be coming to-
ward the men and the ship. The na-
tives explained in broken KEnglish and
French that the vesel had stranded = at
Taharoa, of the Tuamoto islinds.

_8Sir—I have the honor to forward re-
port of the past season’s operations at
the Fraser river -hatchery, Bon Accord.

The total ngmber of salmon eggs ta-
ken for this atchery was: Sockeye,
8,660,/ ; spdng, 49,000; cohoe, 2,407,-
000.

The number of sockeye ‘eggs might
have been somewhat incréased, but
the new hatchery at Harrison lake be-
ing ready to receive eggs before the
spawning season closed, the eggs taken
at the end of the season were handled
there.

Of the sockeye eggs taken, 4,000,000
when ‘eyed, were forwarded to the
Granite: ¢reek hatchery, Shuswap lake,
and: 2,000,000 to the Harrison lake
hatchery,

With the exception of a few thousand
from the Pitt river, all our sockeye eggs
‘were - obtained from the old spawning
grounds, ‘Merris creek and other tribu-
faries of the Harrison lake system.

The first shipment of sockeye eggs
was received at the hatchery from Sil-
ver créek, Harrison lake, on the 14th
of September, and the last from Morris
creek, on 22nd of October.

The first shipment of cohoe eggs ‘was
received on the 5th of November, and
the last on 21st of December.

Whatever may be the case in future
as regards a local supply of sockeye
eggs for this hatchery, there should
be no’ difficulty in getting a full supply
of cohoe eggs.

Mr.: Leeson, of Quatsino sound, on
the west coast of Vancouver island,
applied for a planting of sockeye fry
there with the view of seeing if sockeye
could ‘be induced to use these waters as
spawning grounds. It was too far to
send live fry but I sent him a shipment
of 60,000 eggs with instructions as to
planting them, and he reported them .as
having done well. i

The sockeye fry were distribnted as
follows: Upper Pitt river, 1,300,000;
Sauch-en-auch creek, 60,000; Squamish
river, 60,000; Lillooet river (Pitt river),

Ottawa, April 10.—(Special.)—The
question of improved aids to navigation

He referred to the great increase on
British Columbia shipping during twen-
ty 'years and showed the great impor-
tanée of the portsof Victoria and Van-
couver, He followed this by a detailed
reference to some of the wrecks which
had . occurred in recent - years mention-
ing particularly the “Valencia.” On
each of these vessels the chart of 1859
was the most recent. - There were some
more recent wrecks, but there has been
a hundred in the district known as the
“graveyard of the Pacific.”, One of the
most serious defects in aids to naviga-
tion on the coast of British Columbia
was the fact the lighthouses were not
distinct enough and were easily mistak-
en for another. Unless the government
took some very radical measures to re-
.duce the dangers to a minimum, it would

Practically Be Condoning Murder
Among other things Mr. MacPherson
suggested the use of automatic whist-
ling buoys and acetylene gas buoys,
which could ‘be placed immediately out-
side the danger zone. In conclusion he
referred to the disaster to the Clallam
in 1904, which was due, he said, to the
fact that the inspector of hulls-had not
performed- his- duty properly. .. The Clal-

W hile no plans
were crystalized—for the meeting was
wholly devoted to speech-making and
suggestions—a resolution was unani-
mously carried by which the chair-
man was authorized to appoint a com-
mittee of twelve to confer and formu-
late plans for an organization, which
will report to another meeting to- be
held in the city hall next Tuesday.

After the close - of the . meeting
Mayor Morley announced the selec-

All hail
to the good work that has been done
by the Tourist Association.” He
thought the problem was to provide
places for the new arrivals. “We
could put employment into the hands
of 1000 men if our housewives would
patronize ‘the industries that are. al-
ready here. ‘We want the dinner-
bucket brigade here.”

THE CHEMICAL INDUSTRY.

Professor Lang of Toronto Writes
Interestingly About *.ocal Works.

Prof. W. R. Lang, of the University
of Toronto, writing in the April num-
ber of Industrial Canada, says: “In
Victoria, Vancouver island—the natural
limit of one’s western travels—there is
an excellent plant for the preparation of
sulphuric acid. The lead chamber. pro-
cess was in full swing at the time of
my visit,.and a large experimental plant
for preparing sulphur trioxide by the
“contact” process was just in progress
of demolition, to be set up again on the
large  scale. The manager there ex-
pressed himself as perfectly satisfied
with the results of their experiments,

hear. that Canadian sulphur was not
used in making the acid was somewhat
of a surprise, but the receipt of a few
figures relative to the comparative cost
of native sulphur. imported by sailing
ships from isiands in the Pacific, and
the expense alone of bringing the sul-
phur—if : it +vas recovered from the
sulphide ores there, even—from the
Kootenay district, served to shatter at
once the long cherished idea that all
the materials necessary for the produc-
tion of even this one ‘‘chemical” could
be obtained, readily in the Dominion. In
time, no doubt, importation of sulphur
will be unnecessary, but at present the
five hundred odd miles of rail and wa-
ter between Victoria and the Kootenay
mines effectually prevent any use be-
ing made on the coast-of the sulphur
they might produce.

Forty-nine bodies already have been
taken out of one of the churches at
Ottajano.

So
great has been the demand for infor-
mation that both offices are run out of
maps altogether except for a few Ger-
man maps left at the immigration
office, and-on Saturday the land office
ran out of township plans. Down at
the exhibition- building, which’ the
government has been fixing up for
The Accommodation of Settlers,
there are 50 beds, and more are being
added all the time. At the immigra-
tion office on Jasper street there is
accommodation ' for somewhere be-
tween 80 and 100 people. Notwith=
standing that settlers are going right
out as soon as they get their bearings,
there has not been a single night for
the past ten days when both: these
places were not filled to capacity, and
at the same time every hotel in town
is turning people away.. On severai
occasions during the past week ar-
rivals by late trains, sometimes to the
number of nearly 100, have had to sit
up until morning, until somsbody
would move out, so that they could get
a room. AS the season advances the
Influx Seems to Be Increasing

from day fo day, ard now every train
which™ comes in from either south "or
east is crowded. Down along the|
line of the Canadian Northern Railway
passengers .say there are cars of
settlers’ effects standing on the railway
tracks.

An Eye Wiiress’ Account

Root Underwood Johnston, associate
editor of the Century magazine, who has
been an eye-witness of ‘the events in
this loeality the last few days, said to-
day to the Associated Press: *“Hach day
it becomes more impossible to visit, even
at a distance, the afflicted districts. The
ashes have reached tremendous propor-
tions, filtered into everything, trains,
trams, automobiles, carriages and horses.
Only the soldiers seem to overcome it.
Before the interruption, 1 took a trip to
Torre Annunziata. On arriving at Tor-
re Del Greco, the heavens Seemed to
open and we were soon half buried in
ashes and hot cinders. The train drew
up in total darkness, relieved only by
lightning flashes. Thus we Wwaited
events. Soon the darkness turned purple
and yellow tinged, the detonatipns be-
came louder than'the Joudest thunder
clap and the ashes burnt onr eyes. It
was a perfect

The train could not proceed; the ashes
were so thick on the track. Presently
the train divided, but I was left behind
The poor women, thinking they were
about to lose their lives, began to chant
litanies for the dead, giving a last weird
touch to the infernal scene. = Carbineers,
however, came to our rescue, proposing
fo take us to the sea. 'We then found
we were on a bridge with.the sea on one
side and Torre Del Gréco on the other
band, thirty feet below. In ‘the blind-
ing darkness, we descended hand-in‘hand
a human rope; a false step meant death.
Our troubles, however, were not over.
The port was full of ~ashes also.
Small boats could not put in or out.
Wearily: we trudged back to the sta-
tion. We were four hours in this posi-
tion, so, seeing that heroic measures
were necessary, in' company with a com-
panion, I trudged miles to Port Ice,
where finally we found a cab, which
brought us to Naples.”

In the
newer provinces of the Northwest the
agitation is for a provincial university,
and that is- what you should stand for
here. If it means politics for you'to get
this completed, then go: into: polities. I
despise party politics, but in the great
causes of temperance, Sabbath and
educational rights I go into 'politics. As
to the location of a- university .in this
province, it is not a question as to what
¢ity “is the largest, but” what is in the
interests of thie province.. If it is in the
interests of the province to put the pro-
vineial university in ‘Vaneouver, then in
Vancouver it should be. If I were to
express an opinion, I would think New
Westminster the place  par excellence
for the provincial university. It has the
quiet necessary, and’ the territory hec-
gsgary, and the government ®ould not do
better than choose it as the site for the
provincial university. If, however, oth-
er places are choosen, we hope to be
able to fall in line.”

THROUGH CANADA

Railway Magnate Hurrying Con-
struction on His Second
Transcontinental Line.

FROM THE COAST TO WINNIPES

Aims to Be in Time For the
Next Great Rush of Immi-
grants.

The Montreal Star, in its issue of
Monday last had the following: The
following statement, furnished to the
Montreal Daily Star, may be regarded
as an authorized and semi-official
announcement of James J. Hill's in-
tentions in the Canadian Northwest:

“The invasion: of Canadian territory
by James J. Hill’s railway systém, con-
cerning which many conjectures and
rumors have been rife for some years,
has begun in earnet. According to
lines now under construction, routes
surveyed and projects under considera-
tion, the Great Northern, in the near
future, will be as important a factor
in the British possessions and play as
important a part in their development
as it has in the Northwest, south of
the. international, boundary line.

“Mr. Hill, be it said, is not satisfied
with having one transcontinental line,
but needs two, traversing expanses of
territories over which two different
governments hold domain. Within a
short time he will have an east and
west line in the Canadian Northwest
almost parallel to the Great Northern
on the United States side. This paral-
lelism on such a huge scale is some-
thing unique.in railroad enterprise and
daring in coneeption, What the Great
Northern has been to the American
side, so will it be within Canadian ter-
ritory—a pioneer of civilization. ; To
all intents and purposes the “twin” line
will be as Canadian, as the Great
Northern proper is ‘American, But-Mr.
Hill, however knows not the lines of
cleavage put down by international
boundary linés; and he can operate a
line acdross one country as he can
across another. In fact, his field of
operation is not-even limited by eon-
tinents, as is evidenced by the estab-
lishment of the steamship line between
the North Pacific coast and the Orient.

The movement has been steadily in-
creasing in volume -each year, and §
is bound te become. heavier. There
is room for an empire there, and mil-
lions more inhabitants. -This year al-
ready has seen a remarkable volume
of "colonists and Homeseekers going
West, and the biggest percentage is
bound for the Canadian side. The
three northern -lines—the Great North-
érn, the Northern Pacific.and the vSoo
—have been loaded down every W ed-
nesday for the past month, an last
week the train had to be run in two
sections to accommodate the heavy
travel. People are desirous of moving
out to the Canadian Northwest faster
than the railways can take them, and
are settling miles away from railway

tracks. e :
“With these conditions existing, it is

| imperative that the Great Northern

enter into the Canadian Northwest
and help in its development and set-
tling, as it did twenty years ago in the
big prairies south of the boundary line.
What was said about Mr. Hill at a
banquet given in his honor recently,
in, connection with his relation to the
development of the Northwest, might
well be repeated as to the effect the
entrance of the Great Northern will
have in the Canadian Northwest.

“ “Then came the development of the
country and business. Along with the
laying of the tracks in this land of
potential wealth; come energetic meas-
ures by advertising and missionaries,
to invite and compel industrious peo-
ples from other states and countries
to .come in. and make this potential
wealth an actuality. Then. came the
campaign of education; what to grow
and where to grow it, and how to
make it grow abundantly; cattle and
sheep for the ranges alternating crops,
fodder corn, stock, land to be fed and
tertilized, dairying and creameries, ir-
rigation, drainage, good Troads, co-
operation with agricultural institu-
tions, literature by the ton, personal
conversation and  public addresses.

Vancouver to Winnipeg.

“In_a nutshell, the plans of Mr.
Hill contemplate the construction of a
line from Vancouver, B. .C., to Win-
nipeg, Manitoba. Part of the route
has been decided on, but as yet the
course through the Territories of Al-
berta and Assiniboia is a matter for
future determingtion. - Several survey-
ing parties are now in the field, and
are skirmishing in more than one sec-
tion of Canada.

“Besides the surveying parties which
the Great Northern has looking out
for possible routes, active construc-
tion work is - progressing at several
points to make the invasion into Can-
ada as quickly and 'energetically as
possible. The Great Northern has
now about five hundred miles of lines
under construction, and the plans call
for approximately 1,800 miles. There
are' bétween 3,000 and 4,000 men ‘at
work building lines now!. As soon as
the weather gets more favorable thou-
sands more will be put to work,--so
that by the warm months the present
force will probably be doubled.

“The biggest stretch of line’ on
which construction i now .under way

a ;3

is from Vancouver, B: C. over -‘the
coast range easteriy to -Princeton.
The route follows the South bank of
the Fraser River and inclining north-
erly, it strikes just north of the Tula-
meen river. The line will’ cross near
where the Pasayton and Similkameen
rivers come together in a fork at
Princeton. The lne proceeds along
ithe Similkameen Valey, on ‘through
the copper district. After crossing tne
Okanagan river, the route swerves in
a nortnerly direction to-Midway. B.C.

“From Midway the Great Northern
bhas a line built to Neison — Grand
Forks and Marcus being among the
important points along.ijt—while com-
ing down.to Spokane ¢onnection is
made with a line that . runs from
Bonners Ferry, north, :to Kuskonook.
One . proposition  is that. a connecting
link *'be put in between - Nelson and
Fernie and- another between Kusko-
nook: and Ferrie. It is:possible ‘that
none of these intervening lines will be
built, because the: Great  Northern al-
ready has connections with Fernie.
For a time there may be Some swerv-
ing.of the line .in the British Colum-
bia portion of the transcontinental
line, but ultimately it is expected to
have 'a direct line between Winnipeg
and Vancouver, -all being within Cana-
dian territory. ¥

From Fernie the line will 'strike
across to Winnipeg. Surveyors are
now in'the fleld to see what route can
be. taken. The 'distance from Fernie
to Winnipeg is approximately 900
miles; about 350 miles from Fernie to
Midway, and about. 300: miles from
Midway to Vaincouver.  On the Cana-
dian Pacific thé distance from Winni-
peg to Vancouveris 1,566 miles.

Winnipeg to Brandon.

“Another 1link in the transcontinen-
tal line. which will soon be under con-
Struction is.a line from Winnipeg. to
Brandon. The distance. is approxi-
mately 130 miles.- The building of this
line has been - definitely decided on
and work on it will be started soon.

The plans for the East and West
line is pretty well mapped. out and an
exciting rail laying contest will soon
start-‘among the. Great Northern, the
Grand Trunk Pacific, and. the Cana-
dian Northern.

“It is apparent that it is more to
the advantage of the Great Northern
to have an all-Canadian line to handle
business east and “west, than to at-
tempt to handle it by shorter lines,
as trading must necessarily be bet-
ween Winnipeg and Vancouver and the
intermediate citles’ that will grow up.
That these Canadian Northwest cities
are bound to experience a most re-
markable development within the
next decade, 1s evident from . the fact
that Winnipeg has doubled its popula=
tion within the phst five years.

In order™to
do this, 1 will have to raise $50,000,
which is a serious consideration on my
part. As a, going concern, this property
is worth a{)out.$10.000‘ but to pull it
down the material would be worth onl
about $2,000. ¢

Will People Suffer?

“There is a question in my mind as
to how the hotelkeepers and saloonmen
are going to raise the increased license
and at. the same time do the. square
thing with the publie, their customers.

*The raising of the liquor license will
certainly increase the number of eclubs
and other unlicensed drinking-places.
The clubs ought to have been stip-
pre;sed before the license was interfered

“1 have been in business for the past
forty years in different parts, and it has
heen my experience that an increase in
the 'license will make a corresponding
increase in the number of cases of drunk-
enmness. !

“The high license, if enforced, will
