An officer standing near the corner
of Fifth avenue noticed thecrowd aoccu-
mulating, divined the course of the young
man and Erompﬂy meized him, They
walked back to the sdene of the shooting.
Two women lay insensible on the side
walk, At the sight of the man who had
attempted their murder the crowd became
furious and attempted to tear him from the
officer. Realizing his prisoner’s danger the
officer hustled him through an alley in the
direction of the nearest station. The
crowd _attempted to follow, but only
jsmmed itself fast in the narrow
entrance, The wounded women were
taken into " the nearest drug stgre
and thence to the county hospital. It is
believed thas their wounde are fatal. It
has developed that the shooting was the
cowardly revenge taken by a former
employe in R, G. Dun’s. office on two
w , who, claiming he had insulted
them, caused his discharge.

‘The night
was cloudy and dark, The greater number
were miraculously saved. Many' were
bruised. The body of one boy named

“We wonld‘," the firm continued,
““be _exceeding glad ' if, when
you _find goal being delivered in
anything o’th%r than proper condition
you would heve, say half a dozen loads,
dumped apart by itself so that there will
be an opportunity to ses what is com-
plained of. Qur instructions to the men
in oharge of $he delivery have been from
the first to sorgen all coal except from the
run of the pile or the run in the vessel.”

Mr. Rogers,
was allowed to state his case, He said
that all the coal which his firm had deliv-
ered had been properly screened,
and was thereforse perfectly clean.
He had witnesses to prove this.
One was John ‘Bowman Jof London,
an  experienced  bandler of ' coal,
who had put his testimony in writing as
follows: ‘I have inspected the cosl on the
wharf at the Toronto--waterworks, and
consider it to be of the best and purest
quality of anthracite,/ 1 have also exam-
ined the fires under the boilers and do not
hesitate to say I never saw better fires.
On examination of the ash pile I
found a considerable quantity of coal only
rtinlly consumed, which I judge to be
the result of too frequent skaking of the
grates.” At this stage Ex-Ald, Wm, Bell,
a coal expert, came before the committee
and testified to the good quality of the
coal, Mr. Rogers resuming, reminded the
committee that previous contractors had
not been obliged (0 rescreen their coal,and
pointed out with considerableforcethatsince
his contract had d, the mp-
tion of coal had decreased from 8 to 10
tons & day, showing conclusively that his
coal was superior to what had previously
been sapplied. This large saving was
something that the committee should
remember in considering his case. He was
ready and willing at any time to furnish
ample evidence to show that the coal his
firm delivered was first class in every re-
spect—well soreened, clean and of good
quality.

The committee aeemed disposed to accept
Mr. Rogers’ explanation and the matter
dropped.
