WasniNGTON, May 27.—The. [Fisheries
Treaty remains the matter of dominant inter-
st in the Senate and promises to displace the
special orders and' all .other business except
appropriations bills until it is acted
upon.| The course. of  events, however,
depends largely upon the action of the Demo-
crats in & caucus to be held to-morrow morn-
ing.
