Gladstone's B;oinnlo- May Come This
Week—If it Does a New Party Will Be
Organized—Program of the Session
Whica Opens on Thursday—Devon-

{shire on the Anarchists,

Loxpox, Feb. 25.—Next week will pro-
bably settle the question of the geveral elec-
tion and the retirement of Mr. Gladstone.
Everybody expects a crigis of ' some sort
and some surprising rumors are curreat.
The most interesting one, and it comes
from a bigh Unionist source, is thav the
Duke of Devonshire’s opposition to Lord
Salisbury in the House of Lords
Friday is the frst step towards a new
eombination. Assuming that Mr. Gladstone
will retire, Lord |Rosebery is to detach
himself from the Radicals and join Cham-
berlain and vhe Duke of Devonshire in re-
organizing the Liberal party. This would
mean three parties in the House—Conser-
vatives, Liberals and probably & combina-
tion of Radicals sud Home Rulers. Iuis
an interesting scheme, possible but hardly
probable, The political situation is more
critical than it hus been since Chamberlain’s
last desertion of Giadstone, and the de-
velopments are pretty sure to include big
surprises.

Program for the Session.

The Cabinet prepared at its meeting yes-
terday the Queen’s speech, and decided at
rhe same time on the order in which the

L.overnment measures will be introduced at

:he next session. This sequence of bill was

determined on:  Registration Reform,
Irish Evicted Tenants’, Welsh Disestablish-
ment, Local Option.

. Thedifficuls financial questions which
will arise from the Budget deficit  and the
simultaneous .increase of naval expendi-
ture will fill  out the program,
which bids fair to be voluminous
enough to protract the session far beyond
the usual limits. The rerreat of the peers
Friday evening will undoubtedly moder-
ate the popular movement to abolish them.
Nevertheless the whole Liberal party,
while not sharing the eagerness of the
Radicals for immediate action, have now
determined that the power of the peers to
control parliamentary legislation must
cease,

Out of deference to Mr. Gladstone, the
Liberal party may continue to give Home
Rule the first place on its program, but the
question of the peers will be regarded as
the most vital and urgent issue of the
hour.

To Reform the Peers.

The Speaker this' week broached a plan
which was suggested ‘:l’ several Cabinet
ministers and is approved by many Liberal
Commoners. The plan is as follows: The
power of the House of Lords to veto bills
passed by the House of Commons shall
cease. 'The Honse of Lords may continue
its revisory and suggestive functions, may
even initinte legislation, but when a bill once
amended shall be returned by them to the
Commons the decision of the Lower House
shail be final; ~ In the event that the peers
absclutely reject a bill sent up by the Com-
mons, the Lower House may reaffirm the
meagure by resolution and thus over-ride the
rejection of the Upper House. There are
five,peers in M¢. Gladstone’s Cabinet, and

noneof them would supportameasure toover-

throw the Upper House. Three of them, how-
ever, while prepared to stand by their class,
are known to be willing to reform the
peers. The ministers in aquestion are the

Earl of Rosebery, Secretary of State for

Foreign Affairs; Lord Herschell, Lord High

Chancellor, and the Earl of Kimberley,

Secretary of State for India, Leaders of

the movement against the Lords have ar-

ranged jfor two popular demonstrations in

Hyde Park.

WIMAN IS RELEASED ON BAIL.

The Necessary .sn,oob Put Up Ian Green-

New Yorxk, Feb. 24.—Erastus Wiman,
who was arrested Wednesday charged with
forgery in the second degree, and who has
since been confined in the Tombs. Prison,
notwithstanding the efforts of his friends
to secure bail for him, found a bondsman
Saturday in the person of Charles H. Deere,
Moline, Iil., who deposited §25,000 in cash
with the City Chamberiain a few minutes
before noon.

Everything Will Be Proved, Says Mr, Dun

PasapENA, Calb, Feb, 24.—R. G. Dun,
President of the Mercantile Agency Asso-
ciation, arrived at Pasadena about a
week ago. When questioned yesterday in
re, to the arrest of Erastus
Wiman he stated that the report sent out
trom New York was so entirely correct
that it left him nothing to say, as he did
not deem it necessary to enter into further
particulars. The report referred to was
verified in every particular. Wiman’s pecu-
lations were known, Mr. Dun said, before
his connection with the mercantile agency
was severed and were the cause of such ac-
tion on the part of the agency officers. This
was in February, 1893. When questioned
as to why theaction in the case had been
so long delayed Dun said it was
‘largely on  account of Wiman’s
wite and relatives. With reference
to the circular published and induastriously
circulated about a month ago by soine per-
son unknown, in which were revealed many
hitherto very dimly understood facts in
regard to mercantile agencies and their
methods of doing business, Dun said he
did not attribute its authovéhip to Wimsn,
nor did it have the slhightest bearing on
pushing the case ageinst him. He, how-
ever, thought Wiman had given the author
some valuable suggestions. ‘“The matter,”
said Mr. Daun, ““was put in the hands of
our attorney & year ago. As before stated,
action was delayed chie.y on account of
his family.. His wrong-doings, however,
became so general and of such enormity
that-we deemed it our duty to the public.

Wiman Has Done No Wreng.

Mr. Wiman will be called up on Monday
to plead to an indictment for forgery in the
second degree, He has not permitted any-
one to ask whether he will plead guilty or
not, but bis friends say it has been settled
since his release . that he will plead not
guilty.

After his discharge on bail Mg. Wiman
was closeted with Gen. B. Tracy, who snb-
sequently made the following statement:

have seen for the first time to-day the
indictments against Mr. Wiman, and
have learned the history of the case and
the facts upon which the indictments
are founded. I am entirely satisfied after
such examination that Mr. Wiman has
committed no crime. Uunless I am greatly
misinformed the trial will develop & state
of facts which will show that Mr. Wiman
is not only not & criminal, but has done
nothing that can seriously reflect upon his
honor or integrity as a man.

I am not in the habit of trying my casesin
the newspapers, but in view of the extent to
which this course has been taken by Mr.
Wiman's enemies and certain of his sup-
posed friends I think it only just to him
that I should make this statement publicly.

Mr, Wiman spent Sunday with his family
at his home in 'St. George, 8. I. His son
Dwight, dangerously ill with pneumonia,
saffered a relapse this afternoon, ‘and it is
feared-that he might not survivethe night.
Mr. Wiman reesived no one during the day.

Many Concessions Made.

The condition of the bill when Messrs,
Mills, Vest and Jones separated at nmoon
was of & tentative character, but the com-
mittee had very great hopes that it would
prove to be final. The element of doubt is
caused by the attitude of the senators who
have’ been objecting to the action of the
House, and with the end mn view
of drawing to the bill support of all
conflicting factions the committee has
made numerous  concessions, many
of them greatly against the judgment ot the
sub-committee, but found to be absolutely
necessary to secure the safe passage of the
measure through the Sefiate.

If the senators, ﬁrm, agree to the
concessions given tiem, there will be smooth
sailing; otherwise there is an ugly outlook
for the pilot of the bill. The committee has
yielded as much  as they believe they can
yield, and the;disposition of the members is
to go no farther in the direction of conces-
sions,

Coal And Lumber To Be Tnxed.

The coal people have, perhaps, gained
more than any one else, and say they
huve secured 50 cents a ton on that ar-
ticle. Iron ore will be protected by ad
valorem duties of not less than 20 per
cent., and it is by no means settled that
wool will be on the free list, Lumber is
to be taken off in consideration of votes
from a united party, and sugar has finally
reached a stage where the committee may
be said to be in accord with one anoiher.
The Louisiana senators will not, though,
get the cent and a half per pound they have
held out for so strenuously, but will be con-
tent with a duty that hovers near one cent
a pound, with a probable graduated system
on sugar standing a test of 80 degrees or
more. This will give the refiners sufficient
incidental protection from loss.

Surprises to Be Syrung.

The lines upon which the House bill was
constructed have been followed in the
Senate and ad valorem duties have been
adhered to in preference to specific, and
wherever it could be done the committee
has changed cven the specific duties of the
House to ad valorem. Some articles that
will create surprise have been put on the
free list, acd in return the House will be
astonished at the removal from the free
list of some of the articles that found most
favor in the Ways aud Means Committee as
a basis for free trade.

A leading member of the sub-committee
said to-day that the.bill, when Taid betore
the Senate, would carry with it no deficit.

Secretary Carlisle was before the sub-
committee this morning and went over the
international revenue features. Hebelieves
the bill will produce sufficient revenue.

Will Cover Any Deficit,

As it came from the House the bill carried
a deficit of seventy-five millions, and a
member of the comiittee when asked to-
day how it would cover this great shortage
said that it bould not be explained without
going over the entire bill and revealing
what  the committee  had done,
which, at this time, would be
manifestly improper, He did say that
providing the committee acted upon the
figures it had in mind an additional 38,000,-
000 would come from the suger, about
18,000,000 from the increase to $1.20 per
gallon of the tax on whisky, a saving of
2,000,000 a year by the regulation of the
sale of unmanufactured leaf tobacco and the
remainder on other additions that have
been made for the purposes of revenue
only and the increased importation bound
to grow out of an enlarged free list. One
of the changes made in the House bill that
lias caused the greatest surprise since it
became known is that which puts, as is
claimed, lead products}on the free list.
This, of course, includep white lead; which
is protected in the House bill. It is said
that both white lead and lead ore are on
the fiee list.

It is possible that the tariff bill may be
made public to-morrow.

MAY ABOLISH ROVALTIES.

CHANGES IN THE MINING LAW
LIKELY T0 BE MADE,

An Attempt To lnduce the Government
To Consent To the Issuance of Prefer-
ence Shares — Arguments For and
Agailnst the Plan,

The mining interests of the Province of
Ontario, which is not inaptly styled the
Banner Province of the Dominion, are un-
doubtedly very large, and within compara-
tively a few miles of this city vast possi-
bilities for skilled research, and resulting
wealth, nuquestionably exist.

These facts are more or less vaguely
known to the reading and reflecting public;
but the genuine magnitude of these very
mineral resources and the prosperity
which would result from the thorough and
systematic development of them bave not,
after all, really penetrated the minds of
our capitalists, merchants and citizens in
general. Were it otherwise, certainly we
could poiut toa vastly different state of affairs
in the northern sections of the Province.
But ignorance as to the wonderful extent
of our mineral wealth is alleged to be ot
the only trouble in the way of sacuring the
proper and speedy "development of these
regions. Those interested in this question
complain, and, as far as can be seen, with
much justice, that the laws of this Province
are notiat all what they should be, and that
as they now exist they are a positive bar
to prosperity in this quarter. Lack of
knowledge on the part of capitalists is but
a slight obstacle. The general public will
never take a wide interest in these matters.
Only a sectlfia of it will in the nature of
things be disposed to do so. This is the
experience elsewhere, and such will always
be the case. But anyone who is at all
familiar with the wonderful results
which have taken place in the great
mining regions of the United States
in the district of which the city of Denver
is the centre; in Montana in the neighbor-
hood of Helena and Butte; and in many
other sections of our' meighbor's Great
West will have s fair idea with regard to
the wealth which is produced and the
prosperity which prevailsin any mineral
region worthy of the name. The develop-
ment of a real mine requirés a great deal of
capital and enterprise, and’ gives employ-
ment to labor in many directions, almosv
invariably at high wages. Farmers in the
neighborhood of good mines do not know
what hard times are. Miners are free
spenders and are disposed to live well. It
is these and other considerations which are
urged by those who are interested in the
progress and advancement of @ur rich
uorth-land, and there is much in them
worthy of the most serious consider-
ation on the part of the representatives
of the people of this Province.

The Government’s Dilatoriness,

Assaunlts upon the Government of Sir
Oliver Mowat for supineness and inactivity
in regard to the obstructive condition of
the provincial laws and regulations are not
confined to the patriotic members of the
loyal Opposition, for -his own supporters
are not backward in expressions of deep
dissatisfaction with and hospitality to the
existing conditions of affairs. And Mr.
Conmee has emphasized the strength of his
sentiments by voting on one or two
occasions against the Government. No-
thing eould be mentioned which would
more clearly reveal his displeasure with the
Government’s policy with respect to mines
and/our mineral resources, to say nothing
of his apprehensions as to re-electi

However, it is now believed that by tak-
ing advantage of the fact vhat a general
election is approaching the Government,
whose oply fixed policy is procrastination,
will be compelled to do something. It is
certain that a strong and determined attack
is being made upon the intrenchments, and
the gentlemen interested in the campaign
have, including Canadian and American
capitalists, evidently strong hopes of
success.

Abolition of Royalties, #a¢«

Recently Mr. McConnell of Mattawa, a|8&

promoter of mining schemes, submitted to
tho Hon. Mr. Hardy, the Commissioner of
Crown Lands, a lengthy document contain-
ing suggestions with reference to the legis-
Jation which they require, and this docu-
ment was forwarded to the Minister
through Mr. Loughrin. Amongst other
things, it is believed that the Government
will be prevailed upon to abolish royalties.

However, there 1s another question,which
is considered one of very great importance,
In a mining country the discovery of strong
indications of mineral wealth is only a very
small part ot the work to be done in the
way of securing competence or wealth for
this department of human industry.
This discovery, in mining ﬁpnrlmce. is called
a prospect and a claim is filed in order to
retain control. The mining laws every-
where require that certain development
work must be done each year in order to
prevent legal jumping of the claim. In
some provinces the amount so spent must
be $100 per annum, and as long as this pro-
vision is complied with no one can legally
take possession of this property, which may
be worth nothing, or miillions. It is to
this very element of gambling that the
mining profession owes 1ts extreme fascina-
tion to thousands and hundreds of thou-
sands of people, and once thoroughly im-
bued with the spirit.of the game few will
settle to any other pursuit. Once a miner
it is very often always a miner. The pros-
pector will contentedly and Zesr after year
take his horse and his pack train, and,
with or without companions, betake. himself
to the bare and difficult or mountainous
regions, and, living trugally on pork and
beans, and slap-jacks cooked at a camp
fire, pursue his investigations until the
rigors of approaching winter put an abso-
lute stop to his labors. Or he will even,
when hard pressed, go out on foot with his
pack on his back, or with a single horse to
carry his outfit. But this sort uf prospector
is comparatively rare. He generally, if he
lacks means of his own—which is very
frequently the case in mining sections—
persuades someone] to “‘grub-stake” with
him. The phrase ‘‘grub-stake” is very ex-
pressive, as are almost all words coined
from the necessities of the occasion, or
among men following a rough mode
of life. And the ‘‘grub-staker” is
not rarély swindled. There are
frauds among all professions. And. many
a man has gone off into the mountains at
another man’s expense and idled away his
season with full malice aforethought. But
at the best, the life is one of much toil and
privation, and if once in a while a *“big
strike” is made, the fortunate finder should
not be rashly envied. As a rule, he has
thoroughly earned his wealvh.

But the greatest trouble consists, not in
finding » prospect, which may, or may not,
prove to be 8 valuable possession ; but in
securing the development of it.

As a rule, this is & matter of very great
difficulty on auythiog like fair terms.

ONE CENT.
TRAPPED BY A SLAVE TRADER

PRS-

LRITISH SAILORS AMBUSHED AND
SLAIN IN GAMBIA,

Went Ashore to Punish a Slave Trading
Chief—Native Carriers Desert and
Lead the Party Into a Trap—Several
Officers Among the Thirteen Killed ~
and Forty Wounded,

Loxpox, Feb. 25.—The rumors in circue
lation yesterday, based on despstches from
Bathurst, West Africa, that a number of
British officers and sailors had been killed
in battle with slave dealers om the west
coast, were confirmed by official despatches
received to-day. The first intimation o
the disaster was given to the public
through the receipt of a telegram to the
paymaster on board H. M. 8. Widgeon,
saying that the British sailors had been
put to flight in an encounter with natives.

More explicit despatches state that the
cruiser Raleigh, the flagship of the British
squadron on the West African Coast, com-
munded by Rear-Admiral Frederick C. D.
Bedford, and the screw gunboat Widgeon,
commanded by Lieut.-Commander William
J. Scullard, arrived yesterday at Bathurst,

| capital of the British West African Colony

of Gambia. Though the Admiraliy officials
refused to make‘public their despatches it

| was learned that the sailors of these two
. | vessels

bad been defeated on shore.
Further details leaked ocut which show
that landing parties from the Widgeon
and Raleigh had been sent ashore
to punish Chief Fodisilah, a notorious siave
trader, who had been carrying away and
selling into slavery numbers of natives of

*| the villages in that section of the coast over

which he rules,

The sailors landed in force, marched
some distance inland, and in a fight with
Fodisilah’s followers were repulsed with
the loss of three officers and ten men killed,
and forty-seven wounded. The humilisting
feature of the defeat of the British sailors
is the fact that Fodisilah’s men were com-
paratively few, and armed with primitive
rifles. Fodisilah has the reputation of being
a fearless and desperate fighter, but no
doubt was ensertained of the ability of the
landing force to put him and his followers
to flight.

The force which had landed at Bathurst
was composed of men from both the
Raleigh and Widgeon. They went
ashore fully equipped for a
march inlapd and for remaining
ashore for some time. Several machine .
guns were taken ashore, with provisions for
four days and ample supply of ‘ammuni-
tion. A reserve force was left at the land-
ing place, which was protected by the guaa
of the cruisers and the gunboat.

The beginning of the march disclosed no
signs of armed natives, but when the sailors
had advanced several miles inland the
natiwe carriers bearing the ammunition,
water, provisions, etc., deserted one by one,
and finally all of them disappeared. The
force continued to .march despite the de-
sertions, and were finally led icto an ams
bush,

The party bad penetrated a country
thickly - wooded, with high ground on
either side, when suddenly fire was opened
upon them from every direction. = An at-
tempt was made to use the machine guns,
but the attack was so sudden and_so
that the British were unable to do s¢ and
were quickly routed. . 2

Later the admiralty admitted that the
had received a despatch from Admiral Bed-
ford on board vhe flagship Raleigh at
Bathurst, dated yesterday, and practically
confitming all the stories circulated con-
cerping the disaster. The admiral said the
landing force was under command of Cap-
tain Gamble and that the carriefs, by their
desertion, caused the loss of all the spare
ammunition taken ashore for the use of the
llndinngnny and also the supply of water.

The British, on reaching signs of a native
habitation, rushed forward and captured
two villages, which were detended by
stockades. They occupied these villages
throughont the following night, placing
their machine guns at points of vantage.
The loss of the water and  ammuni-
tion, however, made Captain Gamble
decide to return %o the shore with
‘the intention of re-embarking his forces.
This movement was begun .early the next
morning, and the column was on its way
back when the sailors were suddenly at-
tacked on all'sides. The fire was so sharp
and the slavers were so well concealed in
the bush that the blue jackets fell on all
sides and begen to retreat hastily, carrying
their wounded and dead along with them
as far as possible.

Lieut. William Arnold of the navy and
Lieut, Francis W. Fervey of the marinea
were the first two officers killed, and Sub-
Lieut. Francis W. Meister and ten men
soon shared their fate. Lieut. the Hon.
Robert F. Boyle was dangerously wounded,
and Lieut, Herbert J. Saville was badly
wounded. Capt. Gamble, Surgeon W. R.
White, Midshipman Arthur. Chambers and
40 sailors ' were elightly wounded during
the retreat., The latest despatches say
that in addition to those of the party kill-
ed and wounded (already accounted for) a
number of marines and part of the West
Indian Infantry regiment are missing, and
rave fears are entertained for their safety.
The officials at the Admiralty office are
informed by Rear Admiral Bedtord that
another and much more formidable expedi-
tion is making preparation to march inland
to search for the missing men and avenge
the death of their comrades who were slain
in ambush by Fodisilah’s followers. 2

Dispatches from Bathuarst, West Africa,
say that the parties from the warships
Widgeon and Raleigh lost a field piece and
6000 rounds of ammunition in their en.
counter with Chief Fadisilah and bis war. '
riors.

Asking the City to Endorse,

The man who photographed the Noel
Marshall cheque and squeezed blood-money
out of the Street Railway Company is now
hanging round the City Hall day and night,
trying to get himself associated in some
way in‘an agreement with the city. It is
quite clear that the game he is after is &
document signed by the Mayor of Toronto,
which document he will use as a lever for
raising money in New York or some other
financial centre. It may be true that the
document will not bind the city to iaccept
the water and light that the promoters
spesk about, but the document will affect
the city in other ways. Suppose & genius
came forward and proposed to build & rail-
way to the North Pole would the city of
Toronto seriovsly enter into an agreement
with him, even though he wanted nomoney,
but en the other hand undertook to furnish
us with ice at half current rates? Certainly
not, because the propossl is a foolish one.
If the city enters into an agreement in re-
gard to the building of a oanal from
Georgian Bay to Lake Ontario or
to piping water from Lake Simcoe
to Toronto people who are away from the
scene will be apt to believe that the scheme
must have something to recommend it,
otherwise the City of Toronto would not
have held so many meetings in regard to it,
and would not have entered into an agree-
ment with the promoters, The document
which the city is asked to give the pro-
moters will be prima facie evidence vhat
the scheme is not 8 North Pole project, but
has something sensible to recommend it.
This is _just the lever that the promoters
want to get their hands on. Some time ago
certain Canadian statesmen allowed their
names to be used in the directorate of a
proposed Meat Canning Company, the funds
to float which were sought in England. It
was shown that the scheme was » fake, and
that it was intended to raise the capital
on ‘the strength’ of the names on the
board of directors more than on the
merits of the project itself. The facts were
exposed and the scheme fizzled out. Men
who allow their names to be used in float-
ing schemes, the details of which they have
not investigated, are guilty of little less

| than fraud and the business world is begin-

ning to estimate guch men in their true
tight, It Toronto signs this document it
will notify the world at large that we be-
lieve in the feasibility of the project and
endorse it as a sensible undertaking. The
promoters have brought forward no en-
gineer or expert to prove to us that the
project is feasible. If, bowever, they get
the city of Toronto to endorse it other
people will accept that as a pretty good en-
dorsation of the project. This is the lever
the promoters are after.

Let us see what will happen as soon as
the city puts its name to the document.
The man who photographed the Marshall
cheque will get up abundle of paperscontain-
ingthisdocumentgiven by the city, the char-
ter the promoters are seeking in the Local
Legislature, the resolutions of a few town-
ship or county councils. With these
papers he will go to the financial centres
where Toronvo’s credit -is good, and by
means of them get innocent people to
invest their money in a wildeat scheme.
The promoter will get the money. l'oronto
will have to saddle the responsibility of
certain disaster. To lend our name to a
scheme that will turn out disastrously is
to lessen our credit and destroy our good
name abroad. We venture to say not a
single alderman in the council has investi-
gated the project to sutisfy himself of its
merits. The promoters have not attempted
to bring expert evidence to show that their
project is even feasible. Not only is the
scheme in such & nebulous state
that no honest man is justified in
endorsing it and ° thereby deceiving
others, but'it is in the hands of men who
will disgrace Toronto if they are given the
papers they seek. Witness the impudence
of the wildcat promoter before our officials
and aldermen! Witness his disgraceful
conduet in reference to that Street Railway
chequel, Is the city of Toronto going to
give this man letters of introduction that
will admit him to the offices of men who
have advanced us money because of our
honesty and good credit? Shall we give
him an opportunity to disgrace us abroad
as he is disgraciog us here?

Curfewtown, Ont,

We almost think it was a mistake not to
adopt the 9 oclock curfew measure. We
cannot begin too early in educating our
children in the way they should go. Ina
city like Toronto, where we have curfew
bells of every kind, we ought to inculcate
the carfew idea in the minds of our boys
and girls at the earliest possible period in
their caresr. Teach them at 8 years of age
that this is a city of restraint. Teach them

she court altogether. We venture to say
the country would breathe easier if every
Division Court bench and desk in the
province were broken to-day end the
bailiffis and clerks were all turned out to
plow. The Division Court admits of ex-
treme oppression, it is expensive, it doesn’s
produce satisfactory results. The cash
system of doing business, in small transac-
tians at least, is the best and most econom<
josl. The cash store makes headway where
the shop that gives credit goes to the wall.
There is economy for the customer in
purchasing at the one and extravagance ab
the other. The cash score has no need of
the Division Court, The latter is the prop
that sustains the credit system, and as
almost everyone is agreed that the credit
system should go it would be a step
in the right direction to remove the
prop that supports it. Why should tl?e
selling of a $10 cont be made an affair in
which the State has an interest? Itisse
matter that relates to the buyer and seller
slone. If the purchaser hasn’c the $10 let
him buy & $6 coat or let him wear the one
he has till he can get the $10. There is
good logic and common sense in this advice,
The buying of goods on credit should be dis-
couraged, not only in small affairs, but
right through the whole gamut of business.

We referred recently to the deplorable
state of the job-printing business in Toron-
to. The cause of the trovble lies in the
credit system. A man with & few hundred
doliars attempts to carry on a business that
requires a capital of many thousands. The
courts emoourage this pernicious system.
Men are induced by reason of it to get out
beyond their depth, and many there are of
such.

Tt is saili the tariff is & tree with a lot of
dead wood that should be got rid of. The
Law is a tree that has even more moulder-
ing branches than the  Tariff
to be lopped off Mr. Me-
Carthy hbaving been deprived of the
biggest part of bis job he ought to take up
law reform as well as tariff reform. The
field is ripe, aye over-ripe, for the harvest.
Here is & sample of what is called law, for
instance: A man dontracts to geta steam
engine built.  The article is made and de-
livered to him. He refuses to psy because
he claims it is defective. Then ensues &
legal battle, in which are concerned a judge,
jurors by the dozen, three or four lawyers,
constables, clerks and witnesses summoned
from all gnarters of the country. A two or
three days’ fight goes on and costs are
heaped fip to exceed the amount in dispute.
Besides, it is just as likely as not that the
jury will return a foolish verdict. But the
case does not end here. 1t has made but
the beginning of & memorable march to-
wafds the Sapreme Court or Privy Council.
Whether the engine was defective or mnot
should have been left for an honest engine-
builder to  decide ;5% the time
the machine was anded  over.
If the engine Was objected to
a 820 foe paid to such an expert would de-
cide the case, and there is every reason to
beliove an honest and intelligent verdict
would be obtained. This would be the
cheapest and most sensible way of settling
the dispute. The contract for building the
engine should have included an arbitration
clause, and the court should merely be
called in to enforce the finding of the arbi-
trator, The court should be bothered as
little as possible with the sifting of evi-
dence. 1t is an absurd system that allows
a litigant to use the court to prove facts
that are dubious and involved by reason of
bad bookkeeping or careless business
methods. If aman expects to make use of
the court he should have his facts as nearly
undisputed as possible, It often happens
that days are wasted by judge and jury in
evolving the truth out of a ses
of :chaos, where everything would
have been simple and undisputable if the
parties involved had been compelled to
settle their affairs at the end of every
month, or other reasonable period.

Our legsl system has had a long exis-
tence. It will stand considerable improve-
ment to make it harmonize with modern
idess. Much dead wood can be cut away
to the great benefit of the country. The
abolition of the Division Court would make
a good beginning in the lopping-off process.

Attention is called to the letter of
Oronhyatekha, Supreme Chief Ranger
LO.F., which appears in another column
in reply to Mr. William McCabe’s letter,
which appeared in The Globe of the 20th
ult. The Supreme Chief Ranger handles
his subject as if he understcod what he
was talking about (and he generally does).
The letter will be found well worth perusal.

Mr. McCabe’s Proposition to Refer
Accepted.

(3) That they are erroneously constructed and
most inequitable, especially to the younger
members,

(8) And consequently the insurance plans of
the order are uot, a8 advertised, on a solid fia-
ancisl ‘basis, neither are they sate mnor per-
maneot,

1t will be remembered that Mr. McCabe pro-

I think that every nteiligent
reader of your paper who has read the challenge
and my reply thereto will agree with me when [
say that the conditions named by me are reason-
able and r.‘sg. and thara(o.r; the challenge ,.was
oot “shirked,” but accepted,

But to leave mo room for Qeubt fn Mr. Me-
Cabe’s mind as to _my acceptauce, 1 now beg to
observe if any intelligent gentleman will say that
it was unreasonable for me to ask that the Presi-
dent of the National Fraternal Congress be vne
of the referees, or that it is not glrmue to the
question at issue between us to ask for the actual
experience of the North American Life, sod of
certain other well-known insurance compsanies
und fraternal societies, as to what it has really
oost them from first to last to furnish insurance,
1 will in that case accept Mr. McCabe's chailenge
with out conditions. trust, therefore, he will
now pame which of his friends he desires to act
as {;‘xdn, and we will submit the case of
LO.¥. to him at the earliest possible date.

Let me briefly recapitulate what we propose to
establish before such judge, to wit:

(1) That the Government table, on which Mr.
Mc('abe seems wholly to rely, is based on the as-
sumption that every pauo{-holdor in a compsany
will stay with ic till bis policy matures or other-
wise becomes & claim, snd that the interest on
investments is caiculuted far below what it
really is in practice.

(2) That, as & matter of fact, in actual experi-
ence, policy-holders stay in a company, on an
average, less than 10 years, snd, therefore, the
Government table .does not indicate the actual
facts in the premises, For instance:

(s) The duration of the policies involved io the
construction of the * Combined Experience
Table” was only 8i¢ years.

(by The duration of the policies under
observation io forming the later, or “Io-
stitute of Actuaries Table,” was 9.12 years

(¢) W. D, Whiting, actuary and iosurance
commissioner of Maine, at the anoual convention
of insurance commissioners held in 1880, stated,
in a paper read before the convention, that *‘the
average expectation of life is about thirty L“"'
whereas the average duration of policies is less
thau ten years.’

(8) . That a careful medical selection reduces
the mortality rate nmon‘z the insured lives to
about one-hulf the rate laid down ia the standard
mortality tables during the first five years, and
that the gains from medical selection, aecording
to some authorities, do not pass away entirely
till after ten y ears or more  Mr. McCabe, in bis
Jast letter, is compelled at last to admic this
position of the LO.¥ , and in this admission he

ives his whole case away, He says: “Gains

rom medical selection have bpen repeatedly
investigated, with the resulc thet they are but
temporary, and almost wholly ¢isappear after
the seventh year."

(4) That if the deaths and lapsds, as is always
the case, in first-cluss active ¢ompanies and
societies be replaced by fresh and young blood,
the result will be that the death rdte experienced
by such companies and societies will always be
away below the estimated ratq given in the
(Government table.

Mr. McCabe also endorses this pgsition of the
1,O.F., for in the literature regardjng his *‘com-
mercisl plan” be says: “All legitimate gains
trom the consequent low death rate and careful
selection, and from lapsed polici (sic) accumu-
late for distribution among those who continue
their payments for fitteen years,'"”

(5) That the effect of the conditjons mentioned
in 2 3 and 4 all contribufe towards the
reducinug of the mortality rafe " smong the
insured lives below the given in
the stapdard mortality tables, and there-
fore the actual cost of fusurande will always
be below the estimated rate in the Government
table, and that, too, without takilag any account
of the fact that the Government table is calcu-
lated on a basis of only 44§ per; cent. interest,
while the actual interest urneﬁ by insurance
companies is nearer 6 per cent, thian 414+ When,
therefore, Mr. McCabe alleges thiat the rates of
the LO.F. are inadequate becausp they are less
than the figures of the Goverfment table he
simply begs the question.

(6) That as the premium rates| of the North
American Life and other old-line {companies are
“loanded’ to the extent of 25 r ceut., while
the LO.F. takes only 5 per cent. df the premium
receipts, it follows that the LO.F. can reduce
its premium rates below those |of the North
American Life by the diffetence in the
“loading” for expense in the ' two. corpora-
tions, and still be on the same financial basis,
For example, the North American Life, since its
organization up to 1st January, 1833, had taken
of its premium receipts the enormous sum of
$828,833.50 for t exp , inclusive
of interest pad to the *‘guarantors,”” while the
L O. F., duriog a corresponding period, has
taken, including capitation tax, only $139,714,62,
notwithstauding the fact that the 1. O. F. did an
fmmensely larger business, having actually
paid more than twice the amount of benefits,
and secured nearly four times more mew in-
surers than its old-line competitor.

7) We shall also call the attention of the
referee to the fact that Mr., McCabe has not
in any of bis letters made any fair estimate_ of
the full paying powers of the L O.F. His
attacks have been directed entirely to what I may
call the outworks of the order. He has chosen
to take this course, not because he is ignorant of
the constitutions and laws of the L. O. F., for be
has been supplied with a copy thereof. He
knows, as every member of the order knows,
that there is a reserve powey possessed by the
order of calling in as mégny exira assessments as
may be required at any time ; and this reserve
power makes the order absolutely sate; safer by
far thap any old-line insurance corupsany. The
sraserve’ of the L O, F. lies in the pockets of its
membership, and will be forthcomiug should it
ever be needed. But with the experience of
companies and societies of all ages, inciuding
some from 75 to over 100 years old, before us, we
have every reason to believe that we shall never
need any of our ‘‘reserve.’’

As already explained, we as Foresters are
banded together to give our families mutusl pro-
tection to the extent of $500 to $5000 at cost,
whatever that may be, We know that no insur-
ance company in the world can do any better for
our families than this. For the reasons given in
paragraph 0 the actualgcost of insurance must
always be greater in old-line companies than in
fraternal socisties by the difference in the cost of
m?n.umen!, which, as shown, is very cousider-
able

1 quote a couple of paragraphs from one of
Mr. McCabe's publications, issued when he
launched his *“commercial plan” of insurance,
which wasdo have wiped out the LO.F. and all
similar institutions, They are as follows:

Pay As You Go and Get What Yon Pay
JFor,

“It may be said, therefore, thas the old plans
are an ingenious system of accumulations, pro-
viding for future deficiencies by present over-
payments aud increasiog the burden of the
present time bayond the necessary limit (sic) in
order to provide a margin of safety for the time
to come.” . e

“No capable actuary can or wiil deny that
some system of fusurance, based upon the plan
of payments gradea according to age. is per-
fectly sound, provided sn element of undoubted
security be introduced, which will enable the
compapy to guarantee the payment in full of
some defloite stipulated amount.”

The LO.F. is just such an iostitution as Mr.
McCabe outlines in the lass paragraph.

Qur rates are graded according to age, or, 48
Mr. McCabe bas it, “the mortuary payments or

Ouar Population,

Editor World: The increased number of
men at present seeking empioyment in the
city, in a measure indicating an increased
population, reminds me that in The World
of Oct. 20 last I called attention to the fact
that the census, then about to be taken,
would prove a failure, so far as indicating
the real number of the population. As
mere assertions without proof go for very
little, I shall now, if you will permit me,
avail myself of the opportunity of supply-
ing some proof of my contention Wwith re-
gard to Toronto’s population, namely, that
it is not less than sbout 240,000, ’glu civy
directory for the present yesr coutains the
names of 73,051 persons. Now it is the
custom in many, if not most of the'cities of
the United States, to multiply the names
published in the direetory by 3} to find the
population of the city, snd then not ex-
cluding the names of firms. The city of
Buffalo formerly multiplied by 4%, but on
my suggestion reduced it to 3}, as at pre-
sent. . As to how far this rule may be cor-
rect, as applied to Toronto, allow me to
supply some statistioal proof:

find that thé Dominion statistician
states the population in 1881—1 take my
figures from the census of that year, be-
cause the last census is not yet sufficiently
compiled for my purpose—to be 4,324,810,
Of these 2,176,274, or considerably
more than half, are below the age
of 20 years, the dividing line bei nll?y
@bout” 19 3.4 years, one-half only of its
opulation being above that age. Now,
snyone can easily understand that very few
below that age are in the directory,
probably no grester number than of young
people above that age still under the
parental roof whose names are not in the
directory. If the names in the directory
be assumed to be all persons over 19 3.4
years of age the Yopulnion would be ascer-
tained by multiplying these names by two.
But one-half of the population is repre-
sented by the female sex, a large portion of
the adult half being married women, whose
pames, with very few exceptions, do not
appear in the directory. By actual count
I find that 12 1.2 per cent. of the names
are feminine, leaving 87 1-2 per cent, male
names. Supposing the names of all men
over the age mentioned to be in the
directory, which is not the case, the 87 1.2
f" cent, would represent exactly one-
ourth of the population. Now 87 1.2
maultiplied by 4 equals 350, the same thing
precisely as 100 maultiplied by 3 1-2, prov-
ing the correctness of the system,

The figures given, as wiil be seen, are not
theoretical, but from actual statistics, and
I have myself seen them well verified on
various occasions; and I think 1 have
clearly demonstrated by these statistical
figures that maltiplying the names in the
divectory by three is altogether below the
truth, even if the possibility be admitted
that three and a half might be somewbat

high.

&’he names in the directory for this year
as stated are 73,000, which, multiplied by
three, shows a population in round numbers
of 219,000, in reality more if we consider
the names omitved; butv multiplying by
three and a half gives considerably over a
quarter of & million.

8o far as concerns the correctness of the
count in the directory, I may say that I
verified that by actual count in 1892 and
found the number of names to be even
greater than stated.

Perhaps some one will exclaim: What,
after all, does it matter? It matters just
this:

Firstly. People are deceived into the idea
that the taxes of the city, per capita, are
much higher than they really are.

Secondly. While efforts are being made
to reduce taxes by cutting down the salaries
of school teachers we are deprived of o
large additional grant from the Provincial
Government, which we are entitled to for
school purposes.

Thirdly. A false impression as to the
city’s progress is created abrosd, very
detrimental to the city’s interests.

Fourthly. A misapprebension as to the
city’s progress, leading to the supposition
that the city has been declining, has had
more than anything else to do in the way
of checking enterprise and causing & stag-
nation in the circulation of money.

The fact, however, that the city is still
steadily and very considerably growing is
borne out by many statistics, such, for
instance, as the. steady and rapid increase
in the attendance at the schools, and like
indications in other departments of the
city.

1f men and women can be companions in
life, associate in the home, at the fireside,
sit side by side at the same table, in
church, in places of instruction and amuse-
ment, also in street and steari' cars, in the
name of common sense and economy 1 ask
what apology can be offered for separate
polling booths for women?

As one of the overtaxed ratepsyers in
Toronto 1 protest against such an. extrava-
gant and needless waste of the people’s
money as separate booths would involve,
aad I further protest as one of the pioneers
in the Woman’s Suffrage Movement and as
the duly elected Dominion President of
that association against all invidious dis-
tinctions, one of which was the ‘‘marked
ballot” used in our late election, Buch
distinctions, though instituted under the
guise of deference, cast odium upon the
woman’s vote and are but sheathed stilet-
toes dealing & death-blow to woman’s pre-
sent limited 2nfranchisement,

The marked ballot was a cunningly de-
visell scheme whereby the women’s vote on
the plebiscit might be weighed in the scale
with thatof the Parliamentary voters. If any
weak sisters have urged for separate polling
booths we may respect and pity their timi.

ANOTHER WORLD'S FAIR FIRE.

The Dome of the Agricultural Building
Burned Saturday Morning,

Cr1caco, Feb, 24, —The graceful dome of
the, agricultural building, World’s Fair
grounds, was completely destroyed by fire
this morning. Shortly before 7 o’clock, a
guard passing tho south face of the builg-
ing saw smoke and flame curling about the
outside pillars near the point at which
previous fires had started. A firet” and
second alarm were turned in, but the flames
runping up the outside of the pillars gained
such headway in the roof that the destruc-
tion of the dome was a matter of short
order.  Breaking through the roof on
the inside, burning embers soon began
dropping to the floor and the supports
gradually weakened and at last gave way,
carrying with them connected parts of the
roof, 'f'he dome then pitched in ruins to
the floor. Its fall practically put an end to
the firemen’s work,

The destruction of the dome left the prac-
tically ruined building an unsightly object,
and it now bears little resemblance to the
ornate structure surmounted by the statue
of Diana, which gformed one of the features
on the court of honor. It is believed the
fire was incendiary.

There have been so many
frauds in this line, so manyj mines ‘‘salted’
~that is, rich specimens of ore are skilfully
scattered about in the proper quarter !
And many have been the bitter
deceptions -which have arisen from
this nefarious practice! Hence it ' is
cledr that tho ordinsry difficulties in the
way of bringing a prospect to the only
satisfactory stage—the stage of successful
working and development—are numerous
and varied, And those interested natur-
ally desire to see all possible obstacles re-
moved. And legal obstructions are the
worst of their many foes. For the capital-
ist can, of course, never afford to make
investments,frequently involving vast sums
of money, if there is merely the slightest
suspicion of legal flaws,
Preforence Sharer,

Now in many parts of the mining world,
which includes sections of almost every
distincs portion of the surface of this globe,
has long existed the practice of securing
money, &t a critical stage in
the existence of & mining property,
by selling preference shares or shares

issued at & discount. This discount is fre-
quently heavy. Naturally it is proportion-
ed to the necessities of the case—sometimes
large, sometimes small, This practice is

f | largely indulged in on the other side of the

line, whence, apparently, much of the
capital is to be drawn, if our nineral re-
sources are to be properly developed. Go
where you will in Canada, it will be found
that Americans have possession of many
of the richest mining properties. This is
thecase in Kootenay, and itis the case
elsewhere. Americans are accustomed to
this system, It is plainly recognized in
their laws, and these properties are so
listed on their exchanges.

A strong effort is now being made to
have this practice recognized in the laws of
this province, But so far the Govern-
ment has been unwilling to accede
to the solicitations of the parties interested.
Still they have at present hopes of success;
at any rate, no effort will be spared in that
direction.

It is held by some lawyers of standing
that the practice in question can pur-
sued legally here, Aud reference is made
to section 32 of the Dominion Joint Sepck
Companies’ Act, where it is provided'that
uo bylaw for the allotment or sale of any
unissued stock at any greater discount or
at any less premium than what has  been
previously authorized at & general meeting,
shall be valid or acted upon until the same
has been confirmed at a general moeeting;

The Ontario Joint Stock Companies’ Act,
section 43, is couched almost in the same
terms,

Now, while it is believed that the sale of
mining shares at a discount at critical
stages in the history of a mine, has been
frequently the practice in this province,
some doubt as to the legality of such trans-
actions has been a serious and often fatal
impediment. The reason for vhis state of
things is very clear. The arguments of
those who favor this method of promoting
the mining industry are also easily under-
stood, They represent that thousands who
would not pay, or bind themselves Lo pay,
the full price for miniog shares issued, will
readily purchase if they have a large
chance in their favor. That is to say, that
if shares in a mining enterprise were issued
at 820 a share, large numbers of people
would willingly subscribe for shares, if
these wers allotted for say $1 per
share, In this manner, by paying
a small sum, if the transaction
proved a success, they would stand to realize
819 per share as the reward for their
venture, and possibly a premium, while if
the affair proved to be unsuccessful, for
such is human nature, they would not con-
sider the loss as serious as would be the
case under ordinary circumstances.

Regnrd It as Gambling,

This view of the matter is not contested
by the opponents of the system, and it is’
said that the Attorney-General is stromgly
inclined to take this side in the argument;
but they make it the strongest objection
that can be brought against the movement
to legalize the procedure in question. It is
this very element of speculation and gam-
bling which seems almost ineradicable in
human nature that, to their minds, gives
rise to the gravest misapprehension and ex-
cites their serious opposition, They main.
tain that whatever may be done, or even
winked at, in the transaction of affairs
the law-makers of this province cannot
afford to place themselves on record as ap-
proving of what might be said to be so little
in harmony with, say—*‘evidences of Chris-
tianity.” And so far they have held the
fort. Nevertheless the organizers of the
movement have not lost heart and they are
persuaded that in the end victory will be
inseribed on their banners,

They add that millions are involvad in
the issue, and that while it may be true
that in the operation of the system some
might lose, those who would be disposed to
assist a venture under such circumstances
and with such inducements would not re-
gret the disappearance of their dollars when
the results were unhappy; and in the long
run, as this class would consisy largely of
shrewd operators, they would make a
profit and be more than contented with
the outcome, And they also observe that
there would be no bar to careful investi-
gation, which is quite true, and the gaggre-
gate rewards would be most encouraging.
They foresee great and important results
trom the full and legal recognition of this
method of bringing out and forwarding
mining industries, and point in justifica-
tion of their hopes to the history of these
depls among perhaps the most venture-
some and speculative people in the world,
our cousins, the Americans. It appears,
however, that this custom is not unknown
in other parts of the British empire and, it
is a decision which was rendered last year
by the House of Lords in a mining case, on
final appeal, that has created real con-
sternation in certain mining circles and
which has led to the decis'on that,if our vast
mining resources are to be properly and
thoroughly exploited, the law must be
so changed- that the most timid
capitalist need not find reason for appre-
heunsion or be deterred by doubts with re-

ard to the legality of the proceedings trom
investing certain spare shekels in this
fashion. Undoubtedly the resulte at issue
are important. That our mineral wealth
is extraordinary is beyond any question;
and the remark has been made that there
are many mines in the Dominion which, if
they were developed, would yield sufficient
profit to pay the entire debt of tha Do-
minion and leave a surplus. And this
view of the case is not without its fascina-
tions, to say nothing about the large sums
of money in the way of employing labor
and purchasing supplies, which would as-
luregly be placed in general circulation by
the pursuit of such enterprises. The city
of Toronto would assuredly profit aud profit
largely from the adoption of any vigorous

and helpful policy that would lead to the

exploitation of the mineral resources of the
northern portion of this province,
A Case fu Point,

The case in appeal, to which reference is
made, arose in India under the following
circumstances:

In the year 1880 the Ooregum Mining

Co. was incorporated under the Joint Stock | 8!

Companies Act of 1862 and 1880. Forty
thousand shares were allotted to the ven-
dors and the company; the residue was left
for the public, and the full amount was
paid thereon. The operations of the com-
pany were not at first successful, and a
winding-up order was obtained.  Applica-
tion was subsequently made to have the
wmdnpg-up order stayed, with a view to
the introduction of fresh capital and the
resumption of mining operations. Such an
order was  made accordingly. ° An extra-
ordinary general meeting of  the
compuny was held in 1885, and a resolution
was passed directing that the capital should
be increased by the issue of 120,000 preferen-
tial shares of £1 each, to be credited in the
capital books of the company as having the
sum of 15 shillings paid thereon, such pre-
ferential shares carrying the right to the
non-accamulative preference dividend up to
10 per cent, on the nominal amount. of such
preference capital out of the profits of the
undertaking each year and to equal partici-
pation, share for share, with the ordinary
shares in such fonrther profits as might
remain for distribution each year after the
payment of the aboye 10-per cent. prefer-
entisl dividend, At'this time the market
value of the shares. was only two  shillings
and sixpence (2s 0d) per share, Upwards
of 100,000 of these shares were allotted
with 156 -mmnf;. as paid thereon, Prior to
the actual sllotment an agreement was
entered into between the company and the
agent as justice for the several persons
whose names appeared in the schedule,
whereby after reciting the agreement to
issue the shares at a discount of 15 shillings
per share and that one shilling had been
paid on the allotment, it was agreed that
the shares to be allotted should be held as
shares on which 16 shillings had been paid
and should be subject to a further payment
of 4 shillings per share and no more. And
the company undertook to register the
agreement at the Joint Stock Registry
office, pursuant to the Companies Act of
1867, prior to the issue of the shares.
The nireemonz was only fyled and the
capital raised by reason of the issue of the
preference shares sufficed to dischagge all
the obligations of the company, extract it
from 1ts difficylties and give it a new start,

Gold to a considerable amount was after-
wards taken from the mine, and the com-
Esny hassince been prosperous, The mar-

et value of the shares rose to about 40
lhillln#.

In February, 1880, one George Roper
purchased the stock exchange and paid for
ten fully paid-up ordinary shares in the
company. - On July 15 following he, on be-
half of himself and the other ordinary
shareholders, brought an action against the
cumpany, and Charles Henry Walworth, as
an original allottee of the preference shares,
and as representing the other original
allottess, to have declared that the issue
by the company of the 120,000 preference
shares at o discount of 15 shillings per
share was ultra vires, to have the register
rectified accordingly, and to have other
kinds of relief granted. In 1880, the com.
pany, it was alleged, had issued deben-
tures to the amount of £20,000, which
were then outstanding. The preference
shares were then quoted on the stock ex-
chnngo at a premium, and if the entry were
rectified, the ordinary shares would benefit
thereby, and the 15s, unpaid on the pre-
ferred shares would be available for paying
off these debentures when they fell due,

Judge North, upon the authority of the
decision in the case of the KEimada and
Tirito Compagy, without argument made
an order declaring that the issue of shares
at a discount of 155, was beyond the power
of the company and directlng rectification
of the registry.

This order was confirmed by the Court of
Appesl§ without argument,.

And against these orders appeal was
brought by the company and by Walworth
before the House of Lords.

In July, 1892, Bir Horace Davey, Q.C.,
for the company, and Rigby, Q.C., for
Walworth, argued the question, citing
several important cases in support.

Cozens. Hardy, Q. C., appeared for Roper,
Lords Holsbury, Watson, Morris and Mac-
naghten last year delivered judgmeut, un-
animously dismissing the appeal.

And this judgment has caused a great
deal of consternation in mining circles,

8ir Horace Davey, in the course of his ad-
dress, stated that if the respondents’ argu-
ment were sound it must also be ultra vires
to issue shares at a premium-—say £1 shares
at 25s., 108, to be paid, leaving 15s. unpaid,
Yet this was a common practice. Tne argu-
ment that money required fgr machinery
and plant may be obtained by #hares issued
at a discount and that the working capital
of a company could not be so obtained was
unreasonable and contrary to the practice
and business habits of mankind. Exolud-
ing fraud or misrepresentation, there was no
objection tosuch a-bargain as the one be-
fore Their Lordships,

Fresh capital was absolutely necessary.
It could not be secured on better terms, It
saved the company and turned impending
ruin into success. Was this not considera-
tion? Wasjit not “‘malt or meat”? The
value of the shares was established by what
could be got for them in the market.

This case clearly exemplifles the advant-
ages of the practice, which is now declafed
illegal by the highest court in the Empire.

Our mining men will not rest until they
get an answer from the Government on this
and other important questions, including
the abolition of royalties; and the entire
matter is now under the most serious con-
siderotion of the Government.

The Judgment,

The memorandum upon the case in ap-
peal betore the House of Lorde is as fol-
lows:

The Qoregum Gold Mining Company of
Indis, appellants, and George Roper and
Charles Henry Wallworth, respondents.

A company limited by shares, fermed and
registered under the Act of 1862, has no
power to issue shares as fully paid up for a
money consideration less than their nominal
value,

The memorandum: of association of a
company registered under the Act of 1862
stated that the capital of the company
was £125,000, divided into 125,000
shares of #£1 each, and that the
shares of which the original or increas-
ed capital might consist ocould be
divided into different classes and issued
with such preference, privilege or guaran-
tee, as the company might direct. The
company being in want of money and the
original shares being at a great discount,
the directors, in accordance with resolu-
tions duly passed, issued preference shares
of £1 each, with 153 credited as paid, leav-
ing u liability of only bs per share. A con-
tract to this eftect was registered under the
Companies” Act, 1867, sec. 25. The trans-
action was bona fide and for the benefit of
the company. In an action by an ordinary
shareholder to test the validity of the issue,
held, affirming the decision of the Court of
Appeal, that - reading of the Companies’
Act of 1862 and 1867 toPecher. the issue
was beyond the powers of the company, and
that the preference shares, so far as the
same were held by original allottees, were
held subject to the liability of the hold-
er to pay to the company in cash the
full amount unpaid on the shares,

Lord Herschell would have held (had the
point been insisted on at the bar) thav the
company were not entitled to call upon the
proference shareholders for any further

ayment beyond that agreed upon, except
rn the case of a winding-up, and then only
so far as necessary for the discharge of the
obligstions of the compavy and the costs of
the winding-up,

5th last, to John Hallam,
Esq., bas not reached you, "I therefore en-
close copy, and have only to say turther
that a Committee of the Trustee Board will
be pleased to confer with the Parks and
Gardens Committee at any time and place
they may appoint,”
