Rural Schools.

Complaint is made that in the more
remote parts of the province the stan-
dard of education is wofully deficient
and that a practically illiterate section
of the population is being created to its
own detriment and that of the com-
munity at large. No doubt the con-
ditions found in sparsely districts do
not lend themselves to the provision of
good educartional facilities, and it is
evident that the system, hitherto in
force has failed to produce the results
expected. Somewhat the same dif-
ficnlty has been experienced in the
United States and the department of
agriculture is now engaged on a plan
for the “establishment of a complete
educational ladder on which the far-
mer boy can climb from the rural
school up to the agricultural high
school and then ou up to the agricul-
tural college.”

The main object of this plan is to
«check the drift citywards, but, inciden-

the little district schools. One con-
solidated rural school can be establish-
«d in a township and the children
hauled thereto in covered wagons.
They are housed in better buildings
and given better teachers and better
dnstructed than under the system of
one small school for each school dis-
trict of a few square miles.”

The educational advantages attend-
ing the erecticn of consolidated rural
schools are obvious and an adaptation
of the system to the special circum-
stances of Ontario might go far to
solve the problem presented by the in-
«crease in illiteracy. -The effort now
being made by tre United States de-
partment of agriculture to provide an
educational syst\‘\lfn that will build up
the country life of-the people should
be carefully watched, siuce the ten-
dercy to move citywards is as notice-
able here as elsewhere.

Our Dairy Trade.

Montreal, Nov. 20 —In many respects
the season which 16 fast drawing to a close
has been the most important in the history
of the Canadian dairy industry. Taken on
the whole, it has not been a profitable sea-
son for the exporter, but for the farmer it
has certaioly been a barner year.

Prices during the entire season have been
unusually high, and the amount that has
gone into tht farmers’ hands is the largest
in the hstory of the trade.

A copnservative estimate shows that the
Canadian dairy farmers have, or will have,
by the end of the s:ason, received consider-
ably/over thirty-two million dollars f r thcir
produce during the past seven months,
which constitute the dairy season of 1906.
Mr, R. M. Ballantyne, Canadian manager
of Lovell and Christmas Co., Limited, esti-
mates the value of the cheese and butter ex-
ports as follows :

The total output of cheese is estimated at
2 620,000 boxes. The exports ot butter was
601,298, at an average price of 22 cents a
pound.

Lambton Possesses the Best Horses.

Mesrs. Wm. Smith, Columbus, and J.
D. Graham, Toronto, the ‘commissioners
appointed by the Ontario Government to
investigate the horse industry of the pro-
vince, held a well attended meeting in
Petrolia on Monday njght, and wound up
their series of meetings in the counties of
Middlesex, Lambton, Elgin, Essex and
Kent. The meeting was held in the sit-
ting room of the Fletcher House there, and
was presided over by Mr, W. ]. -Macal-
pine, of Warwick, secretary of the East
Lambton Farmers’ Institute. Mr, Smith
was the first speaker, and in his first re-
marks he stated that this was the largest

meeting they had yet held. Lambton ;

had the best class of horses of the five
counties inspected. Their inspection had
not been as complete as they would have
liked to make it, on account of lack of
time. The spealker then stated the ob-
ject of the meeting, namely, to get the
opinions of those present as to whether it
was in the best interests of the horse in-
dustry to have a stallion inspection and
license act.

In the discussion which followed, the
commissioners expressed the opinion that
only a nominal license fee should be
charged. Grade stallions would probably
get a license for a year or so. Befere a
horse should get a license, it must show
that it possesses individual merit, as well
as a pedigree.

After the question had been thoroughly
discussed a resolution was passed in favor
of a licensing and inspection act, and also
declaring in favor of compulsory regis-
traction after the lapse of a resonable
time,

The discussion brought out many
points of interest and benefit to horse
owners, and had an educative value totho: e
present which should be remunerative in
the future, Had the roads been in better
condition we are sure there would have
been twice the number in attendance,

Townships Occupied.

The three townships in the districts of
Algoma, Carnegie, Hoyle and Murphy,
which were set aside a short time ago for
occupation under the land grants to vet-
eraus, have been entirely taken up to the
number ot 440. The other three townships
in Rainy River, Hartman, Revell and
Bucke, set aside at the same time are
nearly fully alloted, and applications are
coming in so rapidly that a few days will
fill them likewise.

The appropriation of $50,000 for the
redemption of land grant certificates hav-
ing been exhausted, an interim appropri-
ation of $25,c0> more has been made, and
this also is well on the way to being ex-
hausted.

hair’s breadth. The first test of the
machinery that is to send the first power
from the Canadian side of the falls was
pronounced a great success.

= [Death of Senator Vidaf.

Sarnia, Nov. 18.—Hon., Senator Vidaiw
died to-day at 2 o’clock at the residence
of his son-in-law, T. W. Nisbett.

Senator Vidal has been ill nearly a year
and death was not unexpected, He wag
in his 88th year, and is Survived by two-
sons and two daughters,

The tuneral was on Wednesday at
o'clock from St. Andrew’s Presbyterian'
Church,

Senator Vidal was one of Sarnia’s old.
est and most highly respected residents,

Hon. Alexander Vidal was born in
Berkshire, England, Aug, 4, 1819, bcing
the eldest surviving son of Captain R
E. Vidal, R. N. The Vidal family came
originally from Spain, removing to Eng-
land in the seventeenth century. He
was educated at the Royal MathematicaF.
school, Christ’s Hospital, London, accom-
panied his father to Cauada in 1834, set-
tling in Sarnia, Ont., the following year,
Married, December, 1847, Catherine,
eldest daughter of Captain W. E, Wright,
R. N., of Moore, Lambton County. He
practiced the profession of civil engineer-
ing from 1843 to 1852, and was manager
of Sarnia branch of the Bank wf Upper
Canada from 1852 till the failure of that
institution in 1866, He held the same
position in the sereice of the Bank of
Montreal from that time until 1875, when
he resigned. At the first general electlon
following Confederation in 1867, he was
an unsuccessful candidate against the
Hon. Alex. Mackenzie for the house of
commons ; again in 1872 he was defeated.
He represented the St. Clair division in
the legislative council from September,
1863, until the union. He became a sen.
ator at the call of Sir John A. Macdonald,
Jan. 15, 1873. He was a man who took a
general interest in the affairs of his com-
munity. He had been lieutenant-colonel
in the Canadian militia, county treasurer
of Lambton, president of the Y.M.C.A. at
Sarnia in 1878, The temperance cause
claimed a great deal of his energies in
late years, and he was a central figure in
the Dominion Alliance for the total sup-
pression ot the liquor traffic, of which
organization he was a past president.
Senator Vidal was a member of the
Church of England till 1843, when he
joined the Presbyterian Church, and has
represented the Sarnia Church in the
General Assembly.,

He js survived by four sons and two
daughters,
