“The  Advantages of Radio in the

Saskatchewan Home.”

Radio, which was looked upon as
a mere fad three or four years ago,
has comeé to be a feature of.the
daily life of thousands of people on
this® continent, who look to the
broadcasting stations for daily news
bulletins and musical entertainments
in their far-flung homes, Shut-ins at
home, and in the hospitals with their
headsets hanging by their bedsides,
are among those to whom radio
means most. -Church people who de-
light in being able to sit at home
Sunday evenings and listen to a full
church service are also appreciative
of the Sunday programs broadcasted
from the many stations,

Radio therefore supplies some-
thing for every member of the fam-
ily at the fireside and has many real
uses. Enlarging upon this last state-
ment, we will readily agree that the
commercial use to which the radio
is put is the most important of any
to the Saskatchewan farmer in par-
ticular. As we know, the average
farmer is snow bound to a certain
extent during the long winter months
in which it is no easy matter to
keep in touch with the events of the
day, and here it is that the radio is
really a blessing, over which the
grain quotations, stock markets and
the news items of the daily papers
may be heard in the most out-of-the-
way homes in this province.
Another, and by far the more
common manner in which the radio
is utilized in the home is for pleasure
or entertainment during the long
winter evenings, in which the mem-
bers of the family strive, as a rule,
to get amusement outside of the
home altogether,” which often are
very expensive as well as demoraliz-
ing. A radio in the home affords
choice entertainment along the lines
of music and lectures at absolutely
no cost except that of the receiving
set.

An still another fact is that the
radio will revolutionize present day
methods of education, and will grad-
ually reduce ignorance to a point
never before dreamed of. This is the
prediction of the leading educators
of the country; and without dealing
with the technical features which, it
is believed, can be overcome, the
educators think that radio could be
used in these ways to increase knowl-
edge—firstly, by the broadcasting of
) school 'sessions for the benefit of the
old and young who are unable to at-
tend; secondly,—by college courses
and night schools by radio; and last-
ly, by the broadcasting of popular
lectures on health and education.
Radio has a wonderful influence,
also, along religious lines which tend
towards good, as is shown by the
Rev. Mr. McIntyre’s statement, which
says, “We believe that the radio is
one of God’s most wonderful gifts
to man,” and when we read this,
“I am helpless and blind and the on-
ly way I can hear any religious ser-
vice is by radio,” we cannot but ex-
press our own thankfulness to the
genius Marconi that this great
blessing has come into the world.
Other uses of the radio are as a
convenience to passengers on trains
and on board ships, ‘and it is said
that “the north land would be lost
without radio.”
As a means of keeping posted on
the progress of mankind, radio is un-
equalled, and it also. has a broaden-
ing influence; the man who can swing
from Cleveland to New York, to
Montreal, and to Regina, in five min-
utes must inevitably lose some of his
narrow minded instincts .which would
be for the good of our country,

Around Corner

New York’s “Church of the Trans-
figuration” recently celebrated am
anniversary which has given occasion
for numerous articles concerning the
incident which changed its namé to
“The Little Church Around the Cor-

ner” and lifted it from obscurily to
become the best known church in

America, and the religious home of -

the acting profession. The incident
has been related often, and at least
once before in this column, but an
arcicle by George MacAdam in the
New York Times tells the whole story
for the first time. That is the excuse
for repeating it here. It was in May,
18790, that a benefit performance was
given for George Holland, an actor
born in England, who had delighted
hundreds of thousands of people in
his time, but had fallen upon lean
times in his old age. A few days
before Christmas he died, and the
duty of arranging for the burial de-
volved upon Joe Jefferson, one of his
oldest friends. He was buried from
the Church of the Transfiguration
and the newspapers reported the
services,

A week later the Evening Tele-
announced that the Rev. Wil-
tewal 1. daoine, rector of the Church
vt the Accuelaent, had refused to
.ury fouand because he had been
an -ewctor. A concroversy arose that
swept the coun.ry, aad to which
nearly every newspuper, and it would
seem, most readers, had some opin-
ion to contribute. Reporters were
sent to Jefferson, to Rev. Dr. Hough-
ton, rector of the Church of the
Transfiguration, .and Rev. Dr. Sa-
bine, ot the Church of the Atone-
ment. Their stories did not differ
in the main, though there were one
or two details that varied. It was
established that Jeiferson had gone
to Dr. Sabine because some of Hol-
land’s relatives attended his church
and the dead actor was an Episco-
palian. It occurr=4 to Jefferson, who
was mcompanied l‘one of the dead
man’s sons that h<” should mention
to the clergyman the fact that Hol-
land had been an actor. To this
Mr. Sabine replied that he had a dis-
taste for officiating at such a funeral,
but that he was willing to bury the
deccased from his house.

Later he admitted to a New York
Times reporter that there was noth-
ing in the laws of the church to for-
bid the burying of an actor from the
church, but he said that as he had
always advised his congregation to
keep away from the theatres because
no moral lesson was taught by them,
it would have been inconsistent to
bury the actor. Jefferson said that
when Dr. Sabine refused he was
shecked and mortified, chiefly on ac-
count of the young man who had to
hear his loving father treated as a
reprobate. As they rose to leave the
room the actor asked il there was
no other church that iaight aid him
in his dilemma. To this the rector
replied in the memorable words that
there was a little church around the
corner that might oblige him. The
preacher had read in the newspapers
of actors being buried from the
Church of the Transfiguration. “Then
if this be so,” quoth Jefferson, “God
bless the little chureh around the
corner!” The clergyman said that
Jefferson had not used these words,
but had said, ‘“All credit to that lit-
tle chureh.” It is highly probable
that the ecclesiastical version of the
conversation rather than the drama-
tic one, is correct.

GRETNA GREEN ROMANCES.

Romantic Record as the Sceme off
Runaway Marriag

Gretna Green has had a romanti¢
record as the scene of runaway mar-
rlages, as shown when a rich bit of
its records was sold recently in Lon-
don. This was a thick manuseript
volume in Russian gilt and a bulky
parcel of marriage certificates form-
ing a complete record of the Gretna
Green marria performed by John
Linton, who kept the Gretna Green
Inn between 1825 and 1954. Two
Years later runaway marriages in
Scotland we >pped by act of Par-
llament, which required that one of
the contraciing parties must reside
in Scotland threce weeks before the
event.
Gretna Green is on .the Scoitish
side of the border, in Dumfriesshire,
and it'was for a century the resort
of runaway English couples. Up to
1754 ~landestine marriages were per-
formed in tne Ileet Prison, in Lon-

don. When the couples crossed the
border it was easy going, ior they

only needed to declare in the pres-
enuv? of witnesses that they desired
te marry. At Gretna Green the
ceremony was usually perforined by

the blacksmith, but the tollkeeper,
ferrynian, or, in faci, any person,
might ofliciate. The fee varied from
half 2 guinea to ‘“‘a sum as large as
impudence could extort or exirava-
gance could bestow.” As many as
2097 couples were married at the

A Cause of Barn Fires

H. C. Cowan, a deputy from Fire
Marshal Heaton’s office, Toronto,
has been spending the past week in
different part of Western Ontario,
investigating the causes of several
“mgysterious” barn fires which have
occurred from the 1st to the 20th of
November.

Mr. Cowan is satisfied that in ev-
ery case . spontaneous combustion
has been the cause of the fire, and in
three out of the five flres most re-
cently brought under his attention
there was conclusive proof of this
being the case, while in the other
mentioned the probability amounted
almost to certainty.

Barn fires have been unusually
common this fall owing to the damp
state in which most of the fodder
was stored this year, partly on ac-
count of the wet season and also on
account of the large crops of straw
and fodder which could not be so
well cured as a smaller crop.

In Mr. Cowan’s opinion, the habit
of storing cornstalks in the barn
either over hay or straw, and fre-
quently with other fodder dumped pn
top of it, is the biggest factor in
barn fires this year.
