The u Popular Science Monthly" for 
June publishes abstracts from the ad­
dress of Chief Justice Daly before the 
Geographical Society, in which he says :

From one of these books, compiled 
after the manner of our modern ency­
clopaedias, and the compilation of 
which is shown to have been made 
(more than 2,000 years B. C., it has been 
ascertained, what has long been suppos­
ed, that Chaldea was the parent land of 
astronomy ; for it w found, from this 
compilation and from other bricks, 
that the Babylonians catalogued the 
stars, and distinguished and named the 
constellations ; that they^rranged the 
twelve constellations that from our 
present zodiac to show the course of 
the sun’s path in the heavens ; divided 
time into weeks, months, and years ;

of labor and the seventh a day of rest, 
to which they gave a name from which 
we have derived our word “sabbath," 
and which day, as a day of rest from all 
labor of every kind, they observed as 
rigorously as the Jew of the Puritan. 
The motion of the heavenly bodies and 
the -phenomena of the weather were 
noted down, and a connection, as I 
have before stated, detected, as M. de 
Perville claims to have discovered, 
between the weather and the changes 
of the moon.

From the St. John Newt.]

Mrs. Wm. Purdy, one of the survivors of 
the disaster, arrived at St. John yesterday 
by steamer “City of New York" from 
Boston. She was accompanied from New 
York by her husband. He is the mate of 
the Philadelphia ship “ Charles H. Sparks,” 
at the time of the accident waiting at New 
York to sail. Mrs. Purdy belongs to Port­
land street, Portland, and went to New 
York a short time ago to visit her httis 
band. The story told by Mrs. Purdy to a 
News reporter concerning the .disaster 
throws considerable light upon the conduct 
of the men and officers of the “ Narragan- 
sett” after she was struck by her com­
panion vessel. The narrative is as fol­
lows

£.— Bridgetown and its surrounding 
country are now looking their best— 
the mountains, in all their wealth of 
wooded beauty, seem like sentinels 
guarding the beautiful valley which, 
clothed in the verdure of early sum­
mer, lies on each side of the winding 
Annapolis River, and is dotted here 
and there with the tasteful dwellings 
of our sturdy farmers, whose orchards, 
fields of cereals, and meadow lands all 
give fair promise of an abundant har 
vest.

Our quiet corner of the world pre 
sents numberless attractions in point of 
scenery to those who seek for a retire­
ment for a few months during the 
heated term, from the dust and smoke 
and whirl of city life. Many drives 
intersect the whole country-side, and 
each lays claim to a special beauty of 
its own. At one point your gaze will 
be hemmed in by birches, maples, elms, 
and others of our native trees, through 
the leaves of which the west wind that 
almost constantly prevails in tine wea- 
ther in this valley, plays with a music 
that is a very symbol of peace ; at 
another flpoint you see a number of 
farm-houses, embowered with trees and 
vines, and stretching out m front or 
behind the range of well-tilled fields, 
and fruitful orchards ; at another place, 
from the summit of a high hill, notably 
from many points on the mountain, a 
view is presented, ranging over miles 
upon miles of the valley, which, for 
beauty of scenery, we are safe in say­
ing, cannot be surpassed. The Bay of 
Fundy is within easy driving distance, 
over roads that are in themselves an 
enjoyment to travel. Good hotel and 
private accommodation can be obtain 
ed—plenty of good teams, and we feel 
sure f that if all the attractions that 
Bridgetown can present to the tourist 
were better known, that very many 
would come here every season.

Caterpillars.—The trees in some of 
the gardens in this town are complete­
ly denuded of leaves and fruit by the 
caterpillars.— Windsor Mail.

Our County so far as we have been 
able to learn is almost rid of these 
pests—orchardists ascribe this pleasing 
state of affairs' to the flocks of small 
birds which made their appearance so 
suddenly about a year and a half ago, 
and as suddenly departed after per­
forming a work worth thousands of 
dollars to the country. Farmers are 
commencing to appreciate the import­
ance of birds in the machinery of na­
ture, and we are much pleased to 
notice that the small birds—the natives 
of this country—are becoming far more 
numerous than they were a few years 
ago. Encourage the birds to build 
their nests on your farms, especially 

. the swallows, by protecting them, and 
educate your children to a knowledge 
of hoxv valuable the birds are, and you 
will reap your reward alone in the 
saving of your time you will otherwise 
spend in trying to kill the currant- 
worms, squash-bugs, cabbage-worms, 
caterpillars, etc., that our forefathers 
knew comparatively little about. If 
we destroy the birds, we upset the 
balance of one of nature’s laws, and for 
which we must sutler accordingly.

— The House of Lords rejected the 

bill Iegalizing.marriage with a deceased 
wife’s sister, bv a vote of 101 to 90, on 
the 25th inst.

“ The accident occurred about a quarter 
of twelve Saturday night. At that time I 
was in my berth, when I was aroused 
violently by an awful shock. The collision 
was so severe as to throw several of the 
passengers, as I afterward learned, out of 
their berths. I went up the gangway 
among a number of others, and struggled 
to the main deck. On my way up I heard 
one of the waiters tell us not to be afraid, 
there was no danger, that the steamer’s 
wheel was broken. Other officers on the 
beat said that there was no danger. I 
have no doubt but that a great many were 
drowned who would have escaped bat for 
the assurance of the officers that there was 
no danger. Just after the shock the lights 
all went out. V cause the gas tank had been 
struck, and we were all left in darkness. 
Every one aft of the gangway must have 
been lost. They had no time to reach a 
point of safety, as the stern of the vessel 
sank immediately. At the same time the 
men said that the accident was nothing 
serious, I could feel the vessel sinking 
beneath qa. The party then ran back to 
the berths and got the life preservers. 
About twenty-five men, women 
children, most of them in their night 
clothes, rushed out. As wo reached the 
mam deck the water was pouring over the 
side, and the officers and men were shout­
ing on all sides. We reached the hurri­
cane deck and seeing that the boat was 
afire amidships with the flames coming 
rapidly aft most of us jumped overboard. 
Very few of those who jumped overboard 
were saved. The life preserver which I 
had was defective and had only one strap, 
which broke. I caught bold of a line 
attached to a life raft which was full of 
men. They were a pretty rough crowd, 
some of them intoxicated. They ordered 
me to keep off and every time the water 
swept over me they would strike me on 
the Lauds with their fists to make me 
leave go. Several persons tried to get on 
the raft. I saw two ladies try to get on 
board, but they soon dropped off and were 
drowned. Oue of the meu hauled his wife 
aboard, blit they made no efforts to save 
any one else. While hanging to that line 
for hours 1 saw such scenes enacted as I 
never shall forget. The cries and shrieks 
of the drowning riug in my ears yet. The 
water was lit up all around by the fire on 
board the “ Narragansett,” which continu­
ed after she touched the bottom, and I saw 
dozens of people go down right before 
my eyes. There was a high running sea 
and a fearful thunderstorm all the long 
hours I clung to the raft. On all sides of 
me I could hear shrieks and prayer cut 
short by a watery death. I saw a woman 
come out on the hurricane deck with her 
two children one in each hand and jump 
into the water. The two children were 
lost, though I think the lady was saved. 
Two men shot themselves on board the 
vessel, but in the noise I could not hear 
the shots. I remained in the water cling* 
ing to the line over three hours, and was 
finally rescued by the second officer of the 
boat from the u City of New York,” of the 
New English Line, who came and picked 
me up. I never saw the men on the raft 
afterward. The crew of the u Narragan­
sett'’ immediately after the accident left 
the ship in the first boat, leaving every 
one to their fate and making no effort to 
save the passengers. I do not know bow 
many were killed in the accident, but 
there must have been 600 persons aboard 
at the time. The passengers bought their 
tickets at di fièrent places, and many float­
ing around in the water were picked up by 
schooners and coasters and landed at vari­
ous points, so that it is impossible to say 
hoxv many were lost. The general agent 
of the Stonington Line at New York says 
the number drowned would reach between 
a hundred and a hundred and fifty."

Where the Islands and Sand Bare m the 
Mississippi River Come From

From a series of daily observations 
extending from the early part of Febru­
ary to the latter part of October, 1879, 
taken at St. Charles, Mo., under the 
direction of officers of the United 
States Engineer Corps, it has been 
ascertained that the average quantity 
of earthy matter carried in suspension 
past that point by the Missouri River, 
between one loot of the bottom and the 
surface, amounts to 14,878 lb. per 
second, or 1,283,731,200 lb. each twenty- 
four hours. The matter thus carried 
along weighs, approximately, 100 lb. 
per cubic foot when dry, giving an 
average of 12,837,312 cubic feet of 
earth trapsported each twenty four 
hours during the entire year, enough 
to cover one square mile with a depth 
of nearly six inches.

During the months of June and July 
the average quantity per twenty-four 
hours amounted to 47,396,448 cubic 
feet, enough to cover a square mile 
with a depth of one foot and eight 
inches. The maximum quantity ob­
served for any twenty-four hours was 
on July 3rd, when it reached the enor­
mous amount of 111,067,200 cubic feet, 
sufficient- to cover a square mile to a 
depth of four feet. These figures do 
not take into account the material that 
is held in suspension within the low- 
est foot of the depth, or that which is 
being rolled along the bottom. If 
these quantities could be ascertained 
within any reasonable limit of approxi 
mation to correctness, there is no 
doubt but they wonld show an amount 
far in excess of that which has already 
been determined.—Missouri Republican.

Clarence, June2tith, 1880.Nerve Grafting:.

Dr. J. Gluck, of Bucharest, lately 
brought before the ninth congress of 
the German Society of Surgery at Ber­
lin some interesting results of experi­
ments in nerve grafting. He cut out a 
portion of the sciatic nerve of a fowl, 
and then removed a similar portion of 
the same nerve from the leg of a rab­
bit, and placed this in the leg of the 
fowl, uniting the two ends by sutures. 
The nerve united, and the paralysis 
caused, of course, by the excision of 
the piece of nerve, was recovered from. 
He repeated the experiment, and ex­
hibited the successful results, showing 
the fowls with full restoration of pow­
er. He was led to these experiments 
by the result of a case of nerve suture. 
Paralysis of the median had resulted 
from extensive destruction of the 
tissue of the arm by gangrene. Dr. 
Gluch cut down on the radial nerve 
and found that part of the nerve was 
destroyed. He united the two ends 
by sutures, and the man regained the 
power of motion, which he had entirely 
lost. Of course, the experiment in 
nerve grafting in animals, adds the 
Lancet, do not warrant the expectation 
that a similar result could be obtained 
in the case of the human subject. It is 
well known that the union and regene 
ration of nerves occur with greater 
facility in the case of the lower animals 
than in man.

A gun which can tire 5,000 shots in 

thirteen minutes was recently tested 
at Washington. The Gardner is a ma­
chine gun, like the Gatling. It has two 
barrels made of steel, encased in brass. 
This is an auxiliary to small arms, and 
is simply a gun which, by the ingenuity 
of the designer, is calculated to do the 
work of a number of muskets, and do 
it more rapidly and effectively. It 
cannot, probably, shoot as accurately 
as a musket, but, if properly handled, 
must be fearfully destructive, especial- 
ly when directed against a line or an 
advancing column. Its calibre is 45. 
1000 of an inch, and the same cartridges 
are used as in ordinary rifle practice. 
The charge is 70 grains of powder, and 
the ball weighs 405 grains. It is 
mounted on a small field carriage, and 
is light enough to be carried by two 
men. The whole length of the gun is 
orfly four feet. It can be fired 500 
times in a minute, its capacity in this 
direction being only limited by the 
vapidity by which it can be fed. If 
steam could apply the motive power, 
and it could be fed fast enough, there 
is no telling how rapidly it could be 
fired. The firing is done by turning a 
crank in rear of the gun, and it is fed 
through a flat-shaped box, into which 
the cartridges are placed in blocks 
holding twenty each. They fit down 
neatly into this box, which holds about 
fifty cartridges, and as fast as the crank 
is turned they drop down into a chan 
nel, and are carried forward for dis­
charge, and the empty catridges return­
ed and dropped beneath. Five thous 
and shots were tired in thirteen minu­
tes, three men relieving each other at 
the crank.—M Y. Tribum.

Presbyterian Church in Canada. The

These figures do not indicate, as might - 
first sight be supposed, a scarcity of clergy­
men, because in many cases two or three 
of the smaller congregations are minister­
ed to by one man. The General Assembly 
is a representative body, each Presbytery 
being entitled to send one-fourth of its 
clerical members, and an equal number of 
elders. This gives a membership of over

of Reading was born in Germany in 1815 
In 1840 he married. His wife lived eight 
years, and bore him seventeen children. 
She Presented him with twins in the first 
year of their marriage. The next year 
another pair of twins was boro.

Several local physicians examined the 
case, and failing to stop the growth of 
the hone, advised the patient to pro- 
ceed to the general hospital in this 
city in order that she might secure the 
best surgical advice to be found, and 
she accordingly came to the institution. 
A consultation was held on the case, 
and it was decided that the only 
chance of saving the patient’s life was 
to remove the jaw bone. Notices

ordingly sent out to the medical 
profession in the city and surrounding 
country, indicating Saturday afternoon 

the time when the operation would 
take place, and at the hour of two 
o’clock the theatre was filled with 
medical men, who had been anxiously 
looking forward for some days to tho 
removal of the bone, an operation 
which is very rare in this country. The 
patient was, of course, placed under 
chloroform, and the skin being remov­
ed from the bone the operating 
geon—a practised hand at thst kind of 
work-—severed the bone at the centre 
of the chin with the saw, and then 
carefully removed the flesh from the 
bone as far as the joint in front of the 
ear, where it was disarticulated. The 
operation extended over two hours, 
and was very skillfully performed, with 
very little loss of blood ; and although 
it was of such a serious and formidable 
character, the patient was progressing 
favorably at a late hour Sunday night.

These are $30 a 
pair. The pompadour styles of pure 
silk, glittering with gold threads woven 
in the scarlet ground are covered with 
gay little clusters of embroidered 
flowers and cost $40 & pair. Scarcely 
less in price are exquisite black silk 
stockings, with, insteps of red Brussels 
lace and others of Chantilly. The mill- 
fleur is open worked in colors of deep 
dark blue, having garlands of pink 
roses, forming stripes, hand embroider 
ed. These cost $12 
shown in other fashiqnable colors, such 
as amaranth, mastic, heliotrope, jonquil 
and salmon red. Stockings for croquet, 
lawn tennis and archery show the rich­
est hand work on spun silk maroon, 
black and blue grounds, of mallets, 
balls and arrows.
