Profit in Sheep.

A New York farmer writes to the Iri~
bune: A ewe can pe purchased in the fall
for $3 and kept till the next fall for $2,
and then sold to the butcher for $5 ; mean-
time her lamb is sold for $3 and her fleece
for $2. Thus an investment of $5 yields
an income of $10. Of the dozen or more
flocks in my neighborhood — Tompkins
county, Now York-——there is not one that
is doing better than this, No charge is
made for the care of the: animal in this
estimate, for it is generally admitted the
manure pays, and I am aware that it does
very much more. A farmer in this vicio=
ity is noted for always raising excellent
crope—better than his neighbors’ en the
same quality of land. Calling upon and
asking bim the reason, he simply pointed
to the sheep grazing in an adjacent field,
Farme hereabouts are much broken iuto
ridges and knolls, and on them it is sel-
dom a fair crop is made, but bis crops are
equally good on those elevated ones, owing
altogether to his systematic sheep-pastur-
ing.

Emperor Willlam Dead.

Brruin, June 15.—Emperor Fiederick
William died at 11 o'clock to-day.

Noon : The death of the emperor caused
intense excitement in this city.
members of the royal family and ministers
were present in the death chamber at
Freidrichskren palace at Potsdam, A
mianisterial council was held just before the
emperor died. Prince Bismarck, who pre-
sided at the council, was much agitated.

Porspax, June 15.—During the firet part
of the night the condition of the emperor
was comparatively good, but at four this
morning be became restless and soon after
the whole family assembled in the room
adjacent to the one in which the emperor
lay. The court preacher had been in at-
tend since y d Herr Von
Worner sketched the emperor’s features
after death,

The dead Emperor was much beloved by
all his subjects, and universal sorrow pre-
vaile all over Germany at his untimely
death,

He was born in Potsdam on Oct, 18,
1831. He held the rank of General in the
army while Crown Prince, and distinguish-
ed bimself by his bravery and military tac-
tics, In 1858, he married Victoria Adel-
aide princess royal, of Great Britain, by
whom he had seven echildren, the oldest
being Frederick William Victor Albert,
who now succeeds to the throne,
A post mertem examination was
confined to the dissection of the
larynx and luogs. 1In the larynx which
was found destroyed by suppuration was a
cavity about the size of a clenched fist.
Dr. Mackenzie states in a report prepared
at the command of Emperor William that
the disease was beyond doubt cancer of the
larynx and adds that a diagnosis was very
difficult as the disease had attacked the
cartilage of the larynx at outset and after-
wards developed chiefly in the lower part
of the cartilage.

The National Zeitung says the autopsy
proved that the larynx was completely
destroyed by caocer and that putrid bron-
chitis existed. This wasalsoinflammation
of the finer ramifications of the bronchial
tubes into which putrescent particles had
entered. The whole larnyx was in a state
of suppuration and presented a soft lumpy
mass with scarcely any trace of cartilagen-
ous structure remaining. There was noth-
ing to show the existence of perforation of
the walls separating the trachia and ce-
sophagus. 'I'ne choking sensation from
which the emperor suffered during the last
days of his life which was attributed to such
perforation appears really due to a collapse
of the larynx owing to the destruction of
the cartilage. The direct cause of death
is given as paralysis of the lungs. The
postmortem examination occupied an hour.
An imperial decree summons the Reich-
stag to assemble on the 25th inst.

A Settlement Destroyed,

East Rawpox, June 12, —A serious fire
occurred at the East Rawdon gold mines
to-day. A fire had been set on Monday
for the purpese of burning some brush,
and while it ocvasioned some alarm this
morning, nothing serious was anticipated,
until a change of wind, which was blow~
1o0g quite heavily at 1 p. m., drove the
flames directly towards the buildings.
The greater portion of the woods around
the mines had been cut away, and the
brush had been allowed to remain, which
gave the fire a good chance to get well
started; and in a short time seventeen
dwelling houses, D. A. McDonald’s store,
the crushiog and boistirg gear of the east-
ern works, the company’s office, and store
room were in flames.

Bananas and Pineapples,

Almost any clear morning along the East
River front and bordering on South street,
banana steamships and pineapple schoon-
ers from Southern ports can be seen ubn~
loading their cargoes. Great bunches of
yellow and red bananas are passed up from
the bold of the vessels and carefully depos-
ited in the importers’ trucks, but however
carefully they are handled in the unload-
ing, & horde of dock rats, tramps and
'longshoremen, with eyes as big as saucers,
are on hand to assist in the work to their
own gratification, The fruit is shipped to
this country green, but very often on ar-
rival the cargo is found to have ripened on
the voyage. Then, as it will not keep
any length of time, it becomes necessary
to sell it out-on the wharf. A number of
hucksters and pedlars gather and make
bids. The rivalry to purchase it is not in~
tense, but to steal it is well developed.
The fruit is imported from British and
Spanish Honduras, Jamaica, Costa Rica and
Cuba. There is no particularseason, being
shipped all the year round. A large fleet
of steamships are engaged in the trade,
carrying outward cargoes of merchandise
and returning with bananas. The Atlas
line are the principal carriers, In 1887
New York handled 2,500,000 bunches,
Pineapples aro shipped in schooners
from the West Indies and southern ports.
The crews are usually composed of negroes
or typical Seutherners.

The fruit is counted as it is quickly
passed out of the schoouner in baskets and
placed in covered trucks, Competition is
exciting among the dock rats when an un-
usually large pine apple topples from the
load. The season is now well on,and the
wmarkets are filled with excellent fruit,—

MeCarthey--<the Great éro&in
of Memory.

Daniel McCartney was borp in West-
moreland County, Pennsylvania, Sep=
tember 10, 1817, His father was of
Irish descent and his mother German.

I first met him in Delaware, Ohio, in
1871. Notice of his coming and what
he would do was given in the papers
several days before he arrived.

The meeting was in a public ball. The
president and several professors and
many atudents of thr Ohio Wesleyan i
University and also a few citizens were |
present, Mr. O. C: Brown, of Carding-‘
ton, O., stated what he could do, and|
introduced him and conducted the ex- |
amination. '

Mr. S. Moore, of the First National
bank, was prepared with calendars and
other documents to test his claims.
Other gentlemen were also prepared in
various ways to degide the truth of Mr.
Brown’s statements.

Mr. McCartney was then fifty-four
years old, of médium’ height, rather
heavy set, with rather large, well form-
ed bead ; square, large, high forehead,
complexion pale. Countenance sober,
diguitied, benevolent. Eyes defective,
not being able to see clearly, and yet
not entirely blind,

His speeoh was deliberate and confi-
dent, using but few words. His dress
was cheap, but decent’

- The audience was requested to ask
any question they chose. As the ex-
amination wens on, we scon found that
everything that had passed before his
mind for forty years was remembered. I
oan only refer to a few things that oc-
curred in the two hours of most varied
questioning, He could tell the day of
the week (by baving the year and day
of the month) back for forty years, and
tell it instantly, He ocould tell the
dates of most important events from
his boyhood. Could give the atate of
the weather, forenoon and alternoon,
for{orty years without mistake.

Oune gentleman asked for the day of
the week about fifteen or sixteen years
before. MocCartney - replied ~ Friday.
No, said the gentleman, that is wrong.
That was my wedding day, and 1§ was
Thursday. Now said Mr. Brown, can
any geutleman in the hall tell who is
right. Yes, said Mr. Moore ; and in a
mijpute or two from his old calendar he
fouhd that McCartney = was right.
During the evening one or two other
questions were raised as to the day of
the week, but by the old calender Mo~
Cartney was right every timo.

He was a complete concordance ot
the New Testament. Prof. Hoyt
(Hebrew professor) read a large number
of passages from the Scriptures, till the
audience were entirely satistied that he
knew where every passage was

He could tell what he was doing
every day from his boyhood. President
Merick baving prepared himselt on
several aates, asked him what he was
doing on a certain day, naming the
time, several years before. ‘' Looking
at the eclipse,’ said he.

In a few
minutes more he told of the long line
of figures.

The Climate of Siberia.

From George Kennan's illugtrated
8coounts of the * Plains and Prisons of
Western Siberia’ in the June Century
we quote the following: ‘It is bardly

hae an area of five and a half million
square miles, and which extends in lats
itude as far as from the southern exs
tremity of Greenland to the ieland of
Cuba, must present great diversities of
climate, typography, and vegetation,
and cannot be everywherea barren aroe
tic waste. A mere glance at & map is
sufficient to show that a considerable
part of Western Siberia lies farther
south than Nice, Venice, or Milan, snd
that the southern boundary of the Sib~
berian province of Semerischinsk is
nearer the Equator than Naples. In a
country which thus stretches from the
latitude of Italy to the latitudeo f cen~
tral Greenland one would naturally ex-~
pect to find, and as » matter of fact,
one does find, many varieties of climate
and scenery. In some parts of the
province of Yakutsk the mean temper-
ature of the month of January ie more
than 50 degrees below zero, Fahr.,
while in the province of Semipalatinsk
the mean temperature of the month of
July T2 degrees above ; and such maxis
mum temperatures ag 95 and 100 de~
grees in the shade are comparatively
common. On the Taimyr peninsuls,
east of the Gulf of Ob, the permanently
frozen ground thaws out in summer to
a depth of only a few inches, and sup-
ports but a scanty vegetation of berry
bushes and moss, while in the southern
part of Western Siberia watermelons
and cantaloupes are a profitable crop,
tobacco is grown upon thousands of
plantations, and the pessants harvest
annually more than 50,000,000 busbels
of grain, The fact which 1 desire es«
pecially to impress upon the mind of
reader is that Siberia i8 not everywhere
uniform and homogeneous. The north
ern part of the country differs from the
southern part quite as much as the
Hudeon Bay territory differs from Ken~
tucky ; aud it .5 as great a mistake to
attribute the cold and barrennees of the
Lena delta to the whole of Siberia as it
would be to attribute the cold and
barrenness of Kiug William Lord to the
whole of.

* To the traveler who crosses the Uralg
for the first time in June nothing is
more surprisiog than the fervent heat
of Siberian flowers. Alihough we had
been partly prepared, by our voyage
up the Kama, for the experience which
awaited us on the other side of the
mountains, we were fairly astonished
upon the threshold of western Siberia
by the scenery, the weather, and the
flora. In the fertile, blossoming country
presented to us as we rode swiftly
eastward into the provinoce of Tobolsk,
there was absolutely nothing even re-
motely to suggest an arctic region. If
we had been blindfolded and trausport-
ed to it suddenly in the middle of a
sunny afternoon, we could never have
guessed to what part of the world we
had been taken. The sky was as clear
and blue and the air as soft as the sky
and air of California; the trees were all
in full leaf; birds were singing over the
flowery meadows and in the clumps of
birches by the roadside; vhere were
drowsy hum of bees and & faint ‘rags
rance of flowers and verdure in the air ;
and the sunshine was ae warm and
bright a8 that of a June afternoon in
the most favored part of the temperate
zone.’

e

How Grindstones are Made.

A contemporary gives a description of a
vigit to the Bay of Fundy and along the
shores where the grindstone quarries are
located. When the tide is out the quarry-
men go down on the rocky shore and work
out near the water. At low tide the men
on the shore drill heles in the ledge, put
in powder and blast out great pieces of
rock. Wheu the tide rises again they
float out some big logs and empty barrels
over where the loosened rocks are. When
the water goes down again they fasten &
big rock to the raft with beavy chains, so
when the tide rises again it lifts up the
raft and the rock with it, Then they tow
it as vear shore as they can, If it is the
right kind and size for a grindstone; some-
times it is allowed to lie there until the
workmen, with stone chisel and hammer,
work it into the proper shape. At other
times, by means ot a derrick, it is drawn
out on the wharf. Then it is rolled on a
truck ard hauled to the factory,

At the great stone factory the large
piece of rock is placed on a carriage, and
with a saw similar to the up and down saw
in a mill the rock is sawed into great slabs
of the right thickness for the grindstone.
The xaw does pot bave teeth, but wears its
way through tbe rock with the aid of sand
and water which are continually pouring
on. Then the slabs are takel':, a hole
made in the centre, the edges trimmed off
with a chisel, and the whole pl'lced on a
kind of Jathe, turning it until it is grue
and the edge smooth. The rock from
which the grindstones are made is a kind
of sandstone, and there is a great differ~
ence in the ¢ grit’ some being coarse and
some fine, Often several degrees of * grit’
are found in one quarry. There are many
quarries along the shore of the Bay of
Fundy. The reason stone is taken from
under the water, when there are many
quarries a little distance from the shore, is
because the best stone comes from the
bottom of the bay, where it is covered at
high tide,
