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—New England manufacturers are object
ing to the proposed duty of 75 cents per ton
on imported coal, which the ways and means
commistee have reported to Congress. They
claim that such a duty will discriminate in
favor of the industries of those states direct-
ly within the eastern coal belt. The rail-
way companies are also protesting against
the duty and seem more than willing to pur-
chase their supplies from Mr. Whitney’s
Nova Scotia coal fields. An increase of duty
will practically shut the Nova Scotia pro-
duct®at of the American market, and the

+ anadian government is being urged to pre-
" pare a retaliatory measure, imposing higher
duties on American coal. The finance min-
fster is quoted as in favor of this retaliation,
and his late colleague, the attorney-general
of this province, is taking the same stand.
In 1898 Canada exported about three and a
haif million dollars worth of coal; her im-
ports of the same grade were valued at about
one bundred thousand dollars less than the
export. ‘The upper provinces consume near-
ly the entire import of this coal for manu-
facturing purposes, but under a highly pro-
tective tariff would be compelled to purchase
the supply from the Nova Scotia mines. . So
if under a new Republican tariff this pro-
vince should lose the American market, it
would, under a similarly constructed Cana-
dian tariff, gain an equally valuable market
in the upper provinces. The protected home
market would thus use the entire present
output of the mines, but would scarcely
prove elastic enongh to allow of the enmor-
mously increased mining operations contem-
plated and provided for by the Dominion
Coal Company. Besides soft coal Canada im-
ports over five and a half million dollars’
worth of American hard coal, and a duty on
this would strike a blow directly at the in-
dustries which the proposed American tariff
proposes to bolster up, and it would also re-
sult in an increased price to the Canadian

consumer.

—Cecil Rhodes, ex-premier of Cape Col
ony, has undergone an examination at the
hands of a select committee of the British
House of Commons, for complicity in the
Jameson raid into the Transvaal, and the
stardy colonial statesman has assumed al-
most the entire responsibility for that raid.

Proposed Judicial Changes.

Attorney-General Longley introduced in-
to the House of Assembly last week a bill
relating to theadministration of justice which
involves matters of far-reaching importance.

The bill proposes a complete amalgamation
of the jurisdiction of the supreme and county
courts, The county court is to be abolished
and the functions ot the supreme court are
to be divided. First, there is to be an ap-
peal court, consisting of the chief justice and
four other judges of the supreme court.

" Their functions are to hear all appeals and
to sit for that purpose all the time except
during vacation.

For the purpose of trials there is to be a
chiet justice and ten puisne judges who are
to have jurisdiction in all matters from
twenty dollars upwards in actions in debt
and contract and all breaches of trust. These
judges are also to have power to try all
criminal cases under the speedy trials act
and also to try criminal cases before a jury.

For the purposes of the act the province
ia divided into ten judicial districts as fol-
lows:

Halifax,

Queens and Lunenburg.
Kings and Hants,
Cumberland and South Colchester.

Fruit Marketing in California.

To the Editor of the Monstox:

I have been much interested reading of the
trouble experienced by Nova Scotia apple
growers in the marketing of their crop and
note with pleasure the talk of entering into
the co-operative system of marketing.

Here in California, we have had the same
_trouble in marketing our fruits, but to a
greater extent, owln%t.o our peculiar geo-
graphical situation. ere, we bave a rail-
road haulof several thousand miles ere we
can place our citrus and deciduous fruits in
the best markets, and the railroad corpora-
tions have invariably charged *‘all the traf-
fie will bear.”

This has not been the least of our trou-
bles. In addition to the henvﬁrelght rates,
unscrupulous commissionmen have sacrificed
goods consigned them, and by misrepresen-
tation and other methods of such character,
managed to, instead of sending producers a
check for their shipments, send them a de-
ficiency billl

This state of things lasted for years, grow-
ing worse as it was suffered to go unchecked,
until a few years ago the citrus fruit grow-
ers of the Southern part of the State, formed
what is known as *‘ The Southern California
Orange and Lemon -Grower’s Exchange,”
and are now successfully handling the larger
propertion of the citrus fruit crop of the
country. That portion which is not handled
by the Exchange is bought by commission
men at good figures, which is the direct re-
sult of the co-operative methods adopted by
the others,

Having spoken of the somewhat similar
conditions which exist between California
and Nova Scotia, and being familiar with
the difficulties which harass fruit growers in
both places, I have thought a brief outline of
the modus operandi followed by the ‘‘Fruit
Exchanges” of California would be of inter-
est to your many readers.

The system of organization is as follows:
The entire country is divided into districts,
each of which has its board of directors.
These, in turn, send one of their number to
represent them at the * Central Excbange,”
which has its offices in Los Angeles. '.%h
central board transacts the business of the
Exchanges, receives and transmits orders,
and, in fact, exercises a general supervision
over their entire business of picking, packing
and marketing the crop.

There are a number of agents in different
parts of the East, and these men are con-
stantly rustling. for orders from the whole-
sale fruit men in their different territories.
The Fruit Exchange not only markets the
fruit, but it buys at wholesale all supplies
for the picking and packing, thus effecting a
great saving for the growers. Each ‘‘ Sub-
Exchange” or district has its own packing
house, under the charge of an efficient man-
ager and corps of assistants. These are paid
average wagee, nothing in the way of high-
priced employes being contemplated by the
system.

At these packing houses the fruit is re-
ceived from the growers, weighed, and a re-
ceipt given for theload. Immediately on en-
tering the packing house the fruit looses its
identity. gt is now sorted, graded and
packed into the different classes demanded
by the market and is shipped in carload lots
10 market, one way-bill for the entire car,
one set of books to keep, one lot of goods Lo
keep track of. In fact, everything is done
on a wholesale scale.

Now cannot some such scheme be worked
out in Nova Scotia? By establishing the
packing house system the dishonest packer
is done away with. The fruit is shipped un-
der an absolute guarantee from the Associa-
tion, and the entire system of marketing be-
comes co-operative. Barrels are bought
wholesale; paper for wrapping is purchased
at the lowest figure, the packing is done in
a thoroughly systematic and economical
manner, the lowest possible rates of freight
are obtained, and last, but not least, thereis
the ability, if the growers are united, todic-
tate terms as to prices, etc.

In these days of heavy production of all
staple articles on the farm, some more con-
servative methods of marketing and the de-
tails connected therewith are necessary, or
the producer must go to the wall.

In conclusion, should any further details
of this, the greatest and most successful sys-
tem of co-operative marketing of fruit, be de-
sired by your readers, I should be most ha;
Py to give such in the hope that the example
may be of use to the fruit growers of my old
home.

Light on Incorporation,

Dear My. Editor:

As a great many of our ratepayers are
hanging the question of incorporation on the
feg of taxation solely, and are willing to vote

or it if the taxes are not likely to be in-
creased, but againat it if they are, it may be
worth while to discuss the question of taxa-
tion under the present administration, We
have now six separate taxes to pay, viz.,
county, school, electric light, water, sewer,
and statute labor, and we have a collector to
collect each one of these taxes. - How nice it
is to be paying six salaries for collecting six
taxes! (‘et no one can dispute that such is
the fact. Now comes the question, how
much salary are we paying, and is the amount
a reasonable one? ell, let us see. Mr.
Elins Messenger collects the county tax
throughout the whole of Ward No. 4, ex-
tending from Mr. Edgar Bent’s east line to
Mr. Adolphus Foster’s west line, and from
the Annapolis River to the Bay of Fundy.
Mr. Messenger has done this for several
successive years, and all your town readers
have a fair idea of the amount of labor which
this gentleman voluntarily assumes when his
tender for the collection of the ward taxesis
pted r. M ger not onl; llect
these taxes, but comes under bonds for the
faithful performance of his duties, all for the
sum of fifty-five dollars per year. Now,
Mr. Editor, this is a -mulm sum than we
pay to have our school tax collected. Just
think of huvinito pay more to collect the
school tax in Bridgetown, than we pn{l to
have the couuty taxes throughout the whole
ward gathered. Then we pay twenty-five
dollars to have the electrlc light taxes col-
lected, and another sum for water and sewer
taxes, and about twenty-seven more for sta-
tate labor taxes. How is that Mr. Editor
for a list of officials and salaries for our mod-
est little town? Don’t forget, either, that
we pay our proportion of %lr. Messenger's
fifty-five dollars. The other salaries, of
course we pay in toto. So much for the way
we pay to have taxes collected. Now let us
see about our various assessments. - There is
the assessment for county taxes, for which
the ward pays forty dollars, and we, that is
the town, pay a fair share of this
then we pay about twenty-five dollars more
to have &: town assessed for water, light
and Sewerage purposes, and a further sum
for statute labor lists. I may say in passing
that it costs just nine dollars to assess the
town of Annapolis for all purposes under in-
corporation. Now, Mr. Editor, I have brief-
ly outlined to you the way the town pays at
resent to have the taxes assessed and col-
ﬂacted. and I favor incorporation, because
then we have but one assessment, but one
tax, and but one collector. We are taxed
unreasonably high at present, and how could
it be otherwise, when dne calmly contem-
plates the extent to which the tax-payer’s
money is spent, before reaching the objects
for which it is levied. Now let us consider
the matter of statute labor. The town con-
tributes at present, more than five hundred
dollars per year for the maintenance of our
streets. Five thousand dollars every ten
years! Ask the people owning properties
and paying taxes if this money is properl
distributed. Who built the nice sidewal
along in front of Mr. Sheehan's preperty?
Who remembers how many days were spent
in cutting down Hoyt’s hill? "Who remem-
bers if the hill was perceptibly cut down?
Who remembers how many days’ work were
laid out on the various streets in the South-
East quarter of the town last year? I be-
lieve that under incorporation a much small-
er sum than five hundred dollars would be
sufficient to keep all the streets in good con-
dition, and therefore I am in favor of incor-
poration. I believe that if the care of town
affairs were under the control of our towns-
people, they would take a lively interest in
all matters pertaining to the welfare of the
town, whereas at the present time we have
no more say in these matters than wholly
disinterested parties in other parts of the
county, therefore I am in favor of incorpor-
ation. The opponents of this move are say-
ing that the inevitable result of incorpora-
tion will be a rise in taxes. Let them show
it in the columns of the Mox1ToR, and stop
quoting what people at Annapolis say, for
that is played out. If the people of Anna-
polis are tired of incorporation, they can get
back to their former position by merely tak-
ing a vote. Why do they not do it! Be-
cause incorporation has decreased the taxes
in Appapolis and given better administra-
tion of town affairs. Let me quote from
their Iast report. ““Owingto . . . we were
compelled to increase the rate for general
and school purposes to $1.05 per $100.00
though even this is below that of the magority
of our sister towns and MUCH LOWER THAN
BEFORE INCORPORATION.” And again, *‘ The
town has been remarkably free from distur-
bance or crime during the year, only 11
cases being brought before the stipendiary
magistrate, which were disposad of as fol-
lows: Drunk and disorderly, 5; creating a
disturbance on the streets 4; and two dis-

nished. Iam notina E:dtlon to n{"how
many just com| ts the Inspector ig-
nozed, but I do know he has received some
anonymous ones, and some signed *‘ Friends
of temrnnoe," to say nothing of the man
““ears full” he gets which are purely -
nary, and in some cases visi S
the proper way to lodge complaints is to
lumﬂh a list of evidence and sign your name
to it. Mr. Armstrong says he is surprised
that I should express dissatisfaction with the
Inspector’s work after passing his report,
without censure or protest. To this I will
say, that when the majority vote for the
adoption of any report, it is adopted, and is
80 recorded. g‘he clerk does not note what
any councillor has to say in reference tosuch
report. And the vote is only recorded when
two councillors request that it shall be done.
So Mr. Armstrong is not in a position to say
that I helped to pass the Inspector’s report
without censure or protest. I will say for
his benefit that I did not vote for the adop-
tion of the report. In conclusion, let me
say if any temperance man has any charge
to bring against the Inspector, let him come
before the council, and he shall have a hear-
ing. Mr. Armstrong wants me to state what
the temperance people should do. I would
say, do away with the constitutional right
to grumble, ‘‘as the public good does not
require it,” and exercise the moral God given
duty, to work hand in hand with the In-
spector.

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A Present and Imperative View of Commer-
cial Fruit Culture.

AN ADDRESS GIVEN JANUARY 22ND AT THE
ANNUAL MEETING OF THE N. 8. F, G, Ay
BY W. C. ARCHIBALD.

In the year 1860 an impulse was given by
the Royal Horticultural gociety at the Lon-
don Exhibition, which led the way to the
formation of the Horticultural Association
and International Show Society of N. 8., in
1863.

Ite avowed object was to take charge of
contributions to European exhibitions and
be a channel for conveying to its members
the best information on the subject of hor-
ticulture.

Among the wise and useful men who
broadly and solidly laid the foundations of
this Society should be mentioned R. G.
Haliburton, Esq., Dr. Hamilton, Dr. Robert-
son, Rev. John Storrs, D. Henry Starr, R.
W, Starr and Herbert Harris.

This society was incorporated in 1864,
under the name of the N. 8. ¥. G. A., and
to-day this large assembly witnesses its 33rd
annual meeting.

In retrospect, I may simply observe that
the career of this Association has been well
marked by works of a highly beneficent
character.

Here individual theories have been sub-
jected to the knowledge and judgment of
practical men.

While all may not have been accomplished
that the masses of the people expected, yet
it must not be forgottén while scientific
knowledge is wanting true progress will be
slow,

Hitherto these investigations have been
carried on by the individual grower—a
wasteful and most expensive process.

About the period of organization thous-
ands of trees bearing early varieties of apples
were planted, but this year has shown a
tremendous loss by loading the markets with
this perishable and unprofitable fruit. This
mistake of years ago is now costing each
fruit grower hundred of dollars.

What is our actual position to-day? After
years of persistent purpose and hard, ear-
nest experience without the aid of an ex-
perimental fruit station, we can only present
one autumn apple—the unrivalled Graven-
stein; and to this one only, we owe our pres-
tige in the markets of the world. We may
enumerate the Ribston, the King, the Bald-
win, the Spy, the Russett as winter apples,
but other truit countries can proudly do the
same, We must originate or produce by
variations and develop superior fruit for
winter use as highly attractive as our Grav-
enstein.

The increasing wealthy classes, from whom
the profit to fruit growers, even more in the
future than in the past must come, demand
showy fruit of high quality and flavor, and
by these characteristics of fruit and fruit
consumers, must we shape our course., I
have said this is a beneficent institution. It
is educational and progressive. The teach-
ing of true science tells how to get the most
out of pature at the smallest cost. Horti-
culture presents a class of ideas distinctive
from agriculture, yet emanating wholly from
the work. Four years have passed since I
had the honor and duty of reading a paper
before this association, asking for a com-
mittee of ways and means for the establish-
ment of a School of Horticulture. Subse-
quent events have sufficiently shown that it
did not come one hour too soon.

The power and usefulness to a student
ing a horticultural education isan in-

missed. The fines collected ted to

the Incorporation Act were to increase in-

The sys-
tem of higher educatjon ig crowding the
medical and other profeuiom‘ and those not
wanted are forced out into other callings. It
may be that the learned professions are look-
ing to the agricultural population for relief,
Here is an opportunity for usefulness and a
business, To live with nature is an improve-
ment of mankind, to live with God in nature
is to ennoble and dignify man. Natural
science is a teaching of living, progressive
truths, and touches the principles of life and
the natural method of growth in plants lead-
ing to their development under an assisting
hand to perform their highest functions,
The discovery of nature’s hidden forces sur-
prises us. To be measurably able to under-
stand these laws and seize upon their uses is
to bring to us the power of controlling them.
We should work with nature’s laws, not
against them. A young orchard is early
brought into bearing by cultivation without
injuring the tree or its fruit. Trees are sub-
jects of habit as man, and the laws which
govern our being govern theirs,

We now come to the point where an ex-
periment fruit station in our midst is a prime
necessity. For three years we have pressed
the matter with the Dominion governments,
We ask from them a grant to purchase a
block of land conveniently near the school.
If we are to meet difficulties in producing
fruits at competing prices it is not because
the people of these provinces have less abil-
ity and ener%y than thase of other countries,
but becayse the governments of their respec-
tive countries have come to the aid of their
people by Sroviding lands and men eminent
ly qualified in this science, to test and illus-
trate our work. A convineing proof to our
present need to the government of Canada is
the fact that four years ago the Provincial
government of Nova Scotia were informed
and with dable stat hip found-
ed the School of Horticulture at Wolfville.
But this is not enough to satisfy the intelli-
gent fruit-grower. An opportunity to apply
and justify scientific research is the demand
of the hour. 7'his, is the present and impera-
tive view of commercial fruit culture, It is
plainly a work of public advantage. Last
year the state of New York made an extra
and supplementary grant of $16,000 for
orchard extension work. Ten years ago the
late government of Canada established a
system of experiment farms, one of which
was located at Napdn, to behefit the three
maritime ppovingea.‘ Horticulture then
occupied comparatively a small place with
that of to day. Development since then
with scientific inquiry bas taught us if we
would secure an improved class of fruits
superior to a locality, it can only be done in
that looality where the greatest number of
Javoring conditions centre. The planting of
the iron clad varieties of fruits at Nappan
station has never, is not now and cannot
benefit directly the commercial fruit inter-
ests of the Annapolis valley. The'Ottawa
Central Farm has distributed valoable trees
and plants through Canada, but in this
highly conditioned fruit belt we have pot
received one fruit tree, nor do we e: pect’ it,
that will become a typical commercial fruit
here. ' There, we beljeve, mogt valugble Jxrln
ciples will be enuneciated, to be worked out
in the heart of this great fruit region, Are
we to be retarded by the standard of the
fruits produced in the non-commercial fruit
districts of Canada. The struggle for supre-
maoy in tree life should energise us to supre-
macy in trade. When we plant a tree we
Phnt for a century, and every year in the
ife of an orchard adds inc: wealth and
commerce to the country. In this aspect of
E:rmmncy, we indisputably lead the lam-

ring, fishing, man: uring or mining in-
dustries of the province. The government
interviews a manufacturer ol‘hrlak and
assiets him; but e'ﬁ'nqun of the fruit
grower is denied. is not & guestion of

free trariff. The manufacturers of ( avada
have been treated most generously by 1le

fruit growers of Canada. Ag @ is the
oldest of the arts on earth, yet. the list to
ask for justice from governments.

Again for obvious reasons the agricultural
classes do not adapt themselves so quickly
as the manufacturers to rapid economic
changes. They are always the last to claim
equitable rights from governments. The
new fruit station will direct our fruit grow-
ers and the government to this great branch
and industry of horticulture. The recogni-
tion of thhr{m rtant work by the Dominion
government wm shake out the old habits of
thought and enable us to putinto systematic
practice an ever broadening knowledge. It
is the duty of the government to study with
us the fandamental difficulties met, and not
deny our intelligent and reasonable requesta,
This year the fruit growers are aroused, as
never before, and now is the time to teach
by experimentation. There is an educative
impulse swiftly rising among the agricultural
classes and it is the government’s chance to
administer these affairs to the advantage of
these influential and useful citizens, orti-
culture in Nova Scotia has extended the
trade and commerce of Canada half a million
dollars a year and with just encouragement
in seven years more will extend its commerce
to one million dollars annually. The govern-
ment controlling the trade and commerce of
Canada ought togive the people contributing
directly to the extension of this commerce a
prompt assistance before its decline, and
asgists in @ practical manner in accord with
the best opinion these people, have already
pointed out. We believe the prejudice and
indifference to matters of detail in orchard-
ing will give way before.the public taste and
illuatrations of progressive horticulture upon
a fruit station in a valley so eminently en-
dowed by providence to place it in the van
among the fruit countries of the world.

The 20,000 fruit growers of the Cornwallis
and Annapolis valley trusted the directors
of our experimental farms, that they in
advisory positions with the minister of agri
culture would with momentous concern
advance with us to the realization of our
hopes. We are met by disappointment. The
denial - distinct, from our department at
Octawa will have harmful results. The
experiment fruit station would round out
our horticultural equipment and bring the
greal natural resources of our province into
view, and the people of the province would
be known as a people of refined tastes.

Groceries in Packages.

*It is only a question of time,” said a
prominent New-York grocer last week, * be-
fore practically everything in our businees
will be sold in the package form. It saves
our men an infinite amount of trowble in
spping out, weighing and wrapping, and
that reason alone would be sufficient to re-
commend it to us. But a more important
advantage is that it maintains a better qual-
ity of each article. When things are kept
in large receptacles, to which everyone has
constant access, & certain amount of dirt is
bound to get in. Then, most substances are
injured by being so much exposed to the air.

Tt is also much more convenient for tke
purchaser to be able to keep the article in
the box in which it comes than to have to
provide one for it at home, as the old way
demanded. It is sometimes thought that
the value of the boxes and packages must
increase the cost of the food to the customer,
but this is not true in most cases. When it
is, we usually find that people are willing to
pay a trifie more for the sake of getting their
things in better condition.”

An advantage to the makers of the goods,
which, while quite different from the others,
s by no means insignificant, is the free ad-
vertising they get from having the aforesaid
packages scattered far and wide throughout
the country. Each one, of course, has its
label, giving the name and address of the
manufacturers in large letters. People learn
to ask for *‘Smith’s Oatmeal” or *‘Jones’s
Dried Apples,” and thus the business of those
worthy merchants is increased. It has been
sajd that the idea of selling groceries in
packages originated in the necessity of ship-
ping them, by mail and express, to the out-
of-town trade. This seems probable, and it
is no wonder that the merits of the plan scon
established it in all departments of the city
business as well.

Now, while it may be conceded, for thesake
of arg t, that as to ber of eggs they
are about even, it must be acknowledged
that the Minorcas lay & much larger egg and
are heavier birds. We reserve the Black
Minorcas.

MeAT BreEps,—Brahmas, Cochins, and
Langshans. Of these the Brahmas easily lead
in point of weight and also as layers. We
reserve the Light Brahmas.

GENERAL Purrose Brzeps,—Plymouth
Rocks, Wyandottes, Dorkings, Houdans,
Of these the race for first place is very close
between the first two, with possibly a slight
advantage in favor of the Plymouth Rocke.
We reserve the Barred Plymouth Rocks.

In the fight for superiority we have now
left three distinct competitors: No. 1, Black
Minorcas; No. 2, Light Brahuas; No. 3,
Barred Plymouth Rocks.

No. 1 is supposed to be the highest type
of an egg machine.

No. 2 is the exponent of solid weight.

No. 3 of the class of so called general pur-
pose fowls is supposed to be half way be-
tween No. 1 and No. 2—a sort of connecting
link—but we believe that we can readily
eradicate him by comparison.

As to meat, No. 3 is barely superior as to
quantity as compared to No. 1, but far infer-
ior to No. 2.

As to eggs we find No. 3 greatly ioferior
to No. 1 and hardly equal to No. 2. Inview
of the above we feel justified in reserving
Nos. 1 and 2 as the real competitors for
highest honors as useful fowls. Let usstudy
the special points of each:

No. 1. Rest layer, largest eggs, hardy,
quick maturing, good average sizs.

No. 2. Good layer, ordinary size egge,
hardy, slow maturing, very large.

Now, we beliove that all peints considered
(and you can study it out for yourselves),
the Light Brahmas should take second
place, acknowledging that the Black Minor-
cas stand at the head of all domestic poultry.

Raspberry Growing.

AN EXPERIENCE WHICH MAY BE OF SERVICE
TO YOU NEXT YEAR.

Black raspberries require so much less care
then red ones that I confine myself to this
class exclusively. Besides, I have a home
market for all I can raise, while for wed ones
there is hardly any demand. I plant in fall
or spriug, according to circumstances. The
rows are made six feet apart, and the planis
set four feet apart in the row. During the
first summer level culture is given between
the rows, and weeds among the hills which
the cultivator misses are cat with the hoe.
Iu the fall, with a light one horse-plough, I
throw two shallow furrows to the row,
slightly overlapping. The following spring,
soon after the weeds start, the ground is
thoroughly harrowed, and then not disturbed
till after the pickingseason. When the ber-
ry crop is all harvested, the old canesarere-
moved, and the new ones cut back to from
three to three and one half feet, leaving but
three or four of the strongest to a hill.
Every hill is staked and tied substantially.
Then two hands with hoes go along, one on
each side, and shape the ridges back to the
depressions left by the plongh. This about
destroys the weeds for the season, but the
ground gets another harrowing to mellow
the soil. Whatever fertilizer is used is ap
plied in the fall, just before the ridging pro-
cess is gone through. The following spring
the laterals are shortened back pretty
severely and the roatine of culture is follow-
ed. The life of a raspberry plant is about
five years, after which it is rooted out to
make room ftor its successor.—American

Agriculturist.

Rats Gnawed the Cows.

Here is an agument against the rigid
stanchion in a story from the Liberty (N.Y.)
Register:

A peculiar form of misfortune has befallen
the dairy of J. R. Dutcher, who lives about
a mile north of Parksville, Sullivan county,
N. Y. A few weeks ago, Mr. Dutcher
noticed that his cows were growing languid
and worn; then the hair in various places
disappeared, and what seemed to be great
open sores appeared. The sores grew larger
and each morning when he entered the stable
he noted new and large ones, some as large
as a man’s hand, with blood trickling from
them. This state of affairs went from bad
to worse until he counseled with his neigh-
bors for the cause. They looked at the suf-
fering cattle and immediately said ‘‘ Rats.”
And the cause was indeed rais. The rats
had become so starved that that they would
sttack the cows and eat right into the flesh
of the defenceless animale, for they were
fastened in the stable by devices known as
stanchtions, which afford them only a very
limited use of the head and do not permit a
cow to bring its head in contact with any
part of the body. Mr. Datcher overcame
the difficulty by dispensing with the stanch-
ions and tying his cows with ropes, thus per-
mitting them to defend themselves against
the ravenous hunger of the rats. Since the
change, his dairy is improving rapidly, and
the cows will soon have their accnstomed
flesh and peace of mind.

e
Clean Eggs.

Never send eggs to market soiled in the
least. Usually they can be made, with warm
water, not hot, and a soft rag, to look clean.
If not, use them at home, making it an in-
variable rule to send your eggs clean and
neat in baskets that will add to and not de-
tract from their sale. Some people prefer a
brown shelled egg, others the white. It is
therefore wise to assort them to meet the
wants of customers. The large eggs of the
Brahma, Plymouth Rock, Wyandotte or
Cochin should never be mixed with those of
the Leghorn, Minorca, Houdan, Polish or
Hamburg, as the size of the former is larger
and buyers usually prefer them and are will-
ing to pay for what they desire. These sug-
gestions may seem small to many, but it pays
to cater to the buying public.

Planting an Orchard. /

A hillside, where the land slopes off gradu-
ally to a valley a hundred feet or more below,
is often a better location for an orchard than
a higher plateau. Cold air is heavier jthan
warm air, and will sink to the lowest possi-
ble level. A slope down to a pocket depres-
gion is of little value compared with a slope
to a narrow valley that leads to one still
lower. A difference of 100,fcet in elevation
may in winter mean a difference between a
crop of fruit and a ruined orchard.

Useful After Death.

PART PLAYED BY THE CARCASS OF A HORSE
IN THE COMMERCIAL WORLD.

The leg bones are very hard and white and
are used for handles of pocket and table
cutlery.

The tail and mane are especially valuable
and from these are made the hair cloth of
commerce, %

The ribs and head are burned to make
bone black, after they have been treated for
the glue that is in them.

The phosphate of lime, acted upon by eul-
phuric acid and calcined with carbon, pro-
duces phosphorus for lucifer matches.

The short hair taken from the hide is used
to stuff cuchions and horee collars; thus the
dead are made to minister to the comfort of
the living.

The hide furnishes a waterproof leather
known to the trade as cordovan, and is used
for the manufacture of high class hunting
and wading boots.

There is an animal oil yield in the cooking
process which is a deadly poison, and enters
into the composition of many insecticides
and vermifuges.

In the calcining of horses bones the vapors
arising are condensed and form the chief
source of carbonate of ammonia, which con-
stitutes the base of mearly all ammoniacal
salts,

The hoofs of the animal are removed ard
atter being boiled to extract the oil from them
the horny substance is shipped to the manu-
facturers of combs and what are known as
Mikado goods.

The bones to make glue are diesolved in
muriatic acid, which takes the phosphate of
lime away the soft element retaining the
shape of the bone is dissolved in boiling
water, cast into squares and dried on nets,

Economy of the Metric System.

Great Britain and the United States will
soon be forced to adopt the metric system of
weights and measures. The consuls of these
two countries agree in reporting that the
foreign trade of each would be greatly bene-
fited by ithe adoption of that system. All
European nations with the exception of
Great Britain and Russia use the metricsys-
tem, which, by practical experience, extend-
ing over many years, has been found to be
vastly superior to the cumbersome tables of
British weights and measures. A committee
of the British House of Commons investigated
the merits of the new system last year. The
testimony given before the committee was
8o convincingly in favor of the reform that
it is very likely England will soon follow the
example of the continental countries. The
House of Commons Committee asserted that
the adoption of the metric system would save
one year's schooling of all the children in the
United Kingdom, and houses engaged in for-
eign trade testified that its adoption would
enable them to get on with fewer clerks. If
we introduce the metric system into Canada
and adopted phonetic spelling our public
school education would be simplified by 50
per cent. One-third of the time spent by
children in primary education could be saved,
and our educational machinery would be at
least 25 per cent. less expensive to operate.
These simple reforms would mean the saving
of a great many thousands of dollars annu-
ally to the people of this city. The republics
of Central and South America all use the
metric system. Its adoption by Canada

would help our merchants in securing the
trade they are now trying to cultivate with
these countries.— Toronto Worid.

In patching holes between tucks,
let each side of the patch come under a tuck,
and the mending will be well nigh invisible,
In a few cases, as among gathers, a rent may
be sewed up. Do not fail then to taper your
seams to a very slender one beyond the slit,
and by all means overcast it.

Don’t Suffer With Cold Feet.

People who suffer with cold feet are ad-
vised to rub them briskly after the daily
bath with a coarse towel. Afterward upon
the carpet, then to wear woollen stockings.
Wool for cold feet, especially at night in
bed, is a necessity. The soft, knitted boot-
ee, with quite a high ankle, and no sole ex-
cept the knit one, is admirable for this pur-
pose—though if not obtainable, an ordinary
woollen sock, or an undergarment which
has been worn during the day and retains
the heat of the body, may be wrapped around
them to great advantage. The sock should
not have been worn during the day, but
should be cleaned and warmed if possible.

Those who have perspiting feet should on
no account use any of the washeas or powders
recommended to dry up or ““ cure ” this very
disagreeable symptom. The system is try-
ing in that way to throw off some poisonous
element, especially where the sweat is offen-
sive in odor. This peison, whieh has gained
access to, or been generated in the body, is
far better out than in, and though unnatural
and unpleasant, serious results are known to
have followed its disappearance; results
which have only been dissipated by its re-
turn. Go under treatment for constitutional
disturbance, make a doctor responsible for
this condition of things, which can, and has

been, with cleanliness, completely removed.
