Tho following circular has becon issued to
the creameories and cheeso factories in Maui-
toba dated Winnipeg, March 8t ;

It is the intention of the Manitoba Dairy
association to appoint an agont at the city of
Winuipeg, whose duties shall be as follows :

To receive by wire, or otherwise, the
English, Ameiican and FEastern Canada
quotations for butter and cheeso. and for-
ward the same once a weok to ell the creamer-
ies and cheese fanturies in Manitoba, and tri-
weookly or daily by wire to those who desire
them more frequently. The assuciation to
pay the cost of transmissivn of the quota-
tions to Winnipeg. and tho creamery or
cheeseo factory receiving same cost of trans-
mission from Winnipeg. ‘Theagent will also
receive consignments cf butter and cheese,
place them in cold storage, attend tc matters
of insurance. ete.

o shall also sell consignments when re-
quested by the consigner to do so.

‘The agent is on no account to be himself o
dealer.

This appointment will be made at an
execative meeting to be held on the 16th of
April next, avd the agent will commenco his
duties about the 15th of .June.

Winnipeg city jobbers reporta largo demand
for butter tubs trom the country, so great
in fact that some of them bave been unable
to fill all orders promptly.

Regarding the appointment of an agont at
Winnipeg to represent the dairy factories. the
opinion has been expressed that whilesuch an
agent may bo found very useful in looking
after consignments, it would bs a mistake to
mako him a salesman at the same time as it
would be liable to lead to much dissatisfaction.
Hoytever. the whole thing is an experiment,
which may or may not prove satisfactory to
the dairymen.

Tho Hawiota, Man., creamery, will got to
work about April 15, J. H. McConnell is to
receive S conts per pound for the butter made,
to include all expenses of making, storing
and delivery on cars at Hamiota. The sales
committee will have frequent sales, so that
patrons can be paid overy fortnight, or at
least monthly.

The Birtle creamery will start operating in
about ten days. A very much 1&:;?& patx‘-”on-
ago has been promised this year than last.

The cheese factory at Boulsh, Man., will
not bo operated this year, and it is expected
that the residents of the district wil] patron-
ize the Birtle creamery.

J. Y. Griffin & Co., Wiunipeg, are intro-
ducing a new package this season for packing
butter. Itis a 56 pound box, and will be
vory useful and convenient, especially for the
oxport trude. Oneo advantage in favor of &
box, as compared with tubs is, that they are
nicer to haudle. and can be packed closely to-
ﬁether, whereas the tubs are awkward to

andle and cause o great waste of space. The
boxes aroalso much cheaper than tubs, boing
only about half the price of thelattor =~ Boxes
are becuuning pupular, particularly for
creamery use.

The Gneege Trads,

The wind up of the cheess trade for 1895
aud 1896 has proved very unsatisfactory and
this 10 face of the most oncouraging prospects
last {all when Eaglish buyers, induced by the
the very reasonable prices ruling, madse large
purchases of August, Sestomber aad October
make, and scemed wellsatisied. Thesegoods
were put aside for a later market; but in the
meantime large quantities of well kept sum-
mer goods came out of their hiding place in
cold storage, and this kept the market sup-
plied with a class of goods t.at suited the
English trade, and were of course bought at
less cost than tho fall cheese.  Consequently
the English trade got aceustomed to this
cheaper class of goods, while the fall cheess
were neglected ; and as there were a goeat
many Moro summer s than was generaliy
expected, the demand was satisfied thereby to
the exclusion of the better and higher priced
article. Ouly a few days ag> a lot of 2,000
summer cheese was sold at Ogdensburg, N.Y,,
t» & Montreal firm at 7c there. Advices
icom London, England, report a better feehng
since stocks have been reduced ; but prices
remain about the same. In this market fall
cheess Las suld at 8 to 83e. with some holders
& king 8Jc.—Montreal Trade Bulletin.

On
spot business is duli at 36 to 87¢ for Barba-
does, and 84c to 85¢ Porto Ric>.

In rice there is no change to note. The
demand is limited and business quiet. The
followiug quotations are what milterssell at :

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THE QUARTER'S MERCANTILE
WREOKS.

The beavy hst of failures in the United
States and Canada for tho first quarter of 1896
as noted in The Commercial last week, does
not show much encourage:mnent as to the
talked of return of good times, Inthe United
States, as reported by Bradstreet's, thero were
4512 mercantile failures during the past
three months, as compared with 8,812 for tho
corresponding period of 1895. The total ha-
bilities of these failures foot up to $52,518,-
926, compared with 816,910,448 last year.
This s the heaviest record of failures ever
roported for a like period of any provions
year, both as to number an extens of liabili-
ties.

In Canada, taking the country as a whole,
the record is also a bad one. The failures
numbered 781, compared with 581 last year.
Liabilities 85,753,586, compared with $1,258,-
625 last year. Assets 32,815,494, compared
with $1,890,278 last year.

A MOVEMENT i8 on foot at Mountreal to in-
duce the governmert to relax the coasting
regulations so as to permit United States ves-
sols to carry grain from Fort William and
Port Arthur to Montreal or other lower Cana-
diad ports, At present United States boats
can carry truffic from Canadian to United
States ports, but they are not allowed to
handle traffi¢ from one Canadian yort to an-
other port in this country. In the same way
Canadian vessels can carry goods from a
United States port to a Canadian port but
not to another United States port. The ob-
ject in asking for this change is to increaso
the-quantity of Manpitoba wheat handled for
export via Montreal. The bulk of the export
new goos out via Buffalo and New York.
This is to some extont due to the scarcity of
Canadian shipping on thoupper lakes. There
is not a sufficient tonnage available to handle
a large portion of the crop, and consequenély
United States boats have to be sccured to
handle the trade, and they can only land
their cargoes at United States ports. Mon-
treal is anxious, of course, to have the Mani-
toba wheat crop handled at that pors, hence
the move to have the coasting regulations
rolaxed, We do not know thatsuch a change
in the regulations would make much differ-
encs to western shippers, as they will export
their grain by the cheapest route whether
that be Montreal or Noew York." Montveal,
however, would bo bGenefitted by any large
increase in the traffic at that port. Owners
of Canadian shipping, on the other hand,
would no doubt be opposed to such a conces-
sion to United States sbipping, unless the
same privileges could be secured for Cana~
dian shipper from the United States.

It is reported that when the Manitoba
legislature meets, on April 16, no action will
bo taken on the school question, and that the
house will simply meot to prorogue.

Fars.—The March sale is by far the largest
and most important ono of the year, as then
the Hudson's Bay Co. offer their entre
collection (axcopt beaver and muskrat. which
they soll in Jaouary). The June and
October eales gonorally show heavy declines
from March, and now March has gono so
badly what can be expected of the next two
sales? Exporters will not buy furs and hold
them until next year, excopt at low prices.
Spring furs grow poor in quality as the
season advances; although tho water animals,
viz , beaver, muskrat and otter, are the best
in the spring until theice melts. Mink grow
pale or red carly, and later some furs eome 1n
raobed or shedding. Skunk shed before any
other animal. Shedding furs grade No. 2 or
8, and when badly shedding. o 4. They
can be detected by holding them up and look-
ing through thom toward the light from the
fur side. When bear first come out of their
dens before warm weather, they grade well,

Tallow and Grease. —~The market continues
to decline. During warm weather tallow and
grease must be put "\p in tight two-headed
oil barrels to avoid shrinkage by leakage.

‘Wool.—The wool manufactoring business
in this country is in a deplorable conditinu
Jhey either g the hest coieated won lsan
hugh priced, or a large proprtion of shoddy
and wsaste in low-priced fabrics.

There has been nothing done in ocean freight
for May shipment, and the indications are
that littlo contracting will bo done this season
ou account of the ruinons prices abroad for
cattle There has also beunlittle, if any, buy-
ing of cattle in the country for shipment in
May and June, and on the whole the pros-
pects for the cattle trade this season, at the
present time are very poor.

At the East End Abbatoir, Montreal, on
April 6, trade was dull, owing to the fact
that butchers had ample supplies on hand
after the active buying of last week, The

Best lots
sold at 83 to 8c. Light and hoavy fats, 83c,
stores 84 to R%c.

An Eoglish correspondent of the Montreal
Gazette. writing on March ¥8,sayvs: *“Bad
trade this weok is reported from Glasgow,and
Doptford and Woodside and Wallasey, are
aot any botter. For the best States beef seoll-
ors aro quite prepared to tako 8}c (2s 84 per
stono), and heaps of good useful bodies have
heon sold at 6c.

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THE BU ATION.
WINNIPEG, Saturdny, April 11, 1896,
The weather this week has continned—liko
last weok—cold and backward, and peoplearo
beginning to frot about the delay which far-
mers aro oxperiencirg in getting at their
farm work. Little or nothing has been done
in the direction of seeding, while this time
last year some farmors had all their wheat
sown. Howover. many hold to the opinion
that a lato spring Is better for crops. At any
rats thero is no reason for special anxioty yet.
There is & vory heavy demand for farm im-
plomonts, particularly shoo drills,and dealers
aro not able to fill all orders. Buildivg work
has beon considerably delayed by the back-
ward weather und season trade in goneral
lines is also retarded. The export cattle
trade is greatly depressed. owing vo the very
low prices ruling in British markets. British
and foroign immigrants, the latter mostly
Germans, are beginning to arrive. One
largo party reached hero this weok, mostly
for Manitoba points. Indications, however,
donot point to & very large immigration
this year, though themovement will probably
be largor than last year. There is a consid-
erable demand for farm help and the demand
for female help is greatly in excess of the
supply Paymonts on April 4 were generally
satisfactory. Bank cleanngs at Winnipeg
this week show an increase of over $2 per
cent, compared with the like week of 1895,
and over 20 per cent over tho corresponding
week of 189%. Clearings at other Canadian
cities this week all decreased as follows:
Montreal 22.4 cer cont; Toronto 1.6 per cent ;
Halifax 15.8 per cent; Hamilton 8.9 per cent.
In the United States this week Bradstreets
reports advances in prices of flour, wheat,
corn, oats, pork and sugar, steel billets and
beams and other iron and stesl products, in-
cludiog No. 2 foundary pig, and for tin
plates. Theadvence in wheat hascontinued
and the trade is agein discuszing the likeli-
hood of this being tho long expected
advance for cereals which they believe must
come after tho extreme depression of the past
few years. Higher iron and steel prices have
checked domand. The new stecl combine an-
tagonizes a number of large producers, not
members, ag well as makers of cotton ties and
tin plates, to whom high cost raw material
means competition from abroad. Ouno of the
most unfavorable features, says Bradstreets,
is tho continued inability of interior mer-

chants to mekeremittances promptly.

Country dealers or
butchers who hold green, fresh or frozen
hides, should salt them at once, as they aro
liable to become damaged, or heir-slipped.
Frozen stock should not be held now. Calf
are very weak everywhere and prices aro
easier hore, ¢ is considered top valuo here,
though higher is being paid iu some cases.
‘The calf so far recoived is mostly under
weight and peor quality. Tallow is very low
in the States for somo time, but prices wore
kept up here until last week, but as tallow
could bo brought in here, duty paid at about
4c, tho price had to drop here., Sheopskins
are dull, owing to the weak market for pulled
wools. We quote prices here as follows:
Country hides, flat, 8} to4dc; green city hides,
No. 1 43¢, No. 2 8ic; calf, 8 to 15 1b. skins, 5
to 6¢ per 1b.; deacuns, 1V to 20¢ each; kips 8%
to 44c; sheep and lambskins, recent ki), 50 to
65¢; tallow 4c rendered, and 2¢ rough.

Every
one who has had anything to do with cattle
this year has lost money beavily and natur-
ally there is po encouragement to operate.
Prices here may seem low, but shiippers
would have been money in pocket if they had
not bought a head of cattlo this year. One
train load of export cattie. consisting of 2 6
head, was shipped east by Gordon & Ironside,
angd four cars were shipped to the Kootenay.
British Columbia. Laue had in 800 head of
young stock, which he is takivg west to the
ranges, and be has another uain load to
arrive in a fow days, of tho same class of cat-
tle. Yrices have been lower aud espurters
aroselecting very carofully. The best price
paid was 8c, and down to 23c. One load sold
for the lucal trade at $3.15 per 100 pounds,
which was the highest price repurted. Loads
of common to feir sold at between 23 and 2c,
and some as luw a8 2¢, to local dealers.

Sowing the Grain.

Duaring the lass fow days occasional ex-
pressions of alarm are heard at tho backward-
ness of the season in Manitoba this year, We
do not believe there is any vreason for this, so
far. Regret is also frequontly expressed at
the very small amount or fall plowing done
last fall. There is perhaps no reason for re-
gret on this score. Experimentsin Manitoba
have not shown thei fall plowing is always
desirable, Last year, at the experimental
farm, the poorest crop came from full plow-
ing. Fall plowing gave a yield of only 18
bushels per acre, while spring plowing return-
ed 24 bushels per acre.

A great deal of the wheit orop this spring
will no doubt be sown on stubble land, with-
out plowing. This may not bs considured
careful farming, but where tho land has boen
properly cultivated in previous years, wheat
sown with a shoe drill on stubble will give a
better return than on either fall or spring
plowing. The requisite for stubble sowing is
clean land, properly summer fallowed for the
previous crop. Where these conditions exist,
s botter return will be had than from plow-
ing. The yield at the experimental farm last
year from wheat sown on stubble land, follow-
ing & crop on summer fallow, was 81 bushels
per acre, or ton bushels more than from
spring plowing, and 16 bushels more than
from fall plowing. Where Iland has baen
properly summer fallowed for the previous
crop, and is frea from weeds, plowing for
wheat, either spring of fall, ssoms worse than
useless,

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The Immigration Association.

Tho exccutive of tho Western Canada
Iinmigration association has issued a circular,
fur tho spproval of the branch assvciatiens
formed tor tho various distriots into which
Waestern Canada has beon divided for this
purposo. The circular first deals with the
work of tho executive so far. A deputation
from the nssociation visited Eastern Canada
and we aro told it was well recoivad. The
secrotary says: ‘ Thore is not tho slightest
doubt but thut substantial aid will bo offered
by the Dominion government at a very early
dato.” Montreal and Toront» boards of trade
also passed recolutions endorsing the move.
ment, and pressing upon the govornment the
necessity of furthering the objects of the
association. It is requested thataconvention
should be held in each district at an oatly
date, to further the objocts of the association,
and secure information for the central office
in Winnipeg. Appended to the circular is a
long list of questions which it is expected the
brauch associations will put in the form of a
circular, with such additions or changes as
they may deem advisable, fur circulation 1n
their respectivedistricts. ‘These questionsaro
to be answered by residonts of the various
districts, and then returned to the central
office at Winnipeg. The object of sending
out these circulars is to ubtain opinions from
a largo number of persons all over the coun-
try, for the information of the contral office.

A copy of the memo presonted to the Do-
minion ministers by the association delegates,
is given. It relates the formation of the
association, resolutions passed at the conven-
tion, etec. The delegates also submitted the
following to the government:

1. That the representative character of the
association entitles it to the recognition of
the Dominion government.

2. That a bureau of immigration be con-
stituted in charge of & separate pormanent
deputy head or commissioner. .

8. That the oxecutive of this association ba
recognized as an advisory board to act with
said officials as regards the appointment of
officials to carry out the work of immigration,
the disburssment of immigration funds and
all other matters pertaining to immigration,

4, That the work already undertaken by
this associatiun is as follows:

(2) The establishment in Winnipeg of a
central oflice, with & permanent secretary.

{b) Tho establishment under the charge of
the sub-association of branch offices in each
provinee or territory covered by the associa-
tion's operations, to act in conjunction with
the central office. .

(c) Theso offices will receive and take
charge of incoming immigrants, furnishing
them with all necessary information and ad-
vice.

(d) These offices will also collect and com-
pile thoroughly reliable and disintcrested
information of a practical character concern-
1ug every section of their respective districts,
which information will be placed at the dis-
posal of the central offices to bo published and
circulated. .

5. That this work may be continued
offiiciently and uninterruptedly a certain
measureof financiul assistauce b accorded the
association by the Duminton guvernment.

3. That the Dominion government, in ad-
dition to recognizing the association itself,
endeavor to sccure for it the recogmtion of
the imperial government.

A Toronto papor says of dried fraits:
Currants are flrmer but the outside markets
do not warrant higher prices. The stock of
Mediterranean dried fruits here is small.
Crlifornia fruits are in good lemaund and tho
sales of peachus. apricots, plums and prunes,
are hurting the demand for canned fruits and
dried and evaporated apples.

Accapting the fact « f insufficient moisture
as indicated by the above table, we may refer
briefly to the other general conditions as they
oxist in this portion ot our territories and to
the methods proposed fur the reclamation

! end colonizition of the arid district,

The soil of the arid region is, a3 a whole, of
an oxceptionally fertilecharacter. [a places,
sandy tracts and districts, broken by sand
hills and high graveily ridges are met, but in
geuneral, the sull consists of a rich alluvial
loam varying in aepth and uverlying a sub-
soil of clay and gravel.

In the Weod Mountains and Cypress Hills
districts the country is more or less broken by
ravines and heavily timbered in places, but
the soil is goud and the native grasses both
luxuriant in growth and nutritive in charac-
ter.

Io many of the valleys along the streams
the buttom lands are of the richest kinds,
consisting of heavy, black loam of great
depth. The vegetation in the eastern and
central portions is sparse in places, but as woe
appronca tho western limit the native grasses
become thick and luxuriant, and their nutri-
tive qualities have justly given Alberta aud
Waestern Assiniboia a reputation for pruduc-
ing as fine beef as is marketed in the waorld.

The climote of this portion of the territor-
ies resombles that of the other portivonsin that
the extremes between summer and winter ars
vory great, and the temperature of the day
much greater than that of tho night. In the
western part of the district, however, the
wa mivg wfluonces of the ‘‘chinook® winds
is folt duriug the winter months, and the
country is particularly well adapted during
that vortion of the year for the outdoor life
of cattle, sheop and horses. T'he laxuriant
growth and nutritive qualities of tue native
grasses of the prairie and foot-hill portion of
the territories, and the suitability of the dis-

trict for tho production of beef, muttou and

dairy produceare now so gonerally acknow-
ledged and accopted that it is not necos3ary
to onter into any argumonts to prove the
assertion that for pastoral pursuits,
or. as it i3 erroneously tormed, ‘‘ranch-
ing," tho portion of o.ir territories designated
as arid otfers bottor indacements than parts
whach are more Javored by nature in the way
of rainfall. A< a matter of interest, it may,
however. be woll to give the fullowiug statts-
tics of the value of meat and dairy products
in the arid region during tho past year :

_ This sum will probably create some surprise
in the minds of those who have not given tho
subject any considoration, and wili be grati-
fying to many who are acquaiated wih the
present sparsely settled condition of the south-
ern q.ngl western portions of tho territories,
and it is surely fair to assume that if it can bo
shcwn that the natural drawbacks 1n the way
ofirsuffictont moisture can besv corrected as to
ensure the certalnty of the successtut growth
of cereals within the district, and thus add
the value of thess productions to the
figures quoted the district will offer many in-
ducements to the incoming immigrant.

How is the required moisture to bo provid-
ed? I answer, by irmgation. And this
brings us to the subjest of the proposed
method of reclaiming the arid region so as to
meke it the homo of & large and prosperous
population.

Irrigation is a comparatively new princt
in Canada, and the motho&}; of lz)zpplyipx}e
water and the results to be obtained thera-
from are naturally little understuod. [rriga-
tion i3, however, the one means by *which
our arid country is to be reclaimed, aid we

Although the and portion of the territory
is lacking 1a rainfall, nature has supplied it
with mauy fice rivers and smallor sireams
and to these sources we look for the suppl,;;
wherewith to0 irrigate the largor parts of the
arcas of good lands.  These streams are zll
fed by the ~elting enows of the great raugo
of muuntai * hounding the territories un the
west, and in the way of water s 1pply tur
irngatiun, a targs portion of our arid region
is bountifully blessed.

of water from these ditches and canals has
de:nursirated beyond argument that tho vire
giu sil of our plains aud foothill country,
cumnntuned with favorable chimate, and when
aidid by water appplied through irrigation,
will produce crops cqual aud 1n most cases
supassiug auy gruwa in Mawmtoba or vther
portious of the territories, aud whale there is
Ro iutontion of casting the shghtest dvubt
upon the many advantages which this pro-
vince aud the hunud purtivns of the terri-
turies uffer to the hume-secker, an intimate
knywiedgo ot which has been acquired by the
writer during the past tweniy-two years
spent in visiting most parts of the country,
itis desued to give en.phasis tu to the fact
that although tho largo area of our territories
abuve descnibed mast lovk to irmigation as
the means of making agriculture saccessful,
a convention such as this, which is, I pre-
sume, charged with the duty of cunsidening
the question of best methuds of colomzing
our country as a wholo cannot overlook this
vast district, which in somo particulars pos-
sesses advantages not to bo fuurd in the sec-
tious more favered in the way of rainfall.
It may also bo stated, and, if necessary,
casily proved. that tho possessor of an irri-

ted farm is much botter off than tho farmer

opendent upon raiofall; the former turns
on the muisture whot and iu sach qoantities
as may be needed. and koows no failure of
crops from drought, while the latter, cnen in
the most favired regions, is at the merey of
tho clements. and is at times forced to stand
by aud see his crop perish from lack of mois-
ture, and finally as o justification for tho
foregoing rewmarks, it may bo accopted sss
fact that immigrants may bo secured frum
tho many irrigation states and territories to
tho south of us to coloniso our arid region,

who cannot be induced to movo into auy
country whoro {armlnq i carried on in the
usual mauner, which thoy aptly describo as
“dry farming."

Having ontlinad the mothod of roclaiming
our arid region It romafna tospeak of tho prc.
posedschemeforcolonizingthoreclaimed lands.
Iu the first placo §t must bo remomborad that
in the arid roli;km. wo have n much larger
area of land han thero s water to irrigato,
even undor tho moat favorablo conditions of
storage and uso, and it s thoroforo ovident
that wo should havo the Irrigated areas dis-
tributed as much a8 pousiblo throughout the
whole region, so that tho unfrrigated portions
may be utilized for pastursgo, ‘'I'his boing
the case, it follows that tho systom of
settloment suit:d to portions of tho country
having sufliclont rafnfall to matare crops, is
quite unsuited to tho a+id portion of tho torr:-
tories, Tho oxporlonce of tho irrigation
states and torritorios to tho south of us, not-
ably, Colorado, Utah and Californis. domon-
strates that tho groatoub dovelopmont by tho
aid of irrigation is to be lookod for when the
country is settled undor the hamlet or com-
munity system and it iy under this systom
that our colonization to bo succossful mast
proceced.  Undar this sy tom, aided by irri-

tion, tho Groel{ eolony in Colorado, the

ormon colonies in Uwah, and tho numerous
colouies in South Californfs, {ucludiog Onta-
rio, furmed and colunized by Canadians, have
been making history in tho dovelopment of
western lands and agricultaral prospenty,
and wo canwvot do better than follow their
example.

The * hamlot systom ** of gottlomont pos-
$e8308 80 many ndvnntnfgoa over the ordinary
method iu voguo in this provinco and other
humid regions that there ‘should bo no difii-
culty in gotting pooplo to adopt it. In the
first place, tho central hamiot, or villago. por-
mits of social intercourso snd advantages 1n
the way of education, religlon and amuse-
ment, which aro not possible whon each
sottlor lives on his own quarter soction, and
houses are from half a ml&o touno mile apart,
and ths mutuaal effurt and cu-operation 1o the
construction aud oporation of a grist mill,
creamery, culd slurago, elovator and the
numerous other industrics, fucluding money
in farm implements and in tho purchass of
well bred male stock for breoding purposes
required in conncetion with successful farm-
iug or dairying pursuite, bocumos pussiblo
under the hamlet systom, which aro hard to
obtain undor ordinary conditions. Pages
mighe bo writton m{;nrding tho ndvantages of
the hamlot stylo of sottlemont, particularly
when 1rrigation is practised, but why take up
your valuable time by advanciug erguments
to prove what is now history, opon to aoy
one who will take the troublo to inform him-
self of tho facts regarding tho succoss of ham-
lot or colony sottloment in tho countrics
above meationed , lot mo rathor procoed at
ouco to outline thoschomo under which it is
proposed to apply tho hamlot or colony ags-
tem tu tho sottlement of var arid region.
The scheme is as follows .

It heving boen domonstratod that water
can bo supplied for tho irrigation of cortain
large areas, let the ownern of tho land effected
sot asido certain portions within the tract
susceptible of irrigating, fur colunization
under the ha nlet systom, and 80 soon as the
necessary canals aro comploted, begin an
active campaign in tho U.ited States and
abread fur immigrants w tako tho irrigated
lands under the culony or hamlet plan. That
sottlers can bo obtainod to dovelop thocountry
under this system and by tho nid or irnga-
tion is proved by tho oxpe-ienco of tho States
and terntories already roforrod to, and by tho
spectaclo witnossod o fow days wgo in tho
passago over tho Caradian Pacific railway of
a very considerable culony in their migration
from tho contaal and castern stn os to North-
orn California, to found ono of tho colonios

which aro boing Jocated at differont points 1n
tho arid west by the American colonial club,

Mr. Chairman and members of the convan.
tion, let me close this paper which has already
grown to an inexcusablo length, by asking
for your fair consideration of the factsregard.
ing our arid region, and the advants
which it certainly has asa homo for the immi.
grant who is desirousof going in for ranchung
and dairy farming. providing that ho cap
count un the nover-failing aid of irrigation to
produce each and every year a crop equal
both in yield and quality to anything pro.
duced in any other part of this our great
western heritage, of which we are all 8o just.
1y proud. aud upon the early settlement and
progress of which depends much of the futurs
of our Dominion.
