In the death of James Eustaco Barnes a
faithful follower of the Lamb has been called
from his labors to his rest. The grief of
parting from loving friends is much assnaged
by live'y remembrance of their virtues, and
although there is danger of dwelling exres-
sively on these virtues and ignoring the
weakness and imperfections which stain the

lives of all, yet it is a wise decree that the
memory of the just shall be blessed. If he
who is tho Judge of all, and is Truth itself,
could point to ‘“ ap Israelite indeed, 1 whom
is no guile,” he can also show us here and
there persons wihom he bas so redeemed and
trained and honored as to make it diflicult
to exaggerate their worth. It is beeaunse he
knows our frame, and remembers that we are
dust, that he pities man and enables him to
rise above sclfish meaunness and take raunk
among his own nobility.

Bro. Barnes was widely known both in the
church and out of it, and known only to be
respected as & man of truth and firmuess.
His superior judgment was seen 1n his busi-
ness, He conld foresee and shun an evil
while others passed on and were punished.
He thus prospered in business. ‘That fore-
gight and judgment enabled him to be a wise
leader in the church of Christ and accounts
largely, under God, for the wonderful suc-
cess of the church in the City of St. John.
The church lay very near his heart and for it
and its members he watched as one who wust
give account,

My first aequaintence with Bro. Barnes
wag in the summer of 1850, while spending
a few weeks in St. John. IHe was then a
healthy, blooming, modest young man, qutte
active in Sunday-school work, and led the
musie in church. While earming money at
his trade he was noted for Chiistian hberality,
not only in supporting tho church, then
comparatively young and weak, but also
his private donations to worthy persons and
objects. These things adhered to him and
grew till the last. He was a successful Sun-
day-school teacher and superintendent, and
in this way did great and good work for the
Master. His liberality in churen work 1s
described by the members as unbounded.
He was deeply concerned for the spirituality
and growth of the church, and did all in his
power for the prosperity of the cause, both
at home and abroad.

It was his lot to be unnited to a fuithful,
Christian lady, who was always ready to
encourage and aid him in every good work.
Her love for Christ and her interest in his
cause, was a constant inspiration. As they
aimed not to live for themselves but for
Christ and his cause and people, their com-
modious housd was tho home of travelling

entertained during their stay in the city.
On leaving Bro. Barnes accompanied them
to the station, slipped into the office and
This was done
quietly and easily, as if it were ounly one of
the luxuries of his life,

During the Iast twenty-five years I have
frequently been invited by DBro, Barnes to
labor & mounth or more for the church on
Coburg Street, and every time the pleasuie I
enjoyed with brethren so kind and united,
has been enhanced by my sojourn with his
estimable family. My last visit was two
vears ago. As ugual, he met me at the
station to see that I was safely conveyed to
his house. I was startled with the changed
appearance of his face since we parted four
vears before. Since then he had lost his
veloved wife and his grief was silent and
deep, and beside this wasting diseaso was
cffcetnally doing its work. But his was a
tribnlation that worketh patience and ex-
perience and hope, and he was joyful in the
midst of it all. As in times past, his great
anxiety was for the cause of Christ, and how
to best promote it was the question before us
night and day. My last visit with himn and
his Christian daughter will always be grate-
fully remembered. His last words before we
parted, when I mentioned his kindness, were,
¢ It is no more nor as much as roa would do
for me.”

His family who bighly reverenced him, and
whem we trust are walking in his steps, have
met a great loss indeed. The church of
which he was an elder has also sustained a
great loss ; so has the cause in these provinces.
[He wasthe wise and sympathizing friend
of all. '

He was largely instrumental in starting
THE CHRISTIAN, and how much he has done
to sustain it and make it a blessing, is known
only to him who “is Lord of all.” Let uli
who mourn his logs “ know that he died at
his post.” Let it be the prayer of all that
the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ
will ruise and qualify others to take the place
of the worthy dead.

THE NATURAL AND THE
SPIRITUAL MAN.

Wo have been asked to throw some light
on these words of Paul: ¢ Now the natural
maa receiveth not the things of the Spirit of
God: for they are foolishness unto him; and
he can not know them, becanse they are
gpiritually judged. But be that is spiritual
judgeth all things, and he himself is judged
of no wan, For who hath known the mind
of the Lord, that he should instruct him?
But we have the mind of Christ.” (L. Cor.
iii, 14-16),

In the Comuw entmy of Jamieson, IFausset
and Brown, we have those words: ‘¢ Natural
man — literally a man of animal soul. As
contrasted with the spiritual man, he is gov-
crened by the animal soul, which overbears
his spirit, which latter is without the Spirit.
‘IHe that is spiritual.” The spiritual 18 the
man distinguished above his fellowmen, as
he in whom the Spirit rules. In the unre-
generate, the spirit which ought to be the
organ of the Holy Spirit—and which is so in
the regenerate—is overriden by the animal
soul, and is nover called spiritual.” This is
one view, and a very common one; but there
is good reason o doubt its correctness. The
words, psuckikos, natuval, and pucumatikos,
spiritual, are wide cnough in their scope of
meaning to allow this interpretation, but
they will also allow, without any strain, an
interpretation much more in harmony with
the connection. We understand thut the
natural man of this passage is the nuinspired
man, whether regenerate or unregencrate ;
and that the spiricual man is the inspired
man.

Paul has before his mind the fact that
divine truth came to be known to men, not
by discovery, but by revelation. Mere natural
men, no matter how wise, were unable by
their searching to come to a knowledge of
the truth which God bad been keeping hid
for ages. They had not sufficient power of
discernment. ‘¢ For seeing that in the wis-
dom of God the world through its wisdom
knew not God, it was God’s good pleasure
through the foolishness of the preaching
to save them that believe.” (i. 21, 22).
Paul as 2 spiritual man—a man inspired by
the Holy Spirit-——counld say: ¢ My speech
and my preaching were not in persuasive
words of wisdom, but in demonstration of
the Spirit aud of power; that your faith
should not stand in the wisdom of men, but
in the power of God.”

Had the truths which Paul preached been
reached by human discernment or research,
therec would be danger that the faith of
those who believed would stand in the wis-
dom of men and rather in the power of
God. The truths which Puaul preached had
been kept hid from the eyes of all human
discoverers. They came to Paul by the
revelation of the Spirit, who searches the
deep things of God.

“Things which eye saw not, and car heard not,

And which entered not into the heart of man,

Whatsoever things God prepared for them that love
him,”

God revealed unto his apostles by the Spirit.

While natural men could not reach these
truths by searching, after they have been
revealed unto the apostles, and made known
for the enlightment of all men, they are
within the reach of all. —Chr»istian Standard.

In the true Christian though ‘¢ weeping
may endure for a night joy, cometh in the
mornin .” A sweet smile of hope and love
follows every tear, and tribulation itself is
turned into the chief of blessings.
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WHATMAKES AMAN A CHRISTIAN ?

A stirring incident is pictured in Acts
xxvi : 28, 29. T'wo men face each other.
One i3 a prisoner—the other a king. One is
a Christinn—the otherisnot. The Christian
ig n preacher of the gospel of Christ. The
one who is not & Christian is a listener while
Paul preaches. Paul's preaching was evidont-
ly intended to make Christians of men who
were not Christisns,  Agrippa confessed that
he was almost porsnaded to becomo a Chris-
tian, The situation was this: o masn who
was a Christian ; & man who wasnof a Chris-
tian ; a preacher trying to make a Christian
out of the man who was not a Christian.
The question ¢ What makes a man a Chris-
tian #” grows out of the situation. The ques-
tion is discussed here solely with reference to
human duty. God does his part of the work,
and does it rightly, We need not be concerned
about that. We must undorstand our part
of the work and attend to it.

I. Tue Matrer INVOLVES SOMETHING
WITH REFERENCE TO CHRIST.

This is learned from two sources, TFirst;
The terta “ Christian ” equals Clrisi-ian, im-
plying a relation to Christ. Second; Paul
was & follower of Christ—was a Christ-ian,
Agrippa was not - follower of Christ—was
not a Christ-ian.  Paul’s preaching was about
Christ—he was taying to make a Christ-ian.
The attitude of a man toward Christ deler-
mines whether he is @ Christianor not. Mark
this! Yon are not necessarily a Christian
because you have been born in a ¢ Christian”
land. Jews are born in Christian lands, yet
reject Christ. Nor because you were born of
Christian parents ; many infidels have had

Christian parents. Nor because you live a

moral life ; Paul did that before he became
a Christian—as many a Jew does at this day.
Nor because you believe 1n the Biblein a
general way ; Panlsaid to Agrippa, **I know
that thon believest the Prophets;” yet
Agrippa was rot 2 Christian. Nor because
you have rspented of your sins; the Nine-
vites repented at the preuching of Jonah—-
yet Jonah said nothing to them about Christ,
and they knew nothiug about him. Nor
becuause you feel good and are satistied with
yourself ; the Antedeluvians were happy—
yet doomed nevertheless, Somethimg more
than all these is necessary to make you s
Christian. A man may be a Jew, a Muhom-
etan, a Buddhist, because ho is born such. 1f
‘a man wants to be a Chnistian he must be
‘ born agam.” There must be a personal,
intelligent acquaintance with Christ ; a sin-
cere couviction of the trath of his cluims ; a
ready and voluntary acceptance of Christ as
a personal Saviour and Lord; an implcit
obedience to him in the commandments and
institutions in which he has expressed s
authority ; and thus a ppblic identification
of one's self with the canse aud people of
Christ. This makes a man a Christ-1an,
But this is a general statement.  You ask
for speciiic information.  What definite steps
arc necessary to make a Christian of a man
- who isnot 4 Christian ? What must be done
. forhim? What must be done by him? In

answer lot us remembor ono thing : Thare is
only one source from which we can Jearn this
—the Now Testament, The new Testament
is the text-book of Christianity. You cannct
learn how to becomo a Christian anywhere
else. If you ask me what it takes to mako a
man a Mohammedan I will take you to the
Koran ; if a Buddhist, to the sacred books of
that religion ; if a Jew, to the Old Testament
and the Talmud.  But when you ask what it
takes to make a Ohrstian I must take you
to the Now Testament, You can learn this
nowhere else, not even in the Qld Testument.
The new Testament is the will of Christ.
All that pertains to Christianity is taught
here. Ohrist is the author, the inspired
apostles the teachers of the Christian religion.
Not Moses, nor David, nor ¥saiah, nor Daniel
are to be men’s teachers in this watter.
They taught much that was good and of per-
petual worth. Their words have been handed
down to us *“ for our instruction.” Bul not
to instruct us how to become Christians. Thie
only Christ can do, of whom God smd *“This
is my beloved Sou, in whom [ am weli pleased,
hear ye him.” Matt. xvii. 5. This he has
done through his inspired apostles. It is re-
corded in the New Testament—the text-took
of Christianity.

1f you want to learn astronomy you go to
the text-books on astronomy ; if geology, to
the proper text-books. So with any science.
When you want to learn Christianity you
must go to its text-book.  What you find
thero us a part of Christianity you may safely
accept and authoritatively teach. No man
has a right to accept or to teach anything as
Christianity not found there. What a man
teaches on Iis own autkority is not Chris-
tianity. If a man wishes to 1nvent a system
of religion he has s right to teach that on
his own authority ; buf ke should not call it
Christianity. Christianity is a system of
truth which has Christ for its author, the
apostles of Christ as its authoritative ex-
pounders, and the New Testament as its
text-boox. Whoever would teach Christianity
must teach it as there recorded. Whoever
would become a Christian must learn how
from the teaching of Christ and his apostles
recorded in the New Testament.

II. TRE New TESTAMENT TeACHES DEFI-
NITELY WHAT MAKES A MAN A CHRISTIAN,

First : In the commission under which the
apostles were sont out. ‘L'his commission is
recorded by Matthew, chap. xxviii. 18-0;
by Mark, chap. xvi. 15, 16 ; by Luke, chap.
xxiv. 46-48. Tho apostles were sent forth
to make ‘“.disciples.” This is the reading of
the Rovised Version in Matthew, The ¢ dis-
ciples” were afterwards called Christians.
Acts xi. 26. The apostles were then going
out to make Christians. What were the
apostles to do for men to make them Chrs-
tians ? Preach the gospel to them. Mark
xvi. 15, Bear wituess to Christ. Luke xxiv.
48; Acts i. 8. Just what Paul was doing
before Agrippal What was to be done by
men themselves to make them Christizns ?
They were to BELIEVE in Christ. Mark xvi.
16. "They were to REPENT of their sins,
Luke xxiv. 47; they were to BE BAPTIZED,
Mark xvi. 16, into the name of the Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit. Matt, xxvin, 19,

‘These requirements are peculiar to Chris-
tianity, Other religions may require faith ;
this requires faith tn Christ. Others may
require an abandonment of the former man-
ner of life ; this requires an abandonment of
sins, secret and open, a change of mind and
purpose resuiting 1n & thorough reformation
of hfe. Others may have ceremonial wash-
ings. This has a bapiism into new relations
signified by the names used—a baptism

which is the profesaion of a good conscienco
toward God (I Peter iii. 21); and which
gymbolizes the thorough revolution which
takes place in becoming a Christian—the
death to sin, the burial and resurrection to &
new life—by being itself & burial and a resur-
rection. Rom, vi. 1-4; Col. il 11,12, It
therefore takes a new motive power——faith ;
a new life, the result of repentance; new re-
lations, the result of obedience to Christ in
baptism, to mako a man a Christian. All
this according to the commission.

Second ; 1n tho preaching of the apostles
under this commisgion. They did for men
what Christ told them to do—preached the
gospel to them. They tanght men that the
things Christ commanded must be done by
themif they would be Ohristians. So we have
the apostles preaching the gospe), and men
hearing it, believing in Christ, repenting of
their sins, being baptized, and thus becoming
Christians, See Acts 2nd, 3rd, 8th, 9th,
10th, 16th and 18th clapters,

All thig is illustrated in Paul’s own case.
He was a Christian when he stood before
Agrippa. But he had just told Agrippa that
he had not always been a Christian.  “What
makes & man a Christian ” will be illustrated
at the point where Paul became a Ohristian.
The story is told in Aects 9th, 22ad, aund
26th chapters. Notice the following facts :

1. Suul heard of Christ. PFirst, when
Obrist spoke to him on the way. Acts ix. 5.
Again from Ananiss in Damascus, Acts ix.
17 xxii. 14, 15.

2, Saul believed on Christ. This is evi-
dent from his saying ¢ Lord, what wilt thou
haveme to do?” and his going into Damascus
to learn his duty. This faith purified his
heart, brought on repenfance for sin, and
made Paul degire and determine to serve
Christ. In Damauscus, before the visit of
Ananias, we see in him a humble, penitent
believer in Christ, waiting for the promised
instruction a3 to his duty.

8. Soul obeyed Christ in baplism. That
was his public surrender to Christ, a public
identification of himself with Christ and hisg
cause, Then he was a Christian; and he
immediately began to preach the Christian
faith which he had formerly destroyed. Acts
ix. 20. What he was when he stood before
Agrippa was just what he was when he had
obeyed Christ 1n Damascus—a Christian, and
s preacher of Christianity, Acts xxii. 19-23,

Thus does the New Testament answer this
important question. Don’t mistake the
question. It has to do with Zuman responsi-
bility, not with the divine. Tne divine pro-
vision for making men Christians is complete.
It is the Awwman duty in the matter that
concerns you., It is not ¢ What keeps a man
Christian 2” or ¢ What is a Chnstian ?”
These are different questions. You must
become a Christian before you can be a Chris-
t1an, or be kept a Christian.

This question has to do solely with becom-
ing a Cbristian, It is concerning what must
be done for man by his fellow man, and what
must be done by man for himself to miake
him a Christian. . In the light of this New
‘Testament teaching you can readily decide
whether you have ever become a Christian or
not. If you have met the requirements of
Ohrist, you kave decome a Christian. This I

can say on the authority of the New Testa-

ment. Whether you are now living a Chris-
tian life is another matter. If you have not
met these requirements of Chnst, 1 have no
authority to tell you that you have ever be-
come & Uhristian. No man has any author-
1ty fo tell you so. 1 leave you with the facts
of Now Testament teaching, and the facts of
our own life before you, BE HoxXesT wirH
OURSELF AND WITH GOD,
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THEORY AND PRACTICE.

T, I, BLIEENUS,

A great many people who term themselves
Ohristiang scom to have lost sight of the
important truth, if they ever saw it, that the
roligion of Christianity deals not in theories,
bat with conditions. I have an estended
acquaintance with a large number of Chris-
tians who are. theorstically and doctrinally
the truest and best men and women the world
over knew. Their religious theories often
present a perfection of Christian character
transcending even the limits of Christian
requigition. Theoreticaily, their benevolence
is unboundud ;' thedrotically, their charity is
proverbial ;  theorotically. their religious
‘soundness is above and beyond reproach ;
thooretically, thoy are graduates from the
sohool of rovelation ; they are unteachuble,
for they know it all.

These dear, deluded souls are praveically as
barron as the seashore. Their benevolence
begins and ends with themselves, and their
charity is bounded by their own selfish wants
and desires. Many of them mourn and
deeply sigh over the ignorance, the super-
stition and the sad and woful departures of
the religious world from primitive faith and
practice, but at the same time they are totally
.and unmovably unwilling to live, to work
and to spend for the eorrection of error or
for the alleviation of suffering and distress.
Theyarea contradiction in themselves, While
in theory they are philanthropists, really and
practically they are misanthropes.

Theory, if true, is good, but practice is
better. Theory alone never fed the hungry,
never clothed the naked, never relieved the
distressed and never saved a soul. Theory
in religion- without practice is a great source
of pride, arrogauce, coldness, formality, ir-
ritability and pugnacity, and is a cheap,
deceptive, yot effectual means in the hands
of the arch-enemy in subverting the interests
of ' Ohristianity, and dwarfing the human
goul into a condition of uselessness. Theory
may be the stalk but practice is the blossom,
the leaves, the fruit. ‘l'heory may see and
understand error and its attendant evils ; but
practice does more; it lays hold of them and
with an open land, a loving heart, and a
practical concern eungages at once in the
exemplification of truth and love by works
and deeds,

I have long since been quite satisfied with
the theoretical part of our position, but I
havo also for a long time been dissatisfied
with much of the external and practical in
our res Jjon. The heathen will not be
brought co Christ, our neighbors will not be
converted to the truth of a pure religion,
our own hearts will not burn with an intense
interest in the sonls of our fellowmen till we
theorizo less, and practically come in contact
with the needs and wantsaround us. Theories
however true they may be, however logical,
or clearly defined and well founded, are worth
no more than the breath it takes to utter
them, vnless they are of practical importance,
and are practically carried out. The truth
of what [ write bas been very often a ground
of unfortunate comment by those before
whom we are written cpistles.
not to be satisfied with the justness and
correctness of our plea. To bo right, is to
do right.

THE UNITY OF THE SPIRIT.

Notwithstanding the pretty thuiough dis-
cussion, during the last fow years, of the
subject of Christian Union, and the clear
teaching of the New Testament thereon,
there yot scems to L much misunderstanding
ag to what 1t consists 10, Many prominent
religious tenchers, for instance, still contend
that denominational divisions are but natural
and right.

I think that it is generally held, by those
who dofend denominationalism, that the
possession of the Spirit isall that is necessary
to unite Christ’s disciples ; and as Christians
havo tho Spirit, irrespective of these distine-
tions, they are therefore united. If they
follow this reasoning to its natural conclu-
gion, however, they will find that it contra-
dicts the seriptural teaching respecting divi-
sions,

I believe that truo “ unity of the Spirit”
will produce as perfect a union as can be
attained in this life. DBut admitting that
many of the members of the denominations
have the Spirit (as undoubtedly they have),
can they be said to possess true unity of the
Spirit ?

In order to discuss this question we must
first know who the persons are that it is
intended to unite. We would naturally take
the term Christian Union to mean the union
of Christians., Whether or not this is what
is generally understood by the phrase to-day,
it is certainly what our Saviour prayed for
aud inspired writers enjoined.

Now Christians all have the Spirit, for “if
any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is
none of his.”

These two facts—that the union sought
for is that of Christians only, and that all
Christians possess the Spirit — one would
think need only to be stated to be reccived.
But much of the misunderstanding concern-
ing Christian union arises from not consider-
ing them.

If it is true, as those favoring denomina-
tionalism affirm, that they who possess the
Spiri. have true union, then there cunnot be
any divisions in the church of Christ; for
the church is composed only of who have the
spirit.

But there actually were divisions in the
church in apostolic times.  Paul severely
dencunces the schism in the ¢ churen of
God” at Corinth. And again, why would
our Saviour pray for the union of his fol-
lowers if there was no possibility of their
ever becoming divided ? No distinction can
be made between what God and what man
considers the church, as it is not recognized
in scripture.

Some contend that the schisms in the
church, referred to in the scriptures, are
caused by heresy. The word heresy is some-

times used to-day to denote the adherence to
somo new idea or opinion respecting son:s
speculative religious theme. If the word is
used in this sense, then sectarianism affords
the best example of its results,

1f, however, we mean by heresy the deny_
ing of tho fundamental doctrines of Chrisgti
anity. then heretics cannot be members of
tho church of QOhrist, because it is on the
belivf and achuowledgment of these facts
that a person becomes and continues a Chris-
tian. This 1s the scriptural teaching ruspect-
ing heresy. The Apostle Paul calls upon
tho churches to reject heretics—evidoutly
becauso they have ceased to be members,

When certuin persons have separated them-
selves from a certain society, we caunot
logically say that they form divisions of that
society. Soan hereticcannot form a division,
or part of & division, of the church, becauso
he1s not 1n the church. We must therefore
look elsowhere for divisions.

The Apostle Paunl soverely condemns the
factions that existed among the early Cosr-
inthian bretiren. Now there was probably
but one congregation of Christians at Corinth.
At least 1t 15 very apparent that their divisions
were not as great as the present donomina-
tions.

If one body, therefore, be censured for
divisions, how much more should & number
of bodies be condemned when their differences
are so great that they do not care to worship
or commune togetherf It would, indeed,
be hard to imagine greater divisions in the
church than sectarian ores.

While, however, Christians, although divid-
ed, must have the Spirit; yet it is evident
that while such separations continue, they
do not possess the unily of the Spirit. In-
deed it would appear that they who cause
and keep up divisions do not possess the
Spirit so far as they do these things, Paul
told the Corinthian brethren that they were
carnal on account of their ‘‘envying strife
and divisions.” Tbhe carnal mind is placed
in opposition to the spiritual by the same
writer. DBut although lackipg the Spirit in
this particular they possessed it in some
degree, for the apostle addressed them as
¢ The Church of God which is at Corinth, to
them that are sanctified in Christ Jesus,
called to be sainte.” The apostle, however,
evidently does not refer to those contentious
persons who foster and delight in divisions.
They evidently have departed from the faith.
(Gal. v. 19-21).

So that no argnment can be drawn in favor
of denominationalism, on the ground that all
Christians possess the Spirit—such possession
not necessarily carrying with it true Christian
union,

Nevertheless, I believe spiritual union to
be the great requisite in church uniiy. There
cannot possibly be true union without it.

The question therefore arises, What is trae
gpiritual union ?

Peace and love are given as two of -the
fruits of the Spirit. Can these two virtues
be said to characterize the intercourse of the
members of the different sects ? Can it be
truly said t* .t the adherents of the various
denominations are * endeasoring to keep the
unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace,”
while engaged in cuntending for ¢ ¢ stinctive
peculiaritics ?” Tuke away these barriers and
denominationalism will fail, peace will reign
and love will bring forth her fruits,

The scriptural teaching respecting the
unity of the Spirit scems to be quite plain.
It all tends to harmonize with the admonitien
given to the Phillipians, ¢ If there be there-
fore any consolation in Christ, if any comfort
of love, if any fellowskip of the Spirit, if any
bowels of mercies, fulfil ye my joy, lhat ye be
likeminded, having the same love, being of one
accord of one mind.”’

Tho above are my views regarding this
phase of the union question, and I think
they are those of the majority of the Disciples
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of Christ also. When we plead for Christian
union wo necessarily acknowledge the kin-
ship of those wo invite to fellowship.

On the other hand we recognize tho sinful-
ness of division and the evils growing out of
it. Both the church and the world are
suffering greatly from the lack of wunion
among the followers of God.

Lot not the Diseciples of Christ think that
by persistently advocating union that they
aro engaged in a much moro insignificant
work than by direct cvangelization. We
cannot expect to have any very large percent-
ago of unbelievors converted until wo are
united. (John xvii. 21).

So that while we should always be ready to
acknowledge the good in others and recognizo
them as brethren yet we are not thereby ex-
cused from endeavoring to impress upon
them the necessity to ¢ stand fast in one
spirit with one mind siriving together for the
faith of the gospel.”

A. McLEAN’s ¢ CIRCUIT OF THE GLOBE.”
(Christian Publishing Co., St. Louis, Mo.
$2.00).—I suppose I was only one among
many who wrote to A. McLean soon after his
return from his trip, requesting the publi-
cation of his letters of travel in book form.
Now that they are in hand under the title
¢« A Circuit of the Globe,” I am greatly
pleased. The author’s well known brevity,
vigor, and insight, mark every page. Hie
work is a genuine piece of himself, His
descriptions are so graphic that with a very
moderate imagination yon may sit by your
fireside and travel with him. Itis not every
traveller who sees through things, and all
sides of things, und especially the right side
of things. You may trust McLean’s vision,
for it is keen ; and his description, for it is
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honest ; and his praise or blame, for it is
just.  Humor is not wanting in much of his
deecription, Noto the following of a Chineso
mandarin : ““ On tho boat from Tientsin to
Shanghat, a mandarin and his servants occu-
pied ail the cabins but one. One servant filled
hig pipe and kept it lighted. One supplied
him with a woet rag with which to wip~ his
fuco and fingers after eating. One furnished
him with a prece of brown paper when he
wanted to blow his nose. When he ate he
threw the bones under the table. When he
drank soup he could be heard across a ten
acro field. In this way he showed that he
relished it.”

Heie is & sample picce of description :
“Peking has a population of one million,
three hundred thousand. The walls are high
and in good repair. There are two cities,
one Chinese and the other Lartar. Within
the Tartar city is the Imperial city, and
within that the Forbidden city. The streots
are wide and unpaved. In dry weather one
is blinded by dust., In the wet season one is
in danger of being drowned in the pools or
the streams that rush along the thorough-
fares. 'Chere is an air of decay everywhere.
It extends to the palaces and the temples.
Peking is the filthiest city in the world.
When the Son of Heaven goes out it is in a
closed chair, The streets are hidden from
his sight. If he wouuld get out and walk he

would sco what a sty his capital is. On one
of the streets wesaw a dead beggar, He had
been stripped of the rags he wore. No oune

secemed concerned.”

The book contains well nigh a hundred
pictures of our missionaries, besides photo-
graphs of many objects of interest to the
traveller and reuder. Nothing has touched
me more than the pictures of the graves of
Mrs, Josephine Smith and Miss Sue A Robin-
son. Of the former of these the author writes:
* On the way_home we visited the cemetery
whero Mrs. Jusephine W, Smith is buried,
and scattered some flowers on her grave.
‘This saintly woman was born in Nova Scotia
and died here. In her life of purity and
devotion we see the best imitation of Christ,
In her case

¢ Love took up the harp of life
And smote the chords with might ;
Smote the chord of sclf. that trembling,
Passed in music out of sight.”

As a book of travels, the work will interest
tho general reader; to all who are enlisted
in misgions 1t will have double interest ; and
to those especially enlisted in our own mis-
s10ns a triple nterest, .

The press work is excellent. The repro-
duction of photos could not asa rule be
better. The OChristian Iublishing Co. has
surpassed itself. For the good of the auther
and the publishers, and more than all else,
for the good of its readers, I most heartily
wish the book an extensive sale.—W. J.

Barnex
ceazed from his labors,  The suminons camein the morn-
ing—after the darkness had fled before the rising sun;
on the morning of the Lord'a day, which reminds ux that
the Sun of Rightcousness, by his resurrection, scattered

the darkness that hod long hung over the tomb. Ifor
ten years Bro, Barnes had been ailing—sometimes more,
sometimes less; but only ten days before the final hour
he was diligent in business; and we may almost say,
that **he cessed at vnee to work and live; " and this
rather than & long period of enfor ed idlene s was his
desire, Ho was born in St. John, May 7¢h, 1821, and at
the time of his decease was in Ins T4th year.  Of a large
fawily of brothers and «isters, only one, Sister Lmery,
of Charlottetown, survives. T'he early years of his busj.
ness lifo wero spent with W, L. Avery, stationer and
bookseller. In 1854 ho and two brothers entered into
partnership ay Barnes & Co., amd carricd on Lusiness
alung the same Jines as the new firm, with the same
nne. follows today. A man of splendid business
capacities—-obliging, careful, judicious aud far-seeing—
succexs Mtendeh~ hiy effurts.  And of Li it can be tiuly
said, that he made money for the Lord. He regarded
himself as the steward of Christ, AN who kuew him
well, knew of his delight in giving, but none know the
full measure of his gencrosity to the puur, nur of his
contributions to the spread of the truth  Hix left hand
kuew not what his right band did.  Bro Barues united
with the Church of Chirist in St. John on Decemnber 20th,
1840, and for almost fifty.seven years ho sought to honor
the name which he then chose to wear.  On May 10th,
1879, he was appointed an clder of tho Coburg Street
Church, which owes so much to his wisdom and fiber-
ality, and be magnitied his officc  He aimed to be
a disciple of Christ in deed and in truth. Always and
everywhere~at home and abroad, in his store and in his
dwelling, on the street and in the prayer-meeting —ho
was_the same unustentati sus, sincére, devoted servant (f
Christ, He sounded no trumpet before him. His licht
shone befo ¢ men, As regularly as the Lord’s day camo
the Lours of worship fonnd him in lns place in the house
of God, unless he was absent from_the city, or very ill.
Only a short time azo illness kept him from the morning
service, but in the afternoon he was well enough to »it
up, and in the evening he wax present, and made the
characteristic remark, that he might as well, since
he was able to sit up, spend the hour in the Lord’s
house as in his own, He showed the same joy and
regularicy in attending the Thursday evenisy prayer
meetings.  Anxivus to?mve others take part, he was also
pleased to have ‘‘an opportunity to speak of the Lord's
roodness to him.”  He spoke bri. fly, earnestly and hope-
ully, and his nuble fife gave puwer tu Lis words.  Many
times, in words of encouragement to those who had
started on the course later than he, he t Id of his joy in
the service of Christ and of his ** de:crmination to golun
He
has finished his course with {ny. For more than fort;
ears (and gome who ought to know say, for nearly firty§,
ho filled the office of Sunday-rchool ruperintendent, He
gave much thought to the interests of theschool. It was
close to his heart. IHe knew its worth. In him the
teachers had an example of promptuess, order and faith-
fulness. Re was everready to help them, ‘I'he scholars
found in him a true friend.” Bro. Barnes was the friend
of tho preachers, as many of them can testify ; and as
those who have been the preachers of the Coburg Streot
Church can testify from fullness of experience. Ry
kindly acts and words of encourazement, he mwade the
writer’s pathway brighter and his load ]igintor. He was
onoe of the safest counsellors and one of the best listeners
a preacher ever had. TFor the encouragement of the
speaker he listened closely to even a poor sermon, and
his uptwned face improved many a discourse, A great
sorrow came to Biu, Barnes on_ December 4th, 1592,
when the bride of his youth. aud his faithful companion
for many years, was called from his side. She was so
thoughtful, so helpful, so true, so interested in the work
that possessed his heart, that he ¢ uld not but miss hor
sorely. DBut now he, too, has been called away, He
leaves behind him to cherish his memory, emulate his
examplo, and carry on the work which he has laid down,
three sons, George F., James W, and Fustace, and one
daughter, Sister Lthel, who mis his presence, out rejoico
in his faithful life and triumphant death.  The scheol
and the church will long hold him in grateful rememn-
brance for the work of faith and labor of love which he
in the strength of Christ was able to do.  He toiled long
and faithfully. He is entitled now to rest.
