Mr. Mackenzie made a somewhat ungracious
attack upon Mr. Fleming, with respect to his
estimates, and especially for building that por.
tion of the road, now under contract, west of
Luke Superior.. e was perfectly aware that
Mr, Fleming admits that there were some great
mistakes in the estimates of that portiou of the
road, but for which, he contends, he was not
responsible.  There was, however, a very grave
mistake of administration when Mr. Mackenzie
was the Minister of Public Works—and that
wus, the letting out of o contract to be paid for
by schedule, on literally nothing more than mere
guess work,

Mr. Mackenzie, in his speech, also made the
very grave mistake of following Mr. Blake in
minimizing the great value of British Columbia
to the Dominion, saying that, *“IHad British
Columbia remained out of the Union, it would
have been a disaster which could have been
borne.”  That was not a nice expression. Be-
sides, it would have been a disaster not to have
been berne, in the view of the near future of
this Dominion.

It is further a fact, which ivis fair to keep in
wind, that the Government do not imincdiately

ropose to spend  thirty millions of capital in
dritish Columbia, as was unfairly represented in
this debate, but, as | showedin a previous letter,

to obtain a reduction or remission of the tolls
and dues at Montreal and elsewhere, with a view
to attract lo our waters a portion -of the trade
now going to New York. The Ministers made
to the deputation as fair a promise as they were
able, to give the subject favourable considera-
tion ; but 1 think it is exceedingly doubtful if
anything of this kind can be done. I do not see
how it ean without the cuunsent of Parliament,
anid many of the Ontario members talk against
it.

Mr. Colby’s Petroleum Inspection Bill was
before the House on Wednesday, but there was
no final decision respecting it. 1 think the tests
he proposes are distasteful to the Maritime Pro-
vinces, but they are favourable to our petroleum
interests.

On Thursday, a resolution was passed to vote
£7,000 in aid of the sufferers by the disastrous
fire which swept away the greater part of Hull
on Wednesday afternoon.  There was no oppo-

sition, and this is one of Lthose exceptional things
Parliament is justificd in doing in the face of
great and exceptional disasters. The bLill to
grant §600 a year to the widow of lon. John
Young, was also read a second time without
opposition.  The bill to extend the working of
the Stamp Act to British Columbin was intro-
~duced, aud also that for the relief of the Quebec
Harbour Commissioners. A number of items
of supply were passed, On that for the Pacific
Railway, Sir Charles Tupper stated that the
Government would push the road on with the
utmost possible rapidity, and the contractors
were bound to have the rails laid over the whole

they only intend to spend about two millions a
year for two years, and after that a less sum, for
building 125 miles of railway, which will open
up large areas of British Columbia to agricultural
settlement, and influx of population, which are
now totally inwccessible. It will follow, further,
that this opening up, and means of producing
food in those areas, will afford ways and oppor.
tunity for the development of prodigious mineral
wealth, n wealth, 1 believe, of itsell suflicient to
build the railway. Afterwards, as time pro-
gresses and the population increases, and wealth
15 developed, the further couneeting portions to
make the hine continvous would be tuilt, This
march, woreover, in spite of all drawbucks, will
be very rapid,

Mr. Mackenzie sdmitted that there were large
areas of very fertile land in our North- West, but
he found that there was also a large extent of
poor laud, and, after that, good land aguin.
But can it be possible he is not aware that this
is a state of things which prevails in all
countries, and to a large extent in the Western
United States, the rapid progress of which has
been one of the modern wonders ?

Mr. IMCosmos made an elaborate speech, set-
ting forth the resonsces of British Columbia,
which was not very happy in its delivery or
method, but exeeedingly valuable in its sub-
stapee,  Mr. Plumb devoted himself to the ex-
posieg of Mr. Mackenzie's weakness, and of his
specch | omay mauke the same remark as of that
of Mr. DeCosnos.

Mr. Charlton followed Mr. Plumb, and made
one of the set speeches on the Opposition side.

He hrought up an array of
unanswerable  and  unanswered facts, which
established conclusively thatboth Mr. Mackenzie

resolution had then been proposed in the sense of
the identieal policy now condemned, we should
Lave had the ‘spectacle of the whole of these
gentlemen voting for ity who have now. wheeled
round since the advent of Mr., Blake to the
House.. People who remember onr okl debates
might ask whether these are the self-same gen-
tlemen as those who used to call the French-
Canadians  ** montony,”  for following their
leaders,

Mr. W, MeDougall made a very able speech
on the Misisterial side, on Tuesday, His ground
was to establish that the Ministerial position
was the only. one-that could be taken in view
of the ubligations of logic amd good faith,  Mr.,
MeDougall wlways spenks well, and - shirply de-
tinex the points “he desires to establish,  There
was o little question as to the side he would
take, as puaty allegiance is a thing sitting very
lightly on iy shoulders, he being,.as it were; a
gort ol Tree lance, leoking keenly for the sux:
shine of the winning side.” This debate elosed
the real contest of the session, and to my mind,
the only connent that can be made is, itis a
pity that it ever took place.

GOVERNORS OF CANADA.

8ir George Murray, an Eaglish general and
stutesman, died in London, at the age of 74, on
the 28th of July, 1846,  The following is an ex-
tract from the obituary notice in the Annual
Legister for that year :—

*“ He was nominated a Knight of the Bath,
Sept. 11, 13813, before the enlargement of that
order.  After serving for a short time as Adju-
taut-General in Ireland, e weas appointed to the
Government of the Canadas, and thither he pro-
ceeded without delay, - A short period had only
elapsed, when the Seeretary of State announced
to him that Napoleon had landed at Cannes,
Sir George had the choiee of either remaining in
Canada or of returning to Europe. He pre-
ferred rejoining his oid compauions inarms,” ete.

It is also recorded in the dnunal firgister for
1774, that Major.Gen. James Johnston was
named Governor of Quebec in the place of the
Hon. Lieut.-Gen. James Murray, on the 26t}
Nov., 1774 ; aud in Havdn's Kook of Dignitics,
Johupston’s name is on the list of Governors of
Canada.

Were these two appointments actually made ?
The question is submitted to studeats of Cana-
dian history.
