To go te the city for supplies was tihen a
rare exception. The city dealers did not reach out for
trade as they do riow. But the story is told when it is
shown tiat they get country' trade now because they
reach out for it.

The country storekeeper who makes up his mind te
increase his trade, and brings himself te feel that the
wliole city is competing for the custou lie enjoys, can
gradually add te his sales if h insists on il.
Wherever adîissable lie must adopt the arts eniployed
in the city. ie mlust make his store a centre for quick
sales, buy often and keep variety by buying liglit; loolk
for bargain lots and keep theni aways conspicuously dis-
played, Bjecause a dealer lives away fromi the surging
crowd, it does nîot follow that his window displays and
price announcenents are not sufficiently sean te varrrant
mnuch attention. Suppose but one person should read
of a certain article on sale at a bargain ani tell it. te lier
neighbor that evening, two people know of it. Like a
chain, letter it gathers as it goes and the mnerchant mîay be
surprised a few days latc te be asked for this article by
semne one away beyond.his regalar list of custoiers. Be-
cause that persan called aind got what was wanted it is te
be presumiied they will call again. A faw more bargains
and-that caller lias been secured as a custoîner, besides re-
comending lier friends whieh is the nmost valued of ail,

THE JACQUES CARTIER BANI.

The effort made by the directors of the Jacques Cartier
tank te secure more capital te extent of $500,000 in or-
der te raise the paid-up capital to * $1,000,000, is an-
nounced to have failed, owing te the apathy of so many
of the lsarehollders. On the 19th inst., a meeting vas
held to consider the situation, at which the directors
made another proposal for re-constructing ,the bank,
which was thUs stated by the Presidenit, Mr. G. H.
Ducharme: "To reduce by liailf the paid up capital, and
by means oftli reduction te iiake a new reserve ; te
issue new shares to the amount of $750,000; te decide
that none of the directors can borrow froin the bank; te
ensure perfect protection of deposits, and to put the
bank safe from surprise, saving deposits less than $100,
muîùst not bebookcd, excep on demand, and only on guar-
antee of sharés and debentures." 1By this arrangement
eue-half of thdresent caipital will be couverted into a re-
serve iund of $250;000 leaving $250,000 as a nueleus for
a ncv issue öfstool To raise the paid-up capital te the
sïli"fùît propbåd, viz., $I.,000;000, now stock te extent
6f $750 00 ý.vill be issued, inclusive of what had already
hébii s biibàdIby old slireholders' On this basià the
bank will·co' nmience vith a reserve fund of 25 per
dent'n-the ~ jidp câpitàl. Those shareholders vho
decline -t' inèrense their ýteCk ývill have it reduced oe-
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half, but will hàvesome'compensation -iu the iuerëased
value of their shai'es when a reserve fund existsi .- 'The

other stockholders vho take new shares. will also sacrifice
a portion of their* old stock, -but will hav the loss-made
up, to some extent, by being allottedanaat new stockethey
choose teo suiscribe for. The President anhiounced thit
unier -the proposed change no loans te thedireetor's
would be aliowed and that the iinmediately available assets
would be so enlarged as to obviate all danger of arun.
He exp]ained also that a coninittee of inspection would
be appoin ted miade up of 12 disinterested persons who
wîill keep an oversight of the savings departmentt-in order
to see that the deposits are well protected by reserves.
We trust the re-organization will prove the opening of an
era of prosperity to this-old institution.

THE WAR LOAN.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer has announced that
39,800 applications were made for a share in the war
loan of £30,000,000. The amount subscribed was £335,-
500,000 or in currency at par, $1,633,885,000, which is
six tiies the amount of the debt of Canada.

DARiiYMEN'S ASSOCIATION.

The flairymen's Association of Biedford held a confer-
once last veek at Cowansville wliich vas largely attended.
Those present heard mucih by which they night profit.
fte necessity of coibining! dairy factories ivas urged.
This is of vital importance, as only by centringtheýmanu-
facture cf dairy products cai tle best system,be adupted,
and uniformity of quality assured. .It is highly prejudi-
cial to our butter and cheese industries to have these ar-
ticles sent forward from. a large number of small,: ill-
equippcd factoies whose pioducts vary materially. in
quality. What the trade needs is the standard being
raiseil and kept up as tuliversally as possible so thai :the
braud, "Mide in Canada,' will bc a guarantee of excel-
lence. The large increase in exports of butter.has-been
imainly owing to the qdality bawving been improvedunder
the' .facLory systemîî. '.his, however, needs furthercoun-
solidation. Varieties uf Ilavour and quality in cheese
are less objectionable than in butter, of which the British
consumîer's taste is for more daiuiy tian in cheese. It
would be Of fnormous aivantage to our dairy interests
were buyerîs in tlic Old Country ta discover that butter
fro Canada was invariably good.

Mr. Cn d, tle well known Anerican expert, strongly
nrged ie farmers to kecp only the Lest class of dairiy cat-
Lie. ]-le said, "The dairy farner is n mainufacturer., The
cow is his moanufacluring machine. She niust be con-
structed to suit ber purpose and his profit. It was the
duty of the farmer to practice these- finer econanies ln
constructing tie cci, and in ber managemeni, if ie ex-
pccled the laiger jîC'eent. of prolt. What is it to-day
tlat pievetils lie dairy fariner fron gatting a. laiger pro-
fil out of tho market for his botter and celcese? Soie
say, over-production, lin excess of dairy products, su that
a low price is realizcd. That is not it. Yoi ought t
be able to-dvy o nake double or treble the profitlyou do
at Chei low prices which rale iii sumner. This is what.
oands Che imarket down. It is cows thai (1un't pay. and
their oiners who doii't know that fliy ac n't pay, ignuor-
nce of what the 'co is costing and- earning is an invari-
able coneomîitiaot l iat kind uf a cow." As fariers are
manufacturers they need to conduct Chcir business more
systemafîtically by keeping books, recording ail outlays
and proceeds, su that tlhcy will be able Io tell precisely
the nount lof chl, lhe profits eal ized, apa its relation
ta flic capital invesLed. Farm hookkcping is necessary
in order to keep a close watch upon îLe business,..so that
wcak points imîay bu strengthened and strong unes de-
veloped.

According to flic stntements puiblislhed for the preceuing
year, the company lnd, in] addition to its Capital stock, a
reserve fund of $1,200,000. is weil ns ns Contingent fund to
ecver, possible depreciation of $160,058. Since thit timne
paynents have been received onm i isumber of necousnts thsen
considered doubtful, aud mnîuuy propo'rties lave heen sold
at prices consider'ably nbove tie vnlue at whcich they hnid
been estiiated. During flie year, under the direction of

hlie Ainalgamantion Board referred to in last report, com-
mTittees of four expert valiutors, one appointei by encli
conpiny, imade anthsorougi examination of tie secrities
held by thc respective conpanies, and it must be gaifying
to the shinreliolders nnd oificers of this companyto cnow
that our pubiislied statemuents were fuully confirmned, and
fhit ,so far from its being iiecessary to redluce oui reserve
fsund, ns tie resulit of thnt examination, it wans found that
the provision we had made in Our contingent fund for
possible lepreciation wn so muuuc'h inrger 'îsan 3wns neces,
sniry that $100,000 fron tiat fund eould be safely added to
the reserve. Whjle this very pleasing result lis in some

measure due to the gen'eral increase of prosperity this
finding of a commitee f experienced appraisers, three-
fourths of whom vere the appointees cf other companieis,
each of w'hdse first duty it as to protect tihe interests of
the Company he represented, furnisies tlie most complete
and unquestionable evidence, not only of the high character
of ouir securities and of the conservative policy pursued lu
estiimating tihe value of its assets, but also of the care exer-
cised inmlianslg loans, and of the vatchfui*ness and nbility
displayed by the officcrs of the company iu look ing after
its extended business. This sum of $00,000, added to

the reserve, as at 31st of Decemuber, 1898, the date fron'
vhich the amnalgauation is to 'takze effect,' incrcased that

fund to $1,300,000, an amount equal to 50 per cent. cf the

piaid-up capital stock.
The set earniigs of the past year, after deducting interest

on torrowed capital and all charges and expenses, aunounted
to $263,486; soimcwhat niore than 10 per cent. on the paid-up
Capital. Ferom, -this sum $l56,000 vere paid to shareholders
in 'iwo al-.if-yearly dividends of 3 per. cent. cach and $1,906
were paid for the sharelsaiders' income tax thereon. The
remuaining sum of $105,580, representing the surplus earn-
iigs of the year, stands at flic credit of profit and loss.
(onsiderinug that the tile and attention of fic officers were
so iuuch occupied wvith dufies connlected w'ith tihe proposed
changes, this result of the business of last year Must be
considered very gratifying.

The cash receipts from nortgagors continie to be nost
satsfactory. It lias always, been' our policy to facilitate
lie paying off of muortgage loans by'requiring repaymuent in

small periodical inbtalments. The receipts, therefore, were
not only for interest but included nany payments lu re-
duetion of principal.

The rate of iaterest obtainable on choice securlties has
soinewliat inproved lately, but is still low, and competi-
lion aiong lenders is very keen.

The liabilities in respect of deposits and of sterling de-
bentures were naterially redueed during last year. The
debentures renewed and the new noney recived have been
at lower rates of interest.
