It remains for us to pray that the stranger may
come into the pale of fellowship, and that the rulers
of the heathen, who are addressed in the first words
of the text, together with their people, may learn a
wisdom which no age can now trace in their barbarous
policies, or discover in their blind and ill-ordered sway.
But whatever great and glorious things are predicted
of the enlargement of Christ's kingdom, let us noy
forget that the chief glories of it shall consist in the
lives and characters of those who form its sabjects.
The splendours of its outward state are nothing in
comparison to those attainments. It is an easy flight
of fancy to create an eastern paradise, and to pebple
it with such as Mahomet professed to train for such
abodes in fields of war, amidst all the insolences of a
frantic sect, and the bigotries of ignorance and super-
stition; but to prepare the heart by the exercise of
every noble quality and virtuous disposition, for those
scenes from which inordinate desires, and all things
that create off¢nce, shall be cast out for ever, this is
the first earnest of Christ’s everlasting kingdom : and
blessed be God, we may cultivate it in our own minds,
if we will raise the thoughts to those seats of holiness
and bliss to which our Lord returned as to his own
place, for such indeed it was, and of which he gave
the surest pledge, by bringing life and immortality to
light.

As the strength of any kingdom of this world, does
not consist merely in the multitude of its subjects, but
in the virtue, the good discipline, the concord, and the
mutual attachments of those by whom it must be up-
held, so must the glory of Christ’s kingdom even in
this world be measured chiefly by the fruits of truth,
of faith and charity, of peace and temperance, which
are its proper and distinguished glories, which shall
never fade. Let us not be disheartened if there are
still found many upon whom the light of truth, the
proffers of divine benevolence, the prospects of eternal
happiness, and even the fears of endless misery, do not
produce any suitable effect. Let us not suppose that
the faithful multitude, as in Israel of old time, is want-
ing on the side of truth, or that the ranks of the du-
teous and sincere are desolate.

Let us, without remitting our best efforts for those
who are indeed the foes to their own peace, be careful
to cleave closely to that safe refuge, of which the holy
hill of Sion was the figure. Let us remember that
the King which sitteth in that throne, hath knees which
bend to him in all the earth; many more perhaps than
we may sometimes be led to apprehend ; for the duti-
ful and humble are those who make the least clamour
in the world, who pass on quietly; whilst vice and
folly shew their colours openly, and call their com-

rades round them in the public and frequented walks
o lifa.

discover to the great Judge and Arbiter of all things,

those who are his servants: those that of a truth de-

sire to be so, and the settled purpose of whose heart

is to do his will. The host of countless Persians of

old time proved as weak against the Spartan disci-

pline, as the mountain flock, which is soon scattered, "
and finds no safety even when united. But the union

of the prudent and the faithful will do more than the

Spartan discipline could do, to preserve the bounda-

ries of that city which hath no need of walls, for the

Lord shall keep the citadel: that city which the be-

loved Disciple hath described in terms so glowing, as

having no need of the sun to give it light, or of the

moon to cast its beams upon it; “for the Lamb,”

saith he, “is the light thereof.” Do we now want a

pledge of that happy state? Let us seek it at the

source of light, in the word of truth, in the sure pro-

mise of salvation. Let the fellowship of Christ’s holy

Church and Sacramental board, serve for some suffi-

cient earnest of that glory, that when the heart ascends

in prayer and praise, in thankfulness and good hope,

to the throne of grace, it may indeed look forward to

that season which shall come, and to those realms of
light which shall one day be disclosed. And what

motives can be more effectual for those good proper-

ties of the mind and spirit which should now prompt

the breath of prayer, what inducement can be more

animating, or more cogent than the glad memorials of
our Redeemer’s triumphs from the grave ? He burst

the sealed stones of the sepulchre. He scattered

those who were placed in vain to watch them, and

arose in his own might, and in his Father’s glory, as

the Only Begotten from before all ages, as well as t.he

Son appointed from thenceforth to that new empire

and dominion upon which he entered when he laid

aside the grave clothes, and came forth to bear a final

witness to those bright lines of truth to which our eyes

should at all times be directed. The testimony of
his own triumphant resurrection holds indeed a chief
place in that never-failing chain of evidence. It was

his triumph, and our rescue: it was his accomplished

vietory, and our adoption to a hope above all earthly

glories.

Such, then, is the hope of those who see in their
Redeemer's resuircction the plain proofs, that the
promise which is given shall be brought to pass: and
that they also shall partake it. They will be sensible
that the word of promise so fulfilled does not exceed
the compass of a reasonable expectation, nor transcend
the sober confidence, and sure reliance of that well=
founded faith which has the resurrection of our blessed
Lord and Saviour for its pledge, and the glad hope of
his return in triumph to the scenes of judgment and of
recompense, for its never-failing refuge and support.

THE GAIN OF THE WHOLE WORLD.
(By Bishop Jeremy Taylor. )

First, then, suppose a man gets all the world, what
is it that he gets? It is a bubble and a fantasm, and
hath no reality beyond a present transient use; a thing
that is impossible to be enjoyed, because its fruits
and usages are transmitted to us by parts and by suc-
cession, He that hath all the world, (it we can sup*
pose such a man,) cannot have a dish of fresh summer
fruits in the midst of winter, not so much as a green
fig: and very much of its possessions is so hid, $0
fugacious, and of so uncertain purchase, that it is like
the riches of the sea to the lord of the shore; all the
fish and wealth within all its hollownesses are his but
he is never the better for what he cannot get: all the
shell-fishes that produce pearl, produce them not for
him; and the bowels of the earth shall hide her trea
sures in undiscovered retirements; so that it will sig-
nify as much to this great purchaser to be entitled to
an inheritance in the upper region of the air; he is 80
far from possessing all its riches, that he does not 50 |
much as know of them, nor understaud the philosophy |
of her minerals.

2. I consider that he that is the greatest possessor
in the world, enjoys its best and most noble parts,
and those which are of most excellent perfection, but
in common with the ioferior persons,” and the most
despicable of his kingdom. Can the greatest prince
enclose the sun, and set one little star in his cabinet
for his own use, or secure to himself the gentle and
benign influences of any one constellation? Are not
his subjects’ ficlds bedewed with the same showers
that water his gardens of pleasure ?

Nay, those things which he esteems his ornament,
and the singularity of his possessions, are they not of’
more use to others than to himself? For suppose
his garments splendid and shining, like the robe of a
cherub, or the clothing of the fields, all that he that
wears them enjoys, is, that they keep him warm, and
clean, and modest, and all this is done by clean and
less pompous vestments; and the beauty of them,
which distinguishes him from others, is made to please
the eyes of the beholders; and he is like a fair bird,
or the meretricious painting of a wanton woman, made
wholly to be looked on, that is, to be enjoyed by every
one but himself, and the fairest face and the sparkling
eye cannot perceive or enjoy their own beauties but
by reflection. It is I that am pleased with beholding
his gaiety; and the gay man, in his greatest bravery,
is ouly pleased because I am pleased with the sight;
so borrowing his little and imaginary complacency
from the cdelights that I have, not from any inherency
of his own possessions. :

The poorest artisan in Rome, walking in Ceesar's
gardens, had the same pleasures which they minis-
tered to their lord: and although it may be, he was
put to gather fruits to eat from another place, yet his
other senses were delighted equally with Caesar’s; the
birds made him as good music, the flowers gave him
as sweet smells; he there sucked as good air, and
delighted in the beauty and order of the place, for the
same reason and upon the same perception as the
prince himself; save only that Cmsar payed for all
that pleasure vast sums of money, the blood and trea-
sure of a-province, which the poor man had for no=
thing,

3. Suppose a man lord of all the world, (for still
we are but in supposition); yet since every thing is
received not according to its own greatness and worth
but according to the capacity of the receiver, it signi-
fies very little as to our content or to the riches of
our possessions. If any man should give to a lion a
fair meadow full of hay, or a thousand quince trees;
or should give to the goodly bull, the master and the
fairest of the whole herd, a thousand fair stags; if a
man should present to a child a ship laden with Per-
sian carpets, and the ingredients of the rich scarlet;
all these, being disproportionate either to the appetite
or to the understanding, could add nothing of content,
and might declare the freeness of the presenter, but
they upbraid the incapacity of the receiver, And so
it does if God should give the whole world to any
man. He knows not what to do with it; he can use
no more but according to the capacities of a man; he
can use nothing but meat, and drink, and clothes;
and infinite riches that can give him changes of rai-
ment every day, and a full table, do but give him a
clean trencher every bit he eats; it signifies no more
but wantonness and variety, to the same, not to any
new purposes. IHe to whom the world can be given
to any purpose greater than a private estate can min-
ister, must have new capacities created in him: he
needs the understanding of an angel, to take the
accounts of his estate; he had need have a stomach
like fire or the grave, for else he can eat no more than

one of his healthful suhiects: f;)d nles§ he hath pn
eye like tiie sun, and a motion like that of a thought,

and a bulk as big as one of the orbs of heaven, the
pleasures of his eye can be no greater than to behold
the beauty of a little prospect from a hill, or to look
upon the heap of gold packed up in a little room, or
to dote upon a cabinet of jewels better than which
there is no man that sees at all, but sees every day.
For, not to name the beauties and sparkling diamond.s
of heaven, a man's, or a woman's, or a hawk’s eye, is
more beauteous and excellent than all the jewels of
his crown. And when we remember that a beast,
who hath quicker senses than a man, yet hath not so
great delight in the fruition of any object, because he
wants understanding and the power to make reflex
acts upon his perception; it will follow, that under-
standing and knowledge is the greatest instrument'of
pleasure, and he that is most knowing, hath a capacity
to become happy, which a less knowing prince, or a
rich person hath not; and in this only a man’s capa-
city is capable of enlargement. And then, although
they only have the power to relish any pleasure
rightly, who rightly understand the naturé, and de-
grees, and essences, and ends of things; yet they _that
do so, understand also the vanity and the unsat1§fy-
ingness of the things of this world; so that the rel'lsh,
which could not be great but in a great understanding,
appears contemptible, because its vanity appears at
the same time; the understanding sees all, and sees
through it.

4. The greatest vanity in this world is remarkable
in this, that all its joys summed up together are not
big enough to counterpoise the evil of one sharp
disease, or to allay a sorrow. For imagine a man
great in his dominion as Cyrus, rich as Solomon, vic-
torious as David, beloved like Titus, learned as Tn.s-
megist, powerful as all the Roman greatness; all this,
and the results of all this, give him no more pleasure,
in the midst of a fever or the tortures of the stone,
than if he were lord only of a little dish, and a dishful
of fountain water.  And indeed the excellency of a
holy conscience is a comfort and a magazine of joy,
so great, that it sweetens the most bitter potion of the
world, and makes tortures and death, not only tole-
rable, but amiable; and, therefore, to part with this,
whose excellency is so great, for the world, that is of
&) inconsiderable a worth, as not to have in it recom-
pense enough for the sorrows of a sharp disease, is a
bargain fit to be made by none but fools and madmen.
Antiochus Epiphanes, and Herod the Great, and his
grandchild, Agrippa, were sad instances of this great
truth; to every of which it happened, that the gran-
deur of their fortune, the greatness of their possessions,
and the increase of their estate, disappeared and
expired like camphire, at their arrest by those several

| sharp diseases, which covered their heads with cypress,

and hid their crowns in an inglorious grave,

For what can all the world minister to a sick per-
son, if it represents all the spoils of nature, and the
choicest delicacies of land and sea? Alas! his appe-
tite is lost, and to see a pebble-stone is more pleasing
to him; for he can look upon that without loathing,
but not so upon the most delicious fare that ever made
famous the Roman luxury. Perfumes make his head
ache; if you load him with jewels, you press him with
a burden as troublesome as his grave-stone: and what
P!easure is in all those possessions that cannot make
his pillow easy, nor tame the rebellion of a tumultuous
humour, nor restore the use of a withered hand, nor
straighten a crooked finger?  Vain is the hope of that

man, whose soul rests upon vanity and such unprofit-
able possessions.

5. Suppose a man lord of all this world, an univer-
sal monarch, as some princes have lately designed;
all that cannot minister content to him; not that con-
tent wh_ich a poor contemplative man, by the strength

f Christian philosophy, and the support of a very
small fortune, daily does enjoy. All his power and
greatness cannot command the sea to overflow his
§hores, or to-stay from retiring to the opposite strand:
1t cannot make his children dutiful or wise, And
though the worlq admired at the greatuess of Philip

the East Indies to his principalities, yet this could
Yot allay the infelicity of his family, and the unhand-
fomeness of his condition, in baving a proud, and
indiscreet, and a vicious young prince, likely to inherit
All his greatness.  And if nothing appears in the face
of such a fortune to tell all the world that it is spotted
and imperfect; yet there is, in all conditions of the
world, such weariness and tediousness of the spirits,
that a man is ever more pleased with hopes of going
off from the present, than in dwelling upon that con-
lition which, it may be, others admire and think
beauteous, but none knoweth the smart of it but he
{hat drank off the little pleasure, and felt the ill-relish
of the appendage. How many kings have groaned
inder the burden of their crowns, and have sunk down
ind died! How many have quitted their pompous
tares, and retired into private lives, there to enjoy the
Pleasures of philosophy and religion, which their
{thrones denied !

%THE CHURCH THE TRUE REMEDY FOR
SOCIAL EVILS.
(From the Cheltenham Chronicle. )

W bave been so long accustomed to hear of the
lasse morals of the working classes, that we do not
wonder when we hear-of any crime, however atro-
cious, having been committed by persons in that rank
oflife. © We know that education has not been affor-
ded them, and that if it were now offered to them,
their constant occupation would not permit them to
make use of it. Wise men would have foreseen, and
dic foresee, that if numbers of persons were ecrowded
tojether, as they are in manufactories, they must
mke each other worse, unless they had previously
ben imbued with sound principles and rules of life.
"The wise foresaw this, but those who were the au-
tlors of the mischief were &0 much engrossed by the
prsuit of wealth that they had no care for such
goomy warnings, or they laughed at them as the
vsions of alarmists and enthusiasts. But we have
fund now such forebodings to be true, and it is our
bisiness now to endeavour to remedy what our fathers
onitted to prevent,

But are we sure that if we give education to the
wrking classes only, we shall do all that needs to be
dne?  Morals are depraved, crimes are frequent
aid various, property and lives are insecure, religious
odinances are neglected and despised. It is a sad
peture, but without doubt it is sad because it is true.
#nd when we educate the working classes, shall we
& all that is necessary for improving morals, dimin-
iding crime, and bettering the moral aspect of our
nanufacturing towns? No! There is more to be
dne. The disease extends further than we are
aware of, and if in applying the knife we su-ﬁ'er any
fortion of the fungus to escape our observation, and
fermit it to remain, it will spread again, and th.ough_
ve stop its growth in one place, it will extend itself
with baneful rapidity in another. Let us have our
eyes opened to the whole evil, and when we set
about extirpating it we may reasonably hope to
succeed, \

One of the saddest features in the present aspeet
of commercial communities is the frequency of forge-
ries, embezzlements, and sometimes arson. This
shows that the want of education has not been con-
fined to the lower classes only. But when we use
the word education, we do not use it in that restric-
ted sense in which it means merely secular instruction,
for the persons by whom such crimes are committed

are clerks and warehousemen, who must have ~~qui.
red § considerapie amount of suchn}(nowledge to fit

them for their employments. We use the word in
the full and comprehensive sense in which it means
the training of the soul as well as the instruction of
the head.

And if anything can convince men how utterly
Powerless secular instruction is to keep their fellows
from evil when temptation besets them, surely they
must be convinced by such facts as these. What a
dreadful state of immorality must that be where the
merchant has no safeguard against the fraud of his
servant, who, to prevent his forgery or his embezzle-
ment from being known, will even set fire to the pro-
perty of his master.

Nor will Dissenting systems of education succeed
where the other fails. At the time when the LEduca-
tion Bill of Sir Robert Peel excited so much discus-
sion, the Dissenters boasted of the majority of schools
which they had in different parts of the country. It
was rather unfortunate that in all thege places the
Chartist tumults and riots had beensthe most serious.
Manchester was mentioned, and it is from Manchester
and the neighbourhood that we have derived facts de-
monstrating the virulence and strength of the disease
which it is our business to subdue and to cure,

Secular instruction has therefore proved useless for
such communities. Dissent is no better. It may
teach children to quote texts, and answer set questions
by rote, and give without hesitation definitions of
theological terms, but it should do more; it should
teach that religion is not an abstraction, but the com=
bination of certain relative duties—our duty to God
for His own sake, and our duty to our neighbour for
God's sake. The Church does this, and the Church
alone can remedy the evils which threaten to over-
whelm us. Al straitened and hampered as she is,
she has girded herself for the battle, and we have need
to support her by our gifts and our prayers, for if she
fail, our hope as a nation is gone.  If she be supported
as she deserves, she may teach the master that the
responsibility of his position is not discharged when
he has paid his workmen for their services, but that
he ig bound to care for their spiritual well-being.—
She may train up persons who shall fill responsible

A LETTER TO A METHODIST.

This letter Is reprinted from Bishop White’s Memoirs of the
Protestant Episcopal Church, first edition, pages 424 to 429,

Right Rey. Sir.—Permit me to intrude a little on your
tnie apon a subject of grcat importance,

¥au, 1 believe, are conscious that I was brought up in
the Church of England, and have been ordained a pres<
byter of that Church. For many years I was prejudiced,
even [ think to bigotry, in favour of it: but through a
variety of causes or incidents, to mention which would
be tedious and useless, my mind was exceedingly biased
on the other side of the question. In consequence of
this, [ am not sure bt I went farther in the scparation of
our church in Americd; than Mr, Wesley, from whom I
had received my commission, did intend. He did indeed
solemnly invest me, as far as he had a right so to do,
with Episcopal authority; biit did not intend, I think,
that an entire separation should take place. He, being
pressed by our friends on this side of the water for min-
1sters to administer the sacraments to them, (there being
very few clergy of the Church of England then in the
States,) went farther, I am sure; than he would have
gone, if he had foreseen some events which followed.
And this I am certain of—that he is now sorry for the
separation.

But what can be done for a re-union, which I much
wish for; and to accomplish which Mr. Wesley, I have
no doubt, would use his influence to the utmost? The
affection of a very considerable number of the preachers,
and most of the people, is very strong towards him, not-
withstanding the excessive ill usage he received from a
few. My interest also is not smally and both his and
mine would readily and to the utmost be used to accom-
plish that (to us) very desirable ohjects if a readiness
were shown by the Bishops of the Protestant Episcopal
Church to reunite.

It is even to your church an object of great imiportance.
We have now about 60,000 adults in our society in these
States, and about 250 travelling ministers and preachers;

cated Church of England
| from my eavliest infaney, being ordained of that church,
and baving taken two degrees in arts, and two deégrees in
civil law, in the University of Oxford, which is entirely
tnder the patronage of the Church of England, I was al-
most a bigot in its favor when I first joined that great and
good man, Mr. John Wesley, which is fourteen years ago.
For five or six years after my union with Mr. Wesley, I
remained fixed in my attachment to the Chureh of Eng-
land: bat afterwards, for many reasons, which it would
be tedious and useless to mention; I changed my senti-
ments, and promoted a Separation from it, as far as my
influence reached. Within these two years I am come
back again: my love for the Church of England has re-
turned. I think I am attached to it on a ground much
more rational, and consequently much less likely to be
shaken than formerly, I have many a time run into
error; but to be ashamed of confessing my error, when
convinced of it, has never been one of my defects.—
Therefore, when I was fully convinced of my error, in
the steps I took to bring about a separation from the
Chaureh of England in Europe, 1 delivered, before a con-

rregation of about 3000 people, in our largest chapel in

ublin, on a Sunday evening, after preaching, an exhor-
tation, which, in fact, amounted to a recantation of my
efror. Some time afterward, I repeated the same in our
largest chapels in London; and in several other parts of
England and Ireland: and I have reason to believe that
my proceedings in this respect have given a death-blow
to all the hopes of a separation which may exist in the
"minds of any in those kingdoms.

On the snme prineiples T puvae vorarily wish for oo
union of ‘the Protestant Episcopal and the Methodist
Churches in these States; The object is of vast magni-
tude. Qur work now reaches to Boston, northward ; to
Wilkes county, in Georgia, southward ; and to Albany;
Vermont, Lake Champlain, Redstone, and Kentucky,
westward; a length of about 1300 or 1400 miles, and a
breadth of between 500 and 1000. Our society in the
States amounts to upwards of 60,000. These, I am per=
suaded, may, with safety, be multiplied by five, to give
us our regular Sunday’s congregations, which will make
300,000. If the calculations of some great writers be just;
three-fifths of any given country cousist of un-adults; so
that the families, the adults of which regularly attend
divine service among us, amount, according to this mode
of calculation, to 750,000; about a fifth part of these are
blacks. How great, then, would beé the strength of our
Church, (will you give me leave to call it 80? I mean the
Protestant Episcopal,) if the two sticks were made onel

But how can this be done? The magnitide of the ob<
Ject would justify considerable sacrifices. A solemn en=
gagement to use your prayer book in all our places of
worship on the Lord’s day would, of course; bé a sine qua
non, a concession we should be obliged to make on our
part, (if it may be called a concession ;) and there would
be, I doubt not, other concessions to be made by us. But
what concessions would it be necessary for you to make?
For the opening of this subject with all possible candor,
it will be necessary to take a view of the present state of
the ministry in the Methodist Church, in these Siates.

We have about 250 travelling preachers; and 4 vastly
greater number of local preachers, I mean preachers who
live on their plantations, or are occupied in the exereise
of trades or professions, and confined to a small sphiere

besides a great number of local preachers, very far ex-
ceeding the number of travelling preachers; and some of |
those local preachers are men of very considerable abili-
ties, But if we number the Methodists as most people
number the members of their church, viz, by the families
which constantly attend the divine ordinances in their
Places of worship, they will make a larger body than you
probably conceive. The society, I believe, may be safely
multiplied by five on an average to give us our stated
congregations, which will then amount to 300,000. And
if the calculation which, I think, some eminent writers
have made, be just, that three-fifths of maul‘(md are un-
adult (if I may use the expression) at any given period,
it will follow that all the families, the adults of which
form our congregations in these States, amount to 750,000,
About one-fifthi of these are blacks. The work now ex-
tends in length from Boston to the south of Georgia; and
in breadth from the Atlantic to lake Champlain, Vermont,
Albany, Redstone, Holstein, Kentucky, Cumberland, &ec.

But there are many hindrances in the way. Can they
be removed? ]

L. Our ordained ministers will not, ought not, to give
up their right of administering the sacraments. I don't |
think that the generality of them, perhaps none of them,

that between sixty and seventy only, out of the two hun-
dred and fifty, have been ordained presbyters, and about
sixty deacons, (only.) The presbyters are the choicest
of the whole.

2. The other preachers would hardly submit to a re-
union, if the possibility of their rising up to ordination
depended on the present bishops in America. Because
though they are ail, I think I may say, zealous, pious,
and very useful men, yet they are not acquainted with
the learned languages., Besides, they would argue,—If
the present bishops would waive the article of the learned
languages, yet their successors might not.

My desire of a re-union is so sincere and earnest that
these difficulties almost make me tremble; and yet some-
thing must be done before the death of Mr, Wesley,
otherwise I shall despair of success: for though my
influence among the Methodists in these States, as well
as in Europe, is, I doubt not, increasing, yet Mr. Asbury,
whose influence is very capital, will not easily comply:
nay, I know he will be exceedingly averse to it.

In Europe, where some steps had been taken, tending
to a separation, all is at an end, Mr, Wesley is a deter-
mined enemy of it, and I have lately borne an open and
successful testimony against it.

tially known. I must therefore beg that these things be
confined to yourself and Dr, Magaw, till I have the honor
of seeing you,

Thus, you see, I have made a bold venture on your
honor and candor, and have opened my whole heart to
you on the subject, as far as the extent of a small letter
will allow me. ™ If you put equal confidence in me, you
will find me candid and faithful,

I have, notwithstanding, been guilty of inadvertencies.
Very lately I found myself obliged (for the pacifying of
Iﬁy conscience) to write a penitential letter to the Rev.

r. Jarratt, which gave him great satisfaction; and for
the same reason I must write another to the Rev. Mr.
Pettigrew. When I was Jast in America, I prepared and
corrected a great variety of things for our magazines,
indeed almost every thing that was printed, except some
loose hints which I had taken of one of my journeys, and
which I'left in my hurry with Mr. Asbury, without any
correction, entreating that no part of them might be
printed which would be improper or offensive. But
through great inadvertency (I suppose) he suffered some
reflections on the characters of the two above-mentioned
gentlemen to be inserted in the magazine, for which I am
very sorry: and probably shall not rest till I have made
my acknowledgment more public, though Mr. Jarratt
does not desire it.

Iam not sure whether I have not also offended you,
sir, by accepting of one of the offers made e by yon
and Dr. Magaw, of the use of your churches about ‘six
years ago, on my first visit to Philadelphia, without in-
forming you of our plan of separation from the Church
of England. If I did offend, (as I doubt I did, especially
from what you said on the subject to Mr. Richard Dallam,
of Abington.) I sincerely beg your and Dr. Magaw’s par-
don. T’ll endeavor to amend. But, alas! I am a frail;
Weak creature. .

I will intrude no longer at present. One thing only I
will elaim from your candor—that if you have no thoughts
of improving this proposal, you will burn this letter, and
take no more notice of it, (for it would be a pity to have
us entirely alienated from each other, if we cannot unite
in the manner my ardent wishes desire.) Butif you will
further negotiate the business, I will explain my mind
still more fully to you on the probabilities of success.

The Right Rev. Father in God, Bishop Seasuny,
Ricar ReV.

T am going to open my mind to you on a subject of very
great moment.

of action, in respect to their ministerial labors. Abouf
seventy of our travelling preachers are elders (as we call
them] or presbyters. These are the most eminent and
most approved of the whole body; and a very excellent
set of clergy I really believe théy are. We have about
the same number of deacons among the travelling preach~
ers, who exersise the office of deacon, according to the
plan of the Church of England. These ministers; both
presbyters and déacons, must be elected by a majority of
the conference befote they can be ordained. A superitt=
tendent only ordains the deacons, and a superintendent
must make one of the presbytery for the ordination of &
priest or elder; and the superinténdents are invested with
a negative voice in respect to the ordination of any per-
son that has been elected for the office either of elder or
deacon, Among the local preachers there is no higher
office than that of a deacon.  The loeal preacher does not
pass through an election for this office; but if he bring 4
testimonial, signed by three elders; one of whom must be
what we call a presiding elder, one who has the govern#
ment of a district, i. e. several circuits joined together;
three deacons, three unordained preacliers; and the mas
Jority of the class of which he is a member, or flie stew=
ards and leaders of the whole society of which he i8 a
mentber, a superintendent may then, if he please, ordain
im: and a great many of the oldest and wisest of the
ocal preachers have béen ordained deacons on this plan,
Now, on a re-union taking place, our ministers, both
elders and deacons, would expect to have, and ought to
have, the same authority they have at present, of admin-
istering the ordinances according to the respective powers
already invested in them for this purpose. I well know
that they must submit to a re-ordination, which; I believe,
might be easily brought about; if every other hindrance
was removed out of the way. But the grand objection
would arise from the want of confidence which the deacons
and unordained preachers would experience. The pre-
sent bishops might give them such assurance as would
perhaps remove all their fears concerning them ; but they
could give no security for their successors; or for any new
bishops who may be conseerated for the Episcopal Church
in those States which have not at present an Episcopal
minister. The requisition of learning for the ministry (I
mean the knowledge of the New Testament in the origis
nal, and of the Latin tongue) would be an insuperable
objection on this ground, as the present bishops, and the
present members of the general eonvention can give no
sufficient security for their successors. And the preach-
ers could never, I believe, be induced to give up the full
confidence they have in their present superintendents,
Lthat they shall in due time risé to the higher offices of the
church; according to their respective merits, for an
change of situation in which the confidenee they should
then possess would not be equivalent,

But what can be done to gain this corifidence on the
plan of a re-union of the two churches? I will answer
this important question with all simplicity, plainness, and
boldness; and the more so, because, 1st, I am addressing
myself, I have no doubt, to a person of perfeet candeors
2dly. I have a re-union so much at heart, that T wounld
omit nothing that may, according to the best of my judg-
ment, throw light on'the subject; 3dly. Because I think
I am not in danger frown your chatitable spirit, to be sus-
pected, in the present instance, of pressing after worldly
honor; as it is likely I shall be elected President of the
Furopean Methodists, and shall not, I believe, receive
greater Marks of respect from the Methodists in these
States, supposing I ever be a bishop of the Protestant

Episcopal Church, thau they are at present so kind as to
show me:

Mr. Asbury, our resident superintendent, is a great and

good man. He possesses, and justly, the esteem of most
of the preachers, and most of the people. Now if the
general convention of the clergy consented thathe should
be consecrated a bishop of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, on the supposition of a re-umion, a very capital
hindrance would be removed out of the way.
* Again, ¥ love the Methodists in America, and could not
think of leaving them entirely, whatever might happen
to mein Europe. The preachérs and people also love me,
Many have a peculiar regard for me. But I could not
with propriety, visit the American Methodists, possessing
in our church on this side of the water an office inferior
to that of Mr. Asbury,

But if the two houses of the convention of the clergy
would consent to your consecration of Mr. Asbury and
me as bishops of the Methodist Society in the Protestant
Episcopal Church in these United States, (or by any other
title, if that be not proper,) on the supposition of the re-
union of the two churches, under proper mutual stipulas
tions; and engage that the Methodist Society shall have
a regular supply, on the death of their bishops, and 50y
ad perpetuum, the grand difficulty in respect to the preach-
ers wounld be removed—they would have the same men
to confide in whom they have at present, and all other
mutual stipulations would soon be settled.

I said, in respect to preachers, for I do not fully know
Mr. Asbury’s mind on the subject. ¥ have my fears in
respect to his sentiments ; and if he do not accede to the
uniom, it will not take place so completely as I conld wish.,
I l‘;vllsh you could see my sinful heart, but that is impos-
sible.

T think I need not observe that, if things were brought
to a happy issue, we should still expect to enjoy all oar
rights as a sociely in the most exclusive sense, as we do
now §n Europe: I mean the receiving or rejecting mem-
bers in or from our classes, bands, love-feasts, &c.

I have had the honor of three interviews with Bishop

hite on this subject, and some correspondence. In the
present state of things, I must entreat you to lay this
business only before your confidential friends; and if you
honor me with a letter by the June packet, directed to
the Rev, Dr. Coke, at the new chapel, City road, London,
I will write to you again immediately after the English
conference, which will commence in Manchester the last
Tuesday in next July.

Tas Lare Pourricar Meerive At Hamrurox.—The
following Official letter has been addressed to Mr. Sheriff
Thomas, on the subjéct of the meeting called by him, of the
supporters of the late Executive Council :—

Secretary’s Office,
Kingston, March 27, 1844.

Sir, I have the honor, by command of the Gover.nor General,
to acquaint you that a letter has been rece'!ved signed by R.
0. Duggan, Esq., and certain other Inhabitants, F}-eeholders
and Electors of the Town of Hamilton and Township of Bar-
ton, on the subject of the late meeting called by you, under the
provisions of the Act 7 Viet., Ch. 7, and putting certain que-
ries as to the correctness of the interpretations put on that act
by you.

Having consulted with the legal advisers of the Crown; and
having given the most careful consideration to the act in
question, his Excellency is of opinicn, that the second and
third deseription of meetings, under the protection of the act,
when summoned from, or of, “any particular class of Inhabi-
tants,” must mean to include persons, who in some way have
been ranged, or distributed according to some defined qualifi-
cation, or denomination, so as to form a class existing before,
and when such meeting was summoned.

His Excellency is therefore advised, that if a requisition
were addressed to a public officer, to call a meeting of those In-
habitants who would support certain Resolutions, which were
embodied in such Requisition, the meeting would not con-
stitute a * particular class of Inhabitants,” within the meaning
of the act: in other words, that a requisition calling all persons
willing to affirm or deny a certsin proposition, contained in
that requisition, to attend a public meeting, will not constitute
the persons so attending in compliance therewith, into “a par-
ticular class of Inhabitants,” within the meaning of a statute,
the preamble of which refers distinctly to public meetings of
her Majesty’s subjects, for the “consideration” and *‘discus-
ston” of matters of pablic interest.

His Excellency is therefore of opinion, that you have put an
erroneous construction on the word “class” and I have ac-
cordingly been instructed to acquaint the petitioners with his
Excellency’s opinion : and to notify you of the same, for your
future guidance.

I am further to state, that it has been a source of much
gratification to his Excellency to learn that notwithstanding
the difference which prevailed, both as to the construction of
the statute, and in the opinions of those who attended the
meeting, there was no approach to disturbance or violence of
any kind, and that every thing passed in a manner so highly
creditable to the good sense of the inhabitants of the town aud
township.

COLONIAL LITERATURE.

(From an Inaugural Address, delivered at Quebee, before the
Quebec Library Association, on Friday, 26th January, 1844:
By The Hon. A. W. Cochran, D.C.L., Member of the Lite
rary and Historical Society of Quebec, and of the Masss~
chusetts Historical Society.)

The history of the progress of Literature in Canada, since it
became a British possession, would be a subject of interesting
and curious research, but by no means of encouragement or 0
sanguine hope for the future; and it appears to me that I can-
not better or more fitly occupy your attention during the short
space of time for which T may hope to secure it, than by taking
a brief review of that progress, under the various heads int0
which the subject naturally divides itself—of Periodical Litera”
ture, including Magazines and Newspapers; original Works
published, and Literary Institutions formed. Let not any one
who hears me be alarmed at the prospect of a long dissertation ;
—wide as the subject secems to be and long the space of timé
which it covers, the particulars may, unfortunately, be brought
within a small compass. &

And first, the succession of our newspapers claims a passing
notice ;—nor let any one receive * with a disdainful smile” the
introduction of this seemingly trivial subject on the present
occasion. The newspaper is speedily found wherever the
Anglo-Saxon establishes himself, and where he cannot have fbe
reality he will make to himself a sportive imitation of it. The
intrepid explorers of the icy north, under Parry, had therr

hear of & Hong Kong Gazeite. As soon as the Colonist is in !
a condition to look beyond the wants of the present hour, he
seeks a newspaper as a relaxation from his labours; it is the
pioneer of Colonial Literature; the resource not only of the
merely idle, but of the toil-worn and the weary,—the only
book of too many,—

Something to all men, and to some men all.*

The first newspaper established in Canada was the Quebec
Gazette, still subsisting. The founder of it, Ml’: BI‘_OWI_I,
brought his press from Philadelphia, in 1763. By his heirs it
was sold to Mr. Samuel Neilson, who left the establishment, by
his will, to his brother the present experienced and able Editor
of the paper. There were in 1763 not more than twenty news~
papers published in the breadth and length of the then A_men‘
can Colonies, and the Quebec Gazette is the o}deat in the
British N. A. Provinces. For nearly 30 years it remained
without a competitor; but about 1788 it was followed by a
rival Quebec Gazette, printed by one Sketchley; and subse-
quently by the Quebec Herald ;—both of which papers had but
a brief existence. About 1778 the old Montrgnl Gazette was
established by one Mesplet, and was published in French; but
it was soon discontinued,—was resumed about 1794, by Louis
Roy, from the Quebec Gazette office ; and after his death two
Newspapers under that name were published at the same time,
by one Edwards and by the still surviving Mr. Brown, who
came also from the Quebec Gazette office; and the paper con-
ducted by him being transferred to others, still subsists under
the same title. About 1794 a newspaper was puhhshec'i at
Quebee, in French and English, under the title .of the Times
or La Tems; but enjoyed only a limited circulation and short
existence; and probably no numbers of it are now e_xta.nt ex.cept
a few in the Library of the Literary and l?lstonca.l Society.
The Quebec Mercury commenced its career in 18045 'aud the
Canadien followed in 1806 ; but was stopped by the seizure of
the press by Government, in 1810. Thirty years ago the only
newspapers in existence in the two Canadas were the Quebec
Gazette and Mercury,—the Montreal Gazette and Herald, the
Canadian Courant, at Montreal (established about 1808,) and
the Upper Canada Gazette, commenced at York about 1800.
At the present moment four English and five French newspa-
pers (some of the latter of recent origin and small circulation)
ate published and chiefly supported in Quebec. In Montreal
‘there are five English and three French newspapers; and one
English at Sherbrooke ; while,in Upper Canada, Toronto sends
forth seven, Kingston five, and upwards of thirty others are
published in different thriving towns and settlements, from
Cornwall on the St. Lawrence, and Bytown on the Ottawa, to
Sandwich : Of these all are in the English language except one
in Gaelic and one in German. Nor are these papers, in either
Provinee, confined to political topics; most of them contain
useful selections and general information in various branches of
literature and science; and it is pleasing to observe, that as far
as is known, all of them sustain a tone favourable to public
morality ; and that some of them, among which I may be per-
mitted to mention particularly our own Quebec Gazette, the
senior of all, and Zhe Church, published in Upper Canada, and
devoted to the interests of the Church of England, exhibit an
ability in the Editorial department and a judicious care in the
selection of intelligence suited to their respective objects, which
place them far above most of the journals published in America.
and on a level with the best of the Provincial newspapers of the
Mother Country.

In this department, therefore, of local literature, there are
evidences of rapid progress, of extensive improvement and of
considerable present activity. There cannot be a doubt that
these vehicles of popular information have a large influence, for
good or for evil, upon the public mind; and their number and
their circulation must be taken as indications of a taste for
reading of a particular description ; but it may be apprehended
that the appetite thus excited and thus fed has been confined to
this the lightest and most desultory form of Literature, and has
not been strong enough to encounter even such solidity and
substance as are to be found in the more formal and matared
compositions or selections of the Magazine. Periodical works
of this class have in Canada had but a fleeting existence ; after
dragging “their slow length along,” through a few years of ill-
sustained and sickly life, they have perished from lack of sup-
port both of money and contributions.

The earliest Magazine established in Canada was the first
also undertaken on the continent of America, except one, and
that one the Nova Scotia Magazine, established in 1789, and
conducted for some years, single handed, by onet who claims
to be mentioned, with filial reverence and affection, by the
person who now addresses you.—The first in Canada was the
Quebec Magazine, commenced in 1792, and continued monthly ;
It was printed at the Quebee Gazette office, and was conducted
by the Rev. Mr. Spark, well remembered by some who hear me,
as an amiable, excellent and well informed Clergyman of the

Church of Scotland at Quebee, himself not meanly skilled in
letters, and devoting his leisure to literary and scientific pur-
suits. Under his management the Quebec Magazine maintained
a respectable existence, though with a limited circulation, until
December 1793, when, from the causes already adverted to, it
was abandoned. In 1803 a periodical paper was published
weekly at Quebee by Mr. Neilson, under the title of the British
American Register, but it only reached the 26th number, and,
except it being in the octavo form and containing no advertise-
ments, it might be classed rather as a newspaper than asa
magazine. From the extinction of that journal until 1823, I
am not aware that any attempt was made in Canada to publish
a magazine; butin the latter year, the Canadian Magazine
and Literary Miscellany was commenced at Montreal, and gon-
tinued until June, 1825; It was published by Mr. H. H.
Cunaingham, but I have not been able to ascertain by whom it
was conducted ; Daring its existence, (in June, 1824) another
periodical Journal, under the title of the Canadian Review, was
undertaken at Montreal by the late Mr. Chisholm, subsequently,
if not at that time, Editor of the Montreal Gazette, and who
had before been Editor of a newspaper in Scotland ; This Re-
view issued at irregular periods, and reached, 1 believe, only the
fifth number in September, 1826, when it was discontinued.
The greater part of the original articles in this Journal were
contributed by the Editor, to whom the praise, at Jeast, of
great diligence and industryisdue; and there are several papers
of consi(ﬁ:rnblc local interest which entitle it to a respectn.ble
place in Colonial Literature. From the period of the cessation
of that Review to the present time, I cannot discover that it
has been succeeded by any other requiring special notice, except
the Bibliothéque Canadienne, published at Montreal by Mr.
Bibaud, and a Journal of the lightest kind of reading, now sub-
sisting, called the Literary Garland, which is said to be con-
ducted by a Lady.

So small being the encouragement given to this more popular
form of Literature, and so unsuccessful the efforts made in it,
it will not be wondered at if the account of original works pub-
lished among us should present a list even less imposing. I
do not believe that any such work issued from the Canadian
press before 1809 or 1810, when Mr. Ross Cuthbert, a mem-~
ber of the Quebec Bar, well known to some who hear me, as a
gentleman of considerable talents and of good education, (which
he had finished in England,) published a New Theory of the
Tides, in which he attempted to prove} that the phenomena of
the Tides, which, wherever they have been observed, have main-
tained for centuries a lunar period, following without deviation
the mean motion of the moon, are to be deduced from the sup-~
posed expansion of the sea, occasioned by the daily variations
of the heat of the Sun; The Quarterly Review for October,
1811, in noticing this pamphlet, introduces and disposes of it,
in the following pithy and significant terms:—** We are not
induced to turn our attention to the subject of the Tides either
by the intrinsic importance of this Essay, or by the scientific
reputation of the quarter of the world where it originated;” and
the Reviewer dismisses the theory itself with the peremptory
condemnation, that “the mere statement of it makes it unne-
cessary to add another syllable in illustration or confutation of
so extravagant an opinion.” N

The History of Canada by Mr. Smith, printed in 1811, (al-
though not published until 1815,) at the printing office of the
Quebec Gazette,—is still the only extant English History of
these Provinces for the period which it comprises; and, as fil-
ling up the chasm between the conclusion of Charlevoix’s work
in 1731, and the epoch of the conquestin 1759, and from
thence to the establishment of the Constitution of 1791, itis a
valuable work of reference, founded upon materials collected, I
believe, by the father of the author, Chief Justice Smith, the
eminent Historian of New York.

1 do not purpose to notice the books compiled for Schools or
those of a religious character, nor yet the pamphlets on local,
political, or transitory subjects, of which there have been many
Published in this Province at different times ; but the next pro-
duc.tion of the Provincial Press deserving to be mentioned as
h“jlng the character of an original work, is Mr. Christie’s Me-
moirs of the Administration of Government from 1807 to 1828
—(.portionl of which were printed at Quebec)—a publication
“"hlch, for its accuracy, and clear and terse style, deserves the
highest praise, and has gained a place as a Standard work of
History, which it is not likely to lose.

The only other works published in this Province which it

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‘THE EMIGRANT'S SABBATH.
( From the Episcopal Recorder.)

“ Will the baby die, mother ?”

The inquirer was herself a child, and the look of
earnest curiosity with which she watched her mother’s
face, to gather from that ‘the reply which the parent
could not speak, testified to that precocity of intelli-
gence which is the lot of the children of the poor.—
To us this union of matured perception with juvenile
fedtures, is among the most painful of the traits which
distinguish the offspring of those whose every step is a
contention with obstacles,—whose every gesture
seems a buffet with the world, But if the face of the
daughter was painfully interesting, that of the mother
was not less so. Though still young, toil, anxiety,
and care, and above all, grief, had marked her coun-
tenance with the evidences that young though she
might be in years, in experience she had lived out a
life-time.  She was bending over the cradle of an in-
fant, whose quiet sleep seemed the suspension of its
little being. Pale and wan, she seemed scarce far-
ther from the grave than her infant charge, in watch-
ing whose almost imperceptible breathings, her whole
attention was absorbed.

“ Will little sis die, now mother #” the elder child
again asked. There was a volume of meaning in the
tone in which the inquiry was put. It expressed the
resignation which all in that little household had made,
the conviction that their well-beloved infant compan-
jon was sick unto death; and all that Mary could
hope in answer was, that the moment of the departure
of the infant was not yet—not that instant, A balf
an hour seemed a long future—a day seemed years.
Who that has watched the life of a child wasting away
has ever forgotten it? The unconscious sufferer, in-
capable alike of appreciating its danger, or of com-
municating its feelings to the earnest affection which
surrounds its bed—the meekness of endurance—the
supplicating glances from the eyes of a dying child—
oh! how deeply do they move the heart. When man
ginks from his strength, or woman wastes from her
loveliness into the arms of death, at each stage of the
disease the invalid can communicate with attendant
friends; at each pause-like respite in the journey
through the valley of the shadow, adieus may be re-
exchanged between those who are to part at the grave,
but to meet again beyond it. But where the babe in
pain, but unconscious from what cause or to what end,
looks up imploringly to her who, though now powerless
to aid, has hitherto been its solace, the mother feels
she could willingly die with her child, if she could make
the sufferer understand that it is death—the death
appointed to all—which is slowly but surely stilling
the pulses of its innocent heart.

So felt the young wife and mother—but still she
spokenot. No sound broke the stillness of that house
in the forest—mno hum of passengers, no notes of busy
life, in discord with the scene, mocked the silent grief
of the mother and sister of the dying child. There
was a melancholy appositeness in the solitude of the
place, and in the stern natural simplicity without and
within the dwelling.  The light vernal winds moved
the branches of the primeval tree of the forest which
shaded the humble cabin, and, as the sun stole in
between the open door among the leaves, the shadow
of a lesser branch of the tree trembled to and fro upon
the infant’s lips, as if it emblemed there the flickering
ofits breath.  This painfully beautiful thought entered
the mind of the mother, and while she dwelt upon it,
the door was darkened—the poetic vision was lost—
and her husband and her brother entered with a noise-
less step.  The boy had plucked a violet, in the vain
hope of attracting the dying child's attention, It had
withered in his hand as he walked, and while he stood
over the couch, struck with the alteration which in a
few hours had taken place, he let it fall Gpon the pil-
low. The mother took it up—she looked at the
withered blossoni of spring, and theu at the withered
flower of her maternal hopes.  Turning to her husband
she sunk down upon his neck, and wept.

The child was dear to them. Exiled, in part per-
haps a truant disposition, and that reckless spirit of
enterprise and adventure which is characteristic of the
American people, they had wandered far, before they
had here pitched their tent. Accustomed in New
England to the comforts which industry places within
the reach of all—to the refinement of mind which
education creates—to the social habits which the
institutions and manners of New England foster—and
above all, to the religious privileges which bless the
descendants of those who sought.a new world to wor-
ship God after their own consciences, the Far West for
many a weary mouth seemed to them a solitude, dreary
indeed—but never quife a solitude. ~ They had early
learned that there is One from whose presence no
creature can be banished; and isolated as they were
in the mighty forest, the little family never forgot that
1le lives, of whom it is written, “If I take the wings
of the morning and dwell in the utmost parts of the
sca, even there shall Thy hand lead me, and Thy right
hand uphold me.”

To mother—to father—to sister—and to the bro-
ther who had accompanied them in their wandering,
the birth of that child had been a new creation—it
had consecrated for them a new home, and created a
tie which had bound them to the spot. The gift of
God's mercy to them, it had been as a ray of light
which made the desert blossom as the rose, ~ All their
hearts clung to the little stranger! every feeble open-
ing of the precious bud was watched—every glimmer
of fature intelligence in the child was to them as the
earnest of coming perfect day. The smiles of its
infantile joy had been the sunshine of their hearts.—
The tree before their door appeared greener and
stronger when the little one crowed its admiration in

As the
child now fell again into a sleep, but a sleep like that
of welcome rest, instead of the feverish slamber which
had before harassed their affection, the emigrant family
knelt in joyful thanksgiving, too deep and heartfelt for
loud words.

Joyous was the following Sabbath; nor did the
happy family forget that Being to whom their gratitude
was due for the great mercy vouchsafed to them.—
The mother had already renewed the youth of which
affliction had despoiled her, and little Mary, as she
leaned affectionately on her mother's shoulder, smiled
that awe-mingled gratitude which children as well as
adults may feel, though incapable of other expression
than the silent and natural workings of their happy
faces. With cheerful hearts they worshipped Him
who “dwelleth not in temples made with hands,” and
heart and voice responded Amen! as the father of the
little household said, with the sweet singer of Israel,
“(Q give thanks to the Lord, for he is good: and his
mercy endureth forever.”

English Eclesiastical Intelligence.

DestrucTion ofF Kine WitrLian's CoLLEGE, ISLE OF
Man.—We deeply regret that the old and extensive
library originally formed by the venerable Bishop Wilson,
for the academic school, and perpetually augmented, es-
pecially by the late noble donation of our presentdioce-
san, has entirely perished. Being almost over the room
which at the first took fire, the dense smoke preyented
ingress through the door, and all the ladders which could
at once be procured were needed for access to the roof of
the building. We have understood that there was no
insurance on the books, and the loss in this respect is of
a most deplorable character. The building is insured in
the Sun Fire Office to the amount of £2,000, which it is
feared will not mear cover the cost of renewal. The
College was built in 1830, upon the basis of an old foun-
dation of Bishop Barrow, who collected and gave certain
sums which were afterwards laid out in lands, with the
view of providing for the education of the Manx Clergy.
The present building cost about £6,000; of which about
2,000 consisted of money accumulated from the charity
with the view of being so employed : £2,000 or more of
money subscribed chiefly by the inhabitants of the island;
and the other £2,000 was raised by mortgaging the funds.
The present Principal, (the Rev. Robert Dixon, M. A,
of Catherine Hall, Cambridge) succeeded the Rev: A.
Phillips, D. D., in 1841, having previously been Vice-
Prineipal from the opening of the College in 1833, He
was succeeded in the Vice-Principalship by the Rev. J. G.
Cumming, M. A., of Emmanuel College, Cambridge, who
at present holds that office. Commodious rooms have
been taken for the upper school at the Bowling-green
house, for the lower school in the house at the College
Green recently occupied by Mrs. Cheney, and for the
English department, the School-room at the College
Green, formerly used by Mrs. Grey, has been taken.
The students were assembled in their respective rooms
on Thursday morning, and in the afternoon the business
of the College was again resumed. Most of the school-
books were fortunately saved. The Vice-Principal, with
his lady and family, and boarders, has returned to his
own house in the college, The I’rmcnp‘al’s_boarders have
been distributed among the third and English masters, in
two respectable boarding-houses, in each of which a
master has been placed. The Principal has taken a
house close by, which enables him to superintend the
whole. This very judicious and prompt arrangement
has saved the academatic courses from any interruption.
Mr. Timperley, the surveyor, has been directed by the
Governor to examine and report on the state of the
remaining building, in order that no time may be lost in
its restoration.—Manz Sun.

Martyroom oF Kine Cuarnes.—Tuesday, Jan. 30th,
was the anniversary of the martyrdom of King Charles

the First, in 1648. The sheet which received the head
o Dhavlos the Fhsy aller MS detapliative, fe cevcfully

preserved, along with the communion-plate in the Church
of Ashburnham, in Brighton; the blood, with which it
has been almost entirely covered, now appears nearly
black. The watch of the monarch is also deposited with
the linen, the movements of which are etill perfect.
These relics came into the possession of Lord Ashburn-
ham immediately after the death of the King.—ZLeeds
Intelligencer.

Mg. OasTieEr AND THE CHURCH.—In his admirable
speech before the committee on his release from prison,
Mr. Oastler said—* 1 am thoroughly convinced that the
principles of the constitution of this country haye been
devised by the wisdom of the wisest and the best of men,
guided, as I believe, by the spirit of unerring truth.
(Cheers.) And if it be my lot hereafter to appear before
the public of England, in whatever part of it or in what-
ever sphere, it will be those principles that I shall endea-
vour to call to the attention of my hearers; and what-
ever power I may have, whatever influence it may please
God to give me, that power shall be used, and that influ-
eénce shall be directed, to promote the principles which I
believe to be incorporated in the constitution of this
country. (Loud cheers.) I will pot avoid the question
anywhere, nor will I now be afraid to name what_l
believe the essential principle of that constitution Is.
The union of the Church with the State 1 believe to be
the fundamental principle of that constitution. (Cheers.)
I for one cannot understand how any nation can expect
the blessing of God (and without the blessing of God I
know not how prosperity of any kind can be looked for)
—I know not how any nation can expect the blessin%?f
Almighty God that refuses as a nation to provide for His
national worship. (Cheers.) I believe that this country
will prosper when the Church assumes its proper place
in the State, and is considered not as the political engine
of any Government, but as the mother teacher of the
principles of religion,” (Loud cheers.)

Mg. Hume axp TaE CHURCH.—The two are not much
in unison, but they are not wider apart than the former
makes the latter to be from her own revenues; for on
Monday night week Mr. Hume gave notice of the follow-
ing amendment to Mr. Milne’s motion for a provision for
the Roman Catholic Clergy :—* An address to her Majes-
ty, praying that her Majesty would be pleased to direct
an inquiry to be made for the purpose of ascertaining
whether the number of persons dissenting from the
Established Churches of England, Ireland and Scotland,
was not greater than the number of those in communion
with those Churches; and if so, whether the time has
not arrived when the public property which had been
devoted to the uses of those Churches ought to be with-
drawn, regard being had to existing interests; and
whether the greater portion of it ought not to be devoted
to the promotion of national education.”

DurarioN of THE SABBATH.—The Christians of past
ages were 8o anxious to commence the Sabbath in a proper
spirit, that laws were specially enacted for this purpose.
Among the Franks, King Childebert I, A.D. 555, in-
flicted severe penalties on those who spent either the vigils,
or the evenings themselves, of days devoted to religion,
such as Christmas and Easter, in an irregular manner.
He particularly specifies indulgence in excesses on Satur-
day evenings, which he characterizes as no less than
sacrilege, and an indignity offered to God. The English
Saxons, our remote ancesters, were rigidly attentive to
this point. The constitution of Withred, King of Kent,
and of the Council of Berghamsted, A.D. 697, defined
the limits of the Sabbath to be from sunset on Saturday
evening to bed-time on Sunday night. King Edgar, in
his ecclesiastical laws, A.D. 967, extended yet further
the limits of the Lord’s Day, that is, from three o'clock
Saturday afternoon to the break of day on Monday. 'The
law of Canute, on this subject, was expressed almost
in the same words. Edward the Confessor directed that
the Sabbath should extend to the same period. Thig
was one of those enactments which were afterwards
confirmed by William the Norman. Withred, Kiog of
Kent, ordained, that if a servant did any servile work,
by order of his master, any time from sunset on Satur-
day till after sunset on the Lord’s Day, the lafter wag
to be fined the sum of eighty shillings.

EXTRAORDINARY MARRIAGES.—It appears that the
Rev. Mr. Hugh Hughes, Minister of St. John’s Chapel,
Clerkenwell, in the course of his visitations to relieve the
poor in the lower walks of life, and afford them religious
aid and advice, discovered a great number of persons
living together in a state of concubinage and profligacy,
Through the medium of his exhortations, they were
brought to a sense of the impropriety of such a mode of
life, and 86 men and women, consisting of butchers,
costermongers, tailors, shoemakers, aud others of various
trades and callings, consented, at the suggestion of the
Rev. gentleman, to appear before the “hymeneal altar”
of St. John’s Chapel, Clerkenwell, on Monday last, there
to go through the matrimonial ceremony, and be made
one “gratis.” Twenty-three of these marriages were
performed on Monday, and twenty-three more on Tues-
day.— T'imes.

T CoLLecTION AT Brrgaron for the National So-
ciety, in obedience to the Queen’s Letter, amounted to
upwards of £460.

Tae Crurcn DEFiNep.—At a meeting of the Buek-
inghamshire Conservative Society last weck, the Rev. J.
Coker thus accurately and beautifully defined the real
constitution of the Church of England:—*From the
noble Duke in the chair down to the humblest peasant in
the land, every individual was as much a member of the
Church as any Clergyman. They were all members of
the same body, though not filling the same office. Ttwas
a vulgar error to suppose that the Clergy and the Church
were the same; and it was one attended with a most
injurious effect, by casting upon the Clergy a burden
which they were not able to bear, and to withhold from
them the assistance of the laity, which they were so
much in need of. The Clergy could not go to the State
for assistance, and they were ineflicient to carry out '.pelr
objects without aid from some quarter; the State mlgl;t
be said to have turned its back upon them. Indeed, if
he went to his hon, friend (Sir T. Fremantle) to-mortow
for money, he would most likely tell him that the treasury
was locked, and he had the key in his pocket. (Cheers
and a laugh.) They must therefore resort to the laity ;
and in so doing, would the laity be found wanting?—
Certainly not. It was only last year, that in the course
of a few months the sum of £140,000 was raised for the
Church. Thatsum was however, raised by the Janded
interests—by the land proprietors, the landed gentry,
and the farmers, and it was raised for the aid of.tbe manu-~
facturing interests exclusively. This was acting upon a
true Christian prineiple—it was returning good for evil,

Rev. Mr. Sipriore.—On Sunday last the Rev. Mr.
Sibthorp received the Holy Communion from the hanis
of the venerable President, in the chapel of Magdaln
College, Oxford, where he is now staying on a_vist.
This leaves no doubt as to the fact of his having rejoined
the Church of England.— 7'imes.

NorwicH.—-APosTAcY.—-On Sunday morning and
evening last, the Rev. Mr. Govatt, a young man who has
some time been curate of St. Stephen’s Chureh, in Nor-
wich, preached at the Bazaar, having been prohibitad by
the bishop from performing the services of the Chureh,
in consequence of the peculiarities of doctrine whic he
has been maintaining. The Rev. gentleman” had suc-
ceeded in drawing a very large congregation ta the
church ; and they are so attached to his preaching, that
it is expected they will provide him with a permaient
place to preach in. On Sunday evening, the builling
was filled to overflowing. The Rev. gentleman went
through the services in a similar manner to the Dissent-
ers, offering extemporanecus prayers, singing hynns,
expounding the scriptures, and then delivering an extu-
poraneous address, in which he treated of the fo)'ma(on
of a Christian church, its officers, &c., contending tiat
it should be upon the apostolic plan of the apostles, pn-
phets, workers of miracles, &ec.; and he argued fron
various Scripture quotations, that the power of working
miracles and of prophecy was to be exercised in tle
«Jatter days,” and seemed to expect that he should b
able to form a church possessed of those gifts.— 7%
Watchman. [This Mr. Govatt, except for his own sakg
is much better out of the Church than in it; and thoug:
we differ from the Bishop of Norwich on some importart
points, yet we cheerfully accord that prelate our meed &
praise for expelling from the church such a personific~
tion of pride and hypoerisy. We once officiated at S.
Stephen’s Church, in Norwich, and, in common witha
number of other persons, were disgusted at the condit
of Mr. Govatt, whose pride and nonsense was very il-
becoming a minister of Christ. We cannot, howevr,
but regret that the poor young man has fallen into sin axd
danger through popularity and pride.—Clhurch Intellig.

A Sientricant Hint.—Mr. Monckton Milnes las
received a remonstrance from the electors of Pontefrai,
of which the following is a copy :—* We, the undersignd,
your friends and coustituents, beg most respectfully lo
dissent from the sentiments expressed in your late speeh
having reference to the measure to be taken for the ben:-
fit of the Roman Catholic population in Ireland; ard
also to express our unaiterable determination to maintan
unimpaired the Protestant character of our government,
and to prevent the nation from becoming responsible for
the errors of the Roman Catholic religion, by contribt-
ting to the support of its priesthood.” This address has
been signed by nearly all the most influential friends of
Mr. Milnes in the borough of Pontefract, including the

Mayor, the Clergy, all the magistrates who supported
Mr. Milnes at the last election, excepting one, and all the
members of the town-council who voted for him on the
same occasion.—Standard.

Porisy ExrancrraTioN.—When George I'V. was being
strongly importuned by the Duke of Wellington to give
his consent to a measure which, he was told, the urgent
necessity of the times, and the social condition of men
demanded, and must have, the sick monarch, ill at ease,
weary of importunity, and vanquished by argument,
gave his reluctant acquiescence; and he was informed
that he had saved his dominions from the horrors of civil
Xar “ War (said the kJ]m:)d, a&d how many vears’ peace

o you guarantee to England after emancipation 18 grant-
ed?” ¢ Fifteen!” was the ready reply of the minister.
This pledge of a triple lustre of tranquillity was made in
January, 1829; and the fifteen years of the promised
duration of peace expired on the first day of Mr. O’Con-
nell’s triall

LEVERBRIDGE.~-S1. STEPHEN AND Arnr-Marryrs’
CnureH.—This beautiful and singular new chureh, built
of terra cotta, in the decorated English style of architec-
ture, was opened for divine service on Sunday, Feb. 18,
The Psalms of David were chaunted with very good
effect by a choir of thirty persons, (chiefly Sunday
scholars) resident in the neighbourhood, assisted by
several ladies and gentlemen; and after an excellent
sermon from the Vicar, the Rev. J. Slade, to a crowded
and attentive congregation, the sum collected at the
offertory amounted to £20 16s. Divine service was also
announced for the mornings of Fridays and Saints’ days,
at half-past ten, and for Wednesday and Friday evenings,
at a quarter to eight. The chancel, where the material
is left in its natural colour, is highly decorated, and has
a very pleasing appearance. The ends and back panels
of the open seats, the mouldings and letters in the cor-
nice, the gallery front, and parts of the pulpit and d.esks,
&e., are made of ferra cotta, and shew how extensively
applicable this material is for ornamental work. The
stained glass in the small windows and in the chancel is
by Willement, that in the transept and west window by
Wailes. Mr. Sharp, of Lancaster, is the architect. The
choir was trained by Mr. Hardman, of Trinity Church,
It is likely the consecration will take place about the
25th of May, on which occasion we may probably give
a more minute description of this singular specimen of
brick-work.—Bolion Chronicle. ¥

INSTALLATION OF THE BisHop oF JAmarcA.—Jamaica,
Jan, 23.—Sunday last being the day appointed by public
notice for the installation of the Lord Bishop, the Cathe-
dral Church of Spanish Town was, at an early hour in
the morning, most densely crowded, so that t_h’ose who
came at any period near the usual service time could
scarcely find seats. At about eleven o’clock several dis-
tinguished individuals entered the church, among whom
were his Excellency the Governor, Admiral Sir Charles
Adam, Sir Joshua Rowe, chief justice the Hon. James
Gayleard, president of the council, the Hon, Edward Pan-
ton, vice-chancellor, Justice Macdougal, Captain Bruce,
Captain Elliott, R.N., Captain Harvey, the Hon. Joseph
Gordon, George Atkinson, Esq., &e. Shortly after came
his lordship the Bishop, preceded by his apparitor, bear-
ing the mitred staff, and followed by a procession com-
posed of several of the clergy, the churchwardens, the
custos, the magistrates, and vestry of the parish. The
Venerable Dr. Pope attended in his character as archdea-
con, the Rev. Mr. Robinson as registrar of the diocese,
bearing the patent, the Rev. Mr. Panton, as rural dean of
Surry, the Rev. Mr. Nathan Ashby, as minister of the
cathedral, and the Rev. Mr. Rowe, of Port Royal, as lis
lordship’s chaplain, Immediately on entering the church,
the Lord Bishop, the Archdeacon, the Rev. Mr, Robin-
son, and the Rev. Mr. Rowe, took their places at the com-
munion table. The Rev. Mr. Panton and the Rev, Mr.
Ashby proceeded to the reading desk, during which brief
space the usual prelude to the service was performed on
the organ. The Rev. Mr. Robinson then read the pa-
tent of appointment, in which, among other things, it de-
clared that her Majesty had been pleased to direct that in
future the parochial church of Saint Catherine shall be
the cathedral church of Jamaica. At the close of the
reading of the patent, which lasted about twenty minutes,
and by which very extensive powers are given to the pre-
sent over the preceding Blshpp, the Archdeacon ap-
proached his lordship, and having congratulated him on
the instalment, in a loud voice proclaimed Aubrey George
Spencer, Bishop of Jamaica. The usual morning service
was then commenced, and performed in the following or-
der:—The Rev. Mr. Panton read the morning service.
The Rev. Mr. Ashby read the first lesson. The choris-
ters chaunted the Te Deum Laudamus: the same Rev.
gentleman read the second lesson. Jubilate Deo was
chaunted. The Rev. Mr. Panton read the Apostles’ creed,
and the prayers which follow it. The venerable arch-
deacon performed the service of the litany. The Lord
Rishop read the decalogue. The archdeacon and the
Rev. Mr. Rowe continued the communion service, the
former reading the epistle and the latter the gospel. The
prayer for the Queen was delivered by the Bishop, and
the service was concluded by Mr. Rowe, who read the
Nicene creed. The hymns were chaunted throughout the
service : and the psalms selected for the occasion were the
118th, v. 26, 9, air, *“ Devizes;” and the 106th, air, ¢ Cre-
ation.” On reference, these psalms, particularly the for-
mer, will be found very apposite to the occasion.

The sermon preached Dby his lordship was such as could
leave no doubt on the minds of his hearers as to his opin-
ions on the course he will pursue in a matter of the high-
est importance to the well-being of the Church at the
present moment—that is, in regard to the late dissensions
introduced into her bosom at Oxford. His Lordship

pointedly condemned them, and in addressing the Clergy

preseut, to whom indeed the whole discourse appeared
more particularly to be directed, did not fail to allude to
the discussions that have taken place here ; at least so we
understand the application of his allusion to the necessity
of unanimity, to enable the Church to withstand the as-
saults that are being at the present moment made upon
her by Satan, with, as it were, all his concentrated pow=
ers: and, therefore, “afraid of nothing from without,” his
Lordship impressed the necessity of remembering that
“union 1s strength,” and counselled his hearers to * the
love of the brotherhood,” and not to be divided * within.”

The text was from the 68th psalm, v. 24— They have
seen thy goings, O God, the goings of my God: of my
King who is in his Sanctuary;” and in his exordium his
Lordship descanted on the beauty of the psalm, which was
composed by *the man after God’s own heart,” on the
return of the ark to Jerusalem, after the captivity. e
need hardly say that nearly all the elite of Spanish Town
and neighbourhood were present, as also a few persons
from Kingston, to witness the ceremony.— Jamaica T'imes.
