The timo was
probably night, The disciples, weary with the
day’s journey and toil, lay down on the ground,
wrappod thomselves in their mantles and fell
asloep. Such a couch wa3no hardship to an
Oriental to whom bods as we understand them
aro almost unknown, Awaking saddenly, they
beheld a wonderful sight. Their Lord was
before thom, changed, yet the sasme, The
fashion of His countenance was altered, s0 that
it shone like tho sun, and even His raiment

partook of the glory, and was white a8 the
light. With Him were seen Moses and Elijah,
who were talking with Him ‘of His docease,
which He shounld accomplish at Jornsalem.

Truly this was a wonderful and glorious
sight,und it =as no wonder that Peter should
have wished to prolong the vis'on—bat it was
not to be., *While he was yet speaking’ came &
voice from 8 bright cloud whioh overshadowed
thern whion said : *This is my beloved Son in
whom 1 am well pleised, hear Him,' Overoome
with amrzment and terror the disciples fell on
their fxces, und when thoy again looked up all
had vanished,—They saw no man save Jesus
only’—only their Lrd who with His accastom-
ed kindness and consideration reassured them
with the words, ‘Arise and be not ufraid ' The
Mount of Transfiguration was & glorions place
bot they were not to remain there. They were
onlled tothe scene of cvery day daties and
trisls, and were not permiiled even to t-lk of
what they had seen, ‘Tell the viaion to no man
till the Son of Man be risen {rom the dead,” was
their Lord’s command, and they seem to huve
obeyed Him.

Peter, ‘It is good to be
here,’ yet he is not sllowed to remain in the
Mouot of Vision, He must come down to
every-duy duties and temptations, and amid the
din and bustle, he is tempted at times to think
. iho revelation all a dream,

St. Peter in his second epistle refers to the
transfi yuration with his usunal dircctness and
simplicity, wo wero oye witnesses of His Majes-
ty, for He recoived from God the Father honor
and glory, when there oame such & voice to
Him from the Exczellont Glory, ‘Tais is My
boloved Son in whom I am well pleased ;” and
this voice, which was from Heaver, we heard,
when we were with Him in the Holy Mount.”
(2 Poter i. 18), Then the Apostle adds these
romarkabie words, ‘We nave alsoa more sure
word of propheoy—for’ ‘the propheoy vamenot
in old times by the will of men, but holy men
of God spake as they were moved by the Holy
Ghost.’ It must always be kept in mind that
these words rofer to what is now oalled the Old
Testament—that book which some men who
profess and ocali thomgolves Christians now affect
to despise aud deny, not preoeiving that the
New Tostamont grows out of the Old as & tree
from its roots, and that the two must stand and
fall togethor,

Dear follow beliovers, when our remem-
brances of the Mount of Transfiguration grow
dim, and the voice from the Excellent Glory

seoms to recede into the far distanos, let ue not
bo discouraged or led to distrust the reslity of
the heavenly vision.

CONFIRMATION.

——

The Christian Faith,

There are three Forms of the Creed now in
in use in onr Church, but they are all essentially
the same in wha' they require us to believe:—

1. The Apostles Creed,

2, The Nicene Creed.

3, The Confession ofonur Christian Faith,
commonly oalled the Creed of 8t. Athanasius.

Very early in the h'story of the Churoh,
even bafore the books that comprise the New
Testament were written, there seems to have
been some such expression of the Christian’s
Faith,

St, Paul refers, in his Epistles, to some
formuls of faith know to the dissiplea—*'a form
of sound words,” “ a “form of doctrine delivered”
to them., Cf 2 Tim i 13: Rom, vi. 17: 2
Thess, iii. 6, Two portions of an Apostolic
Creed seem to be recorded : 1 Cor. xv. 3 1:
Heb, vi 1, 2

Probably such Confessions of Faith were
first used for converts before baptism,

A little later many dioceses bad difierent
forms of creed, as they had different forms of
worship, or Jiturgies ; but all these forms of the
Creed were essontially one —different modes of
expression for the same Artioles of Faith, just
a8 the different liturgies were'in all their main
fentures the same. _

1. The Apostles’ Creed, whioh is now used
in the Offizes for Baptism, in the Visitation of
the Siok, and in the Daily Offices, is the simplest
Form of the Creed. It is also the most ancient
of the Forms now existing, and it ie not improb.
able that in subatanoce it dates from the time of
the Apostles

It is ro oalled, from an early tradition that its
Articles were framed each one severally by oune
of the Apostles,

2 'The Nigene Creed, which is used in the
Office of the Holy Communion, i3 failer, and
was framed to defend the Charch against the
heresies of Arius (who denied the Duity of
Christ) and Maoed )nius (who denied the Deity
of the Holy Ghost). It is the only Creed that
has the authority of Councils of the Chureh.
To tho end of the words 'I believe in the Holy
@host,’ it was framed 2t the Council of Nic®a in
325, The rest was added at the Cuuncil of
Cors‘antinople (the Second General Council)
in 381, with the exception of the clause con-
cerning the Prooession of the Holy Ghost, ‘and
from the Son’ whioh is an interpolation of the
Western Church, and never received the sanc-
tion of the Eastern Charoh, The HEastern
Chureh objaoted to the words as going beyond
the words of Ssriptare, and not being sanationed
by a General Council,

3. The Athanasian Creed, which is need on
the great Festivals of the Churoh, instead of the
Apostle's Creed, at Morning Prayer. This is
the latest and fullest expression of the Churoh’s
Faith ooncerning the Dyotrine of the Trinity in
Unity, of the Godhesd. The author is unoer-
tain, but it is most generally asoribed to Hilary,
Bishop of Arles, aboat 430 a b, It, however,
embodies the teaching of S, Athanasius and 8.
Augustine, and was oalled after the former
great Defender of the Faith who at one time
stood almost alone aguinst the Arians who
denied the Deity of our Lord,

Though this Creed is so0 maoh longer and
fuller and more explicit in its terms than the
others, it contains nothing that is not impliscit-
ly involved in the simplest Creed, Every state-

ment it cootaing was found necessary to defend

‘the faith once delivared to the saints’ from
gome deadly heresy which would have over.
thrown the fundamental Dootrines of the
Trinity in Uoity of the Godhead, or the perfect
Godhead or Mauhood of the Son, or the Deity
or Personality of the Holy Ghost,

And thus it has been traly said that

The Apostles’ Creed is to state the Teuth—
Instruction in the Truth ;

The Nicene Creed is to explain the Trath,

The Athanasian Creed is to defend the Truth,

With regard to what are ocalled the Damua-
tory or Condemning Clanses, to which objeo.
tion is often so strongly made, we must
remember that— :

1 They are only intended to apply to those
persons who have had the fallest opportanity
of receiving the Christian Faith:

2. They are only to be taken in the same
gonse as our Lord's own words (8, Mark xvi,
16)

If any person thinks that the elauses of this
Confession of Faith oblige ns to believe more
than is involved in the Formuls of Baptism
given us by Christ Himself, let him try if it be
possible for him to deny one of the statements
therein without denying also that which is ne-
cessary to a true conception of the Trinity in
TUnity of the Godhead, or rome equally fanda-
mental portion of the Faith.—Qu'Appelle Mes-
senger.

NEWS FROM THE HOME FIELD-
DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Winpsor,—Wednesday, July 22, will long be
s memorable day in the history of Christ
Churoh, Windsor, when the Jubilee of Rsv.
Canon Maynard, D D., late rector of the parish,
was celebrated with dae solemnity,

Canor Mavnard was ordained to the Diason.
ate on the 18th Jaly, 1841, by tbe Bishop of
Nova Sootia, Dr. John Inglis. His Jubilee was
commemorated on the 220d, howevor, that
being the more convenient day for those who
attended. ‘

The ceremonies commenced with the colebra-
tion of the Holy Eucharist at7 30, a.m., with
Canon Maynard, Celebrant ; Rev. H. Howe, his
gon-in-law, Server; Canon Brook, Riotor of
Kentville. G:speller; and Rev. F. J. H.
Axford, Reotor of Cornwallis and Raral Doan
of Avon, Epistoler.

There were present besides these gentlemen,
—the Venerable S. Weston-Jones, Archdeagon
of P.E I and rector of Windsor, Revs. .
Stainer, J. O. Ruggles, P. H Brown, reator of
St. Margaret, James Spencer, rector of Riwdon,
W, J Anoient, reotor of Londonderry, T. W.
Johnstone, rector of Locokeport, Jas. Simpson,
Pciest inoumbent of St, Peter's Cathedral, Caar-
lottstown, K C  Hind, Reotor of Newport, J.
M. C, Wade, Vicar of Aylesford,” T. W, Clitt,
Reotor of Chester, C, H. Fallerton, Reotor of
Falmouth, A, T* Brown, Viear of Antigonish,
E T. Woollard, Rictor of New Rss, T. R,
Gwilliam, and Arpoldas Miller, Head M ister of
the Colleglate Sahool, and & large number of
parishioners,

At eleven o'olock full Choral Matins and
Litany were sang by the reotor and Mr. Hind,
respectively, the preacher, in the absenoe of Dz,
@ilpin through sickness, being the Raral Daan,

At 20'clock asumptuous luncheon was spread
in the parish sohool house. Tae tables, whicd
literally groaned with the good things provided
by the generosity of the women of the parish,
were most artistioally decorated with an abun-
dance of beautiful flowers. A large number of
the parishioners sat down with the clergy and
the guest of the day.

At 3 o'clock, when dne jistice had baen done
to the good things provided, the Archdeacon
oalled the assembled gneats to the most impor-
tant part of the proceedings, Cauon B:ook was
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oalled apon to réad an address to Canon May-
nard, which waa signed by & large number of
the olergy of the Diocese, many of whom were
prevented sttending by their own parochial
duties, and from whom letters, replete with
gentiments of veneration and love for their
honored brother, were read by the ohairman,

On concluding the reading of the address, a
msagnifisent Dootor’s gown, the gift of the
olergy, was placed upon Dr. Maynard's
shoulders. »

After proposing the health of the Qaeen, and
the singing of the National Anthem by all pre-
gent, the chairman in a few appropriate words
called upon Rev. W. J. Ancient, late Raral
Dean of this Deanery, to propose the toast of
the day—the health of Canon Maynard, Hoe
spoke in feeling words of & friendship of 26
years, unmarred in auy way, and of the plainly
traceable results even to-day of the faithful
offorts of the honored gnest in his lato parish of
Rawdon, of vhich Canon (then Mr.) Maynard
was, nearly 40 years ago, rector.

Mr. Chas. Wilcox seconded the toast in his
ususl happy style. Tbe one apeocial feature of
the life of his loved friend, which had ever had
an enduring effect upon his heart, he said, was
his unselfishness.

Then followed several speeches of deep and
gerious interest, and yet interspersed with
amusing incidents which se$ the house in roars
ot laughter,

Those who also spoke to the toast were the
Tevs. Canon Brock, J. O. Ruggles, Jas. Spencer,
P. H. B:own, Jas. Simpson, and Dr, Gossip, 6f
Windsor. The Canon, who on rising was greet-
ed with prolonged oheers, replied at great length
in an earnest speech that will never be forgotten
by those presert. In thanking his brethren of
the clergy and lsity, the former for the touch~
ing address and the valuable gift, the latter for
their presence and the manner in which they
had responded to the toast, he entered at con-
piderable length upon & review of bis eventfal
career, Many names now recorded in the
historical apnals of our Provinoe were mention-
ed and incidents of moment ailaded to, in which
he had been connected, though but few of those
present knew of such association.

At times his audience was moved almost to
tears, and when he sat down it is safe to say
fresh and new thoughts of the difficalties and
trisls of & faithful priest’s ministerial life were
suggested to every mind by his speech. Itis
not often possible to admit the laity behind the
scenes of the clerical stage, but we feel con-
vinced that many of those present saw for the
first time how often a priest is ealled upon to
gay and do things which he fall well knows
will give deep offence, but which must be said
and done if duty’s road is to ke travelled, and
which eventually prove to be no little blessing
to precious souls,

The ceremonies of the day were concluded by
s well rendered ohorai evensong. Rev, H.T.
Wollard of New Ross delivered & most interest.
ing and inostrnotive address upon the great
advapce made in the improvement of the
Church’s fabrics and ritzal during the past fifty
years, and of the marked effect produced upon
the affections of the poor for the Church when-
ever such methods bad been persistently and
thoroughly tried. Canon Maynard also spoke
upon the spiritual advancein the Church during
the same period.

The choir at both services rendered their
part most oreditably. The procession of the
Clergy, robed in Cassocks, Surplices and white
stoles, at the commencement and closing of the
both services was most imposing. Thus ended
this very eveniful and happy day.

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON.

FraperioToN.—The Church Society and Sy-
nod meeting took place on the 30th June and
1st ard 2ad July. The Most Rev. The Metro-
politan of Canada, notwithstanding his advanced

age, was able to be present and presided at
some of the ‘mestings. Though efforts have
been made to bring about the amalgation of the
Church Society and Synod they have hitherto
been unavailing. The scheme was advanced
another stage at the last meeting of the Church
Society by the appointment of & special com-
mittee (on motion of Mr, Jarvis, one of the moat
active and influential of the Lay members), to
considec reports from the several parishes as to
the desirability of amalgamation ard the plan
proposed therefor.

From s report preseuted by the Secretary of
the Socisty, Rev. W. O, Raymond, it appears
that only 28 of tho clergy in aotive work in the
Diocese are native born. The appeal made to
the laymen of the Dicoose to enter the-Ministry
would not seem untimely.

There are it appears thirteen vacant Missions
in the Diocere, and to secure mon to sapply
them is difficalt, One speaker suggoested that
the Bishop should apply for men throaghb the
London Quardian. axd failing to oblain sapply
to the Church Army.

At the opening of 1ke 22Znd Session of Synod
on 1st July, the Metropolitan presided, the Co-
adjator Bishop (Dr. Kingdon) seing also present.
There was & large attendance of clergy and
laity,

The Diocesan Branch of the Board of Demes
tic and Foreign Missions of the Eoclesiastioal
Province of Canada reported total contribations
for ForziaN Missions for past year, $565 ; Dom
naTIc Missions, $582.49 ; Inpian Hoxues $:00.

The 8.8. Committee recommended the hold—
ing of an annual Sunday school Conferenc: It
reported the total total number of Sunday
gohools a8 92; with 548 teachers (163 male;
385 female), and 4 547 soholarr; (boys };703;
girls 2,376 ; no sex given 458); 7 parishes
gent in no report. 'Lthe Sunday school collec-
tions amounted to §1 9567.60, The Lenten hoxes
of 8.8, returned $398.05.

The question of the ‘Consolidation’ of the

Church in Canade was brought bsfore Synod
npon the report of ths Winnipeg Conference,
No saction was taken beyond appointing s
special committee to report on the scheme next
year ; the committee comsists ot: The Right
Rev, Bishop Kingdon, Revs. F, J. Brigstocke,
0. 8 Ne vnham, Canon Roberts, Canon Neales,
Sir Jobn Allan, and Messrs, Harrington, Wil-
k nson, Jarvis, Schofiald, Frith, Sturdee and
Vroom.

A most gratifying announcement was that of
the Rev. Mr, Davenport, He said, ¢ that for

some time past be had been considering the
establishmentof & Church boarding and day
sohool for boys, to offer a well balanced eduoa.
tion, founded on sound moral and religious
prinoiples. He was now able to announoe that
a school will be opened at 3t, John in Septem
ber on the Gilbert property, The Metropolitan
consented to act as patron, und the Coadjator
as visitor, Rev. I, F. Bherman wounld aot as
principal, and would have a good staff of
aesistants,

The report of Mr. John B, Foster a3 Diocesan
Trustee of the Girl's School at Windsor, N.S,
was most satiefactory. He spoke highly of the
management of and instruction given in the
institntion by Miss Machin and her able assist-
ante, and he advised all who bad dangiters to
send them to thal institation ; and he urged for
diocesan support.

The procoedings commenced with & celobra.

choir, ihe priest’s part being intoned by the
Rev. G. H. Broughsll. The organ was in the
hands of Mr, Horace W. Reyner, of Montreal,
whose acoompaniments proved him to be an
adept. The whole service was sung with pre-
oision and effeot refleoting the highest oredit on
Mr, J. B, Birch, the resident musical director of
the sohool, This service is looked forward to by

& large number of visitors, the choir being re-
garded a8 one of the beat of its kind,

The Rov, Prof, Lloyd, lately appointed Head
Master, preached, taking as his text, 8t. Liuke,
38 : “Behold the handmaid of the Lord,”- He
gaid : :

“The Church has always honored the Virgin
Mary ; she has in al generations called her
‘blessed.’ But the blessedness of the virgin is
the bleesedness of being the ‘handmaid of the
Lord,’ 88 she was in the home of Nazareth, at
the marriage of Caps, by the Cross and in the
self obliteration of her laterlife, To-day weare
met together to thank God that He hae allo_wed
us to take part in & work which is well vypified
by the virgin—the work of educa fon. Educa-
tion is the handmaid of the Lord. It is the
drawing out of the Iatent faculties and making
them fit for God's service, Education does to
the mind what the sunehine and rain do to the
bud. It develops the physical faoulties, straight-
ens the limb, nerves the muscle, trains the eye,
steadies the hand, It develops the intellectnal
faoulties ; gives to the mind the facts ofecience,
language, thought; and trains the mind to
aesimilate and enlarge upon these faots hy
memory, reflection and reasoning. fi exercises
its inflnence upon the moral nature, and makes
the pupil cognizant of the laws of morality and
able to put those laws into force.

If education stopped there she would not be
the handmaid of the Lord., True education
goes further—takes the boy as a spiritual being
—gives to him the facts of our holy religion,
and builds on those facts the structure of faith
and hope,

As the handmaid of the Lord education muet
have the essentials of scrvice, The ‘quick eye’
must be there capable of recognizing the needs
of the time and of the country, the .wants and
capaoities of the scholar ; the quick, quiet band
must be there, capable of meeting those wants
quickly and unostentatiously, without noise or
polf assertion. Above all, the faithful mind
must be there—the fidelity to the Master, the
consistent adherence to religions prinoiple
which alone oan get the reward of the Master's
praise—"“Well done thou good and faithful ser-
vant.”

After the service the distribution of prizes
took place in the Speech-room; the visitors
being weldomed in & graceful speech by the
Hoad Master, who expressed his regret at the
unavoidable absence of the Lord Blshop of the
diocese and Hon, G. W, Allan, chancellor of
Trinity College.

Dr. Bethune then referred to the boys who
had gone out from the school, showing that in
the Army and Navy, as well as in Professional
life, the boys of old T, C. 8, had won honors

"and distinotion,

The presentation of the prizes followed, in-
terspersed with several choruses of the hoys
under the direction of Mr, Birch,

Uwing to the absenoe of a number of pupils
in tho higher forms, who were writing on
University and Military College examinations,
several prizes in these torms were not awarded,
The most valued reward was the bronzs medal.
hich i8 awurded on a vote of the masters to
the boy who has been most distinguished in
industry, courtesy and integrity. his prize
fell 1o the lot of Mr. G. R. Wilkes, of Brantford,
whom his companions, after his receiving the
medal, shonldered down the long hall with con-
gratulatory cheers,

After the awards had been given Dr. Bethune
outlined the changes that were to take effect in
the staff of the sohool, After 21 yesars of ser-
vice he felt that ho was losing the power, or at
any rate the vigor, wiich he formerly pos-
geared. He found that he was unable to cope
with the worries and annoyances that were ne.
cegsarily the lot of the head of a large school.
His first impulse was 1o resign entirely, bat on
second thoughts it oconrred to him that it
would be better for the school, not to say hap~-

pier for himself, if it were not to lose the ex-

perience of long years, - He proposed, there
fore, & division of his present *duties and his
plan had been heartily concurred in by the
governing body. It was that he should cosse
to remain headmaster, but continue in direction
of the school as Warden, a position well known
in English schoole, but new to Canzda. Ryv,
Prof. Lloyd, of Trinity University, who had
long experience in teaching, and was especialiy
fitted for it, had therefore been appointed head.
master, He was to have charge of the toach.
ing and diecipline. The Warden's daties
wonld be the supervision of domestic and
financial arrangements and a ocare of the gensr.
sl weal of the school, Dr, Bethone then re-
ferred to the masters they were losing. Rev,
R. T. Niohol, on whom for the last 10 years hs
had looked as s brother with deepest fealings of
affeotion and regard, had deoided to takenp
work in New York. Mr.E L. Cuarry, who had
been long associated with the staff, had received
a mueh superior position in Montreal. M. G,
P. Woolcombe was leuving for a botter position
in Ottawa. Mr. J. E. Birch, their organist and
choir master, who had filled Mr. Houghton's
place so ably during the past year, had been
appointed to & higher position in Christ Charch
Cathedral, Montreal. They had been 80 suc-
cessful in getting Mr. Birch last year in Eng-
land that he did not altogether despair of ob.
taining someone from thers in his plaoe.

Short addresses followed from Mr., Edward
Martin, Q. C,, D. C. L., Hamilton, a staunch
friend and sapporter of the rohool; and Rev.
Prof. Lloyd who made & very happy epeoch in
which he did not forgef the boys that didn't
win prizes, and made sympathstic allusions to
his own experience in this direction. Tho
comiug headmaster's speech won him the boys'
favor at once, and angurs well for his future
relations with his charges.

The visitore then partook of luncheon in the
school's epacious dining hall, and the afternoon
was pl asurably spent watching the games. In
the evening parents and boys departed all
pleased with a day well and pleasantly spent.

Woo wiLL HeLp 1N BaUNEL?
To the Editor of the Church Guardian !

Sie,—Much as Brunel (Algoma) needs a new
church the wheel of progress moves slowly |
I dare not go farther into debt, and I am hope~
fal that an appeal in your columns will enable
mo to romove the small debts unavoidably in-
onrred. As far as we have gone, I haveutilizsd
free Iabor to the utmost extent, insomuch that
not until the frame was raised was any skilled
labour called in, The frame (with doors and
gushas fixed) now staude ready for emolosing;
whilst during the winter, sheeting, California
siding, flooring and shingles were drawn up.
But I oannot call my building commitlee to
action, beoause California siding ard the mate-
rial for an open roof cannot be entrusted tofree
labor, snd I have no money. If I could obtain
$200 only the smail debts could bhe wiped off
and the work procecd, as there are but two
sums 10 meet, viz: $67 for contractor, and §06
for the materials alresdy on the ground, await-
ing nse, Wiih the balance and a fow local
subsoriptions that are to come in, skilled labour
could be employed, and the building pushed on
to that point where free labour could again be
util’zed, so 1hat it might be ready for divine
service at the end of autummn. Otherwise, I
must continne to gather my people together
into the little log building, which is slmost
inaccessible dnring winter, owing to the fact
tbat the road pear by is genorally unbroken,
and the few that conld drive are daunted by the
absence of & driving shed. Last winter some
of the female members of my congregation
walked to the head of the concession leading to
the church, and rather than go back home
withcut eervice they tramped a mile and & half
" in sncw almost up to their knees! Suchis the
prospect for another winter, unless courage
fails the people so that they stuy at home, or
uzless I am promptly and liberally helped by
those who read my letter. Far too little is
knowu of the difficulties, labour, and privation

which our bush congregations have to contend
againet during our long winters, Is it surpris-
ing that many fail in courage and seal and stay
at home ? Donations of 81 and upwards, sent
to Port Sydney parsonsge, will be promptly
acknowledged.

DIOCRSE OF NEW WESTMINSTER, B. C.

The tenth mesting of Synod was held last
month, beginning with a Charal celebration of
the Holy Eucharist and a sermon by the Rev.
B. P. Flewelling, dealing with the use and the
power of Synods in the early Church, and the
great importance now attached to them, spec-
ially when the laity have a voice and & vote in
these counoils.

All the olergy were present atthe Synod
with the excoption of two, and.ont of the
twenty-four lay delegates only six were absent,
which is & bappy sign of the inoreasing interest
taken in, and importance of Synod.

The Bishop in his address to Synod referred
to the namber of veoancies in the ranks, and to
the greater difficulty than there used to be in
obtaining men from the old conntry, owing
probably to the happy progress being made in
Courch extension there, and he says: ‘The
question forcesitself upon our attention whether
we had better not begin to lock for recruits at
the educational centres of our own land.

Inregard to the 8. P, G. Mi«sions wo are not
entirely at liberty to do ro, inasmuch as the
Society lays down certain qualifications, mental
and physical, in which it prefors to examine
oandidates itself,

In regard, however, to vacancies, other than
S. P. G. Missions, we are at liberty to choose
where we like, and there are institutions in
Cauads, such as Trinity College, Torozto, and
Lennoxville which can be safely trusted in re-
gard to the literary qualifications of the men
they send out.”

Mr. Fiinton, who has beon engaged in
furthering onr intoreets in there purts since last
autumn, is now assigned to look after North
and Sonth Wellingtcn, with the Bay. He has
sacured & promising site in North Wellington
with ample grounds surrounding it, through
the liberality of the Dunsmnir Compuny. and
fands sro already goeranteed for the erection of
8 charob, while & steady body of co-workers of
both sexes is most energetically aiding him to
push forward the important undertsking now
in hand.

Northfiold, with Hast Wellington. wiil now
fall to the cara of Mr. Apgase’z, comivg to ue
from the Diocese of Qu'Appelle. Horo too a
site, with un smple ground attached, bas been
graoted by the Vancouver Coal Co., for the
building of a charoh in the centro of the North-
fiold conl ~orks, and a considerable sum—
secured by the exertinns of Mr. Flinton and his
luie associstes in Northfiold snd East Welling-
ton—is on band for the erestion of a ochurch,
which no doubt will be under const.uotion
bofore muny weeks henoo,

Nunaimo proper, thus shorn of its moro rural
appendages, bas undergone further chaonge by
the recent soparation of what is now called the
St. Alban's parish, under the Rov. G, H, Tavoy.

TeLmie Mi1s roNs,—The Mission at Tolmio
Scheol has so far progressod that steps have
been taken towards tho bailding of a chureh.
A mecting at whioh the Rav. M C. Brown pre~
gided, was held at tho Tolmio Sohool honse on
Tuacedny, May 26th, wbon a buildicg committes
wasg appointed. Tho ladies of the congregation
also formed themselves 1nto s collecting com=
mittes. Mr. Juha Tolmio and the Misses Tol-
mie have alone generously subsoribed over
$100, ard it is hoped that besides the amounts
given by the members of the congregation the
local landownore wiil also give largely to the
undertuking,

Songaaxs INDIAN SoHo L. —A. small school-
house has becn built by the Indian Department

upon tho Songhees rosorve, and has been placed
nndor tho oure of the Church of England.

The echool was opened on June 8th, with Mr.
J. E. Ruynes as teaoker. So fur it appears that
the Indisns thoroughly appreciate this effirt
on their behalf, and gome thirty children and 10
adults have entered their names and are attend.
ing the claescs with praisewor:hy regularity,

On Sunday, Jane 14th, an afterncon service
wae commonced and is beiog continued each
Sanday 8t 3 p.m. From 40 to 60 Indiaus acd
a fow whites have formed tho congregstions,
and there is every reason to helicve that the
work is sucoeeding. The school being in St.
Saviour's parish is under the supervision of the
Rev. W. D Barber who alse conducts the Sun
day servicos.

DIOCESE OF BRITISH HONDURAS.

That the West Indian Church is alive is evi-
denced by the statement of tue late new Bishop
of the dioceas in his charge to Synod in regard
to ita Missionary work. Bishop Holmesaid :

There ig no truer index of thereal lifs of a
Churoh than the interest she shows in the ex-
tention of Christ’s Kiogdom at home and
abroad,

The congregations that are content to have
their own spiritual waunts attended to whilst
they are careless of the state of the masses
sround them, and the multitudes of heathen
far away, are not a congregation of Chriatians,
theirs ia not the religion of Jesus of Nazareth,
they may have been baptizad with water but
ocertainly not with the Spirit of Christ.

As I have already said, the Missionary work
within this Diocese is, and always will be
congiderable: this is our Home Mission : but
in addition to this we have our Foreign Mis-
aion,

Forty years ago, the West Indian Church
andertook of its own accord to ectabligh and
support & Mission in West Afriea.

1t selected & small tract of country unooou-
pied by other Missionaries upon the banks of
the Rio Pongo, 140 miles north of Sierra

Thero it has had from four to six clergymen
always at work and depending almost entirely
op>n the West Indies for support. This
Mission has been hallowed by the self sacrifice
(oven nnto death) of many cevoted servants of
Jesus Ch' iet,

I bavo stood <ver the graves of men, some
English some Colonist, who have fallen victims
to the climate whose deadly influence they have
braved for the Master's sake, in four mouths,
ten months, one yesr, snd two years., All these
had left jather and mother, home and country
to preach the Gospel of salvation to the
heathen,

The memory of these faithful men forbids the
ides that we should be neglectful of our duty to
thoir successors, or be in any way careless about
tho fartherauoce of the noble work which they
died to promoto.

The Mission is & most interesting one, being
amongst one of the finest races of the African
people, the Susus, a singularly intelligont and
superior race. And 88 for the work dona I oan
testifiy from a personsal inspection of it that it
is good gound work such 8s would be a oredit
to any parish or colony in the world. The
Missionaries are all worthy men, held in high
entimation by all who know them.

Let it suffioe to say that the Eaglish Mission
Station in that Sasu land is regarded as the seat
of truth, purity, honerty and religion, and the
ono place, amongstlying aud thieving Mahome-
dans, in which the natives implicitly trust,

By the rovision of the Canons atthe meeting
of the Synod, the Chief Justice, the Attorney
Goneral, and the Colonial Treasarer, if register-
ed communicants of the Church, bocome ex-
officio members of the Synod. Consequently
His Hovor W. J. Anderson, Chief Justice, who
held a seatin the Synod as & representative of
St. John's Church, now beocomes an ex-cfficio
member, -

Tae Proviccial Synod of Weat Iodies now
inolndes six Bishops, viz, Guisnas (Primate of
the Provinee) Jamaica, Barbados. C, J. Branch
Condjator Bishop of Antigua; C. F. Douet,
Assivtant Bishop of Jamajoa ; the Bishop of
Trinidad. The last session of the Synod was
held at Barbados in Maroh last,

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Guild Review, Albany, N.Y.:

Judging public sentiment from newspaper
artioles and Jetters received at this offive, the
above article would seem to voice the opinion
of many of the leading clergy and laymen of
the Churoh, All who do not fall in line with
the opinion of the supporters of Dr. Brooks, are
soundly berated for their bigotry and narrow.
ness of thought. The world looka for liberty
of thonght as well as liberty of action. This is
right to & degree. But there iz a liberty that
means death, and we would protest againat the
world in general, when it calls upon us to ratify
an eleotion that not only helps to kill a most
vital dootrine of the Church, but flaunts it in
the face of the believers the world over, and
that, before the aceptre of authority has been
given by which others may be set apart to
preach the same deadly dootrine. The four
points of 1486 count for nothing in the eyes of
many outside of the Churah, but it ie & burning
shame, that sentiments such as we have been
reading of Iate, should find space in our respect-
able Church papers. If the Historio Episcopate
is & myth, then for the sake of unity, let the
Bishops of the Church make the aunthoritative
declaration, No man shonld be a Bishop who
does not regard the office of & Bishop above that
of a presbyter, When the House of Fishops
made the Historic Episcopate the fourth basis
of unity for Christendom, it did so in connection
with the Nicene Creed, the Holy Scriptares,
and the Sacramcvts, And it wounld seem in the
face of this faot that a man shonld have as much
right to dispute the aunthority of the one a8 the
other. Why not deny the validity of baptism
and the Holy Communion? Why not sell our.
gelves to our friends who deny the divinity of
our blessed Master? Why try Dr. Hober Now.
ton for heresy and ratify the election of Dr.
Brooks for the Bishopric? Why remonstrate
sgainst Dr, Rainsford and not against Dr.
Brooke? Surely there must be something of
old England's love of fair play in the American
Church! Nothing sepsrates the denominations
to-day 50 much as the Charoh’s well known
dootrine of the Apostolioc Snccession. The in-
tellestnally great mon of all olasses of thinkers
admit this truth, and yet men sre permitted to
deny it, and the very denial helps bring about
an election to & seat in the House of Bishops,
The immessurable importance of a right belief
in the Historioc Hpiseopate, ezpecially on the
part of our Fathers in God, should be tanght
by every Standing Committve, and by every
loyal Churchmao who has ever been made &
ohild of God by our ministry,

The or
iginal rubric in the sealed Prayer- book says
that the proper time is immediately before the
gentencea for the offertory. The rubric now
printed says ‘during the time of morning ser-
vice, or of evening service (if there ke no morn.
ing service, immediately after the second lescon.’
The diesgreement of the two has long been
notorious, and in 2856 Baron Aldersen, in the
ouse of Regina v. Bepson, gave it as his opirion
that the banns ought to be published at the
morning service, a8 the original rubric direots,
and only in the evening after the second lesson.
We believe that Bichop Wilberforee, in his
Charge at Oxford in 1866, also referred to the
matter. So much for Lord Halsbury and- the
dailies’ ‘startling’ discovery !

A oyclone
struok it on the south side, and shattered it ro
badly that what remair s haa to be taken down
and the whole Church re built,

We were all filled with dismay at this mis-
fortune, Arrangements had been made for
sheeting and neatly finishing the interior, and
ereoting & vestry and porch, for which the
people had worked bard for two years, gather-
ing together, by dint of muoh eelf denial, suffi.
cient money for the pmrpose. They were
eagerly looking forward to the improvement of
their Church and the approvsl of the Bishop
when he should visit them in the Fall, when
this misfortune fell upon them. Now we have
to face the rebuilding of the Church,

I am sure there are many warm hearted
Churchmen among your readers who will sym-
pathize with us, and, I trust, be moved to help
us to repair the mischief which has left my
people at Ratherglen withou$ spiritnal ‘houre
and home.’

The Church was built5 or 6 years ago by my
predecessor,

It is hard in a Mission of this kind, where the
wants are so numercus, the people so poor, and
saddled with & heavy dobt on the Mattawa
properiy, to have to do work twice over; bit
in this instance it cannot be helped. The dis
aster was beyond our power to avert, We
therefore now view the sitmation cheerfully,
aud shall put forth every cffurt to get the
Church re-ereoted in time for the Bishop's visit
in Qotober,

We need at least $100 to repair the damage.
I shall be most grateful to anyone who wil
come to the rercue with a donation, and thos
stretoh omt & helping hand to usin our mis-
fortune, Roserr W, SAaMWELL.

“WITNESSES UNTO ME”

We givo our readors the main portion of the
Sormon preached by Bishup Thompson of Mis—
gissippi at tho conaceration of Bishop Sessums
in Christ Church, Now Orleans, takon {rom the
Southern Guardian.

SERMON,

‘And ye shall be witnesses unio me, both in Jeru
salem and in all Judea and in Samaria; and unto
the utlermost par.s of the earth.” Acts, i. 8.

In the Gororal Convention of 1836 the House
of Bishops, in the Pastoral Letter, and after-
ward in 2 more formal addressto all Christians,
sot forth what it claims to bethe basis of unity.
There are four points, according to theee deola-
rations of the Episcopste, and cnly four, essen
tial Lo the organic unity of Christendom,
namely these: The Soriptures of the Old and
New Testamonts, the Nicene Creed, the two
Bacramonts, and the Historio Episcopate,

In the Lambeth Synod, or Pan Anglican
Council ‘so called, of 1888, two yearas aftorward,
theso four poivts wore again set forth as the
basis of unity among Christians, all of which
the Churches in Communion with the See of
Cantorbury deolare, through their bishops, to
be essontial and foundation things in the
Churoh of God.

And this declaration has beon met, as was to
be expeoted, by misapprehension in many
quarters. :

Partioularly 1t has been said that while the
first three points are important, and perhaps
cssential, and might be agreed to by a great
body of Christian pecple, yet the last, the
requirement of the Episcopate, is arbitrary,
unreasonable, indecd essentislly sectarian, snd
instead of being & badgoe of unity, is itself a
oanse of division.

For it is misunderstood, by these people, to

| be merely an arbitary method of ordination,

one method among & number all equally to be
chosen for setting apart 2 ministry among
Christian people, and that to make for it any
speocial claim, to insist upon the Hpiscopate a8
of any special aunthority or importance is to
found a geot and set up & division.

And men without the Church, and still more
unhappily, men within it now and then, quite
intelligent and even distinguished in their own
specialties, but who have made no study in this
¢ireotion, and perhaps do not think it worth
while to make any, will venture to proolaim
the blankness of their knowledge on this sub-
jeot by very readily informing you that the
notion of a descent of ordainers, from the
Aypostles down, isabsurd, and must be so, be-
canso, 48 far a§ one oan see, they do not under-
stand it and cannot helieve it! It is of bo
consequence to tell them that for 1600 years all
Christendom aoted upon the theory that there
was such a descent, and that & ministry which
was notin that line was held to be no ministry
at all ; that no man could be taken or received
anywhero among Christians for a Bishop who
wag not, beyond any rational doubt, in this line ;
that in whatsoever men differed in dootrine,
they never differed on this, that Dobatists,
Novations, Arisns, Monophysites, heretics of
all kinds, urited in the demand for Bishops of
undoubted Apostolic descent as essential-—~I say
it is of no use to point to all this, for the good
people have no sense of the need of any such
desvent, do not care to inquire about it, and.
therefore, inform us all it cannot be proved
becahee they cannot prove it, and do not know
anything about it,

Nor is it of sny use to tell them that the
overwhelming majority of Christian people still
gtand in this respect in the old ways, and insist
on the old descent; that the links of the Apos—
tolic Succession are all unbroken, and scholars
of the most ample learning, and students of the
older days and of the records of an historio
Christianity smile with pity upon the swift
asgertiveness of the unrestrained and unenlight-
ened temerity of those who deny,

No man will asgert that & man could be, for
an hour, takon and received a3 & Bishop in the
Ciuroh to day unless he had been thereunto set
apart and ordsined by the laying on of the
hands of other Bishopes.

And no man whose historical opinion ia
worth uttering wonld assort that, in any age of
Christendom of whioh we bave any history, a
man could be tsken and received as & Bishop
unless ho had been soset apart and ordained.
For the sentiment and a oconviction which
renders euch a thing impossible now weredomi.
nant and controling in every age ot the Churoh
of which wa have knowledge.

It is quite possible that there is not a man in
this Church who could ‘prove’ on the instant,
and indeed not one in 8 score after considerable
study, that any Bishop present bas no break in
his descent for even the last hundred years,
Bat what matter ? A Bishop's genealogy is
not asked for at every turn. It need not be.
The fact that ho is publicly, notoriously, known
to be a Bishop, and taken and acknowledged as
suoh, in a Church wkioh holds Apostolic suc-
cession essentisl 1o his being 2 Bishop at all, is
evidence overwholming that his descent is
legitimate, and that all canonical and orderly
things were done in his case,

That the judge is on the bench trying cases,
acoepted and reccived as a jndge, is all the evi-
dence you usk of his legal commission. He
could not be there at all tnless all things lawful
existed in his appointment,

And so it was always. It is merely trifling
with words, if 4 man knows, and evidence of
mcompetonoy to express an opinion if he does
not know, to say, *Yon cannot prove that from
any modern Bishop up to the Apostles thure is
a oontinned succession of ordainers’ You

might a8 well tell me I cannot prove that the

oak tree on the lawn has an unbroken descent
from some oak of 2,000 yesars ago !

I do not need to prove & self evident fact in
organio society. The oak of tc-day proves the
osk of twenty centuries ago. The Bishop of to.
day proves the Bishop of eighteen ocenturies
ago.

They knew oaks then from bramble bushes
as well as we do. They knew Bishops just as
well as we do, perhaps better, and they knew
too that Bishops come from Bishops as oaks
come from oaks, Thereis-no other way known
to man to get either oaks or Bishops, The
ground bas been gone over so many times and
go carefully, and exhaustively, ard by such
thorough scholarship, that one may rest in
peace,

There is not a single great Church historian
from the Madgeburg Centuriators to Mosheim
and  Neander, who does not admit that when
the struggling Christianity of the earliest day
breaks into the light if s Episcopal, has Bis~
shops, claims an Apostolic succession, insisis
that every Bishop shall be able to conneot him-
self with some Apostle.

Thore are indeed on the part of suoh writers
as Neander, Mosheim and others, very strange
theories to asocount for this fact, very amazing
weba spun out of their inner consciousness to
bridge the gulf of their own oreating, but every
man of them admits the fact that as soon as we
get history the Canrch is Hpiscopal.

I can understand how & man can say the
matter is of no consequence in any oase, An
Apostolic ministry is no better than sny other.
We oan start one fo—-day jast a3 good as that of
the second century or the firat, right here in
our town, We are aspious and a great deal
wiser than the Aposties, and a Church started
by three old women and two old men in a log
cabin tn the mountains of Tennessee is just as
good as the Church in the apper room in Jeru-~
salem. I say I caun understand that position
sad even have some regard for it, as a sort of
independent Ameriosnism that insiats on mak-
ing it8 own ministries, and even its own Bibles,
and perhaps its own Moessiah, but I fail to com-
prehend the position or meaning of the man
who denies the Christian past, and the histori-
osal records of eighteen centaries in his eager-
ness to prove that the Apostolio and Nicene
Churches were no more dignified in their origin
than an American sect.

It is conoeivable that our Lord might not
bave organized a church at all, that He might
might have.left His ideas and ipflaences to
clothe themselyes as they would, That is, it is
conceivable if cur Liord wasnot our Lord at ali,
but merely a great teacher and Ealightener.
Plato did not found a church, Emanuel Sweden-
borg did not found a church,

Bnt our Lord was more than a Teacher, He
was the Son of God. He brought down the
divine into the human. He came fo set upa
Kingdom of God upon earth, to interpenetrate
what our shallow spevoh oalls the natural with
what our equally shallow speech ocalis the
supernatural, That is, I should say, to reveal
that the universe is God’s and all parts of it,
visible and invisible, are equally His own.

Consoquently His birth was what we -all
supernataral, His life was the same, His
words and works were divine. His death was
equally lifted out of the plane of human ex-
periepces; and His resurreotion and ascension
were inevitable, more than logioal, necessary
n]alsults from His ooming into the world-at
8 .

The introduction of Jesus, the Son of Mary
and the Son of Gud, into this world and into
comman human life was aa erain the world’s
history which, backward and forward, illumi-
nated human life rnd revealed its mearning and
purpose,

Now the crowning act of that life was the
resurreotion. That event put the seal to all the
rest, The Lord chose it as snch seal, The
Apostles preached it assach seal. Thefaot of
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the resurrection takes the life and death of
Jesus of Nazareth out ofthe common category
of earthly lives and sets the seal on the Incar.
nation and the Divinity.

And the proof of the resurreotion is by way
of testimony, Itis not an inference from things
before. The twelve men who were His imme.
diate friends and followers never inferred the
resurrection from anything gone before. They
did not believe in the resurrection during all
their intercourse with Him. They did not
understard it, They were stupid to all His
sllusions concerning it. Mis death was the
catastrophe they dreaded, It would end all
thoir expectations, A Meseish who could die
was & Messiah incomprehensible.

And when he was taken and put to death,
they were completely loat. Their hopes had
come to an end. They had followed another
false loader who had proclaimed & kingdom He
wes powerless to establish,

Then osmo the Resurrection. In spite of
themaelves they were obliged to recognize a
jact—the fact that the man oracified on Friday
wag alive on Sunday morning ! Qatside all
their expeotations and oontrary to all their
imaginatione, the Kingdom came which was
suprema over Death as it was over Life, They
pad ucver understood the Master they followed
until Ho died and arose. Then slowly began
to dawn upon them the meaning of His words,
uod {is own meaning and natare—the Sove
reign of all worlds; Hell and heaven, thislittle
world, and all messureless worlds, proclaiming
ihe laws of the kingdom of Ged, which compre-
honds the seen and the unseen, archangels and
men and devils equally under its willing obe.
dignco or its devouring compulsion |

So they jast stood ae witnesses to a faci—a
fsot they themselves found it hard to believe,
Bat & tact on waich all the Liord's words, works
and credentials stood.

He had risen | They fought against the fact,
They were convinced against their wills, It
was an ‘ idletale’ to them at first, One would
not beliove tiil he put his fingers into the nail
wounds, and his hand into the spear stab,

But the fach overpowered them all at last,
Thoy eaw and bolieved. There wa3 no eseape.

Theysaw Him, talked with Him, ate, drank,
with Him, for forty days, There could be no
mistakke, They knew what they saw, and their
hunds handled of the Bread of Life. They had
a {uct 1o go on, to proolaim, to stand by,

The world must make room for & faot, It
slwuys does., It can't helpit The fact is
nutocratic, It rides rough-shod over theories.
‘Miracles impoosible?' Yes, till five, four,
throa honest men testify to what you call a
‘miracle,’ aud then your priori reasoning sounds
like tho whistling of the idle wind which no
msan regardsth, Miracles are always impossible
uil mirscies oceur. So Mr., David Home was
impossible ti:l Mr, David Hume ooocurred.

There is nothing 8o apt to ocour asa miracle,
and 8 priori reasoning is scarce fit for the
smusement of children, Everything in this
wonderful universe is poesible, or as Scripture
patit: ‘With God all things are posgible,’ a
far profounder philosophio statement, revealing
an insight into nature infinitely beyond the
smart Seotchman’s bit of Scotch metaphysics—
the shallowaest, it is conoceded, I believe, of all
the queer stuff that zoes under that name,

The preaching of the Apostles was & preach-
ing of the Resurreotior, the olimax of the whole
story, the capstone of the whole edifice.

And it was the preaching of a fact, They
were witnesses to the fact It was # matter of
testimoney. Aud testimony takes small ac
count of probabilitizs. It may be utterly in-
comprehensible that & highly esteemed citizen
and pious church member should rob the com-
pany of which he is oashier, and make away
with & quarter of & million. Bnt on testimony
the court will find him guilty and send him to
the penitentiary when he is caught, whether
the fact is comprehensible or not,

It may be utterly inexplicable that Hagene
Aram, a mild, smisble, even pious man, should
Eill his friend Clarke, but witnesses saw him do
it, and the court condemus him, and leaves-yon
to explain the inexplicable as beat you oan.

Bo the Apostles wero witnesses to a faot, a
wonderful and incomprehensible fact, and th-t
was their office,

They chose Matthias in the place of Judas ‘to
bo & witness with us ofHis resurrection,’ They
declared that He rose again, ‘whereof we are
the witnesses.” The appointment aud selection
of the men seema not to have been, as one hears
80 often, to instruot; teach and convert, 80 muoch
8s to be living witnesses to & fact, without
which all the preaoching, instructing and teach
ing are idle worda,

Neay, the loose talk one hears &0 often,
growing commoner from day to day, I think,
is even shallower than it is loose. The Apos-
tles were not sent to preach moralities ; even
the most beantiful commentarics upon the
sermon on the Mount. They were sent to be
witnesses of His resurreotion, preachers of a
divine present power on earth among men,
preachers of the Kingdom of God ocome into
things natural, of God who is also Man. Lord
and Masier of all things seen and unseen !

No poor, staggering, gasping apologizing,
naturalism pleading for a little bit of Christian
decent morality as possible yet, but a strong
militant, beroic asertion of the present divine
and supernataral in the world and among men;
of miracles and wonder and mystery at every
turn and every step in & world that lies drift-
ing in the great deeps of the spiritual as gulf
weeds drifts in the North Atlantic—a world
steeped, seturated charged with the spiritual,
oradled and wrapped in the infinite terrors and
splendors of the world unseen|

And the fact they knes and could testify to
in any oourt and under any oross-examinations
was the key to a transfizured world and a
a transfigured life, :

It is all trne. We belong to the great ages
and the great infivities, we men, It is not ‘let
us eat and drink for to-morrow we die.’ It is ‘let
us work and endure and pray and keep soul
and body pare, for to-morrow welive.’” A man
has risen from the dead, burst the dark doors
wide open, and revealed our lifs and purpose,
und sealed every great word He gave us, and
every great deed He did for men even to the
last mighty deed of dying.

‘Wo ure witnesses [’ It is their ory every-
where. Before governors, kings, councils,
mobs, before ocivilized and savage—'we have a
strangoe story to tell, but we know it is troe.
Wesaw Him. It isa fact, We testify toit.
Jesus of Nazareth orucified under Pontins Pilate,
rose from the dead I'

Many people sre getting alarmed st the
“unrest” in the religious world. They im-
agine that chaos has ocome, and the founda-
tions orumbling beneath our feet, So & oricket
ginging merrily in the field, when the plough-
man comes along and tears up the greensward,

thinks the whole world has gone to pieves,
While the Christian should be alert and vigilant
amid the disturbances oansed by heavy-minded
men Wwith a orook in their mentsl vision, he
has no reazon to be frightened, or to suppose
that the trath of God is &t risk, For two
reasons, fi.st, beoause it ia precisely the state of
things foretold by our Lord, and olearly in-
timated by the Apostle Paunl, He writes to
Timothy : ¢ For the time will come when they
will not endure sound docirine; but after their
own lasts shall they heap to themselves teachers
having itohing ears; and they shall turn away
their ears from the truth, and shall be turned
unto fables,” “Bant evil men and seducers shall
wax worse and worse, deoeiving, and being

deceived.” These things must come, but this
does not mean that trath and loyalty to Jesus
are to be banished from the earth. *The
wrath of man shall praise Thee, and the re-
mainder of wrath shalt Thou restrain,” Christ
is the vietor, and has conguered the world
once for 8ll. The second reason is, that the
Church and Christianity has gone through
much worse tribulation, time and again, and
not only oame off triumphant, but gained a
distinot advance in strength and breadth after
each distarbance. No present attacks upon
the faith, either from within or from without,
oan be at all compsred with the wide-spread
and contemptuous disregard of divine things
at the time of the restoration of Charles II, or
the farious asssult of infidels in France in the
eighteenth centnry. The kingdom of Christ
does not depend upou human efforts, aud it oan
not be overthrown either by the errors or by
the spite of men.—The Church News, St. Louis.

mated, It is trone that the devil has many
loyal servants ; that the Churoh falls far short
of her duty; and that many Christians are no |
better in their lives, outwardly, than the
‘world’s people:' yet, if we could get an aoconr-
ate comparison between the present and 100
years ago, of the visible growth of the Church
and Christian institutions. and the elevation of
Christian life and Christian thought, the ad-
vance would be simply amaring, if not wholly
satisfactory to the ardent mind; Aund the end
is not yet.—The Church News.

On Runday last I had another
opportunity of speaking to the large
congrogation which week by week
assembls in the church of Buganda.
After speaking to the poeople on the

I addressed mysolf to the men, who,
ow ng to the disturbed slate of the
country, are in the babit of bringing
their guns and rifles to chuich.
There arosometimes several hundred
guos in church, The resolt of my
appeal to them to leave their guns
at home was that at the afternoon
gervico only two guns were to be
soen, and thess wero carried by men
who had npot been prosent ab the
moruing service, 1f only I .can
persuade the French piissts to adopt
a similar course, a great step will
have been taken 16wards the preser—
vation of peaco. I ihms hope to
make an arrangement by which
during the week, bolh parlies shall
abstain from carrying their guns
during the day.

1t cannot, I think, be too clearly
understcod, that while there is on
intensely jealous and Dbilter feeling
on the part of both the Protes ants
and Roman Catholics in Buganda,
thie feeling is not based upon reli-
gious, but political differinces 1t
in strifo between the French ard the
English. That this is so proved by
the fact tkat the terms Protestant
and Catholic have beon almost en-
tircly dropped, snd the terms French
and Hnglish have taken their pluce,
This is a strange developmentin the
gituation. The whole point at istue
is political power and influence, It
is only ancther nspect of the smmo
struggle which is going on in Eng-
land, Irsuce and other ecivilized
couniries. Now 1ihat the couniry
has . come by trealy under direct
British inflcence, and that Caplain
Lugara (who srrived here on Dee.
29th} has succooded in making a
tresty with Mwanga, T have no doubi
things will soon settle down, and
justice bo deno to b.th parties At
ony rate I fel that tho situation has
within the last {fow months com-
pletely altered. and that the mis-
sionaries at work in Buganda will

I should say
that such ancther open door does
not exist in any other part of the
world, Ard I should say, moreover,
that in no part of the world is there
to ke found a native church which
ia g0 disposed to support itself and
its ministry, a8 the Church of Ba-
gonda, The land occupied by the
Missionaries is a gift from the peo-
ple; tho bouses occupied by Messra,
Gordon and Walker were bailt for
them by the Christians without any
oxjeclation of payment; and, to
crown all, & large house of three
rooms has been built for myself, and
two smaller houses for the other
membera of my party. I have said
that this crowns all, but it does not.
Every day the Christians bring us
food in such quantities that we have
more than enough for sustenance.
I do not expest it will be necessary
for me to buy any food during the
period of my sty here. The people
are only too anxious to keep one
here,
January 16th,

Yestorday, Pere Brard, on behalf

of the Catholics, met me in confer-
enco with regard to the grievances
exiating between the two parties, I
rojoice to say that the result is an
arrapgement which, I trust, will be
accepted by the big chiefs of buth
the Protestant and Roman Catholie
parties. The cases of those who
declare thai thay have been ejected
from theirestates on account of their

The claim of the Protes‘ants to a
ghare of the Sese ieles has also been
referred to the same arbitrators.
With regard to the complaints of
plundering made against the Protes-
tants, I undertook to satisfy all the
stated claims which might be sent
into me, And I also undertook, at
the first opportunity, when our
pecple met together, to denounce all
such practices, and to exhort the
well disposed to assist in putting a
stop to them. Pere Brard on his
part undertook to do the same,

January 19th,

My fi'th ordination, and the first
in Buganda took place yesterday,
when Messra, Baskerviile and Gordon
were ordaincd priests. A great
meoy natives were present, and
manifested great interest in the
service, At a later hour in the day
the confirmation of eeventy candi-
dates took p'ace, It is impossible
to describe the feelings with which
I officiated on both these occasions,
I felt weighed and crushed with a
deep eense « f my u‘ter unworthiness
of such an honor being conferred
upon me by the Master, and of heing
fermitted to take part in the firat
Ordination and Confirmation ser—
vices held in Bugacda, It was a
time of real blessirg to many. The
selting apart of one who like Mr,
Go.don has labored in this part of
the Mission field for eight years, was
an event full of deep interest, But
the public confession of Chriet by
these sevewty men and womon was,
in many respects, even of deeper
interest. Many of them had suffer-d
persecution, for the rame of Christ.
Mony had been deprived of their
carthly all, All were deeply in
ehrnest, and those who prepared
them and presented them were
greatly struck by their deep sincer-
ity and heart dev:tion to the cause
of Christ. The 18th of Janusry,
1891, was a day much ‘o be remem-
bered in Boganda, God was of a
trath with us and gave us Ha bless-
ing —The American Church S. S.
