• iff, we would still be under obliga­
tion to- pay the interest on our 
debts held In the United States. 
The only way of doing so would 
be by selling our products In 
Great Britain or some other coun­
try less exclusive than the Unit­
ed States and using our credits 
in these countries to pay our 
debts to the United States.

If this statement of what would 
happen should the United States 
put Into operation a high tariff 
against Canadian exports Is cor­
rect, then it 'ollows fhat to bor­
row large sums from thfe United 
States la a1 far more hazardous 
financial policy than to borrow 
from Great Britain. There Is no 
possibility that Great Britain will 
refuse Ito accept her Interest In 
the - form of Canadian products. 
There Is always a possibility that 
some ultra protectionist leader In 
the United States will try to make 
himself president by promising a 
tariff wall so high that even a 
reindeer could got get over it
The creditor generally wants the 

debtor to do *ell, but our neighbors 
to the south, If The Globe Is to he Re­
lieved, will lend us a lot of money and 
then make It as hard as possible for 
us to pay It back. "Obviously the moral 
Is to steer clear of such dangerous 
and designing people. How The 
Globe must rejoice that we escaped 
the reciprocity trap so cunningly con­
trived for our undoing In 1911.

The World also comes In for a 
scolding- We are accused of being re­
creant to the public interest because 
we do not denounce Mr. White for 
■borrowing $45,000,000 In the Unite! 
States. He had to borrow the $46,000,-

England. What should he have done?

The pronounced rise 1 
in this quarter of the market seemed 
to have attracted a considerable 
amount of public buying, which helped 
te push up quotations still higher.
