Washington, FWb. 8.—Transportation 
priority for grain, flour, corn meal 
and other grain products in western 
and middle western producing states 
was ordered today by Director-Gen­
eral MoAdoo. as a means of hastening 
to market all grain and particularly 
the vast accumulated stores of soft 
corn.

This corn, full of moisture as a 
result of last year’s growing condi­
tions, composes as much as 40 per 
cent, of the stocks In many sections, 
and today it la threatened with rot­
ting in moderate weather such as the 
last few days, unless rushed to the 
elevators and dried.

The order Is intended also to insure 
adequate shipments of grains to mills 
to All allied orders. The situation was 
discussed yesterday at a conference 
between Director-General McAdx-o and 
Sir Richard Crawford, commercial at­
tache of the British embassy, who ex­
pressed fear that bad transportation 
conditions of recant weeks in the 
United States would seriously Inter­
fere with the allied food program un­
less special efforts were made to has­
ten grain to seaports.

Thousands of beet cars will be used 
for the grain movement, and conse­
quently will be withheld from Indus­
trial shipments. Unofficial prefer­

He 
said that Bolo Pasha had Invested a 
million francs in Le Journal, but 
agreed to leave the editorial direction 
In the hands of the senator.

Panon, an artist, testified that he 
had known Bolo since ne was ten 
years old. He became Bolo’s partner 
in various Undertakings at Marseilles, 
where he lost his fortune of 100,000 
francs when Bolo disappeared with 
Panon’s wife, leaving Panon liable for 
debts aggregating 50,000 francs. Six­
teen years later, when he was penni­
less, Panon again met Bolo, and was 
weak enough to sign a paper declar­
ing that he, and not Bolo, had swindled 
a charwoman. Bolo sent him to New 
York In March, 1917, to obtain a 
statement of Bolo’s bank account.

'Washington, Feto. S.—Licensing of 
aH classes of American exports and 
imports Is planned by the government 
as Its first step In reducing the coun­
try's essential foreign trade to release 
ships for the transport of troops and 
supplies to Europe.

, AFRICAN CHIEFS SEE FRONT.

Somewhere In France, Feb. 8.—At 
the Invitation of the entente allies 
two prominent African chiefs are 
now making a tour of the front. It 
is the first time that offlpial repre­
sentatives of the great African tribes 
have been so honored. They are vis­
iting all the African labor battalions, 
as lt is one of their chief objects to 
see how the black'laborers are treat­
ed. When they return they will be 
able to make an interesting report to 
the chiefs and tribes on the wonders 
and terrors of scientific warfare.

Lower Prices In Chicago.
"The United States city with which the 

City of Montreal, according to trade 
conditions is most naturally comparable, 
Is Chicago. It is strange prices in Chi­
cago have been ruling five cents per 
dozen less than in Montreal. The freight 
from Chicago to Montreal amounts to 
about Hie per dozen. The customs duty 
upon eggs imported from Chicago Into 
Montreal would be about six cents.

“Several Montreal operators have prac­
tically no eggs on hand. Several others 
have about the same amount of holdings 
ae last year. Yet others, however, have 
greatly increased holdings. Several 
panics have twice as many, 
five times as many, another ten times as 
many, another fifteen times as many. 
In the result all together have more 
tten twice as many. The dealers as a 
whole having disposed of their stocks In 
a normal manner, as good business dic­
tated, during the month of January, the 
commissioner is now of the opinion that 
government action will be necessary, but 
he remains of the opinion that the con­
ditions do not Justify any advance in 
the price of eggs.

In volume until they reached a maxi­
mum in 1913, when the total figures 
were: from British Isles, 160,642; from 
United States, 139,009; from other 
countries, 112,831; making a total for 
ISIS tit 402,432. A large drop was 
seen the following year, when in 1914 
the total was only 334,878, and In 19V. 
the figures given were only: British 
la’es, 43,276; United States, 69,779; 
end other countries, 44,734, making a 
total of 144,789.

I Terminal Service Needed.
Many complaints are heard about 

the delay in bringing along and 

placing railway freight cars on sid­

ings.

these complaints it Is found that a 

large number of merchants are con­

vinced that much of the scarcity is 

the result, not of the absence of 

materials, but of the failure to de­

liver What has been brought to the 

city. This appears to be particu­

larly true of the coal trade.

It Is easy to say that the railways 

are to blame. The point is why are 

they to blame, and why is the cause 

not removed and the evil remedied? 

The trouble consists in the divided 
control of terminal facilities and the 

impossibility of getting united and 

expeditious action out of the present 

system.
There Is supposed to be a Toronto 

Terminal Company, but it has shown 
no signs of life. What is needed is 
an Independent organization^ pre­
ferably controlled by the city, which 
would receive all cars from the rail­
ways and be responsible for having 
them speedily placed for unloading. 
Such a body would operate at cost, 
and would remove all friction by 
eliminating any suggestion of favor, 
and by expediting deliveries, and the 
return of cars to their owners.

Such a terminal company would 
naturally electrify all switching ser­
vices, thus becoming independent of 
weather and assuring continuous 
service under all conditions. If the 
city authorities were real business 
men they would have worked out 
this problem long ago.

i Dutch Believe Enemy Has Bocorhe
Chastened by Sufferings of War.

Amsterdam, Feb. 8.—“Why is the 
German not loved more warmly by his 
Dutch cousins 7” asked a writer in a 
German newspaper a few days ago. 
The editor of The Hondelsblad takes 
the part of a candid friend In a reply 
printed as an editorial.

“First of all,” he says, “the dislike 
otf all foreigners prevails everywhere 
among t-hef mass of the Dutch • people, 
because the feel foreigners to be ‘dif­
ferent.’ Therefore, the Dutch masses 
dislike Germans, Belgians and Eng­
lishmen- But Germany before the war 
vas always holding a loaded revolver 
•0 our breast—her contempt for Hol­
land’s military power, her thirst for ex- 
Iianslon, her wish to try her gigantic 
and- remarkable war machine, were 
very real dangers. The fear oi Ger­
man militarism was very great, while 
England and France gave us no- such 
fear.

“Then came the ' invasion f>f Bel­
gium. This roused not merely pity for 
a small neutral nation like Eelglum, 
whose women and children came weep­
ing ^nd hungry, -whose towns-ond vil­
lages were seen burning across the 
frontier. Few people will admit that 
-the (Invasion of Belgium was necessary 
for the defence of the German frontier, 
and if the invasion had not taken 
place the war would have been over 
long ago. Even supposing that the' ex­
cuse of necessity was legitimate it 
would justify a devastation of Holland, 
tomorrow, for Germany’s love or jus-! 
tice and her respect for Duteh freedom 
and Independence are very poor secu­
rities.

“The Germans blame Ithe British 
and American governments for putting 
pressure on Holland, but aibout the as­
sassination by torpedo of Dutch 
ships, about the destruction of harm­
less neutral fishing craft they have 
nothing to say.”

The writer concludes with a state­
ment that, in spite of this, there has 
been recently a certain chang» of 
opinion in Holland toward Germany, 
not an increased love for Germany, but 
a lessened fear of her. This, he says, 
is due to the fact that Germany Is 
being purified by suffering, so that 
“the growing democracy of’ Germany 
will soon sweep away the military

Two hundred thousand pounds of 
this cheap fish from the Pacific will 
be marketed this month in the west­
ern provinces. The effort will be 
made to increase this to 600,000 lbs. 
a month.

Canadians Eat Fish,
Prior to the outbreak of the war 

Canada consumed 29 lbs. of flsh per 
person per year, a half a pound each 
person per week. England consumed 
69 lbs. per person per year.

The flsh commissioner wants to in­
crease the consumption of flsh to 52 
lbs. ppr person per year. It each per- 

consumes one pound per week 
the 52 lbs. will be attained.

Have We the Fish?
Canada’s catch during the season 

of 1916-16 was 112% lbs- per person.
, This means all kinds of flsh within 

the Dominion, Including the Pacific 
and Atlantic.

One of the great Industries of Can­
ada is flsh, and her exports of flsh is 
very important. If the people con­
form to the food controller's desire 
and eat, each person, 52 lbs. flsh this 
year, it will mean that Canada will 
not have as much to export. The ex­
port of flsh is importa 
Canada must Import so many-things, 
such as coal and other commodities, 
so it Is necessary to keep up this ex- 
portstlon of Ash.

The aim df the Dominion flsh com­
missioner Is to increase production, 
keep up exportation and to increase 
consumption.

ANSWER—1. Only in this sense, that 
tlesiues or parts directly injured by the 
fall would be pieces of temporarily di­
minished resistance, and if the Individual 
already has latent tuberculosis (as moot 
of us have somewhere in the body) the 
germs might find their way to the in­
jured place and set up tuberculosis there. 
2. No.

Kindly advise me whether Dakin’s so­

lution or Dobell’s solution as a spray for 
the throat will have any prophylactic ef­
fect in the case of a person sixty years 
old who has been subject for a lifetime 
to recurring tonsilitis, quinsy and or­
dinary sore throat.

"We have been able to’ relieve a 

large number of cases today," said 
the Rev. Mr. Bryce, “and gathered 
quite a large amount of coal with the 
aid of teams, rigs of all kinds, and 
motor cars. To quote one instance, a 
case was reported from away in the 
eastern part of the city, and at the 
same time we were told of a bag of 
coal for disposal ln the same section. 
We immediately relieved the case in 
the east with the coal donated from 
that section. On the other hand, 
cases of supplies, of coal in houses 
closed while the owners were ln Flor­
ida and other warm climates were re­
ported.

“We will continue to call for bags 
of coal or wood in any part of the 
city from those who can help us from 
their supply. A ’phone message to 
the church office, Junction 2742, will 
be promptly attended to,” said Mr. 
Bryce, who pointed out that the coal 
when collected was delivered to the 
moat serious cases of sickness or 
want. In nearly all cases the coal 
was paid for by those who got it, and 
the money so received will be used to 
pay delivery charges, and the surplus, 
If any, will be used to purchase other 
necessities. Each person receiving 
coal signs a printed slip worded as 
follows: “I hereby declare that I have 
no coal and that I have done all in 
my power fo secure it. I have little 
children or sickness in my home.

.............. Address..........................
To Best Advantage.

“In this way the coal is placed to 
the utmost advantage,” said Mr. 
Bryce. In conversation with a re­
porter for The World, Mrs. Corbett, 
the superintendent of the coal de­
partment of the church, who has 
worked day in and day out without 
ceasing, said:

Will Be Generally Well Observed by Those 
Who Understand the Order—Banks Are 

Inclined to Disregard Ruling.
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At Least One Hundred Dif­
ferent Trades and Occupa­

tions Being Taught.

This is Canada’s first fuelless day. 

Beginning this morning and continu­
ing until Monday night, normal busi­
ness activities ln the district between 
Three Rivers, Que., and Port Arthur, 
Ont., will, with fey exceptions, be sus­
pended, if the orders of the Cana­
dian fuel controller, C. A- Magrath, 
as given out "tin Monday night, and 
interpreted by the* provincial control­
ler in various ways since then, ate 
obeyed.

On the eve of the first day of the 
heat less period, R. C. Harris, the pro­
vincial controller, expressed himself 
as delighted with the manner in which 
the business men of the city had 
taken the order. ,-J‘l have heard bmt 
little opposition," he aaid- "On the 
other hand everybody seems to want 
to assist In every wiy . possible."

But optimistic aa Mr. Harris te. It 
is certain that will be endless
contusion today, A large nimflHf M 
business men do no* -know yet exact­
ly where they stand, and in other 
cases, notably that 9$ .the banks, there 
is a feeling, almost of contempt for 
the order. ■?

Mr. Harriti’ ruling on the banks 
was as follows: "Banks and other 
financial Institutions must suspend 
normal activities; they may leave one 
clerk at each branch to accept pay­
ment of notes and drafts falling due, 
but muat. not discount bills of ex­
change, accept deposits, pay cheques, 
sell money orders, etc."

Banks' Not' Inclined.
Despite this clear statement of the 

case the banks have not shown a dis­
position to fall in line. All will make 
at least a slight rearrangement of 
their staffs, but few are obeying the 
order Implicitly. The Canadian Bank 
of Commerce will have about 40 per 
cent, of Its staff on duty today, and 
will take care of irnch business as 
presents Itself, but on Monday only 
shout 10 per cent, of toe staff will be 
on duty. The Standard* 
going to obey Instruction! 
most of Its staff will be working.

The Union Bank will observe Mon­
day as a “heatless” day, but has In­
structed its entire staff to be on duty 
today. On Monday they will only ac­
cept payment for maturing obliga­
tions, and will violate orders just 
enough to accept deposits which may 
be necessary to cover such payments.

The clearing house must remain 
open by law to take care of out-of- 
town drafts, etc., and Is blamed for 
keeping the banks open today. Nat­
urally yesterday was a busy day for 
them, and the clearing house will 
have a busy morning. It would be 
obviously Impossible to hold today's 
clearings until Tuesday for payment 
by the various branches.

The Bank of Montreal will observe 
the letter of the order as far as pos­
sible. The fires will be lowered to 
Sunday temperatures during the three 
days- The branches ■ will open at the 
usual hour this morning, accept de­
posits to cover maturing obligations, 
ray off these bills, and then look up. 
No more business will be carried on 
than can be handled ln a short time. 
Some of the branches will be allowed 
tc. cut their staffs toy a few mm.

Garages Not Sure.
Garages are not all sure of their 

status. The fuel controller ruled .as 
fellows concerning them: “Garages 
whose chief business is doing repair 
work and selling supplies must lock 
up. Garages where private cars are 
stored may open to allow the owners 
free access to their cars, but no sup­
plies must be sold. Livery stables 
and live y gerag-.a where autos are 
for hire may keep open "

Cartage agents have been exempted 
from the order in so far as making 
deliveries is concerned.
