DECLINE T0 ERECT
CHEAP RESIDENCES

Builders Fail to Take Advan-
tage of Relaxation of
Building Restrictions.

(From Sunday World.)

Torontonians have no intention. of
building cheap ‘or ghoddy residences
for themselves and’ their families.” This
is evideniced in the returns at the chief
architect”s department, showing that,
despite relaxation in the building laws
to permit of the-¢onstruction of frame
buildings in restricted areas, only one
call ‘has come for such type of resi-
dence. The number, of permits for
residences for the year 1920 to date is
scarcely more . than half the number
registered for-1919. Dr. Hastings in a
report issued' some time ‘ago pointed
to the need of at least 5000 new homes
every year to cover the house needs
of the city. Of thig number only 1472
are being built fhis.year so far.
- The year 1813 bears the record for
large numbers of residence and apart-
ment permits, resifénce permits to-
taling 5089 and ‘apgrtment house per-
mits totaling '43 in, number. Two
other brisk years according to records
are 1914 and 3919, the war year show-
ing a total:ofinearly 4000 permits for
residences, and last’' year showing a
total ‘of more than 3000 permits. How-
ever, there waw a considerable falling
off last year in the number of apart-
ment house permits.” The years pro-
viding the smallest showings in per-
mits were 1916, ")W‘Nh only 657 permits,
1915 with 832 permits, and 1917 and
1918 with anywhere from 900 to 1000
permits. The-greatest call for apart-
ment houses was in 1911 and 1912,
when permits were issued for 77 and
80 permits respgét;Vely.

City Solicitor’ Sends Opinion
to Police Commission Re-
garding Sinn Feiners.

The opinion Is expressed by City So-
licitor Johnston that by jointly calling
a meeting to discuss self-determina-
tion - for ‘ireland, local Sinn ¥einers
have left themselvés liable to prosecu-
tion on chargeg'bf'seditious conspiracy.
In a report Whiﬁ_:h ‘he has forwarded to
the police comgnigsioners, Mr. John-
ston says: ok

“I have not“seen any announcement
of the proposed meetings, and am not

-aware if such &nnouncement refers to

the object of the.proposed meetings. I
assume, however, that these meetings
are intended to advance the cause of
the party knowh as Sinn Feiners, at
present in open rebellion against the
British government in _Ireéland.

“Section 132. of . the .cpde reads as
follows: ‘Seditious words are words
expressive of seditious intention—(3)
A seditious con8piracy is an agreement
between two or mpre persons to carry
into execution a 'seditious intention.’
A ‘seditious intention’ has been defined
as follows: ‘An intention to bring into
hostility or contempt or to excite dis-
affection against the person of his ma-
jeity or the government and consti-
tution of the Unitéed Kingdom or of
Canada as by law  established.’

“If certain persons, therefore, have
by common consent agreed to call the
proposed meetings, I think they are
liable for a seditious conspiracy under
section 132, and that such an atiempt
would be a substantive offence. The
punishment for, the attempt is one
year’s imprisonment, and for the com-
mission of a main offence two vears’
imprisonment.”

Well Known as a Phil-

: anthropist.

New York, Sept. 26.—Jacob H.
Schiff, widely known banker and phil-
anthropist. died at his home here Sat-
urday night. i ’

. Another important enterprise which

-Mr. Schiff undertook as head of his

firm, was the placing in this country
of a large Japanese loan whenn Jap-
an went to war with Russia. Some
years later Mr. Schiff expressed re-
gret that he had been 1nstrt}.}£1ental in
providing funds which lped to
place Japan among the leading nations
of the world as a military power.

Born nat Frankfort, Germany, Jan.
10, 1847, Mr. Schiff was educated in
Germany and when 18 years- of age,
removed to New York where he en-
tered upon his business career begin-
ning as a bank clerk., A few years
gfterward he became a member of a
firm of bankers and brokers. 1In 1875
Mr, Schiff married Theresa, daughter
of Solomon Loeb, and became a mem-
ber of the firm of Kuhn, Loeb and Co.,
of which his father-in-law was then
senior partner,

When Mr. Loeb retired 10 years

later, Mr. Schiff became head of the
firm, and has since occupied that po-
sition. After his successful share in
the financing of the Union:Pacific re-
arganization, Mr, Schiff became one
*f the most widely known and influen-
tial bankers of New York. He has
been director of several of the leading
banks, trust, life insurance, railroad
and utility companies, including the
Union Pacific Railroad and the West-
eérn Union Telegraph Company. His
firm acted as fiscal agents for some of
the Jeading corporations of the United
States.
" For more than a score of years Mr.
Schiff was prominent in various forms
of charity and philanthropy. He was
vice-president -of the Baron de Hirsch
Fund, founder and president of the
Montefiore Home for Chronic Invalids,
one of the founders of Barnard Col-
lege, and contributed liberally to al-
most every Jewish movement or chari-
table institution, and to many non-
sectarian ones in New York. He gave
generously to encourage the study of
Hebrew literature, founded the §em1-
tic Museum at Harvard, and theidew-
ish Theological Seminary of Mw
York. h\

Willlam McAdoo, then secretaryof
the treasury, in a tribute to Mr. Schi
on the occasion of his 70th birthday,
described him as “a rare combination
of the financier and altruist.” i

-Mr. Schiff had one son, Mortimer L.
Schiff, also a member of the firm of
which his father was the head, and
one daughter, Mrs. Felix Warburg,
wife of another member of that firm.
He had a home in Fifth avenue, New
York, and a country home at Sea-
bright, N.J. :

Mr. Schiff’s death was due to arterio
sclerosis. . He —~ was stricken 'six
months ago, members of his family
said, but had not suffered to any ex-
tent until/August, when he was com-
pelled to/ return home from a sojourn
in the "White Mountains. His condi-
tion gradually became worse, and he
was confined to his home ten dayg ago.

Mr. Schiff’s wife, his son, Mortimer
L. Schiff, and his daughter, Mrs. Fe-
lix Warburg, were called to his bed-
side yesterday afternoon when phy-
sicians gave up hope of recovery.

Two brothers, Phillip and Ludwig
Schiff, merchants of Frankfort-on-
Main, Germany, also survive him.

The Downtown Chamber of Com-
merce announced tonight that 10,000
placards printed in Hebrew and Eng-
lish, reading: “The East Side mourns
the loss of Jacob H. Schiff,” would be
displayed thruout the East Side, Spe-
cial prayers in al} East Side syna-
gogues and public memorial meetings
alsp are planned.

The name of Jacob H. Schiff has
been associated with the financial
history of New York and of the United
States for a quarter of a century, At
intervalg in that time Mr. Schiff took
an active part in the financial devel-
opment of some of the leading railroads
and utility corporations in the republic.

Backed by foreign capital, Mr. Schiff
and the firm of Kuhn, Loeb and Co.,
supported the late E. H. Harriman in
the great financial adventure by which
the Union Pacific Railroad was reor-
ganized in 1897, and in the subsequent

- transactions by which the Union Paci-

fic obtained- control of the Southern
Pacific and other roads.

This operation is regarded as one
of the most important in which Mr.
Schiff engaged as a banker. It in-
volved a vast sum .of money, pessibly
hundreds of millions of dollars, gave
Mr. Schiff a prestige among New York
banking houses which endured for the
remainder of his life, and it contribut-
ed to make E., H. Harriman the best
known railroad organizer in the
United States.

Wait for Higher Prices. ;

Mr. Chisholm said Cuba is not go-
ing to gell at present prices. He said
there were buyers ‘- in the Cuban
market, but no sellers. “Sugar in-
terests,” he said, “have watched the
price of raw sugar gradually subside
in the course of a few weeks from a
record high of 23 cents a pound to
the present figure of 8 or 9 cents—
and that after supplies had been held
back for a price of 25 to 30 cents
Many sugar holders were conse-
quently forced: to unload at 10 and
11 cents sugar which had . been
Bround when the raw was selling
at 18 and 20 cents. This was a very
serious matter for these mill owners;
'who bought their cane when raw su-
gar was near its height, because the
plantation owners are paid for their
cane acorcding to the ruling pirce for
raw sugar. The ' Association of
Sugar Mill Owners and Cane Grow-
ers have, therefore, adopted the
policy that at the present level no
Cuba sugars'shall be sold; that they
shall simply keep out of the market
until prices stiffen. The result is that
at the time of writing  there are
buyers in market for <Cuba sugar
but ‘no ‘sellers. [For several thare
has been a deadlock, but at the mo-
ment buyers = are offering slightly
higher prices.”

Recent Receipts Large.

Exports of Cuban sugar to Canada
have increased tenfold within the
past twelve months. During the first
seven months of the present year
Canada took 152,452 toms” of Cuban
sugar, in comparison with only 15,865
tons in the Ccorresponding period of
1919, and 7,028 tons in the corre-
sponding period of 1918. The result
of the fight for Cuban sugar will,
therefore, have a distinct bearing on
the Canadian situation. Mr. Chis-
holm adds that, according to infor-
mation, Canadian interests are in the
market for several thousand tons of
Cuban sugar for immediate delivery,
but that they are finding no offerings.

SCOTTISH PROHIBITION
ENERGETICALLY BOOMED

London, Sept. 26.—Polls on the local
option resolutions of the Scottish Tem-
perance Act must be demanded by
next week, and strenuoug efforts are
being made, especially in the larger
towns, to fulfill the requirements of
the law that there must be at least
ten per cent. of the electorate signa-
tories to the requisition. The tem-

if the monarchy were proclaimed.

HUNGARY BARS JEWS
FROM HIGHER EDUCATION

Vienna, Sept. 26.—The last session
of the - Hungarian parliament, by a
vote of 57 to 7, adopted measures
which will restrict Jews from enter-
ing all higher educational institutions
excepting im very small numbers.

The measure is the result of the
efforts of the anti-Semites, who were
led by Minister of Education Haller.

Waterw;k.s Washed A_;ay;
Must Use Wine and Beer

Geneva, Sept. 26‘—‘—The inhabitants
of the village of Martigny face the
prospect of being able to drink only
wine and beer for some time, the re-
sult of the town waterworks being
washed away yesterday by the flood
which swept thru the Chamonix Val-
ley, caused by the ’'bursting of a
glacier pocket. The flood is now re-
ceding, but it will be many weeks be-
fore the waterworks can be rebuilt.

The damage done thru the valley
totals many millions of francs, but no
lives were lost,

BISHOP SWEENY’S
 PLEA FOR LEAGUE

(Continued From *agc 1).

of Brisbane,” said Bishop Sweeney.
‘“Those who will read the resolutions
of that conference will note that
chief among them is that which gives
the key to the underlying principles
of the covenant of the League of
Nations, for the sense of that reso-
lution is this, that Christian interha-
tionalism is not inconsistent with
Christian patriotism. We have in-
volved in the report of the confer-
ence as adopting the covenant of the
League of Nationg three guiding
principles: 1, the duty and dignity of
each nation in serving each other
nation, with the accompanying re-
'sponsibility of _all nations toward
each other; 2, the realization that all
nations; great or small, weak or
mighty, form integral parts of one
great ideal of family brotherhood;
ang, 3, the relation of the strong na-
tions toward their weaker brothers,
the resolution of these strong ones
to bear the infirmities of the weaker
vessels, None but will realize that
this new covenant of nations in its
spirit brings the world nearer to the
ideal of Kant's Federation of Nations
than has yet been attained by any
other plan of nationalism or inter-
nationalism.”
Endorses League of Nations.

Continuing, Bishop Sweeny point-
ed to the reasons which prompted the
Lambeth conference, to endorse the
League of Nations. The league, he
said, had been first considered in
February, 1919, and had reached
more definite stage in April of the
Ssame year, embodying in its coven-
ant 42 sovereign states. The cover-
ant  was in effect, he said, a plan to
limit the Iiberties of nations for the
weal of the entire world. There were
priceless documents contained in the
report of the Lambeth conference.
One of these referred to the hoped
for impossibility - of another world
war, another referred to wune inter-
national differences, and another,
perhaps most important of all, re-
ferred to principles of mandatory
powers and responsibilities of the
stronger nations toward their weaker
brethren. :

It was at this juncture that Bishop
Sweeny eloquently emphasized the
need of nations accepting mandatory
powers on behalf of downtrodden
people who for c¢enturies had been
crushed beneath the heel of a com-
bined anarchy of despotism and
massacre. As for instance, Armenia
“These people, who have suffered
much for their testimony of Jesus of
Nazareth.”

“Sad it is that that great nation,
Russia, has not yet become a signa-
tory to the covenant of brotherhood.
Nor yet Germany; nor yet the Unit-
ed States,” concluded the ‘bishop.
“But the time will come when these
great sovereign stateg will be com-
pelled to come into the covenant. I
would to God it were possible for our
ovn Canada to s6 honor her nan«
and people as to accept mandatory
power and force back to their lairs
those bully nations ever ready to
crush weaker peoples by fury and
massacre. Yes, there by the road-
side lies this poor unfortunate race,
bleeding, helpless, yet there are na-
tions which pass them by, on the
other side of the road. nations which
are only shirkers. May not Canada
become the Good Samaritan and
lend her strong arm in defence of
this weak, helpless people? Never
will the world realize the lofty ideals
of this covenant of nations until
these downtrodden peoples have been
lifted up from the mire of despon-
deny to a naw sense of freedom and
achievement.”

‘BUSINESS AS USUAL
PROPHECY FOR U. S.

Despite Clouds on Industrial
Horizon, Committee Fore-
sees Good Year.

“Washington, Sept. 25.—Good busi-
ness for the rest of this year, despite
disturbing factorg in the commercial,
industrial and agricultural outlook, is
predicted in a,report made public to-
day by the committee on statistics and
standards of the chamber of commerce
of the United States.

!The committee says that “a cloud
has appeared on the automobile hori-
zon,” which, it adds, ‘““seems to pre-
sage very definitely lessened produc-
tion in the near future, and probably
different and more economical methods
of distribution.”

Despite good crops, the committes
declares the farmers' horizon is not
without its cloud, describing the car
shortage evil as far-reaching, with the
result that the elevators are full of
grain and unabje to get cars.

“Farmers with their wheat march up
the hill, like the king of France, to
the next railroad town,” the committee
asserts, “and then march down again
because there is no place for their
wheat. So they store it the best they
can on the farm, and often have no
place to put it. And then if they have
to meet obligations they sell their
wheat for what they can get for it
And a constant lower market prevails.”’

FIFTH BANK CLOSED:
HITS BOSTON ALIENS

Thirteen Millions on Deposit
With Cosmopolitan
Trust.

Boston. Sept. 26.—The Cosmeopolitan
Trust Company of this city was closed
today by State Bank Commissioner
Joseph C. Allen, with nearly $13.000,~
000 of deposits in its banking and sav-
ings departments. Slow loans and in-
ability to meet a continued heavy
withdrawal of deposits, were given by
the commissioner as the cause of the
bank’s difficulties, and the reason for
his action.

An opinion that half a million dollars
of state funds on deposit in the bank
was absolutely safe, announced by
State Treasurer James Jackson, gave
depositors reason to feel that their
money was not greatly endangered.

The Cosmopolitan is the fifth bank in
this city to be closed by Commissioner
Allen in the past five weeks. The first
of these was the Hanover Trust Com-
pany, which went to the wall with the
collapse of the get-rich-quick scheme
of Charles Ponzi, its largest individual
depositor. The Prudential Trust Com-
pany was closed later, as were two
smaller private banks.

The Cosmopolitan has advertised its
capital and surplus as $3.000,000 and

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INSIST CUTTING OUT |
FADS FROM SCHOOLS

Ratepayers Demand Explan-
ation of Operating the
Part-Time System.

With no uncertain voice, the rate-
payers of Norway told the school
board, as represented by Dr. Noble,
chairman, and Dr. Beer, representa-
tive for Ward One, at a well attend-
ed meeting in Nonway School, King-
ston road, that frills and fads mmust
be cut out in favor of an education
in the three R’s for their children,
and that the new six-roomed school
must be ready for occupation in the
next five weeks. o

The* meeting was called to discuss
the “delay in completing the 1w
school, which was to have been ready

September 1, and also to demand

explanation from the school board
why the part time system is in op-
eration in the school.

Arthur Fleming,who presided, out-
lined the situation in the school sec-
tion. “We have 400 children attend-
ing on half time, which is further ag-
gravated by the delay in completion
of the new six-roomed school,” said
Mr. Fleming, who added that he was
personally willing to pay more taxes
to develop the school curriculum and
for. increased accommodation.

George Shields made a slashing at-
tack upon the school board manage-
ment with their innovations of non-
essentials to tdition. “Is it more es-
sential that children should only re-
ceive half time education in order
that others should be taught manual
training and domestic gclence?” de-
manded Mr. Shields. ‘“The mothers
and we have good mothers in our
district—can teach their children
how to sew and cook meals far bet-
ter than the professional, teacher,
who now tdakeg up the time of the
school from solid education, This
stuff should be cut out.”

Plainer buildings, without cut stone
dressings, and more of them, is what
the citizens require, was the conten-
tion of John Lennox P, Carmichael
and Lennox Buchanan, and many
women in the audience voiced similar
opinions.

Dr. Noble Defends Policy.

Dr. Noble defended the board in
their building policy and the part
time system,  also ithe teaching of
manual training and domestic sci-
ence. He deplored the crippled state
of their finances, contending that the
money required should be controlled
by the board and nct doled out by
the city council. °''We should have
had 13 million dollars last year in-
stead of one million, which we re-
ceived. Toronto is not a pauper, and
the late premier, Geo* W, Ross, when
minister of education, gave a‘ black
eye to education when he placed its
funds under the control of the muni-
cipalities,” said Dr, Noble, He de-
plored that thru lack of meney last
year $50,000 was burnt up in portable
buildings. The new Norway school
would be finished as possible, he add-
ed, probably in about five weeks’
time.

Dr. Beer said he accepted no re-
sponsibility for the delay in the new
school, being a first year trustee. He
did not approve of the part time sys-
tem, but a change of hours could be
arranged with the approval of Prin-
cipal Fawcett, He was a strong sup-
porter of manual training, as a medi-
cal man, and also favored domestic
science. The reason fer the holdup
in the building, he stated, was the
shortage of steel laths,

It was eventually declded to ask
the board to change the present
hours from 9 to 12 and 1 to 4 until
the mew school is completed, and to
cut out all extra studies in favor of
the three R'’s.

Nominate Sir Arthur Currie
for Empire Convention
of Veterans.

'@, G. MacNeil, Dominion_ secretary-
treasurer of the G. W. V. A, visited
Toronto yesterday, in order to discuss
‘matters of policy and administration

"with officials of the provincial and
district commands. Mr, MacNeil ex-
pressed himself as being more than
ever optimistic regarding the future of
the organization, and stated that the
Nova Scotia Provincial Convention of
last week gave splendid proof of the
sanity animating members and leaders
of the G. W. V. A. Lieut.-Col. C. E.
Bent, D.S.0., O0.C. 15th Battalion,
C.E.F. (48th Highlanders, Toronto),
was elected president of the provincial
command.

The request for a conference  to
“agree on a common political policy,
with a view to future amalgamation,”
was keenly ' debated, and the resolu-
tion passed by the convention is made
interesting by reason of Mr. MacNeil's
statement that it reflects the majority
opinion of members of the organiza-
tion. The resolution reads as follows:

“Whereas overtures have been made
by the G. A. U. V. proposing amal-
gamation with this association for
political purposes. And wherea.a the
Dominion command had previously
expressed the desire to secure cq-
operation between all ex-service 'men s
organizations; and whereas, this as-
sociation, as a national body, has not
yet decided on ‘the advisability of
political action; Be it resolved that the
Nova ‘Scotia command of the G. W.
V.. A. makes the following suggestiqns
in regard to the communication receiv-
ed from the G. A. U. V. : ;

Desire For Co-operation.

1. That assurance be given of the
keen desire of 41l members of this as-
sociation to promote the uttermost
degree of eo-operation between all re-
turned soldiers’ organizations in ad-
vancement of common aims.

2. That any conference to discuss
the question of co-operation be in-
clusive of representatives of all' sil-
diers’ organizations in Canada of a
national character.

3. That the officials of the G.A.U.
V. be informed that until the question
of political action has been referred to
the general membership of this associ-
ation, it is impossible for the repre-

" sentatives to enter into the alliance
proposed. -

4. That a conference be held of
the presidents and secretaries of the
major soldier organizations in Cana-
da solely for the purpose of devising
ways and means for promoting closer
co-operation on a. basis that is now
of common interest.

6. 'That at such conference dis-
cussion ‘he made of establishing a
permanent national council, with re-
presentation upon a per capita basis
to discuss, all questions ‘affecting re-
turned men -generally, it being un-
derstood that said council shall not
be endowed with superior executive
power, and that a report be made
‘back to the association of the result
of such discussion for confirmation
by the membership.” -

Offer Prize for Ritual.

The convention rgcommended that
a prize be offered for the best ritual
for both Dominion and provincial
command use, in order to follow out
the fraternal basic idea of the 1920
convention. They called for full
payment of war service gratuity to
the pensioned widows of men who
fell on active “service. The problem
of housing its people is as acute in
Nova Scotia as it is in Ontario, so
the delegates assembled at Halifax
urged extension of state aid in hous-
ing along the lines followed by the
Soldier Land Settlement Board. In
their declaration of principles the
Nova Scotians called for '“More fre-
quent emphasis of the purpose for
whieh this association exists, namely,
that of comradeship and service to
Canada.” ;

They called for important amend-
ments in the soldiers ’insurance act,
and nominated General Sir Arthur
Currie as Canadian representative to
the British Empire conference of vet-
erans’ organizations. to be held in

Cape Town in February, 1921. A
protest was registered against ‘the
exclusion from the 1920 pension
bonus of those C.E.F. pensioners re-
sident outside the Dominion. In
dealing with the demand for addi-
tional' war bonus for the purpose of
re-establishment, the convention
went on record as favoring the ap-
pointment of a royal commission,
which would travel Canada to get at
the facts of the case,

The convention closed with a re-
markable demonstration of unity and
optimism, Mr. MacNeil stated.

GATHERING FORCES

URGES PREPARING
- FOR PEACE OR WAR

Capt. Donalci Munro of the
Imperial Navy Thinks Sea
Defence Empire Burden.

(From Sunday on/rld.)
“Preparedness” is the slogan of
Captain Donald Munro, C.M.G., R.
N., of the imperial navy, who was in
town on Saturday. He is no pussy-
footer; he believes that whether there
is to be a war or not in the future,
preparations should be made. Pre-
parations may avoid such a contest,
he suggested. He opined that all the
domihions, and every part of the em-
pire should contribute towards the
maintenance of a navy that would not
only protect the commerce of the em-
pire, but would be a safeguard to ‘the
world at large. He thought that;
contributions in money could only be
expected from the West Indies, and
from the islands in the west; but
from India, Canada, Australia and
New Zealand, not only money, but
man power should be' their portion.
The 1&tter should also supply ships.
He recalled that the old East India
Navy, which was done away with
after the Indian mutiny, had done
yeoman service under the British
flag.

Commends Navy League.

He considered that Nova Scotia and
Newfoundland provided the largest
proportion of seamen to the navy of
any of the British possessions. He
recommended that Canada should en-
deavor to develop ‘“the sea instinct,”
which, he said, could be done by inter-
esting the young men, especially in
the merchant marine. This, he
thought. would be best accomplished
by co-operation with the establish-
ment of a Royal Navy Reserve, and
he expressed his high praise that the
Newfoundland Navy Reserve had done
such excellent service during the late
| war.

Captain Munro considered that the
functions of the Navy League in train-
Ing boys had proved exceptional, and
he recommended that the good work,
which the league had in view, should
be stimulated and fostered, The place
for training  was at sea, and ample
proyision for such training should be
available, he continued.

Harbors were essential to sucu: a
course as the captain advocated, and

he thought Canada was especially well
equipped in this respect. It had har-
bors both on the edst and on the west,
L“l: is curious,” concluded Captain
‘r.\hmroy “that at the presdnt time Can-
|ada has two railroads to carry her
goods to the seaports, and that 80 per
cent. of her produce goes to ports
outside her territory.”
