London, July 17.—By the time the
games opened this afternoon the weather
had cleared somewhat, and there was a
better attendance. ¢~ . events were
contested at the same fime, and on the
whole the scene was more animated than
on any previous day. The part of the
arena reserved for field events was in
use, as was the fencing grounds adjoin-
ing the stadium. The men who had
qualified for the final in the ten miile
walk, all of them members of the Uni-
ted  Kingdom team, with the exception
of H. E. Kerr, Australia, were on the
tinder path, and in the centre:ef the
drena were javelin throwing, competing
with the javelin held in the middle. In
eanother portion of the arena the Dbig
men of Greece, Germany, Sweden, Uni-
ted States and the United Kingdom, the
last named having three teams entered,
had congregated for the tug of war. The
first heat of the semi-finals of the 109
metre back-stroke swimming contest was
won by Bieberstein, Germany, in one
minute 25 3-5 seconds. Dane, Denmark,
was second. In the second heat, Hares-
nahe, United Kingdom, was firet, and
Aurick, Germany, second. The winner's
time was one minute 28 1-5 secs. The
final in the ten mile walk was won easily
by G. E. Larner, United Kingdom, in
one hour 15 minutes 57.2-5 seconds. E.
J. Webb, United Kingdom, was second.
®London, July 17.—The unfortunate cir|

Trial of Prince Philip Zu Eulen-
burg Suspended Indefinitely
Because of Prince’s liiness.

Berlin, July 17.—The trial of Prince
Philip Zu Kulenburg on charges of per-
jury in gonnectit)n with' the court scan-
dals of last year, was suddenly interrupt-
ed to-day and it has been indefinitely
suspended because the prince,is im a half
dying condition. He has been growing
steadily weaker during the eighteen days
of the trial. The hearing began first with
four hour eessign 1n the Criminal Court
Buildings. These later were shortened to
three and two hours a day, and the court
was transferred to a room in the Charity
Hospital, where the prince ,i" confined.
The court probably would have postponed
the trial before to-dey had the German
newspapers not insisted that no consid-
eration be shown .to the fallen favorite
of the emperor, that an aristocrat should
not” be permitted to defer the verdict of
the court by what they intimated was a
pretense at illness, . The prirce is de-
scribed as having broken down and sob-
bed on the cot when the judges refused
to continue the trial. In a weak voice he
urged them to go and put an end to
hig long agony.

San Franciseo, July 17.—Nineteen sur-
vivors of several hundred South Sea Isl-
anders, kidnapped eighteen years ago
from their native strand and sold into
slavery among the coffee plantations o
Guatemala, arrived here yesterday on the
steamer City of Para. They are free anl
homeward bound, and in addition to this
they are travelling as tourists with their
government paying expenses, The natives
were kidnapped by Captain, Blackburn,
now dead, who visited the islands in his
steamer, the Monserrat, and enticing them
aboard, sailed away. They were eupposgd
to be contract laborers bound to their
(Guatemalan employers for three years.

TO COST $7,000,000
The “All Big Gun” Additien te
the United States Navy
Launched Saturday.

Amid the din of steam whistles ashore
and afloat and the cheering of thousands
of persons assembled to witness the event,
the “all big gun” battleship. South Caro-
lina was launched: last Saturday at
Cramp’s Ship Yard on the Delaware Riv-
er. As the latest' addition to the Amer-
ican navy slipped into the water Miss
Frederica Calvert Ansel, daughter of
Governor Ansel of South Carolina, broke
the traditional bottle of wine against the
prow. Syrrounding the sponsor stood
group incliding her father and his military
staff, many officials of the navy depart-
ment, the commandant of the Philadel-
phia Navy Yard, officials of the city, offi-
cers of the Italian warship Ettore Fier-
amosca, now in port, and hundreds of
other invited guests. i

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Auditor Miller Finds That in 1904 Late Deputy
Surveyor General was $13,000 Behind--System
of Bookkeeping Was Very Loose---Former Sur-
veyors General Blamed for Permitting It.

Fredericton, - N.B., July 16.—At the

meeting of the local government tonight
the report of Auditer Miller on the short-
age of the late Deputy-Surveyor-General
Flewelling was presented and the defal-
cation is announced to be $18,653,17. 'Lhe
report follows:

Hon. W. C. H, Grimmer, surveyor-gen-
eral, 8t. Stephen, N.B.:

Dear Sir: Report on‘investigation into
late deputy-surveyor-general’s deficit.

I beg to report that I'have completed
my investigation into the state of affairs
between the crown land ‘department and
the late deputy-surveyor, Mr. W. P. Fle-
welling, with a view to adjusting the
amount due by the late deputy to the de-
partment.

The date of the late deputy’s death
being the 4th of May, 1908, and the date
the London Guarantee & Accident Assur-
ance Company granted the bond being the
1st of July, 1904, I have prepared eche-
dules which I append hereto. :

I will deal in the first place with the
amount of the deficit on the 4th of May,
1008, which amcunts to $18,653.17, and
which I arrive at in the following manner:

Schedule I shows the balance pnexpend-
ed on the accounts current, $7,767.14.
This being the balance of unexpended
warrants the amoupt should be at the
credit of the department in the bank ac-
counts, but instead of that there is an
overdraft which consequently has to be
added amounting to $8,748.78.

Schedule 2—Shows the cash .collections
and payments from 3lst Octobes, 1807, to
4th May, 1908, and the balance of terri-
torial revenues due by the late deputy
(after having credited him with ‘certain
amounts out of the cash found in his draw-
er with which he had debited himself),
amounting to $2,137.25, making the total
as above mentioned, $18,653.17.

I will now paes back to the date when
the London Guarantee and Assurance
Company issued the bond guaranteeing the
government in respect to the late deputy’s
transactions, namely, the lst day of July,
1004, when Mr. Flewelling’s shortage ap-
pears to have been $13,447.87. This figure
is arrived at in the following manner:

Schedule 3 shows a summary of the terri-
torial revenues collected from 3lst Octo-
ber, 1903, to 30th June, 1904, and payments
made therefrom, leaving a balance in the
hands of the late deputy amounting to
$13,503.51. : : .

Schedule 4 gives account current for the
period from 3lst October, 1903, to 30th
June, 1904, which shows an unexpended
balance at 30th June, 1904, of $4,338.39,
and on the same date (30th June, 1904) I
find -that the sum at the credit of the
deputy in the bank of B.N.A. amounted
to $4,304.06. .Therefore the difference
which belongs to the territorial revenue
account must be deducted from the above
cash balance-$55.67, making a deflcit on
30th June, 1904 as above mentioned,
$13,447.84.

From the above figures it will be seen
that the late deputy’s deficit increased
$5,205.33 between lst of July, 1904, and
4th May, 1908. ‘ 3

Another question may arwse as to how
the amount of the deficit was carried
over at the end of ‘each year and I think
this is a point where the accounting sys-
tem of the government was eeriously at
fault, as had the books been promptly
closed when the fiscal year was supposed
to end, Mr. Flewelling’s deficit could not
have been carried over for'the number of
years it has béen. “On*close investigation
into this point, I find that it has been
the practice to keep the books open ‘for

a month or more @&fter the close of the|:

fiscal year. After warrants covering the
new year’s services: had been received by
the crown land department, :cheques were
drawn ‘on the ‘bank account in favor of
the receiver general and the amounts
were placed to the eredit of territorial
revenues in the receiver, general’s books ‘ae
having been paid prior to the close of the
fiscal year. This is'the principle on which
the deficit has been carried over from
year to year.

A turther point which 1 think should
have been noticed in the receiver general’s
department was Mr. Flewelling’s anxiety
to obtain warrants .which ‘on several oc-
casions he simply held for a few. days and
then endorsed over to the receiver gen-
eral’s department in payment oh account
of territorial - revenues:

Referring to the letter dated 3rd May,
1908, addressed to: your premier by the
late Mr. Flewelling,"I dgsire to state that
so far as I -poedibly could I verified the
accounts which he randered to the audi-
tor-general and to the receiver-general
from 3lst October, 1903, to 3lst October,
1907, and these aceodunts appear "to be
correct but the way in which he was
able to make the .payments necessary to
make these accounts shows the full amount
of territorial revenues collected was by
over-drawing -this bank account at the
British Bank. ; .

With regard to the $12,000 which the
late Mr. Klewelling named as his short-
age. This amount wag probably figured
thus: Bank overdraft on 4th May, 1008,
$8,748.78; balance of territorial revenue
due $2,137.25, making a. total of $10,886.03.
But in doing so the late deputy left out
of account the unexpected portions of
warrants on ‘4th  May, 1008, $7,767.14,
which makes it $18,653.17.

The late deputy furfher stated that the
overdraft had cost ‘the province nothing
as he had paid the interest, but this is
not quite correct, as-what he did was to
make no entry in the book in which he
kept the bank account where the bank
charged the interest in the bank book.
However, as all this has been taken tn
account in my inyestigation and the
schedules appeﬁd&ﬂxlito; the late deputy
has borne the interest and the province
has therefore  lgif ynothing. when the
shortage is paid up. y

In conclusion, -I think'it right to point
out that the surveyors igeneral who held
office during the time - Mr. Flewelling
acted as deputy should have acquainted
themselves more fully with the position
of the bank account, more especially after
.power to overdraw had been granted and

furthermore one cannot see the necessity
of their having granted these overdrafts
on the Bank of B. N. A. when the crown
land department was a receiving and not
a disbursing. department and should only
have been making disbursements for ser-
vices against which warrents were regu-
larly being issued.

As no cash book could be found in the
crown land department and as I had con-
siderable difficulty in obtaining the  in-
formation necessary for my investigation
and on account of the crude system of
bookkeeping in use, I had to get a con-
siderable amount of information from the
Bank of B. N. A. and from the receiver
general’s department and I. desire to ac-
knowledge assistance rendered me in this
connection by Mr. O. H. Sharpe, manager
of the Bank of B. N. A, in Fredericton
and by Mr. G. N. Babbitt, deputy re-
ceiver general. Both these gentlemen
have put themselves {o a considerable
amount of trouble in furnishing me with
all the information asked for which it was
in their power to give.

Pay Old Floating Debt
Bridges.'

Province Will Pay One-Third the Cost of Courte-
nay Bay Borings--Will Borrow $2,000,000 to

and Build Permanent

Fredericton, N. B., July 16.—The local
government held a meeting here this
evening with all the members in attend-
ance.

A St. John delegation composed of
Mayor Bulock, -Aldermen Frink, and Mec
Goldrick, City Engineer Peters, and En-
gineer Murdoch was heard in regard to
baving borings made in Courtney Bay.
The matter was fully gone into and the
government promised to bear one-third
of the cost of the work, providing it does
not exceed $10,000.

The delegation also made representa-
tions in regard to the Marsh Bridge wat-
erway and the government promised that
the matter would be considered.

It is the opinion of the members of
the executive that the Dominion govern-
ment should bear a portion of the cost
of the work, as the aboideau is necessary
to: protect the Intercolonial Railway. At
the request of the delegation the chief
commissioner prpmised to send the pro-
vincial engineer.to St. John to.inspect
the work. - . 5 b

Provincial Secretary Flemming .report-
ed to the ‘executive that the Bank of
Montreal would renew the London loan
and provide money to pay off the float-
ing indebtedness and for - permanent
bridges, making a total of about $2,000,-
000 at a rate of three and three-quarters
per cent. The government decided that
it would be inadvisable to issue deben-
tures at the present time, so will make
a loan with the Bank of Montreal for
six months at the rate named.

ENCOURAGED
HIS ADVANCES

Strange Story of Love and Es-
pionage---Woman Uses Her
Beauty to Obtain German
Secrets Regarding Smoke-
less Powder.

" London, July 16.—What is believed to
have been an attempt to obtain the se-
cret of the composition of the Lew Ger-
man smokeless powder for the French gov-
ernment has been frustrated by the Kiel
police, ‘and two suspected persons were
brought before a court martial on a
charge of treason.

The prisoners are Fraulein Petersen,
of ‘Hamburg, a handsome woman, who
gives her age as forty-four, though she
looks no more than 25, and a warrant
officer,, named - Dietrich, connected with
the German explosives department.

Petersen, whose parents conduct a hum-
ble restaurant in Hamburg, has been liv-
ing in Kiel for some time as a teacher
of languages. She made her home with
the - widow of a German naval captain,
and through her introduction got to know
Dietrich. !

The young man became infatuated with
the handsome teacher, and it is alleged
that she deliberately encouraged hjs ad-
vances in order to obtain the secret in-
formation she desired. So that she might
meet Dietrich unrestrained, she left the
-widow’s house and took apartments on
her own account.
 Her late landlady, who kept up an ac-
quaintance with Petersen, was struck by
‘the frequent wvisits of ‘Dietrich, and also
by the fact that the woman’s dress and
mdde of living were quite out of proper-
tion to the earnings she was supposed to
get as a teacher.

Then the widow, becoming inquisitive,
found that Dietrich occasionally brought
what appeared to be official papers for his
sweetheart to look over. She therefore
conveyed her suspisions to the police.

The latter thereupon watched the teach-
er when she went for a three weeks’ hol-
iday to Hamburg, as she said, and traced
her to Paris, where they allege she con-
veyed certain papers. They also discov-
ered that she was drawing $125 a month
from . Finch secret agents by way of
Brussels.

When she returned an ambush was
laid, and she was watched both day and
night, the police occupying a room ad-
joining hers, from which they could hear
her .every word. Dietrich continued to
visit her, and their conversations were
faithfully reported. At length, words
were heard which signified that the two
had noticed' that they were being watch-
ed, and were considering how best they
could destroy the compromising docu-
ments relating to the smokeless powder
and German harbor plans which they
had in their possession. They were ac-
cordingly arrested without delay.

The prieoners declare their innocence,
but the German police declare that they
have overwhelming evidence of guilt.

To swim a distance of ninety miles,
remaining in the water overeet twenty
hours, and finish it within twenty-four
hours, is the daring proposal of Pro-
fessor Thomas Wilkinson, swimming in-
structor of the Montreal Amatéur Ath-
Jetic Association, and one of the ablest
exponents of the art of long distance
swimming on this Continent.

- Professor Wilkinson is a native of
QOldham, Lancashire, and is surprised to
6nd that distance swimming has such
little vogue in this country after the
great popularity of this form of sport
across the water. Since he came to
this country, he has had no chance to
try any of the long swims he was so
fond of in England. Recently he sug-
gested swimming to Three Rivers.

“Do you know how far that is?” burst
in one of his auditors, excitedly, ‘“why
it’s about ninety miles!”

The professor was not nonplussed,
however; indeed, in view of the strong
cyrrent to aid him, he considers it can
easily be done in twenty-four hours.

Four hours would sweep him down to
Bout de l'lele, with hardly more effort
than is required to keep afloat; then
the tussle would commence, but the pro-
fessor thinks he would be equal to the
task. The project is creating consider-
able discussion round the M. A. A. A,
and several of the members have hinted
that they will not be slow to follow ‘the
professor in his daring natatorial feat.
Professor Wilkinson is a specialist in
long distance and fancy swimming, and
life saving. He has already saved a large
number of people from death, and wears
on his watch chain the highest tribute
of the Royal Life Saving Association—
their gold medal for proficiency in life
saving, a handsome trophy of his cour-
age.. Mr. Wilkinson considers one of the
best races he ever won was against.Mr.
Albert Dickinson, the amateur champion
of the north of England. The distance
was five miles, and after a ‘strenuous en-
counter, his opponent had to confess
himself beaten, and leave the water. On
one occasion, in Scotland, he swam fif-
teen miles in the sea, taking about eight
hours to do it on account of the rough-
nees of the water. But his most daring
feet was in Douglas Bay, when there was
a furious storm raging, and no boat
could cross. Having to get across at all

hazards, the professor determined to
swim it. Although the sea was running
high, he succeeded in crossing the three
miles between shore and shore in about
two hours.

It is with a view towards popularizing
long distance swimming that the profes-
sor intends to make his record swim.

Before coming to Montreal, the profes-
sor was swimming instructor for some
time in St. John, N. B. He says that
he used to often swim out several miles
to some islands on which basked “sea-
dogs.” These, a mongrel form of seal,
are so shy as to render them inaccess-
ible by boat, but by swimming up sil-
ently he could often get within a few
feet of them, a thing not often done
by man.

Professor Wilkinson would be glad to
hear of any distance sewimmers who
would be willing to accompany him in
this or in some other long swim.

Prof. Wilkinson, referred. to in the
above, resided in North Knd for some
time last summer. He was known here
as an expert swimming instructor, had
a large class of pupils and was the author
of a series of articles on “How to swim”
which were published in the Evening
Times.

While the lightning flashed and the

Foley entered into the exhibition with
great spirit, and did his share toward
making the exhibition such a success.

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DOUKHOBOR  FANATICS
ARRESTED AFTER
HARD FIGHT

Band of Sixty Foughf
For Three Hours

Twelve Members of the “Naked
Brigade” Sent to Jail for Six
Months as a Warning to Their
Followers.

Winnipeg, July 16.— A Yorkton, Sas-
katchewan, despatch tells of the arrests
this morning of Doukhobors, the ring-
leaders at Arcadia camp. These are the
chiefs of the gang that march without
clothing, not James Sharpes’ band.

Ten mounted policemen were marched
out by Sergt. Vickers with warrants for
the arrests at midnight. The Doukhobors
fiercely resisted arrest and the whole
band, sixty in number, turned to the as-
sistance of the twelve. A pitched battle
was fought between the police and Douk-
hobors, during which the latter made free
uge of sticks of cordwood and whatever
weapons were at hand. After a
three hours fierce struggle the police
effected the arrests and overpower-
ed the balance and leaving a strong
guard at camp, returned to Yorkton
at 6 a. m., with twelve prisoners.
These were at once brought before
Inspector Junget and sentenced to six
months’ imprisonment.

The six women immediately after re-
ceiving sentence were quietly dispatched
in wagons to Canora on their way to
Prince Albert jail. The six men will
leave early tomorrow morning to be dis-
tributed throughout the different jails in
the province.

This is part of an experiment to see
the effect on those left behind and is
thought to be the beginning of breaking
up of the band.

ONTARIO POWER
TO BE CHEAPER

Tenders for Construction of
Line to Niagara Fal's are
Less Than Expected.

Toronto, July 16.—Hon. Adam Beck
considers that judging by the tenders
which have been sent into the Hydro-
Electric Commission, the pole line from
Niagara to Toronto can be constructed
at a cost at least 10 per cent. below the
estimate. This fact coupled with the cost
of the right of way by the introduction
of the easement system, will, he thinks,
enable the commission to give power to
municipalities at much lower rate than
has ever been contemplated.

The commission opened twenty-seven
tenders today. Some few were for carry-
ing out the whole work and others for
various sections, such as the construction
of towers to carry cables and supply of
cables. The’tenders have been handed
over to the commission’s experts, who
will goyinto the figures and examine
samples of materials which have been
submitted with a view of ascertaining
whether it would be better to agcept one
tender for the whole ‘work or split it up.
The tenderers represent not only Cana-
dian firms but a large number of Ameri-
can and European enterprises.

MAINE PAPERS CANNOT
PUBLISH LIQUOR ADVTS

Portland, Me., July 16.—In the case of
the state vs. the J. P. Bass Publishing
Company, of Bangor, Chief Justice Emery
of the Maine Supreme Court late today
handed down a rescript which in effect
affirms the constitutionality of the Maine
-statute prohibiting the advertising of in-
'toxicating liquore in Maine publications.
This case has been in the courts for six
or seven years and has attracted con-
siderable attention. It was prosecuted on
complaint of officers of the Maine Civic
League. ,

HURLED FROM TRACKAT
MILE A MNUTE
GAIT

.Rotten Tie Caused Seri;
ous Accident

White Mountain Express Ditched
and as Result Many Passengers
are Badly Injured and Three
are Dead.

Greenwich, Conn., July 16.—One wom-
an was killed, two may die from shock
or injuries and nearly a dozen persons
were seriously hurt when the White
Mountain Express of the New York, New
Haven & Hartford Railroad was wrecked
100 feet west of the station here at 9.20
o’clock this morning.

Spreading rails caused the ten-car train
1 to Jeave the tracks while it was crossing
ia bridge over the steamboat road and
(five of the passenger coaches, including
four Pullmans, were hurled into a ditch,
where they collapsed like paper boxes.
That less than fifteen of the 180 passen-
gers were killed or injured seems little
short of miraculous, as the train was
going fifty miles an. hour,

The most tragic incident of the wreck
was the death of Miss Margaret Arm-
strong, of Wayne, Pa., who was seated
beside her mother in one of the Pull-
man - coaches when the train Jeft the
tracks. Miss Armstrong sprang from her
seat and leaped out of a window just as
the car toppled over and she was ground
to death as her mother looked on. Mrs.
Armstrong fainted from the shock, and
when she recovered consciousness in the
hospital she was out of her mind. The
doctors administered opiates to quiet her.
They say her condition is serious and
that she may die, although she was not
injured in the wreck.

The othér woman who may die is Mrs.
A. W. Drake, of 17 East Eighth street,
New York City, who was crushed in one
of the cars.

An immediate investigation as to the
cause of the wreck is to be made. The
coroner has had the engineer and both
conductors of the train placed ‘under ar-
rest, and he is having' the work of remov-
ing the wreckage watched. This action
was taken because of a report that reach-
ed the coroner that a rotten tie on the
bridge caused the accident. There is evi-
dence, it is alleged, that the tie was in
such a worm-eaten condition that the
spikes holding the rails pulled out.

DULLEST IN YEARS

Clyde’s Record The Lowest
Since 1893--Only 140,149
Tons Launched During the
First Six Months of 1908
Against 302,847 in 1907,
and 336,258 Tons in 1906.

Glasgow, July 16.—The record of the
shipbuilding half-year is the poorest since
1893—on the Clyde at any rate. It has
been evident for several months back that
the output of new tonnage would decrease
steadily until there came a genuine re-
vival in the general shipping trade of the
world, but it was scarcely expected that
the total for the half-year would be so
low ae it is mow seen to be. For the
eix months the district can only show
143 vessels of 140,149 tons. Last year
in the corresponding -period it had 171
vessels of 302,847 tons, o that this year
is behind by’ 28 veseels and 162,698 tons.
The launches during June on the Clyde
numbered 22, and make a total of only
25,323 toms. This is better than the
11,072 tons of last month, which was
made up of 25 vessels of a much lower
average size, but it is considerably less than
the average tonnage for the month of
June. In June, 1906, there was launched
on the Clyde 124,544 toms, but this in-
cluded the Lusitania, H. M. 8. Agamem-
non, and several other large vessels of
large measurement, so that the figures are
no standard with which comparisons can
be made. To get as low a Clyde total
for June as that of this year we must
again go back as far as 1893, when the
output was 24,366 fons. °

Although the record of work done is
thus very low, and although very few con-
tracts have been reported recently, there
is a fairly general opinion that the bottom
of the depreesion has almost been reach-
ed, and that there will be a .change for
the better at an early date. Immediate
prospects. are certainly poor, and there
is little chance of the second half of the
vear producing more tonnage than the
first, but the decrease in the- supply of
new vessels is bound to tell'on the ship-
ping trade and produce an improved de-
mand. The present falling off is, of
course, eminently eatisfactory to the
shipowners, many of whom find that they
already have more vessels than they can
utilize profitably, but on the slightest
sign of revival they will be the first to
anticipate good trade by -ordering new
ships. At present they are ordering very
few, the only contracts reported during
June being: Messrs. Yarrow & Co., Scots-
toun, to build a shallow draft steamer
for the Irrawaddy Flotilla Company;
Messrs. Wilham Hamilton & Co., Port
Glasgow, a large steamer on the Isher-
wood system for Liverpool owners;
Me:ers. Charles Connell & Co., White-
inch, a steamer of 305 feet for Messrs. C.
T. Bowring & Co., Liverpool; the Ailsa
Shipbuilding Company, Troon and Ayr,
five horse boats for the Admiralty, and
Messrs. Ramage & Ferguson, Leith, two
steamers, each of 1,200 tons, for Messrs.
James Currie & Co., Leith.

Advance Parties Went Forward
Yesterday---Artillery and Fus-
iliers Will Leave Tomorrow
Night---The Orders Issued.

: Arrangements were completed last even~
ing for the departure of the local troops
to take part in the Quebec tercentenary
celebration. The special train is scheduled
to leave the I.C.R. depot at 8 p.m., on
Saturday.and will consist of one eleeper,
nine colonist cars, two baggage cars and a

| kitchen car. The train is due at Quebec at

4 o’clock Sunday afternoon.

"Ihe contingent from the 62nd regiment
will number twenty-five officers and about
350 men. They will assemble in the drill
shed .at 6 p.m., and will march to the
depot to entrain. The regiment will be
accompanied to Quebec by both the brass
and the drum and bugle bands. Major
J. L. McAvity will be in command. Four
horees for the use of the field officers were
shipped on Wednesday and an advance
party of twenty-five men under Lieut. W.
H. Smith, A.8.C., left by the Quebec ex-
press yesterday.

Lieut.-Col. H. H. McLean will be in
command of the brigade from the Mari-
time provinces which will consist of nearly
1,000 men. He will leave for Quebec this
evening with the following staff: Brigade
Major Lieut.-Col. Campbell; Orderly offi-
cer Lieut.-Col. Wedderburn; Brigade Ser-
geant-major, Bergt.-Major Hobkirk, of the
permanent corps, Fredericton; Clerk Ser-
geant J. W. Kennedy, and five orderlies.

4—Forage caps will be slung on the left
shoulder strap in rear of the left shoul-
der; haversacks on left shoulder under
the right arm, haversack straps under
waist belt; great coats enbandero on the
right shoulder and under the left arm;
pouches on belts in the centre of the
back. :

5—All non-commissioned officers and
men will provide themselves with tin
or granite ware plate and -mug, also
knife, fork and spoon, and all articles
for cleaning clothing and equipment; also
towels, soap, brush and comb and toilet
requisites, extra socks and a suit of un-
\derwear.

6—As the officers will not always be
with the men en route, the N. C. O.s
will be held responsible for the conduct
of the men under_their charge. The bat-
tery sergeant major will see that the
foregoing orders. are strictly enforced in
every detail and will be held directly re-
sponsible by the officer commanding.

7—All men must have their hair cut.

Attention is ealled to the King's regu-
lations and orders, paragraph 622, as fol-

The commanding officer is to see that
the cars are supplied with an ample sup»
ply of drinking water, that any spiri-
tuous liquor in the possession of the men
is taken away and destroyed; the men
should also be warned that any damage
to a car committed by them while travel-
ling therein will be assessed and charged
against their pay.

Paragraph 623—The officers should con-
stantly go among the men on a railway
or boat journey to attend to their wants,
and enforce orderly behavior. * * * The
men are not to get out of the cars during
a journey by rail except by special per-
miseion.
