isters of justice, war and finance, have 
resigned after the revelation of a grave 
scandal connected with army supplies, 
according to a dispatch to the Exchange 
Telegraph Company from the Hague, 
which quotes German newspapers as its 
authority.

According to the dispatch the three 
ministers assisted Dr. Franz, formerly 
director of the Vienna Deposit Bank, to 
escape the consequences of having illeg­
ally sold foodstuffs to the army at ex­
orbitant prices. The affair is said to 
have caused a tremendous sensation in 
Vienesse political circles.

Bems, Switzerland, April 4, via Paris— 
Brand Whitlock, American minister to 
Belgium, reached Berne at six o'clock 
this morning looking worn and weary. 
He admitted feeling extremely nervous 
and fatigued after the tremendous strain 
under which he has been working, es­
pecially during the last few weeks.

One evening in January, as dusk was 

rapidly gathering, a German aviator 
winged his way over St. Nazaire. Every­
thing was quiet in the line and the avia­
tion officers gave young Richards the op­
portunity of taking a machine and chas­
ing the enemy flier.

Always awaiting the knock of oppor­
tunity, it was not many minutes before 
he was in the air and after the German. 
Unexperienced,

He then returned in a leisurely and vet­
eran-like manner to the airdrome, where 
he was greeted with hearty congratula­
tions by his superior officers.

London, April 4—Under an order is­
sued by Lord Devonport, food controller, 
the annual output of beer in the United 
Kingdom is now limited to ten million 
barrels, as compared wmi twenty-six 
million barrels allowed for the year end­
ed March 31, 1916. At the same time 
the supply of wines and spirits that may 
be taken out of bond is reduced by fifty 
per cent of the amount taken out in 
1916.

Issuance of this order is at the first 
blush regarded as an indication that tlie 
intentions with which the government 
was'credited of introducing a measure of 
state purchase have been abandoned. 
State purchase of the beer and spirit in­
dustry in England and Wales alone 
would entail exjienditure of a capital sum 
round about £800,000,000. Total prohi­
bitionists are strongly opposed to state 
purchase, which they regard as a scheme 
invented in the interests of brewers and 
distillers.

The French people are not only plan­
ning for complete reconstruction of the 
factories and cities destroyed by the war, 
but they are carrying on this work at 
present immediately behind the firing 
line, according to the reports of Ameri­
can representatives of manufacturing in­
terests who have been returning from 
Paris. An agent of the American Steel 
Export Company of New' York, G. S. 
Thompson, recently returned from 
France, is reported to have said that he 
found that buying for entire, towns will 
be done by great syndicates working 
with the co-operation of the government. 
In his view, the only way for a foreign 
country to establish itself firmly in the 
French market is by co-operation and 
far-sighted organization amongst groups 
of kindred industries.

It is known that great activities wil 
be evident in the war in the devast­
ated area of France and Belgium in re­
construction work, but it is little realis­
ed, according to Mr. Thompson, that this 
work is proceeding as rapidly as the ter­
ritory is recovered, and that reconstruc­
tion follows right in the wake of the ad­
vancing army, the reparation of dam­
age and the rehabilitation of factories 
proceeding right up to the firing line.

London, March 80—Hie number of 

volunteers under Neville Chamberlain’s 
National Service scheme is about 260,000 
to date. Under his scheme Mr. Cham­
berlain can find no use for past-time 
workers-—each volunteer is required to 
give his whole time at a minimum week­
ly wage of $5, plus living and traveling 
expenses, and to go where he is sent.

The clergy of all denominations are 
coming forward very patriotically. In 
the diocese of Hereford 100 Anglican 
clergy out of a total of 380 have enrolled 
for national service, many in munition 
works.

Among the volunteers Is Sir James 
Bell, town clerk of the city of London, 
who is temporarily stepping down from 
his position of $15,000 a year to under­
take clerical work at $5 a week. Sir 
James is about fifty years old, and a 
very distinguished municipal lawyer.

Much of the work being done by 
national service volunteers is giving 
great satisfaction. But it is found that 
the best workers, by far, are those who 
were engaged in regular work at the 
time of volunteering. Men who had re­
tired from business, even if only for a 
year or two, are far less effective, and, 
in many cases, quite unemployable.
