France, Oct. 4—Germany is short of 
guns, aeroplanes and war material of 
all sorts, but not food, according to a 
most sensationally interesting document 
that the British have -captured, which is 
called “the experiences of the fourth 
German corps in the battle of the 
Somme.”

The document was written as instruc­
tions to the troops. It was drawn from 
the lessons of the battle by General 
Count Sixt Von Amim, the corps’ com­
mander, who has been fighting opposite 
the British throughout the offensive.

This long detailed revelation of the 
inner thoughts of the German staff dis­
cusses the methods and shortcomings 
of every branch of the German army 
in view of the unexpected power and 
organization that the British have 
shown.

The document starts out by paying 
a tribute to the British infantry “which 
undoubtedly has learned much since last 
autumn’s offensive.
dash in attack, the document continues. 
The Englishman has physique and train­
ing in his favor. One must acknowledge 
the skill of the English in rapidly con­
solidating captured positions and their 
great tenacity in the defense of them.’'

Although the fact is not generally 
known in England, nothing having been 
mentioned by any of the newspapers, the 
Germans last week sent all available 
submarines to the English Channel. The 
object was to dose the channel for once, 
In accordance with German boasts. But 
the British navy was quick to deal with 
this new menace, although the channel 
may have been closed to passenger traf­
fic for a few days.

Thp Germans since have learned they 
cannot send submarines into the English 
waters with any more impunity than 
they send Zeppelins to London. The 
Bremen is not the only submarine whose 
whereabouts is causing anxiety in Ber­
lin. *

This is regarded, however, in naval 
circles as only one symptom of an in­
tention on the part of Germany to re­
sume her submarine campaign on a 
serious scale. It is openly asserted by 
shipping men that Germany’s intention 
W this is as much to reduce her disad­
vantage in mercantile tonnage after the 
war as to inflict direct injury on Great 
Britain in the war.

IN THE BALKANS New York, Oct 5.—A cablegram pro­
testing against a reported attempt in tile 
British House of Commons to deport 
Russian and Roumanian refugees from 
England unless they go in the British 
army was sent today to Sir Herbert 
Samuels, home secretary of England, fol­
lowing a mass meeting here last night 
called by the National Workmen’s Com­
mission on Jewish Rights, which is said 
to represent 500,000 workers.

The cablegram reads:
“The Jews are victimized practically 

now in ail the warring countries, in Rus­
sia and in Austria, in Roumania and in 
Turkey. It will be a great misfortune 
to the cause of humanity if England, 
the traditional land of freedom and 
democracy, should join the forces op­
pressing the Jews.”

Dispatches from London in August 
stated that the British government had 
proposed to enact a law to send to Rus­
sia the Russian and Polish Jews living 
in England unless they enlisted in the 
British army, but this aroused a storm 
of disapproval. A committee of prom­
inent Russian Jews then organized to 
conduct an active recruiting campaign. 
An offer was to be made to Jews who 
enlisted before September 30 last to re­
mit their naturalization fees and to or­
ganize them into a Jewish corps.

“These problems, gentlemen, are of

London, Oct. 6—Interesting figures 
are contained in a treasury statement, 
covering the six months of the fiscal 
year ended September 30.

The exchequer balance sheet of that 
period shows:—Total receipts, £1,698,- 
687,085 ($9,843,435,425 ; ) total issues out 
of the exchequer, $9,710,194,015, an in­
crease of nearly $5,000,000,000 over the 
corresponding six months of last year.

Of the receipts only $819,614,495 came 
from revenue, $5,215,000,000 being money 
raised by the creation of a debt and 
nearly $2,160,000,000 on credit of ways 
and means.

Revenue receipts show increases of 
$305,000,000 over the same period last 
year, nearly $96,000,000 of this being 
from property and income tax, and more 
than $155,000,000 from duties on excess 
profits. The postal service showed an 
increase of $10,444,000 and the customs 
an increase of $35,000,000.

The bakers in Birmingham, 
Ala, have substituted for the five cent 
fourteen-ounce loaf a ten cent loaf of 
twenty ounces- Here an addition of 100 
per cent, to the price is accompanied by 
one of only forty-three per cent, to the 
weight. In this city a prominent baking 
company has raised the price of the five 
cent loaf to six cents, and many re­
tailers are to be prosecuted for deceiv­
ing buyers by short-weight loaves.

Why are the American people asked 
to pay more for bread? For one reason, 
because the bakers are paying more for 
flour and certain other things that they 
must use. Those who look at market 
reports will see that since the first week 
of July the advance in the price of 
wheat has been fifty cents a bushel, 
or nearly fifty per cent. To the price 
of flour in the same time from forty-four 
to forty-seven per cent, has been added 
And the baker must take into account 
the higher cost of sugar, salt, and some 
other products, due to the war. The 
cost of his raw materials justifies him 
in asking a higher price for what he 
makes and sells. At present there is 
no good reason for expecting that the 
prices of wheat and flour will be re­
duced in the near future.

These prices are high because our 
wheat crop and the crops of the whole 
world are short this year, and the war 
has caused an abnormal demand. Our 
crop,' which does not exceed 611,000,000 
bushels, is not enough to satisfy our 
own needs (for which 625,000,000 are 
required), and the quantity carried over 
from last year’s great yield permits the 
exportation of not more than 100,000,000 
bushels. Canad i has only 168,000,000, 
against last year’s crop of 376,000,000. 
But Europe bought from us 338,000,000 
bushels in the fiscal year 1915, and 250,- 
000,000 in the year that ended with June 
last, and seeks as much in the current 
year. The price here is determined by 
the price she Is willing to pay.

There has recently been a change in 
the attitude of certain public officers 
and various associations. Those who 
asserted a few weeks ago that the price 
advance was due to “manipulation” in 
the . Chicago wheat market, and were 
demanding the prosecution of “price- 
fixers” there, now admit that the facts 
given above warrant high prices for 
wheat, flour and bread. This change 
Is seen in 1 ttters sent by dty officers 
to the Federal Trade Commission and 
the Department of Agriculture. Ari em­
bargo forbidding the exportation of 
wheat is now sought, and petitions for 
this, with millions of signatures, it is 
said, will be sent to President Wilson 
and congress. Exports have not been 
checked ; the weekly average, from this 
country and Canada, since August 1, 
has been about 7,500,000 bushels. Prob- 
ably there will be no embargo.

In the woollen trade shorter credits 
have become the rule. The change was 
made shortly after the war began, when 
it w^s found necessary to limit the time 
of payments in order to be on the safe 
side of the ledger.

Are Complaining of Shirtings

Complaints on the part of consumers 
that strike all the way back to convert­
ers of shirtings are being heard these 
days. Not only has the “kick” been 
made that the goods in many shirts re­
tailing up to $1.50 have been so cheap­
ened as a result of the high cost of cot­
tons in the gray, that it is almost pos­
sible to shoot peas through them, but 
there are also many complaints about 
colors that change almost as rapidly as 
the hues in a sunset. Not only are many 
printed stripes being substituted for 
woven ones, but the printed ones are 
not fast. One consumer showed a shirt 
yesterday that originally contained fairly 
broad, black printed stripes. On the 
right side of the front opening, after a 
couple of launderings, the black has turn­
ed to a pale brown near the neckband. 
Below this, until the “tail” part is 
reached, the stripes are black, but in the 
section specified they again turn brown. 
All the way down the left side of the 
front opening the stripes show brown.

Something very much like a crisis 

seems to be developing in the milk busi­
ness, and at almost any other time than 
now, when great excitements are so nu­
merous, the situation as it exists witli 
respect to this highly important food 
WQuld receive the anxious attention it 
deserves. That milk is not, or need not 
be, a necessity of human life could be 
argued from the fact that many large 
aggregations of humanity have manag­
ed to get along without it, except as 
sepplied to babies by their own mothers. 
Indeed, not a few nations still do so, and 
they include, too, some that are great 
stock raisers. In most of the countries 
called civilized, however, milk has come 
to be much more than the sustenance 
of infants. Its steadily advancing price 
ranks among serious calamities, there­
fore, and the thought of deprivation of 
it is next to intolerable.

Curiously enough, though, we are all 
paying for milk so much more than we 
did in other days, the protests of the 
consumer ate hardly more bitter than 
those of the distributors, while the pro­
ducers insist that they are making no 
money at present prices or are actually 
losing it. For this lamentable state of 
affairs the explanation most often given 
is that modem requirements in the way 
of quality have enormously increased 
the cost both of production and of dis­
tribution, and the complaining consumer 
is told that, as he insists on having 
better milk than contented his ances­
tors, he should be willing to meet the 
added expense. There is something in 
this contention, of course, and yet there 
are economies as well as costs in the 
improved methods imposed on the mod­
ern dairyman, and care and intelligence 
are demanded of him rather than ex­
pensive additions to his plant, 
were huge wastes under the old un­
cleanly system of production, but these 
the farmers seem to have forgotten.

Washington, Oct. 5—Much more com­
plete information of Germany’s sub­
marine activities, which supplements 
Lord Robert Cecil’s statement in London 
has been received in dispatches from 
London. These show that between June

El Paso, Texas, Oct. 6—American- 
owned mining property, valued at mil­
lions of dollars, is in the possession of 
the Villa bandits at Cusihuirachie, fifty 
miles southwest of Chihuahua City. Fol­
lowing the cattle at Cusi Wednesday 
between Villistas and Carranzistas, the 
Carranzistas, under General Matios 
Ramos, who was slightly wounded, re­
turned to Santa Isabel, thirty miles by 

\rail from Cusi, leaving the town in the 
possession of the Villistas.

Carranza officials at Chihuahua City 
claim the Villistas were badly defeated 
in the Cusi battle, but admit having 
retired to Santa Ysabel, leaving the 
mining town in possession of the band­
its.

Reports received by local mining men 
are to the effect that Villa, at the head 
of three hundred men, marched into the 
town and captured it with the aid of 
most of the garrison, which revolted. 
A number of Carranza officers remained 
loyal, and were made prisoners by the 
mutineers. Villa gave the prisoners 
the option of joining his forces or of 
taking the consequences. Several offi­
cers remained loyal. They were not 
executed, but were horsewhipped, before 
their men and freed.

Several hours later the town was at-

1 and September 24, 277 vessels of all 
nationalities have been sunk by sub­
marines, of which fifteen were reported 
sunk without warning with the loss of 
eighty-four lives.

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Halifax To Have 
An Income Tax

Every Male Between 21 and 50 
Years, Not Assessed for $300 
or More, Liable te a Tax of $3 
if He Earns $700 or More

Halifax, Oct. 8.—Halifax is to have an 
income tax though on a resticted basis 
as compared with some other cities in 
Canada and the United States. In the 
1917 assessment will be included the es­
timate amount to be derived from this 
new source provided by an act of the 
legislature. It will be the first time in 
the history of the city that the new tax 
can be estimated for and the effect of 
it will be watched with much interest.

By an act of legislature every male 
person between the ages of twenty-one 
and fifty, resident in the city on the 
first day of August in any year, and 
who has so resided for not less than three 
months previous to that date, and not 
assessed, and who receives an income of 
not less than $700 per year, is liable to 
a tax of three dollars.

This tax may be looked upon as a 
poll tax, but it is assessed and collected 
in a different way and is aimed to make 
those pay who tried in the past to evade 
the poll tax, and to deal with those as­
sessed and liable to a poll tax under the 
old act, on a more equitable basis. Those 
who are assessed for $300 or over on 
either real or personal property will not 
be liable to pay a poll tax. In the past 
they were liable to pay a poll tax of five 
dollars. There were a great many who 
never paid it arid only about half the 
amount estimated from this source was 
collected. The tax was regarded as un­
fair, in that many who paid other taxes 
had to pay a poll tax, while others got 
off scott free.

The proposed tax of three dollars is 
to be collected in the same manner and 
with the same remedies as the city rate 
upon personal property. It is unlikely 
that anyone will be able to escape it who 
is liable. In addition to the assessment 
plan to collect this tax, a general war­
rant may be issued for the collection 
of the tax by distress and sale of goods 
of the person named and for want of 
goods of such person whereon to levy 
he may be committed to jail. Any per­

so committed shall be entitled to 
all the privileges of a debtor imprison­
ed under civil process.

Employers are required on request to 
furnish the assessor with the name of 
every person in his employ in receipt of 
a yearly salary or income of $700 or
over.

Lists have been already received frdm 
practically all business places in the city 
and is quite a large one.

An inducement is offered for those 
who pay promptly. ,Jf the tax is paid 

before the 30tli day of September, 
the person paying, l^he is a British 
subject, shall be entitled to a vote at the 
next ensuing elections for mayor, con­
troller or alderihan in the city; and 
the names of all persons who have so 
paid shall" be added by the collector to 
the list of persons entitled to vote.

The assessors shall add to the list of 
of persons liable to poll tax on 

the first day of August in each year, the 
name of every person so liable who takes 
up his residence within the city between 
the first December and the first Septem­
ber next succeeding.

In submitting a statement of yearly 
income for income tax every employer is 
required to state the yearly wage of his 
employes liable, either income, personal 
property, real estate. This information 
is to be given in a sworn statement.

EVIDENTLY CRAZED
BY DRINK, DOCTOR

KILLS HIS FREUD
Marshfield, Mass., Has Sensation 

in Killing of Wm. Cushing by 
Young Dentil

Marshflpld, Oct. 6—Crazed by the ex­
cessive use of liquor, Dr. Ralph W. 
Baker, thirty-two, a dentist, prominent 
in Boston as well as throughout the 
Marshfields, shot and almost instantly 
killed William Cushing, forty years old, 
well knowq and respected' in this sec­
tion.

Cushing died before medical aid ar­
rived and Baker, apparently cool and 
unaware of the great wrong he had done, 
followed the murderous deed by patting 
the little child of his landlord on the 
head and saying “Don’t be afraid, sonny. 
I won’t hurt you."

Dr. Baker and Cushing had been the 
best of friends and 1t is the belief of 
the authorities that the young dentist, 
his mind clouded by liquor, imagined 
that his friend had 
wrong. Three shots were fired.

Mr. Cushing was talking with Dr. 
Baker in the yard back of the cottage 
of Rooert Hunt when the first shot was 
fired. A single barrel pump shotgun was 
used by Dr. Baker.

The first shot struck Mr. Cushing in 
the back and he staggered across the 
yard, into the kitchen of the Hunt cot­
tage. As Cushing sat there, conscious, 
waiting for,Mrs. Hunt to get means of 
relieving him, Dr. Baker entered the cot­
tage and shot at him twice. The first 
shot fired in the house nearly severed 
Mr. Cushing’s left arm and the second 
penetrated the right side. Mr. Cushing 
slipped from the chair, his body toppling 
over on the infant son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Hunt.

Two weeks ago young Dr. Baker and 
his wife, who was Miss Driscoll of Rux- 
bury, and their child, engaged a cottage 
from the Hunts. Everything went along 
happily until the latter part of last week 
when the wife of Dr. Baker took her 
baby and left him. Later when Mrs. 
Hunt met her and asked if she intended 
returning to the cottage she replied that 
she would not do so.

She said “I am not going back until 
Ralph straightens out. I am afraid of 
him. He paces the room nights with a 
shotgun. He has been drinking very 
hard and is forever pacing up and down 
the floor.

Baker was placed under arrest by 
Deputy Sheriff Collingwood on a charge 
of murder and will be held at Plymouth 
jail pending arraignment.

On the other hand, the Red Sox pitchers 
have participated in world’s series, but 
have never faced the Brooklyn sluggers.

Coombs was bom on Nov. 16, 1888, 
and has been in the big show for the last 
ten years. Pfeffer was born in 1869 and 
has been in the majors for only three 
years. Marquard was bom on May 22, 
1889, and has been in the National Lea­
gue for the last eight years.

Ruth is only twenty-two years of age 
and has been in major baseball only 
since 1913. He joined the Red Sox at 
the close of 1918. Leonard was born in 
1892 and was in baseball since 1910. He 
was switched from the majors to the 
minors until 1913, when he made good 
with the Red Sox. Shore was bom in 
1891. He was switched about in the Na­
tional and minor leagues until he landed 
in Boston in 1914 and he has retained his 
position with that team. Foster was 
bom in 1889 and was in the minors until 
1918, when he was sold to Boston.

Jake Daubert is without doubt one of 
the best hitters in either league: He 
finished this season with an average 
close to .880, while his team mate, Zack 
Wheat, was above .812. Several of the 
other players on the Dodgers’ line-up 
were above .270. The Red Sox had only 
one regular hitter above the coveted 
mark, as Gardner finished the season 
close to .810, Shorten, a substitute out­
fielder, finished around the same mark. ( 
The regulars on the team finished be­
tween .250 and .275. Daubert was cred­
ited with making seventy-four runs for 
the sdhson and Wheat seventy. Hooper 
of Boston tallied seventy-three times. 
Cutshaw and Daubert both finished in 
the list of ten leading base stealers, the 
former having twenty-four to his credit 
and the latter twenty-one. Hooper was 
the only regular Boston player in the list 
having twenty-nine to his credit.

Both the winners seem well fortified 
in case of accidents and as a result the 
series should be one of the keenest and 
most interesting in years.
