Washington^ D. C-, March 27—Presi­
dent Wilson made a strong statement to­
day in support of the administration's 
position on the Panama Canal tolls ex­
emption case. He made it clear that 
he based his .plea for repeal on the ex­
igencies of the administration’s foreign 
relations and without consideration of 
any treaty obligations.,
• The president considers that the issue 
ought to be decided by congress with­
out considering in any way its previous 
stand, because new dements have begn 
injected into the situation, which sur­
pass in importance and gravity those' up­
on which the question hinged before 
congress previously passed on it. .

“Premier Asquith’s repudiation 
brought a brief semblance of order into 
the army situation, but the resignation 
of Sir John French yesterday, though 
on the grounds that he put his name to 
a paper since disavowed by the govern­
ment, has renewed the rebellious temper 
of the officers at the Curragh Camp and 
has given them reason to believe they 
have backing from the highest quarters.

“There were reports in Dublin last 
night that the Curragh officers are plan­
ning to resign again, while rumors of 
all kinds are .flying abyut here concern­
ing the prospects of resignation. Ten 
general officers called at the War Office 
yesterday and conferred with General 
French prior to his resignation. There 
are equally active rumors concerning 
officers of til ranks and in all branches 
of the service.

“This position invites a renewal of the 
attacks on the king for there is now 
no posibility of doubting, despite all the 
attempts of Premier Asquith, Colonel 
Seely and others to protect the king, 
that his action is directly responsible for 
the situation which now exists. The ex­
treme gravity of the situation is shown 
by the failure of Mr. Asquith last night 
to make his promised explanation of the 
resignation of General French. Instead, 
the premier is seeking to gain time by 
deferring his explanation until today. .

“This, of course, indicates a serious 
position for the government, but it is a 
portentous sign of a still more serious 
position for the king.

“Sir John French saw Lord Roberts 
and Lord Haldane yesterday afternoon, 
and in the evening was summoned to 
Buckingham Palace after Premier As­
quith had previously seen the king. It 
is believed that the king tried to in­
duce the field marshal to reconsider his 
decision. It is clear that the part taken 
by the king in yesterday’s negotiations 
was an active one.

“In view of the day’s developments, 
it . is ^generally admitted that Colonel 
Seely, even if he remains ,in the cabinet, 
must leave the War Office and that 
Lewis Harcourt, the present colonial 
retary may become minister for war.

“Another speculation among Liberals 
is whether Colonel Seely might not be 
succeeded by John Burns.”

London, Eng., March 27—Field Marsh­

al Sir John French, who has tendered 
his resignation as head of the British, 
army, wag called into the meeting of 
the cabinet ministers today to discuss 
his position wit* them. At noon it was 
announced that the statement on the 
subject which Premier Asquith had 
promised to give to the House of Com* 
mens, had been postponed until fiva 
o’clock this afternoon.

The session of the cabinet was called 
about ten o’clock, and they were still 
together at half past twelve. It was 
deduced from this protracted meeting 
that they found difficulty in repairing 
the rift in the army organisation caused 
by the resignations of Sir John French, 
chief of the general staff, and Lieut 
General' Sir John Spencer Ewart, adju­
tant general to the forces.

The two generals today seemed de­
termined not to withdraw their resig­
nations, as they considered they had re­
ceived a rebuff by the government’s re­
pudiation of the guarantees promised to 
Brigadier General Gough and the other 
officers of the Third Qpvalry Brigade at 
the Curragh, who had been told they 
would not be called on to fight the 
Ulster Unionists.

No solution of the problems confront­
ing the government was reached at the 
Cabinet council, and it was announced 
that another meeting of the ministers 
would discuss the matter before Pre­
mier Asquith made his appearance in 
the House of Commons.

The lobbies of the house were crowd­
ed and all kinds of rumors of possible 
developments were in circulation.
Cabinet Meets Again.

Asquith called a second meeting of 
the cabinet this afternoon and a minis­
terial crisis is believed to be imminent. 
Members of the cabinet were hurriedly 
summoned to the premier’s home from 
the House of Commons whither they 
had gone after attending the cabinet 
council early in the day.

Excitement among members of parliev- 
ment was increased today when the 
Press Asociation sent out this statement. 
“Postponement of Premier Asquith’s 
statement had caused grave impression. 
Unionist leaders believe government’s 
resignation is imminent.”

This is needed to 
buy ball or, in case a compromise can 
be effected, to refund the amount stolen. 
They are arrested and bail to asked for.

Went home in the afternoon to find the 
family in bed, a cold meal set out, the 
neighbors’ houses dark, no theatres or 
concerts available, and nothing to do but 
to go to bed, or to sit up and read till 
overtaken by sleep. .

Now as to tlie capacity for enduring 
night work there is no doubt a great 
difference, perhaps a difference In ad­
aptability rather than in vigor. Possi­
bly it is in the main a question of get­
ting the needed .sleep; some robust per­
sons can never succeed in adjusting 
themselves to topsy-turvy conditions, 
sleep badly, become haggard, .and are 
obliged to seek some other employment, 
perhaps Intrinsically less healthful but 
permitting the normal hours for sleep. 
Others who are fortunate enough to be 
able to sleep at any hours seem to flour­
ish on night work. For work involv­
ing much eyestrain nothing of course 
is so good as daylight, but this differ­
ence is being steadily reduced by im­
provements in illumination, and in the 
modem city daylight becomes a less and 
less important consideration; in down­
town New York the electric lights in 
the big office buildings go on very early 
ln the afternoon and are far better than 
defective sunlight.

The misfortunes of the night worker 
which spring from his work are in­
significant; those which come from his 
maladjustment to society are serious. 
When he might play others are either 
at work or in bed. The range of his 
amusements is limited. When the thea­
tres are open in the evening he is at 
wo A; when they are open In the after­
noon he Is asleep. : The normal time 
for his recreation is when his work is 
done, and at that hour there is little for 
him but the all-night restaurants. One 
of the questions which Mayor Mitchel’s 
committee is to look Into Is the desira­
bility and feasibility of providing early 
morning amusements for men who have 
finished their work and are not ready to 
go to bed. Would it be well, for ex­
ample, to have some of the motion pic­
ture theatres open in the early morning? 
To this there is the objection that be­
sides the night workers there are the 
night loiterers, the rounders who also 
crave amusement; how can the legiti­
mate demand be kept distinct from the 
illegitimate? How can early opening be 
distinguished from late closing? How 
can night life be civilized for night 
workers without dedvilizing it for the 
city? It is not an easy problem, but 
in "the larger cities it merits serious at­
tention. _______ _

CIVILIZING NIGHT-LIFE.

A New York, Committee Investigating
a Phase of the Complexity of Living
in a City That Never Sleeps.

(Springfield Republican.)
An interesting phase of the task set 

for the committee of seven appointed 
by Mayor Mltchel of New York to in­
vestigate the restaurants and dance halls 
to the study of the needs of night work­
ers. This concerns to some extent the 
question of early closing, but the rais­
ing of this point has also brought out 
the suggestion that better provision 
should be made for the legitimate needs 
of night workers for amusement.

This is ft class which already num­
bers many thousands and is growing. In 
the past it has been very badly pro­
vided for, the individual whose work 
fell while others slept being treated as 
an abnormality. So irregular and un­
wholesome has this arrangement been 
regarded that In New York, as in va­
rious other States, including Massachu­
setts, strict laws are in force forMdding 
the Industrial employment of 
and children at night. In New York 
last month a hearing was held on this 
question, at which some women whose 
wage-earning was interfered with by 
the law made protest, and testified that 
they personally found the night work 
entirely compatible with good heàlth. 
It is quite possible that the last word 
has not Been said on this subject; the 
old prejudice against night air is not 
yet so obsolete but that we must allow 
for its influence upon the feeling about 
night work. ' It may be that this too 
Is a prejudice like the prejudice against 
city life which statistics of the health 
of school children in town and country 
are now removing.

At all events the number of men who 
turn night into day increases greatly 
with the growing complexity of industry. 
If the Ford plan of operating factories 
on eight-hour shifts should succeed and 
prove generally applicable there would 
be an immense further Increase in the 
number of people whose hours are out 
of joint with the existing social pro­
visions- In the great city night to no 
longer what It was in the days of the 
curfew and the nightwatch with a lan- 
thom. The streets are bright, life of a 
sort goes on continuously; but it 4s of 
a low sort except where people are at 
work. The mgn who finishes his task 
at three or four o’clock in the morning 
finds himself ln much what the predica-

FINE RECITAL AT upon the initiative of this government 
to remove the embargo which prevent* 
New Brunswick potatoes being shipped 
to the United States?

Answer: At the request’ Of tlte depart­
ment of agriculture, the secretary of the 
department was heard before the horti­
cultural board of the agricultural depart­
ment of the United States at Washing­
ton, on December 19 and 30, with regard 
to the embargo placed against Canadian 
potatoes. This was followed by a fur­
ther conference with Doctor Orton, vice 

of the horticultural board at 
Bangor on January 29. Since this' time 
correspondence has been kept up between 
this department and officials of the hor- 
tidliltural board of the agricultural de­
partment of the United States and the 
pathologist of that department has visit­
ed the department of agriculture at 
Fredericton and discussed the situation 
as it relates to New Brunswick.

Q: 2—If so, what action has been 
taken and how. does the question stand 
at present?

.Answer: As the embargo of the
United States is against all Canada, the 
question is one to be dealt with by the 
federal authorities. The department of 
agriculture has made representations to 
Ottawa, as a result of which negotia­
tions have been taken up by the depart­
ment of external affairs with the govern­
ment of the United States, through the 
British embassy at Washington. The 
agricultural department here has been 
adÿised from time to time as to the pro­
gress of these negotiations, but the com­
munications have been confidential in 
thqir character. •

before he purchased American coal, af­
fords no justification for the govern­
ment’s action, especially in view of the 
slackness of work today in Nova, Scotia 
mines.

The Intercolonial management asked 
the Nova Scotia Steel Company for coal 
last autumn and got it. They asked the 
Acadia Coal Company and the Inver­
ness Company to supply coal at Prin­
cess Pier, Levis, by water. As neither 
of these companies had been sending coal 
by water to the St. Lawrence, Mr. Gu­
telius knew full well that it was impos­
sible for them to get steamers to carry 
coal to Levis in October. Had they 
been asked to supply1 c6al by rail both 
of these companies cotild have done so, 
so could the Pomlnian. Ckial Co.

No other, coal company 
was asked to supply-coal. The Inter­
colonial at WestvlUe,' the Springhill 
mines and all the mints in Cumberland 
county were passed over. Had they 
been asked they could have supplied 
coal by rail as could all the other com­
panies were they asked or permitted.

But Mr. Gutelius, who only offered 
$8.70 for Nova Scotia coal by water at 
Levis, disregarded all the Nova Scotia 
mines, and purchased Yankee coal and 
paid $4.91 for it delivered by rail at 
Levis. ,

These are the facts, and though he 
paid this high price for American coal 
he threatens to do so again and refused 
to pay $8.15 for the run of mine Nova 
Scotia coal this year, evidently with the 
idea of going to the Ogdensburg 
and paying1 a higher price and hauling 
the coal 500 miles to its' destination.

The council of the board of trade will 
have before them tonight the recom­
mendation of the industrial committee on 
two or three manufacturing enterprises 
which have showed a disposition to es­
tablish factories here. The board has 
been in communication with these con­
cerns during the last year Aid the com­
mittee at a final meeting on Wednesday 
evennig considered the proposals for aid 
applied for.

The St. John board of trade has been 
asked to co-operate with the Quebec 
board in pressing upon the dominion 
govemnient the advisability of building 
storage elevators at the seaboard rather 
than on.the Great Lakes and also in the 
campaign of the Quebec board to. prove 
that the all rail summer route to Que­
bec is preferable to the rail and water 
route via Montreal.

Under the) Provident Fund in Class 
E, it is provided that those who were ip 
the service prior to the coming into force 
of the act, and who entered at such an 
advanced age as to cause "them to reach 
the age of seventy years before being 
fifteen years In, the service would obtain 
their full allowance under the" act, pro­
vided tfrey had been at least ten years 
in the service. It is understood that only 
the period itself, js one month short, and 
because of one month Mr. Killam is de­
prived of that to which he is justly en­
titled, but Mr. Killam disputes the ac­
curacy of the government’s claim, and 
says he was in the service a month be­
fore the department made the record.

We would be rather disposed to accept 
Mr. Killam’s claim for a department 
which is capable of adding tea-or twelve 
years to a man’s age in order to bring his 
age tip to the requisite period for forcing 
his resignation, is quite capable-, of lop­
ping off à month to deprive an official of 
his full allowance under the Pfovident 
Fund. Mr. EmmerSon’S speech was very 
non-coqtentlous, and a plain statement 
of fact. Mr. Killaro claims he was en­
gaged aa. bridge inspector in March, 1897, 
by the late Hon. Mr. Blair.

. In parliament at Ottawa the depart­
ment tried tb screen itself for such a pet­
ty ruling against Mr. Killam, by throw­
ing the responsibility fqr the decision 
upon the employes on the .Provident 
Board, who were selected by the em­
ployes of the road. But the personal re­
lation between £. E. Killam and tlTë I. 
C. R .employes, both before he entered 
the service and after, are of such a char­
acter, and especially so, here in Moncton 
and Westmorland and adjoining coun­
ties, that there is no question that Mr. 
Killam would obtain their support in 
receiving justice.

The extraordinary fact is that the 
Provident Fund Board continued to levy 
upon Mr. Killam after he was seventy | 
years of age, his contribution toward the j 
Provident Fund, but the department; 
now turns around and becbmes a partv 
to the Shylock method for exacting a 
pound of flesh,, so far as an alleged strict 
enforcement of thé act is concerned. 
Mirny cases of gross injustice have been 
perpetrated by its administration in the 
past, just as injustice is being perpetrat­
ed in the present case. ■ .

Mr. Emmerson paid a just tribute to 
Mr. Killam in the course of which he

Sau‘Ï7 said that Mr. Killam’s services 
dispensed w$th because he had at- 

. tained the age of seventy in 1906, and 
that he was, therefore seventy-six or. sev­
enty-seven when he retired.

Paragraphe From Factory In­
spector Kenney’s Report

Recommends Standard of Size aad 

Quality — Thirty-nine Moving 
Picture Houses in Province- 
Laws in Larger Centres Ob­
served

The manner in which the laws for .the 
safety of1 their patrons ate observed by 
some of the hotel keepers of the prov­
ince is' dealt with by John Kenney in­
spector Of factories and hotels, in his 
annual report to the N. B. government,

“The enforcement of the hotel act has 
also occupied my time, and I regret to 
say that the progress along this line 
has not been so great as I would like. 
Notwithstanding, the fact that this act 
has been in force about two and one half 
years. I cannot now say that all build- 
,ings included in the act have been prop­
erly safeguarded. In some eases, after 
the proper ropes were provided and 
placed in position, I have subsequently 
found them missing. Upon inquiry as 
to this lapse, a variety of explanations 
were offered, but principally .the defect 
may be attributed to change of propriet­
ors and house cleaning.

“I have laid infosmation against a 
number of proprietors to compel com­
pliance with the act- One I have report­
ed on two occasions and presume I shall 
be compelled,to prosecute again, as I am 
informed he has not yet done what was 
required.

“In the matter of outside Are escapes 
for hotels, I am convinced 
should be a standard adopted 
dimension, and quality of Iron, 
pelled reluctantly to provide this means 
of protection for his guests, a propriet­
or seeks the cheapest way out of the 
situation, and in these days of close 
competition, the Cheapness often decides 
the question, and the result is a poor 
fire escape. As In other branches of my 
work, I shall continue to aim at steady 
Improvement in conditions.”
