Practical East St. John Proposition
Made by A. H. Likely—House
and Lot to Cost Less Than
$1,600—City Guarantee Asked
For

T'he first definite proposition for the
erection of houses under the new hous-
ing law, which provides for a municipal
guarantee of the bonds of the building
company to an amount not exceeding 85
per cent., has been made to the city
council by Arthur H. Likely. He under-
takes to form a land and building com-
pany with $100,000 capital, to build low-

terms, on the Davidson Forks property
. of 145 acres, between the Black River
and old Loch Lomond roads, at KEast
St. John, within five hundred feet of
the location of the new street car line
terminus.

The lots would be 60x100 feet, and
on each would be a two-story double

_ house, with separate entrances, each
house to be fifteen feet back from the
street line, and with twenty feet of space
between each two of the double houses.
Each half of the double house would
contain six rooms and bath.

It is estimated that each purchaser of
half of one of these double houses and
lots would pay $1,575. The plan of pay-
ment would be $100 down and the bal-
ance in monthly payments of $15 or $18,
or $21, as might be agreed.

Mother Stuart was in Belgium at the
outbreak of the war, as the head house
of this order had been loated there, at
Ixeles. The seat of control was a short
time ago removed to Roehampton, Lon-
don, England, because of the devastation
being wrought throughout Belgium, buti‘
nuns of the order were kept in that
country to minister to the wants of the|
distressed. It has been thought possible:
that grief over the suffering caused by |
ithe war was responsible in a measure
for Mother Stuart’s death.

The reverend lady came of royal
parentage, having been a descendant of |
the regal family of Stuarts. Her father
was Rev. Canon Stuart, an Anglican
clergyman ,but she was a convert to the
Catholic church, and, entering one of!
the convents of the Sacred Heart Order,
soon advanced to be mother superior.
The despatch telling her death follows:

BOTHA'S FINE SPEECH

Hostility To England In South
Africa Spells Ruin

Leader of Government Points Out There
Are But Two Courses and the Right
One is That of Loyalty and Help

to Britain

. (London Chronicle.)

Cape Town, Sept. 28—General Botha
today addressed about 5,000 of his con-
stituents at Bank, in the Transvaal. The
gathering was unprecedented in the dis-
trict. Five thousand farmers had come
§n over night from all directions, includ-
ing a strong commando of burghers.
General Botha was wildly cheered again
and again, particularly for several min-
utes at the outset of his speech. He was
obviously greatly touched by the ova-
tion he received.

General Botha said the country and
the people of today were faced with a
serious state of affairs. There was a
war raging at the present moment such
as the world had never before experi-
enced—such as the human mind had
never yet dreamed of. As part of the
British Empire, General Botha said,
amid cheers, South Africa also was part
of the belligerents. Although this coun-
try was far away from the zone of war
they felt the effects of the war, and the
longer the war the more they would
feel its effects.

Genera Botha, amid cheers, said he
desired his constituents to speak out
freely and straightforwardly. He wanted
to know once and for all what was the
good of talking as some people did, and
trying to create hostility against Eng-
land. That could only provoke ill-feel-
ing between Briton and Boer.

Referring to those who talked of South
Africa being neutral, General Botha said
he was not a lawyer—he was simply a
farmer, who used his common-sense, and
who desired to lead his people honestly
and truly according to his lights.

Hostility to England is Ruin.

To him all this talk of neutrality was
the greatest nonsense he had ever listen-
ed to . (Loud cheers.) When a few
years ago a prominent Dutch paper, the
“Volstem,” preached neutrality, he
(General Botha), came to his constitu-
ents and expressed disapproval of that
doctrine. Neutrality for South Africa
was an utter impossibility. If a Ger-
man warship came to Durban and im
posed a levy of five millions on them, it
would help them very little to say they
were neutral. Would it be noble or
honest to act as some people suggested

Their decision would
havf.‘, great influence throughout South
Africa, and would go forth to the whole
Empire. . (Cries of “We support you.”)

Though the Dutch South African
could not be expected to be so enthusi-
astic as the English South African, still
he was loyal, and they did not want lip
loyalists or fair weather patriots.

The people they wanted must be true
patriots, men willing to_ do something

“The British government must be
able to look straight into our eyes' and
be able to see what is in our minds.”
(Great cheering, lasting several min-
utes.) -

In passing, General Botha said the
Union would want to have a volce in
the final disposal of German South-
West Africa, but what say could the
Union have if it sat with arms folded
in neutrality?

He proceeded to emphasize the close-
ness of the co-operation between the
Union and the Imperial Governments.
The latter was helping South Africa in
every possible manner, so as to ensure
absolute success.

South Africa could have whatever
guns, cannons, armaments she required.
(Cheers.) )

General Botha aroused enthusiasm by
dwelling on what Holland, Belgium and
France did for the Boers during the war
of 1899-1902, and contrasted this with
Germany’s absolute hostility when she
saw how the tide was flowing. There
could be no liberty under the Kaiser, and
the people who desired to see Germany
victorious were acting in conflict with
their own interests.

Now, which course did they
intend taking? They must give him a
straightforward answer. (Loud cries:
“We want the loyal course. You have,
done the ‘right thing.”) The German |
tortoise had for once stuck its head too'
far out of its shell, and was in grave
danger of being trodden upon.

TRAIN THE MEN.

1t is the duty of Canada to get the
largest available number of lmcn under
military training as soon as possible, in
_order that all who go to the front may
\lxa\'e had some previous drill. The rea-
son for this couyrsé was clearly stated
by Mr. Lloyd George tast month when

he spoke in Cardiff in behalf of raising
aJWelsh army corps. He pointed out
that in European countries, outside of
Great Britain, it takes from one to two
years, and he believed they insisted upon
two years as a minimum, to convert un-
vert untrained men into expert soldiers.
Britain is now at war and cannot afford
to give two years or even one year of
training. She must hurriedly mobilize
and send forward her men to meet the
trained soldiers of Germany. Canada
must do the same, and there is therefore
all the more reason for recruiting as
many men as possible and putting them
under training before they are called
upon to ge to the other side. Our troops,
as Mr. Lloyd George says, “have got to
make up in z'.cal, in ardor, in enthusiasm,
in the qualities that const'ltute morale
for the defect in training;” but as much
training as possible should be given
them. The most that the recruits in
the Mother Country will get will be five
to six months of drill, and Canada
%hould not wait until the call comes for
more mén to have them recruited and

put in training.

THE WAR NEWS

I'oday’s war news confirms that of
yesterday, both in relation to'the suc-
cess of the allies in France and Belgium
and that of the Russians in Poland and
Galicia. The desperate efforts of the
German armies to break through the
allied lines have not only been repulsed,
but some gains have been made by the
latter on both left and right wings, In
the operations along the Belgian coast
the British monitors, which were able
to get close in shore with heavy guns,
not only gave the Germans a great sur-
prise but gave material assistance in
driving them out of their positions, and
in bringthg down a portion of their air
fleet. 'While desperate fighting ia still
in progress the reports all indicate that
the allies for several days past have got
the better of the struggle.

In the east the Germans, who had ex-
pected to enter Warsaw last week, have
been driven back with loss, and are be-
ing pursued by the Russians. The Si-
berian regiments have now been brought
into action by Russia, and the official
report indicates that they are giving a
splendid account of themselves. If the
Russians are not advancing rapidly they
at least appear to be making some pro-
gress, which prevents the Kaiser from
weakening his eastern defences by with-
drawing masses of troops which might
be of great service to him in Belgium
and France.

PROVINCIAL REGIMENTS

Mr. Lloyd George would approve of
‘the organization of a French-Canadian
regiment, a Nova Scotia regiment or a
‘New Brunswick regiment. Appealing
to the people of Wales to recrpit 50,000
volunteers he said he was glad they were
meving as a small nationality, and
added:—

“I do not care much for the Prussian
Jjunker, but in military matters the Prus-
sian military junker is no fool. He
knows the importance of territorial in-
ducements when he is organizing his
army. He has got nis Bavarians and
his Saxons and his Wurtembergers and
his Hanoverians. They are all there
fighting for their own little corner of the
German Empire, and they will fight
better for the glory of those particular
Jittle provinces and states and npation-
alities than they would fight for the
great glorious entity of the German
Empire itself.” !

In another part of the same speech.
dealing with the character of volunteer
soldiers, the chancellor said:

“Cromwell’s Ironsides were most of
them quiet farmers and artisans, and
had never wielded the sword in their
lives, and never contemplated wieldng
one, and yet after probably less training
than Lord Kitchener's new army can
get, they were about the finest warriors
in Europe of their day. We will be none
the worse soldiers in Wales because the
military spirit has not been fostered
and encouraged and whetted from child-
hood upwards as in Germany, where
"they feed their children on gun-powder.
The nation whose spirit is roused by a
call to its magnanimity and manly qual-
§ties will go into action with all the
greater heart because for centuries its
s0il has been cleansed from the mere
fust of killing.”

INTERESTING BIT OF LINGERIE.

Ladies’ combination undergarment,
featuring the yoke corset cover, which
lends itself to many attractive Yorms of
decoration.

There is'a very noticeable scantiness
about the newest lingerie. No matter
bow full the skirt or how elaborately
shirred the blouse, the silhouette must
be slender. Fashionable lingerie is
made with this idea in mind.

The design shown here consists of a
yoke corset cover and open pantalettes,
with lower edges drawn in or hanging
free. There is a bit of embroidery on

the front of the yoke and at side of the
pantalettes.

To make the combination requires
23 yands of 36-inch batiste, nainsook,
cotton crepe pr linen. The front and
back (A) are cut from an open fold of
the material, but for the shoulder strap,
front and back yoke the goods may b‘
folded, section (B) being laid on the
lengthwise fold.

Now close the leg seam as notched.
If desired drawn in at lower edge, in-
sert a tape and draw in the required
size; if preferred to hang free, simply
finish with a hem or a dainty embroid-
ered scallop.

For the straight, one-piece yoke sew
voke to upper edge of front and back,
centers and notches even, leaving edges
free forward of single large “O” perfo-
ration in front section; fold the yoke
through the center, fell remaining edge
over seams, insqrt ribbon through open-
ing at center-front and tie in a dainty
bow.

Fold the shoulder strap through cen-
ter and stitch notched edges together.
Sew to upper edge of yoke, matching
single small, double small and single
large “O” perforations. Lap right back
on left, centers even for opening; cen-
ter-back indicated by line of double
“00” perforations.

If desired with shaped yoke, close
under-arm seam as notched, closs
shoulder seam. Sew to upper edge of
front and back, center-fronts and back
edges even; large “O” perforations in
back yoke.

China silk is used frequently in de-
signing such lingerie.

WAR GEOGRAHPY

Ghent—The capital of East Flanders,
is situated on the Scheldt and the Lys,

which flow through it in several arms.
It is about 150 miles from Ostend, and
about the same from Antwerp. By the
Scheldt it is connected with the ocean,
and ocean vessels of moderate size can
dock in its port. Ghent is the “Flower
City,” exporting annually whole cargoes
of camellias, azaleas, laurel trees and
other hot-house plants. Industrially it is
famous for its linen and cotton goods,
and iron foundries. At present, the pop-
ulation is more than 200,000, if the large
suburbs of Ledeburg, Gentbrugge and
Mount St. Amand are included. The
turbulent, independent spirit of the
people has been a problem, through all
the city’s long history, to the various
rulers who claimed that part of Flanders.
In 1540, for instance, Emperor Charles V
of Austria, had a powerful citadel erect-
ed near the gate just to keep the citi-
zens in check.

BRITISH AND GERMAN
CRUISER GOMPARED

Now  that the Heligoland fight has
seen British and German cruisers
changing broadsides, naval journals are
discussing the relative merits of the two
national types. For years Germany has
been building what the German ad-
miral staff terms “small cruisers.” These
cruisers can be distinguished by their
bearing the names of towns—L.eipsic,
Karlsruhe, Emden, Magdeburg, etc.—
and are all of small or moderate size,
great speed, and light armament. Bri-
tighi cruisers are not standardized in the
?mﬁ way; but of late years the Ad-
firalty has been building some very
tast ‘ships, some larger, some smaller
thaw the German “small cruiser,” but
all more heavily armed. The German
ships are all armed with the 4.1-inch
gun, & weapon which fires a 35-pound
shell, and probably can be discharged
with great rapidity. The British 4-inch
gun is a lighter weapon; the earlier
“marks” fire a 25-pound shell; and the
projectile from the later patterns weigh
thirty-one pounds. The British cruis-
ers, however, usually mount 6-inch guns
as well as the 4-inch weapons, and the
f-inch shell weighs 100 pounds. The
Naval and Military Record says:

Specific mention is made in the Ad-
miralty communique of the excellent
work performed by the Arethusa’s six-
inch guns. With these weapons she
“sariously injured” one of the enemy’s
cruisers, with which a running fight of
thirty-five minutes’ duration was main-
tained at a range of about 3,000 yvards.
The emphasis laid on the work of ihese
guns proves them to have been much
more effective than the 4-inch battery.
Such a result has always been predict-
d by leading British authorities. Our
light cruisers have a real advantage over
the enemy’s ships of equivalenfytype by
virtue of their heavier metal. ake the
Arethusa (8,750 tons) and one of the
ships she engaged the Mainz (4,280
tons.) The first named has a_broad-
side of two 100 and three 3l-pounders
as opposed to the six 85-pounders of
the German ship or 293 lbs. against 210
Jbs. The difference in.the rate of fire
between the 6-inch and the 4-inch is teo
slight to compensate for this disparity,
which is increased by the greater range,
accuracy and smashing effect of the
bigger gun. Thanks to the foresight of
the British Admiralty, nearly "all our
modern light cruisers carry this excel-
lent weapon, whereas no German small
cruiser afloat mounts anything heavier
than the 4.1-inch 35 pdr. Whatever the
occult objection to an adequate arma-
ment which influenced the German au-
thorities, they have already suffered by
jt, and will suffer still more, judging
from the manner in which the gallant
little Arethusa mauled her bigger op-
ponents.

It is interesting to compare the fea-
iures of typical ships which took part
ip this the first authentic cruiser ac-
tion of the war:

Nothing could demonstrate - more
clearly the remarkable superiority of
British cruiser design. Our ships are
unquestionably the best as regards all-
round fighting quality, but especially
with respect to gun power. Although
she is 580 tons lighter than the Mainz
the Arethusa is obviously . the more
formidable; whilst the Birmingham
though only 1,160 tons larger than the
German ship, is immeasurably superior
in armament, has equal if not higher
«peed, and much better armor protec-
tion.

It may be objected, however, that the
British vessels cited are of more later
Jdesign than the Mainz. This is true;
but if we take the Karlsrube, launched
fn 1912, and therefore contemporary
with the Birmingham, we find her re-
producing the same inherent defect of
o1l the German light cruisers. She dis-
places 4,820 tons, has a speed of twenty-
seven knots, and mounts the same arm-
ament of twelve 4.1-inch guns. Her sole
claim to superiority is the 3-inch belt
which protects vital parts, reinforced by
a 8-Inch deck. The Karlsruhe, in fact,
despite her extra 1,070 tons, is two knots
slower than the Arethusa, and has a
much less effective battery.

BAPTISTS'. TRBUTE T0
LATE HON. H. R. EMMERSON

At the Maritime Baptist Convention
ithe following tribute was paid to the
{ate Hon. H. R. Emmerson, M. P. in
the obituary report:—

Hon. Henry R. Emmerson, M. P,
D C.1. L. D, bom at Maugerville,
|N. B., 1854, died at Dorchester, N. By

|

jJuly 8, 1914, aged sixty years.

Not until some seventeen years ago
did Mr. Emmerson confess Christ and
unite with the church in Dorchester,
N. B. His interest in all the work of the
denomination was intense. But the work
of christian education was a passion
with him. He served several years as
a governor of Acadia University and his
time, talent and means were freely giv-
en to that institution. His courage and
optimism aided in the solution of more
than one problem vital to the well-being
of the schools. After giving largely to
various forward movements for the in-
stitutions, he was the chief giver to the
fund for the erection of the H: R. Em-
merson Memorial Library, now nearing
completion. His benefactions to the
chuffch in Dorchester were large. He
served once as president of this conven-
tion and also of the first Canadian
Baptist Congress.

Mr. Emmerson’s tastes and abilities
casily marked him for a distinguished
career. For a number of years he repre-
sented Albert county in the N. B. legis-
lature and during that time was first a
member of the government and later
leader thereof. In 1900 he entered the
broader field of federal politics, repre-
senting Westmorland county in the
House of Commons until his death. For
some years he filled the important and
responsible position of minister of rail-
ways in the dominion government. In
office or out of office, Mr. Emmerson
was a prominent figure on the floors of
the House of Commons, never shirking
his full share of its labors. He loved his
country with a passionate love and to
her service he gave unstintedly of the
hest vears of his life. Strong party man
though he was, Mr. Emmerson carried
no personal enmities. He therefore made
a large number of friends and many po-
litical foes as well as political friends
|mnurn his passing.

Mr. Emmerson was a man of large
powers, large possibilities and strong
passions. If sometimes he went down
hefore the onslaught of these last, let
us think that he doubtless fought a bat-
tle against them which was worthy of

AWAKENING LAND
DEMAND IN WEST

Saskatoon, Sask, Oct. 21—“When
peace is restored,” said Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy recently, “emigration from
Europe to the newer countries, where
land can be obtained on moderate terms,
wrill doubtless be on a large scale; and
Canada should profit very substantially
by the incoming of new settlers and
the consequent increase in production.”
'And, it would almost seem that coming
events have in a certaln measure cast
their shadows before, -so far as the
United States is concerned.

This is because people there are only
beginning to realize that the agricultural
repertoire of this west is by no means
restricted to wheat, oats, barley and
flax. They know now that it extends
to all manner of fodder crops—includ-
ing alfalfa,—a fact which finally re-
moves every obstacle .formerly ad-
vanced against dairying, animal hus-
bandry and every line of diversified agri-
culture.

In the past, golden grain and cheap
land were the inducements we offered
to intending settlers; but our appeal at-
tracted mostly the agricultura]l gamb-
lers who aimed to buy land cheap and
in a few years sell it dear and clear out.
In the interval, such people worked
about six or seven months annually at
mining wheat. They purchased their
food at the corner store, and raised their
children on canned milk. Today, how-
ever, Western Canada appeals to the
great body of genuine agriculturists in
the United States and elsewhere; to the
men who would not farm without stock;

ly unattractive; who abjure canned
goods and whose tables have always
been generously provided with the di-
verse products of their own raising.

Arrogant and Officious Even Underi
Kindly Treatment by French Captors |
-—Letters Disclose Some Phases ofi
{

_ Bordeaux, Sept. 22—FEven in mptiv-s
1t_\_' the Prussian officer maintains that |
aristocratic arrogance which proves him, |
among other things—no aristocrat. ]
Having been admitted to a barrack-'
vard around which about fifty German |
prisoners were taking their exercise, I
was at once struck by the bearing of
two men promenading apart from the|
others, obviously conscious of superiority
over their surroundings; their keepers
and their companions in misfortune. As
they came nearer I saw that one was a
cavalry major and the other an artillery
lieutenant. .
The major, a thickly set man with a
heavy jaw and a superb imperial mous-
tache, was a good example of the tin
gods of militarism, whose arch-deity is
the Kaiser. The younger officer was
tall and slim, with the rosy face of a
fraulein above a long angular body; a
worthy representative of the Herr Leut’-
nant class, whose perfect type is the
crown prince. With thelr tight-fitting
uniforms and high boots they remind
one of caricatures in the famous German
periodical  “Simplicissimus,” one of
whose mots was “The Kaiser alone
dines, the officer eats, all others feed.”

“Coffee as Usual)”

“Funny,” aren’t they?” said the dap-
per French corporal in charge of the
Senegalese Guards. He proceeded to tell
me how the lieutenant had complained
bnly that morning of being disturbed
in his cell by the constant passing of
people down the corridor—and had de-
manded that this' should ‘- cease forth-
with. The sameé young officer said to
the attendant who brought him cafe au
lait ‘'on the morning after his arrival in
Bordeaux: “Take it away, my good fel-
low, and remember in future that I al-
ways drink black coffee first and milk
afterwards, but never cafe au lait.”

The major, it appeared, was an au-
thority on modern war according. to the
precepts of the great German general
staff. On one occasion he explained that
such exploits as the shooting of women
and children and the burning of villages
were fully covered by the instructions
of the self-same general staff, who
sought to prove by the obscure methods
of Prussian professordom that “the piti-
less use of necessary violence by the con-
querors is often the best thing possible
for the conquered.”

In support of this he quoted at length
from “Kriegsbrauch im Landkriege,” the
bible of the German officer. Every pos-
sible preparation for a long war had
been made, he said. He was, however,
nonplussed by the events following the
Battle of the Marne, and admitted that
a retreat near Paris had not entered in-
to the great general staff’s calculations.

“Blucher.”

It seemed almost sacrflege for a hum-
ble British journalist to approach such
beings, but finally I screwed up suffic-
ient courage to ask the French corporal
to see if they would granf me an audi-
ence. But my hopes of obtaining an
interesting .lecture on strategy from the
major were dashed to the ground when
the rosy-cheeked Herr Leut’nant tore u;
my card, threw the pieces on the ground,
and said. “A reporter from London.
Ach! Ask him why the English papers
are telling such lies about the war.”

Another captive officer in the barracks
was named Blucher. Since his arrival at
Bordeaux he had spent most of his time
in telling everybody he met that he was
a descendant.of the Blucher whose time-
ly arrival at Waterloo sent Napoleon to
St. Helena.

For the most part, said the French
corporal, the German soldiers them-
selves were good fellows, though ;some
showed no gratitude for the kind treat-
ment and liberty accorded them. I chat-
ted with one of two and found they
knew nothing of the battles they had
fought in, but only that they had lived
on next to nothing for more than a
week when the German line of com-
munications became defective. One man
—a Hessian—admitted that there had
been atrocities. .
“But why burn? Why loot? Why kill
old men, young children and women?”

“We must.” he replied; and added that
once, when his regiment was in a large
Belgian village, they were told by of-
ficers that they were free to do as they
liked, without restriction, for three
hours. I asked what happened, but he
was silent.

Most of them were delighted to talk
about their families, and said they|
hoped, for the sake ‘of their wives and
children, that the reports of an impend-
ing famine in Germany were untrue. My
guide said that many wrote home near-
ly every day.

A Saxon asked me if we thought the
Allies would be victurous.

“Undoubtedly.”

“Then what will become of the em-
pire?”

“Perhaps it will be divided up as it
was before 1870.”

“Then we shall be a real kingdom
again and be free” And then, after a
pause. “That would be too splendid.”

On some of the prisoners were found
short diaries of their adventures I was
shown one entry in that of a Bavarian,
which read: “August 24—After five
days of short rations we have at length
found all we want in this village. I
made some women give me good food,
plenty of heer, a pockettul of cigars, and

AMERICANS IN MONTREAL T0
GIVE TWO ARMORED MOTORS

(Montreal Star)

The movement to raisc a force of
Americans, living in Montreal, to aid in
fighting the empire’s battles in Furope,
has assumed fairly definite shape, and
it is now proposed to equip and send
to the front two armored motor cars,
such as have already been used in Bel-
gium with tremendous effect.

A wealthy American, living in the
United States and interested in the
Montreal movement, has practically
the two armored
automobiles to be manned by Americans
resident in this city. The type of car
proposed is somewhat larger than those
furnished the British Army by Hon.
Clifford Sifton and his associates. Each
will carry three machine guns.

To man the war cars sixteen men will
be required, and these will be obtained
very, casily here, Three of the men will

have to be chauffeurs, although it is
stated that before the cars will be sent
to the front every man of the two crews
must master the secrets of operating
the automobiles, and also must learn
how to handle the machine guns. Pend-
ing definite news in regard to the cars
nothing much will be done here in the
way of organization, beyond keeping a
lookout in a general way for efficient
members of the crews.

Murray E. Williams, of the firm of
O’Brien & Williams, brokers, who was
the first to suggest the formation of an
American force here, said today, in
speaking of the new move:

“We think that the armored automo-
biles will be more efficient than a regi-
ment, and much less trouble to equip
and send to the front. These cars have
already demonstrated their efficiency /in
the present war, and they are capable’of
being operated over comparatively
rough ground, as well as on roads. There
will not be the slightest trouble in get-
ting a crew of Americans in Montreal
to handle them.”

SOME MARVELS AT
: THE KRUPP'S WORKS

An account of a recent visit to
Krupp’s works at Essen appears in the
“World’s Work” for October. Among
other marvels described is the famous
steam hammer “Fritz,” the giant of the
one hundred and sixty steam hammers
at work in the establishment. “Fritz”
was constructed in 1860 by Alfred

Krupp at a cost of £100,000. At that
time Krupp’s -competitors regarded his
intention to set up the giant hammer,
which possesses a falling weight of fif-
ty tons, as a sign of incipient madness.
Undettered, Krupp continued, and to-
day, after “Fritz” has been at work for
fifty years, it is as useful as ever. Break-
ing nuts without injuring their kernels
is a popular method of demonstrating
the marvelous delicacy of its adjustment
In the armor-plate department we see
huge hydraulic presses, of which there
are no fewer than eighty-one in the
works, and’ under which steel blocks are
pressed and squeezed until compelled to
assume the desired shape, no matter
how large they may be. A huge crucible
steel block, weighing eighty tons, is
placed under a 5,000-ton hydraulic press
after being coaxed, handled and formed
for half an hour it emerges in the shape
of the gigantic shaft of an ocean steam-
ship, 150 feet long. By the .aid of a
special mechanical apparatus, the shaft
is bored, the kernal being extracted in
one piece.

Other equally famous machines are
the hydraulic shears, which cut through
three inches of solid armor-plate as if it
were cheese. Enormous bending presses
of 10,000 ton pressure bend armors-
plates to any shape desired, with infin-
ite ease. The firm has its own water-
works, makes its own gas, and generates

lits own electricity. The gasworks sup-

ply more gas for the factory-town than
is used annually in Munich, namely 25,-
000,000 cubic metres. And yet the 40,-
000 gas jets distributed all over the es-
tablishment do not suffice for illuminat-

ing purposes, and electricity in the
shape of ‘8,000 arc lamps and 80,000 in-

candescent lights has to be pressed into
service. More than 400 steam boilers
generate the steam for the 8,000 differ-
ent machines and the 2,500 electric mo-
tors at work.

Letter From Englsh Woman Who
Was in Berlin Shows Extraordinary
Methods of Keeping Up The War
Spint

The species of “news” which is being
given the German people to buoy up
their courage during the ptresent war
was shown by a letter received a few
days ago by J. F. Haskell, of Hasfll
& Elliott, Toronto, from his sister-in-
law who has resided in Germany for
some years. In her letter she wrote that
she had returned to England, but so al-
armed was she when in Berlin at the
reports in the German papers that Lon-
don was threatened and a large part of
Great Britain overrun by German troops
just as Belgium had been, that she had
decided to leave her luggage and valu-
ables in Berlin, as a safer place than
London. On arriving at.the British capi-
tal, however, she was more than de-
lighted to learn that the German papers
had at least somewhat exaggerated the
situation.

In her letter to Mr. Haskell, his sis-
ter-in-law said that when the war broke
out she had been living in the country,
and immediately went to Berlin, where
even then she found a great*deal of un-
employment, and committees had been
formed to help the people who had been
thrown out of work. Already more than
2,000 girls who had worked in factories
in Berlin had been deprived of their
work, and were in such a position that
soup kitchens had to be opened for their
relief.

Then came word that British women
and children might leave Germany, and,
with 500 others, she went through, trav-
eling via Holland, where they were very
well treated.

The British men in Germany were not
so well treated. Those between sixteen
and forty-five were not allowed to leave
and were herded togethe® in a building
which Mr. Haskell’s correspondent de-
scribed as a stable, where they had to
sleep on loose straw and were given one
cheap blanket apiece. Many of these
were men of good class, tourists, or peo-
ple who had been living in Berlin, and
they suffered a good deal under this
rough treatment. The older men were
not sent to these detention camps, but
were allowed to live as they pleased,
provided they reported to the police
three times a week.

Some of the women refused to leave
preferring to stay near their husbands,
and these were looked after by a com-
mittee through the American consul,
who allowed them about $2 apiece a
week, just enough to keep them from
starving.

What alarmed Mr. Haskell’s relative
the most was the reports in the German
papers as to the terrible conditions in
England, which was described as over-
whelmed by disaster. Imaginary reports
of speeches by cabinet ministers and
other leaders in English public life were
given, saying that no respectable men
would join the army and that it had
been filled with the scum of the streets.
Other German newspapers published al-
leged despatches that another mutiny
had broken out in India, that Egypt was
in revolt and that the empire was
breaking up, while German troops were
ravaging England and London itself was
threatened.

All these statements were believed by
Mr. Haskell’s sister-in-law, since she
' could get nothing but German mewspa-

pers and in her letter she said ‘she de-
cided to leave all she had in Berlin for
greater safety and get back to London
to see what had happened to her peo-
e. - :

“You can imagine my feelings,” she
wrote, “when, on finally getting back
to England from Rotterdam, I found
that everything was all right, business
going on as usual and that all these tre-
mendous reports in the German papers
were false.”

The bullet
passed through the door and struck Mr.;
Bond a glancing blow over the left eye..
Another inch lower and it would have|
struck him in the eye. '

A telephone message was sent immedi—\
ately to Dr. F. T. Duntop, who hurried
to the scene. He found that the bullet |
was still lodged in the victim’s fore-
head and after stopping the flow of
blood he brought the patient to the
hospital, where the leaden missile was
extracted and the wound dressed. The
bullet was found to be a .22 long. Had it
struck Mr. Bond directty from in front
instead of at an angle it might have
caused serious injuries or death. He is
now at his home and it is expected that
he ‘will not be inconvenienced by his
rather close call.

sufficiently discourdging to prevent a
repetition on the part of that line. It
is safe to presume that the Megantic and
Teutonic will land. mails at Halifax
during the coming season. Heretofore
however, these liners have merely called
at Halifax west bound and have then
proceeded to Portland, Me. Should this
practice be continued this year, these two
White Star liners will by no means
counteract the loss of the C. P. R. boats,
It is reported, however, that the Cana-
dian Northern liner which was requisi-
tioned, may soon be released from ad-
miralty service and the two Royal boats
will make Halifax their terminal winter
port this season.
