Furnished Reason For Murder 
—Japan Criticized For Lack of 
Action Against Chinese

Tokio, Sept. 6—Mortiaro Abe, direc­

tor of the political bureau of the Jap­
anese foreign office, died today, .the vic­
tim of unknown assassins. The assail­
ants, who are believed to have been stu­
dents, lay in wait for him in front of his 
house on Thursday evening while he was* 
at the railway station to meet H. 
Ijuin, minister to China, who had just 
been recalled from Peking.

Upon his return, Director Abe 
attacked by two young men who ran 
out of an alley toward, him. One of 
them seized Jiim by the shoulders while 
the other plunged a short sword twice 
into his abdomen. The assassins escap­
ed in the darkness without their ident­
ity being known.

Excitement is intense ‘here, following 
reports of a massacre of Japanese and 
insult to the Japanese flag in Nanking, 
and there is much irresponsible clamor 
for drastic action against China. The 
motive in the assassination of Director 
Abe may have originated in resentment 
of the policy ■ of the foreign office, in 
either or both of these matters, 
foreign office officials in both cases have 
Steadily urged and adhered to a policy 
of calmness.

London, Sept. 6—Even Count Okuma, 
former Japanese foreign minister, sup­
ports the opposition critics of the gov­
ernment’s alleged vacillating1 and weal 
policy in China, and urges the seizure 
of a Chinese port, says the Times’ Toldo 
correspondent. The correspondent add» 
that popular feeling is that, besides de­
manding. compensation, the Japanese 
government ought to insure itsell 
against fc. repetition of the Nanking in­
cident by taking a vigorous stand agitai- —Id 
the aiiti-Japanese sentiments of the Pe­
king authorities.

London, Sept. 6—A despatch to the 
Daily Mail from Tokio says that late 
reports from Nanking indicated that 
more Japanese had been killed there 
then at first report ed. The despatch 
added that Prince Yamagata, the head 
of the military council, is returning to 
Tokio in connection with the affair.

j Expenditure on capital account for 
! the five months totalled $20,216,144, an 
increase of $11,613,977 over the 
spending period of last year.

The increase includes nearly eight 
millions in railway subsidies represent­
ing largely amounts paid “on account” 
to the Canadian Northern in conform­
ity with the $17,000,000 subsidy grant of 
last session.

Revenue for the five months totalled 
$71,628,457, an increase of $4,725,290, of 
which $1,626,968 is due to increased cus­
toms collections ; $500,000 to growing
post office revnue, and $419,485 to excise 
representing increased production of 
liquor and tobacco.

Despite optimistic statements still 
handed out by the customs department 
of continued monthly increases in 
toms collections, the figures of the fin­
ance department for August again show 
a slight decrease, as was also the case 
in July. The customs revenue for August 
Is given as $9,845,721, a decerase of $56,- 
192, as compared" with August of last 
year. The decrease of the last two 
months are the first recorded for years.

The total revenue for August was 
$14,547,858, an increase of $102,004 over 
August of last year. The total expendi­
ture during the month was $18,229,069, 
an increase of $6,472,193.

The government is evidently beginn­
ing to strike its stride in regard to lavish 
expenditure.

arcmarket gardening
The Times on Thursday printed some 

Information concerning farms and farm­
ers in the St John river valley within 
little more than a dozen miles of the 

city. It was shown that one 
great difficulties of which farmers com­
plain is the scarcity of desirable help; 
end, where there are not enough mem­
bers of the farmer's own family to en­
able him to enlarge his operations, the 
tendency Is to bring the work down to 
just what the farmer himself may be 
able to do without overwork. It was 
also shown in this article that one farm­
er had this year produced strawberries 
to the value of more than $200 from 
less than a ninth of an acre of land. At 
this rate an acre would produce berries 
lo the value of nearly $2,000, at this 
year’s prices. It is true the same farm- 

strawberry plots which 
produced very much less fruit, but on 
the whole his returns were exceptional­
ly profitable. Another farmer found 
raspberries a profitable garden crop. All 
»f the farmers agree that they could 
raise a great deal more from the land 
which they do cultivate, If they applied 

scientific metheds and took great­
er care in their work.

It is perfectly dear that there is a 
fine field for market gardening within 
a comparatively few miles of this dty, 
md thdre can be no doubt whatever that 
many people who are getting a bare liv­
ing in the dty and suffering a good deal 
of hardship would be infinitely better 
off in pocket and in health if they 
engaged in such work as these success­
ful farmers talked about, and of which 
the illustrations were to be seen around 
their homes. Moreover, easier access to 
the American market will give the New 
Brunswick farmer the assurance that he 
will he able to dispose of all he can 
raise, and to much better advantage than 
has been possible while high duties kept 
his products out of that larger market. 
The outlook for farming In New Bruns­
wick is really improving very rapidly, 
and If more people conld.be Induced to 
devote their attention to tilling the soU, 
and especially to market gardening and 
■he raising of small fruits, they would 
be greatly the gainers thereby, and the 
benefit would be shared by the whole

The Port of London authority has is­

sued a guide for the use of visitors to 
the docks and warehouses under its con­
trol. .

A visit to the docks and warehouses 
of the metropolis is a wonder trip, so 
extraordinary is the diversity of Lon­
don’s shipping trade, as exemplified in 
the contents of the vast warehouses 
along the docksides from St. Katharine’s 
Dock, close to the Tower Bridge, to Til­
bury, more than twenty miles down the 
river.

In the warehouses attached to St. 
Katharine’s Dock are some of the most 
valuable articles of produce which come 
to the port of London. Here great chests 
of tea, weighed and tared by the cus­
toms and excise authorities, await de­
livery, and often the floors are covered 
with immense heaps of Indian and Cey­
lon teas, which are thoroughly mixed 
by means of great wooden spades to ob­
tain an even quality throughout the par­
cel. A scent manufactory occupies part 
of another building. Extract of flowers 
mixed with fat is imported from San 
Remo and other places. The extract is 
separated from the fat by special 
chinery and mixed with alcohol. The 
process takes place in the dock precincts, 
so that scents may be made in bond for 
exportation and the payment of duty on 
alcohol avoided. Then there are the shell 
rooms, where tortoise shell—the best 
sells for as much, as £16 a pound—and 
mother-of-pearl are sorted and totted 
on behalf of the Port of London Auth­
ority by a staff of experts.

Wool and wine, brandy, sugar, rub­
ber, ivory, spices, drugs, dates, pepper 
and quicksilver are some of the valuable 
commodities which lie stored in the vast 
vaults and warehouses by the London 
docks, where the gangways alone cover 
a length of 28% miles, and where 105,- 
000 pipes of wine can be stowed at one 
time. The ivory storehouse is a wild­
erness of tusks, and last year its con­
tents represented the ivory of about 34,- 
000 elephants the totale value being £360,- 
000. One of the most curious features 
of the wine vaults is the rich coloring 
of the fungus wrhich encrusts the roof, 
a feature which is entirely absent in the 
brandy vaults, which, by the way, are 
four acres in extent.

Tobacco, the market price of which 
is nearly £9,000,000, lies stored in the 
neighborhood of the Royal Victorian 
Docks, and in the Cutter street ware­
houses lie thousands of cigars from Hav­
ana, the Philippine Islands, Madras and 
Burma, with cases of cigarettes, the* 
contents of which make a total of 30,- 
000,000 and 1,400 cases of Cavendish to­
bacco, containing about 210,000 pounds.

Adjoining is a warehouse which would 
make the mouth of the china enthusiast 
water. Here stand specimens of the old 
blue and white Chinese porcelain sought 
by collectors ; delicately painted Sat- 
suma rubs shoulders with vases and 
bowls of Cloisonne enamel, or is backed 
by the rich red and gold of Kaga ware. 
Carved ivory figures, lacquer cabinets, 
ancient manuscripts from Persia and 
Mexico are to be found with silk piece I 
goods from China, Japan and Bengal, j 
the value of which reaches the sum of | 
£700,000. Then there are the feathers— 
ostrich feathers from South Africa, and | 
fancy feathers and bird skins from all 
parts of the world, the total value of the 
feathers annually sold amounting to 
about £8,000,000. __________________

PIE DRIVING WITH DYNAMITE Rich-MellowA new type of concrete pile, which 
would seem to have little merit except 
the novel way in which it is planted by 
explosive force, has been put on the 
market by the Siegwart Company, of ! 
Lucerne, Switzerland. The new pile util­
izes the bulged bottom principle com­
mon to several patented piles, but is 
novel in that the enlarged base is formed 
by the use of explosives. The process 
of making the pile is described #s fol­
lows;

An iron tube containing a wooden 
pile with an iron point and a device at 
the upper end for deadening the blows 
of the pile driver is driven into the 
ground. The wooden pile is then re­
moved and the cartridge provided with 
an electrical detonator is fixed in posi­
tion at the bottom of the hole, and the 
tube is filled with wet concrete, a little i 
above the level of the surface of the 
ground outside the tube. The iron tube 
is then drawn up some feet to prevent its 
end from being shattered by the force of 
explosion. After the detonation the 
concrete sinks downwards, filling up the 
space hollowed out by the explosion. 
Finally the tube is little by little filled 
with more concrete, and is drawn up 
gradually at the same rate as the con­
crete is filled into it.

Moreover, on account of 
the action of the gas formed by explo­
sion, these piles will give the best pos­
sible results in compressing the earth. 
In fact one pile on this system serves the 
purpose of several piles on any other 
system, thus insuring a great economy. 
By using cartridges of greater or less 
strength the size of the excavation made 
by the gas is controlled at will; by the

MUCH HAS BEEN DONEThe plucky ambition of some of the 
foreign settlers Canada is securing as 
future citizens is well illustrated by an 
instance which has recently come up in 
one of our public schools. Joseph Bas- 
san and his little sister, two Russian 

| children, came to this country but a few 
! weeks ago.'In spite of the fact that they 
did not know a word of English when the 
schools opened two weeks ago, they ap- 

I plied for permits and were admitted to 
J Grade I. in the Victoria school. It was 
I found, however, that they were much 
I older than their playmates and had al- 
j ready had some instruction in their na- 
[ tive land. So they were placed in Grade 
! V., the little girl in Miss Lingley's room 
and the little boy in Miss Cummings.’ 
There they are attending daily now; 
strangers among strange people, not un­
derstanding a word in the books given 
them or a syllable of what is said 
around them, but both bravely deter­
mined to try.

Two of their little playmates are 
Hebrews who understand Yiddish, with 
which they are also familiar. With these 
companions as interpreters and by the 
use of many signs and gestures the lit­
tle strangers are getting their first ac­
quaintance with the English language. 
As soon as they have picked up some 
of the more current phrases, and this 
they will do rapidly, for they are bright 
kiddies, their teachers will be able to 
get on more intimate terms with them 
and by giving them extra instruction 
will keep them well up with their more 
fortunately prepared fellows.

The case of these Russian youngsters 
is not unique in St. John. One teacher 
in the Centennial school had in her class 
five little Hebrews, who knew only their 
own language. They were quick lads, 
however, and one of them, little Morris 
Jacobson, took two grades in one yeai 
made rapid strides in learning English 
and before he left school at the end of 
the last term he confided to his teacher 
that he really believed “English was 
easier than Hebrew after all.”

If these little ones keep just as cour­
ageous in meeting difficulties when they 
grow up as they are now Canada is for­
tunate in obtaining such material' -for her 
future citizens.

unIt is fully believed as a result of the 
activities of Chief George Blake of the 
Are department, during the last few 
weeks, that the risk of danger by Are 
in the city under ordinary circumstances 
has been lessened fully Afty per cent 
from what it was before he began mak­
ing a general round of visits to all parts 
of the city for inspection purposes.

There is reported a marked improve­
ment in the condition of the premises of 
different business houses and privatt 
citizens, and the teamsters incidentally 
have been reaping no small harvest from 
the cartlods of refuse which they have 
been hauling away from cellars end 
backyards.

A few weeks ago Commissioner H. R. 
McLellan and Chief Blake made a round 
of visits to the amusement houses in 
the city and their-inspection was follow­
ed by changes in the lighting and heat­
ing arrangements of some while- alter­
ations were made as regards exits and 
entrances on the part of the theatre 
managers to conform with the regula­
tions and the recommendations which 
they made have been acted upon with 
the result that there is improvement 
here. Some of the theatres did not 
have to be changed in the least degree.

It is the opinion of both the commis­
sioner and Are chief that the engage­
ment of a permanent Areman in the 
theatres would also help. He would be 
uniformed and on duty while there was 
an audience present, and his obligations 
would be practically the same as are 
those of such men in theatres in larger 
cities.

been making a general tour of the city, 
inspecting buildings to judge as to their 
effectiveness to withstand Are or check 
its progress. The conditions in some 
quarters were found deplorable and 
some valuable buildings through lack of 
care on the part of tenants or owners, 
were exposed to serious damage, should 
a lighted match, cigar butt or cigarette 
be dropped in the neighborhood. Cart­
loads of such refuse as paper, straw, 
shavings, etc, lay strewn about the yards 
or cellars of warehouse buildings—but 
not now. One Vitit was enough.

In a quiet butmetermined manner the 
Are chief infoitaèd the proprietors or 
those' responsible tor the conditions that 
he “would be btfek that way tomorrow 
and it Alight be well If certain Condi­
tions were improved upon.” That was 
enough. When.- he called next dày, it 
was difficult to recognize the places as 
the same.

This- is speaking quite generally for 
it was not in ohe or two quarters that 
barrels and boxes of waste and rubbish 
were scattered about, but in four out of 
Ave of the places which he inspected.

He has had to visit some stores more 
than once. The rubbish seems to ac­
cumulate in the cellar to a remarkable 
degree. Already many barrels of ex­
celsior, straw packing, paper, etc., have 
been removed from the cellar of 
store, but following visits disclosed that ' 
all had not been removed. In another; 
alley off the same street tanks of gaso­
lene were found without a lock and key, 
and in another in a street near by a 
tank of gasolene was found on a win­
dow sill, while loungers sat about smok­
ing and gossiping.

The conditions noted refer for the 
most part to stores and warehouses, 
their yards and celiare, but there is 
practically no complaint to And now, 
as the risk from Are through rubbish 
scattered about has been lessened 
result of the inspection of the chief. He 
also went to different factories and; 
hotels, and wherever he dcèmed a change - 
necessary, he suggested that it be done, !

other visit there was an additional exit 
to be found, or there was an absence of 
barrels of inAammable matter lying 
about.
