While his own business made large 
demands upon his time, the late Mr. 
Weddall took a keen and practical in­
terest in all matters pertaining to the 
welfare of the city. He was a charter 
member of the Board of Trade and had 
filled, the presidential office. He serv­
ed fOr a number of years in the city 
council, and was also a member of the 
Board of School Trustees.

PROMINENT IN CHURCH.
He had long been an outstanding 

figure in the Methodist church of Fred­
ericton, and will be greatly missed by 
his late associates in that denomination. 
He served as recording steward for 44 
years, was superintendent of the Sab­
bath school and had frequently been 
a delegate to the Methodist conference. 
His death will be a distinct loss to 
Methodists in the Maritime Provinces.

Mr- Weddall was in his eightieth year j 
and is survived by one son, Charles H. j 
Weddall, and one daughter.

Hon. F. B. McCurdy Is going ahead 
with his personal campaign in favor 
of a greater degree of fiscal freedom for 
Nova Scotia, but he has declined to be- 

candidate in the Conservative 
Interest in'the approaching election. It 
It known that he has been offered a 
Conservative nomination in several 
Stituencies, but he has decided not to 
accept. In a recent letter to the President 
of the Halifax Conservative Association 
Ihe explained his position, saying that 
• private citizen he has been discussing 
In public the serious economic condi­
tion of the province and had urged 
that federal party considerations be 
eliminated from provincial affairs. 
'Having taken this stand, and being 
touch in earnest about it, he felt that 

-he ought not to be a party candidate, 
particularly the candidate of any party 
which is “not officially committed to a 
definite and direct course of action in 
tespect to the economic position of 
Nova Scotia as a province of the 
Dominion.” Mr. McCurdy had a word 
bo say in reply to some of his critics. 
He wrote:

“I am aware that important fac­
tors in the party are content with 
existing economic conditions and tariff 
Arrangements and have little wish to 
disturb them, and I am aware, too, 
that they have sought to confuse and 
belittle my public warnings in that re­
gard by suggestions that I am seeking 
bnly to serve personal ends, suggestions 
At once unworthy and untrue, but this 
will not deter me from pursuing con­
stantly the ends which I believe to be 
the only ones to bring peace and con­
tentment to our distracted province.”

As a matter of fact the provincial 
Opposition in Nova Scotia, while it 
does not actually name the tariff, 
Appears to be taking very much the 
tame stand as that adopted by Mr. 
McCurdy. 'While the Armstrong Gov­
ernment is asking Shat "jhe province be 
given freedom to make Its own trad­
ing arrangements with countries other 
than Canada, the Opposition, while 
Scarcely so outspoken, makes a pro­
nouncement along somewhat similar 
lines. In the course of Its platform the 
following two paragraphs occur:

Removal of the economic injustices 
and disabilities under which the Prov­
ince is fsund to 'be laboring, and, In ’Jhc 
lèvent of failure to obtain redress, to 
Submit the question directly to the 
people of the Province to obtain the 
Will of the electors in regard to the 
Injustices complained of, tind tn partlcu- 
lar to mandate and empower the 
Provincial Administration to petition 
and request she Dominion Government 
to modify or relax its arrangements on 
the subject of taxation, *ade »nd 
fisheries whtoh may be found to 
prejudice the business and industrial 
interests of the people and Province of 
Nova Scotia.

If after iudh action the Federal 
Authorities will dot meet our fair de­
mands with respect to freight rates, 
trade adjustments and the fisheries, 
then we must Carry our case to the 
British Government for suen amend- 
toents to the British North America 
Act as may be necessary to ensure the 
welfare and existance of the people of 
Ifiib Province.

Thus the Armstrong Government and 
the Opposition, »jad Mr. McCurdy on 
his own book, ere all declaring that 
toothing will <lo -or Nova Sootia except 
some Toodlflcation of the terms of Con­
federation.

THE TRANSFERABLE VOTE.

The Government is submitting to 
Parliament a bill Introducing the single 
transferable vote. This matter was 
Introduced last year, but it was not 
pressed to a vote at that time. This 
ÿear, evidently, the Government intends 
at least to take the opinion of the 
House on the measure, and the assump­
tion h that it will be supported 
by a majority of both Liberals and 
Progressives.

If it is carried this arrangement will 
apply to single member constituencies 
only. In such constituencies the elector 
would have the right to record a 
second choice Jf there were more than 
two candidates to be voted for. If any 
member had a majority of the first 
preference votes, the second prefer­
ences would be of no effect, but if none 
bad a majority the second preferences 
would be counted. They might or 
might not change the result; in some 
Kjases they would be found to do so.

An analysis of the last federal vote 
shows that in the present House of 
Commons there are seventy-four mem­
bers who were elected by fewer votes 
than were cast for their opponents 
combined. Of these seventy-four there 
is one in New Brunswick (Royal); 
two in Prince Edward Island (Prince 
and Kings) ; two in Nova Scotia 
(Hants and Cape Breton South). The 
Contention 1 t>f those ’ favoring this 
Change is that In too many cases where 
there are more then two candidates for 
a single seat, the will of the majority 
does not prevail. There are a great 
many men In Parliament who would 
like to have this system applied in the 
larger cities, where as a result of 
three-cornored fights large minorities, 
under the single vote plan, have to go 
without representation by men who are 
either their first or second choice.

Fv'’ ?;NEW YORK, June 2—Subtle 
methods of destroying human li (, 
borrowed often from bacteriological 
and other sciences ; perfunctory inves­
tigations of many deaths, and a dispo­
sition toward leniency in the matter of 
punishment, which suggests that homi­
cide is no longer considered a major 
crime—these, in the opinion of Fred­
erick !.. Hoffman, consulting statis­
tician of the Prudential Insurance 
Company of America, are among thp 
factors principally responsible for the 
incrasing murder toll in this country. 
He estimated yesterday that there 
were about 11,000 murders last year, 
probably 1,000 more than in 1923.

“Murder is advancing from year to 
year,” he says. “To an increasing ex­
tent murderers escape the consequences 
of their crimes throught the employ­
ment of subtle means of life destruc­
tion. Murders are concealed by mak­
ing them appear as suicides or acci­
dental deaths.

“Punishment as a rule is entirely 
disproportionate to the nature of the 
offense. Capital punishment, although 
the law in many states, is often not 
carried into effect, or only in a very 
small number of cases. If it cannot 
be enforeçd it should be done away 
with. Thé present situation is the 
most serious that has ever existed in 
this country and in lamentable con­
trast to the (Situation in England, 
Canada and Australia "

Now, supposing this con­
tract is not ratified, will you expect the 
Dominion Government to bear this ex­
tra expense?” asked Mr. Shaw.

The cattle became frightened while 
being unloaded from a steamer, Siam- - 
peded, and took possession of the wat­
erfront. One bull went for pedestrians 
until repeated shots from policemen’s 
revolvers stopped him. Another animal 
was killed by a fire engine.

From the housetops hundreds 
watched the firemen, the police and 
volunteer citizens in their impromptu 
roles as bullfighters and cowboys.

Industrial Relations
The Industrial Relations Committee 

reported in part as follows:
The sixth session of the International 

Labor Conference was held last June 
and July at Geneva. The employers 
of Canada were represented by Mel­
ville P. White of the Canadian Gen­
eral Electric Co., Limited,
Labor was represented by Tom Moore, 
president of the Trades and Labor 
Council of Canada.

Recommendations passed, outlined 
various steps which might be taken to 
Improve the general life of the work­
ers, special reference being made to 
social hygiene, housing, education.

A draft convention passed, provided 
that each country which ratifies the 
convention shall grant to foreign work­
ers the same treatment In respect to 
workmen’s compensation as it grants 
to its own workmen, provided that the 
foreign country In question does like­
wise.

A draft convention which was 
passed, prohibits “the making of bread, 
etc” during the night, the word 
“night” being defined as “at least seven 
consecutive hours.”

A proposed convention on the sub­
ject of anthrax was rejected after a 
long struggle which resolved itself jnto 
a fight between the British and Indian 
governments, with most of the other 
countries taking the side of India. •

With regard to the Eight-Hour Day 
convention passed' at Washington, 
1919, the director general’s report com­
mented adversely on the failure of 
practically all the important industrial 
countries to pass ratifying legislation. 
In particular, he criticized the action 
of the German government in suspend­
ing the eight-hour day legislation 
passed three years Ago as this would 
still further delay ratification by other 
countries.

DOMINION CONFERENCE.

A two day conference on unemploy­
ment, called by the Dominion govern­
ment, was held last September at Ot­
tawa. The xfollowing were represent­
ed: The nine provinces, nine largest 
cities, two railway companies, organ­
ized labor, the Canadian Manufactur­
ers’ Association, building industry.

The point of view of labor was that 
the Dominion immigration -policy was 
largely to blame for the employment 
situation; that the Dominion govern­
ment should therefore accept the 
chief responsibility ; that the proper 
remedy was work and not doles, and 
that public works, whether at present 
required or not, should be undertaken 
on a large scale.

The resolutions passed at the close 
of the conference recommended the un­
dertaking of as many public works as 
possible ; suggested the setting up of 
a national committee to co-ordinate 
building programmes; condemned 
doles except as a last resort ;and rec­
ommended that where emergency relief 
was found necessary the expense should 
be home, 50 per cent, by the Federal 
and Provincial governments, and 50 
per cent by the municipalities. There 
was also passed a labor resolution on 
immigration to the effect that the gov­
ernment’s immigration policy was part­
ly responsible for the unemployment 
situation and that all immigration 
should be so regulated that newcomers 
would not be brought to this country 
unless it were possible for them to be 
absorbed.

TRADE INDEX.
The 1925 edition of the Trade Index 

was published on schedule time. In 
Canada, the book has been sent free to 
members of the Association, and sup­
plied to railroads, boards of trade, en­
gineers, and all governments. To re­
iterate the Made-in-Canada principle a 
circular was sent to all recipients of 
the book, pointing out the value of the 
Index and the importance of carefully 
reviewing Canadian sources of supply- 
before purchasing elsewhere.

THE “BUSINESS CYCLE."
An Interesting development this year 

was the holding of a short course on 
the “Business Cycle” which was ar­
ranged by the University of Toronto, 
in co-operation with the Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association-

TRADE ENQUIRIES.
Trade enquiries during the year have 

increased about 40 per cent, and ap­
proximately 8,000 have been dealt with. 
They cover a wide range of subjects: 
statistics of imports, exports and pro­
duction of various countries ; sources of 
supplies for raw materials, names of 
Canadian manufacturers and exporters 
of certain products, requests for advice 
in regard to export representation and 
practice, information regarding exhibi­
tions, and lists of firms in many coun­
tries.

EMPIRE EXHIBITION.
From an advertising and publicity 

point of view, exhibitors and visitors 
were unanimous that the Canadian ex­
hibit was a success and would greatly 
stimulate emigration and the invest­
ment of capital.

As an evidence ef the business value 
of Wembley, we might mention that 
of the firms who were represented in 
1924 a great many have taken space in 
1915, and there were a few manufac­
turers who, could not be accommo­
dated.

GENERAL,
On very high authority from Ottawa, 

we have the statement that although 
the total value of manufactured goods 
entering Canada In 1924 exceeded 584 
millions of dollars, three millions more, 
or a total of over 637 millions of dol­
lars’ worth of manufactured goods 
were exported from Canada. Since our 
exports are only one-sixth to one-fifth 
of our total annual production of man­
ufactured goods surely no better testi­
mony can be offered as to the efficacy 
of the Made-in-Canada campaign or 
as to the desirability of concenarting 
our efforts on the replacement of im­
ported goods 
production- We are about 2 billions to 
the good, but still have 534 millions of 
imported goods against which to make 
headway.

Legislative Committee
The Legislation fommittee reported 

in part as follows:
The situation with regard to incor­

poration and taxation is as follows:
If the company’s activities are tube 

confined to one province, it is usually 
cheaper and in every way better to ob­
tain incorporation in that province. If 
the company proposes to carry on busi­
ness outside the province, or through­
out the Dominion, or in several pro­
vinces, incorporation under the Do­
minion Act is advisable. If the com-* 
pany’s business is primarily provincial, 
but its operations may extend further, 
the jurisdiction under which to incor­
porate is-a matter of choice, largely to 
be determined by the relative fees and 
taxation.

Under the Companies Acts of the 
Dominion, Ontario, Manitoba, Quebec 
and New Brunswick, incorporation 
with stock of no par yilue, is now al­
lowed.

BANKRUPTCY LAW.
The amending bill introduced by the 

Minister of Justice at the instance of 
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa­
tion. and other organizations and en­
acted in tljc 1923 session has resulted 
in a marked improvement in the ad­
ministration of insolvents’ estates.

Failures in Canada in 1924 numbered 
2,812, a decrease of 21.9 per cent, from 
1923, and of 28.8 per cent, from the 
peak total of 1922- Liabilities were 
$43,518,118, a decrease of 20.3 per cent, 
from 1923, and 22.7 per rent, from 1922, 
also the peak year In liabilities.

INCOME TAX.
The Dominion Income Tax Act of 

1917 was further amended in the 1924 
session, by increasing the exemption 
for dependent children under the age 
of 18 years, from the former amount 
of $300 to $500; imposing levies on 
non-residents upon profits; rentals for 
royalties from sources within Canada; 
disallowing reductions for sinking 
funds or other similar reserves; and 
introducing modifications of the law 
pertaining to the Income Tax lien. No 
change in the Income Tax has been an­
nounced in the 1925 session.

Income taxes in Canada in 1925 stand 
at the oid figure, while in England 
there was a reduction of 25 per cent, on 
the normal rate of taxation in 1921 as 
compared with 1922, and in the United 
States they have been reduced materi­

A 
brother, Harry Harrity, is chauffeur 
for Mrs. Miller of Douglas Avenue, 
a sister is Mrs. Wheaton of Harrison 
street, and an aged father, Joseph 
Harrity, is also living in the city.

Deceased was 41 years of age and 
was born In Kings county. He was 
a man of excellent habits and rela­
tives say his home was one of happi­
ness and contentment. His wife was 
formerly Miss Ferris of the Grand 
Lake district up river.
