over the . Intercolonial from this
city to Halifax a distance of 277. miles
for 60 cents a ton, a rate which involves
a heavy loss to the railway carrying it
This matter we presume only requires to
be pointed out to be remedied. St. John
isan open port quite as available for the
grain business as Halifax, and as it is
277 miles nearer the center of grain pro-
duction it ought to have a great advant-
age over Halifax. If Mr. VanHorn was
right in stating that the bridge tolls
were equal to the freigbt over 125 miles
of railway, then the advantage which
St. Johni possesses over Halifax asa
grain port is in round numbers just 400
miles, asswming that the grain isshipped

_ from this port on the Carleton side. At
one-fifth of a cent per ton per mile, the
freight on 400 miies of railway would
cost 80 cents. At two-fifths of a cent it
would cost $1.60 a ton. At three-fifths
of a cent the difference would be $2.40.
We think it may be fairly stated that on
general freight the advantage which Bt
John possesses over Halifax amounts to
about $2 per ton, and that ought to be
sufficient to determine the port from
which  the  freight shall be
shipped. This advantage oi $2 per ton
on freight which we possess over Halifax
ought not only to give us whatever
freight comes to Canadian ports in win-
ter from the upper provinces, but also
the mail service, except it is intended to
run boats of the very highest speed. If
such boats are to be run then the near-
est point to Europe ought to be selected
and that at present is some harbor far
east of Halifax. If the mail steamships
are to be boats carrying considerable
freight, then they ought to come fto
St. John, because freight is an element in
their business and will give them a con-
giderable proportien of their receipts.
Such vessels as the Allan steamships if
again subsidized obght to come direct to
this port instead of calling at Halifax,
because while the mail service would
not suffer in the slightest degree from
making St. John their terminus, the
ability of the boats to make money
would be greatly increased by their
freight coming to this port. The people
of St. John have too iong been content
to see Halifax receive all the plums
while we get nothing.

THE UNITED ST_IT__ES CONGRESS.

The Congress of the United States
meets tomorrow, thirteen months after
the election of the House of Represent-
atives. Although ‘®¥his congress repre-
gented the wishes of the people in
November 1890, it has not had an op-
portunity of doing any legislative work
up to the present time. This is one of
the great evils of the American system
of goyernment, which instead of being
responsive to the popular voice seems
cunningly devised for the purpose of
preventing the popular voice from being
heard. In the last congress, which went
on making laws after the new one was
elected from the early part of November
until the 4th of March last, there were
177 republicans and 154 democrats,
so that the republican party
had a sufficient working majority in
that body. In the congress that will
meet tomorrow the democrats have 236
representatives, the republicians 87, and
the farmers alliance 8, with one vacancy,
What could be more absurd than that the
republican majority in the late congress
should go on legislating for the people of
the United States after the republican
party had been beaten so badly that they
were cnly able to elect about one fourth

Says a Maine paper, if the three first
days in December may be regarded, as
they were last year, a sample in min-
iature of the three winter months, it
follows that we shall nothave any win-
ter till next spring. Of late years the
approach of severe weather has been
greatly delayéd in these provinces,
in many sections the farmers
being busy with their ploughs as late as
the present time, and once or twice un-
til within a day or two of Christmas. To
be sure the like was of occasional occur-
rence 50 or 60 years ago, but by no
means 8o frequently as within the past
fifteen years. At the same time
such gales as now almost every
fall rage about our coast Wwere
unknown, or extremely rare visitors in
the youth of our older inhabitants. As
these gales come from nearly every point
of the compass we cannot attribute their
recurrence, except in part, to the denud-
ing of large portions of the country to
the west of us of their forests, nor is

there any cause which can be
presented  that seems conclasive.
It appears to us that the mild tempera
ture and severe gales which have pre-
vailed at this season for a few year past,
are due to causes of which we have no
knowledge, but which may operate per-
iodically, say once in every fifty or a
bundred years.

Mesars. Scammell Bros., in their Week-
ly Freight Circular, dated New York,
Dec. 5th., have the following :

Sail T — The ively
large influx of square-rigged tonnage
last week caused a momentarily weaker
feeling in connection with distant foreign
freights, but with light arrivals, subse-
quently, and a considerable proportion
of the late accession to the supply
promptly provided for, the market has
assumed & steadier appearance. The
week’s business comprises a fair num-
ber of barrel Petroleum fixtures, and
there are still several orders on the mar-
ket for vessels of special sizes, whilst for
cases to the East Indies, China and Ja-
pan, the enquiry continues moderate,
with rates fairly steady, if we except &
slight weakening to Calcutta, 24 cents
having been obtained to Hong Kong
and 29 to Shanghai. In general cargo
freights, there has been a fair and well
distributed business at full rates, as &
rule. Business with the River Plate
ports has picked up & little, but the dis-
turbed condition of affairs in Brazil con-
tinues to restrict freight in that direction,
and trade with the West Coast is like-
wise very dull. Deal and Timber freights
for Europe are about steady, but mo-
mentarily quiet. Included in the week’s
list of charters is & vessel with 3500
quarters Grain to Gibraltar for orders to
Mediterrancan port at 4 s.
