At a meeting of the relief--commit­
tee summoned this morning -by the 
Mayor two facts became patent.- One 
of these was that Victorians stood 
ready to largely supplement their al­
ready splendid contribution for the San 
Francisco sufferers, if necessary; the 
other that considerable doubt arises as 
to whether any further contributions 
will he required.

It is now quite evident that all dan­
ger of suffering from hunger or thirst 
is past. All the need which may arise 
from day to day, Henceforth, will, be­
yond doubt, be fully provided for from 
the aboundant stores which the gener­
osity of the people of the whole con­
tinent has placed at the disposal of the 
relief officials of tpe stricken city.

This being the case, the question has 
arisen, and has been discussed inform­
ally by a number of citizens to-day, 
whether Victoria cannot do something 
more, which in a last anaylsis will be 
quite as practical an expression of 
sympathy as the more material mani­
festations of that spirit which are 
probably at this moment being dis­
charged from the hold of the collier 
Tellus at some San Francisco wharf.

There are to-day in San Francisco 
some of the most energetic and enter­
prising business men in America, who 
have declared that they will rear on 
the very spot where the forces of na­
ture have combined to cause devasta­
tion and ruin, a greater and more 
beautiful city than that which pre­
ceded it, and which earned a cognomen 
of the Pride of the West. But that is 
scarcely the spirit of their wives and 
children. The mothers of the families 
are looking for some safe and pleasant 
place in which to take up their resi­
dence until they can recover from the 
nervous shock which the calamity has 
caused, and until the heads of the 
households shall have had time to 
gather together the tangled threads of 
business and once more 
homes in the city. In this view they 
have the support of their husbands, 
brothers and fathers, who will have 
sufficient anxiety this summer to re­
establish their business connections 
without worrying over the erection, or 
procuring, of homes. It is safe to say 
that there will be such a sharp demand 
for such buildings as stood the shock, 
that the rentals exacted will double 
those prevailing before the disaster.

Victoria should promptly lay before 
the people of San Francisco the fact 
that there exists in this city the very 
conditions for which they are looking. 
It is sufficiently remote to remove it 
from the affected zone, and sufficiently 
close to afford ready communication 
between the two places at any time. 
Victoria offers a climate very similar 
to that of California—in fact much 
more desirable during the summer sea-

Salt Lake City, Utah, April 24.—Noth­
ing could have been more terrible than 
the calamity at Agnews asylum as des­
cribed by R. L. Drinkwater, of Still­
water, Minn., who fled from San Fran­
cisco to San Jose only to get from bad 
to worse.

The sanitary work is going forward 
as rapidly as possible. No infectious 
disease has made its appearance.
St. Paul Lutherian church, located near 
Jefferson square park is being utilized 
as an emergency hospital. In the main 
auditorium, about 45 patients are lyii\g 
on mattresses which have been spread 
on the floor, the staff of this hospital 
is composed chiefly of Los Angeles doc­
tors and nurses. .There are 19 physi­
cians and 29 nurses employed, 
patients are mostly suffering from ex­
haustion, nervous strain or slight frac­
tures. There is no infectious or serious 
illness in this hospital.

The finance committee of the general 
relief committee reported that it has 
received contributions to date amount­
ing to $1,551,536.95; $172,000 is the
amount of the local subscription, mak­
ing a total of $1,723,536.95. Three hun­
dred and sixty-six thousand dollars has 
been promised locally. The committee 
is not satisfied with the local subscrip­
tions and urges the citizens of San 
Francisco to subscribe more liberally.

RESTORING ORDER
OUT OF CHAOS-;.

San Francisco, April 24.—This was 
the seventh day since the earthquake 
jarred the city so severely and started 
the fires that laid it in ashes, and as 
with the preceding days, Tuesday took 
up the accumulated impetus of Mon­
day and added such volume of force 
of its own that Wednesday will dawn 
on a situation that is a long way to­
ward the normal.

Such marts of trade as remain un­
turned were operating for the transac­
tion of ordinary business; temporary 
structures are being run up for the 
accommodation of others; the clearing 
of the devastated area of its ruins was 
well under way; the inquiry into the 
conditions of the bank vaults was com­
pleted; the organization and prepara­
tion for service of street railways were 
so far advanced that the company ex­
pressed its readiness to resume busi­
ness as soon as the mayor would per­
mit; the water company announced 
the completion of such repairs as en­
abled it to supply a total of 12,000,000 
gallons daily; in fact, there was ail 
the evidences to put at rest now and 
(orever the feats of those who predict­
ed that San Francisco would nlver rise 
again.

The city of San Francisco has done 
so splendidly in the face of such an ap­
palling catastrophe that

Some Little Consternation 
was created this morning when Presi­
dent Roosevelt's proclamation was re­
ceived turning over to the Red Cross 
the management of relief measures and 
the distribution of the great funds so 
generously appropriated by congress, 
and recommending to the people of the 
United States that their contributions 
of food and supplies and money should 
be diverted into ftie same hands.

WEAKENED WALLS
ARE BEING DESTROYED. Trinidad, Colo., April 22.—As the re­

sult of a dust explosion in a mine of 
the Colorado Fuel & Iron Company, 
forty miles west of Trinidad, shortly 
before noon to-day, twenty-two miners 
are known to be dead and one other is 
missing, with little hope of his being 
found alive. There were forty men In 
the mine at the time of the explosion. 
Seventeen miners who were working 
3,700 feet from the entrance escaped 
uninjured through another opening.

The explosion occurred in rooms 
three and four, near the main en­
trance, and was the result of windy 
shot which ignited the dust.

An order for twenty-two coffins has 
been received by a local undertaking 
establilhment here, that many bodies 
having been taken out during the af­
ternoon.

The mine was not badly damaged, 
and work can be resumed in a couple 
of days. The mine gave employment 
to 180 men.

Miners from adjacent camps are as­
sisting in the rescue. Superintendent 
Robert O’Neil left here on a special 
train at noon and is personally direct­
ing the rescue work. Among the dead 
is James Reed, fire boss.

RAILWAYS OPPOSE
SUNDAY OBSERVANCE BILL

San Francisco, April 23.—It was 
feared by many that the heavy rains 
last night had weakened the walls left 
standing in the burned district and fur­
ther increased the danger of life and 
limb, but assurance was given at head­
quarters of the building committee this 
morning that the downpour had no 
such effect. Under the direction of this 
committee walls are being dynamited 
and the danger instead of increasing 
is lessening every' hour.

In regard to the work that is being 
done, Committeeman W. H, Leahy said 
at noon to-day:

“General Funston has placed his 
dynamite crew at our disposal, and 
they are working under our direction.

Throwing Down Dengerous Walls 
along Market street. When we have 
made this thoroughfare safe from 
Seventh street to the ferry we will de­
vote our attention to the side streets, 
keeping up the jvork until we have 
covered all the streets in the business 
district. However, we will not touch 
walls standing back in lots or 
walls that have supports, 
be attended to by the property owners.

A thorough inspection made by a 
representative of the Associated Press, 
who made the trip in an automobile, 
shows that comparatively little damage 
was done in the vicinity of the cliff.

On the morning of April 12th, when 
the relief marched to the same post 
at the same time to relieve Private 
Julius Von Glahn, it found Von Glahn 
with a bullet wound through his head.

The post runs along the bluff over­
looking Gravesend Bay, and the tour 
of duty which both tragedies took 
place begins at midnight and ends at 
8 in the morning. It is distant from 
the barracks, and is one of the lone­
liest posts patrolled at night. Nothing 
was known of the death of either 
sentry until the relief discovered the 
bodies. No shots were heard.

The death of Von Glahn was sup­
posed to be a suicide, and the affair 
ceased to be of great interest among 
the artillerymen. The discovery of 
Cargswell's body yesterday on the same 
post and in the same manner caused 
the commanding officer to put secret, 
service men to work.

Ordered Galleries Cleared.

New York, April 26.—A special cable 
from London to the Sun says :

“The House of Commons late last 
night witnessed one of the most re­
markable of its many noteworthy 
scenes. Jaines ' Kër Hardie, the labor 
leader, had introduced a motion in 
favor of women suffrage, and the de­
bate was going on in a listless man­
ner for and against it, when suddenly 
as Mr. Samuel Evans was speaking 
against it a shrill derisive ‘hear, hear,’ 
was heard through the grill which 
screens the women’s gallery. Dead 
silence folio-wed as Mr. Evans stopped, 
and the startled members eyed the 
galleries to see whence the sound 
came. The indignant faces of women 
peering through the grill soon reveal­
ed the source of the interruption, and 
the old officials of the House stood 
ready to faint from amazement at the 
unprecedented female hardihood.

"Then the House simultaneously 
burst into a roar of laughter. This act­
ed upon the occupants of the gallery 
at once, cries of ‘Divide, divide’; ‘You’ll 
talk it out,’ and ‘Justice for the wo­
men," came through the grill, and a 
white banner which figured at a recent 
meeting of the women’s suffragists at 
Albert hall was thrust through the 
grill and unfurled and shaken by 
angry hands. On it was the inscrip­
tion, ‘Vote for the women.’ The House 
continued its laughter and this seemed 
to throw into a frenzy the suffragists 
who resumed their shouting. One of 
them cried scornfully, ‘ Shame, you lib­
eral loving Liberals.’

“Meanwhile the Speaker had order­
ed the galleries cleared. A police in­
spector and ten constables, smiling 
amusedly went to carry out the order. 
The women, led by Miss Kenny, who 
lately caused a street scene outside 
the prime minister's residence, which 
ended in the arrest of herself and 
three companions, did not resist the 
inspector’s polite request to quit and 
go outside. In their hasty departure 
they forgot their banner, which is now 
among the trophies of the parliament­
ary police.

I THE TURBINE’S WEAK POINT.

To the superficial observer of the 
trend of events, bearing upon the prob­
lem of economic propulsion of ocean­
going steamships it has often appear­
ed inexplicable why practical-minded 
marine men seemed to regard the 
steam turbine with misgivings. The 
invention of the Englishman Parsons 
seemed to be a pronounced success, 
judging from the reports that appear­
ed in the British newspapers. The tests 
applied to the engines of the new type 
fitted in all the coastwise vessels Were 
perfectly satisfactory within the limits 
of the knowledge of observers whose 
conclusions were necessarily 
upon apparent results. Applied to 
machinery for the generation of elec­
tric currents the turbine had proved its 
efficiency find economy beyond ques­
tion. It bad triumphantly borne the 
criticism of friend and foe alike in this 
class of work wherever it had been in­
stalled in Europe and America. But, 
notwithstanding the success the tur­
bine has gained in the propulsion of 
vessels of small and of medium size, 
and despite its proved economy and 
efficiency as a stationary engine, there 
yet lingers some doubts in the minds 
of intensely practical engineers as to 
whether it will sustain its reputation 
when the final test shall be applied in 
the task of driving ships of the largest 
class through the water. Parsons evi­
dently believes he has eliminated all 
the weaknesses in his system which 
caused so many steamship men to 
stand afar off and await for. further 
proof before investing their millions 
in what they obviously regarded as 
more or less of an experiment. The 
public will understand what We mean 
when we point out that the officials of 
the C. P. R. hesitated about equipping 
their splendid new ships with turbines 
because they believed the system was 
still in its experimental stages when 
they gave their orders to the British 
shipbuilders. But the British govern­
ment seems to be satisfied that the 
period of experimentation has passed, 
or it would not venture to equip all its 
warships now in course of construc­
tion with turbines. However, an ex­
periment will soon be made which will 
settle all doubts respecting the merits 
of the new type of engines. The new 
Cunarders, now approaching comple­
tion, are the largest vessels ever 
placed upon stocks, and they will be 
propelled by turbines. If the success 
of this form of machine had not been 
pretty well assured neither the share­
holders of the company nor the British 
government, which is practically a 
partner in the' enterprise, would have 
venture'd to embark the many millions 
represent in the cost of the ships 
in a scheme of doubtful practicability.

But since the turbine and the propel­
ler are on one and the same shaft, 
there came a time, as the ships grew 
larger, when the speed of revolution 
had to be kept down in order to main­
tain propeller efficiency. The efficiency 
of the propeller increases with the di­
ameter and with the decrease of revo­
lutions; whereas it is just the contrary 
with the turbine, whose efficiency in­
creases with increase of revolutions 
and with a decrease of the diameter of 
the drum.

“It is» because of these fundamental 
principles that some of the recent tur­
bine-driven ships of the larger size 
have not shown such favorable results 
in sea service as they did on trial.

FURTHER TROUBLE
BREWING IN RUSSIA

It Is Believed that Preparations are 
Being Made For a General 

Uprising. ■:?

St. Petersburg, April 25.—The politi­
cal situation has suddenly 
threatening, the publication yesterday 
of the draft of the new “fundamental 
law,” or “constitution” of Russia has 
aroused a storm of indignation and 
amidst the present general distrust of 
the government’s motives has furnish­
ed the stimulus needed to solidify the 
entire opposition in parliament.

The real dangerous element in the 
situation, however, is not in the atti­
tude of the Liberals but in the possi­
bility of another upheavel from be­
tween at the very moment when the 
intellectual forces of the country had 
been united. For some time the social 
democrats and other proletariat organ­
izations have been trying to arrange 
a general uprising to coincide with the 
convocation of parliament, but appar­
ently they are making no headway. 
Now, however, a great movement 
among idle workmen of the capital 
who number 42,600 has come to the sur­
face and there is more than a suspicion 
that their movement is simply a cover 
for real uprising, which is being or­
ganized behind it. A council of men 
out of work has sprung into existence 
like the famous workmen’s council 
which directed the big strike of last 
fall. Proclamations have been issued 
calling upon all workmen to support 
the men out of work who demand that 
the city within a week shall put them 
to work upon the .construction of new 
streets, bridges and railroads, for which 
$4,000,000 has been appropriated. The 
men out of work also announce that 
they will send a delegation of 87 rep­
resentatives to the city council to­
night to receive answer of the munici­
pality.

There is a striking analogy between 
methods now adopted by the workmen 
and those preceding “Red Sunday,” 
January 22nd, 1905, and many people 
believe that they seen in the new or­
ganization the hand of Father Gapon. 
All trace of the former priest has been 
lost. The holy synod officially denies 
that he is sequestered in a monastery 
and he may be the directing mind be­
hind the scenes of the drama which is 
being unfolded. The headkeeper of the 
local prison has received a letter sign­
ed by two workmen’s leagues warning 
him that the prisoners will be liberat­
ed May 10th.

THE SEIZED LOGS.

Through L. G. McFhilHps, K. C„ the 
nominal legal representative of R. 0. 
Skinner, timber inspector, but really the 
representative of the provincial authori­
ties, the government Tuesday morning 
gave an undertaking to Chief Justice 
Gordon Hunter that it would not confis­
cate the seized Emerson logs until the 
legality of the seizure had been passed 
upon by the courts, says the Vancouver 
Province.

The government did not desire to give 
this undertaking, but His Lordship point­
ed out that in three days’ time the thirty- 
day period of grace (during which the 
owner of the logs is entitled to attempt 
to recover them) would expire, and he 
declared that unless the matter was left 
in statu quo he would give a judgment 
offhand.
was not desirable from the point of view 
of the crown, and the undertaking was 
given.

As the case stands at present, A. D. 
Taylor, for J. S. Emerson, owner of the 
seized logs, which are worth approxi­
mately $7,000, and Mr. McPhillips, for the 
government, will submit authorities to 
His Lordship the Chief Justice on law 
points. The dispute will be fought out 
largely qn the question of whether the 
Timber Manufacture Act, under which 
the seizures were made, applies or A 
not apply. '

The action, mown on the records 
that of Emerson, vs. Skinner, was brought 
to the attention of the Chief Justice tin 
Tuesday morning on an application by 
Mr. McPhillips to have set aside the or­
der of replevin, which was several weeks 
ago secured by Mr. Taylor. This order 
was never executed, as the plaintiff was 
content to allow the government to re­
main in possession of the logs till the 
legality of the seizure was determined. 
Mr/ McPhillips did not obtain his desired 
order, and the writ of replevin still 
exists.

The whole point at issue is the deter­
mination of the. terms of that section of 
the act which provides that “all timber 
cut on ungranted lands of the crown, or 
on lands of the crown which shall here­
after be granted, shall be used in this 
province? etc.” If the word “cut” is 
prospective the government loses, and if 
it is retrospective Mr. Emerson loses. It 
is the contention of Mr. Taylor that as 
the seized logs were cut before the act 
was passed its terms are not applicable 
in this instance, and that they only hold 
good in respect to logs cut after the pas­
sage of the act.

Should the courts determine that the 
act does not apply, Timber Inspector 
Skinner, who made the seizures, would 
be left in an assailable position, but 
doubtless the government, which ordered 
his action, would stand behind him.

Apparently such a judgment
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effect upon the future of a city built 
up by energies of the most energetic 
element of a nation renowned for its 
aggressive energy and determination, 
there were insinuations that the ill- 
fortune of San Francisco would re­
dound to the good fortune of centres 
farther north and more free from juch 
ill-timed and unfortunate visitations. 
Seattle was determined that Tacoma 
should not be advertised as more gen­
erous in her gifts to the unfortunates 
than her northern rival. All sorts of 
efforts, legitimate an illegitimate, were 
made to centralize the work of relief 
in certain places In the evident belief 
that a certain amount of eclat would 
thus be gained and the fortunes of the 
wire-pullers enhanced in a degree cor­
responding to the amount of advertis­
ing.

Even our esteemed friends in Van­
couver, with their usual foresight and 
timely discrimination, availed them­
selves of the opportunity to announce 
by wire and otherwise that they were 
in the centre of most direct communi­
cation with San Francisco, and that if 
any persons remote from the coast had 
money to spend in relief work, they 
would see that it was laid out to the 
best advantage and the resultant pro­
ducts forwarded with the greatest 
celerity. Thus the extremity of the 
distressed on the one hand and the 
ignorance of the generous-minded on 
the other were taken advantage of for 
the evident purpose of doing a stroke 
of business and gaining prestige at the 
same time.

it may he said that all these manifes­
tations of enterprise are perfectly 
legitimate, and that if Victorians had 
been as wide-awake as their neighbors 
they could have been in the forefront 
of the aggressive procession. Perhaps 
that is so; but the whole course of 
events appears to us in exceeding bad 
taste, and if Victorians had been as 
active as their neighbors we should not 
have hesitated to express the opinion 
we now set forth. If our fortunes can­
not be laid upon other foundations 
than the misfortunes of our neighbors, 
we ought to be content to remain as 
we are and to be forever known as thé 
somnolent, contented inhabitants of a 
sleepy, contended city, which, despite 
its many disadvantages, is still the 
most attractive spot on the continent 
of America.

THE SUN AS A COMMERCIAL 
ASSET.

The paramount idea in the minds of 
the people of Victoria at the present 
time is unquestionably what can be 
most effectually done to advance and 
develop the interests of the community 
as a whole. Associations have been 
formed, composed of the most enter­
prising and energetic of our citizens, 
to consider this matter and to develop 
it on profitable lines. Possibly it has 
never entered the thoughts of most of 
us that in the rays of the sun, having 
freer course than in almost any other 
portion of the northern regions of this 
continent, combined with the constitu­
tion of the atmosphere peculiar to 
Vancouver Island, may be found one 
of the most valuable of our natural 
assets. And yet this idea has been in­
dustriously and indefatigably set forth 
by at least one gentleman in this city 
who has had special opportunities for 
investigation and for turning the re­
sults of his studies to personal advan­
tage.

Sunlight in abundance is one of the 
most important elernents entering into 
the production of fruit and flowers. 
The strawberries raised on this section 
of Vancouver Island, as is well known 
to fruit culturists, are of firmer tex­
ture, richer coloring, finer flavor and 
more enduring qualities than the same 
varieties of fruit produced in other sec­
tions not so highly favored in respect 
to atmospheric conditions. This is a 
fact that has been demonstrated not 
only in theory but in a practice by the 
demands in the markets of neighboring 
communities.

But it is not in fruit alone that our 
superior climate creates special quali­
ties in the value of our productions. 
The authority to whom we have refer­
red has discovered other lines in which 
the elements can be turned to special 
advantage. Possibly there are others 
who have pursued independent investi­
gations and are profiting from the re­
sult of their labors without letting their 
left hand know what their right hand 
is accomplishing.

It will be news to most of us, per­
haps startling to the world, to be in­
formed that in the cultivation of bulbs 
we can give points to the phlegmatic 
Hollanger and still lead him in his own 
special and peculiar industry. And yet 
it appears to be a fact. It has hitherto 
been the opinion that the Dutchman in 
his special lands stolen from the sea 
could beat the world in the production 
of tulips. Mr. Wallace tells us that in 
the open air of Victoria he can produce 
bulbs of greater variety, of just as good 
quality and in greater numbers than 
can the Hollander in his reclaimed 
tidal lands. He says the proof is ready 
for all who care to investigate. The 
reason for this condition of manifest 
advantage is to be found in the cli­
mate. For a considerable portion of 
the year the soil of Holland is frozen
up, the bulb is in its winter quarters, 
and makes no progress. Here it is in 
a state of almost perpetual activity, 
multiplying itself and turning out on 
the average at least one crop a year 
more than in the land of its origin. 
Hence it is contended, and apparently 
with reason, that in the production of 
flowers of all varieties we have an ad­
vantage in our sunny climate which is 
bound to place us in the van of all 
competitors and secure to us—provided 
we have the spirit \to take advantage of 
our opportunities—the rapidly increas­
ing markets of the West.

The heat of the sun, we are told, is 
the source of all life. Applied to the 
soil of the prairies, this heat produces 
the finest wheat grown. Intelligently 
applied, it can be made to bring forth 
something just as valuable in this 
western island, something that will re­
sult in just as great a demand, and 
something that may be just as prolific 
a source of wealth. This fact should 
not be forgotten in advertising the re­
sources of our “tight little island.”

The authorities of California have 
evidently become tired of George D. 
Collins's torrential flow of words, for 
they have at last consigned that vol­
uble verbal hairsplitter to the place to 
which he belongs. When last 
just before the prison doors 
closed upon him, the gifted limb of the 
law was haranguing his fellow-pri-
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and town sites along the routé, how­
ever, and as the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Company is not to, receive an acre of 
land from the fédéral government or 
from any of the provincial govern­
ments other than the government of 
British Columbia save and except the 
right of way, it-Will" be interesting to 
note the manner in which they are 
dealt with and what steps the various 
governments will take to preserve the 
interests of the people in the "unearned 
increment” which will assuredly be the 
consequence of the construction of the 
road. Our provincial administration, 
although it possessed advantages none 
of the other administrations will pos­
sess in that it had the foreshore rights 
of what will one day be a great sea­
port as well as an important land ter­
minus to dispose of, secured nothing 
but that which it could not give away 
under the land laws. If the other prov­
inces interested do not do better within 
their more limited sphere we shall bé 
very much surprised, and it will not be 
because they have not been warned 
that better bargains are expected of 
them. In à recent issue the Toronto 
Globe remarks:

“The iettirig of two important con­
tracts on the Eastern division of the 
Rational Transcontinental Railway— 
one of 245 miles in Ontario, and the 
other of 150 miles in Quebec—suggests 
the advisability of promptly making 
legislative provision for securing to 
the general public of these two prov­
inces a fair share of the financial ad­
vantage produced by the massing of 
population in certain localities to form 
towns or cities. Like action should be 
taken along the line of the Western 
division by the Dominion government, 
which controls the lands it traverses. 
It is not at all too late for the Ontario 
government to secure from the legisla­
ture this session the necessary author­
ity to select sites, lay out plots, and 
adopt measures to draw into the pro­
vincial treasury a large part of the 
gains that have heretofore generally 
gone into the pockets of private specu­
lators. There will be no objection from 
any quarter to a new departure so 
manifestly reasonable. A dozen useful 
public purposes would be served, and 
the repetition of many old-time evils 
and injustices avoided, by the govern­
ment co-operating in the wise selection 
of station sites and securing to the 
public the increment of town site 
values created by the public expendi­
ture on public railways.”

figures of speed and economy obtained 
on trial; but the discrepancy has been 
very much larger in the case of tur­
bine-driven ships of the larger size 
than it has in ships driven by reci­
procating engines. Observations of a 
large number of wéll-designed twin- 
screw reciprocating-engine vessels has 
shown that the effective propeller 
thrust at sea, compared to the results 
qn the trials, was as about 1 to 1.25, 
whereas, according to an English au­
thority, in the turbine vessel, the ratio 
was in one case as 1 to 2.25. It has be­
come evident that a still further modi­
fication must be made of the ratio of 
diameter and speed of the propeller 
and its turbine; and we shall look to 
see the size of propellers increased in 
order to insure that when a ship is be­
ing driven into heavy head seas they 
will develop sufficient thrust to hold 
the vessel up to its work.”

COST OF THE G. T. P.

Forty millions of dollars is a trifle 
light as air to the mind of an opposi­
tion critic when he is discussing the 
question of the construction of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific railway. We are 
told it will cost the country anywhere 
from one hundred and ten to one hun­
dred and fifty millions to complete the 
new transcontinental road. It will cost 
the country just the interest for seveg 
years on a good deal smaller sum than 
the engineers estimated for the build­
ing of the line. Some of the contracts 
have already been let to competent 
constructors for millions less than was 
originally estimated, so that it is pos­
sible to anticipate a much lower cap­
ital cost for the whole work than the 
estimate originally laid before parlia­
ment. This development is evidently 
rankling in the minds of Conservatives 
and promoting additional bitterness in 
their hearts, because they in the first 
instance opposed the undertaking, later 
suggested that the eastern section was 
a wasteful and useless scheme, 
and finally placed themselves on record 
in favor of the government construct­
ing and operating the whole line, use­
less eastern end and all. At the end 
of seven years the liability of tl 2 

Dominion will entirely cease, inasmuch 
as the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway 
Company, which has undertaken to 
operate the railway through the alleg­
ed barren region, has undertaken to 
pay the interest on the total cost of 
construction, to maintain it in a thor­
ough arid up-to-date manner, and to 
expend a very large sum in the pur­
chase of rolling stock. The penalty at­
tached to failure to live tip to the terms 
of the agreement is practically confis­
cation of the whole line, so that it is 
extremely probable the practical rail­
way men who are parties to the con­
tract understand what they are about, 
and have no misgivings respecting the 
tiltimate success of the project.

It is contended that the real design 
of Mr. Hays, being an American like 
his brothers who manage the C. P. R., 
is to divert all the traffic of the North­
west to the old Grand Trunk lines, 
which have important connections in 
the United States. That was evidently 
the original intention of the company, 
as its proposition in the first instance 
was an extension from its present 
western terminus in Ontario to the 
wheat fields of the Northwest. It was 
to prevent this diversion and to open 
up northern Canada generally from the 
Pacific to the Atlantic that the scheme 
insisted upon by the government was 
finally adopted. The compar^y cannot 
expect to make the local business de­
veloped as a result of the construction 
of the extern section of the line pay 
the cost of operation and interest on 
the bonds for several years after it is 
open for traffic. It must consequently 
utilize it for the transportation of the 
products of the West, and there is not 
the slightest doubt that at the rate at 
which settlement is going on and the 
progress being made there will be 
plenty for the new road to do. It will 
be as busy as any of its competitors. 
The faith of the government and of 
the promoters of the work will be suf­
ficiently justified by results.

We are greatly astonished at the 
doleful forebodings of the opposition, 
but we are not in the least astonished 
at'their attempts at misrepresentation. 
That is a part of their political stock- 
in-trade. But they are very much mis­
taken if they assume that by such 
means they will achieve the end op­
positionists have in view. In order to 
gain power they must exhibit faith in 
the future of Canada, not endeavor to 
instil in the minds of the public their 
pessimistic doctrine that there is 
neither breadth nor width to the 
ductive portion of the country, and that 
public money wisely invested for de­
velopment purposes such as the con­
struction of a railway that will open 
thousands of square miles to settlers 
is dollars wasted.

FINALLY.

Just a word in Conclusion, dearly be­
loved brethren, with reference to this 
Protestant Orphans’ Home controversy. 
A mythical correspondent of an em­
inently fair-mindéd and Unprejudiced 
contemporary is said to have suggested 
that a trap was sprung and some one 
jioisted as high as Haman as a sequel 
to the proceedings at the annual meet­
ing of the subscribers to the Home. 
Neither the correspondent nor the 
preacher from the text appears to be 
willing to disclose the identity of the 
person who has been left hanging be­
tween earth and heaven upon a scaf­
fold of his own construction. But a 
variation of the text has been suggest­
ed as conveying a more fitting illustra­
tion of what actually happened. We* 
are informed that “some one digged a 
pit for the feet of his fellow and fell 
into it himself.” If we had proposed 
giving variety and piquancy to the 
discussion by the introduction of such 
an “allegory” we are sure we would at 
once have been accused of a resort to 
coarse personalities and mean innuen­
dos. As the discussion of the pitiful 
affair has been given a twist in a direc­
tion we would have hesitated a long 
time about imparting to it, might we 
again ask, without outraging the pro­
prieties, who it is that is in the habit 
of digging pits, who “poked” this hole 
for the unwary feet of the brother who, 
hastens to perform deeds of charity 
and loving-kindness, and who it is that 
is “happit" up in the pit, and is likely 
to have no further interest in the af­
fairs of the Protestant or any other 
home? We hope this information will 
be given readily and cheerfully, and 
that refuge will not again be sought in 
these dangerous “allegories" or texts. 
They are dangerous as sharp-edged 
tools in the hands of mere novices.

The misfortune which betel San 
Francisco was instrumental in bring­
ing to the surface much of the under­
lying generosity and nobility of char­
acter of humanity, but it also tended 
to illustrate a great deal of the inher­
ent meanness, sordidness, cruelty and 
innate “cussedness” of the race.

FIRE DEPARTMENT.

San Francisco, April 25.—The losses 
of the fire department are inconsider­
able compared with the great damage 
sustained in other departments of the 
municipality. As far as known there 
have been three deaths and one injured. 

Early this morning a charred body was 
found in the ruins at North Beach, 
which may prove to be that of another 
fireman. The apparatus of the depart­
ment, while damaged, is still intact. 
Nineteen companies, however, have 
been put out of commission, and many 
of them were disbanded.

At a meeting of the fire commission­
ers this morning it was reported by 
Chief Dougherty, that, including the 
dead and injured, there are about 100 
members of the department missing. 
It is believed, however, that these men 
have been separated from their com­
panies and will join them as quickly as 
they can. In order that the affairs of 
the department may be straightened 
out, orders were sent to each battalion 
chief, directing that the missing men 
be located and ordered to rejoin their 
companies. It is hoped by nightfall to 
have them all accounted for.

WEEKLY WEATHER-SYNOPSIS.
He Has Been Arrested and Now Awaits 

His Trial.

J. W. Spearman, who for the past 
few years has made this city his head­
quarters, is in' trouble at Lytton and 
Ashcroft. Advices redfeived from there 
are to the effect that Spearman has 
been committed for trial on a charge of 
having obtained money under false 
pretences.

According to the information receiv­
ed Spearman registered at an- hotel in 
Lytton under the name of John Clay­
ton, Saanich. In payment of the hotel 
bill he gave cheques payable at a bank 
In this city. These were not for very 
large amounts, there being three of 
them totalling only about 120.

Spearman went on to Ashcroft, and 
there registered under the name of J. 
Spearman, He was then on his way 
into the Cariboo district. When the 
cheques given were returned unhonor­
ed Spearman was placed under arrest. 
A remand was obtained in order that 
the prisoner might get counsel. The 
case came up again on Monday last, 
and resulted in his being committed 
for trial.

Spearman will be remembered while 
he lived here as taking a deep interest 
in the English .sport of horse racing. 
He followed all the races of the old 
land "frpry closely, and showed consid­
erable knowledge of the horses entered. 
He is the eldest son of Sir Joseph 
Spearman; of England, and was under­
stood to be in receipt of a good remit­
tance. Shortly after arriving here he 
conceived an idea to become a landed 
proprietor, and purchased a. ranch in 
Saanich. This venture was not a grand 
success, and it was not long until he 
had disposed of the property.

The following statement for publication 
has been received from Maxwell Smith, 
Dominion fruit inspector:

As there seems to be considerable alarm 
and some misunderstanding as to the Do­
minion government’s intentions re the en­
forcement of the existing laws regulating 
the fruit trade, it might be well to say 
that: In addition to my other duties, in­
cluding the enforcement of the Fruit 
Marks Act, I am instructed to enforce 
sections 4 and 5 of the “Act respecting 
the packing and sale of certain staple 
commodities, 1901,’’ as amended 1905. Sec­
tion 5 of the said act states that: “Every 
box of berries or currants offered for 
sale and every berry box manufactured 
and offered for sale, in Canada, shall be 
plainly marked on the side of the box, in 
black letters at least half an inch square, 
with the word ‘short,’ unless it contains 
when level—full as nearly exactly as 
practicable—(a) at least four-fifths of a 
quart, or (b) two-fifths of a quart.

This will allow those having berry 
boxes on hand, or who may be importing 
berries in boxes, which do not comply 
with the above regulations, to dispose of 
same by simply marking them “short,” 
but I strongly recommend that no more 
illegal boxes, or baskets, be purchased 
or manufactured. The justice and con­
venience of having uniform standard 
packages must appeal to all fair-minded 
persons, and no undue hardship wrill be 
imposed on those who endeavor to get 
into line as quicklÿ as possible. T shall 
continue to exercise the same discreet 
moderation as has characterized my offi­
cial work in the past, but there must be 
steady progress toward full compliance 
with all the fruit regulations in order to 
insure the fullest measure of harmony 
between growers, dealers, consumers and 
inspectors.

Cuthbert, the travelling representative 
of the organization, to San Francisco 
by the steamer Amur, which leaves for 
the south to-day, to extend those in 
distress, people of means who have lost 
their homes and are anxious to find 
some pleasant place to spend the sum­
mer months, an invitation to Victoria.

The question was carefully consid­
ered, every detail being gone into most 
thoroughly, before a decision was 
reached. It was pointed out, in the 
first place, that the personal expenses 
entailed in sending Mr. Cuthbert upon 
such a mission would be considerable. 
Then it was doubtful whether the re­
sults would be found to warrant the 
expenditure or the necessary waste of 
time. Those who argued in this way, 
however, explained that they did not 
under-estimate the value of the sug­
gestion nor the possibility of Mr. Cuth­
bert being able to induce many to 
come this way. But they were of the 
opinion that the same object could be 
obtained by another and more con­
venient method. It was their opinion, 
also, that if Mr. Cuthbert were sent 
from here to the devastated city to 
persuade residents having scarcely re­
covered from the effects of the disas­
ter to leave their home city, it would 
be generally deemed brazen and a dis­
tinct evidence of lack of good taste.

This was the case presented by those 
who did not favor the immediate dis­
patch of Mr. Cuthbert for the purpose 
of bringing back the well-to-do but 
now homeless people of 'Frisco. And 
in the end their counsels prevailed, 
a suggestion being made that, it was 
generally thought, would prove just 
as efficacious. It was to the effect that 

'a large amount of special literature be 
compiled drawing attention in a sim­
ple, straightforward manner, to the ad­
vantages Victoria offers as a place of 
residence during the summer monttys, 
the corhparative cheapness of living 
here, the beautiful climate and the 
magnificent scenic environments. This 
could be forwarded without loss of 
time to the association's agents in San 
Francisco, with directions to have it 
distributed among all the houses that 
have escaped the conflagration, and 
more especially among the thousands 
who are reported to be living in tents 
at Golden Gate park and elsewhere. 
The idea received unanimous endorse­
ment and a motion embodying it car­
ried.

The proposed establishment of an 
exhibition of home industries then 
came up for discussion. S. Maclure, 
the architect, offered his services grat­
uitously in the drawing of plans for 
fitting up the rooms adjoining the 
present association’s headquarters in 
order to make one large hall for the 
accommodation of the combined dis­
plays. It was estimated that the total 
cost of this was considerable to spend 
upon the undertaking, but the con­
sensus of opinion was that it was by 
no means too much and that if it was 
intended to go ahead such an expendi­
ture should not stand in the way of 
having it carried out properly.

According to the present plans there 
will be an arcade entrance from Fort 
street and the entire floor space of the 
interiqf, with the exception of that re­
quired for offices, the ladies’ quarters, 
etc., will be set aside for the use of 
exhibitors. Already applications have 
been received from several factories, 
and the indications are that all the 
room required will not be available. 
That the proposition will be self-sup­
porting is assured.

Lime water—a tablespoonful in a glass 
cf milk or water—contributes to the 
strength of the teeth.

Avoid exposing the teeth to extremes 
of temperature. Very hot and very cold 
substances have a tendency to crack 
the enamel.

A very good and simple formula for 
tooth powder is made up of equal parts 
of precipitated chalk and powdered or­
ris root.

SALMON ARE RUNNING.
Spring salmon are being caught in the 

Naas river. This was the principal news 
brought from the North by the steamer 
Tees, which arrived on Wednesday.

It is claimed that the salmon al­
ways come from the North, and for this 
reason they make their appearance in the 
northern streams some weeks before 
they are caught in local waters.

The Tees had fourteen passengers on 
the southbound trip, four of whom came 
to Victoria. At the. Skeena a great many 
were awaiting the steamer Mount Royal’s 
arrival to go up the river and a full cargo 
was to be shipped by the vessel to the 
head of that stream. It was on Saturday 
last that those on the Tees learned of the 
earthquake with its awful effects, ihe 
news having t^en contained in papers 
passed to the ship by the officers of the 
steamer Cottage,, City on her northward 
trip.

VALUES OF LONDON LAND.

Competent Authorities Are of the 
Opinion That They Have Reach­

ed Their Limit.

London papers contain some interest­
ing statements concerning real estate 
values in the English capital,. Compet­
ent authorities are of the opinion that 
London’s land values have reached 
their limit. Every year sees more and 
more of the large manufactories which 
have been occupying valuable land ac­
tually in London removed to the pro­
vinces or to convenient poiiits on tlîè 
fringe of the metropolis. It is, indeed, 
predicted that at a time in the near fu­
ture London proper will be entirely a 
city of offices. As to the present value 
of land in London, it is, and always 
has been, at its maximum around the 
Bank of England, where a freehold 
site has sold at the rate of £3,250,000 
per acre, or £75 per square foot. Yet 
there are no exceptionally big buildings 
anywhere in that vicinity.

High land values are not congned 
to the centre of the city, says the Lon­
don Express. In Bond street land has 
sold at the rate of £35 per square foot, 
or more than £1,500,000 per acre, and at 
Charing Cross plots fronting on Tra­
falgar Square have a sapital value of 
£800,Ovu to £1,000,000 per acre. In the 
Strand plots of land have sold at prices 
ranging from £12 to £20 per square foot, 
or from £500,000 to £870,000 per acre.

Rentals are a sure index to the value 
of land, and in the Strand a rm of out­
fitters pays a rent of £800 a year, while 
a Cheapside bootmaker pays £1,200 a 
year for the ground floor shop and 
basement. The enormous increase in 
the value of London’s land during the 
last 30 years provides some almost 
startling figures. During that period 
the rental value of land has increased 
by £10,000,000 and the capital value by 
£250,000,000. The present value of the 
whole land in London is about £418,000,- 
000. Thirty years ago it was about 
£168,000,000. The increase in value is 
therefore at the rate of 150 per cent.

In the same period the rates have in­
creased in the same proportion—that
is, from £4,000,000 to £10,000,000 per an­
num. A striking feature of this great 
increase in the value of land is that it 
is common to the whole metropolitan 
area. Districts where one might look 
last for greatly increased values have 
seen tremendous advances. In the 
suburbs of London land values have 
shown similar remarkable increases 
during recent years.

In a current magazine tlie words of 
a New York millionare are quoted, who 
Avas giving advise to young men as to 
the purchase of. real estate. The mil­
lionaire contended that the ownership 
of some property by any young man 
was a sheet anchor, and he made the 
following instructive and practical re­
flections:

“Young man, buy a piece of real 
estate on credit. Buy a piece of real 
estate somewhere—a lot, an old home­
stead that may come into the suburbs 
in 20 years, a run-down farm. Buy a 
good piece if you can, but even if your 
credit isn’t sufficient for a promising 
slice of the eqrth, buy one that isn’t 
promising. Then go to work to pay for
it, and by the time you’ve cleared off 
the debt—provided it doesn’t clear you 
off—you’ll be a man fit to deal with 
the world.

“Six months after you start, Tom 
will come to you for a loan. They have 
got him into a tight place, and $50 or 
$100 will get him out—and you can bet 
they’ll never get him in again. But 
you say, “Tom, old man, I’d like mighty 
well to. help you, but the fact is I’ve 
got this here dang piece of real estate 
to pay for, and if the payments ain’t 
met promptly I’ll lose the whole 
thing.’ <t

This is the plan by which the man 
who advocates it has become rich him­
self. A business that brought him in a 
comfortable income, the surplus of 
which he invested in realty, has grown 
up to millions. One rule he has al­
ways adhered to with blind persist­
ence—never to forsake real estate for 
another form of investment.

The California & Northwestern rail­
way runs north from Teburon via San 
Rafael, Petaluma, Santa it osa, Healds- 
burg, Hopland, Ukiah and on to Wil- 
lits. yearly every town on this line 
was affected by the quake.

Any idle man in California who 
wants work can get it by going after 
it.

Clothing for women, children and 
babies, also baby foods, condensed 
milk, practical medicines, as well as 
coal, hammers, nails, saws, axes, 
squares and general carpenter tools, 
cook stoves, blankets, hats and caps, 
lumber, such as studding, flooring and 
lumber to put up quick, temporary 
buildings, large tents and cots. 
Articles for women and young babies 
and for general hospital use are 
urgently required.

“It is a mistake to invite people to 
leave California,” said Mr. Harrison. 
“Honest men and boys who are indus­
trious should stay. The hobos and 
crooks who infest California summer 
ajndywinter are no good anywhere, and 
are getting free railway fares and food 
by putting up a good talk to charitable 
people. This class will quickly accept 
invitations from new places, and be­
come a nuisance in the towns and com­
munities, which may get them. At 
least this is my view of the situation.

“Mayor Schmitz, Governor Pardee, 
General Funston and Chief Din nan are 
level headed, practical men, who are 
handling the terrible situation in a 
most admirable way. They are bÿing 
ably assisted by every industrious law 
abiding man
