Death of the Bishop of Fredericton—
Motropolitan of Canada.

The death of Rt. Rev. Dr. John
Medley, Bishop of Fredericton and
Mettropolitan Bishop of Canada, took
plage at his residence, Bishopcote,
Federicton, on Friday last. News of
thé’?«{vent, though expected for several
woeks, was received with unreserved

expressions of regret by all classes, but
especially by members of the Church of
England, by whom the deceased prelate
was greatly beloved and esteemed. An
admirable sketch of the late Bishop’s
history appeared in last Friday’s St.
John Globe from the pen of one who
is entively familiar wich the subject
and we therefore reproduce it almost
in its entirity.

A long and useful life has ceased. Oa
the 19th of - December next Rt. Rov.
John Medley, Bishop of Fredericton and
Metropolitan of Canada, would enter his
eighty-eighth year. His Lordship ceased
%o exist at 8.30 o’clock this morning. He
was born in 1804, the son of Gsorge Med-
ley, Esq., of Grosvenor Place, London.
His early education was obtained at Bris-
tol, Hammersmith, Chobham schools,
and his bachelor’s degree was obtained at
wadham College, Oxford, after a course
of three years, in 1826. He was gradu-
ated with honors, and his reputation asa
classical scholar remained in the institu-
tiou long after he left it. In 1830 he
took his M. A. degree, but two years be-
fore he was made a deacon and the next
year was ordained a priest. For three
years he was curate of Southleigh, a
small town in Devon; and for seven
years he was incumbent at St. John’s
Chapel, Truro, Cornwall. Near the close
of 1838 he became vicar of St. Thomas’s,
Exeter (where Rev. Maurice Swabey now
is), and a prebeadary of the Cathedral
there. In 1845 the Diocese of Frederic-
ton was set apart from that of Nova
Scotia and Rev. Mr. Medley was selected
as Bishop of the new Diocese. The
nomination was in the hauds of the
Colonial oftice, und Lord Stanley, then
Secretary of State for the Colonies, made
tho appointment. He was consecrated on
4th May at Lambeth Palace, and sailed
almost immediately from Eugland to en-
ter upon the discharge of his duties.
There is, we believe, but one older Bis-
hop in counnection with the Church of
England, at least in the Colonies, Dr.
Austin, of Guiana, who recently celebrat-"
ed the fiftieth year of his episcopate, but
in point of years Dr. Austin was three
years younger than the Metropolitan.

When Bishop Medley entered upon his
Episcopal career he was in the prime and
vigor of life, forty-one years of age, full
of energy, self-reliant, hopeful, conscious
of his own powers, and determined to
adhere to the work which he had under-
taken to do and with the full scope of
which he was not even acquainted. The
formal induction into the Epis:opal See
of New Brunswick took place on 11th
June, 1845. Oa 15th of October, of the
same year, the corner stone of the Cathe-
dral was laid. When the Churchmen in
New Brunswick determined to havea
dioceze of their own they croated an en-
dowment fund for T8 suppost. Bat the
money for the Cathedral cama from many
gonrees, and a great deal of it from the

and
Medley was

The cathe-
dral which he erected was in itsdaya
great undertaking, and was one of the
most beautiful church edifices erected up
to its time in America. Greater wealth
has since produced greater work, but
there is none more pleazing to the eye,
more responsive to the sense of beauty in
the mind and soul, than this cathedral.
It has servel as a stimulus, as an educa-
tor, t» other church builders and to other
denominations of Christians, and its in-
fluence has been felt in the hearts of many
pious worshippers. ln music, too, Dr.
Medley’s influence has been felt. His
own feelings were ever responsive to the
compositions of the great composers, and
he gave all through his life personal at-
tention to, and for many years personal
attendance upon, the choir of his church.
It was not uutil 1853 that the Cithedral
was finished and ready for consecration.
But the construction of the Cathedral and
the raising of funds forit warsa very
small part of Bishop Medley’s m‘fz_i}‘
those years. He travelled over the Prov-
ince oonstantly, awakening, arousing and
endeavoring to inspire the people. A
great many of the descendants of the
Loyalists were - Churchmen by origin ;
they werescattered hither and thither in
New_ Brunswick, but through one cause
or another—principally for lack of church
accommodation—had drifted " into other
denominations. Bishop Medley made a
special effort to get tham back, but, as a
matter of fact, he had, except in afew
places, to plant the Episcopal Church
anew. Travel was not then nearly so
rapid nor so easy as it is now, and it was
\uppleasant task to traverse New Bruns-
iick, east, west, north and south, as the
Bishop constantly did in the discharge of
his duties.

While doing the hardest work—work that
involved physical labor, financial skill, the
vigorous exerciss of the mental faculties,
the study of religious questions for home
purpo:ea—Dr.' Medley kept himself quite
abreast of the current and active thought
and feeling of the church in England ; and

These
are now,things of the phst, bat no estimate
of Bishop Medley’s work can overlook their
con-ideration when reviewing the Bishop's
labors. 8o far as material work is conczra-
ed the fifty church editices which the Bis-
hop found when he came here were increased

40 nearly one huodred and fifty; the twenty-

eight clergymen have increased to over
geventy, and the mission work of the church
is well, if not thoroughly supplied.
care of all these churches, to visit them, to
cotinsel, eucourage and support the clerzy
has involved constant labor, and that labor
has been given uncessingly and checrlully,
and not only has there been intellectual and
religious comfort, but with a liberal hand,
whenever he had a dollar to spare, he has
been mest generous. Indeed the younger
clergy fairly idolized the Bishop because of
the deep personal interest he took in thair
welfare, and on account of his readiness to
help them, and to make. their lives com-
fortable. Hardly a church in the diccese
but tontains gome memorial of his intersst
in it—a door, a window, a font, an altar
cloth. As a part of the work of consolidat-
ing and managing the Diocese, the Diocesan
Church Society and the Diocesan Synod
have heen created, @od while the latter, to
a considerable extent, became ‘a governing
authority, Dr. Medley never forgot that he
was a Bishop endowed with a power and
anthority which, according to his judgment,
no tribunal could ever impair. Indeed this
feeling seems to have inspired his life.
Consecrated Bishop of Fredericton, his path
of duty was here. He might have taken
upa life of ease long ago; he might have
sought eongenial retirement in England, but
here was his work, and here he did it so
long as he was able to think or act. The
intellectual society of Kagland might have
had a great charm for him, and that it had
was evident from the keen relish with
which he told of his visits to the mother
country ; but from the work to which his
life was consecrated there was no release.
Dr. Medley’s ciassical scholarship is shown
in his traunslation of the book of Job ; his
Eaglish scholarship was displayed in his
sermons and in his addresses to the clergy.
These were models of terse, clear and forei-
ble composition ; as clear and simple as a
running stream. His langnage was both
strong and flexible. He never used an un-
necessary word and every word that he nsed
fitted exactly the place for which it was in-
tended. He was a man of simyple life, ani-
mated ever by a high scnse of duty. No
thought of double dealing, of concealing his
ideas, of covering his thoughts, cver enter-
ed his mind. With many phases of reform
he had no sympathy ; for many mode:n or-
ganizations or moral purposes he had little
respect. The church of Christ, as he under.
stood it, was all-sufficient to carry out the
work of improving man's condition. In
public affairs he took no very active part.
His patent of creation as Birhop gave him a
seat as Lagislative Counncillor, but he never
exercised his right. He made few speeches
on public affairs. \When the troops went
through here at the time of the “Trent”
affair, he made a speech to the soldiers,
which was a model address in the soundness
of the advice he gave the men. But he
could make popular speeches, for he had a
fine cominand of language, a gool seuse of
hamor, and a mind well adapted to the con-
venient arrangement and easy presentation
of facte. Oun the retirement “of Bishop
Oxendeh, of Montreal, in 1879, Dr. Medley
became Metropelitan of Canada, but he was
practically the first Metropolitan under the
existing governmepnt of the charch in Cava.
da, and he has preside.l over the' Proviucial
Synod and directed the adairs of that body
with skill and judgment. As the Bishop
advanced in years the idea became impress-
\ed upon him that in order to have the work
of the Diocese effoctively carmed on, hé
should have an assistant, and he agreed to
give half of his own salary-—five hundred
pounds a year—for his maintenance. After
much correspondence with friends in Eng-
land, as to a suitable coadjutor and succes-
sor, Rev. Dr. Kingdon was approved by Dr.
Medley aud he was selected by the Synod,
In July, 1881, Dr. Kingdon was consecrated
in the Cathedral at Fredericton. It wasa
part of the arrangement that Dr. Kingdon
should succeed to the Bishopric on Dr, Mad-
ley’s death. Before he came to Canada Dr,
Medley was married, but his wife had died
by accident. He brought with him a family
of foar gons and one daughter. The oldest
son, Joho, is a minister in a parish near
Bristol, England ; Spencer, who was a cap-
tain in the Royal Navy, is retired and is
living in Eogland ; Charles, who was rector
of Sussex, in this Province, died a few
years ago, and Edward, who was at one
time Rector of St, Stephen, iz a Canon in
Norwich Cathedral. Miss Christina Med-
ley married Captain Lancaster, an offizer in
the British army ; and died about fifteen
years ¢ago. His Lordship married again
about 1863 his present wife, and she has
been a most efficient aid to him in his work
and in the performance of many of his
duties.

By the death of the Metropolitan not only
an able man, o resident of this Provincs for
forty-six years, the head of an
body of Christians, one largely,

influeatial
intimately
and beneticialy connected with our provin-
cial life, passes away, but a wmap whose
career is an exampls for its simple pigty and
for its faithful and constant performance of
duty. - The work entrustzd to him he re-
garded a sacred trust, and it was ever so
treated. Some men occasionally thought
the Bishop narrow in his views and ex-
clusive in his thcughts and practices. They
did not know him, for he was tolerant, for-
giving, and pstient with the errinz. RBut it
must be remembered that he regarded his
church not as a human organizition, but as
a Divinely “appointed institution in which
the penitent soul could find a sufficiency of
assistance in all its struggles and sufferings ;
and to help all those who sought that as-
sistance was a work in which he never grew
weary, for he was laboring in the service of
the Divine Master. His great age, his ele-
vated character, his high intellectual at-
tainments, his pure life, his eacred office,
commended him to the respect of all right-
thinking meo, and the people, irrespective
of creed, will reverence his memory as that
of a faithful and earnest Christian. His
death is in the natural order of things, and
was expected day by day for some months,
but the final severange of earthly ties can
never be conswmmated without a paog of
gorrow ; to the Christian believer that zor-
row is ever tempered by the hopeful assur-
ances of that other 1 fe, which Bishkop
Medley constantly pointed and s constantly
led the way.

Funsral of—ﬁe?r opolitan

The funeral of the venerable Metro-
politan of Canada took place at Frederic-
ton, on Tuesday last at 12 o’clock noon,
having been preceded by ceclebrations of
the Holy Eucharist at 8 and 11 o’clock.
On Monday afternoon she body was re-
moved from the late Bishop’s residence
to the Cathedral at 4.30 1::. m., aftera
short service in the presence of the
mourners and a number of clergymen.

Afterward relays of 6 clergy-
men ang sidesmen of the cathedral kept
watch Bigthe body through the night un-
til 8%{ A. m. on Tuesday, when the
1st celebration began. From 6 to 9
o'clock on Monday evening the public
were admitted to view the body, and
during the whole intervening time a
throng of persons of all classes passed
through the cathedral to take a last look
at the departed Bishop. The scene was
one not soon to be forgotten. The beau-
tiful cathedral, the effect of the lights

Viewed from the outside the aspect of
the cathedral lighted in the stillness of
the night among the surrounding trees
was very beautiful, During the hours of
watching, some of the clergy read selec-
tions appropriate to the occasion.

At 8 o'clock on Tuesday morning, the
1st celebration of the Holy Eucharist be-
gan and was attended by a large number.
The sub-dean was the celebrant, and the
Epistle and Gospel were read by the
Revnds. H. Dibblee and R. Simonds re-
spectively. Part of Psalm CXVI was
sung as the clergy entered the sanctuary.
A special collect from the burial service
was used. 1 Thess. IV, 13 was read as
the Epistle, and S. John VI, 37-40 as the
Gospel. The service was
choral followed at the end by ‘‘Nuuc
Dimittis.” Hymns 197 and 318 were
also sung.

The 2nd celebration began at 11 o’clock.

“to obtain a license. In that way it will
*‘not be poseible for any tavern to be
“‘established in my neighborhood, bat Chat-
“ham, Newcastle and other centres of trade
“will have a right now denied them and the
“‘witholding of which, under the Scott Act
“‘has, to my koowledge, injured their busi-
“ness interests, by establishing secret dens
“which decent people avoid. g‘lnnot see
‘“‘what benefit it is to have poisonolts liquors
“sold in secret and good liquors imported
“by law-respecting people, under an act
““which does not lessen the traffic, I believe
“‘in calling a spade a spade and in doing all
‘“‘business on an honest basie. = Therefore I
“‘shall vote for the repeal of the Scott Act.’

The Notorious Thompson.

The case of Thompson vs, W. A. Mott,
mayor of Campbellton, reeently decided at
the Circuit Court in Dalhousie was an action
for the alleged malicious arrest of the plain-
tiff at Metapedia in June last on a warrant
issued upon sworn information and the ad-
vice of defendant in Campbellton and backed
by a magistrate in Quebec, on a charge of
obtaining money under false pretences from
the Bank of Nova Scotia.

'to give legal advice to Mr. Daniel while his
participation in the arrest of plaintiff in this
suit was done in aid of the constable and
under his directions,

Thegjudge directed the jury virtually to
find [oF the plaintiff on the grouund that the
defeudsnt had gone beyond the statement
made by the bank agent to him, and had
bimself stated to the magistrate that the
makers of one of the notesin question was a
minor, which statement was untrua.
that the representations alleged by the bLavk
agent to have been malde by the plaiut'ft
did uot apply
question,but were made up on the cecasion
of previous discounts and wére in nosenze
shown to be false in the
plaintiff.

A Misrepresented Act.

Much is=aid, in the way of misrepre-
senting the New Brunswick Act for the
regulation of the liquor traffic, by Scott
Act advocates. We, therefore, publish
a resume of its most essential pro-
vigious, which show its optional char-
acter as we'l as the wholesome guards it
provides against the abuses which accom-
pany ths traffic as carried on under the
Seott Act. L

Under the Act the Municipal Council 18
not oll.ged to grant any licenses whatever,
the granting being optional with the Conncil.
Two kinds of licenses may be granted—the
one authorising sale in any quantify uptoa
quart, the other in any quantify above a
pint—the latter being called wholesale
licenses and which prohibit the liguor sold
from being drunk on the premisss where
sold.

Applications for licenses, whether whole-
gale or retail. must he by petition to the
Council and be fyled with ths Chief In-
spector—who .must be appointed by the
Council and approved by the Governor in
Council—*‘on or before December next pre-
ceding the day when it is to come in force ;”’
the petition must be accompanied by a
cartificate from at least one-third of the rate-
payers of the distiict in which the .premises
sought to be licensed are situale, which
certificate shall be as to the character and
fitness of the applicant and of his premises
for the purpose intended and also as to the
probability of the business not being an an-
noyance, but rather a cchivenieace to the
puablic. *

The gevuinecess of the signatures to euch
certificate together with the qualiiication of
the 1atepayers signing and their resideoce
in the district shall b2 established ou oath.

The name of each applicant for license,
description of license applicd for, with par-
ticulars as to premises, etc., must be posted
at the Chief Iaspector’s office and on the
outer door of ‘the Court House, at least
fourteen days before the meeting of Council
at which the application is to be considered.

Objections against the cranting of license
to any applicant may be made at any time
after the posting of particulars respecting
application, up to within four days of the
meeting of council and such objections may
be made against the character, habits or
previons record of the applicant, against the
condition or suitability of his premises for
licensed purposes ; or because of their con-
tiguity to a place of worship, hospital or
school, or of the probability of the gquiet of
the vicinity ULeing distarbed if license is
granted.

All applications, petitions, certificates,
objections, etc., shall be kept on fyle by the
inspector and shall be open to public inspec-
tion: without fee. :

The inspector shall investigate every ap-
plication and certificate, objection, etc., and
such investigation shall be open to the pub-

lic.
The inspector shall report, in writing, to
the Council upon every application for
license and. his report shall contain :—

1. A description of the house, premises
and furnitare.

(2) And if the application be by the per-
son who held the license for the same
premises daring the preceding year, a state-
ment as to the manner in which the honse
has been conducted during the existence of
the previous license, and the character of the
persons frequenting the house ;

(3) A statement of the number, position
and distance from the house in respect of
which a liconse is applied for, of the other
licensed houses in the neighborhood ;

(4) A statement whether the applicant is a

fit andaproper person to have a license, and
is ﬁgﬁ to be of good character and repute ;
A statement whether the house and
premises sought to be licensed is, ur is not,
n his opinion required for - public con-
venience, i

(6) A statement whether the applicant is,
or is not, the true cwner in business of the
premises, hotel or shop proposed to be
licensed ;

(7) A statement whether the applicant has
complied with all the provisions of this Act
in respect of applications for license and
whether in his judgment the license should
be granted.

The inspector shall, with his repor*, re-
tarn to the Council the evidence taken by
him at any investigation, and such report
and evidence shall be for the information of
the Counci!, who shall, nevertheless, exer-
cise their own discretion on each appli-
cation.

No license at all shall be granted in any
town or parish if a majority of the ratzpay-
ers thereof object thereto by petition to the
Council.

The aggregate number of tavern licenses
to be granted in each town or parish (not in-
corporated as such) shall not be in excess of
one for each four hundred of population up
to twelve bhundred and one for each full
thousand beyond twelve hundred.

The Municipal Council may by bye-law,
ordain that no tavern license shall issue
within the municipality.

The Manicipal Council shall also have
power to make bye-laws and regulations for
the following purposes:

(1) For defining the conditions and qualifi
cations in addition to the requirements of
this Act, which shall be repuisite to obtain
tavern licenses within the Munuicipality ;

(2) For further limiting.the number of
tavern ligenses to be granted in any District;

(3) For regulating the taverns to be
Ticensed ;

(4) For further fixing and defining the
duties of Inspectors of licenses ;

Heavy pevalties and forfeiture of license
are provided if liquors are sold or drunk on
licensed premises after seven p. m. on Satur-
days, until six o’clock a. m. on Mondays, or
between ten p. m, andsix a. m. on other
days of the week. Penalties and forfritures
are also imposed for receiving anything but
ourrent money in payment for liquors.

Drunkenness on the premises, the sals of
liquor to or the permitting to drink liquor
by any intoxicated person, gambling on the
premises, etc, are all forbidden under
heavy penalties.

The supp?ying&;of liquors to minors, for
themselves or oth"s{s is also a penal offence.

Any officer, politeman, constable or in-
spector, may for the purpose of preventing or
detecting any violations of the act, whether
in licensed or unlicensed premises, enter
inti) any and every part of such premises
and search them ; snd any person refusing
such officer, ete, entrance or of cbstructing
him in the performance of his duty shall be
subject to penalty.

Any club or association carried on especi-
ally or chiefly for the purpose of selling,
bartering or supplying liquors to its mem-
bers, etc., shall be illegal and subject to the
penalties provided for selling liquors with-
ont license. :

Any purchaser of liquors ina wholesale
licensed place who diinks or causes another
to drink on the premises shall be liable to a
tine:

Any pefson ) who eells ligquors without
license shall bs subject to $50 fine for first
offence, $80 fige for second offence and $80
fine and also jimprjsopment tor third and
subsequent offencos—all with costs.

Severe penalties are, imposed upon all

! licensed and other persor
[ sell liquors to known dru
| warned in respect thercof.

Any husband or wife whose wife or hus-
band has contracted the habit of excessive
drivking ; or the father, mother, curator,
tator or employer of any person under 21
years of age who has contracted such habit ;
or the parent, master, guardian or creditor
of any person who has contracted such habit
—may require the Inspector to give notice
in writing signed by him to auny licensed
person that he is not to sell or deliver
liquors to the person addicted to such habit,
and if euch person thereafter for one year
sells or delivers liquors to such interdicted
person he shall incur a penalty of fifty dol-
lars.

Whenever in any tavern or other place
where liquors are sold, legally or illegally,
any person has drunk to excess and become
8o intoXicated as to commit suicide or come
to death by drowning or other means
as a result of such iotoxication, the keeper
of such tavern, or other place or other per-
sons who may have been implicated in sell-
or giving the intoxicated person liquor shall
be jointly and severally:liable to the legal
representatives of the person whose deathis

>| 80 cauged.

Liability is similarly imposed upon
vendors for any damage to person or proper.
ty caused by intoxicated persons.

Penalties are also imposed upon magis-
trates, or other persons who
compromise or asiist ia compromising
violations of the Act.

Conviction for second offenses against the
Act include amongst other penalties for-
feiture of license.

No magistrate, inspector, municipal
ccuncil or munjcipal officer shail have power
to remit, suspend or campromise any penal-
ty or punishment inflicted under the Act.

Sir Joha Franklin.

It is scarcely possible to take up a single
number of Littell’s Living Age and not tind
ia it some specially valnable paper., In No.

Sir John Fraoklin is the subject, one of
the most noted Arctic explorers, whose ter-
rible fate was for many years shrouded in
mystery and for whose rescue or discovery
so many gallant efforts were made. The
sketch is by one who, as a very youug man,
lived for three years an inmate of the great
explorer’s fumily.

John L. Sallivan, was born.in Boston,
Osuteber 15, 1838, anh first attracted atten-
tion to his prowess as a pugilist by the easy
manner in which he bosted “Joe” Goss, the
ex-champion, in three minutes, at Masonic
Hall, Boston, in the epring of 1830.
