EDITORIAL NOTES.
b fm—

Not long ago it was reported that
Emperor William II. had endeavored
to secure the hand of the young Queen
of Holland for one of his soms. If
overtures to that end were ever for-
mally made, it is certain that they
were fruitless, for it is now known
that the young Sovereign has pledg-
ed herself elsewhere. The desire, how-
ever, to bring about the close associ-
ation of Holland with Germany has
been by no means lost sight of. There
have been of late many indications of
a purpose to effect a commercial union
of the two countries such as existed
between Prussia and the South Ger-
man States from 18606 to 1870, and prov-
ed to be a long Step toward political
consolidation. .

Let us note some of the signs that
the absorption of Holland by Ger-
many is occupying the German mind.
The Vienna correspondent of the Lon-
don Times, who is believed to have ac-
cess to trustworthy sources of infor-
mation, has recently pointed out that
the relations between the two coun-
tries named have, for a considerable
time past, formed the subject of pri-
vate conversation in diplomatic cir-
ales on the Continent. Public opinion

on Pan< Germanic lines, and the same
correspondent says, that in the Pan-
Germanic Atlas, which is being ex-
tensively sold in German-speaking
Austria and Germany, the whole of
Holland and also a portion of Belgium
including Antwerp and Brussels, are
colored in the same tint as the exist-
ing German Empire. Most significant
is the reproduction in the official or-
gan of the Germun Foreign Office,
the North German Gazette, of an ar-
ticle published by Dr. Hartmann in the
Gegenwart, entitled, * The Earth in
the Twentieth Century.” In this ar-
ticle, Holland is warned that her over-
sea possessions are threatemed with
the fate which has overtaken those of
Spain. The Dutch are told, on the
one hand, that they are quite unable
to defend their colonial empire, should
it be attacked by a great power, and,
on the other hand, that they are un-
equal to developing Java and the
neighbouring islands, as they might
be developed in richer and more ener-
getic hands. Sir Rowland Blennerhas-
sett in the March number of the Na-
tional Review attributes the encour-
agement of Anglophobia in the Ger-

man press to a desire to propitiate the
Dutch. He asserts that the idea of
obtaining a firm footing on the shores
of the North Sea and as near as pos-
sible to the English Channel, has been
fostered by political thinkers, in Ger-
many for generations. The settlement
effected’ by (ke Congress of Viennn,
so far as the north-east frontier of
Holland is concerned, was a bitter dis-
appointment to the Prussian National
party of that day.

But, a8 we have said, it is settled
that Holland cannot be gained by mar-
riage. The alternative is to starve her
intu intimate relations with the Ger-
man Empire. By means of the Rhine
and Ems canals, Germany could easily
divert her Rhine traffic, from Dutch
waterways, and, by raising a barrier
of duties, could destroy the chief
source ot Holland’s wealth. In order
to level such a tariff wall, and bring
about a reversion of German trade
to Dutch channels, Holland would
be strongly tempted to form
a Zollverein, of customs union,
with the German Empire. The
Berlin authorities would then try to
get this first move toward unification
tollowed by a Naval Convention,
which practically would- destroy the
independence of Holland. If Holland
could be thus brought within the
sphere of German influence, Germany
might look forward to annexing the
Dutch empire in the Malay Archipel-
ago, and in Europe a country which
in proportion to its population is, per-
haps, the richest on the giobe, and
which possesses magnificent harbors
and some of the finest seamen of the
world. What Holland would gain is
not so obvious, for her inhabitants are
far less heavily taxed than are the
Germans and possess much more per-
sonal liberty.

Would any great power interpose to
prevent the absorption of Holland by
Germany ? France might not, for it
is understood to be a feature of the
German programme that she should
be invited to take the greater part, if
not the whole of Belgium by way of
compensation. If her French ally
were thus oconciliated, Russia would
scarcely attempt to thwart German
aggrandizement in the northwest.
England, it is true, has guaranteed
the nemtrality of both Holland and
Belgium, but her land forces could of-
fer no effective opposition to the
execution of a project in which both
Germany and France were interested.
She might with her fleet take Batavia

1 and proceed to annex the Dutch Kast

Indian Empire, as soe did in the early
part of this ocentury, but this she
would do at the risk of a war with a
Continental coalition. The chances
are that, in such circumstances, Eng-
land would not try to make good her
guarantee. The fact that Germany
contemplates the acquisition of Hol-
land is one of the reasons why Eng-
lishmen deem it unsafe to leave the
Boer republic independent. It is
obvious that, if the dominant ele-
ment in the population of the Trans-
vaal and the Orange Free State had
been German instead of Dutch, Eng-
land’s attempt to conquer them would
bave involved a fight with Germany.

CELERY.

Stewed Celery~—Cut the celery into
inch pieces, cover with boiling water,
and cook in a covered stewpan until
tender. It should simmer slowly un-
til done. When cooked, add a pint of
rich milk or cream, season to taste,
and when boiling, thicken with a ta.
b_leapoono! flour, rubbed smooth in a
little milk. Boil up once, stirring con-
stantly, and serve.

Stewed Celery No. 2,—Cook the cel-
ery as directed above and drain. Heat
one and a half cups milk to boiling
in a stewpan, then stir into it the
heaten yolks of two eggs and half cup
cresm, Cook until it thickens, pour
it over the celery and serve. A little
nutmeg is nice to add to the sea-
soning.

Celery Fritters—Mix one cupful fine-
ly chopped celery, with one cup batter.
drop the mixture, a tablespoon at a
time, in boiling fat; when well brown-
ed drain, sprinkle with finely chopped
parsley and serve at once.

Celery with Tomato Sauce.—Cut the
celery into inoh pieces and cook in
boiling water until tender. Drain 1n
a colander, For three cups stewed cel-
ery make a sauce with a pint of stew-
ed or canned tomatoes, heated to boil-
ing and thickened with a tablespoon
of flour rubbed smooth in a little cold
water. Add half cup hot cream or
milk, season to taste, pour over the
celery and serve.

Celery Vinegar.—Cut a bunch of cel~
ery very fine, and pour over it one
quarimhot, seasoned vinegar. Cover and
let it stand two, weeks. This is very
nice with oyster stew or with cold
meats.

CLEANING JEWELRY.

Old ornaments should be cleaned with
aloohol, rubbed on dry. and then pol-
ished with a chamuis leather. Silver
ornaments are more difficult to
cleanse, and they tarnish again more
easily. They should be boiled in soap
and water for five minutes, and then
put in a basin with the saine hot soap
and water, and scrubbed gently with
a soft brush while hot. Rinse and dry
them with a linen rag. Heat a piece
of common, unglazed earthenware, or
a piece of brick, and put the ornaments
on it so as to dry them thoroughly
and cause every particle of moisture
to evaporate. Unless this is done any
moisture remaining on the silver will
cause it to become cloudy or to as-
sume a greenish hue. All jewelry, whe-
ther gold or silver, but especially the
latter, will look much brighter if kept
in boxwood sawdust and covered from
the air to prevent tarnishing; it also
dries it better than anything else af-
ter being washed. Pearls are stones
with complexions, and require special
treatment. They should be washed
carefully in warm soap and water, and
exposed as much as possible to the
sun and air to dry them, and also to
preserve their bloom.

A DIET OCURE,

It is a deplorable fact that many
children of the present day suffer as
much as do their elders from stomach
troubles. A weak stomach and indi-
gestion are by no means confined to
grown persons.

Sometimes the symptoms are such
as to make it easy to locate the trou-
ble, as in the case of sick headaches,
nausea and the like, but often the
symptoms are of such a nature asto
leave a mother quite in doubt as to
their origin, Sometimes there are sev-
ere pains in the back and limbs, weak-
ness and pain in the eyes, and general
listlessness and debility, all arising
from this fruitfuf source of trouble.

In such cases, whether of occasional
local distress, or of more chronic and
serious disorder, a strict diet will

work greater wonders than medicine,
It is only reasonable to suppose that
the stomach when out of order needs
rest, just as we when sick or over-
worked, need rest.

She come
plained of pain in the back and limbs,
her eyes were not as strong as they
had been, then she began having in-
tense pains in her head. The famlily
physician was consulted again and
different medicines were given, all
without effect. The parents became
worried and then alarmed.

At last a friend said to the mother
that she believed the trouble all arose
from ‘he child’s stomach, and advised
a striot 'diet.

It was tried as a last resort, and
the child soon began to improve. She
kept on improving, and at the ead of
six weeks was well. She has had less
trouble with her stomach since that
time than ever before, and has been
strong and hearty.

Her diet for the first two or three
weeks was nothing but broths and
fresh milk. There are some stomachs
that milk does not agree with, but n®t
many. During that time the took no
solid food of any kind.

After the third week crackers and
bread, not fresh bread, were crumbed
into the broth and milk, and from
that time on a greater variety of
foods was gradually, very gradually,
permitted. These were all of ana-
ture to be easily digested, and not un-
til the end of the six weeks was the
ordinary diet fully returned to.

Of course it was hard for the child;
for she did not like broths, and for the
mother too. It takes time to mako
broths, and when they are the sole
diet, there must be variety. So she
made mutton, veal, beef, oyster and
chicken in turn, seasoned them well
with salt and pepper, but no bulter,
and tried to make the time of self
denial as easy for the child as she
could.

Of course in_a less severe case
than this it would not be necessary to
continue the treatment for so longa
time, but a day at a time, three or
four days, or a week, as the case may
be, will accomplish wonders, and ocer-
tainly as experimenting with medi-
cines.

“Three hundred Boers were strongly
entrenched on two kopjes. The place of
honor was given to the Canadians, who
sdvanced very cleverly under Colonel
Otter., The Boers reserved their fire
until the Canadiaus had reached the wire
entanglements. Then they opened with a
terrific hail of bullets,

COL. OTTBR TWIOB SHOT,

“The Cunadians, however, had taken
good oover and were not greatly d smeged.
They were ably supported by the Gia-
hamstown Horse. Successive rushes
brooght them right vp to the kopjes,
when Colonel Otter was struck twice,
one bullet inflicting & nasty, but wnot
dangerous wound in the neck and the
other tearing the badges from bis
shoulder. But he still cheerad his men
on until the kopjes were carried. The
Boers bolted, The British losses were
20 in killed and wounded.”

ANOTHER ACCOUNT,

A despatch to the Dait§” Mail from
Thaba N’chu, describing the same engage-
ment says :

‘ The British artillery shelled the
kopjes all day from three positions. The
Buer poritions were #xtremely well
chosen, consisting of s long range of very
steep hille, with narrow passes between,
commanding a vast extent of country.

A Terrible Calamity.

The oities of Hull sand Ottawa have been
visited by & great fire, svcond in magnitude
only to that st 8¢, John twenty three years
8go. 16 is said vo have originsted in & burs.
ing flae and was driven broadonst by s gale
of from thirty o tifty miles veloeity. It
started in Hull and jemped from pisce %o
place, one of the tirst of the big esiablish-
ments to ignite befog the Eddy matob
factories, which, together with every ove of
that great 's manafactories,exceptiog
their sulphite fibre mill, were destroyed.
Ao O:tawa despatch of Friday says 1=
Through fire, which began at 11 o’vlock yes
terday forenoon, and raged until 9 30 o’slock
Inst night, sll that remaine of the City of
Hull, opposite Ottaws, are s fow houses ia
the east end of the oity, The entire busi-
pess psré of the oity, iscluding the cours
house, post office, public buildings and
vewspaper offices, is and mass of ruins, The
populstion is slmost entirely somposed of
pevple who wark in the mills or who derive
theic business from these workers,

The fire orossed the Ottawa in the after
noon, took hold amoog the lamber piles on
the brink of the river and extended to the
lumber yerde and mills,

The fire began aboat half s mile from the
brjdge scross the Ottaws, snd somewhat
west of i5. A heavy northesst wind pre-

vailed, The Ottaws fire brigade went over | dead

snd help was procured from the neighboring
towns, Montreal also sent ber brigade,
Shortly sfter noon the lumber piles nearest
the bridge were on fire, and at vne «’clock
the flames leaped the river below the falls,
and attacked Booth’s lumber piles on the
Ottaws side. A hard fight was made to
save the Eldy mills, consisting of severs]
stone buildings, some oo esch side of the
road, whioh orossed the bridge snd all on
the Hull side of the river,

They went one after another, ths lumber
mill, the establishment making tubs snd
paile, the great matoh factory and the paper
mill. The whole, with machinery and
goods, vepresenting s valus of probsbly
$1,000,000, including lumber, Nuthing of
Eddy's but the sulphite mill was saved.
Booth’s great mills, which were expected to
produce over one bundsed million fest of
lumber this sesson, were burped, This him
must have bad five or ten millions of pine
lumber piled below the bridge, This was
worth $10 to $20 a thousand, as it s sll
sossoned stuff,

Menowhile the fire had wotked ite way
farther down stream on the Hull side, sod
before evening it bad swept awsy every foot
of lamber in Hull proper.

Shortly before noon things began to look
Asngerous for Ottaws, The fire that lodged
on the south side of the river soon started,
degtroying the McKsy flour mills, worth
$500,000,the Western Lamber Co.’s mills, the
McKay Milliog Uo,,the Ottaws Bloc. Railwsy
Co.’s power house, the Martin snd Warnook
mills, the Victoria Fouodry, Oitaws Saw
Works, Ottaws Specisity Co,, Parr’s plasiog
wills and seversl other industries,

The Wotks department ulogrbpil'od o

‘Montreal, Peterboro and Biockville for fire
spparatas and for all sssistance that ovuld
besent. But these, although they arrived
spewdily, were of no avail, Nothing oould
stop the ravages of the fire, whioch lesped
over whole blocks, snd broke out in al]
directi The Canadisn Pacific Bailway
depot, which ie on the Chaudiere Plats, was
among one of the first buildings to go, as it
was » woodeo stracture,

The large cliff, which extends from the
Ottaws river back to Christ Church and 85,
Jesn Baptiet Church on the Rochestervills,
was the only thing which stopped the whole
oity of Ottaws from becoming s prey to the
flimas, Shortly after noon the wind, which
was blowiog previously jn an northessterly
direction, changed to » southeasterly direc.
tion, and in that way, what remasins of
Ottaws, was saved,

The only industry Jeft stsndiag in Hull fs
the Gilmuup snd Hustop lumber mills st the
extrems esst ond, beyond the ity limits,
near Gatinesu Point, snd the Kddy sulpbite
mill,

Among the fine residences destroyed wers
those of Hon. Geo, E. Foster, A, W, Fleck
and several others,

It is probable that the burning of the
mills bave deprived teo or twelve thoussnd
people of employment, The Booth’s slone
kept 150 hands at this seasron, and Bddy has
s force some twn or three times as large,
but composed partly of girls, while the
Buoths’ were mostly able and skilled men,

maay cities of the Domioion sud goods and
money are coming in by every traln. Two
oarloads of provisions have arrived from
Toronto"

Workmen have already started in Hall to
build shelters for the poople.

Dr. Ouimet, of Hull, attended three cases
of confiosment among , the unfortunate
sufferors in that oity during the night. The
mothers were lying out fo the open air,

last night where the homeless and destitute
are located presented scenes of desolation
and pathetio piotures that are indesoribable,

w Old men mod women, young men and

women aod children sit alune, or perhaps in
huodreds of small gronps with the few
ohairs, bundles and » sasnty lot of house-
bold goods about them, It was all they had
in the world, One white haired old lady in
widow’s clothes, with a fine face, sat io »
chair baside a fow little bundles of goods,
She might have been sitting in church for
sll the story that her face told. There was
a look ou that old lady’s face that osussd »
dczan poople to stop, gase st her and pass,
within the inioutes that your representative
stood there. Another old woman sat sloue
on the sidewalk with a quilt wrapped
sround her and » man’s hat pulled down
over her eyes, She was the piotare of
despair, There woere ohildren who were
soantily olad, and who huddied together, on
o piece of raised ground, trylog to keep
themselves warm while their parents were

sprace-producing port, but its expoit is
largely made up of Bay sprace wlich does
not class as-high as ours, We produc: as
much spruce on the Miramichi as is pro-
duced on the St, John, so the Miramiwhi
ranks high in that commodity. Ve huve
also two sulphite pulp mills whose output
goes chiefly t» Grest Britain, where_it has a
high reputation as the best class of pulp that
goes there; By means of cold-storage of
which obe of our enterprising firms has
taken advantage, we sre large exporters of
fresh salmon to Great Britsin, s well as of
the lsrge quantities of lobsters to which
Mayor Loggie referred. Miramichi was
perhaps better known yesrs ago across the
Atlaot:c than St. John, and it bas given to
the Canada Dock, of Liverpool, some of its
best kmown and sucoessful timber mer-
chants. He, Mr, Snowbsll, was scrry that
Sir Thomas’ visit to the Miramichi was not
st & moré pleassot season. This was om
worst season. He should come tous in
; here is where we have the

rivslled it in some important respects. The
pleasare which 8ir Thomas’ visit gave us was
the greater becaase of his interest in
the lamber indastry which gives so mueh
employment to our people and 87 largely
sustains this part of the province,

Referring to our fisheries, Mayor Loggie
said that $100,000 worth of ocsnned lobsters
go annually from this port to Londoe, Liver-
pool and other large transstlantic markets.
Our salmon fisheries are also very extensive
aad their products go to the markets of
Liverpool, London and Paris, and i$ is con-
oeded that the salmon of the Worth Shore
of New Brouswick are the best in the
world in regard to their quality and flavor.
Oar trade ia these two prodacts alone brings
us in contact with not only many places in
the motherland but aleo on the continent.
W on the Noith Shore are doubly interest-
ed io the lumber trade of Liverpool because
we have given to that place such men as
the Richies from Chsatham and the®Jardines
from Kingston, in the adjoining couuty of
Kent, who entered upon ‘the business here
sod, going to Liverpool, enlarged and de-
veloped it there, snd their operations in that
great centre of the trade helps this Liverpool
of the North Shore of New Bruofwick,

Referring to the South African war and

vancement. The number of women
who voniribute out of their private
means to the maintenance of observa-
tories and who equip poor but zeal-
ous astromomers for individual inves-
tigation increases every year, andat
no fime since astronomy was have
_there been as many women constant-
Ay engaged in the mathematical part
-of the work.

The improved instruments now avail-
able and the universal application of
-photography to astronomy has opened
the door wide to‘the woman computor
and astronomer’s assistant. Atall the
notable observatories and those more
or less newly established in what used
to be considered remote parts of the
earth—India, Mexico, at the Cape of
Good Hope, in far Scandinavia and up
in the East Andes—there are women
working in the laboratory depart-
ments of astronomers. Some of these

" women are able to make original in-
vestigations, being in sympathy with
the sciemce and having studied its prin
ciples. Others are purely calculators
and acourate measurers, measuring the
photographs and computing and reduc-
ing the estimates obtained as dispas-
sionately as any schoolgirl plods”at
her equatioms. ’ Z

Both classes of workers are valuable
for astronomy as a science is absolute-
ly dependent upon mathematics. No
matter what thrilling revelations the
astronomer may discover with his
glass, his work is almost valueless to

science unless subjected to mathema- o

tical proof. Now he photographs those
views verbatim and preserves the
plates, to be examined at leisure. The
aunthorities at several observatories
habitually exchamge the photographs
taken of the same stars and planets
in order that ocomparisons may be
made regarding théir aspect from dif-
feremnt latitudes, Thousands of such
photographs are measured and com-
puted in any single observatory dur-
ing a year, and women do the work,
laborious, patience-taking, but as ne-
cessary to the development of science
as to growing a crop.

The most unique mathematical cal-
culator of the genmtle sex in America
to-day is Mrs. Elizabeth P. B. Davis,
who works at the government ob-
servat at Washington. She has for
a number of years, calculated the ephe-
meris of the sum for the Nautical Al-
manac, a publication of first interest
to navigators and explorers. There are
vo and volumes of the Almanac
bearing testimony to this woman’s
calculations. The advance sheets have
to be got ready three or four years
ahead of time to forestall the mneeds
of those shops’ captains who essay long
experimental voyages and who may be
away for years and deprived of such
assistance. The woman calculator
shortens the formulas, makes explan-
atory motes and does an amount of
work involving much astronomical and
nautical deduction, besides much proof
reading of mathematical text-books.

She is the wife of a seafaring man, gir

who is often detailed on government
missions, and the mother of two

women computors are employ-
ed at the Harvard observatory, and
among them four original workers en-
gaged in making investigations with
the Draper telescope under the direc-
tion of Mrs. Williamina Fleming, Mrs.
Fleming is a native of Dundee, Scot-
land. Her responsibilities have stead-
ily inoréased, and she conducts much
important investigation, having dis-
covered a number of variable stars and
confirmed the discovery of several new
atars to be accredited to her assistants,
the Misses Leland,. Maury, Stevens and
Wells. Near:y all of the discussion of
photographs taken at the Harvard ob-
servatory amd at its minor statioms.

Marguerite Palmer has dome much
computing in the Yale observatory
bulletin of transactions. She has com-
puted a definite orbit for the comet
discovered by Maria Michel. Up to a
few months ago Hannah Mase was as-
sistant at the United States Naval Ob-
servatory. A woman, formerly ohief
computor at the Goodsell observatory,
Northfield, Minn., is one of the associ-
ate editors of an astronomical month
ly. Among the amateur astronomers
who have private observatories is Miss
Rose O'Halloran, . of San Francisco,
who makes a study of eclipses, me-
teors, variable stars and general as-
peots. Miss Dorothea Klumpek, of the
same oity, is one American woman who
puts bher emergies to foreign service.
She is now director of the bureau for
‘H:: munm {eme;;l:f c?e lphtu ogt the

T otographi talogue the
Pigis observatory. Of the six women
computors in the department, she is
the only American, having become
identified with the observatory in 1887,
when she entered it as a student. Her
advancement has been rapid. and her
observations of the minor planetsand
of the Temple-Swift comet have been
published in the French scientific
journals. It was her remarkable the-
sis at the time of her examinationin
1893 that first opemed the way for the
employment of women in the Paris
observatory. Vit

It is & source of regret to all women
that the Johns Hopkins University
continues to exclude women from ad-
mission to its graduate courses.

Mrs. Coreita R. Davis is an independ-
ent worker, at present engaged upon
very intricate computations and reduc-
tions for the benefit of investigators.
She computes latitude investigations
at New York and Naples, arrives at
“mean epoche of observations” con-
cerning the different stars, and does
work temding to facilitate the labors
of her husband and contemporaneous
writers.

Ammonia as a Fire Extinguisher,

Probably the best fire extinguishing
liguid is aqua ammonia, without any
addition whatever. We have personally
bad experience with the almost mar-
velous power of this substance in this
direction. In one instance, where fire
had originated probably from spon-
taneous combustion, in a pile contain-
ing several tons of cotton seed, and the
interior of which was almost a solid
body of live coal, a half gallon of am-
monia completely smothered the fire.

In another, which occurred at Sa-
venay, France, the vapors of a tank
containing 50 gallons of gasoline caught |
fire in the linen room of a laundry. The
room was instantly a mass of living
flames, but a gallon and a half of am-
monia water thrown into it completely
and almost immediately extinguished
the fire. The ammonia was in a glass
demijohn in an apothecary shop next
door to the laundry and was thrown
into the room by the druggist as an ex-
periment. So completely was the fire
extinguished that workmen were en-
abled to enter the room almost imme-
diately, where they found the iron tank
of gasoline intact.—National Druggist.
