J. A. Gregory's splendid saw mill at 
Lepreaux was totally destroyed by fire 
yesterday at noon together with about, 
a half a million feet of lumber.

Just how the lire originated is a mys­
tery. It was discovered by the watch- 

He 
saw smoke issuing from the roof and 
immediately gave the alarm.

All the mill hands quickly responded. 
Ladders were at once brought into use 
and attempts made to extinguish the 
blaze with buckets of water, but it had 
gained too much headway, and in a 
short time the mill was a mass of 
flames.

Efforts were then directed toward 
saving the lumber In the yard. The 
men succeeded in saving a large quan­
tity, but about half a million feet was 
devoured by the flames. Two carloads 
of lumber on a siding was also de­
stroyed.

The trains travelling in the same dl- 
dection on different branches leading 
to the main road came together at the 
switch, one of the drivers mistaking 
the signals. They were moving at a 
high rate of speed at the time, and the 
shock was a tremendous one. Two 
cars of one of the trains were derailed 
and one of these broke through the 
barriers and fell 86 feet to the street 
below. The second car was saved from 

similar fate in consequence of the 
coupling breaking.

Shortly after the Czar had built for 
him a 5,000-ton yacht, the Livadia, 
which was rather more successful ; but 
she was not so circular as the Popoffs, 
being 235 feet long and 153 feet broad. 
The Government actually decided to 
build a circular ironclad of 12,000 tons, 
but better counsels prevailed, and the 
idea was abandoned.

A model of the Popoff may be seen

It to their homes by some means or 
other.

“These various laws are In certain 
respects detrimental to the people. In 
Scott Act counties the liquor pur­
chased Is of the very cheapest class, 
and has more effect on those who use 
it than Is caused by higher priced 
brands. But Ihe sellers say that they 
can get just as much for the cheap 
article as they can for more expensive, 
and when a seizure is made their loss 
is so much srr aller.

“I believe that the example ol Carle- 
ton county will be followed by all the 
other Scott Act cc-untles, but in my 
mind no charges can honestly be made 
against St. John wholesalers, for I 
think they are all rigidly observing the 
law'. The temperance people may, 
how'ever, give some attention to the 
Montreal men who are still shipping.

"Of course these enactments all go 
to make It harder fpr the men In Scott 
Act counties who desire to keep on 
selling, but as I said before, the peo­
ple who Avant liquor will get It some 
way, in spite of all the laws, and I 
am equally convinced that the trade 
the St. John men are losing now' will 
come back to them In some form or 
other."

in so far as these counties are con­
cerned we will and are meeting with 
a loss, and the trade Is swinging to 
Montreal. Former customers whose 
orders I have of late refused to All 
have had no difficulty In securing all 
the liquor they needed from Montreal. 
It appears that the Upper Canadian 
houses are willing to do business on 
easier terms, to take greater risks, and 
feel that being at some distance they 
are In a sense beyond the reach of the 
county temperance workers.

"I say we will meet with a loss tem­
porarily, because I am certain that 
this business will eventually come back 
to us in some form or other. In the 
past conditions have from time to 
time been imposed by which it seemed 
we must be losers, but I have always 
found that in the long run 
things evened up. This is because the 
people who want liquor will get It 
somehow. For Instance, we are per­
mitted to fill orders for druggists, for 
manufacturing purposes, and for pri­
vate consumption. You will find that 
the quantities ordered for ‘.‘private con­
sumption" will show a most remark­
able increase as socn as the new law 
gets into general operation. In fact, I 
have already known of orders being 
sent to St. John by parlies v ho asked 
liquor for their own use, but who cer­
tainly intended selling it. I have re­
fused to fill such orders. Indeed, I 
have refused ail orders when I had the 
belief that the liquor was to be re­
sold. when filling such orders included 
shipping the goods.

“But I repeat that the penile who

In connection wdth the decision given 
at Woodstock on Saturday, by which 
two St. John liquor dealers were fined 
for shipping goods into a Scott Act 
county, John O’Regan was last even­
ing asked what effect this would have 
on the liquor trade in general in Scott 
Act counties.

•Well,” said he, “of course this pres­
ent case will be appealed. I 
know much about it: The law, it ap­
pears to me, was made for lawyers, 
and Mr, Baxter, w,ho is representing 
us, says there is a good case for appeal 
on technical grounds.

“You may say that I, and I believe 
all the other wholesale men in St. John 
have stopped shipping liquor into Scott 
Act counties. But from my business 
experience I have no hesitation in say­
ing that this action on our part will 
not stop the sale of liquor in those 
counties. We were not frightened by 
the Carleton County cases, but had 
taken our present stand as soon as we 
understood the provisions of the new 
law. The charges recently made 
against- us were on shipments sent be­
fore we had a chance to secure copies 
of the act, and I may say that the 
bona fide temperance people of Carle- 
ton County are not in sympathy with 
what has been done, knowing as they 
do that we have complied with the 
law. Only a few of the rabid, ones 
hâve taken a hand in this thing.

“For some time our trade with Scott 
Act counties has been practically on a 
dash basis, owing to the risks involved 
and thé dilfleulty of collecting such ac­
counts.

CARVELL GREETED
The Globe and Mr. Roblln

J. A. Macdonald, editor of the Globe, 
will issue a signed statement tomorrow 
replying to Premier Roblin and Mr. 
Willison's statement in the News. He 
will say: “My first concern In this mat­
ter is for the vindication of he integ­
rity of the Glooe, under my predeces­
sor's editorship as well as under my 
own. The political issues, past and 
present, and also t/he merits of the case, 
are to me for the moment of secondary 
importance. The charge made by Pre­
mier Roblin was against the good faith 
and common honesty of the Globe as a 
public journal. That charge was 
worth answering.

“No honorable man will affect to 
cavil at Mr. Willison’s statement. On 
this question his word is final. The 
files of the Globe tor two years before 
any. shareholder had any interest in the 
Craw’s Nest country corroborate that 
statement. • The essential sentences are 
the more significant because of present 
conditions. Flatly opposed as the News 
is to the Globe and to the Liberal party 
in the present political campaign, every 
interest except the primary obligations 
of honor and truth would liave been 
served by silence. Having spoken his 
word- settles the matter.

“But Mr. Willison's statement does 
more than vindicate the honesty and 
integrity of the Globe. It gives au­
thority and occasion to throw back the 
slanderous charge at the -man who 
made it.

Another letter states that some time 
ago as much as three hundred dollars 
might have been obtained for the 
rights. But since the new land act came 
into effect on September first the land 
offices all over the country have been 
working night and day registering lo­
cations, and no warrants have as yet. 
been received from the militia depart­
ment. Real estate agents who con­
tracted to buy at prices which would 
yield a fair profit when the assignments 
were sold at three hundred dollars, are 
not now feeling any too good over the 
prospects, and indeed many are not 
now giving more than half this amount 
to the veterans.
