Prosperity.

Mr. Powell and Mr. McLennan Dispute Some.
Conclusions Reached by the
Minister of Railways.

OTTAWA; June 2—Mr, Blair gave
the house another four hours' exposi-
tion of the Montreal extension scheme
yesterday. The time was sufficient to
cover pretty well the' whole matter of
the contract with the Grand Trunk,
which was described in a recent let-

ter. The minister of railways did not
‘devote his fml!‘ hours toAﬂﬂl
The oné thing that “would v
new to the members and seemed most
to reguire’ fresh explaration, was neot
touched. Two years ago Mr. Blair in-
troduced this same resolution, but
with variations.. That resolution was
not accepted by the senate, The chief
difference between the first bargain
&nd the-second one is in relation to
the adjustment of the maintenance
expenses and the payment for better-
ments. The contract has been amen-
ded in these two respects as follows:

As to maintenance: By the origipal
agreement .the Intercolonial was  to
pay one half of the cost of the main-
téenance of the terminus, the bridge,
and the 35 miles of railway from the
bridge to’ Ste. Rosalie. According to
Mr. Blair's statement the proportion
of traffic handled by the two contract-
ing pa.rti-'sls one to 25. Sothat by the
first barga,in the Infercolonial, though
using the road oné twenty-fifth part’
ag niich’ as ‘the Grand Trunk, would
pay. an equal share for maintenance.
The present a,greement divides the
maintenance charges in proportion to
traffic. It would have been interesting
to learn from the minister of rallways
with the experience of one year's op-
eration what the financial " result of
this change ‘would be. Mr, Blair nev-
er mentioned it.

As remarked above, Mr. Blair says
that the gain of 14 per cent. in two
vears of the earnings per mile of the
Intercolonial can only be  explained
by the extension to. Montreal. Mr.
Fielding in one of his budget tables
shows that all th2 railways in Canada
handled 25,300,331 tons of traffic in 1897
and 28,786,903 tons in 1898. This is a
gain of 14 per cent. in one year. Mr.
Blair has only half as much gain as
all the other roads in Canada taken
together. Instead of claiming that the
gain could only be due to the Mont-
real extension, the minister should be
explaining why he comes out so much
worse than the other railways.

by right of occupation are very re-
cent, and were made after the dispute
as te ownership had arisen. It will
appear that the British = government
and the Canadian commissioners went
pretty far when they offered to allow
occupation of 50 years to be regarded
as possession.

Johann Strauss Sucéumbs to Bron-
4 . chitis at Vienna, Austria.

VIENNA, June 4.—Johann Strauss,
the famous composer, is dead.
Johann Strauss, known as ' “The
‘Waltz King,”’ and composer of the
Gypsy Baron, The Beautiful Blue
‘Danube, and many other popular

1825, His father was a well known
composer of dance music. Strauss
made his debut as an orchestra con-
ductor when, nineteen years old, sc¢-
lecting his fathers Lorvelei and a com-
‘position of his own. On the death of
his father he assumed the direction of
his sire’s orchestra, and continued
giving concerts in Vienna until 186).
He then travelled in Russia, Ger-
many, Itely, France, -Great Britain
and the United States, and became or-
chestra leader of the court balls at
Vierna, giving up this positien to his
brotker Edward in 1870..  From that
time on Johann Strauss devot2d his
time exclusively to composition, and
produced the works, that made him
famous.

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HON. W. E. PERLEY DEAD.

Represented Sunbury Co. for Many
Years in the Legislature.

One of the Prol;linent Figures in Provincial
Politics in Ante-Confederation Days—
A Staunch Consarvative.

A talephone message to the Sun
frcm ‘Oromocto, Sunbury Co., on Tues-~
day afternoon, announced the death
at 3 o'clock of Hon. W. L. Perley, in
the 85th year of his age.

Loyalist as well as rioneer blood
flowed in W, E. Perley’'s veins. He
was a direct descendant of Israel Per-
ley who led in 1761 a party {rom
Massachusetts on the first exploration
of the River St. John and who later
founded the settlement of Mauger-
ville. The founder of the. Perley
family in New England, it may be re-
marked, was Allan Perley, who came
from London in 1635 in the ship
Planter, Captain Nicholas Trarice,
and settled at Ipswich, ‘Massachusetts,
when about 27 years of age. One au-
thority says Allan Perley Was a na-
tive of Wales. (In the hlltorlcalool-
‘lections of Hssex - county, dassachu-
Setts, institute, the name is some-
times spelled Pearley, but early New
England settlers and even highly edu-
cated loyalist refugees 'from New
England and New Jersey made bad
breaks in spelling, some of which have
been followed in New Brunswick
Statutes and legal records even unto
this day). ;

W. E. Perley was a man of the peo-
ple. He never soared. He had mo
affiliations with contractors or pro-
moters. The pledges he made to the
electors of Sunbury when they put
him at the head of the poll in 1864
were, in substance, the pledges ke
made at every successive general elec-
tion down to a few years ago. The
confederation of the Canadian prov-
inces was acomplished while he was
full of activity and an’ earnest advo-
cate of the scheme. He was content
to see his country advancing &nd to
seek no reward for his services., He
sat in the New Brunswick legislature
.along with Mr. Costigan in the pre-
confederation days, and when that
' gentleman entered: the dominion ‘cabi-
net Mr. Perley gave him loyal sup-
port. Mr. Costigan held office in suec-
cessive cabinets. Mr. Perley _con-
tinued his support. A reverse came
and the liberals occupied the treasury
-benches. Mr. Costigan, who had en-
joyed an almost continuous pull on
the federal treasury, went over to the
‘enemy. Mr. Perley stood by his po-
litical colors and died in the faith,

He was an intimate personal friend
of Sir John Macdonald and one of Sir
Leonard Tilley’s most devoted fol-
lowers. The young men of  Sunbury
can find Mo where in its political ree-
ords' a ‘more striking example of de-
votion to country and party than the
career of W. E. Perley.

Senator W. Dell Perley is a son of
the deceased. The Senator went west
in 1882 or thereabouts and rapidly
‘8rew-up with the country. «Like -his
father, he was a devoted follower - of
Sir John A. Macdonald, and his devo-
tion to Sir Jobhn was rewarded by a
seat in the senate.
