Mr. Pugsley sees double in respect to Courtenay Bay 
dredging. No one can find out from him whether the 
department has given Mr. Moore a contract for the 
whole of that work, or for only a part, or whether there 
in a contract at all that Is binding on both parties. The 
minister Intimates that It la still a Question whether this 
work shall be done by contract or by government dredges. 
If It Is open for the government to dredge Courtenay Bay 
with its own dredges, it seems to follow that the con- 
tracl with Mr. Moore does not cover the whole of it.

Now the president of the Dominion Dredging Com­
pany has made complaint In letters brought down to 
parliament, that when tenders were called for at election 
time he could not find out whether he was bidding for 
the whole of the work mentioned or only for one season’s 
operations.

It is not surprising that Mr. Kmmerson, who has 
gone over the whole matter of the tenders, should de­
mand that the work he again put up to competition. It 
is dear enough that If the whole work for Courtenay 
Buy and Beacon Bar was offered together the department 
has shut out competition by withholding Information. 
Or. if the Beacon Bar dredging is taken alone, it Is 
equally clear that the work was refused to Mr. Stewart’s 
company, the lowest tenderer, and given to Mr. Moore, 
whose tender was much higher, but who accepted Mr. 
Stewart's figures. Mr. Kmmorson points to the ridi­
culously small deposit as another evidence of the farcical 
character of this competition.

The obvious favoritism shown in this transaction is 
clear enough to Mr. Kmmerson. The member for West 
morland is a pretty good party man. but he may draw 
the line short of this. Mr. Moore's splendid services 
in the purchase of newspaper support for the government 
may not be a sufficient Justification even to the former 
minister of railways.

The Mercantile MarineNew York, N. Y., April 1.—The pro­
fessional operators in stocks showed 
growing discouragement today over 
the apathy of the public interest in 
the market, upon which they are de­
pendent for any substantial success 
in their transactions. The market had 
drifted into a mere exchange of con­
tracts at noon today, sales for an 
hour falling to less than 18,000 shares.

A factor In the hesitation and dull­
ness is the question over a possible 
decision by the supreme court on Mon­
day in the American Tobacco case. 
The expectation persists in stock mar­
ket circles that the decision may he 
handed down at that time. Uncertain­
ty over its complexion is very great.

The beginning of the gold outflow 
to London was another representative 
influence. The movement has been 
clearly foreseen and the sagging ten­
dency of interest rates leaves no ob­
stacle to it. The languid borrowing de­
mand for money, it is feared, indicates 
an attitude of hesitation in general 
business similar to that in the stock 
market. The large customs receipts 
for the Government «for March show 
that the heavy volume of imports is 
sustained and the unfavorable trade 
balance maintained. Foreign demand 
for new A merit ap bond issues, mean 
time, has fallen off. A considerable 
gold outgo, therefore is expected. Re­
ceipts of currency on balance from 
the interior have fallen off this week, 
probably owing to the desire of inter­
ior banks to fortify their 
ing in expectation of the government 
call for condition, which came today. 
Little attention was paid to the mo­
ney market in the existing lethargy 
of the stock market.

Weather news from the crop regions 
hold a large share of attention. Spec­
ulation is preparing itself for the 
forthcoming government crop report. 
The suspension of soft coal mining 
and a strike of New York harbor pil­
ots kept attention facuesed on the sub­
ject of labor disputes. The news of 
general curtailment in all districts by 
the cotton mills Illustrates a phase 
of the problem of high prices and the 
resulting increase In demand. The 
slight decreases reported in the visible 
supply of copper from London was 
more than covered by the severe drop 
in the March exports of copper from 
this country.

Bonds were irregular. Total sales, 
par value, $2,261,000.

Rebellion of 1885.
The story of the second Northwest 

Rebellion and its terrible hardships 
has been told and retold in every Cana­
dian household. On March 27, 1885. 
the Queen’s Own. among other regi­
ments, were ordered to parade. On 
the 30th Inst., over 260 of the Queen’s 
Own Rifles left with the detachments 
for the front. The regiment figured 
prominently In the famous battle of 
Cut Knife. The details of the fight* 
form one of the most stirring storied 
in Canadian history, and the honorable 
part played In It by the Queen’s Own 
will be for all time a subject of pride 
to the admirers of the regiment. In 
this action eight men were killed and 
fourteen wounded In Lleut.-Col. Ot­
ter’s column. Of the wounded five 
were Queen's Own.

Several officers of the Queen's Own 
Rifles distinguished themselves in the 
subsequent fight at Fish Creek, and 
ex-members of the regiment, connect­
ed with other corps, were wounded.

On the return of the corps to Toron­
to, July 23, a never-to-be-forgotten re­
ception was tendered them.

The medals for the campaign 
presented May 13. 1886.

The bugle band, which has made an 
Internatonal reputation Impossible to 
excel, was organized in 1863. and was 
placed In the care of the present 
Bugle-Major ('has.

South African War.
The part played by the Canadians In 

the Boer war is a source of national 
pride. On Oct. 26. 1899. the Toronto 
quota to the first contingent left with 
a magnificent send off. Col. Otter, 
who had done so much for his old 
regiment was in charge of the contin­
gent. Twenty-sev«m men were oh the 
strength from the Queen's Own. but 
more than ten times that many vol­
unteered. Two died while on service 
and six were wounded at the battle of 
Paardeberg. which Is still fresh in 
the memory of us all.

Field Marshal I^ord Roberts did the 
regiment the honor of accepting the 
Honorary Colonelcy In 1900.

On Friday, Oct. 11. 19UU, when their 
Royal Highnesses the Duke and Duch­
ess of Cornwall and York (Prince and 
Princess of Wales I reviewed the On-' 
tario Militia, the Q. O. R.| were the 
smartest and strongest corps on pa* 
rade, which Included 11.000 men. On 
this occasion, the commanders of 
both Infantry divisions, of at least one 
artillery division, several brigade 
commanders, staff officers and regi­
mental commanding officers were ex­
members of the Queen's Own. In­
deed. the Queen's Own has supplied 
as many officers to the Canadian Mili­
tia as almost all other regiments in 
Canada combined.

Col. Sir Henry Pellatt. the present 
commander of the Queen’s Own suc­
ceeded Lieut.-Col. Delamere. May 26
1901. During his regime great things 
have been accomplished, for either 
time, trouble nor expense is a con­
sideration to Increase the efficiency 
and popularity of the corps. In June,
1902, he commanded the Canadian 
Coronation Contingent, and took with 
him 50 members of the great bugle 
band, which proved to be one of the 
outstanding military features of the 
many in the historical ceremonies. 
This band created a furore at the Al­
hambra and Crystal Palace, and did 
much to add to the popularity of the 
Canadians In. England. The contln 
gent sailed for England from Quebec 
June 3. and the Queen’s Own quota 
account of the most regrettable ill­
ness of His Majesty, the King, they

More active service fell to the lot

Several of the volun­
teers were wounded by missels, and 
others were seriously frost bitten, and 
a few of the rioters received bayonet 
wounds.

The metal badge now worn by the 
regiment on headgear was authorized 
Feb. 7, 1878. On May 24 that year, and 
iu 1879, the Queen’s Own carried off 
the honors at a review in Montreal. 
On many occasions since has the regi­
ment visited various places in Canada 
on the "24th,” and has Invariably re­
peated the success attained in Montn-a 
At several of these reviews Ameri­
can regiments have been present, but 
they were entirely in another class.

The signal corps, organized by the 
late Major VUliers Sankey, and tho 
ambulance corps, organized by the late 
Dr. Lesslle, paraded for the first time 
in publiq Nov. 12, 1881.

The field service forage cap, as worn 
today, was adopted in 1882, and the 
"Sergeants’ Mess” was inaugurated 
in the same year.

The name of the battalion was 
changed from "Queen’s Own Rifles of 
Toronto,” to "Queen’s Qwu Rifles of 
Canada.” Jan. 13. 1882.

For the second time. Lleut.-Col. Ot­
ter went to Wimbledon in command of 
the Canadian team in 1883.

The first active service of the 
Queen's Own commenced on Christmas 
eve. 1S64. when, in consequence of the 
"St. Albian's Raid,” three adminis­
trative battalions were ordered to the 
frontier to prevent a repetition. The 
Queen’s Own supplied two companies 
65 strong, and on Dec. 30 they pro­
ceeded to Niagara, marching there 
from St. Catharines. Lieut.-Col. Durie 
was in command. These companies 
returned from Niagara after an ab­
sence of four months, April 28. 1865.

On August 4. 1865, Lieut. Otter was 
appointed adjutant.

In consequence of Fenian alarms, a 
guard for the protection of the drill 
shed was. on Nov. 2. 1865. ordered to 
be furnished by the Queen's Own and 
10th battalion. Owing to threats of 
an Invasion, the Government decided 
upon sending a force of volunteers to 
the fronti

A chronological record of the always 
capable and sociable regiment is of 
particular interest at this season.

The regiment was organized early 
in I860, with six companies, being an 
amalgamation of the Barrie Rifle Com­
pany; the 1st and 3rd Rifle Companies 
Toronto: the Highland Company. To­
ronto; the Rifle Company. lor.r.erly 
Foot Artillery ; and the Highland Rifle 
Company of Whitby.

On May 24, I860, the regiment par­
aded with the Active Militia Force of 
No. 5 Military District of Upper Can­
ada. on the west of the old Parlia­
ment Buildings. Toronto, and fired 
"feu-de-joie" in honor of 'her late 
Majesty’s birthday.

On the arrival of His Royal High­
ness the Prince of Wales «the present 
King) iu Toronto, Sept. 9. I860, the 
battalion furnished ■■■Ml 
and three days afterwards 
viewed by him.

A wave of patriotic fervor swept 
over Canada at the time of the “Trent 
Affair" at the end of 1861. The Brit­
ish steamer "Trent” bound from Bos­
ton to Liverpool, was fired upon and 
stopped on the high seas by a cannon- 
shot from an American warship, and 
two passengers were taken off. I* 
the trouble which followed thousands 
of volunteers sprang to arms to resist 
any attempt of the United States to 
take Canada.

It was at this time that the battalion 
was enlarged to ten companies by the 
addition of the following new and 
hitherto independent companies of 
rifles, viz.: The first and second Mer 
chants. Victoria, Civil Service, Trinity 
College and University, the Barrie and 
Whitby companies being taken off the 
strength.

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PRUNING BEST 
IN THE SPRINGII ENGLAND

The Westminister Fortune 
Mas Grown up with London 
—Bui» up With Ninety year 
Leases.

A Nurseryman’s Advice To The 
Amateur Gardener — The 
Trimming Of Fruit Trees 
And Ornamental Shrubs.

If the budget as proposed by Lloyd- 
George should pass no one would be 
harder hit by Its provisions than the 
young Duke of Westminster, the rich­
est landlord in England.

"The new tax law," says the Trave> 
Magazine, "would have the effect of 
wiping out of existence all the private 
gardens, parks, squares and grounds in 
London, for land thus held would be 
rated for taxation not by Its actual 
returns but by the value of the high­
est priced property In its vicinity. The 
fiscal authorities will likewise keep 
track of all the Improvements on and 
around the land and Increase the 
levies accordingly.

"This would practically destroy the 
system of nlnetymlne year leases un­
der which the greater part of the 
metropolis Is held by a number of big 
ground landlords, such as the Dukes 
of Westminster, Bedford, Portland and 
Norfolk, Lord Howard de Walden, 
Lord Cadogen and Lord Portman. 
All of them are colossally rich, and 
according to the present system of 
ninety-nine year leases their property 
Is hound to go on Increasing by leaps 
and bounds.

"When pruning either shrubs of 

trees the person doing the work 
should be able to give a reason for 
every cut made." declared the 
ager of a New Jersey nursery. Among 
the things that every amateur who 
wishes to prune hie own shrubs and 
trees should know is that early bloom- 
lug plants and shrubs are best prun­
ed in the summer' just after the 
blossom fades, and the next best time 
Is the early spring. All late blooming 
shrubs and trees are beet pruned in 
the spring.

"The great advantage of spring 
pruning Is that the wounds heal more 
rapidly. When pruning is done in the 
winter the wounds must wait uetll 
spring to heal. In this way tender 
plants are Injured by eold and hardy 
ones by the drying of the exposed 
tissues.

"The only excuse that I have ever 
been able to find for fall and winter 
pruning is that there is no time to do 
|£J®. elth®r the spring or the summer. 
Winter pruning is better than no prun­
ing at all. For the great majority of 
our hardy ornamental and fruit trees 
spring pruning is the best. Dead, 
broken or enfeebled wood should be 
cut out when discovered, no matter 
what the time of the

Will Be Heavily Taxed.
“But If the libefal measures go 

through the ground landlord will be 
taxed so very heavily for every In­
crease In the value of the property 
that he has leasedyas to practically 
render this kind of property an un- 
remuneratlve and even ruinous form 
of Investment. It is nothing short of 
revolutionary to endeavor to convert 
a metropolis with a population twice" 
as large as that of Greater New York 
from leasehold into freehold property, 
virtually doing away with the great 
ground landlords.

"No better Illustration of the system 
of this form of tenure can be furnished 
than a very brief sketch of the for­
tunes of the ducal house of Westmin­
ster, the great riches of which— 
the real estate alone is valued by the 
State In connection with the succes­
sion duties on the death of the late 
Duke at $80,000,000—are almost entire 
ly based on the system of ninety-nine 
year leases.

“Before starting to prune it is well 
ror the amateur to look over hie tools. 
He should have pruning scissors, a 
pruning saw, a knife and if there are 
tall trees to be attended to a long 
handled pruning hook. All of these 
must he kept sharp, and the hook and 
scissors should also be lubricated. 
Besides these tools It Is desirable to 
have a three legged ladder especially 
constructed for orchard use.

"Before starting to prune you should 
always look the shrub or tree over 
carefully, so as to make sure what 
you are going to do. The actual work 
begins at the ground.

"Water shoots should not be cut 
off on a level with the ground’s sur­
face, but you should dig down to the 
origin and cut as close to the root 
of the stem as possible. When this 
Is accomplished and the earth packed 
back to Its place the next step is to 
remove or mend all broken branches.

“You must always remember, when, 
doing this, that your aim should be 
to close up empty spaces caused hy 
the broken limb. This is best accom­
plished hy encouraging the growth ot 
neighboring branches.

“The next step is to walk around 
the tree and shorten last year’s 
growth on the lower branches about 
one-third.

Neglected Treee
"Ot course, it is more difficult to 

prune a tree that has been neglected 
for two or more years than the one 
I have been describing. Neglected 
trees often need cutting back and the 
more Irregular the growth the more 
slender and numerous the branches^ 
the more heavily the tree will have to 
be pruned.

"My rule is never to cut back stone 
fruit trees to the old wood unless 
there has been a broken limb. When 
such is the case you must be sure to 
close the wound with paint wax or 
tar. With such trees as apples or 
pears, those having soft seeds, you 
may cut off the growth of several sea­
sons provided you are careful to çut 
above a porraant bud, and also pro­
vided you paint or tar the wound un­
til It Is well healed.

“When pruning ornamental shrubs 
the principal thing not to do Is to 
cut off the lower branches. A bush 
should rest upon the ground. Its 
foliage and flowers should meet the 
green grass. A leggy underpinning 
of matted stems Is undesirable, It 
makes no difference what the'wealth 
of leaf or blossom above It.

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Instances Of Help Which They 
Give One Another — Foxes 
Feeding Crows—Goat Re­
lieved By Monkey.

A keeper In the Zoological Gardens 
at Stockholm has seen the mountain 
foxes deliberately throwing pieces of 
meat out through the bars of their 
cages to the gray crows waiting out-

The weather at the time was bit- 
terly hard—It was March last—and 
the crows were half starved. It was 
not one .fox only which acted In this 
curious fashion. Two of the animals 
were seen to feed the crows on two 
different occasions, and it seems hard­
ly possible to doubt that the well-fed 
foxes had some sort of deAre to help 
a hard up fellow creature.

Not so many years ago the idea of 
one animal being kind to another of 
quite a different sort would have been 
laughed at. We were told that wild 
life was one fierce struggle for exist­
ence. There was no room for unself­
ishness.

But as our knowledgé of nature 
slowly increases, we are finding out 
many things oif which we never be­
fore dreamed, and one is that some 
animals exercise the virtues of char­
ity and unselfishness.

A Pet Monkey.
A Scotchman living In St Helena 

had some goats and also a pet mon­
key. The latter struck up a friend­
ship with one of the goats, and the 
two became great chums. One day 
the goat,wandering far afield In search 
of food, got among a patch of prick­
ly pears, and when It came out Its 

and coat were full of the needle­
like spines.

The poor beast was In misery. To 
his astonishment the owner soon after­
ward saw the goat lying down, while 
the monkey, with the utmost care and 
patience and with more than human 
accuracy, pulled out one hy one all 
the hundreds of spines.

When we were children we used to 
be told a wonderful story of how these 
little American marmots, which are 
called prairie dogs, shared their bur- 
rows with owls and rattlesnakes, and 
that animals, birds and snakes lived 
together in perfect amity. This yarn 
had not the merit of truth. «

But even had the story been true, 
on our own northeastern coasts you 
can see for yourself stknethlng quite 
ns curious. Puffins, known as sea par­
rots, may be found sharing burrows 
with rabbits, and birds and animals 
live together apparently on excellent 
terms.

A Rare Llsard
A rare and Interesting lizard known 

as the tuatera, Is found in the Chicken 
Islands, ot New Zealand, 
rather a slow and stupid creature,and 
does not appear able to find much 
food for itself. It Is, however, clever 
at burrowing apd digs deep holes in 
the sandy soil.

The islands are a great resort for 
the petrel, a small sea bird which 
nests there in vast numbers, 
petrel cannot burrow, so the two crea­
tures. the lizard and the bird, have 
entered Into partnership. The petrel 
nests In the mouth of the tuatera’s 
burrows, and the lizard profits by the 
remains of fish which is the food of 
the birds.

Small creatures that are entirely 
without means of defense sometimes 
get other larger ones to adopt them. 
An Instance of the kind^may be seen 
any summer day along the mouth of 
the Thames, 
channels between the sandbanks float 
scores of Jellyfish, and If you look 
carefully you will see, swimming un­
derneath their long tenacles, numbers 
of very tiny white shrimp.

It used to he supposed that the Jel­
lyfish lived on the shrimp. Now it is 
known that the case Is very different. 
The Jellyfish actually protects 
little creature. Take the shrimp away 
from Its protector and It dies almost 
at once.

The partnership Is as strange as 
any on record, for It does not appear 
that the shrimp makes any return for 
the protection which it receives. 8ea 
cucumbers also protect an almost mi­
croscopic little fish 
and to give one more Instance of a 
one-sided partnership, a great catfish 
which lives In Brazilian rivers allows
