Berlin, August 4, by wireless to Say-
ville—An Italian air raid on Istria by
a squadron of 14 machines on August
1 is reported today by the Austro-
Hupgarian admiralty. One' machine
was brought down by an Austrian
aviator.

“On August 1, at 7.30 a. m.,, an
Italian air squadron, comprising 14
great battle-planes flew over Istria by
way of Pirano.

ARMY CRUSHING ENEMY ON LAND
AND NAVY THROTTLING HIM ON
SEA, BRITAIN SURE OF VICTORY

Queen's Hall, London, Scene of Historic Gathering Last
Night to Celebrate Dawn of Third Year of War by Ex-
pression of Inflexible Resolve Not to Sheathe Sword
Until Enemy is Brought to His Knees.

London, August 4—"We look for-
ward with confidence to success and
triumphant peace,” was the conclusion
of an inspiring telegram from General
Sir Douglas Haig, commander of the
British armies in France, read at
packed meeting in Queen's Hall to-
night to celebrate the second anni-
versary of the war. The Earl of
Derby, under secretary for war, pre-
gided at the meeting, which was most
enthusiastic and representative of all
classes of society. Earl Derby read a
telegram from Admiral Sir John Jelli-
coe, commander-in-chiefof the British
grand fleet, which was similar in
tenor to that sent by General Haig.
In a brief speech Earl Derby said:

“Notwithstarding our losses and the
misery and anxiety caused by the war,
l\he Empire is just as determined as
ever to see German militarism crush-
ed. Although the end of the war may
not be in sight, never have we stood
in so favorable a position as tonight.”

Premier Asquith received a tre-
mendous reception when he moved a
determination of the people of Loun-
don to continue the war to a success-
ful end.

Referring to Germany's costly mis-
take and delusion in supposing that
Great Britain would never join Franse
and Russia in arms, the premier said
that never in the tangled and bungled
web of German diplomacy had there
been an error so crude in conception,
and so disastrously fatal to its authors.

Proceeding to a review of the twd
years Premier Asquith said the war
has breathed a new spirit into the
British nation, while there was noth-
ing more remarkable during the past
year than the success with which the
Entente Allies had developed a com-
mon policy and & united plan, whica
had resulted in the present successfnl
and vigorous offensive on three fronts
of the theatre of war.’

Navy Throttling.

“with its evertightening grip, s
“Our navy,” the premier continued,
throttling the life of Germany, and
never in history has there been such
demonstrative proof of the supreme
importance of the command of the
sea. The enemy is everywhere on the
defensive. In no theatre has he at-
tempted to regain the initiative, and
there are signs of material weaken-
ing and exhaustion. That is all the
more reason why the Allies~ should
co-operate and malntain the struggie
with increasing tenacity and unrelax-
ing will
“The recrudescence of deliberate
and calculated barbarity on the part
of any indieates hér sense of
desperation. The record of her latest
atrocities will blacken, and has even
besmirched, the annals of the German
ermy. Nor can we forget the great

infamy directed against ourselves in
the judicial murder of Captain Fryatt,
which has stirred the indignation and
outraged the conscience of the whol2
world.” ¥

The premier was greeted with an
outburst of applause when he repeat-
ed the statement he made in the
House of Comons that the Entente
Allies were considering how to deal
with German atrocities.

Leaders Confident.

He concluded by stating that all the
Allied army staffs are agreed that the
prospects for an Allied victory have
never been so bright and that the final
result of their victory would be “a
great partnership -of nations in the
joint pursuit of a freer and fuller life
for the countless millions, who, by
the efforts and sacrifices of generar
tion after generation, have maintained
progress and enriched the inheritance
of humanity.”

Andrew Bonar Law, minister of
state for the colonies, characterized
the war as the most wicked the world
has ever seen and declared Germany
had forever lost the advantage which
the years of preparation had given it.

“The tolls are closing round them,”
the minister said. “It is useless to
talk about the latest German atroci-
ties. We must do something as a
wild beast is at large. There is no
good in appealing to the civilized
world a bit. There is only one thing
to be done and we can do it—shoot
it.”

Mr. Bonar Law read messages from
General Louis Botha, premier of
South  Africa, and Lieut.-Colonel
Smuts, commander of the South Afri-
can forces, urging the continuance of
the war with determination.

The resolution moved by Premier
Asquith was carried by acclamation.

London, Aug. 4—The latest black-
list of neutral shipping issued today
by the trades division of the admiral-
ty, represents 152)656 tons of steam-
ers and sailing vessels unavailable to
British charterers, on the claim that
they are now or have been engaged in
unneutral service.

The latest list contains, in addition
to that list of names published pre-
viougly, the names of the following
ships flying the American flag: Clara
Davis, Fannie Palmer and Oakley C.
Curtis, all sailing vessels.

These American ships have been re-
moved from the blacklist since its last
publication: Steamer Seneca and sail-
ing ship Edgar W. Murdock, Wagner
liners which have been captured by
the British and are now in the serv-
ice of the government while awaiting
a decision of their status by a prize

RUSSIANS TAKE

Under Pressure of German At-
tacks Withdraw from one

Petrograd, via London, August 4.—
Under the pressure of repeated Ger
man counter-attacks against the vil-
lage of Rudku-Miryanskais, on the
Stavok, 19 miles from Kovel, the Rus-
sians have evacuated the village and
retired several hundred yards to the
east, says the official statement given
out by the war office tonight. South
of Brody, General Sakharoff's troeps
have captured 1,300 prisoners. The
statement follows:

“On the outskirts of Rudka-Miryan-
skaia, which forms a salient position
on the River Stavok (a tributary of
the Stokhod), there was desperate
fighting the entire night, the ememy
having approached the village from
three gides and launched repeated
counter-attacks. Having repulsed
these attacks we, towards three
o'clock in the morning, evacuated the
village and retired from four to six
hundred yards further to the east.

St. John yesterday observed the second anniversary of the declaration
of war by Great Britain against Germany. Public gatherings were held on
the King Square, afternoon and evening. At the afternoon meeting & re-
golution endorsing the stand of the Mother Country in entering into the war
and pledging the continued support of the city to the Empire until vietory
comes was unanimously adopted by the large number in attendance.

He did not
intend to treat of the reasoms for the
war, neither would he speak at any
length of the bravery and valor of the
Aliies, rather did he intend to take for
his theme a subject which was dear to
the heart of every one present, the
important part wVWich Canada had
played in the war and the bravery
and valor of her sons.

One result of the war will be a new
and deeper friendship between Italy
and Russia. The two nations are
drawn together by the bonds of &
common effort and a commor enmity.
Austria is the prime antagonist of
both, and every blow that the northern
Colossus delivers at the heart of
Italy’s old oppressor awakens an an-
swering throb in that of the southern
people. The operations in the Tren-
tino and Galicia are regirded here as
the two sections of a joint plan. Cod-
orna and Brusiloff have been working
not only in harmony, but in unison.

Cadorna’s victory was planned, tim.
ed, and utilised with strict regard to
the general situation of the alliance,
and in particular that of Russia. The

_Astico battle was fought to check the

Austrian invasion and drive the in-
vaders back beyond the frontier. An-

. er purpose was that of preventing
\§be Archduke Francis Joseph from de-

4

hing troops !rom the Alpine the-
atre in bers te to opp a
serious obstacle to the Russian march
to the Carpathigns. Cadorna carried
out this object with that rapidity of
decision and that electric energy in
action which will assurediy give him
his place in history as one of the real-
ly great soldiers of the great war. A
leader who knows his own mind, who
has the practical instinct for choos-
ing the right path, and who has gain-
ed the absolute confidence of his fol.
lowers, can work in miracles, and
Cadorna has done some miraculous
things, At his word armies have
sprung from the ground and have been
transported almost through the air.

New Armles Created.

When the pressure of eighteen Aus-
trian divisions on a single small strip
of the Italian front threatened to be-
come unendumhle\,the general decid-
ed that a new afmy must be ranged
behind that first thin bulwark of hu-
man flesh and blood. On May 21 the
general instructed his staff to draft

the plans for the creation of this
frésh unit. At eleven o'clock on the
morning of the 22nd the plans were
ready. Before midnight the first
troops of the new army w,te on the
march!

The same swift touch wu shown in
the climax of the counter-offensive.
The Austrian official apology for the
retreat is that it was undertaken in
order to “shorten their line” and con-
fer greater freedom of movement.
That is one part of the story, not the
whole. Seeing that their Italian coup
had falled, they wanted jto transfer
a large part of the army which had
been wasted over that abortive essay
to their eastern front. With this aid
it might still be possible to stem that
Muscovite inundation of the Hungar-
ian plain which the Vienna Govern-
ment dreads, because of its political
even more than its military effect.

The best aid Italy could render to
the Alliance at this juncture was to
prevent, or at least to delay, the ex-
tensive transfer of men and material
to the Bukovina. Brilliantly and ef-
fectively was that aid given.

Plans Thvinrted.

By the middle of June the Itallan
reinforcements had been built into the
battle line after an amazing rally by
motor-car along the mountain roads.
The Austrian offensive was checked.
The Austrians saw that there was to
be no more going forward in Italy,
and they decided to go back. The de
cision was to take effect on June 19.
Unfortunately for ,them, the Italian
Intelligence Department had good in:
formation of the whole project. No
sooner was the date fixed than Cador-
na struck hard—so hard that the re-
tirement of the Austrian infantry,
which was intended to be a leisurely
retrograde movement, became some-
thing like a rout,

The programme of delaying the Ital.
ian advance with a comparatively thin
rearguard, while 200,000 men were be-
ing comfortably packed awey to Hun.
gary, broke down. The whole Aus
trian line had to put its weight into
the defense, and the nine sclected di-

visions, instead of going off to ﬂghtl

the Russians, were still kept fighting
in Italy,

By forcing back the whole Austrian
centre and left on the night of Sun-
day, June 26, Cadorna had won the
victory which brought the hostile of-
fensive to a close. But the greater
victory was gained in the following
days, during which the Italian general
compelled the enemy to give ground
at his pace, not their own. - The pur-
suit was unresting, relentless, and in-
cessant,

Masterly Move,

To handle in this fashion a retiring
army, that was, or had been, 400,000
strong, the pursuing force must be not
only determined, but very numerous,
and there the "Itallan staff again
achieved one of its triumphant feats
of rapid organization and wholesale
transport. In brigades, divisions,
army corps, the Italians poured out
over the hills and up the valleys,
pushing their way through woods and
tangled undergrowth, climbing among
the crags and round the shoulder of
the mountains. Night and day the
march went on. There were regi-
ments which moved through the whole
twenty-four hours for nearly a week;
many walked like men in a dream,
only half-conscious.

Those long streams of grey locusts,
as they poured through the valleys
and palpitated over hills, had to be
fed. They were marching through a
desert; much of it a lovely desert of
waving green, but yet almost food-
less and waterless., The Austrians had
sacked the villages and destroyed the
aqueducts. Nearly all the water, as
well as all the food for the great Ital-
ian army, had to be brought up from
thousands of feet below.

The manner in which the Austrian
retirement was clenched and held and
the masterly organization of the Ital-
fan advance effected their purpose,
The rapid transfer, which might have
iseriously impeded Brusiloff's opera-
tions, was prevented; Austria was tied
by the legs, while the trusses are be-
ing wound about her,

Italy has done splendid service to
Russia, and, through Russia, \o the
allied cause as & whole.

They are said to deposit a
drop of very powerful acid, which they
secrete on anything hard which they
wish to penetrate, and this makes
things easy. In this manner, I am
told, they go through the “steel rail-
way sleepers on the Uganda Railway.

Splendid Country.

In spite of these little drawbacks,
this is a magnificent country, but set-

capital. I hope there will be no senti-
mental nonsense about the way the
former owners are treated when they
surrender. ' They seem to have no
chance at all now, and parties give
themselves up continually.

Up on the slopes where we are it is
quite a white man’s country, but the
rainy season from April to May should
be avoided. The temperature in my
tent at 6.30 a.m. is about 64 deg. Fah.;
it gets warm in the middle of the day,
but the nights are delightfully cool,
and one has to use a blanket.

Gold has been found about seventeen
miles from where we are, but not, I
think, in any great quantity. Motor
traffic will*have to play a great part
‘m opening up the country, as there is
a great deal of sickness among the
mules) and horses. Native labor is
plentiful and cheap. There are said
to be 100,000 natives on the edge of
the mountain forest belt alone, and
the railways are being rapidly develop.
ed. The strategic railways can be
made permanent as soon as the war
is over at a small extra cost.

As an attraction for tourists the
country could not be beaten. The
scenery is magnificent, and the sport-
ing possibilities all that can be desir
ed. I had an adventure the other day
—was nearly sniped, but I will tell
you about that some other time.

MODERN WARFARE

Recent Phases of Allies’ Cam-
paign on the Somme Among
Most Daring Enterprises
of Present Day Warfare,

By Dr Y. Miller Maguire.

We have now placed before us dally
by clever and accurate correspondents
more instructive lessons on the sclence
and art of war than our ancestors,
during any previous campaign, could
have learned in a month, and at pres-
ent our own Army is playing in the
west a part which must eventually
entitle our Empire to a foremost placa
{n regard to the settlement of Burope
at the peace.

In a very limited tactical sphere in
France and in conjunction with his
French colleague, Sir Douglas Halg'a
manoeuvres—though strategy is out of
the question for lack of space—ara
not only checking, but driving back
our adversaries, and therefore, like
Brusiloff in the east, he is materially
conducing to the final triumph of the
great allled converge. He is thereby
illustrating, in the interests of Fran-e,
the theoty which the great Field
Marghal von Moltke maintained
powerfully to the utter defeat of the
French in 1871 in the same districts,
that the art of war is the practical
adaptation of the means at hand to
the attainment of the object in view—
the defeat of the enemy.

War, whether on a grand scale, as
in the conduct of large armies in
Volhynia and Bukovina by the Rus-
sian generals, or on a relatively small
but not less terribly important scale,
as in the leading of troops to the as:
sault of villages like Contalmaison
and Mametz, is an art. Like every
other art, it has its scientific side, yet
it is far more a matter of skill and
daring and correct appreclation of
the forces immediately in deadly con-
tact than of science, which ought to
put the Army in as perfect a state as
possible as to materials, numbers, and
brain power before the actual fight
takes place. Our leaders did well in
not hurrying theit .men from their
trenches to the storming of strong
positions before everything had been
scientifically prepared.

No one will deny that the subordin
ate leaders in the various labyrinths
and woods and in each locality of
deadly encountens carried out their art
with courage and skill during the past
week. All this is of good omen for
our future,

No better examples of fortitude and
ability in tactical operations have been
forthcoming since the days of Marl
borough than in the battles for the
highly fortified positions between the
Somme and the Ancre and about Fri-
court, Ovillets, and La Boiselle. Last
week's exploits have more than justi-
fled this view, and there has been no
diminution in the obstinate tenacity
of the German resistance to our ad-
vatice, which has been worthy of the
traditions in the same territory of the
soldiers of Queen Amnne, whose cap-
ture of the French lines of Marshal
Villars was set down by Napoleon
himself as a masterpiece of tactics.

A Formidable Foe.

The present combined operations of

‘|the French and British allies withia

the triangle formed by lines drawn

| from Albert to Peronne and Bapaume,

which compel the enemy to evacuate
most important positions therein, and
especially the “push” of the British
five miles east of the lines which they
occupled a week ago, will justly be
ranked as among the most daring en:
terptises of modern war. The fin-
fantry advance was well prepared by
the best artillery that ever handled
guns, and the villages, hamlets and
even trenches had been deprived of a
great part of their power and appar
atus of defense before our infantry
rushed 1o their capture—an observa:
tion which applies to the various forti-
fled works, as well as villages like
Mametz and both Bazentins and Lon-
gueval. It would be a poor compli-
ment to the skill and buoyant courage
of our men to pretend that they were
not opposed by exceedingly able and
brave foes, or that in the plans of de-
fense these had neglected any scheme
it is admit:
ted that the most elaborate methods
of the ablest instructors were carried
out to the letter by our enemies, as
well as by our own leaders, during the
intervals between attacks.

The most peculiar feature in the

‘Irecent advance, and one that will serve

to make it an immortal model of de
femsiveoffensive operations, is the
carrying by storm of a very strong
series of lines about twelve miles long,
and in three layers at ledst, of in
genious and terribly massive trenches,
embracing all the farmhouses, woods,
and villages in a very close and popu:

Nor did the Russians or any
of the Balkan States try such a feat
against the Turkish lines of Tchatal-
dja, across the peninsula  north ot
Constantinople.
It requires a careful study of the
topography to appreciate what our
soldiers have done during the past
fortnight. For the first time since
1854 a body of attacking infantry has
carried several lines in succession by
sheer force of assault and ‘well-ordered
courage, and not only captured vil-
lages by front atacks but held ther,
taking some thousands of well-trained
soldiers prisoners of war during the
operations. Moreover, as far as we
can learn, these captures were not the
result of strategic “swoops,” like the
recent Russian victories, but of physl:
cal and tactical superiority in hand-
to-hand conflicts and flerce rushes
through caverns and streets, railway
cuttings and forest glades, where
there was no scope even for rifle fire.
Thus the splendidly daring efforts
of Sir Douglas Haig and his subordi-
nates have succeeded ‘in dislodging
the most competent enemies from po-
sitions of their deliberate choice, and
under conditions motre adverse to the
attacking force than any at which the
Federal leaders fgiled in Virginia, or
any which the Japanese did not at-
tempt to oppose in Manchuria.
1t is much to be able to write with-
out boasting of episodes like the stand
of the West Kents, while the rush
forward of Scots, Ulstermen and An-
zacs shows that they stand among
the highest for daumtless intrepidity,
combined with seclentific resources
and tactical art, of any men sihce the
advance of the celebrated Light Divi-
sion at Waterloo.

to the advance from Fricourt, it
“standeth alone with nothing like there-
to"—not even the long drawn and
awful power of the bombardments
at Verdun, We must not flinch from
supporting both to the utmost of our
power .for the next month, and not
be tempted by any prospects of leisure
or enjoyment to hinder our own men
and those of our allies from holding
their own by sufficiency of reserves
and munitions till the end.

I ventured to suggest last week that
as the next series of “lines” of forti.

Foliowing the outbreak of infantile
paralysis in New York, the hedlth
authorities in that state are taking
every precaution to prevent the spread
of that dread disease. In accoffance
with the despatch received from Ot-
tawa, all vessels will be closely In-
spected before leaving the port of St

as follows:
Ottawa, Aug, 4th, 1916.
To C. B. Lockhart, Collector of Tus-
toms, Port of St. John, N. B,
“Owing to the epidemic of infantile
paralysis, vesels sailing from Cana-
dian ports for New York will require
clean bills of health. Notify owners
and masters of vessels.”
In addition to infantile paralysis
there is another contagious disease,
somewbat mysterious, which is puzzl-
ing the doctors in Boston. Health
Officer Wim. Randall of that city stat-
ed that the disease is some form of
intestinal disorder and it is contagious
to some extent. One death so far has
been reported in Chelsea and in the
same family another child is sick,
The concensus of opinion among the
medical men is that it is not infantile
paralysis but is contracted by means
of eating unhealthy food.

IN MOTOR CAR DESIGN; MAKES

FRENCH LOBSTER
EMBARGO REMOVED.

The removal of the French embargo
on lobsters lifts a load from the minds
of Maritime Province packers who
saw nothing but disaster ahead for
the season's pack on hand, says the
Canadian Fisherman, The rescindment
of the embargo by France will, in all
likelihood, forestall Any contemplated
embargo on canned lobster by Great
Britain.
With the German and Belgium mar-
kets closed to Canadian canned lob-
sters, packers were hard hit, and when
news of the French embargo came,
the dealers were at a loss to dispose
of this season's pack. The American
market was only good for fresh lob-
ster; Canadian consumption is small,
and the English market though favor-
able and larger than formerly, offered
small profits. When the French em-
bargo went into effect, there was talk
that the British government would also
bar lobsters as unnecessary luxuries.
However, the news to hand removes
all dificulties in disposing of the pack,
and though the season is a little late,
it is hoped that the packers will suc-
ceed in disposing of their stock.

The report of Trade Commissioner
J. E. Ray, of Birmingham, England,
published in the current Weekly Bul-
letin of the Department of Trade and
Commerce, Ottawa, states as follows
respecting Canadian cider:

TOY INDUSTRY

Manufacture of Toys Should
Engage More Attention in
Dominion — Comparisons
Between U. S. and German
Products.

In a supplement to the current bul-

Commerce, Ottawa, the following re-
ference is made to the possibilities of
toy making in Canada.

“To Canadians the fact that the
manufacture of toys is rapidly becom-
ing an important industry in the Unit-
ed States is interesting because the
general feeling is that what can be
done in the United States can be done
in Canada, the labor conditions in the
two countries being approximately
the same while Canada probably has
the advantage as regards supplies of
raw materials, Mr. Paul Findlay, an
American writer, who recently made
a study of the toy industry in the
United States, estimates thatf $15,
000,000 worth of toys were made in
the United States last year. He says:
“The by-product of the lumber camps
is no longer burned in those huge in-
cinerators formerly kept going night
and day. All these short pieces, trim-
mings, and scraps are now being ab-
sorbed by American toy-makers.
Wooden toys made by hand in Ger-
many are copied and by slight altera-

tirely acceptable’ He points out that
while American hand labor is more
expensive than German hand labor,
the German hand cannot compete with
the American machine. There is also
a greater tendency in the United
States toward specialization and divi.
slon of labor than' in Germany. A
worker who is employed in making
only one part of an article acquires
great skill and rapidity of motion. In
the same way skill is acquired in as-
sembling the different parts together
