College Affiliated With Oxford
and Cambridge.

A Exhibition of £50 per Year for Two
Years to Any Advanced Student of U. N
B.to Be Allowed by Cambridge Univer-
sity Upon Proper Application.

Fredericton, April 6—Chancellor Harri-
son, of the University of New Brunswick,

hae just received an interesting communi-

cation from the eenior tutor of Emmanuel
Oollege, Cambridge (Eng.) It is address-
ed to the heads of affiliated colleges. An
exhibition of £30 a year, tenable for two
years, is offered by the governing body of
Emmanuel College to an advanced student
commencing residence at the coliage in
October, 1903. The exhibition will be
awarded at the beginning of October. Ap-
pications, accompanied by two certificates
of good character, ghould be sent to the
master of Emmanuel not later than Oc-
tober 1. Applicants should give an aec-
count of their career up to the time of
application, together with the names of
the professors or teachers under whom
they have studied. They should also de-
scribe as precisely as may be possible, the
course of study which they intend to pur-
gue, and enclose along with their appii-
cations whatever evidence they desire to
furnish of their ability and fitness to un-
dertake such course. ;

The Cambridge Calendar for 1901-2 hows
that the only Canadian colieges affiliated
with Cambridge are the University of To-
tonto, the University of MeGill, and the
University of New Brunswick.

The Oxford Calendar shows that the
same three Canadian universities are the
only Canadian universities affiliated with
Oxford.

Cambridge University excuses the gradu-
ates of the University of New Brunswick
from ome year of residence, and in certain
cases éxempts them from the previous ex-
aminations. One of New Brunswick’s
graduates, J. W. Clawson, a brother of
Professor Clawson, is taking the honor
course in mathematics at Queen’s College,
Cambridge.

The University of Dublin will allow any
student of the U. N. B. who produces the
proper certificates of having passed two
years in arts studies at the U. N. B, to
enter Dublin as a student of the second
year, with the reservation that French

may not be substituted for Greek in the
arts course.

CANADA ATLANTIC MEN
WANT _BE_TTFR WAGES,

Ottawa, April 6—(Special)—The track-
men in the employ of the Canada Atlan-
tic Railway have made @& demand for an
increase in pay and have threatemed to
quit work unless their demands are com-
plied with. On April 1st the wages of the
men were increased to $1.25 per day, an
advance of 5 cents. This, huwever, was not
satisfactory to them as-they claimed they
were entitled to the scale of wages paid
on the Canadian Pacific and Grand Trunk
namely, $1.40 per day for yard work and
$1.30 per day for main line work. The C.
A. Railway foremen get $1.75 per day and
are looking for an increase.

TRANSPORTATION
COMMISSION COMPLETE

IMMIGRATION.

12,864 Immigrants Arrived
in Canada During the
Month of March.

ANOTHER LIE NAILED.

Winnipeg Correspondent of Lendon
Paper Sends False Report Which
Mr. Preston Promptly Denies--
Canadians Out of Army Beef
Contracts.

Montreal, April 6.—(Special)—A special
London cable to the Star says:

«Phe tremendous increase in Canadian
immigration as shown in official returns,
is published today. According to reports
12,864 went to Canada during March, as
compared with 5294 in March, 1902.
Caneda secured 34 per cent. of the emi-
grants, compared with 18 per cemnt. in
March 1902. The emigration to the
United States showed a total of 19,062,
as compared with 17,635 last year. Can-
ada’s tota! for three months is 19,929, as
compared with 8,820 in 1902.

“In the house of commons today Aus-
ten Chamberlain, postmaster general, ad-
mitted that slow steamers had been carry-
ing the Atlantic mails. He said that
after May 15 a faster service would be
inaugurated.

“The Winnipeg correspondent of the
Daily Mail says that Sakatoon, the mecca
of Mr. Barr’s party, is crowded with
shelferless settlers and that the govern-
ment at Regina has wired the Winnipeg
authorities to detain Rev. Mr. Barr’s
colonists at Winnipeg until suitable ac-
commodation has been provided. I in-
terviewed W. T. Preston concerning the
despatch and he said it was not the first
time that the Winnipeg correspondent
had started - hanmfu! sensations. His
story was foundationless; cvery arrange-
ment to receive the settlers at Saskatoon
had been completed. The Manitoba gov-
ernment was powerless to detain Barr’s
colonists. That Canadian  journalists
should try to check immigration, Mr.
Preston thinks intolerable, especialy in
view of the fact that the tide of immigra-
tion is all British.

“In the House of Commons today, Sir
Gilbert Parker asked Mr. Brodrick if it
was his intention to permit Canadian
beef to be included in the anmy meat
contracts. The secretary for war rgpiied
that the question had been carefully con-
sidered but it would be detrimental to
the home producer to allow competition
from Canadian meat and it would be re-
fused. |

“Discouraging letters have been receiv-
ed in England from emmigrants who
went out to work for the Dominion Steel
Company at Sydney. They complain of
lack of work and the kind of work they
have to do and the company’s treatment.
Until the matter has been cleared up im-
migration to Nova Scotia from England
has stopped.”

NEW BRUNSWICK'S
REPRESENTATION,

Minister of Justice Lays Before Par-
liament Local Government’s Pro-
test Against Reducing Number

Ottawa, April 6—(Special)—On the ad-
journment of the house tonight Mr. Fitz-
patrick laid on the table of the house the
order in council passed by the New Bruns-
wick government declaring against any re-
duction in the readjustment of the repre-
sentation of the house of commons for
that province. The reasons given against a
decrease are exactly fthe same as given in
an interview with Mr. Pugsley in this
correspondence, namely, that the propor-
tion which the numhber of the pgppulation
of the province bore to the ‘aggregate
population of Canada,” has not diminish-
by 1-20 part. On the contrary the popula-
tion increased. .

But in this case the “aggregate popula-
tion of Canada,” was taken to mean the
population of the four older provinces of
Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick in the B. N. A. act.

Premier T'weedie and Mr- Pugsley were
appointed a delegation to lay the minute
of council before the dominion govern-
ment. In doing so they submitted the re-
port of Sir John Macdonald in 1870 when
taking in Manitoba into confederation. In
that report Sir John said that the pur-
view of the B. N. A. act was confined to
the same four provinces.

Local Improvement Associations.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill re-
specting local improvement associations.
He explained that this bill had been hand-
ed to him by some gentlemen of Frederic-
ton who desired to form a Jocal improve-
ment association for the purpose of plant-
ing trees and otherwise beautifying the
city. Similar associations were common in
the United States. He thought that in-
stead of making the bill local it would be
better to make a general bill, applicable ail
over the province, and this had been done.
Under its provisions nothing can be done
but with the approval of the mayor of the
city. It provides that the associations
may obtain incorporation under the joint
stodic companies ach fbut without the
payment of fees and without any capital

| stock being required. It also provides pen-

alties for injuring flower beds and other
jmprovements made by the association.

Mr. Tweeddale introduced a bill to in-
corporate the villages of Andover and
Perth for the purposes of light, power and
heat.

Mr. Smith presented the petition of the
municipality of Carleton for an act in aid
of of the Woodstock Hospital, and also
petitions of the muncipality of Carleton
and the town of Woodstock for an amend-
ment of the act incorporating the town.

Mr. Gogain presented the petition of
Robt. Phinney, and others, for the incor-
poration of the Kent Northern Railway ex-
tenson Companiy.

Hon. Mr. Sweeney introduced a bill -re-
lating to the city of Moncton.

Nine Miles is the Distance Across
from Nearest Points--A New
Vote is Proposed for Next Year
—Minister Will Investigate Mat-
ter This Summer-

Ottawa, April 6—(Special)—The yearly
complaint that the terms under which
Prince Edward Island entered confedera-
tion arve not being kept, was made by
Mr. Hughes (Kings), in the house today.
No stipulation of the agreement made
with the rest of the dominion was o dis-
regarded as that for the provision of a
winter ferry eervice, and the climax of
inefficiency had been reached last season.
Notwithstanding that the trade of the
island had grown enormously, demandiag
greater facilities, the service given this
past winter had been eo bad that in-
calculable loss had ben sustained, not only
by that province, but by Nova Scotia.

Mr. Hughes spoke of the Stanley and
Minto being caught in the ice, and con-
demned the train service in connection
with the ferry. When the latter does
reach port, the one train a day has usual-
ly left, and a special train will not be
provided unless someone put up $1 & mile
Even then there have been cases
where the officials refused to carry the
mails. The member for Kings stated that
the islanders intended to insist on the
dominion living up to its bargain, and
having' the service supervised from Otta-
wa, instead of by local officiale. As a
remedy, he suggested that the department
of marine ehould place its best boats on

 the Pictou-Georgetown route, which 30

years! experience had proved to be prac-
ticable, and the department of railways
chould arrange for special trains.

E. Hackett (Prince) backed up this
complaint, giving instances of loss to pro-
ducers and shippers, owing to the lack of
transportation, and favoring the lomg-
talked of tunnel wunder the Strait of
Northumberland.

Tunnel to P. E. Island.

A. C. Bell (Pictou) put his finger on the
real point at issue. He pointed out that
if no attempt had been made last winter
to keep up a service between Summer-
side and Cape Tormentine, as well as the
eastern eervice, or if it had been aban-
doned when it was found to be useless,
the Pictou-Geeorgetown service would have
gone on uninterruptedly and two boats
would have been in constant and steady
operation. It would not be fair, therefore,
to condemn the government because of
an experiment undertaken in response to
the request of a large section of Prince
Edward Island, resulting in the Stanley
being imprisoned in the ice and the Minto
breaking her propeller trying to rescue
her consort. Mr. Bell thinks the tunnel
scheme will be revived and will prove the
solution of the problem. In reply to a
question put by Sir William Maulock, he
gave the probable cost of a tunnel, nine
miles in length, at $14,000,000.

Mr. Emmereon said that the route be-
tween Cape Tormentine and Summerside
during the past season was kept open by
the Stanley with fair success. He admit-
ted that the present season snowed it to
be largely a failure. He eaid that if the
Stanley had been on a route between
Cap Tormentine and Carleton Head, in-
otead of between Cape Tormentine and
Summerside, the winter ferry might have
been a success. There was a breakwater
built at Cape Traverse, and it was never
used. The reason why the Stanley did not
go to Carleton Head was that there was
no means of landing at that point, al-
though there was open water all the
year round.

PRISONER NOW.

GRIEVANCES OF TRADES
AND LABOR COUNCIL
HEARD AT OTTAWA,

Many Matters of Importance Dis-
cussed Before the Government
Monday.

Story False That Goverament Official Had
Brought Alien Workmen to Canada-—
Freight Handlers to Get a Hearing Before
1. C. R. General Manager. :

Ottawa, April 6—(Special)—A delega-
tion from the Trades and Labor Congress
of the Dominion waited upon the govern-
ment today and presented the resolutions
passed at the last meeting of the congress
in Berlin (Ont.), on questions which were
either in the hands of the government or
before parliament.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Sir William Mulock
and Hon. A. G. Blair received the dele-
gation. Among the resolutions presented
were those in favor of a conciliation act,
in favor of an anti-contract act, increased
pay to letter carriers, against an increase
in the tariff, increased pay to trucksters
and checkers in the Intercolonial, paying
workmen for government holidays, regis-
tration of union labels, fair wage clause
in government contracts, discrimination
againgt longshoremen in St. John, and
adoption of safety appliances in railways.

Two of the resomtions were presented
by maritime province men, Isaac MecDon-
ald (Halifax), presented the resolution for
the adoption of the safety appliance of the
railway. He asked that Mr. Blair incor-
porate, in his accounts, laws compelling
railways to put air brakes on all care and
engines, automatic couplings on all en-
gines, ete., ete.-

Mr. Sharkey, a ‘checker on the Inter-
colonial, presented a resolution that the
Longshoremen’s International Union, of
St. John, was being discriminated against
in loading and unloading subsidized steam-

ers.

P. M. Draper, an employe of the gov-
ernment printing bureau, presented a reso-
lution asking for the minimum pay of
trucksters to be $1.50 per day, and check-
ers $40 per month. In offering this reso-
lution, Mr. Draper said that these check-
ers and trucksters had been refused an
audience with Mr. Pottinger, wao had
been treating the employes very unfair,
making the government very unpopular
in the maritime provinces.

Mr. Blair did not believe this, and asked
if Mr. Pottinger had really refused to see
them. Mr. Draper said that he bad wit-
nesses to prove what he said.

Looking at Mr. Sharkey, Mr. Blair said:
Did you not get an advance in wages?

Mr. Sharkey—I got an increase of 33

cents a day.
you did not think

Mr, Blair—Which
sufficient.

Mr. Sharkey—Certainly not.

Mr. Blair—You have been dissatisfied
and agitating since you entered the ser-
vice.

Mr. Draper said that the checkers and
trucketers met Mr. Pottinger when on
their way to Ottawa, and he told them
vhat they got all the pay that they de-
served. He therefore asked Mr. Blair to
settle the matter without hearing further
from Mr. Pottinger, a8 that was bis reply
to them.

Mr. Blair would like to hear from Mr.
Pottinger first. He would arrange for a
meeting between the men and Mr. Pottin-
ger and himself, and see that they got &
fair wage. !

When Mr. O’Donoghue was presenting
his argument on the proposed anti-con-
tract bill, he said that a government offi-
cer had been engaged in bringing in aliens
to Canada.

Sir William Mulock demanded the name
of the officer, and Mr. O’Donoghue asked
Mr. Sharkey for the mame. Mr. Sharkey
could not remember it, as it was Spamisi.

Mr. Blair pointed out that the man re-
ferred to was mot a government official,
and had only been engaged as an inter-
preter and paid his fees for euch work.

Sir William Mulock—And do you think
that was a fair argument to use?

Mr. O’Donoghue—Certainly not; but I
think it was fair of me giving an oppor-
tunity to the man who told me to make
the explanation. So this story of the
government officer bringing in aliens into
Canada wae exploded, and it remains to be
seen what Mr. Pottinger has got to eay
about the charge of his bad treatment of
the men, and that he told the checkers
that they got all that they deserved.

Sir Wiliam Mulock thought that mat-
ters like the St. Johu grievance would be
best dealt with through the departmeat.
He said that the union label bill would
again be brought up, and that fair wage
claims would no doubt be placed in gov-
ernment contracts. He could not agree
with a bill that wowd shut out labor
from farmers and prevent immigration
from the British isles. As for the letter
carriers, they got a raiee in their pay, and
he could not promise any more.

A deputation of the Dominion - Trades
and Labor Congress wailed on the minis-
ter of railways later in the day to further
discuss the wages of trucksters and check-
ers on the Intercolonial railway.

Mr. Blair promised that the Freight
Handlers’ Union, to which these men be-
longed, will have an opportunity of sub-
mitting their request to (General Manager
Pottinger on Tuesday next, at Moncton.

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NABBED "AFTER
LONG PURSUIT
IN SNOW.

Wife Murderer Caught in
Carleton County and Taken
to Houlton Jail — Depuly
Sheriffs Covered Prisoner
Wwith Winchesters Before
Attempting to Make the
Arrest.

Blaine, Me., April 6—After three days
and nights of driving over almost impass-
able roads in a heavy snow storm which
at times was at blizzard pitch, the officers
early today captured Charles F. Melvine,
the selficonfessed murderer of his 18 year
old wife, He was caught at Carlingford
(N. B), about 40 miles from Woodstock.
Since Thureday night Melvine walked
without rest along the roads, the most
part of which were covered with two. feef
of soft snow. This morning Deputyj
Sheriffis Hersom and Barrett, of this town,
and Deputy Sheriff Foster of Carelto
county (N. B.), recognized him in fro
of a farm house at Carlingford and arr
ed him without resistance although they
took every precaution to anticipate an at~
tack. Melvine was brought here this after
noon and after pleading guilty at a pre-
liminary “hearing wes bound owcr to the
April term of the Supreme Cours. He was
taken to the Houlton jail.

The hunting down of Melvice by the
three deputy sheriffs was one of the rgost
trying ordeals in their experience. They,
not only faced for the most. part of their
journey a fierce snow storm accompanied
by sleet and biting cold but expected to
meet - resistance from a well armed andl
desperate man. Realizing Melvinz had a
24 hour start they took little rest andi
refreshment but pushed continuously for-
ward. They left here Friday noon and fols
lowedi the St. John river down to Fior-
enceville (N. B.), finding no trace of Mel-
vine. There they were joined by Deputy,
Sheriff Foster and worked back along the
river through villages and hamlets search-
ing houses and making inquivies, but find«
ing no tidings. The search was continu

and sleet and yesterday morning they ar-
rived at Andover in Victoria county.

At daylight this morning while approacin
ing the farm house of Charles Milier in
Carlingford, Vietoria county, they saw a
man in the yard whom they recognizad as
Melvine. The officers separated, two going
behind him, before their presence was
known. Deputies Hersom and Barrett,with
rifles ready for instant use, advanced to-
ward Melvine, who, when he saw them
dropped an axe he was holding, and
reached for a revolver. He was not quick
enough, as the officers bad him covered
and disarmed him without further resist~
ance.

The officers, with their prisoner securcly
ghackled, went to Florenceville by train
and from there returned to Blaine by car-
riage, Melvine waiving extradition rights.

He was arraigned before Trial Justice
John M. Ramsey at 3 o’clock, immediately,
after arrival here, and pleaded guilty to
the murder charge. Probable cause was
found and he was bound over to the April
term of the Supreme Court which con-
venes April 21. He was ordered committed
to the Houlton jail without bail.

Houlton, Me., April 6—Charles F. Mei-
wine, who pleaded guilty to the charge of
wife murder before a Blaine trial justice,
and was lodged in jail here tonight, said
he felt no remorse for his erime, claiming
his young wife had been unfaithful to him.
He did not know what effect the bullet
had until told tonight, as he ran from the
house after firing one shot.

In reply to the question “When your
wife agreed to go for a walk with youw
why did you shoot her?” he said: “L don’t

Asked if he regretted the deed he re-
plied “No, she was unfaithful to me.” He
said he offered no resistance to the officers
as he knew they would capture him any-
way. He travelled almost continuously, ob~
taining a meal or two each day at the
farm houses. é

Mr, Burns said the speech dwelt upon
very important subjects, and he congratu-
lated the government on the growth and
prosperity of the province.

The member for Northumberland had
spoken contemptuously of the Jumber
kings of the north shore. The govern-
ment got all the stumpage and everything
they were entitled to out of the lumber
industry. The lumbermen support the
government not for favors received, but be-
cause they had confidence in its adminis-
tration. This government is reasonable in
all things. They make it their business o
know the wants of the country. They
are therefore looked upon with favor, not
only by the lumbermen, but by all other
important interests of the province as well.
Mr. Burns congratulated the member for
Westmorland on his appointment to the
executive.

Hon. Mr. Dunn called attention to the
statement of the member for Notjhhum-
berland regarding Mr. Snowball’s circular
for 1901, which showed 128,000,000 feet of
Jumber to have been shipped from the
Miramichi, while the returns for the
crown land department showed stumpege
to have been collected on only 30,000,000.

“This effectually disposes of the charges
of the member for Northumberland. At
a later stage we will show still more con-
clusively that the crown land department
is getiting every cent of stumpage that the
province is entitled to. As another ~ in-
stance of this unfairness of the opposi-
tion charges, he might state that in 1902
New Brunswick gets the credit of ship-
ping 451,518,01 feet of lumber. It is known
to all that e great deal of wthis lumber
was cut outside of the province. |

Mr. Hartt thought the temperance ques-
tion did mot play a very important part
i the elections.

Respecting the lumber findustry, Mr.
Hartt said: When the stumpage was
lowered it was a time of depression, but
now that lumber commands a good price,
it should be raised.

Mr. Sweeney.

Hon. Mr. Sweeney said there were one
or two points in the speech of the leader
of the opposition to which he would brief-
ly vefer. The latter had stated that ‘the
policy of the government was mnot dis-
cussed during ‘the election. It was not
80 in Westmordand, for everywhere they
spoke the policy of the government was
the subject of discussion.

As to the objection made with regard to
the minister of railways coming into the
province it is surely his right to do so
when the opposition declared that the de-
feat of the government would deprive him
of his right amm. The leader of the op-
position had spoken of the large supply
of hope possessed by the attorney general.
These hopes, he was glad o say, had been
fulfilled in several cases such as the Bast-
ern Extension claim, upon which $275,000
had been obtained for the province. Mr.
Hazen himself seemed to have been of a
somewhat hopeful disposition for he had
hoped to defeat the government. He had
quoted from Tom Moore and likened the
premier to the last rose of summer, but
there was another quotation from the
same poet which the leader of the opposi-
tion might apply to himself:

“ "was ever thus from childhood’s hour,
I’ve seen my fondest hopes decay.

I mever loved a tree or flower, but 'twas
the first to fade away.” '

‘

With regard to the question of afforest-
ation, it should commend itself to the
house, for 'this plan had been tried in
Russia and Germany with success. The
policy of the government with regard to
the farmers had produced excellent re-
sults and the outcome of the election
showed that the farmers appreciated it.
It was the proper policy of the govern-
ment to educate and to assist tthe farmer.

He was glad to see that the leader of
the opposition was prepared to support
the govergment on many questions and
he was of the opinion that, but for the
large turnip which one eof the members
for Charlotte described, that honorable
gentlehan would thave been an out and
out supporter of the government.

He was unable to find that the leader
of the opposition had, on the hustings,
, discussed the leading features of the policy
of the government, such’ as the fishery
award, the increased provincial subsidy,
and our mepresentation at Ottawa. He
book issue with what had been said with
regard to leaving the icare of the fisheries
to the dominion government. The prov-
ince was entitled to its share of the fish-
ery award and also the interest upon that
sum, and he trusted the money would be
obtained. There was no wconmection be-
tween the payment of the award and the
bounties to deep-sea fishermen. He thought
it the duty of the dominion government
to give these bounties irrespective of  the
Halifax award. The shore fisheries belong-
ed to us, but the right to make regula-
tions is in the dominion government.

With regard tto his own position, he
felt that as a new member of the govern-
ment he occupied a very proud position.
Something had been said in regand to the
member for Gloucester aspining to that
position, but he avas proud to say fthat
he entered the government with the full
suppont of the member for Gloucester and

i \

all his colleagues in Westmorland. ; He
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kindness end good will they had shown
towards him. He trusted he would be
able to do his duty to his constituents and
to 'the country, retaining his own self re-

:spect, and he would ever bear in mind
. the many dillustrious men who had pre-

ceded him in the representation of the
county of Westmorland and whose example
he desired to follow. ;

Mr. Tweedie,

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said: “I would mot
have thought it necessary to address the
house on this occasion, but for the ex-
traordinary remarks made by one of my

colleagues from the county of Northum-
berland. I heartily endorse all that has
been said by the leader of the opposition
in regard to the gemtleman who moved
and seconded, the address and I think that
the counties of Carldton and Victoria have
reason to be proud of their mew repre-
sentatives. 2

. “During the time that I have had the
honor to be the leader of this house, and
while the honomable member for Sunbury
has been the leader of the opposition, we
have tried to keep within the rules of the
house. I was, therefore, somewhat hurt
when I heand of the remarks made by
the first member for Northumberland who
spoke, in which he traduced the charac-
tens of men who are building up the
North Shore of this prevince, stating that
they were men who were mot to be re-
lied on and who were robbing the gov-
ernment, yet when he was asked the mame
of one man against whom he could bring
such a charge, he was unable to do so.

“In his speech, he traduced not only the
characters of the lumber operators, but
of the scalers who are employed by the
government and who are sworn to do
their duty, yet he could mot name a man.
The honorable gentleman cannot get rid
of the charges he has made in this way
and it is his duty, now that he has made
these gharges, to formulate them in-a
proper manner and I here and now dare
and challenge him to do so.

“It is easy for anyome to destroy the
reputation of a business man. It
is easy for anyone to destroy the
reputation of a woman, but I do not envy
the man who undertakes this kind of
work. If the honorable member does mnot
formulate his charges, he stands in the
position of one who is mot able to sub-
stantiate them. He has charged the sur-
veyor general’s department with gross
maladministration and if he has any evi-
dence to prove the statements he has
made it is his duty to place the charges
in proper shape, so that they can be in-
vestigated.

“The government employs 'the best sys-
tem available for ascertaining the amount
of lumber that is cut by the operators on
crown lands. They employ scalers who
are all sworn men and also a cruiser,
whose duty is to look after the scalers.
The cruiser on the morth shore is Mr.
Andrew MecIntosh, a man of high charac-
ter.

“The scaler goes into the woods, visits
the camps, sees how many men and horses
are employed and makes an estimate of
the probable cut. This estimate is sent
to Fredericton to the crown dand office.
Then comes the cruiser, who goes carefu™
ly over the ground and, without knowing
what fthe estimate of the scaler is, makes
a geparate estimate of his own and sends
it to the crown land office. Then if there
is a senious discrepancy in these estimates
the matter is looked into for the purpose
of ascertaining which is correct,

Like to the Serpent.

“Now, if there is any member of this
house who knows of a scaler acting dis-
honestly, it is his duty to bring charges
against him, but do not let us take away
the character of these men without giv-
ing them a chance to be heard. ‘The
member for Northumberland says that
there is one operator who is only paying
18 cents a (thousand stumpage for his
lumber. I challenge him to name that
man. We cannot control what outsiders
say or what appears in the newspapers,
but we can control statements that are
made in this house,

“It seems to be the idea of some men
that the only way they can advance them-
selves is by slandering other men. They
are in the position of the senpent on whom
the curse was pronounced: “Because thou
has done this thou art cursed above all
cattle and above every beast of the field;
upon thy belly shalt thou go and dust
shalt thou eat all the days of thy Nfe.”
The serpent’s curse seems to have descend-
ed on some men. Morally, they crawl on
ground.

“If there is any wrong in connection

‘with the administration of the crown land

office I challenge the leader of the op-
position to have it investigated. I regret
that this member for Northumberland has
seen fit to bring his own county to dis-
grace.: It is about 30 years since I first
became a member of this house, and never
before did I hear a man slander the lead-
ing men of his own county as this member
has done. So far he got in his evi? work
that another representative of North-
umberland who spoke yesterday attempt-
ed to explain away his injurious state-
ments.

“The leader of the opposition has accus-
ed us of delaying the adjustment of the
question connected with the fisheries, 1
can assure him that we have pressed these
matters on as rapidly as possible. He has
himself been in Ottawa and knows how
hard it is to get the departments to act.
During the period of the two years that
he must have spent in Ottawa in his at-
tendance of parliament what did he ac-
complish ? :

Mr. Hazen—“I got the first subsidy for
a winter port steamer from the gort of
St. John to Liverpool.” . ;

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—“A great many
claims are made with regard to the win-
ter port. It is something like the ques-
tion as to who wrote the letters of

.Junius which ds stil! undecided, but I am

glad to know that the leader of the op-
position is able to make this claim. I
thought that he only laid claim to having
settled the Harms land job. I believe that
afterwards he was willing to give the
credit of accomplishing this to another.

Mr. Hazen—“I 'have not climed the
Northumberland deal or that I sold my
principles for an office.”

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—“The hon. gentle-
man seeme to be ruffled by my remarks,
but there is no reason why he should get
annoyed. He cannot expect to make at-
tacks without receiving some answer. He
had a good deal to say about me coming
back to the house without the support of
the members who were my colleagues in
my own county. I do regret their ab-
sence. One of them was hon. Mr. Bur-
chill, a gentleman of great ability, whno
filled the position of speaker for two
terms, His absence is much regretted by
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thanked the members of the house for the

me and I think it will be regretted by
many others in this house.

They Were to Have Had Portfolios.

“My former coleagues from Northum-
berland conducted themselves as gentle-
men and were honest and competent men.
They were defeated, for the race is not
always to the swift or the battle to the
strong. One of my new colleagues claime
to be a native of Alnwick. I hope he
will look well after the interests of his
constituents in that paricsh for I intend
to leave them to his care. If I was dis-
appointed in the defeat of my colleagues,l
think this was eome disappointment
among the gentlemen who were elected.

“All thrée expected to hold portfolios.
The gentleman from Alnwick was to be
provincial secretary and I have no doubt
he would - also have been willing to take
the” office of attorney general for before
he had been here 48 hours, he was pre-
pared ‘to challenge the attorney general
on a point of law.

“The Northumberland gentleman who
apoke first was to have been chief com-
misgioner of public works and his col-
league from Newcastle surveyor general.
There must be a lot of disappointed office
seekers among their supperters for every
man they canvassed they promised to
make a scaler of lumber. Still I need not
feel very sore in regard to the result of
the election when I have got 35 good men
behind me who have the utmost confidence
in me.

“The leader of the opposition says that
I chould take no credit to myself for the
Quebec resolutions in regard to better
‘terms because I opposed them in 1887. 1
did eo then because I doubted the sin-
cerity: of those who passed them; they
not having it in their power to do any-
thing but carry them out. But when Mr.
Blair and Mr. Fielding, who were mem-
bers of the Quebec conference, got into
power at Ottawa, I thought it my duty
as leader of the provincial government to
call upon them to give effect to their own
policy. This house, I am proud to say,
was the first to take eteps to make the
Quebec resolution operative.

“We took the lead in the matter and
every province in Canada has joined with
us in paesing these resolutions. It has
been said that the provinces are bringing
an unfair pressure upon the dominion
government but the people of the prov-
inces are the people of Canada and sure-
ly they have a right to say what shall be
done with their own money.

“In regard to the fishery matter there
are many difficulties owing to the changes
in the persomnel of the department of
marine and fisheries, Sir Louis Davies be-
ing succeeded by Mr. Sutherland and Mr.
Sutherland being succeeded by Mr. Pre-
fontaine. The principal difficulty was the
working out of the details of the fishery
question in connection with the leases
and the protection of the fisheries. We
had the power to stop all . dominion
licenses as owners of the fisheries, but we
have refrained from doing so and only
desire a proper readjustment of the mat-
ter.

“I think it better that the fisheries
should be administered by the dominion
because they have got the machinery with
which to do the work, but many large
questions have arisen and are likely to
arise in al the provinces. In Ontario
they have undertaken to manage the fish-
eries themselvs and the dominion account
shows there has been a surplus revenue
of $30,000 in connection with tne Ontario
fisheries. That province will probably
claim this amount from the dominion gov-
ernment. That is one branch of the case,
which I have been trying to get settled.

“The Halifax award is a simple matter
because the fisheries for which it was
given undoubtedly belong to the prov-
inces and the payment of this money will
not bar us from participating in any boun-
ties for deep sea fishing. Look at the
case of Newfoundland, that province got
$1,000,000 of the Halifax award, but if
she came into confederation tomorrow,
the fact that she had received this money
would be no bar in her fishermen obtain-
ing their share of the $160,000 a year
bounties.

“The member of Northumberland says
that we should get interest on the award.
I have the question brought up by resolu-
tion eo that the house can say whether
what  we have done meets with its ap-
proval or not. The same member thinks
that it would require a separate depart-
ment to pay out $13,000 in bounties. We
may leave that work to the dominion gov-
ernment which, under the decision of the
privy council, has the right to regulate
the fisheries.

“All these questions have been discuss-
ed with the minister of marine and I be-
lieve and hope that at an early day the
matter will be settled. In regard to the
question of redistribution of seats, we
have already taken the house into our
‘confidence. Qur opinion is that we should
not lose a member and that also seems
to be the opinion of the leader of the op-
position at Ottawa, who is to introduce a
resolution on the subject. I believe it
will be a good thing if we can keep our
present representation because I am averse
to any redistribution that would join
Albert onto Kings or Restigouche to
Gloucester. In conclusion I desire to
apologize to the house for any imperfec-
tions in my address, not bemng in a con-
dition to speak at length and I trust that
the work of the session may be done well
and that it may be euch as to reflect
‘credit on the members of this house and
on the province at large.”

The address was then put and carried

without division and Messrs Jones and
Tweeddale and Hon. Mr. Farris appointed
a committee to present it to the lieuten-
ant governor.
" Hon. Mr. Hill rose to a question of
privi.ege. ‘He wished to correct a state-
ment in the Sun, which made him say
that the government at Ottawa collected
$50,000,000 a year from the tariff and ex-
cise. He meant that sum to apply to the
money collected from all sources.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie introduced a bill to
authorize the leasing and development of
the water falls at Grand Falls.

The house adjourned at 6 p. m. until
Monday.

A Remarkable Yacht.

New York, April 4.—Charles S. Bryan’'s
steam yacht Czarina was successfully
launched this afternoon from the Crescent
shipyards, Elizabethport (N. J.) The
Czarina, designed personally by Lewis
Nixon and built under his supervision, is
the strongest yacht ever built in this coun-
try and probably in the world and will
always be known as the first vessel of the
auxiliary yacht mavy, a class built under
the exacting specifications of the United
States government and which the navy de-
pantment may convert into warships wiva-
in a few days.

The new yacht has a large double bottom
with a capacity of 30 tons of water ballast
and is structurally as strong as a. 1,000
tdon cruiser, though she measures only a
little more {than 300 tons.. In speed she
will probably reach 19 knots or over. She
is 172 feet in length over all.

Meivine, With Blood of Wife
Upon His Hands, Fiees,
Armed, Into New Bruns-
wick, His Native Place—
Maine Sleuths Are After
Him, and Are Making for
the Tobique Country.

Blaine, Me., April 4—The coroner’s jury
tonight returned a verdict that Charles
F. Melvine, for whom the Maine and New
Brunswick police are hunting among the
border towns, murdered his wife with wil-
ful and felinous intent. The officers in
pursuit of Melvine are armed with rifles
in anticipation of encountering fierce re-
sistance, as Melvine is armed with a rifle
and two revolvers of 45 calibre, and is a
desperate man. He is charged with shoot-
ing his wife in the abdomen at the home
of George A. Brown, in the mortheastern
part of Mars Hills, on April 2. She died
of the injuries today.

At 8 o’clock tonight no report had been
received of Melvine’s capture. Deputy-
Sheriffs Peirson and Burnett left today for
the Tobique, and are working in conjune-
tion with' the New Brunswick officers, a8
they believe Melvine, who followed the
roads on foot, went that way.

Coroner Clarance V. King, and County-
Attorney Herbert T. Powers, of Fort Fair-
field, late this afternoon conducted an
inquest at Mars Hill, at which the e-
sponsibility for Mr. Melvine’s death was
placed. The inquest was private, and no
information was given out, except the ver-
dict, which was as follows—

“We, the undersigned jury, find that
Nellie 0. Melvine came to her death on
the fourth day of April, 1003, by a bullet
from a revolver held in the hands of
,Charles F. Melvine, at the home of George
A. Brown, in Mars Hill, on the evening of
April 2, 1903, and that the said bullet was
fired by the said Charles F. Melvine, wil-
fully and feloniously.”

The verdict was signed by E. M. Smith,
foreman; R. J. Colbath, George Broad,
Henry Frost, Gilbert Graham and Charles
McPherson.

The principal witnesses were George
Brown, at whose home the tragedy oeccur-
réd, and his two children, who eaw the
alleged shooting. As far as known, Mel-
vine was not intoxicated. He was known,
however, to be jealous of his wife.

Doctors Kincaid and MecCrea testified
that the bullet entered the woman’s body
between the 10th and 11th ribs, and pass-
ed through the intestines and liver, but
they were unable to find the bullet at the
examination before death. At the post
mortem examination, they found the bul-
let lodged in the liver. A section, with
the bullet embedded, was removed and
preserved. They pronounced death due to
the bullet wound. - The verdict was reach-
ed immediately after hearing the emall
amount of testimony introduced.

Melvine, who is 30 years old, escaped
and it was thought he crossed the border
into New Brunswick a short wistance from
his native town in ICarleton county.

Melvine weighs 140 pounds, has sandy
complexion and moustacne. He has re-
sided in Faston for some time past.

The house where the tragedy occurred
is located in a sparsely settled back dis-
trict and difficult to reach as the roads are
covered with two feet of soft snow.

The fact that the woman had been shot
was made known here late Friday after-
noon when a messenger came for a war-
rant for Melvine’s arrest and the assist-
ance of the county officers.

Blaine, Me., April 5—As far as known
tonight, the officers have failed to capture
Melvine. The officers are armed with
Winchester rifles, expecting desperate re-
gistance when they locate Melvine. The
cause of the deed is attributed to jealousy.
Melvine and his wife, who were married
July 7, 1901, have never lived together,
but boarded in various places, where Mrs.
Melvine obtained work as housckeeper.
The funeral of Mrs. Melvine took place
this afternoon. . :

Part of the contents of the ante mortem
statement made by Mrs. Melvine to Coun-
ty-Attorney Powers, of Fairfield, have be-
come known. In it she accuses her hus-
band with premeditated murder. Ac-
cording to the statement, she was alone
with Mr. Brown’s two daughters, aged 15
and 10 years, about 7 o’clock Thursday
night, when her husband, who had been
living at Easton, about 10 miles away, for
some time, entered the house. He had
been there a half hour, during which
they did ndt quarrel or have any hard
words, and Melvine had not been drink-
ing. Mrs. Melvine was sitting by the stove
and Melvine standing by her side, when
he said: “I will give you something you
will keep for a while,” and fired a »e-
volver shot into her side, it is charged.

Fled to Carleton County.

Melvin then ran from the house and
probably crossed the state line, about a
half mile away, into Carleton county, New
Brunswick, where he was born.

The two girls could render no assist-
ance to the agonized woman, who lay
with her wound from 8 o’clock Thursday
night to 11 o’clock Friday forenoon, when
two physicians arrived. She died 24 hours
later.

He has carried a revolver for a year
and a half, for which he gave no reason.
Their only child died suddenly !last sum-
mer, and it is alleged a blow inflicted by
the father caused its death. Melvine was
jealous of his wife, and it is understood
he wished her to leave Mr. Brown’s em-
ploy and locate in another town.

The funeral of Mrs. Melvine this after-
noon +was quietly conducted at Mr.
Brown’s home, only a emall number of
the widely scattered neighbors attending.
Rev. Mr. Cox, a Free Baptist minister,
officiated, and the body was buried at
Marsh Hill,

Bribing Cambridge Aldermen,
Cambridge, Mass., April 4—Mayor Me-
Namee has secured evidence that a certain
man has tried to bribe the city govern-
ment committee on wires and lamps.
(Councilman Nelligan admits that an at-
tempt was madeé to bribe him. He says:

- “I was offered $50 for my vote. The man

who did it is connected with a Boston cor-
poration that does business in Cambridge.”

Alderman Barry says that the same man
approached him with hints about a bribe.
But he offered mo specific consideration.
He said, however, that he thad Alderman
Davis and Councilmen Morrison and Dinan
“fixed.”

The officials mamed deny the ‘truth of
tthe allegation.

CAPTAIN

BEGGED FOR LIFE.

Captain Shaw, of P. E. Island, Appealed to Murderous Muti-
neers That He Might Live to See Again His Wife and
Children, But They Mercilessly Shot Him Down--
Terrible Tale Being Unfolded in
Liverpool Court.

As the terrible tale of the mutiny ‘and
murder on the St. John barque Veronica
is unfolded in the Liverpool police court
the story grows more fearful. The evi-
dence given at the last sitting, of which
news has reached this side, of the murder
of Capt. Shaw of P. E. Island in face
of his pleadings that he might live to ee
“his ‘wife and children once more.

When the court resumed on March 24,
Flohr, the seaman who turned K_mg’s evi-
dence, was again under examination.

The Attack on Captain. .

He said that when Captain Shaw was
attacked he .(the captain) was standing
mear the wheel.. Rau threw a belaying
pin at the captain’s chest. The captain
ducked, whereupon Rau fired at him
twice. The captain ran downetairs, but
fell. Eventually, however, he managed to
crawl into his cabin. A guard was then
p.aced over him. The eecond mate was
also in there.

Witness told of the murder of Seamen
Parsson and Paddy Doran. The latter
had crawled out of the locker where he
was confined. He was covered with blood,
and was ewaying to and fro. He ap-
proached to Rau for a drink of water.
Rau replied, “All right, 1'll give you a
good "drink. Harry, give me that belay-
ing pin.” Witness at the moment had a
belaying-pin in his hand, and he haaded
it to Rau, who struck Doran once on the
head with it. Paddy fell down - dead.

Rau and witness took the doors off the
firet and second officers’ rooms and put
them against the navigation room in order
that the captain and second mate could
not shoot them. Rau, with witness’ as-
sistance, then nailed boards over the port
holes al round the cabin, and over the
door of the after companion-way.

About three days after that Rau wanted
a chart, a parallel ruler, and a glass. He
(Rau) opened the cabin skylight and spoke
to the second mate. Rau then had a re-
volver in his hand ready to fire. Witness
saw the eecond mate, who showed them
one bullet wound in his neck and another
in the lower part of his body. Rau- told
the second mate he wanted to see the
captain. The second mate said the captain
was very ill lying in his bunk, and could
net walk any more. The captain event-

ually appeared with a handkerchief tied
round his head, and asked Rau what he
had shot nim for.

The Captain’s Piteous Appeal.

The capfain also asked Rau to spare
his life, as he would like to see his wife
and children once more. He said, “For
God’s sake, give me water and I will give
you my gold watch, and I will bring you
into any port you want.” He ehowed
bullet wounds in his neck and in the
lower part of his body. Smith gave the
captain some water. Rau asked the cap-
tain for the chart, circle, parallel ruler,
and glasses. The captain handed them to
Rau, who then shut the ekylight down.
Rau ordered them all to get the lifeboat
ready, and the steward caulked the boat.
Rau, speaking of the captain and mate,
told the crew that they must let them
out that day, kill them, and throw them
overboard.

About 10 o’clock that morning Rau
opened the aft cabin door, and.placed
witness there with the belaying pin. Rau
opened the skylight and caled to the
second mate to come out. He came out
and passed by witness, but he did not
touch him. Smith, however, shot him in
the shoulder, and the mate jumped over-
board. He started to sewim, but Rauy,
Monson, and Smith opened fire .upon him
with their revolvers. The mate disap-
peared. Rau said to witness: “The next
ene is the captain.”

He (Raw) gave him Monson’s revolver
and sent Aleo Bravo into the cabin with
a small axe to drive the captain out. The
captain came half-way up the steps. Wit-
ness fired three times, but the captain,
who stood with his hands before his face,
was not hit. Ran pushed witness away,
and, pointing a revolver close to the cap-
tain’s head, shot him in the temple. Rau,
Smith and Bravo threw the captain’s
body over the side. They then went
down into the cabin to search for money.
Rau dressed himself in the captain’s
clothes and took the boatswain’s whistle.
When Rau whistled all were to come.

The witness then told of the story con-
cocted to be told ashore and of the
killing of Johansen and Bravo, who
couldn’t learn the story. He told of them
leaving the ship and being picked up.

The prisoners were further remanded.

THE FLOWER OF
ENGLAND BOUND
FOR CANADA

Liverpool Post Comments on
the Loss Great Britain is
Sustaining.

Montreal, April 3.—(Special)—A special
London cable to the Star says: “The last
night in England of the all-British colon-
ists was hardly an agreeable ‘one. No
fewer than 600 of them were sent to one
Liverpool lodging house keeper. He put
up 400 and now has been fined for over-
crowding his house, having taken 147
]ngens in excess of his legal accommoda-
tion. Yesterday’s party, which embark-
ed on the Tunisian, numbered 1,800. The
Laverpool Post eays: ““The flower of Eng-
land is beginning to depart from these
shores as the flower of Ireland did years
ago. There are few men above 50 among
these emigrants. The average age is about
25 with all hale and hearty.”

“W. T. R. Preston, dominion emigra-
tion commissioner, has written a letter to
the Chronicle rebutting the allegations
made by the Toronto correspondent of
that paper, which were referred to in
yesterday’s despatches. He says the Can-
adian officials gave the details of Mr.
Barr’s scheme the closest supervision.
The «difficulties in the way of the party
were never minimized. Four hundred
young men of the party have already
been engaged by Manitoba farmers for the
first year. Furthermore, the party was
the best provided financially that ever
left England.

Steamer Sardinian Lands 467 Im-
migrants at Halifax — Overdue
French Steamers Arrive at St.
Pierre.

Halifax, April 3—(Special)—L'he schoon-
er Empress, from New York for Halifax,
coal laden, iz ashore at Blanche Island,
near Port La Tour.

The death occurred this morning of
Harry Ackhurst, a very well known and
bighly esteemed young man, and son of
William Ackhurst, of the local government
office staff. Deceased, who was 21 years
old, had been in failing health for some
months, and some Weeks ago went t0

MURDERER FREED
FROM ASYLUM.

Permanent Guardian for Man Who Killed
His Wife.

Laconia, N. H., April 4.—At today’s ses-
sion of the superior court, Judge Charles
7. Stone granted the petition for the re-
lease ffrom the state insane asylum at Con-
cord of Geo. E. Wiggin, of Meredith, who
has been an inmate ithere since 1892 fol-
Jowing the brutal murder of his wite. The
petition for release is granted on condi-
tion Kthat a permanens guardian be ap-
pointed.

The crime which resulted in Wiggin's
incarceration was particularly fiendish. He
and this wife had been in this city and left
on the 7 o’clock train for Meredith, When
the latter place was reached and they
stepped on the platform Wiggin, with a
knife, slashed his wilfe's neck, alnost
severing the head from 'the body. Al-
though the platform was thronged with
people at the time he was allowed ito con-
tinue his bloody work until his wife mas
dead, bystanders appearing as if stricken
helpless at the sight of the horrible
butchery. From the time of his arrest un-
til his commitment to the asylum Wigyin
exhibited frequent signs of insanity.

The bright
student promptly replied: “Well, there's that
one with the durned long name, and I don’t
remember the other two.”

and secretary-treasurer of the municipality
of Westmorland. Power is given to erect
poles and wires along streets and on the
game side of the street that may now be
wecupied by other telephone or electric
Jight companies. Authority is given the
wompany to borrow from time to time not
exceeding $10,000 by the issue of bonds or
debentures; and the municipal council of
Westmorland is authorized to exempt the
ecompany and its property from all taxes
except district school rates for a period
of 10 years.

FIRING’A WHITEHEAD FROM A REVO

Thanks to the hydrostatic valve, the
pendulum, and the gyroscope, the White-
head torpedo is almost certain to hit the
object at which it is aimed. In peace
manoeuvres the Whitehead has often been
run absolutely dead straight, with no
divergence either up or down, or from
right to left, to a distance of 2,000 yards.
Tn 1898 the range of the Whitehead was
officially placed at 800 yards, so the value
of the gyroscope is quite evident. By
means also of the gyroscope the torpedo
can be made to turn to any given angle
from the direction of discharge, and then
run in a straight live. :

Torpedoes are fired 1n four ways:—

1. By submerged tubes.

2. By above-water tubes.

3. By revolving tubes,

4. By boat’s “dropping-gear.” .

The torpedo is blown out of the tube
either by compressed air suddenly injected
into the rear end, or by an impulse charge
of a few ounces of powder, usually cordite.
The air pressure varies from 300 pounds (o

600 pounds to the squar‘e inch, and ‘the
powder charge from 4 ounces to 6} ounces.
The weight of the submerged tube is some
seven ‘tons, or two tons more than an!
aboveswater one. In order to avoid any
possibility of the Whitehead -inflicting in-
jury on the vessel firing it, and in order
that it may be as little deflected as pos-
sible, a guiding fbar or shield is run out of
the tube by means of pneumatic pOWwer,
when the torpedo has been placed in it.
The guiding bar holds and guides the tor-
pedo until quite clear of the ship, when
by means of a secret apparatus it releases
the torpedo; without this arrangement the
torpedo rwould be enormously deflected to-
wards the stern directly it began to leave
the tube, and would probably strike the
ghip from which it had just been fired.
Revolving tubes are carried either singly
or in pairs on board torpedo‘boats and de-
stroyers, and the torpedos are fired from
them by powder impulse only. “Dropping-
gear” is only used on secondclass ttorpedo-
boats and picket boats. It consists of a
pair of clip tongs suspended from pivoted

He was unable to say how much had
been paid to each commissioner as the
warrant was issued to the chairman. The
investigation took a long time, much long-
er than the government had anticipated.
There were other questions which related
to the management of the institution and
the intentions of the government in re-
gard to it- The St. John hospital was a
local institution and the government would
not venture to make changes without the
initiative of the local authorities.

Mr. Hazen said that as the province con~
tributed largely to the funds of the hos-
pital and appointed some of the commis-
sioners, he thought that the government
would take steps to pass the necssary legis-
lation to change the character of the com-
mission, otherwise the work of the invesu-
gation would be thrown away.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said he was un—
able to speak for the government, but in
his opinion, he would be very averse to
the government taking the initiative 1n
changing institutions of a local character.
Such changes would involve expenses and
expense meant taxation on the people,
therefore as the people of St. John were
more interested 1 the matter than any
others, the initiative would rest with them.
Any movement in the way of change
should come from the people who had to
pay for it. 1t was quite true that the
government contributed to support the St.
John hospital, but it also contributed 1o
all the other hospitals in the province to
the extent of its means.

Redistribution Bill Again.

Mr. Hazen called the attention of the at-
torney general to the report which appear-
ed in the St. John papers of Saturday,
in regard to the proceedings in the house
of commons on the redistribution bill and
the statement reported to have been made
by Sir Wiltrid Laurier.

Mr. Hazen said that the position taken
by the premier seemed to be that the
government of Canada would not take the
initiative, but the province niight do so.
As the redistribution bill had been intro-
duced, there should be mo delay in making
up a special cuse. He hoped that the
attorney-general would take the house into
his contidence and explain just how the
matter stood.

Hon. Mr. Pugdley said the leader of the
opposition was quite right in asking this
question.” He felt, however, that the re-
purts must be in error, and he would not

without further proof. He thought the
premier muet have been misunderstood,
for it was not accurate to say that the
government of New Brunswick had suo-
ported the contention of P. E. Island. Sir
Wilfrid must have been referring to the
Prince Edward leland cases, not to the
case of New Brunswick.

When Mr. Tweedie
and myself were in Ottawa, we followed
that up by a letter calling attention to
Sir John A. Macdonald’s attitude on this
question in 1871. The premier must have
received this letter. Then we again inter-
viewed the minister of railways, and as a
result received the telegram already re-
ferred to. We are now moving in the
matter as rapidly as we can. The Hon.
Mr. Dweedie has telegraphed to the min-
ister or railways again. We are ready to
take the initiative, if neceesary, and will
get a case stated for the supreme court,
which can be argued in May, long before
the redistribution bill becomes law.

Local Bills Can Be Introduced Till Aprii 14.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley called attention tQ
rule 78, which was amended last year.
Under this rule, after today, local bills
introduced would have to pay the same
fee as a private bill.

To Amend Election Law.

Oer-
tainly it is small business in which the
Sun is now engaged, in view of its course
for the six months preceding the general
eleotions, . and the overwhelming victory
for the dominant party on Feb. 28.

For the Sun editor really had so de-
ceived himesef—the wish being father to
the {hou?ght-—ﬂhat he thought and wrote
government defeat from early autumn until
almost the end of the winter. The editor
even acted as adviser and councel for Mr.
Hazen jand this epel-binders, mnd ac-
companied them during eome of their
convertsecking tours. During and after
thesé journeye the Sun uttered shrill edi-
torial cries to the effect that after election
day there would be no more sign of the
Tweedie-Pugsley  government -in  the
heavens above or the earth beneath or
the wa.:ters under the earth. Feeding him-
eelf upon his own abundant fancy the
Sun editor prodlajimed that “Hazen” would
*be in eyery mouth, and' that, when that
triumphant leader got to Fredericton with
his forty odd supporters ,the troubles of
this region would be over for all time.

‘As The Telegraph ventured tremblingly
to predict would be the case, Mr. Hazen,
after Feb. 28, was still the leader of a
mere handful, and was without definite
platform or policy.

The history: of the eession thus far has
ghown ‘that the Tory leader has no issue
of mo_'rtance on which to make a fight.
He has sought to steal the government’s
thunder i one or two instances and hae
devoted  ‘some energy to the ‘reproach-
ing” ‘tactics “pureued by the Sun news-
paper. But to all intents and punposes
he plays the part of a small man doggedly
sticking to the wrong end, and the um
popular end, of the argument,

The Sun which, like Mr. Hazen, has no
good argument to fall back upon, now
devotes its energy to the attempt to drum
wp opposition to Hon. Mr. McKeown, who
rvas. elected in this conmstituency at the
head of the poll. The Sun fears that
unless he is opposed St. John will not
have any right to reproach other con-

stituencies! It is a fine argument, no-

doubt, but the electors are scarcely likg]y
to be carried away by it. Nor is the
Conservative party likely to undertake a
campaign without some reason and some
hope of success. In this case there is
weither, . ;

THE CHANCES WE ARE TAKING,

If_the earth keeps onits present course
we are likely to strike something and a
smash 'of no-little importance will be :ze
vesult. That 'is ' the interesting ronc.u-
sion of Prof. Garrett P. Serviss, who hns
been watching the strange progress of this
planet and who wri%e eomewhat amazing-
1y of it in Collier’s.

From time to time we have been told
by the telescope brigade that comets
threatened us with extinction, and because
thefe " comets failed to compass our de-
strfwétion mayhap we have become a
triﬁe careless about our future. Moreover
a great man, only the other day, con®
tributed to our complacency by his asser-
tion that the earth was the centre of the
solar system. See now what the grave
Serviss ‘says:

An importance which relatively few per-
sons_are aware of attaches to an expedi-
tion which has just gone to. Chili from
the” Bick ‘Observatory in California.’ Ite
object & to find’ out whither we are ail
pound. - ; :

Kverybody haé heard that the Solar
Bystem is flying swiftly toward:the north.

It is a plunging flight that carries us more
than forty-three thousand miles straight
through the ether every hour of the day
and night. It is a motion that has moth-
ing to do with the earth’s annual revolu-
tion about the sun, except as it prevents
that revolution from ecarrying the earth
back turn and turn to the same spot in
space.

In truth, we never get back to the same
place. Every new year comes in with tae
globe at a point more than three hundred
million miles nearer to a very bright
northern ctar, named Vega, than it was a
year earlier. As far as. the evidence now
in hand goes, the flight of the sun to-
ward the north is as straight as that of
an arrow, but the path described by the
earth, since it is compelled all the while
to circle round and round the flying sun-
is a great spiral.

And thus we sweep onward, moving
continually into new regions, running
through what perils nobody can guess—
perhaps none at all—and impelled by a
force as mysterious as that which drew
the unfortunate ship in the Arabian
Nighte to be wrecked on the Mountain
of Adamant.

It is this strange wvoyage of the sun
and its worlds through the unexplored
ocean of immensity that the Californian
astronomers have gone to South America
to investigate. !

We can mark this flight of the solar
system, the astronomer says, only by
watching the counter motions of the stars.
He compares us to a ship pasing through
a crowded harbor. Those on deck know
the direction and velocity of the vessel’s
motion by observing the apparent changes
in the position of other ships and the
shores. Ships ahead bulk large - as
we overhaul them, as would the stars
ahead as the earth approaches, were it
not for the faect that they are almost
indefinitely distant. The varying light of
the stars we are leaving or approaching
tells of our flight and enables us to meas-
ure the rate of our motion. To quote
Prof. Servies again:

Now, the precise object of the expedi-
tion to Chili is to examine the light of
the southern stars from which we are
flying away. They have been much less
studied than have the morthern stams, to
which we are drawing nearer. It is as
if the people on the bow of a ship, after
watching for a long time the effects of
their approach to objeots ahead, should
‘vigit the stern in order to note the re-
cession of objects behind. Through a
combination of such observations the
speed and direction of the ship’s motion
could be deduced.

The hopeful thing is that the Professor
does not eeem to regard the chance of col-
lision as very great, and we shall con-
tinue to hope for the best.

A VOICE FROM MAINE.

As the St. John Telegraph puts it, the
question is very simple. “Why should
the Fredericton and St- John millowners
and mill workmen,” The Telegraph asks,
“consent to a plan which means that all
the logs above the Winding Ledges shall
hereafiter be manufactured in Maine?”’
That is the way the matter looks from
the St. Jobhn pont of view, and it is
quite matural. But from the Madawaska
and Aroostook point of view the aspect is
different. The question on the upper river
is, why logs which are largely the product
of Maine forests should be driven a iong
distance and manvfactured in a foreign
country when they could be manufactured
to better advantage on the upper river.
It is hopeless, however, to make the down
river people see it in tthat light. St.
John will doubtless have its way.—Port-
land (Me.) Press. |

The Telegraph certainly hopes that, as
the Press puts it, St. John wil! have its
way. It is not merely a question of the
lower river against the upper river ter-
ritory. It is a question of Maine interests
against New [Brunswick interests. The
Press surmises that “the general interests
of New Brunswick are mnot concerned
any more than the general interests of
Maine.”” But the Press probably knows
that should the bill be passed a most ser-
ous blow would be dealt this province
‘in the direct interest of a foreign state,
and that New Brunswick would lose for
all time a most important share of the
great lumber industry. :

What could be done at Fredericton has
been done. At Ottawa the fight is stil
on. The bill has been referred to the
house committee on miscellaneous private
bills and wil! be taken up on April 22.
That committee consists of some eighty
members, and Mr. Costigan and his friends
are trying ito persuade these members that
the question is simply one between the
upper and lower counties. That is the
view which Maine men pretend to hold,
but of course Maine stands to win every-
thing if the bill goes through. Every
effort i§ being made by opponents of the
measure to show how disastrous the dam
project wou'd prove. MTheir success de-
pends upon how gmany members of the
committee see the matter in the proper
light, for the rule is that ithe house adopts
&4s committees’ neports.

ONE WAY.

A scandal has been “refuted” in Hills-
boro. There may have been persons in
Hillsboro who did not know that a ecandal
was being circulated theve;. but, if any
such there were, they were enlightened
when the last number of the Albert
County Journal was iesued. “A friend,”
it appears, had been asked to find out
who started and repeated a certain dis-
tressing story, with a view to the punish-
ment of the offenders. This was highly
proper, as the story was both false and
injurious. The friend made certain in-
vestigations, but while he ascertained to
his own satisfaction, at least, that the
flying report was without foundation, ne
was unab’e to learn who was its author.

One view of the case then, would have
been that the good man should have held
his peace, since, in matters of this sort,
“the less eaid the soonest mended,” un-
less legal vindication and the punishment
of the offenders can be secured with cer-
tainty.

But the friend held another opinion.
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His idea was that he ought to “do some-
thing,” o he wrote to the Albert County
Journal! As it is useless to inform the
public that any statement is false unless
the public knows what statement one is
talking about, the defender of slandered
innocence began his communication by
taking the public into his confidence to
some extent. He occupies an official posi-
tion, and when he asserted, over his own
signature in the Journal, after a somewhat
alarming introduction, “I feel it my duty
to give publicity to the fact that there is
no reason for such talk as has been ‘go-
ing the rounds,”” he no doubt felt that
the unfortunate ‘incident was satisfactorily
closed.

Whether or not his belief is shared by
those most poignantly interested in the
affair is more than this newspaper can
tell. Yet the opinion may be offered that
to give renewed publicity to such a mat-
ter for the purpose of correcting it is a
course the wisdom of which is open to
question.

Before publication it is possible that a
determined man with a horsewhip might
have refuted the false report in hailf an
hour. It looks now as if such a man
might not get through the job before
haying time.

AN ENGLISH VIEW.

Those good Americans who resented
some of Paul Bourget’s views of the Uni-
ted States, will now be turning their guns
upon Mr. Beckles Willson, another of The
New ‘America- Said M. Bourget: ‘‘There
are only two absolute monarchies in the
modern world—Russia and America.” Mr.
Willson quotes this with approval. Some
American writers have had much to say
of late concerning the enlarged powers
of the chief exeoutive—enlarged by Presi-
dent Roosevelt himself—but mone of them
will be prepared ‘'to admit that
“slowly  but surely the powers
of  the executive have evolv-
ed, unti! the president has for some time
had ascendency over the legislative and
judicial branches of the government. The
pivot upon which the nation revolves is
no longer the Capitol, where the people’s
representatives assemble, but the White
House, where one man sity in supreme au-
thority.” ~

Mr. Willson ascribes the change to the
war with Spain and the growth of the
imperalistic idea which followed it, and
he says: “The results of the war mwith
Spain may, without exaggeration, be said
to have intoxicated the mnation; to have
opened such a mew and brilliant vista of
world power before their eyes that they
would not have protested had the execu-
tive gome to even greater lengths.”

The president’s power is much greater
in the hands of some men than in those
of others, and President Roosevelt speaks
with an air of authority avhich few of his
predecessors affected, yet, Mr. Willson to
the contrary notwithstanding, there is
little likelihood that when the president’s
western tour is over, he will be crowned
at the Capitol.

FOR CANADIAN PORTS.

The report printed in another colvmn re:
garding the meeting of the railway com-
mittee at Ottawa Friday, embraces a
very important matter. The Grand Trunk
bill, contemplating an increase of the guar-
anteed stock of the company of $10,000,000,
was held over until it may be shown how
this money is to be expended. The C. P.
R. had a welltprepared plan, showing how
the money was to be spent. Hom. Mr.
Blair thought the Grand Trunk should
make a similar showing. He said that
while he did not wish co be understood as
opposing the development of any Canadian
railroad, he could not rezard with satis-
faction the proposed carriage of Canadian
trafic to the Grand Trunk terminus at
Portland. He thought more attention
dhould be given to Canadian ports.

This stand is quite in line with the
general opinion in this section of the coun-
try regarding any railroad extension. The
popular idea, and it is the true one, is that
all Canadian traffic should be handled at
Canadian ports, and it is a fact that Port-
land is viewed with considerable suspicion
in this case. .

Canada asks of the next trans continental
line, not a nominal, but an actwal Cana-
dian terminus.

DEATH OF MR 1. ALLEN JACK.

It is with profound regret that The
Telegraph announces the death of Mr. I.
Allen Jack, which occurred yesterday
morning. It i an announcement which
will cauce widespread eorrow, so gen-
erally respected was Mr. Jack, and so
long had he been identified with all that
is best in the life of the city. In another
column extended reference to his demise
and to his career is made.

While the end was not unexpected,
since he had long been an invalid, his
friends had thought he might live some
time longer, although it was known the
period of his activity had closed. A great
echolar, a lawyer of unusual soundness
and breadth of knowledge, a writer at
once gracefu! and thoughtful in the best
sence of the word, a lecturer and his-
torian, and a man of great social charm,
he filled a large place in St. John, and
one which none can fill in the same way
after him. In connection with the Loyal-
ist Society, the Historical Society and the
Mechanics’ Jnstitule, his eervices were
most valuable. He had contributed to
the best magazines, and during his long
term as Recorder, he did sterling work
for the city he loved. The Telegraph re-

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MAKE IT A GOOD SHOW,
AND ADVERTISE IT.

Prominent citizens representing the
Board of Trade, the Exhibition Associa-
tion, and the Tourist Association have de-
cided that an autumn carnival or other
attraction should be held in St. John this
year. It is a decision in which the public
generally will concur, and the committee
named to conkider the nature of the at-
traction is one well calculated to fix upon
a good plan. The inducement offered to
visitors should be a very strong one. Our
glorious summer climate and our natural
scenery supplemented by a firet class car-
nival, will fill the city with strangers and
bring money to.the pocke‘s of local busi-
ness men, besides affording entertainment
for the citizens of St. John. Nove.ty and
high class eport are attractive, and should
receive the attention of the committee
appointed to make the preliminary plans.
It is fortunate that the question has been
taken up early in the season, as this news-
paper advised, for it is of vital importance
that the details be completed long in ad-
vance of the event and that the attrac-
tions be advertised far and wide for weeks
before the carnival begins. If this is
done, there is no doubt that an immense
number of visitors will come to St. John.
And visitors mean money. As an instance
the following from the Toronto Globe may
be cited, dealing with a delegation from
Port Arthur, which waited upon the On-
tario government to agk aid for a fair.
The figures are interesting:—

Mr. D. F. Burk’s latest recommendation
is that a tourist and health resort depart-
ment be established in connection with
the dominion or the Ontario government,
on the lines of a branch of New Zealand
administration. He states that the Grand
Trunk railway carried 30,000 tourists to
Muskoka last year, of whom 27,000 were
Americans. As the latter at least were
all wealthy people, he estimates an aver-

age expenditure of $100 each, or a total |’

of $2,700,000 from this little colony alone.
Mr. Burk says it is a well known fact that
the tourist “crop” of Maine largely ex-
ceeds in monetary value all the other
products of the state, also that Switzer-
land is eustained by her tourist travel,
which brings her $40,000,000 a year. “If
this work was well looked after, it wouid
soon be worth more to Canada than the
Manitoba wheat crop,” declared Mr. Burk.

From this it may be seen what the
tourist business will mean for New Bruns-
wick some day when the summer attrac-
tions of the province are properly appreci-
ated and when the tide of summer travel
is at its flood.

St. John ehouid prepare first elase at-
tractions this eummer or autumn, and
advertise them as mever before.

THE SPIRIT OF HENAY WARD BEECHER.

When a man of the (stax;ding of the Rev.
I. K. Funk, head of the publiching house
of Funk & Wagnalls, rises in his place
and @lemnly ascerts that he believes he
has communicated with the spirit of Henry
Ward Beecher, it makes a noise in this
world, at least, and doubtless it
makes converts for spiritualism.
Mr. Funk isn’t quite sure, ‘it
i3 true, but there arer so many
curious persons who would like to know
what the spirit of Mr. Beecher may know
that the disclosures made by Mr. Funk
have attracted much attention.

The ordinary citizen, who does not be-
lieve in sepiritualism and who cannot see
why the epirits of eminent men - should
appear in the darkened parlors of the
mediums who charge an admission fee,
will decide that Mr. Funk has been
“fooled.”” Yet he has been investigating
spiritualism for thirty years, and so shouid
be on his guard againet imposture of every
kind. It may be said, however, that a
man who has o persistently studied the
question has evinced a strong desire to
believe in spiritualism, if he could find
any excuse for conversion. How far that

desire may grow and to what extent it |

may affect a man’s judgment is an open
' question.

What did Mr. Funk really ece? We
quote from the New York Herald:—

Doctor Funk and Mr. Beecher were in-
timate friends, and it would be difficult
to practise deception as to . Beecher’s
appearance. When the apparition ap-
peared to Doctor Funk at & seance a short
time ago, Doctor Funk was less than three
feet distant from it, and had plenty of
opportunity to detect a fraud if it was
being perpetrated, he believes.

“Kvery feature stood out districtly,”
Doctor Funk eaid yesterday, in describing
his experiencve, “even to the hair and
eyes, the color of the skin and the ex-
pression of the mouth. The room was
darkened and I could just make out the
outline of the body, but it was still light
enough to make the face plainly visible.
1 had a short conversation with the em-
bodied epirit, and then it appeared to sink
to the floor and fade away.”

Mr. Funk conversed with the apparition,
but the conversation cannot be regarded
as highly satisfactory, for while we should

expect that the talk would have dealt I

with matters “of great pith and moment,”
the subject touched upon was that of a
coin—a “widow’s mite”—which Mr. Funk
had borrowed years ago from a collector
and failed to return, This coin, mislaid
for years, was found through directions
given by the spirit of one “Jack” Rake-
straw, who used to lead the choir in one
of Mr. Beecher’s churches, somewhere—
the epirit of Rakestraw could not remem-
ber exactly where.

There seemed to be no good reason why
this coin shou!d have agitated the spirit
of Mr. Beecher and the interviewer point-
ed out this fact to Mr. Funk.

“I asked that very question,” said Mr.
Funk. “He (Mr. Beecher) smiled
and- rephed that it was mnot a
matter that concerned him especiai-
ly, and that the whole thing was in the
nature of a test, to prove to me that there
actually are epirits, and that it is possible
to have communication with them when
all the conditions are favorable. He re-
marked that he was glad the old coin had
been found, but eseemed to consider the
disposition of it a maftter of minor im-
portance. He told me he was glad I was
taking interest in the eubject, as he be-
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lieved it would result in good for the
world, and then, excusing himself on the
ground that he had an engagement which
it was necessary for him to keep, the
apparition disappeared.”

We wonder if it has occurred to Mr.
Funk that, if Mr. Beecher's epirit really
wished to convert him to epiritualism,
some betterr means might have been
adopted. Mr. Funk has referred the
whole matter to the American Society for
Psychical Research, and the secretary of
the American branch expresses the opin-
ion that the epirit was bogus and that
the coin was located by telepatny. But
the secretary says spirits do communicate
with human beings.

This leaves many questions unsettled.
There will be general regret that Mr.
Beecher’s spirit “had another engage-
ment’”’ And it may be that if Mr. Funk
is a man of property his heire will be
tainking about having him examined by a
jury of expert alienists. It is the greatest
advertisement the mediums have had in
many a day.

SOWER LIKELY TOTAL
1085, BUT HER CARGO
OF DEALS MAY-BE SAVED.

Word Brought from the Wrecked
Schooner at Five Fathom
Hole.

It Was the Captain's First Voyage as Com-
mander—Both Anchor Chaing Snapped
and Vessel Was Driven on to Rocks--
Insured for $600.

Heber Vroom, representing the firm of
Vroom & Arnold, and Alonzo Chesley, for
the firm owning the achooner Sower, at-
rived home from Musquash Sunday
morning, after viewing the wreck of the
echooner at Five Fathom Hole.

Captain Priddle and his crew had con-
siderable difficulty in saving their lives.
While it is expected that the vessel will
become a total wreck, there are good
chances of saving the cargo. .

The Sower, which is a one-topmast
schooner, of 124 tons, eailed from this port
on Thursday last, with 'a cargo of 148,577
feet of deals, shipped by Stetson, Cutler
& Company, and bound for Ciiy ieland
tN. ¥, lor orders.

Captain Pridd.e, a young man, made
thig his first trip as comnauder of a ves-
sel. Thursday night the weather looked
threatening, and the nearest harbor being
Five Fathom Hole or Musquash, the Sowcr
was headed in there and, being rounded
up, her anchor was dropped.

On_ Friday, Captain Priddie’s judgment
proved correct, for the storm increased
and there was a heavy sea running. It
was found necessary to drop the other
anchor, as the one first down began to
drag.

With the two anchors out, the vessel
hung for a time, but the tempest was 100
much for her, and like twine the anchor-
chaing broke and the schooner began to
drive helplessly towards the shore.

There was nothing for the captain and
his crew to do but take to the boat and
get clear of the craft, for there was no
chance -under the circumstances to make
sail on tie Sower and get clear of the
rocks.

The only boat on board was lowered
from the davits, and Captain Priddle and
his crew managed, after great risk, to
make a landing safely.. The Sower drift-
ed upon a ledge of rocks, and with every
ro.ler that came juto the harbor she would
float clear, but as the sea dropped she
wou.d pound hard on the jagged rocks. It
did not take long while the tide was up
and with a heavy sea running to cause
the bottom to be pretty well pounded out
of the vessel, and in a ehort time the
cabin and hold were full of water.

On Saturday the crew came to the city
and were paid off by the manager of the
vessel, D. J. Purdy, While QCaptain
Priddle remained by the vessel to look
after the owner's interests.

The weather has been such during the
past few days that a tug could not be
safely sent down to the scene.

The vessels pianks have started and the
tide flows in and out of ner every 12
hours. The chances of saving her are not
very bright. There are good chances of
saving the cargo, which is still intact, both
in the hold and on deck, and which is
valued at -about $2.200. ‘The veazel is in-
sured for about $600 with Lloyds.

It is expected that a tug, with lighters,
will be eent to the scene just as soon a8
an opportunity permits, and the cargo will
be lightered from the vessel.

FRANKLIN STETSON DEAD.-

Heart Disease Suddenly Brings
Prominent Business Man’s
Career to Close,

For Nearly Quarter of a Century He Had
Been ldentified With Lumbzring and
Milling Here in Firm of Hayford & Stet-
son, and Later as Stetosn, Cutler & Co.~
Body 1o Be Taken to Bangor, His Native
Place, for Burial.

Franklin Stetson, of Stetson, Cutler &
Oompany, lumbermen and millowners, died
suddenly Monday evening at his residence
on Mount Pleasant.

Mr. Steteon had not been in good health
for some little time, but no one thougnb
the end was near. He was able to be out
only a day or two ago, and all Monday
was around the house. About 6.30 o’clock
in the evening a sudden attack of heart
failure was experienced, and it proyed
fatal, death ensulng very quickly.

By his death, St. John loses another
good citizen, a respected resident and a
man prominent in the business life of the
community.

Mr. Steteon was in the prime of life,
being 53 years old.

Also at that time
came W. B. Hayward, and he and Mr.
Stetcon established here the firm of Hay-
ward & Stetson for years carrying on an
extensive lumbering and milling business.
On the death of Mr. Hayward, Mr. Stet-
son continued the business for a year,
and then Messrs. Cutler, aleo Bangor
men, joined him, the firm becoming Stet-
son, Cutler & Company.

Mr. Stetson directed the business here,

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SOME WEEKS YET
BEFORE CENSUS
HGURES APPEAR,

Clergymen First to Have the Results
of the Recent Religious
Enumeration.

Plan is to Have the Information in the
Possession of Each Clergyman and Then
the Figures WIll Be Totalled Up and the
Results Given Out.

It will likely be some weeks before the
results of the recent Sunday school census
will be given to the public, but it will not
be that long before the information gath-
ered will be in the hands of the clergy-
men of the city. However, each denomin-
ation will have only that which applies to
itself and there will be no general figuring
up until each clergyman has learned from
the enumerators’ cards what negligent resi-
dents of his district and denomination there
are.

The scheme of the census was not to
find out how many people attend church
and Sunday school so much as to find out
how many and who did not, so that the
clergyman wihose particular care their case
would be could learn of them, look them
up -and, it is hoped, bring them to the
church.

The cards filled in by the enumerators
avill be—have been in most cases—handed
in to the ward chairmen and by them to
the central committee. But instead of
tabulating these as was thought to be the
idea, the committee will distribute to each
denomination those cards which deal with
people professing the doetrine of that de-
nomination. i

For instance, the cards telling of Pres-
byterian families or indiviauals will go to
Rev. Dr. T. I. Fotheringham; Baptists to
Rev. Dr. G. O. Gates; Church of England
to Rev. Dr. W. O- Raymond; Roman Cath-
olic to His Worship Bishop Casey; Free
Baptist to Rev. C. T. Phillips; Reformed
Baptist to Rev. Miles Trafton; Disciples
of Christ to Rev. Mr. Stevenson. Then,
sub-dividing these according to individual
churidhes, each clergyman will get those
which apply to his particular congregation.
This is the plan in the central part of the
city. In North End and Carleton, the cards
will go direct to the clergymen as there
is in nearly every case only one church
of each denomination in those sections.

The clergymen will take from the cards
what names they wish and then return
them to the cemtral committee, and then
the figures for the whole city will be tabu-
lated.

REV, WA, M. TWEEDIE
OFHAMPT DU,

One of the Oldest Methedist Clergy-
men in the Provinces Passed Away
Friday Uncle of the Premier.

Rev. William Morley Tweedie, one of
the pioneer Methodist ministers of this
province, and” uncle of Premier Tweedie,
died Friday at his residence, Hampton,
aged 83 vears.

Since 1851 he was identified with the
Methodism of Eastern Canada, and was
recognized as an able speager, untiring and
devout in his labors, and kindly and chari-
table in his social relations.

‘He entered the ministry in 1851, and for
31 years labored zealously on circuits with-
in what was known as the boundaries of
the old conference of Eastern British Am-
erica, and in 1882 was placed on the super-
numerary list and made Hampton his
home, where he lent often and valuable
asgistance to the local Methodist pastor,
in the discharge of his pastoral duties.

His wife was Miss Callkin, of Silver
Falls. He had three children, Professor
Tweedie, of Mount Allison University;
Mrs. W. W. Beers, of Nelson (B. C),
and Miss Tweedie, residing at home. A
nephew is the Hon. Lemuel J. Tweedie,
‘premier of New Brunswick.

fThe father of deceased was the late
Robert Tweedie, who, with his family, re-
moved to this province in 1820 from the
banks of the Shannon, Ireland.

MACKENZIE SAYS S0,

Railway Magnate Was Here Friday and Gave Important
Information--The Line Will Go from Northern New Bruns-
wick to Moncton, and an Offshoot Will .Lead to °
This City--Details of Scheme Given.

William MacKenzie, of Toronto, of Mac-
Kenzie & Mann, the railway owners and
contractors, told a Telegraph reporter in
his private car at Union depot Friday night
that they proposed obtaining a Canadian
outlet for their trans-continental railway

 system on the Atlantic coast, and were

coming through New Brunswick to do this.
They will construct a railway from Quebee
province to Moncton, with a branch from
the most convenient point, to St. John.

Mr. MacKenzie had been in Nova Scotia
looking over his railway properties there,
and pushing the construction of the vari-
ous lines in that province in which he is
interested. He came to St. John on his
return to Montreal.

His Plans.

In reply to the question what his com-
pany was' doing in the way of railway,
construction in the northwest, he said:—

“We are pushing forward the building
of the Canadian Northern with all possible
speed, and expect next spring to have the
road completed to Battleford. As you are
aware, our lines extend from Port Arthur,
on Lake Superior, through Manitoba and
the northwest in various directions, but we
are building a trans-continental system,
whidh will have its western terminus at
some point on the Pacific coast, in the
province of British Columbia.

“We have surveying parties out in the
Rocky Mountains and British Columbia
gections, determining whioa is the most
feasible and best route for us to reach our
western terminus. I would not care to
say what mass we shall select in going
through the Rockies. Several have been
under consideration, but a final decision
has not been reached. At present Bute
inlet is the port considered most likely to
be our western terminus. We ‘have ap-
plied to the British Columbia government
for a land grant, and that question will
come up at the present sitting of the
legislature of that province.

Up-to-date Roads.

“I'he roadbed svhich we are laying down
is. modern and up-to-date in every respect.
being constructed of © heavy rails and
equipped with the most modern motive
power and transportation facilities. Our
roads are moted for their small gradients
and on the 1,200 miles between Port Ar-
thur and Edmonton (N. W. T.), there is
no grade exceeding onehalf per cent. The
railways of the west have been taxed to
their utmost this year;-and with the great
influx of settlers, trangportation and other
facilities will have to be increased to keep
step with the developthent of our western
heritage.”

In the East

Mr. MacKenzie said: “It is time that
we have obtained a controlling interest in
the Great Northern, which runs from
Hawkesbury, on the Ottawa river, 'to
Riviere a Pierre, on the Lake St. John,
99 miles nearer Quebec, and having run-
ning powers over the latter railway into
Quebec, where the company have extensive
grain elevators. The use of these eleva-
tors we also have.

“There is a traffic arrangement betiween
the Canada Atlantic railway and the Great
Northern, and it was probable,” he said,
“that this arrangement with Booth’s road
would continue in effect.

“Ag you know,” he continued, “the Can-
ada Atlantic at Depot Harbor receives
grain and other freights from Duluth, Cai-
cago and other United States points, as
well as Port Arthur, our terminus. This
will continue as in the past, and we hope
to get a fair share of the traffic accruing
on the Parry Sound road. We are con-
structing a line from the Great Northern.
into Montreal, which will permit us (o
also use Montreal as a terminus and make
another railway, connection between Quebec
and Montreal.” >

“T was once travelling a little way BGehind several Indians and, hearing them
laugh merrily, whén T came up T asked them the cause of their laughter. They
showed me the track of a moose, and how a wolverene had climbed a tree, and
where he had jumped off upon the moose. Tt so happened that after the moose
had teken several large leaps it came under the branch of a tree, which, striking
e wolverene, broke, his hold and tore him off; and by his tracks in the snow it

~he went off another way with short steps, as if he had been stunned
by the blow that had broken his hold. The Tndians were wonderfully pleased that
‘the moose had thus outwitted the mischievons wolverene.”

' The early French writers all notice the skill and ingenuity of the savages in
adapting their mode of life to their environment. Nicholas Denys, who came to
Acadia in 1632, gives a very entertaining and detailed account of their ways of
life and of their skil¥ful handicraft. The snowshoe and the Indian bark canoe
aroused his special admiration, He says they also made dishes of bark, both
large and small, sewing them so nicely with slender rootlets of fir that they re-
tained water.  They used in their sewing a pointed bodkin of bome, and ' they
sometimes . adorned their handiwork with poreupine quills and pigments. Their
kettles need to be of wood before the French supplied them with those of metal,
In cooking, the water was readily heated to the boiling point by the use of red-
hot stones which they put in and took ont of their wooden kettle,

Until the arrival of Turopeans the matives were obliged to clothe themselves
with ekine of the beaver and other animals. The women made all the garments,
but Champlain did not consider them wery good tailoresses.

Until quite recently the word ‘“Mohawk,” suddenly uttered, was sufficient to

child, “What is a Mohawk?” received this reply, “A Mohawk is a bad Indian who
kills people and eats them.” Parkman describes the Mohawks as the fiercest, the
boldest, - yet most politic savages to whom the American forests ever gave birth
nurture. As soon as a canoe eould float they were on the war path, and with
the returning wild fowl mingled the yell of these human tigers. They
burned, hacked and devoured, exterminating whole villages at once.

A Mohawk war party ounce captured an Algonquin hunting party in which were
three squaiws who had each a child of a few weeks or months old. At the first halt
the captors took the infants, tied them to den spits, roasted them alive before

the person of any female captive. This fact should be remembered to their credit by
those who most abhor therr bloodthirstiness and cruelty. Nor were the savages

without a certain sense of justice. This we learn from the following incident in the

experience of the English captive John Gyles.

Gyles’ Fight With the Indian,

“While at the Indian village (Medoctes) I had been cutting wood and was bind-
ing it up with an Indian rope in order to carry it to the wigwam when a stout
ill-natured young fellow about 20 years of age threw me backward, sat on my breast
and pulling out his knife said that he would kill me, for he had never yet killed
an English person. I told him that he might go to war and that would be more
manly than to kill a poor captive who was doing their drudgery for them. Not-
withstanding all I-conld say he began to cut and stab me on my breast. I seized
him by the hair and tumbled him from off me on his back and followed him with
my fist and knee so that he presently said he had enough; but when I saw the
blood run and felt the smart I at him again and bid him get up and not lie there
like a dog—told him of his former abuses offered to ine and other poor captives,
and that if ever he offered the like to me again I would pay him double. I sent
him before me, took up my burden of wood and came to the Indians and told them
the whole truth and they commended me, and I don’t remember that ever he of-
fered me the least abuse afterward, though he was big enough to have dispatched
two of mo.” ¢

Bradstreet's Review of Trade,

New York, April 3—Bradstreet’s Weekly
Review of Trade will say tomorrow:

Wall street, as for some time past, holds
a practical monopoly of bearish sentiment.
This is owing to the stringency in money
for stock speculation and the use made by
‘bears of the numerous labor troubles culmi-
nating on April 1. Reports from the rest o1
the country are, however, strikingly ai
variance with the pessimistic views held in
the country’s financial centre. Prospects of
winter crops were never better, a record
breaking crop of winter wheat being pre-
dicted for the country as a whole. Southern
trade preparations are backward, particular-
ly in the flooded districts of the lower
Mississippi valley. Export trade continues
excellent, particularly in cotton and corn.
Gross railroad earni.gs returns to date indi-
cate a gain of 14 per cent for March over ¢
yvear ago and are by that percentage thc
best ever recorded for that month.

Retail trade is expanding favaqred by spring
ing trades. Reckoning the approximate num-
ber striking for the entire quarter at 180,00«
men, it can be figured that two or three
have secured higher wages without striking
for every one that has gone out. Again,about
all the labor troubles that now can be fore-
seen have arrived. A year ago the country
was facing the great anthracite coal. strike
and a myriad of other smaller ones, so that
the labor situation is more favorable.

Shoe manufacturing is in rather better
shape than previously.

In New York stock market is irregular
but has shown a somewhat firmer tone ir
spite of weakness abroad on the Macedonia:
troubles,uncertainty arising from the South-
ern Pacific litigation and the high rates fo:
money caused by April 1 disbursements anc
changes.

Wheat, including flour, exports for the
like weather and jobbers report re-orders
from retailers increasing, while collections
note some improvement.

SAUGHTER HOUSE
COMMISSIONERS. MEET,

The New Brunswick Abattoir Com-
pany’s Bill Will Be Opposed by
Them Before the Legislature.

The slaughter house commissioners will
oppose the passage through the legislature
of the New Brunewick Abattoir Company’s
bill. This much was determined upon
Monday afternoon at the adjourned
meeting of the board, when a copy of the
bill, a voluminous and detailed document,
was read and considered.

In several respects the bill met with the
practically unanimous disapproval of the
commissioners, notably in that it asked
for a 40 years’ license, and that whatever
by-laws and regulations imposed by the
board should be subject to the approval
of the St. John common council.

Chairman Hay presided, and there were
present Commissioners O’Neil, Shaw, Ber-
ryman, Drake and Inspector Simon, who,
in the absence of Secretary Shaw, acted in
his stead. Commissioner Frink is con-
fined to his house through illness. Tke

A complaint wag made by the inspector
at the police coual.& against John Daanery,
for viplating regulation 8. The case came
up for hearing, and the maugistrate, after
warning Mr. Damery that he would be
obliged to comply with the regulations, al-
lowed the matter to stand.

A copy of the bill sent to the legisla-
ture by the New Brunswick Abattoir Com-
pany, comprising J. H. Doody, W. O.

In part, the bill provided that the com-
pany should carry on (besides siaugater-
ing animals for public consumption), a
wholesale and retail business in fish, game,
packing, preserving, canning and ware-
housing. The site of their establishment
should meet with the approval of the
common council, and a license to operate
would come to the company from the
commissioners of public slaughter houses.
This license was not to exceed $200 yearly,
and would be of 40 years’ tenure. The
slaughter house commissioners would be
empowered to make all rules to govern the
affairs of the abattoir, providing such ru'es
met with the approval of the common
counci] of the city of St. John.

Commissioner Berryman strongly oppos-
ed the bill. He moved that the board in

I a body proceed to Fredericton whenever

the bill would come before the house and
oppose whatever sections in it they saw
fit. Commissioner Shaw seconded it.
Carried.

It wae further moved that the secretary
be instructed to communicate with the
legislature, in order to ascertain whem the
bill would come up.

Mr. Hughes said that seafaring men did
not bear this out. At any rate he would
not recommend any more experiments
until another steamer was had. He com-
plained of the railway servire from the
steamers in the isiand, and also of the
difficulty of getting baggage checked cn
the government steamers in the winter
time.

No Complaint Had Been Made.

Mr. Blair said that there was mo diffi-

culty about baggage in the summer time,
when a private company was controlling
the ferry routes, and he could not see
why there should be difficulty with the
government steamers. As for the delay
caused on the island for lack of railway
accommodation for passengers and mails,
these were matters that could have been
arranged between himself and the post-
master-general; but he never remembered
having had any complaint on this point.
It wag weli worth the while to investi-
gate the point mentioned by Mr. Emmer-
son, as to the route between Cape Tor-
mentine and Carleton Head.
Mr. Prefontaine said that in 1902 the
winter service between Cape Tormentine
and Summerside was a success. Last year
it was a failure. The reason for starting
this route was to satisfy the members from
the island. He would look into the whole
question during the summer. But for the
Minto having left the Pictou and George-
town route to release the Stanley, that
route would be kept open all the time.
He intended making a visit to the island
during the summer to see what could be
done. The resolution was adopted.

In reply to Mr. Monk, Mr. Blair said
that it wae impossible at present to say
what negotiatione were on between the
government and the TransCanada Rai-
way Company, looking to a trans-conti-
nental railway. As soon as anything was
done, the house would be fully informed.

The Mystery of the Disappearance
of Andrew Johnson
Cleared Up.

Canadian Woodsman Hearing of His Father's
llinass, Started to Walk to a Railroad
Station, and Months After His Lifeless
Body Was Found.

A mystery of the big flood, and a
tragedy, too, of December 15, 1901, has
been cleared up, and although the story is
nearly a year old, it has only recently
come to Bangor and has never before
been printed. Many people will remember
the oig + tm and flood of December,
1901. P . ¢ was cut off from communi-
cation - ith Roston for a time by a wash-
out on t™ -‘ne of the Maine Central, and
travelers "jound here were obliged to come
by thr way of Mt. Desert, minus their
baggage.

A lumberman, Andrew Johneon, was at
work at a camp on the Wissataquoik, not
far from the East Branch. He received
word that his father in the provinces was
dangerously ill, and that he was wanted at
home.  Leaving his work ¢4 noon on Sat-
urday, he started down the Wissataquoik,
intending to cross the East Branch and
proceed from there by a good road which
runs to Stacyville, where he could take
the train home.

It was on late Saturday night that the

If Juanson had waited until the next day
befoi~ atarting, he.might be alive today;
but, thinking that he couid make Stacy-
ville that night, he left at noon.

As nothing was heard of the man at
Stacyville, the men at the camps on the
Wissataquoik, Rhoebar’s and the City
camps, became anxious, and searching par-
ties were sent out after him.

His tracks were followed.in the snow,
and they lead down the Wissataquoik and
out on some logs on a big lagoon, and
ended at some swift black water, where
the flood which had been raging and
carrying away bridges and booms, had
swept away the ice and whatever logs had
been there.

As it must have been nearly night when
Johnson got to this place, it being a mat-
ter of nine miles from the camps to the
place where he had attempted to cross,
everyone supposed that he had been
drowned. v

For days parties searched for his body.
Every; place where logs had been washed
up or ice had jammed were hunted, but
no trace of it was found.

Sitting Againsta Stump.

The incident had nearly been forgotten
by the mext spring, when the drives in
that region were being started, until one
day one of the drivers walking along the
snore on the Wissataguoik, several miles
from the place: where Johnson’s tracks
had been followed to the water’s edge, saw
in the distance a man, sitting down with
his back against a stump.

As the driver approached, he eaw that
the man had his hat pulled down over his
eyes, his coat collar turned up and had a
pair of mittens on. Thinking it was one
of the drivers who had sat down there
and gone to eleep, the man walked up to
the sitting figure and gave it a kick with
his foot.

“Hi, there,” he yelled. ‘“Wake up and
get to work.” There was no response
from the man sitting on the ground, and
upon investigation the driver found that
it was the body of a dead person.

The men at Rhoebar’s camp were noti-
fied and upon seanching the clothes, the
body was identified beyond doubt as that
of Johneon, who, the December before,
had started to go to his dying father in
Canada.

It was found that the man, being unable
to cross the etream at the place where he
tried, had walked back towards the camp
to try.to cross it in another place. He in
some manner had become wet, very likely
had fallen in where his tracks had ended,
and, being tired of tramping around in
the night amid the rain, had sat down to
rest and frozen to death. There he :at
from December until.
