P. O.. The principal business is done by the two mills on 
the east and west branches of the Musquash River. About 
five miles southwest of this station is the partly explored 
Anthracite Coal Basin, also other mining which have been 
discovered and partly explored. Excellent fishing is to 
be had in the lakes and streams that flow into these two 
river.

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LEPREAUX, 23 miles, nearest station to Mace’s Bay. 
The principal object of interest is the high fails over which 
the Lepreaux River tumbles into the Harbour, Large 
quantities of clams are shipped from here every season. 
Excellent fishing in the river and lakes. 0

NEW RIVER, 29 miles, about three miles from New 
River Harbour. A pleasant pic-nic and fishing grounds.

POCOLOGAN, 32 miles, a fishing ground, and a silver 
ore prospecting ground.

PENNFIELD, 38 miles,-nearest point to Beaver Har- 
hour, Crow Harbour, Red Head, and all points on the 
shore between Deadman’s Harbour and New River.

The MINERAL SPRINGS, 41 miles, greatly noted for 
the peculiar healing qualities of its waters in diseases of the 
skin.

ST. GEORGE, 47 miles, nearest point to Le Tang Har­
bour, Bliss’s Harbour, Back Bay, LeTete, Lake Utopia and 
the Red Granite Quarries. Noted for its falls and the 
fish-way that has been recently constructed around it ; for 
the Red Granite Works and their products, and as being 
the center of a large fresh water fishing area.

BONNY RIVER, 53 miles, nearest station to Upper 
Falls, SL George, and to all of the large fishing lakes and 
streams that are tributary to the Magaguadavic River.

DYER’S, 62 miles, central station for the valley of the- 
Digdeguash. Nearest point to Digedeguash Lake and 
Clarence Stream, noted fishing grounds.

ST. ANDREWS CROSSING, 68 miles, and 17 miles 
north of St Andrews. The N. B. Railway is connected 
by switches and sidings with the G. S. Railway, so that 
freight can be handled without breaking bulk.

OAK BAY, 77 miles, principally a fanning country. 
Has a beautiful view down the Bay when the tide is in.

ST. STEPHEN, 82% miles. The station at present is 
about half a mile east of the center of the town. The G. 
S. is here connected with the St Stephen Branch of the 
N. B. Railway, so that cars can be transferred without 
breaking bulk.

Business men should be careful to autbarize but a limited number 

of persons to receive their letters, and only those In whom they have 
full confidence.

Have a letter-box on your office door.
Letters addressed to mere initials, or fictitious names, will not be 

delivered, unless addressed in care of a resident, or to some box in 
the "Post Office.

Letters containing gold or silver moneyjewels or precious articles, 
or anything liable to Customs duties, cannot be forwarded by post 
to any of the Postal Union countries, except to the United States.

Letter Carriers’ Delivery.
Letters and Papers tor this delivery should be addressed to Street 

and Number.
Change of residence should be promptly notified to the Post­

master in writing.
Registered Letters.

Letters ' intended to be registered when addressed to places in 
CANADA must be prepaid by stamp 2 cents each; to the United 
States, 5 cents each in addition to the postage rate. For NEW­
FOUNDLAND, Registered Letters, 2 cents ; other articles 5 cents 
In addition to the postage.

AU letters for Registration should be posted 15 minutes before the 
hour of closing the ordinary Mails, and 30 minutes before closing of 
the English Mails.

Registered Letters for the United States are dispatched by morn­
ing mail only.

No letter will be accepted at this office for Registration addressed 
either to initials or what may appear a fictitious name, and any such 
Registered Letter received from another office or deposited in the 
Letter Box for Registration will be at once sent to the Dead Letter 
Office for disposal.

Registered Letter Stamps of the denomination of 2 and 6 cents 
may be obtained at the usual places.

Registration is applicable to Letters and Parcels, whether they 
contain articles of value or not. Registration is not an absolute 
guarantee against the miscarriage or loss of a letter; but a registered 
letter can be traced when one unregistered cannot, and the posting 
and delivery or non-deUvery can be proven. A registdred letter 
is thus secured against many of the casualties which from incorrect 
address, forgetfulness of the receiver, or other error, may affect an 
unregistered letter. “ Morever, the safety of an unregistered let­
ter is dependent on the integrity of a poet office clerk during the 
whole time it remains in his custody, frequently for hours and even 
days ; whilst a registered letter will almost invariably have to be 
acknowledged at the moment of its passing into an officer’s bands, 
and cannot therefore be suppressed without 'leaving him individually 
accountable for its disposal.” If the consequences were limited to , 
the mere risk of the loss of the money so sent, the senders of money

in unregistered letters might reasonably urge that if they chose to 
encounter the risk they should be free to do sol; but higher consid­
erations are involved in the question, and the chance of loss to the 
careless remitter is really but the smalless part of thé evil associated 
with the practice.” The attentive perusal of the above remarks by 
those who are in the habit of sending money by mail in unregistered 
letters is strongly recommended, and it is further suggested that let­
ters contaihing money should invariably be secured with watt, and 
not by the usual method, by mucilage, or self-sealing envelope.

Newspapers and Periodicals.
Nro«paper« and Periodicals Addraoed to Place» in Canada, New­

foundland, Great Britain or the United State».
Printed and published in Canada, and posted from the office of 

publication, or News Agency, to actual subscribers or News Agents 
(including exchanges) in"Canads, the United States and Newfound- 
land «e free. Such newspapers and periodicals must be issued not 
less frequently than once a month.

Newspapers posted for City delivery will not be delivered by letter 
carried unless prepaid by one cent stamp.

On all Newspapers and Periodicals other than those specified 
above, the postage rate will be one cent per 4 ounces in weight, 
which must be prepaid by postage stamp.

Newspapers and Periodicals published not lees frequently than 
once a month and weifihfng less than one ounce, may be posted 
singly if prepaid by postage stamp one-half cent each.

Newspapers and periodicals published in the United Kingdom 
and brought by mail to Canadian Booksellers or News Agents, may 
be re-mailed by such Booksellers or News Agents free of Postage.

higher rate of postage the difference of postage will be chargeable.

Any explosive substance, glass, liquid, or other matter, likely to 

entail risk or injury to the ordinary contents of the mail will be sent 
to the Dead Letter Office, Ottawa

Spectacles and eye-glasses, If securely put in cases not likely to 
allow the contents to escape if broken in course of conveyance, may 
be sent by poet within the Dominion on prepayment Of parcel poet 
rates.

AU letters or other mailable matter addressed to or sent by the 
Speaker or Chief Clerk of the Senate or of the House of Commons 
or to or by any member of either House, at the seat of Government, 
during any session of Parlihment, or addressed to any of the mem­
bers or officers at seat of Government as aforesaid, during the ten 
days next before the meeting of Parliament.

All publie documenta and printed papers sent by the Speaker or 
Chief Clerk of the Senate or of the House of Commons to any mem­
ber of either House, during the recess of Parliament.

AU papers printed by order of either House, sent by members of 
either House, during the recess of Parliament.

Petitions or addresses to either of the Provincial Legislatures of 
Ontario, Quebec, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward 
Island, or to any branch thereof; and votes, proceedings and other 
papers printed by order of any such Legislatures, or branch thereof, 
during any session thereof, provided such petitions and addresses, 
votes, proceedings and other papers are sent without covers or in 
covers open at the ends or sides, and contain no written oommuni- 
tIoned."TNXPoLROPsGRRASXA. cxoopsihar providndtor.. 

above) addressed to or sent by the Provincial Governments or Legis­
latures of Ontario, Quebec-, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince 
Edward Island. will be liable to the ordinary rates of postage.

Public documents and printed papers sent under the foregoing 
clauses should bear, as part Of the address, bona jide subscriptions
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of the Speaker, Chief Clerk, or officer specially deputed for this pur- 
pose to act for those functionaries, or the members sending the 
same.

The privilege of free transmission, as above described, has effect 
only as respects Canada postage rates.

All letters and other mailable matter to and from the Postmaster 
General, and the Deputy P. M. General, and all official communica- 
tions to and from the Post Office Department, and to and from the 
Post Office Inspectors, are to pass free of Canada postage.

All letters containing a remittance on account of the public rev­
enue sent by any postmaster iu Canada to a Bank er Bank Agency, 
and all remittances or acknowledgments sent by a Bank or Bank 
Agency on account of public revenue, to any postmaster in Canada, 
pass free through the post, as respects both postage and registration 
charge.

Dutiable Goods by Mail.
Postmasters are directed to detain any post letter coming into the 

Dominion, supposed to contain any wares or merchandise liable to 
duty, and forward the same to the nearest Collector of Customs, 
who shall notify the person to whom the same may be addressed to 
be present ; and, if on opening the same, it contains no dutiable 
goods it shall be handed over to him on paying the postage, if liable 
to any ; if it does contain dutiable goods the Collector shall detain 
the letter and contents for the purpose of prosecution.

Packages of dutiable goods received in the mails from the United 
States, such as books bound or unbound, Chromos, Lithographs and 
Music, will be sent to the customs, as Well as packages of matter not 
entitled to come in by mail, such as Patent Medicines, and Patterns 
or Samples having a commercial value.
