Gerald said he was
feeling very miserable, that he had
suffered loss of sleep from grief over
his father's death, and that rather
than stop the funeral after all ar-
rangements had been made, and
friends had come from a distance,
Gerald consented. “I would not have
the scandal for four times $1,000,”
said Gerald to witness. Dr. McNeil

DREW UP THREE NOTES,
one for $500, and two others for $250
each, brought them over to Gerald
and he signed his name to them.

To Mr. Johnston, in cross-examina-
tion, Gerald told the witness that he
didn’t expect he weuld have to pay the
money, as the notes could not be col-
lected. Witness had had considerable
experiertce with deaths and funerals.

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DROUGHT

---Sugar Crop Damaged.

Honolulu, Sept. 17, via San Francisco.
Sept. 25.—Forest fires and draught have
done enormous damage to sugar planta-
tions in the Hamakua district. Although
a small army of men have been fighting
the fire, it has burned over 20,000 acres of
valuable forest. Hamakua is also suffer-
ing badly from lack of rain. Next year's
crop on 1,000 acres has gone to nothing.

FARMING!

Vegetables and Forage Raised for
South African Garrisons.

Mail Train to Bioemfontei. Now Run-
ning at Night—Epidemic of Rind-
erpest Has Increased Difficulty of
Transport.

London, Sept. 27.—An extraordinary .
rumor was prevalent among military
club men last night that Lord Kitch-
ener, in consequence of a disagreement
with Mr. Brodrick, had resigned his
post as commander-in-chief in South
Africa.

The crops have bene phenomenal,
The farms are under the management
of Mr. Schlem, an Australian, and Mr.
Roberts, a Cambridgeshire farmer.

Blocemfontein, Sept. 27.—Business men
in the Orange River Colony state that
the small storekeepers are large gain-
ers by the war, but the merchants, with
the exception of those who have mili-
tary contracts, are losers.

There is sufficient wheat for the en-
tire population of the Orange River
Colony for four months awaiting trans-
portation from Thaba N'Chu and Ba-
sutoland.

Some of the Pitfalls That Beset
Careless Conversationalists.

Unhappy Choice of Tapics and Exag-
gerated Mannerisms Common
Sources of Social Disfavor.

[New York Sun.]

™The old-fashioned bore who used
to go about buttonholing people and
talking them to death has gone out.
Happily, he has not survived the dn-
creasing rush and bustle of life, and
except among life insurance men and
book agents the power of a profusion
of words is no longer relied upon 1to
accomplish results. But in the place
of the old-fashioned variety we have
the unconscious bore who goes
tarough life tiring people out with his
conversational mannerisms.”

So spoke a modern Turveydrop
whose knowledge of the worid and
its people is so great that he pro-
poses to reform society and give les-
sons in etiquette by means of draw-
ing-room talks. He spoke to half a
dozen of his feminine apostles who
are anxious to model their manners
after the latest fashions. His classes
are informal, and his book on Amer-
ican customs will not be out until he
is safely away from the country.

“You may be a bore, and I may be
a bore,” he went on, ‘“‘and we may be
unaware of it until a thorough intro-
spection reveals it. Then we may set
to work to correct the fault. But to
be an unconscious bore and to go
through the world without knowing
it; can anything be more horrible?
Fancy!”

His hearers shuddered and looked
meaningly at each other.

The person who talks too much is
a bore, and the person who measures
his words and guards his expressions
is also & bore. Dumb people are never
hores, although deaf people are fright-
fully so. Doctors are seldom bo#®s,
because they are always being bored
by their patients, but can’'t afforé to

‘“The unconscious bore is never so
through temperament, but has become
so through some uncorrected manner-
ism or conversational habit. Women
are worse bores than men because
they talk more. The intensely re-
served woman whose opinions are so
expressed that they might mean any-
thing is, if anything, a worse bore
than the gusher.

“Carelessness in speech is the most
easily acquired of habfts and is the
hardest to get rid of. Slipshod talk
seems to be general. Slang has be-
come fashiconable, and it is quite evi-
dent to be extremely daring in con-
versation is the only way to be up
to date. Governesses and teachers
laugh today at expressions on the lips
of boys and girls that they would
have reproved some years age. Both
in England and in America society
has deteriorated in its conversational
customs.

“There are persons who allow small
habits to grow upon them until final-
ly theéy make their society irritating.
I have in mind a young woman of
an extremely sympathetic nature,
which undoubtedly causes her bad
conversational manner. In her eager-
ness to appear thoroughly in touch
with the person with whom she is
talking she literally takes the words
out of their mouths and repeats the
cencluding words of their sentences
in unisen with them. To talk with
her for any length of time becomes a
positive torture. This is a severe
case, but how many persons can you
recall who rarely seem to allow you
to finish what you are saying without
interposing an answer or question?”

“Some there are who interpret fla-
grantly in the middle of a speech.
Others wander in their manner and
in their replies. Some have a fashion
of twitching their eyes or lips when
they listen in conversation. Others
emphasize the remarks of the person
who is talk with confirming nods and
grimaces or violent head shakings to
indicate agreement. KEveryone knows
the person whose gaze travels around
the room and everywhere but to the
face of the one who is talking. Some-
times the gaze is followed hy a re-
mark or a question that is miles away
from the subject under discussion.
Then there is a sudden, almost fierce,
interruption to reprove a child or a
pet dog or give an order to a ser-
vant, sometimes to interlard a re-
mark, the remark always being pre-
fixed ¥y an ‘I beg your pardon.

A COMMUNITY DOCTOR.,

Swedish residents of Ludington,
Mich., have introduced there a cus-
tom of their country, in the employ-
ment of a community doctor.

Witness went several times to Ger-
ald's house to get $6 which Gerald owed
him.

On that day witness, Edgar and James
had a conversation on the roadside for
a couple of hours. Edgar said, “Tell
him any old thing at all,”” meaning
Gerald. Witness did not remember
whether he got from Gerald an offer
for the will. Gerald said he would go
to Edgar in the morning, and try to
make a deal with him. Gerald asked
about the will, and witneas answered
that it was all right. Witness had at
that time not seen the will. Witness
was relying on what James had told
him of the will. James told him the
contents of the will ““as near as he
could.”

Edgar told James, and James told
witness, one-third was left to Gerald,
one-third te the intended wife, and the
remainder divided equally betwen John
and Alley Sifton.

High Constable McLoud came to
witness on July 18, to get his state-
ment.

Witness identified
prisoner as the man he met on Dun-
das street, near Ontario street, Lon-
don East, at about 12:45 o’clock on
Saturday morning. Prisoner was
looking for a boarding house kept by
a Mr. Henderson. Prisoner wanted
to flid a man who used to work for
him. Prisoner mentioned the name,
which witness could not remember,
but thought it was Martin. Prisoner
said he came about seven miles, from
St. Johns. After casual conversation,
witness asked prisoner his name and
he said it was Gerald Sifton. Witness
tried to find the house for Gerald, but
could not. Gerald went away, came
back, and told witness that a lady
said the house was next to Kilgour’s.
Witness found later that Martin Mor-
den lived in the house. Gerald said
he wanted to find Morden because he
had a message for him. Witness of-
fered to deliver a ssage before 9
a.m., but prisoner said it would not
do, as he wanted to take Morden out
with him. Gerald went to the house
and rang the bell. A man came, went
back, and sent another m=n out. Ger-
ald went into the house with him and
came out at 1:30. Gerald met witness
near the house; the former said he had
found his man and thanked witness
for his assistance. Cerald was on a
wheel.

l THE ASSASSIN'S DOOK!

vzolgesz Has a Little Over Four Weeks to
Live—How the President’'s Murderer
Took His Sentenca.

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept.
Czolgosz, the assassin of President
McKinley, was this afternoon sen-
tenced to be electrocuted in Auburn
state prison in the week beginning
Oct.. 28,

Before sentence was prenounced the
assassin evinced a desire to speak,
but he could not get his voice above a
whisper, and his counsel repeated his
words to the court. ‘‘There was no one
else but me,” said Czolgosz. “No one
eise teld me to do it; and no one paid
me to do it. I was not told anything
about the crime, and I never thought
anything about that until a couple of
days before the crime.”

“Czolgosz sat down. He was calm,
but his temples glistened with perspir-
ation. His weakness and vanishing
strength were well indicated by his
difficulty of speech.

The detectives touched the prisoner
on the shoulder and“told him to stand
up, that they might place the hand-
cuffs on his wrists. He looked at them
with an expression of the profoundest
fear and helplessness in his eyes. He
glanced at the crowd who were anxious
to get a glimpse at his face. It was
evident that he feared viglence.

At this juncture, Judge Titus stepped
over and said in a kind voice: “Well,
Czolgosz, good-bye.” *“Good-bye,” re-
plied the prisoner, tremulously. The
prisoner was hurried dewn stairs and
through the ‘“Tunnel of Sobs” to the
jail, where he will remain until taken
to Auburn to meet death for his dast-
ardly crime.

Sheriff Caldwell was asked if he was
ready to take the prisoner to Auburn.,
“You may say that no one but those
who will act as guards and myself
will know the time of departure.

Across the Atlantic Coming West.

It is said that the scum of Europe
finds its way to America. No doubt
this is true to some extent, as some
pages in American history clearly
prove. But this is not so to any great
extent as regards Canada. Whether
our laws are too exacting and too
promptly carried out
evil doers or not,
but true it is, that with few excep-
tions, great criminals do not find our
Dominion a desirable place for their
machinations. Canada loves liberty,
but detests libertines, and gives a
hearty welcome to good citizens, no
matter frem what clime they may
come. From external appearance the
“‘emigrants” on board our westbound
twin screw steamer were desirable
citizens for our fair Dominion, but
what diverse destinations they had.

Demand for 7-Iour Glasses.

[New York Sun.]

“Most people think that hour glasses
went out of style years ago,” said a
clerk in a Twenty-third street store,
“along with perukes and knee
breeches, but as a matter of fact we
have more calls for them today than
we have had at any time within the
years. That this renewed

universal acceptance as a time-piece
by the coming generation, I am not
prepared to say, but if such a renais-
sance were to become assured it would
be no more surprising than some of
the other recent fads based on a re-
vival of lost customs. Anyway a
brief study of the hour glass will do
nobody any harm. There are thou-
ands in this generation who have not
the slightest idea, what an hour glass
looks like, and it won’t hurt them to
broaden their education along these
lines.

“Of the hour glasses sold at present
the three-minute glass is in the lead.
This glass is used almost exclusively
to measure time in boiling eggs, and
its usefulness naturally places its sale
a little in advance of the more senti-
mental varieties. Next comes the five,
ten and fifteen minute and full hour
glasses, which are bought chiefly by
musicians for piano practice and by
lodges and secret societies.

“The sand used in an hour glass is
the very finest that the world affords.
The western coast of Italy furnishes
most of it, as it has done for ages
past. The cost of hour glasses is
regulated by the ornamentation of the
frames. A glass set in a plain rose-
wood case can be bought for $1, while
a mahogany frame comes to %1 50 or
$2. Of course the price can be brought
up still higher by fancy carving and
decoration. Swell lodges sometimes go
to this extra expense, but most people
are satisfied with the cheaper grades.
