Infinite Resources.

Coasulting a friend one day in regard to some
pocr people in the neighborbood, whom we kad
proved to be unworthy of confidence, he said, in
the course of the conversation :

** I declare, there is such an endless cata'ogue
of them ; I do get sick and tired, and feel as if
1 hadn't any paticnce left.”

“ You call it sn endless catalogue ; and yet
think what a small portion of the whole they sre.
The thought thst God kpows every one of that
great whole, even to the smallest details, seeing

_all the suffering, all the unworthiness, yet bear,_

ing it all, gives one an idea of His infinite pati-
ence, which is almost heart-rending, for it fairly
melts one’s soul to contemplate it.”

* Yes, His is infioite patience ; but then we
must remember He has iofinite resources, which
we have not.”

He left me pondering bis lest sesertion. That
God has * icfinite resources,” is certainly true
but that through our glorious Saviour those re-
sources are ours, is as true as either.

There is no limit to the supply of grace and
power which a; Christian may draw from God’s
infinite treasute-bouse. We have no right to
excuse ourselves for lack of patience, or love or
aoy other grace. Ia God is all, more than all
we need, and it is ours purchased for us by
Cbrist. He bought with His priceless blocd,
poured out unto deatb, an absolute right to these
“ infinite resources” for us. If we but have
faith, which is the hand extended to receive from
this treasury, we may have patience which will
never fail ; courage which will never falter, and
will never slacken ; and love which sha!l burn
on in a still brighter flame, consuming all self-
jsbness, all earthliness in its pure glow, until that
glorious day shall come when “ we shall be like
Him, for we sball see Him as He is.”

This belief is founded upon God’s Word.—
Hear our Saviour's declaration to His disciples :
“ Verily, verily, I say unto you, be, that be-
lieveth on Me, the works that I do shall he do

- also.” This is not a promise to us of power to

work miracles such as He wrought—healing the
sick, giving sight to the blind, hearing to the
deaf, and life to the dead. Such “ works” we
cannot do, their age is past ; but this word is to
us the pledge of a limitless sppply of grace to
follow Him in His perfect submission, His un-
wearying patience, His tender love, if we ** be-
Jieve on Him.”

Ob, fellow-Christians, do you realise that you
need never suffer from a keen overwhelming
sense of your exceeding poverty and weakness ?
His riches are yours, His strength your own.

“ Let bim take bold of My strength,” says
your Loid.” Prove Him, and see if you will
not find yourself * strengthened with all pati-
ence and long-suffering and joyfuloess.” Do
not feel as if the thought was presumption. It
is ot presumption to take God at His werd.
The Lord told Paul, ** My grace is sufficient for
thee, for My strength is made perfect in weak-
pess.” If that grace was not to be his, the glo-
rious assurance was valueless. But it was his
and feeling its full power, be cried, ** When 1
am weak, then sm I strong.”

That is the secret. Come in utter weakness
and belplessness, in absolute self-distrustfulness
to Him who is strong. Throw yourself upon His
love, His ivdinite, never-failing love. He knows
all, * For in that He Himself hath suffered, be-
ing tempted, He is able to succour them that are
tempted.”

Prayer Meetings.

Sup-
pose a young brother can muster courage to get
up aand just express his interest in the Saviour
ance and awhile ; is it to be expected, or isto be
desired, that be repeat that utterance weekly P
If you bave an abusdance of young brothers, so
thet you can vary the person and the manner, I
admit that you need not tire of the stcry. But
suppose your church a small onme, in a small
place; must you not use your materisl acoordisg
to its quality? The Methcdists are supposed
by some, to have a patent for s prayer-meeting.
My neighbor Ho!dfast denies it. Their meetings,
be says, do well in certain circumstgnces. If
they have a revival, and there is either interest
or excitement in its place, it goes on well enough ;
but as soon as this subeides, the meeting flags at
once, and very possibly dies. Or in a city,
where there are multitudes of the brightest
young men, cultivated, st least, in the way of
a business education, meetings of alternsate talk-
ing and praying to edification may be carried on
indefinitely.

Now I bave knewn two instances of a prayer-
meeling in the way following, from year te year,
with the best success. The pastor was always
preaent, and slways conducted it. He always
read each hymn sung. He always called on per-
sons to pray by name. He always read, and
commented on a portion of the Scripture, as the
leading exercise, He then gave opportunity to
others to speak ; and sometimes they did, and
sometimes did not, just as they felt. Now these
meetings were attended for two years, each by
more persons than composed the respective
churches to which they belonged ; and for ten,
and one case twenty-five years, never flagged in
interest or attendsnoce ; the numbers present in
s church of from one hundred running to three
hundred asd fifty, being from eighty to two
hundred and fitty. Thar is the most succesafal
prayer-meeting ever known to this writ?r. And
yot with other people, in other conditions, it
would be advisable to vary it considerably. A
wise man will use all the tools he has, in the best
way be can.— Cor. Evangelist.

Work Harder.

Ezxtract of a Lelter from the Rev. Edward
Spratt.

Iam sure you will rejoice when you learn
that showers of blessing are being poured upon
us in Belize. Within tbe last six weeks not
less then ninety-five persons profeised to bave
obtained the salvation of their souls. Many of
the number are scholars in our day and Seb-
bath schoels, and are members of catechumen
olasses. It was delightful to see the teachers
pointing to the Saviour the children of their
charge, for whose salvation they had to earnest-
ly labored and prayed. Night after night our
large and beautiful chapel was crowded, and a
most gracious influence rested upom us all in
every service. I am happy to inform you that
the good work is still goiag on, and that our or-
dinary services are very largely attended.
There have been scme cases of conversion of pe-
culiar interest. Oane night a young person who
was ensbled to believe in Jesus to the saving of
her soul, began at once to feel concerned for the
salvation of the members of ber family ; and ber
ory was, *“ O that my mother was saved ! O that
God would convert my mother !” The following
night I saw her directing some one to the Sav-
jour. I asked her, who the person was in whom
she was taking such a deep interest. 1 shall not
soon forget the beam of joy upon her counte-
pance, when she replied, “ This is my mother,
Bir ; and this, Sir, (pointing to a youth of say
fourteen years of age,) “is my brother.” They
are all uow happy ia the love of God and travel-
ling in the way to heaven.

" During the first week of special services,
amongst those who were wounded by the Spirit’s
sword was another female, who, when invited to
g0 to the eommunion rail and seek mercy re.
plied, “ I would, but 1 am afraid of my hus-
band.” The following night the husband was
present ; and, when invited, he, under a most
powerful influence, arose, took his wife by the
bend, end with deep feeling said, “ Come, ——,
let us go and seek the Saviour” They knelt
side by side, and both found Jesus, and went
down to their bome justified. ‘Che men and his
wife are meeting in class and rejoicing in their
Saviour.

The officers and members of the charch are
ever ready to do their utmost in helping forward
the work of the Lord. Three new classes have
been formed, and leaders appointed to them.
Oage class of importance has been more than
doubled in numbers, and other leaders are bring-
ing candidates for membership almost every day.
The Lord’s name aloné be praised for this out-
pouring of His Holy Spirit.

There are a few features of the work worthy
of special notice.

1. The first remarkable visitation from on
high was vouchsafed in a prayer-meeting, when
God's people were pleading with Him for what
He blessedly gave ; not under a sermon, or the
g'ory might bave been stolen from the Lord,
and givea to a mortal ; but when humbled in the
dust, confesting our sins, and imploring the
Bpirit's aid, down'He came as a “ rushing, mighty
wind,” and *“ great grace was upon us all.”

2. The work broke out just where we could
bave desired it, vis., amongst the young, who
bad been for a considerable time under the spe-
cial care of our pious and judicious teachers.
One night the number of young people who
wore seeking the Lord was so great that the
large communion-rail was far too small to sccom-
modate them. * Hosanna to the Son of David,”
is the united cry of many children who have
recently found Him to the joy of their souls.

3. The revival so far has been bappily free
from all undue excitement: certainly we had

Most of the people here have got Bibles and
tracts from Mr. Fietcher, who has been very ac-
tive and zealous in spreading the Gospel among |
them.

In order that the Gospel might have a safe
aod strong hold on the mind and heart of the peo-
ple, I bave preached once a waek in ths bouses
of thote who bave believed; and thus I bhave
begun that which was most wanting, snd which
I hope, by the blessing of God, will be the means
of a great revival of religion In so doing, I act
upon the wise and Christian principle laid down
by our pieus and venerable Founder, “ Go al-
ways, not only to those who want you, but to
those who want you moat.” In these Christian
and Missionary Meetings, the people attend
from uifferent quarters regularly and in great
numbers ; especially the women, who have by
these means, the opportunity to Lear for them-
telves all about us and the Gospel as it is in Je-
sus. Many of them believed, and bave preferr-
ed their children to be sent and tsught ir. our
school, rather than that of the Jesuits. The
Priest, hearing that I go from house (0 house
bolding Missiocary Meetings, has done all ia his
power to put a stop to it, but in vain. The peo-
ple, I am glad to say, have received the truth,
and know in whom they have believed ; and are
persuaded that the Goepel we preach is the free
and merciful dispensation of the grace of God.

Since I began to hold these Missionary Meet-
ings, I have baptized, in spite of the remon-
strances of the Jesuits, two children, and buried
one woman.

every good and perfect gift descends, to bless us
in a greater measure, that, like our Founder,
we might say, * The best of all is, that God is
with us.—1b.

Marriage with a Deceased Wife’s
Sister.

Among the acts of ecclesiastical justice which
are confidently expected from the present Par-
liament is the removal of a disability, which,
though it affects comparatively few, is more on-
erous upoa those few, and more unjust than any
of the dissabilities which still remain. Our law
differs from that of every civilised country, in
forbiddiog a widower to marry the sister of his
wife.  This difference was, however, in its late
origin, quite accidental. The prohibition of this
particular union ‘got into the Prayer-book on
account of the divorce of Katherine of Arrsgon
by Henry the VIIL, and because it was needful
to establish ' Elizabeth’s legitimacy. But until
the year 1835 such marriages could only be see
aside by a suit instituted during the life of both
the partiee—should no such suit be entered and
decided before the death of either, the marriage
was held to be good. In 1835, however, a bill
brought into the House of Lords late in thq'
session, and for some other purpose, was trans.
formed into an act forbidding thesé marriages
in future. The act specislly legalized all the
marriages which had been contracted up to that
time, but made sl future marriages void. Even
then, however, o little did public sentiment ep-
dorse the law, that it was customary for the
couples to be married abroad, where such mar-
riages were legal, and they were recognized as
legitimate in this country by the rule that they
were 20 in the land where they were contracted
A few years since a judicial decision set this
rule aside, and thousands of persons who had
believed that they were legitimately married,
found their union to be illegal. Over nearly all
the rest of the world they would be regarded
s man and wife ; every moral cousideration goes
tojustify them in standicg in that relation to
each other; the sentiment even of the English

people and of all sections of English society,

with a few pedantic exceptions, recognize them
as duly joined together in an nnion which mo
mau sbould sunder; but this balf-surreptitious
and balf-sccidental law visits their offspring with
the penalty of illegitimacy.

We have said nothing about the argument
supposed 1o be derived from Scripture. The
Mosaic law forbsd the men of a polygamous na-
tion to take a wife’s sistsr to wife while the first
wife lived, and it is this prohibition which, by a
miserable inversion, is made to do duty agsinst
marrisge with the sister after the wife is dead.
The mere fact that all these Churches which
make the most of Scripture words are in favor
of the change,is a sufficient reply to those wko mis
quote scripture sgainst it. One other argument
is that it makea the wife’s sister lees free with her
sister's husband —'ess at home in their home—
were the possibility that she might succaed the
wite present to all. There are, however, only
few persons thus liviog together who thus spec
ulate on each’ other’s death, and the few who
would do so are not those whom this law would
hinder from miarrying one another if they were
so inclined.  But the chief argument against
tbe law is, that it is not borne out by the ser-
timent of society. As the Archbishop of Can-
terbury bas said, ‘considered in a religious,
moral and social point of view, such marriages
are unobjectionable, while in many instances
they contribute to the happicess of the parties
and to the welfare of the motheriess children.’
When a working man loses his wife itis most
natural that be should look upon her sister as
ber most proper and legitimate successor. For
the order of his home and the welfare of his
children she is more likely to be all he needs
than any stranger. The memory of the paist be-
longs to them in common, and all the tender as-
sociations which linger around the dead are felt
by each alike. Observation and experience com-
bine to teach the poor that no second marrisges
are, ssa rule, so bappy for the household,
s0 good for the first wife’s children, as those in
question, and the popular sectiment is therefore
entirely on their side. To go out of the way
of all Christian nations to strike such marriages
with a legal ban, which can never bs made a
social bap, is not merely a cruelty and an in-
justioe, it is » grievous impolicy and & mistake. It

Methodism as a System.

It is now more than one bundred years sinze
the Rev. Lawrence Coughlan introduced Meth-
odism on this side the Atlantic; for he opened
his mission in Harbour Grace, Newfoundland,
during the summer of 1765; onme year before
Philip Embury commenced preaching in New

During these hundred years, Metbodism has
been making its way in every direction, and js
more or less known in every part of these Pro-|92; of which sbout 70 claimed to be poor Cir-
vinces.

As
natoral duties the Nazairite's vow iucluded a-
mong other things, the prohibition of unclean
food, and the use of strong drinks.

The Bible isa very d flsrent bodk from what
one might have supposed it would be. A book
of human statutes is composed almost wholly of
ere commands. Whilst the Bible includes this

For filial obedience, adberance to principle,

sad constancy in the midst of trial and tempta-

tion, the conduct of the Rechabites forms a

bright spot in Bible history, and no member of

a total abstinence association need feel ashamed

of being 80, as long as he can point to such an

exsmple as they have exhibited, avd to such

marks of the divine favor and approbation as

they have enjoyed.

That this invitation to drink was not given

for the purpose of induciag them to remounce

the principles in which they bad been trained,
but as a test of their faithfulness, and that their
refusal was regarded by God as a proof of their
virtue, is abundantly evident from what follows.
Jeremish was immedistely iostructed thus to
sddress them, * Thus saith the Lord of hosts,
the God of Israel; becsuse ye have obeyed the
commacdment of Jonadab, your father, and
kept all bis precepts, and done according to sll
that he bath commsnded you; therefore, thus
saith the Lord of hosts, the God of Isrsel; Jo-
nadab, the ton of Rechab, shall not want s man
to stand before me for ever ;” a promise to be
understood as obviously implying no less than
the perpetual preservation of their posterity as
a family or a tribe.

It must be interesting to ascertain how far
this promise has been fulfilled, and no less in-
teresting (o learn bow loag the Rechabites con-
tioued faithful to Jonadab’s command. And
happily we sre not without authentic and satis-
factory informetion on these peints. Nearly
twentv-five centuries bave parsed since this
promise was made to these s'aunch abstainers,
and amidst all tke changes which have marked
the history of surrounding tribes and nations,
they bave continued to exist as a distinct com-
munity, snd to maintain their total abstinence
principles with unchanging consistency.

In his interesting essay on “ Teetotalism and
the Bible historically coosidered,” Dr. Lees thus
refers to the descendants of Rechab, “ Rabbi
Bevjamin, of Tudela, in the twelfth century,
mentions their existence ; and Dr. Joseph Wo!ff,
io bis first Journal of Travel, records baving met
with some of them twenty-five years sgo. " He
found them to resemble their ancestors—willing
to receive truth, acd to
New Testament ; simple in beir mans ers, kind,
courteous, brave, intelligent, and, as horsemen,
the most accomplished cavaliers of the Esat.
One of them whom he saw, and who referred to
Rechab as his arcestor, read flaently both in
Arabic and Hebrew, asd invited Dr. Wolff to
visit his tribe in the vicinity of Meccs, calculat-
ing their number at about 60,000.

As an almost invariable rule when bealth allows,
our members are never remarkable for robust
spirituality, where they are wont to neglect these
institutions of the Church. Our Bocieties never
bave revivals where the class meetings are neg-
lected. The general fact that our spirituality
and general prosperity go band in hand with our
fidelity to the economy of our Churob, must be
apparent to any observer. The explanstion is
the same as in the case of Simpsoa. These
things are part of the vow we took upon us in
becoming members of .the Msthodist Church,
and God will not allow us to voluntarily break
any part of our religious vow without causing
our strength to depart from us.

Errors in Public Speaking.

Some ministers let their voices fall so far in
certain words or ‘syllables, and these often at
the most important part of the sentence, that it
is almost impossible for a large portion of the
congregation to catch their meaning. Often
some such phrase is heard :
the Cbristian to be——,’ the dash indicatiog the
insudible part of the sentence. Again ome
sometimes hears the ‘ Twenty—th hymn’ given
(the dash indicating the mumbled syllable,) but
which of all the twenties he cannot tell ; or the
¢ eight—tb,’ but whether the 18ih or 80th, or
any one from the 84th to the 89:h inclusive, no-
thing but an actual inspection of all these num-
bers will make out; and here we may remark
that a minister should always give out the hymn
again when be sees the coogregation hunting
their hymn-books for an unusual length of time.
Or perhaps the chapter read will be * the second
chapter ot Paul's epistle to the ——ians,” when,
again, sll the second chapters of bis epistles
will bave to be looked over. Bometimes single
letters are so indistinctly proncuoced, that the
bearer cannmot tell whether, for instance, it is
brother or motber that the preacher says; and
yet all these, and kindred errors, are not caused
by any defect of “the organs of speech, but
merely by the fact that the speakers are not con-
scious of a sinking of the voice or occasional in-
distinctness of utterance which is so tantalising
to their hearers. Not ouly, therefore, should
every word ef every sentence be pronounced dis-
but every syllable of every word.

Some speakers are prone to sink the voice at
the close of almost every seateace, so that the
word which is the key to the meaniog of the
whole is left out; snd some again, when they
come to the most impressive part at the end of
their discourse, sink “into such a low tone of
deep feeling that it is all dumb show to a large
portion of the congregation.

We need net say that when laymen preach, or
exhort, or pray, distressing - peculiarities are
usually much more frequent than with minis-
ters. One has * my friends,’ and * my dear
friends,’ continually recurring in his address—
‘aud another makes about one half of his prayer
in a prayer meeting consist of the words, ‘ O
Lord,’ which are continually repeated ; and
these words are, perhaps, the only audible part
ol the prayer, as he evidently thinks if the Lord
bears bim it is quite enough, A third puts the
word ‘ grant’ so often into his prayer, that if he
bad had the composing of the Lord's Prayer,
it would have run somewhat as follows : ¢ Grant
that thy name may be hallowed ; grant that thy
will may be done ; grant us this day our daily
bread ; and, ob, grant that we may forgive our
debters, &o.

Now such a movement it becomes every Chris-

tian to welcome with thunkegiving and joy. To
retard it is to grieve the the bleesed Spirit, and
to hinder His loving and beceficeat work. It
becomes the Episcopalisn to ask, not how be cin
bedge about bis pulpit with restricive Canons,
and cut ¢ff his ministerial brethrea of other
names from the right and title to serve as Am-
bassadors of Christ, but how he can repeal his
Canons, relax his Rubrics ; bow he can open bis
pulpit, and make bis chaocel gateway broad
enough to welcome all who love and serve the
Lotd. Ia the same catholic and loving spirit, it
becomes the Baptist to ssk, not bow he caa
streng hen the present exclusiveness of his disci-
pline, but how hecaa weakén and overthrow it;
not how he can diminish but increase the number
who sit with him at the table of the Lord.

Baptist is to do this, wbether with the brethren
ia Provideace, to decline making beplism a pe-
cessary prerequisite to communioo, or, as we
shou!d prefer.

FroM OTTAWA —-In the House of Commons
on Moaday the Hon. Mr. Galt made a great
speech in support of his motion relative to the
Fenian raids as giving grounds for a claim
against the Uaited Btates by Canada. He
added to his motion a request that the cor-
respondence between Canada and the United
States, during the late rebellion, together with
all the orders in Council, be given to the
House. He defended, at great length, the
course of England aod Canads, snd referred
to the late rejection of the Alabama Treaty by
the American Congress, regretting the lack of
disposition, on the part of the Uaited States
10 do away with ill feelings on the subject.—
The course of Canada, be asserted, bad been
one of ‘friendship, snd they had faitbfully ful-
filled sll their duties towards their neighbors.
He then referred to the course adopted by the
Uanited States relative to the Feniaa invesion
of Canada, and ssid the Fenians entered the
Province in armed bands by thousands, acd
not from any want -of will on their part, but
simply for want of power they failed to deluge
the western péninsula with blood. When the
invasion was overthrown, and not till then did
the United Srates government stretch out a
band to help Canada. Was there no injustice
here? Were not these claims as strong,
morally, ss eny the United States govern-
ment could bring sgeinet Great BritainP—
Having noticed the unfriendly attitude of the
United States governmen', Mr. Galt went o0a to
say that if there was any meaning in their
acts, it was that they desire to make the con-
dition of Canada difficnlt, unpleasant and dan-
gerous to Eogland snd Canada. The United
States repealed the Reciprocity Treaty and
refused to negotiate for its continuance, im-
posed additional restrictions on commerce,
and judging by the tome of the press, were
likely to persevere in to doing. Thne purpose
of the United States government appeared to
be declared by the desire to bring about
the humilistion of Eoglend through ber de-
pendencies on this continent, but he did not
believe ,the plan would succeed. Eogland
would not for a moment give way, and the
people of Canads would sustain her to a man.
Having repudiated the idea that the policy of
Great Britain towards the Domioion was one
of abandorment, Mr. Galt closed amid loud
cheers.

Lo~pox, April 29, (eve) —In the Houes of
Commone this evening, the Hon. Caischester
Fort¢que, Chief Secretary for Ireland, deplored
the recent outrages in Cork and Loadouderry.
Every Endeavour has been made by Goverment
to suppress riotous proceedings, and the Peace
Preservation Act has been enfoiced. He also
stated that futher Explanations at this time was
impolitic.

The Irish Church bill was further considered,
and three divisions taken on proposed amend.
ments, in which the Government majority was
from 70 to 90.

LoNDoN, April 29 —S8erious riots occurredy
at Londonderry, Ireland, yesterdsy between
Catholics and Orsngemen. Daring the collieisns

the police charged upon both. Fire arms were

freely used, several of the rioters being wounded

snd two killed. The riot at one time assumed
fearful proportions, but the millitary from the

garrison eucceeded in restoring quiet, and the
city is now tranquil. The military will remain

on duty for a day or two.

LoNDoN, April 30th.—Advices from New
Zealand to Feb. 15th states that a terribe
masacre occured there during which Lieut.
Gascoyne, wife, snd family and six settlers
were killed, the settlers arriving in the town
report, that the Stores are cloced and Ensigns
fiying at half mast.

BERLIN, April 28.—Count Bismarck hes an-
nounced that the Convention btewsen Prussia
end the United States, for the premotioa of
Emigration, has, thus far besn of no practical
benefit.

MADRID, April 28.—The Spsnish Cortes is
still discussing the pew Constitution, aud the
proceedings are often the reverse of harmonious.

Panris, April 28.—The Goverments of France
and Beigium bave agreed to appoint a mixed
commission for thbe settlement of commercial
questions.

It is reported that the Swiss Goverment bas
ordered Maezzini to leave the country.

The Austrian Government has relieved Prague
from a state of seige.

Tae majority in the Spanish Cortes is growing
impatient at the de'ay in fixing upon a form of
government.

Lowpox, April 30.—The Speech of the Mayor
of Cork, at the recent Banqaet in that city, was
the subject of a long debate in both Houses Par-
liment this evening—the attention of members
being called especislly to the Mayor’s langusge,
respecting O'Farrell, who attempte | to assassi-
nste Prince Alfred in Sydney, as well as his re-
ference to the prince himself.

The Tories upbraid the Goverment with being
the indirect cause of the state of Ireland.

LoxpoN, May 1.—The rejection of the Alaba-
ma Treaty, aud Ssnator Sumner’s speech, cause
considerable feeling in England. The press
generally treat Sumner’s views as extraordinary
and inadmissable.

At a Cabinet meeting the subject had been in-
formally discussad. Mr. Brignt declared that
this embarrasment served England right, but he
agreed that he would not consent to entertain
the terms foreshadowed in Mr. Sumner’s speech.
Lord Claredon expreesed his belief that the aoc-
tual negotiations on the part of the American
Goverment would be far less extreme in charac-
ter than the speecch of the Senators and artioles
in the press. Mr. Gladstone professed to have
good assurances from relisble quarters that the
rejection of the Alabama treaty was purely s po-
litical stroke. He said prssent administration
will endeavoar to settle the question on liberal
and honourable terms.

Mr. Huntingdoos speech caused a great sen-
sation.

Io the Senate Mr. Mitchell said the Gover-
ment would continue the policy of past years,
respectiug American fishermen in Canada waters,
allowing thera to fish within three miles at 3 dol-
lars per ton.
