An Act to Incorporate'theI Montreal, Ottawa and

Kingston Grand Trunk Railroad.

WHEREAS the naking and maintaining of a Railroad from Preamble.
or near to the City of Montreal or to Lachine, in and

through the several Parishes or places hereinafter mentioned,
to the City of Kingston, in this Province, with Branch

5 or Tram Roads, froin St. Eustache, St. Thérèse or Isle Jésus,
and frorm Caledonia Springs up the Valley of the Petite Nation
River through the Township of Mountain, as hereinafter men-
tioned, will be of advantage to the inhabitants of the said
places and also of great publie utility ; and Whereas the several

10 persons hereinafter named, are desirous to rnake and maintain
such Railroad and for that purpose to be incorporated therefor:
