The fotal
export and import trade between
Ireland and Britain amounis fo one
and thres-quarter hillion dollars
yearly. England's trade statistics of
last year ehow that Iraland ook two-
fitths of all Great Britain's experts to
the various countries of her Empire.
India was second, but she bowght
only one-half ag much ns Ire'and.
Australia enly took between a third
and a fourth of Ireland's amount.

Now, England has been deeply
soncerned since Ireland cpened wup
direct trade with other countries.
Where, formerly, =all of Iraland's
¢rade went through England, her
dirsct trade with
hag, in the last few years, so rapi
multiplied that the
ghow that only thres-fourths of
Ireland’'s trade went through Eng
isnd, and one-fourth of it was direct
with other countries.
portations alone fsom foreign coun
tries other than England, smounted
1ast yeaz #o $210,000,000, Taking into
account sll of the foregsing facts
and remembsring that tedsy, Eng-
land’'s manufactures and frades are
in such desperate ocsndition that
ghe is willing even fo throw hereslf
into the arms of the Bolsheviki in
order to bride them to trade with
her—it ean eneily be remlized how
deeply England can be burt by an
Irishk boycott, and how eeriouely she
is concerned by the institution of
ie.

They made a
clean sweep, she said, of everything
they could lay hands upen, and
lended the eleven lorries with the
proceede of their enterprise. Crezier
congidered $hat they disgraced even
the namas of the Black and Tans by
condescending te take all the littie
things they took even fo robbing the
fowl-howse. Buf, when they went
in & bsdy and put their sad case
befere Lloyd Gesrge sand Bonar Law,
thess statesmen,evidently, congidersd
them an honor to the ranks—in all
probability apelogized for the wrong
done them—and erdered them back
to take their pests of honer in Ire-
lend again, to establieh Englich law
and order in that uncivilized land.

My health began %o give way com-
pletely, although in comparison to
what other political prisoners had
suffered.l had nothing to complain
of. The doctor had ordered me to
have daily baths, and when I went
into the bathroom one morning I
found a low criminal who occupied
the cell next to mine pouring the
contents of his pot—the worst emell-
ing thing I ever knsw of—into my
bath, I complained to the governor
of the prieon, but without any effect.
