“ The Methodist doctrine and usage as to 
backsliders. When Paul the apostle was the 
revivalist, there were some Galatisns who ran 
well for a time only. Nor he nor any other 
man can tell who will run well tire Christian 
race, except by starting them, cheering them, 
and watching tire result. Plant one hundred 
trees and ten arc to die. Which ten ? Plant 
and see. If ye continue in my Word, then are 
ye My disciples indeed, said Jesus. The only 
practical test ol piety is continuance.

1 They are “ probationers,” and if they 
seem to lail they are not in peril of infamy and 
of excommunication ; they are as the shining 
slops and drops that fall back from a full buck­
et into a deep well—they were brought up from 
darkness to light—they fell back ; but then 
they are not lost lor good and all. We’ll be 
Irawing water again some day.

Among you, to-day, if any know by 
six Christian hymns, be sure that Charles Wi 
ley wrote at least one of them.”

‘METHODISTS AND METHODISM.”

Thus far the way is clear. But let us now 
advance one step farther. Not every book 
which is attractive to the scholars is necessarily 
a fit book for tire library. A volume may be 
one of absorbing interest, one that the scholars 
will devour with greediness, and yet it may be 
no more fit for the Sunday school library than 
Uncle Tom's Cabin or Old Mortality. The 
mere fact that a book is intensely interesting, 
and that it is especially interesting to the young, 
is no proof of its fitness for the library. A 
book may be too interesting, lire story may 
be of such an exciting and absorbing character 
as to create a false and depraved taste, and so 
to unfit the youthful mind for reading of a sober 
and healthful character. The positive require­
ments ol a Sunday school book arc few and 
plain : V. It should be sufficiently interesting 
to secure a perusal from ordinary youth. Ü. 
The interest should turn, not upon love and 
matrimony, or anything of that sort, but upon 
points of duty and doctrine. 3. It should 
teach religion. 4. Tire religion which it teaches 
should not be of a sentimental kind, like that of 
Dickens’ Little Nell, which quietly ignores all 
that is peculiar to Christianity, and sends peo­
ple straight to heaven if only the circumstances 
of their death happen to be pathetic. The re­
ligion inculcated iu the S'inday school library 
book should be something distinctly taught in 
lire Holy Scriptures, and connected with the 
way of salvation through Jesus Christ. A book 
is not religious merely because it touches the 
feelings and opens the fountain of tears. Let 
tire inexorable demands of all these authors who 
are Hooding the laud with story books for chil­
dren be, that no story, how jhitlietic or thrilling 
soever, sliall be deemed fit for the Sunday 
school, unless its manifest aim is to set forth 
attractively the peculiar doctrines of the Gospel 
—faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, re]wnlance 
for sin, anil a holy life, as that life is described 
in God’s Word.

TRIBUTE TO Dr. MeCLINTCCK

Two or three weeks since Rev. Thomas K. 
Beecher, pastor of the Congregationalist church, 
Elmira, New York, delivered a discourse to 
large audience on the Methodists and Method­
ism. It was partly historical, partly theologi­
cal, and partly philosophical, interspersed with 
various remarks, critical, commendatory, advi­
sory, and suggestive. Self-love and sell-serv­
ice are so natural that a generous appreciation 
of other people and of strangers is by no means 
common. As with the individual so often with 
churches ; to know, and love, and be at rest in 
one’s owu Church is natural, while to know and 
admire with generous comprehension a sister 
f illin g is an acquired grace. Mr. Beecher, in 
the discourse delivered, said, in one of his 
introductory paragraphs, ” \\ hich shall we 
look at, the rose-buds or the rose-bugs, when 
we visit a neighbour’s conservatory ? I shall 
leave the bugs to the gardener and enjoy the 
buds and blossoms. I speak to you to-night of 
the roses that bud and blossom in the Method 

» iet garden.”
He then proceeded to sketch the rise and 

progress ot the united societies both in Eng 
land and America. Of the “ Holy Club” at 
Oxford he places as one of the most useful Mr 
Morgan, Commoner of Christ Chuich, 11 by 
whose sweet temper and good sense the mem 
bers were exercised in works of chanty, instead 
of growing fat and foolish with pious dreams 
or crazy with ascetic ecstacics.”

Muc h space is given to the General Rules, 
with comments thereon, of the united societies.
“ These Rules,” says Mr. Beecher, •• seem to 
me to Ire a better basis for Church organization 
than those creeds to which our cars have be­
come wonted. Full of common sense and pious 
requirements—gainsay them who can.

On the subject ol the early trials of the Meth- 
* odist itinerants, in our own and the mother 

country, these words arc used : “ Abate three 
and lour miracles ; such as the bine man healed 
by Peter and John; the death of Ananias and 
Sapphira ; the deliverance from prison of Peter, 
Paul, and Silas ; abate these, and St, Luke 
records ill the Acts no daring more heroic, no 
devotion more absolute, and no victories more 
brilliant than may be read in the annals of early 
Methodism.*’

CHRISTS DELAY TO INTERPOSE 
AGAINST DEATH.

" Then when Mary was come where Jesus was, 
and saw Him, she fell down at His feet, saying unto 
llim, Lord, if Thou h.-idst been here, my brother 
had not died.”—John xi. 32.

Another reason why Christ permits death is 
that the mjrrmcinrj friends may learn entire re­
liance on Him. It is a subject for study 
this chapter, how Christ leads on these sisters 
from a dead brother to the resurrection and the 
life, and teaches them through their loss to gain 
what they never could lose any more. Had 
He snatched Lazarus from the brink of death, 
they would have trembled again at his every 
sickness, but when they learn to find their bro­
ther in Christ, they arc secure of Him forever, 
and they discover in Christ himself more than 
their heart conceived—

“ One deep love doth supersede
All other, w hen her ardent gaze 

Roves trom the living brother's f ire 
Ami rests upon the Life indeed.”

Christ separates our friends from us for 
while that we may learn to find our all in him­
self. He makes their grave the seed-bed of 
immortal hopes, which shall give us back eve­
rything that is good in the past, and a joy with 
it that is like the joy of harvest. The expres­
sion of our resignation in bereavement is as 
much a triumph of His grace as the calmness 
He gives to our dying friends. When Martha 
and Marv can still call Him “ Lord, " and when 
their “hope can smile on all other hopes gone 
from them,” when they can clasp Christ as 
tbeir portion amid desolation around and with­
in—Christ himself is justified in the permission 
of death. * * *

We mention as a last reason for Christ’s de 
lay to interpose against death, that he hringt in 
thereby a grander final issue. Had He come 
awl arrested this sickness midwny, or raised 
Lazarus to life as soon a* he died, the gladness 
of the Iriends would not have been so great, 
nor would Lis own triumph over _ death have 
been so illustrious. But he patiently waits his 
hour, while the mourners weep and the scoffers 
scorn. Men must interpose when they can, 
but the Son of God interposes when he wills 
The wisdom with which he chooses his time 
makes his delay not callous nor cruel, but con­
siderate of our best interests in withholding for 
a while that he may bless us at last with an 
overflowing hand. Could the mourners see it 
as He does, they would willingly acquiesce, and 
go forth patiently sowing in tears that they 
might have a more abundant reaping time of
j°.v ... .

It is in this interval of delay that our life is 
cast. The world is represented by this home of 
Bethany before Christ reached the grave, and 
all the phases of character, and all the stages ot 
Christ's progressive advance may be seen iu the 
hearts of men around us. But at whatever 
step of his journey man’s faith may discern Him 
He is surely on llis way. The tide of eternal 
life is setting in toward the world of graves, 
and its swell and its murmur can be already per­
ceived by all who have a soul to feel the heaving 
of Christ's heart. Amid the tears and sobs of 
the bereaved friends, whose sorrows still touch 
Him, He is moving to the sepulchre. His pre­
sence, though unseen, can be heard and felt in 
whispered consolations—in the faith and hope 
which His spirit infuses into the soul. Those 

ho know Him for what he is, recognize a friend 
who weeps in sympathy with them, and who 
walks by their side to the tomb which His voice 
shall yet open. The delay seems long, but He 
counts the hours as wc do ; and not for a single 
one will He linger beyond what infinite wisdom 
sees fit. Orc result of this delay shall be a 
grander final issue. He permits his friends to 
descend with broken ranks into the swellings of 
Jordan, but He will lead them lortb on the other 
ride In one fully-marshalled and bannered host. 
He pots the jewels one by one into His crown 
within the secret of His palsce. that He may 
bring them out at last resplendent and complete 
as a royal diadem from the hand of His God. 
Patient waiting shall have its full compensation 
on that day, and divine delay justify itself be­
fore the universe in glorious and everlasting 
results. Could we see to the end. it would re­
concile us even now. He discerns it for us, and 
withholds His hand from premature and imper­
fect interference. After their burst of weeping. 
He hushes the separate voices for a season in 
the silence of death, UU they can awake and 
sing in full harmony, that their united praise 
may still the enemy and the avenger, and be his 
glory and their own joy forever.—Words oj 
Comfort.

A Rev. Dr. Spencer suggested the following 
calculation, which is a thrilling commentary on 
the danger of delaying repentance :—

Make up ^congregation of a thousand Chris­
tians. Divide them into five classes’ according 
to the age in which they became Christians. 
Place in tbe first class all those converted under 
twenty years of age, and in the fifth class all 
those converted between fifty and sixty. Of 
your thousand Christians there were hopefully 
converted under twenty years of age 548 ; be­
tween fifty and sixty years of age ». But, you 
ask, why stop at sixty ? Ah ! well, then, it you 
will have a sixth class—converted between six­
ty and seventy years of age—one. Just one 
oat of a thousand Christians converted over 
sixty year, old ! What a lesson on delay !

Love is like honesty—much talked of and

not unlike him in temperament, though he had 
less oratorical, and larger rhetorical power.

He was bom in England in 1810, but came 
to this country in 1819.

From thU he 
was called to the editorship of the Advocate in 
1856, and to the bishopric in 1860. He filled 
his positions gracefully, though his heart always 
turned to hU college as hU chosen scat.

ThU I Such schools thus established, may draw from 
the school fund an amount in proportion to the 
number of scholar, in actual attendance. Such, 
in it, substantial features, U the plan at no dis­
tant day to be proposed a, a compromise be­
tween the contending parties.

TLe advantages of this scheme are manifest.
It will involve the State in no additional expen­
diture. It will indeed save something, for the 
association will provide room, and the text 
books. Secular instruction will be furnished at 
the expense of tbe State. It will be furnished 
un 1er tbe direction of the State. At the same 
time an opportunity will be afforded to the 
Church to instruct its own children in religious 
troth. Thu, religious and secular instruction 
wiH go hand in hand. Protestantism and Ro­
manism will live in peace. The lion and the 
lamb will lie down together, and a little child 
shall lead them.

These advantages are so manifest that it is no 
wonder that the co-operation of some of the 
more unprejudiced Protestants U confidently 
counted upon.

But there are also some other advantages in 
this plan which arc not so manifest to tlie pub- 
lie. These advantages have been carelully con- 
idered in the secret councils of the Holy Fath­

ers. They must pardon us if, despite tlicir mo­
desty, we reveal these advantages also.

The Roman Catholic Church is served by a 
self-denying band of unmarried * * Brothers” and 
•• Sisters." Who more appropriate to under­
take the education at the children of the Church ? 
It is intended to assign these ' * Brothers 1 and 
“ Sisters" to the work of popular education. 
They are men and women of unquestionable 
culture. They will easily pass the examinina- 
tionof the Boards of Education. In many, ’’



not most of the local boards of New York" city, 
the majority is already Roman Catholic. These 
Boards will not be hard oe the serrante of their 
own Divine Mistress—their Mother Church. If 
now and then a candidate tails to pass examina­
tion, the Church, which is pre-eminent in the 
virtue of meekness, will know how gracefully 
to yield. Another “ sister" will be easily pro­
vided. These “ brothers" and “ sisters" have 
already with commendable zeal consecrated 
their til to the Church. Their salaries will not 
be their own. Unmarried, they have neither 
wives nor children to support. They live in 
the “ homes" which the Church provides for 
them. The money which the State pays to them 
they will hand over to the Church. This money 
the Church purposes to employ religiously in 
the work ot education. It will expend it in 
erecting or equipping fine school bouses. The 
salaries paid to Protestant teachers will barely 
support them. There will be no surplus among 
the Protestants to expend in school rooms or 
school apparatus. The Roman Catholic school 
house will rival in its adaptation to the ends of 
the Church, the Roman Catholic Cathedral. 
That great class who are only Protestants be­
cause they are not Roman Catholics will be ga­
thered iuto these schools. In a few years the 
State will be supportiug with its funds the Ro­
man Church, to educate in its creed the chil­
dren of the Republic,

This is the plan ; these are the advantages, as 
they are seen by Roman Catholic eyes. Can it 
be possible that Catholics will decline the feast 
thus skillfully prepared for them ? Could any­
thing do more to prove the singular perversity 
of the Protestant community than the refusal to 
give its educational interests into the hands of 
that power whose educational efforts have been 
so briliantly successful in France, in Italy, in 
Spain, and in the South American Republics ?

We may return to this theme again. Mean­
while we beg our Roman Catholic brethren to 
unfold this plan, which they have done them­
selves the injustice to discuss only in secret. 
The American people need only to understand 
in order thoroughly to appreciate it. We beg 
leave to assure the Holy Fathers of our cordial 
co-operation in making their benign purpose 
fully understood.—Chris. Union.

TRANSUBSTANTIATION OR SACRA­

MENTAL IDOLATRY.

Transubetantiation is a conversion of the 
whole substance of the sacramental bread into 
the substance ot the body of Christ, and this 
constitutes what is called the “ real" or “ ob-

together with the soul and divinity of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, and therefore entire Christ, are 
truly, really, and substantially contained in the 
Sacrament of the moat holy Eucharist, and shall 
say that He is only in it as a sign, or in a figure, 
or virtually—Let him he accursed ? " The 
“ ultra Ritualist Doctrine " is *• At the words.

Christ; bow down your heart and body in 
deepest adoration when the Priest says these 
awtul wonls, and worship your Saviour then 
venly and indeed present on His altar; then
“J- .1

Hail ! True Body I born of Mary !
Spotless Virgin's Virgin birth !

Thou who truly hangedst weary 
On the cross for sons of earth,

Thou whose sacred side was riven,
Whence the water flow'd anil blood ;

O may's! Thou, dear Lord be given 
At death's hour to be oar Food.

O most kind ! O Gracions One !
O sweetest Jesu, Holy Mary’s Son."

The error of both Romanists and Ritualists is 
in interpreting “ figurative " language literally 
which error even Augustine—a Father much 
relied on by Roman Catholic Divines condemn, 
for he says “ If a passage is perceptive, and 
either forbids a crime or wickedness, it is not 
figurative ; but, if it seem to command a crime, 
or to forbid usefulness or kindness, it is figura­
tive “ unless ye shall eat the flesh of the Son 
of Man, and drink his blood, vc have no life in 
you,” he appears to enjoin wickedness and 
a crime. It is a figure therefore, teaching us 
that we partake of the benefit of the Lord’s 
passion, and that we must sweetly and profita­
bly treasure up in our memories thas His flesh 
was crucified and wounded for ns. To beliece, 
is to eat the meat which perishes not, but en­
dures to eternal life. Why do you prepare 
your teeth and your stomach’s ; beliere only, 
and you .will have eaten. The disciples of 
Jesus also fell into the same error for they re­
plied “ How can this man give us his flesh to 
eat?" And Jesus said “The words that I 
spake unto you are spirit and life ’*—to be un­
derstood figuraticely and therefore spiritually 
and not as ye interpret them literally. Again, 
transubstantiation is proved to be a lie by the 
evidence of our senses. The eyes, the hands 
and the taste will convince every one that takes 
the “ Wafer God ’’ that it is not flesh nor 
blood, but bread—a vegetable and not an animal 
or human substance ; and the fact that the deifi­
ed wafer can be seen and felt and eaten, assures 
us, that it is the same after as before Priestly 
consecration, viz., a material substance and not 
the immaterial soul and Divinity of Christ. 
But the Romanist when shown that the doctrine 
of transubstantiation is irrational and absurd— 
is contrary alike to God’s word and man’s rea­
son—be will reply “ It is a miracle " and there­
fore not subject to ordinary tests and arguments. 
If not, then we reply, it is no miracle, for it 
lacks the two-fold test of a miracle—“ a super­
natural effect evident to sense.” That a thing 
should remain to til appearance just as it was 
hath nothing at all wonderful in it. Wc wonder 
indeed when we see a strange thing done, but 
no man wonders when he sees nothing done as 
is the case in the so-called miracle of the 
" wafer.” Playfully it is said did Erasmus 
deal with Sir Thomas More on this doctrine of 
transubstantiation in the fallowing couplet, 
which had it* origin in the following circum­
stances t—Erasmus had been on a visit to Sir 
Thomas More, when persecution arose, and 
Erasmus life was in danger. More, though a 
zealous Papist, would not betray his friend ; 
but on the contrary, lent him a horse, to enable 
him to reach the coast and to escape, Erasmus 
promising to return the horse : but by some 
mischance the horse never reached Sir Thomas’s 
stables, who after some time wrote to Erasmus 
to make enquiries. In reply Erasmus, referring 
to their discussions on transubstantion wrote 
thus :
" Th“ which .von spake ol the body of Christ 

Believe that you have, and you have Him ;
The same now I write of the nag that I lion-owed 
Believe that you have, and you have him.

Amazing assuredly it is, how the church of 
Rome can force upon her members a doctrine 
so utterly abhorrent to every principle of reason, 
to say nothing of its antagonism to scripture as 
that of transubstantiation. No Roman catholic 
in the ordinary transactions of life, would be­
lieve that his priest could substantiate shillings 
into sovereigns ; and yet every Romanist believes 
that the priest transsubstantiates what he set., 
feels and tastes as a wafer, into the body, blood 
soul and divinity of the Lord Jesus Christ both 
God and man.

“ The Priest," rays Ultti. the Romisfe Doc­
tor, in his • First Lesson oe the Canons of the 
Mass,’ “ hath great power over both bodies of 
Christ, the Church and the consecrated host."

Who," he asks, " hath ever seen anything 
like this? He who created man, it I may so 
speak, hath granted me power to create Him ; 
and He who created me without a*, is created 
by my means !” Can idolatry, can blasphemy 

further than this? Again: a distinction 
which Romanists make between “ error of 
place in worship and error in object,” is so 
mdaphysical, that some who may be sincere 
seekers after the truth are liable to be deceived.

The Catholics," they say, “ worship Jesus 
Christ in the Eucharist, an object truly adora­
ble. There is no error in this respect. If Je­
sus Christ be not really present in the Eucha­
rist, the Catholics worship him where he is not ; 
this is a mere error of place and no crime of 
idolatry." A mere sophism, says one, who 
after he had examined it, left the Roman 
Church, and became a zealous Protestant Mi­
nister. “ By the same argument,” he says,

the Israelites may be exculpated for render­
ing Divine honors to the golden calf. ‘ We 
must distinguish,’ they say, * error of place from 
error of worship.’ The Israelite worships in 
the golden calf the true God, an object truly 
adorable.’ ‘ To-morrow,’ saith the Priest, ‘ is 
a feast to the Lord, the God of Israel, which 
brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.’— 
There is no error in this respect, if God be not 
really present in the golden calf, the Israelite 
worships Him where he is not,—a mere error 
of place, and not the crime of idolatry. But 
what saith St. Stephen ? He says expressly, 
that this calf was an idol. By consequence, 
error of place in worship docs not exculpate 
men from idolatry. As, therefore, according 
to our principles, there is an error of place in 
the worship which Roman Catholics render to 
their “ Host," so also, according to our princi­
ples, they are guilty of idolatry. Behold, as in 
the desert of Sinai, an innumerable multitude, 
tired of rendering spiritual worship to an invi­
sible God, and demanding * gods to be made, 
which shall go before them.’ Behold, as in the 
desert of Sinai, a Priest forming with his own 
hand a God to receive supreme adoration !— 
See, as in the desert, a little matter, modified 
by a mortal man, and placed upon the throne of 
the God of heaven and earth ! Observe, as in 
the desert, the Israelites liberally bestowing 
their gold and jewels to deck and adorn, if not 
to construct the idol ! Hark ! as in the desert 
of Sinai, priests publish profane solemnities, 
and make proclamation, saying, * To-morrow is 
a feast to the Lord P Behold, os in the desert, 
the people rising early on festivals to perform 
matins ! Hearken ! criminal voices declare, as 
in Sinai, • These are thy Gods,’ or ‘ this thy 
God, O Israel, who brought thee up out of the 
land of Egypt !’ What am I saying ? Hear ex 
pressions more shocking still. This is, O shame 
to Christianity ! O scandal in the eyes of all 
true Christians ! This is, yea this bit of bread, 
on which a priest has written, Jesus Christ, the 
Sariour of mankind, this is thy God, O Chris­
tian ! who created us—who died and rose again 
for us, and now sitteth down at the right hand 
of God for us, and who will judge the quick and 
dead at his coming. O Judah, Judah, thou 
hast justified thy sister Samaria. O, ye deserts 
of Sinai, never did ye see anything equal to 
what our weeping eyes behold ! Who is on the 
Lord’s side ? Let him come hither. Ye sons 
of Levi, separated to the service of the Lord 
consecrate yourselves to-day to Jehovah ! Shall 
we command yon, as Moses did formerly the 
Levites—‘ put every man his sword by his side, 
and go in and out from gate to gate, and slay 
every man his brother 7 Ah Rome, were we to 
adopt this method, you could not reproach us ; 
you could not complain that we were too ready 
to learn the lessons you have tanght us, and too 
eager to imitate your bloody example. Even 
in such a case we would have one great advan­
tage over you : our hands would grasp the mur­
dering sword to destroy thee only for the glory 
of God, whereas thou hast butchered us for the 
honor of an idol.'

DEATH OF BISHOP KINGSLEY.

The church was startled snew last Saturday 
morning by the announcement of the death of 
Bishop Kingsley. A telegram came to Dr. 
Harris at the Mission Rooms from Dr. Banis­
ter, who it is known is travelling in Syria, an 
nouncing tliat Bishop Kingsley died at Beyroot 
of heart disease—date not given. All the cir­
cumstances agree with the tacts as known in this 
country, and leave no room to doubt the correct­
ness of the announcement.

The last direct information from the Bishop 
himself is contained in a private letter to his son 
Frank, of the Cincinnati Book Rooms, in which 
he speaks of his arrival in Egypt, giving an ac­
count of his visit to the Pyramids. He reached 
Cairo March 1st. He was to leave that coun­
try Monday, March 6th, for Palestine, going 
by ship to Joppa. He expected to reach Paris 
May 1st. This note to his son confirms, as to 
time and place the telegraphic dispatch.—From 
Christian Advocate April 12th.

There seems to be an idea, more or less 
widely prevalent among the various Protes­
tant bodies of English speaking Christen­
dom, that Christianity either in its dogma 
ta or in its modes of operation needs re­
casting to bring it into harmony with the 
intelligence and requirements of the age in 
which it is our felicity to live. Some are 
of the opinion that it is high time that mir­
acles were permanently relegated to the 
shadowy region of the myths. Some in 
the loftiness of their assumed intellectual 
superiority demand that mysteries one and 
all be forthwith eliminated from the cata­
logue of facte most necessary to be believed 
by Christian men ; holding that the human 
soul abhors mysteries, and oughQiot to be re 
quired to believe what it cannot comprehend. 
Some would obliterate from Christianity the 
shame of the cross or only gracefully point 
to the crucifix now and then as a sort of 
expressive memento of the martyrdom of a 
remarkably fine specimen of a wise youfcg 
Hebrew. Some would usher in upon us 
the beautiful Christianity of the future which 
is to abjure all faith in the devil, all men­
tion of hell, all fear of a judgment to come, 
respectfully bow Providence out of the 
world, make man the monarch of all he 
surveys—his reason the test of truth, his 
conscience the measure of duty«-

Others are content to allow the Christian 
religion to preserve its most approved sym­
bols, its miracles, mysteries, creeds and 
confessions but insist that new alliances 
should be formed by it with forces hitherto 
not utilized as they might be for the ad­
vancement of the interests of Christianity, 
Some would have Christianity summon to 
its aid the multifarious resources of milli­
nery. They would draw the multitudes 
to the temple by the witchery of purple and 
fine linen, and captivate the vision of the 
worshippers by the harmony of colours, and 
the graceful swing of sacerdotal raiment, 
Some would have the melodramatic element 
largely infused into the conduct of public 
worship, and would render the soul devout 
by stirring processions with banners and 
torches and waving censers and curling in­
cense, followed by a series of tableaux vi­
vants with thrilling poses and striking atti­
tudes. Some would subdue the heart with 
the powers of music, and render Christian 
worship little other than a sacred concert 
of sweet sounds. One clerical reformer 
short time ngo was able in England to tes­
tify to the spiritual influence of tinkling 
cymbals and resounding kettle drums in 
kindling to ardour the flagging devotions of 
worldly parishoners. Some think that 
good understanding with the muscular 
amusements of the day would bring strength 
to the Christian cause. One of this school, 
a clergyman in high office, advocated at a 
public ecclesiastical gathering in England 
only a few months ago, the adoption of the 
practice of cricket playing between morn­
ing and evening services on the Christian 
Sabbath, as being admirably suited to pro­
mote the religious health of Christian con­
gregations. Some contend that the mode 
of worship should be of a highly ornate 
character in which everything should be ar­
ranged, greatly to please the worshipper.

In Methodist circles, there has yet aris­
en no demand for a revision of Christian 
doctrine. But to some extent we judge 
there is or has been some sympathy felt 
within the Methodist Denomination for the 
movement toward more aesthetic modes of 
worship than have generally been adopted, 
in Wesleyan congregations. In certain di­
rections among us perhaps there have been 
cravings for something less of nature and a 
good deal more of art in the service of the 
sanctuary ; and there was, we think, a few 
years ago, especially on the other side of 
the Atlantic, a disposition to have exuber­
ance, vivacity and a supposed-too-gushing 
earnestness toned down to the sober level 
of an unimpeachable respectability. It was 
deemed highly important that everything 
should wear an air of respectability. All 
sorts of people in Britain began to talk of 
that most respectable people the Metho­
dists.

Methodists were a little in danger of 
coming to believe that their great vocation 
in the world was just to be respectable. If 
we mistake not, too, there was a taste be­
ginning to dcvelope itself for the cambric- 
handkerchief, cologne-water, goldring-on-tlie 
little finger school of pulpit oratory in pre­
ference to the masculine, nervous, direct, 
heart-searching and soul converting preach 
ing of earlier days.

Had matters gone far in these directions, 
Methodism would have been lulled to sleep 
in the carbonic acid gas of its own respect­
ability, and its light would have gone out 
in darkness. But this great disaster has 
not befallen British Methodism. On the 
contrary there has of late been a mani­
fest increase in the Connexion of life and 
power. The leading men of Methodism to­
day are men who believe in the baptism of 
fire. They are men who believe there is no 
need to revise the truths ot the old gos­
pel, no need to supersede the heart-felt 
preaching of the Cross and the effectual 
fervent prayers of earnest men in the pul­
pit or in the social prayer-meeting room, for 
any questionable device whatever. They 
are right. Let but the Lord of the Harvett 
send among the Methodist labourers a plen­
tiful supply of men with a double portion 
of the spirit of Joseph Benson, William 
Bramwell, David Stoner, John Smith, Tho­
mas Collins and other such like blessed 
servants of God, still surviving and flam­
ing along their pathway to the skies, and 
Methodism need flaunt no fripperies in the 
eyes of blinded worshippers, need resort to 
no meaningless mummeries to crowd the 
temple or to lead men to enquire after Je­
sus. In this connection, the ministry of C. 
H. Spurgeon is full o{ significance. In the

earlier years of Spurgeon's ministry, there 
was something in hie discourses that appar­
ently savoured of egotism. The “ I” came 
up too oft^n. There was too, in those days 

ex cathedra style of declamation on the 
awful questions involved in the unended 
controversy between Arminianism and Gal­
vanism not becoming his youth or his pow­
er of thinking. But he has sustained him­
self in London for nearly twenty years. He 
has drawn thousands around him. lie is 
in-the full zenith of his power to-day. t or 
the last twelve years he has exercised more 
direct personal religious influence than any 
man in Great Britain or America. How 
has he done this ? Not by affected austeri­
ties, not by framing and working an elabo­
rate ceremonial, not by the exhibition ol 
melo-dramatic splendors in the worship of­
fered in his vast Tabernacle, not even bv 
any surpassing powers of mere oratory. He 
has a magnificent voice, it is true, and his 
capacity for administration is of a high or­
der. But abstracting these, and the prac­
tically unimportant Calvinistic opinions oc­
casionally emphasized by him, what re­
mains? About this and nothing more—a 
man in downright earnest, preaching in the 
direct, forceful pointed searching manner of 
an old Methodist preacher of the best sort, 
and for the most part preaching the same 
glorious gospel of the blessed God.

Hayward, Esq., M. P.. the ageut of the 
steamer, where every attention is paid to 
his health which under the best surgical 
treatment is rapidly improving.

Mrs. Shaw having come to Bermuda on 
the previous voyage with a view to improve 
her health and that of her child was pre­
vailed on by her friends to remain till the 
return trip. They little thought they were 
retaining her that she might give her assi­
duous attentions to her sick husband.

A very general feeling of sympathy has 
elicited towards the Captain since hits in­
jury, and I am sure the many who have re­
ceived his kind and considerate attentions 
in their voyages in his noble ship will re­
gret to hear of his injury, and rejoice to 
learn that he is likely soon to be at his post

CHANNEL AND PETITES MISSIONARY 
MEETINGS.

Dear Mr. Editor,—I shall have to do 
with tny late re|>ort as a speaker who come* on 
late in a meeting generally should do with his 
speech—make it very short.

Our missionary meetings on the Channel anil 
Petites circuit* have been good, both in the feel­
ing manifested, and in pecuniary results. The 
first meeting of the series was held at Channel 
Feb. 14th. The night was fine and thr atten­
dance good. The Channel people did well last 
year ; still they determined to have a larger 
“ share in the concern ” this ; and so they gave 
about $40 more, making a sum of $114. Of 
this, three little girls collected upwards of $20. 
After being detained eight days by head winds 
Brother l’elley anil I managed to get down to 
Petites, where after two more stormy days we 
held the meeting on the 16th. We tried to shew 
the people what the world lias been benefitted 
by the gospel, bow they were indebted to God 
for the gospel, and to the Wesleyan missionary 
Society for its assistance in continuing the 
preaching of the gospel to them. The subscrip­
tions will amount to upwards of $70 ; just one 
third more than last year's. Two more places 
remained to be visited, so we hasted on while 
the weather was fine. Last year missionary- 
meetings were held at Garia and Western Point 
for the first time ; these have been the means of 
creating a desire for more information as to the 
state of the heathen and the successes of the 
preached gospel ; so at Garia on 28th, and at 
Western Point the following night, we had full 
houses, interested hearers, and good collection*. 
What more could we wish ? The amount con­
tributed at each of tliese places is nearly double 
that of last year, namely $17 at Garia and $20 
at Western Point. We leel deeply grateful to 
the Giver of all good for tlds spirit of liberality 
and trust that the |>eople, and the dear children 
who have helped so bravely in both circuits, will 
abound yet more and more, and we hope the 
earnest desire of these congregations for addi­
tional ministerial labour may soon he gratified.

NOVA SCOTIA.

Législature.—The House held three Ses­
sions on Saturday. The time was principally 
occupied in discussing the resolution of Mr. 
Dickie on Reciprocity, anil anotlier resolution 
i seing an amalgamation ot two resolution* pro­
testing against Confederation—both passed 
unanimously.

The following are the Resolutions which fol­
lowing a long preamble were moved by the 
Attorney General :

“ Be it therefore re solved. That an humble 
address be presented to Her Majesty, praying 
that Her Majesty's Government will distini-tly 
inform Her Majesty’s faithful subjects in Nova 
Scotia.

“ First—Whether, should the Dominion of 
Canada ilesire to be made independent, the 
Government and Parliament of Great Britain 
are prepared to acquiesce In such a measure, 
and permit the Dominion to assume the posi­
tion of a free and independent nation.

1 Secondly—Whether, if the people of anv 
one of the Confederated Provinces, dissatisfied 
with the Confederation, desired independence. 
Her Majesty would be graciously pleased to set 
it free.

” Besotted, Under all the foregoing circum­
stances, tliis House, as the representatives of 
the people ol the Province, and on their behalf, 
does most solemnly and firmly protest against 
the Province being any longer coercively and 
unwillingly held in confederation under the 
British North American Act; and further de­
clare that if not released from such confedera­
tion, it will be through the oppression of great 
and dominant powers against a weak and help­
less people, and will be contrary to free consti-

NEWS BY TELEGRAPH.

Special Despatch to Morning Chronicle.
Charlottetown, April 15.—There was 

great excitement in the House of Assembly 
here last night.

The galleries and lobbies were crowded to 
]iere the closing debate on Confederation.

This question in all its aspects, but chiefly 
the recent proposals from the Dominion Govern­
ment to Prince Edward Island, has been under 
discussion in the House of Assembly almost 
every night for the last fortnight.

The test vote was on an amendment pro­
posed by the Hon. Mr. llaviland, as follows :

liesolcrd, That the best interests and future 
prosperity of this Island will be promoted by 
a federal* union with the Dominion of Canada, 
provided the said union can be effected upon 
such just and equitable terms as may be aj>- 
proved of by the people at the polls.

This resolution, so moderately in favour of 
Confederation, ami giving the people an oppor­
tunity to express their views, was lost by a vote 
of 19 to 5.

Ottawa, April 13.—In the House of Com­
mons yesterday, the Hon. Sir A. T. Galt moved 
an amendment to rake the Intercolonial Railway 
out of the hands of the Government. He con­
tended that it would be much more cheaply 
built bv private parties, the Government paying 
a Subsidy, and at the same time be more cheaply 
worked. He said that the Nova Scotia rail­
ways, now an expense to the Government, 
proved this fact.

Mr. Shanly, who has a large experience in 
railway matters urged the same arguments as 
those used hy Sir A. T. Galt.

The lion.'John IIillyanl Cameron contend­
ed that both Imperial and Colonial Legislation 
obliged the Government to undertake the work. 
He did not believe that private Capitalists 
would spend their money on it.

The Hon. Sir G. E. Cartier adduced proof 
that the Interronial Railway was being more 
rapidly built than the Grand Trunk Railway 
was.

A long discussion followed.
The lion. Sir John A. «McDonald showed 

that the Union Act obliged the Government to 
build the road, and to cemmence it within six 
months, and to go on with the work.

The Hon. Mr. (Lilt replied in general tenus. 
The motion was lost; yeas, 40, nays, 98.

Ottawa. April 14—General Lindsay, com­
mander of the Red River Expedition, left to- 
•lav tor Montreal. The Imperial Government 
will bear the whole Vxpense of the expedition. 
The part which Canada bears well be settled 
afterwards. Canadian'troops will be engaged 
for two years in equal portions from tlie several 
military‘district* in Ontario and Quebec. New 
Brunswick and Nova .Scotia will furnish no part 
in the quota. Volunteers will receive a grant ot 
hud on being disbanded. It is expected that 
General Lindsav will assume the functions of 
Governor of the North West Temtory, after 
the transfer is made to the Dominion, and so 
r main till peace is fully restored.

Ottawa, April 14th.—The Habeas Corpus 
An has been suspended. The measure passed 
both house?*,■ and was assented to by the Gover­
nor General in the name of Her Majesty. I his 
afternoon. Sir John A. McDonald, in asking 
parliament for a suspension ot the act, said the 
Government had received information on which 
thej relied, that the j**ace of the country was 
again in danger from invasion of lawless men 
from the United States belonging to Fenian or­
ganization.

But 
although we do not publish this note, we 
confess tlint we share to some extent in the 
fears which .the writer expresses, that some 
tilings which are sanctioned and practised 
in some of our Church Festivals, Sabbath 
School Concerts, Exhibitions, dec., will 
prove injurious to the interests of our belo­
ved Methodism ; having a tendency to obli­
terate the distinction between the Church 
and the world—uot by bringing the world 
up to the spiritual level of the Church, but 
by lowering the Church to the level of the 
world. Any tendency towards worldly con­
formity is of evil omen for the Church.— 
The conductors of our Sabbath .Schools, in 
their well-meant efforts to render their exer­
cises interesting and attractive to the youth­
ful candidates for honor, and immortality, 
and eternal life, whom they are endeavoring 
to train, should studiously avoid everything 
likely to cherish a taste for mere vain show, 
and especially everything threatening to 
create a taste for theatrical display.

2. We have received a copy of the se­
cond Annual Report of the British Ameri­
can Book and Tract Society, adopted at the 
meetiug held in the Grafton Street Church 
ou the 21st of February has been jeeeived.

From this we learn that this Society is 
prosecuting the work for which it was or­
ganized with encouraging success. Its 
total receipts from all sources, subscriptions, 
sales &e., during the year 1869 amounted 
to 614,583, its expenditure to $14,364.

3. We have also recived the first annual 
report of the “ Temporary Home for young 
Women Seeking Employment —

“ It is just one year since this Home for the com­
fort and protection of young women seeking employ­
ment in this city, was opened. It is to he traced to 
the sympathy and love of Christian women for a 
class of their own sex, numerous and respect*hie. 
hut who, oltcn onjtheir first arrival in the city, or 
when destitute of situations, are likely to be ex|>osed 
without such a place, especially, if of an unsuspect­
ing disposition, to man» perils and temptation*.

It was well known that young women from differ­
ent parts of the country had. in ignorance of a wait­
able boarding \ lace, been driveir*by designing cab­
men to lodgings where liquors were sold, promiscu­
ous dances kept u , and other attractions presented, 
which were designed to prepare the way f .r subsequ­
ent seduction and ruin. There is probably not a 
county or town of Nova Scotia some of whose once 
hopeful daughters have not been thus drawn from 
the path of virtue into the downward mad.

The reclaiming of those thus led astray having 
been found to be a work of great difficulty, it was 
thought hi. h [time that something more systematic 
than had yet been attempted should l>e tried to keep 
the daughters of respectable parents, and all wl o 
could be reached, from being placed, cither through 
heedlessness or necessity, in contact with the vicious 
and evil-disposed.

A large committee of ladies having met in Bruns- 
wick-street Wesleyan Chapel, from the different 
Protestant denominations, on the 17th February, 
1869 it was resolved unanimously that the effort 
should be made. The cooperation of a committee 
of gentlemen was solicited and obtained, and ihe 
house rented, No. 171 Loekman street, and Mr. and 
Mrs. Dilworth engaged as Head and Matron to 
tnana«re the Home, under direction of a committee 
of ladles. Notice was given in the city and country 
newspapers, and by the exertions of the Udies the 
needful apartments were furnished, and on March 
9th the tiret applicant was received. During the 
year 140 girls availe I themselves of the Home, ge­
nerally for short seasons of one, two or three days, 
but in a few cases, for weeks, lu the large majo­
rity of instances, however, places of service have 
been found with very sliort delay. If wo add

Many boys and girls take a fancy to make 
collections of something. Some collect postage 
stamps, others coins, and we have seen very 
large collections of buttons in which there were 
no two alike. The desire to make as large a 
collection as possible, without regard to any 
anything else, we do not approve of; but it 
is very pleasing to see young people collecting 
specimens which will teach them something, A 
collection of postage stamps made for the sake 
of getting the greatest possible number is of no 
more use than so many pieces of newspaper ; 
but if one will read about the country to which 
each stamp belongs, then something interesting 
and useful may come of this postage stamp man­
ia. So with coins —collections of which, at least 
the foreign ones, very few young people are 
able to make. These can lead to historical stu­
dies. After all, we prefer much to see young 
folks take to natural objects. Those of you 
who live in the country can find an abundance 
of things more interesting than postage stamps 
or.even coins. We once saw a large collection 

we have forgotten how many specimens of all 
the different kinds of beans—a dozen or so of 
each kind put in a neat little paper trav, and 
correçtly named. A nice collection would be 
all thé different kinds of wheat ; indeed, we 
should like to bave such a collection ourselves. 
Then how interesting it would be to have speci­
mens ot the seeds of every kind of troublesome 
weed. The eye having become accustomed to 
the appearance of these seeds, would be able to 
detect them at once among seed grain, or other 
kind of seeds. Another collection we would 
suggest to the older boys is one of all the native 
woods of the farm, or the neighborhood ; very 
few people know any bat the larger kinds of 
wood. A collection with specimens to show the 
bark, the end of jhe wood, and the grain, 
would be something worth looking at. Then 
there are the insects which are injurious to 
crops, which would make not only a useful, but 
a really handsome collection, and would lead to 
a study and close observation of the habits of 
the insects. Of course, one will take a fancy 
to one thing, and one to another, and in a fam­
ily of several boys and girls a museum may be 
formed, which will be worth showing to others. 
Those who are old enough to study plants, min 
erals. insects, &c., will, of course, make collec­
tions of specimens to illustrate these studies. 
Our object was to suggest somethiug that seem- 
ed to us better worth doing than accumulating 
postage stamps or buttons.—American Agricul­
turist.

DRESSINESS IN CHURCH.

Harper’s Bazar has some reputation in the 
fashionable world, and is free from the charge 
of prudery. Yet this fashionable authority thus 
denounces the display of dress that is so com­
mon in our bouses of worship : “ The best peo­
ple of every Christian country but America 
avoid all personal display when engaged in wor­
ship and prayer. Our churches, on the contra­
ry, are made places for the exhibition of fine ap­
parel and other costly and flattering compliances 
with fashion, by those who boast of superior 
wealth and manners. We shall leave our gew 
gawed devotees to reconcile humiliation in wor­
ship with vanity in dress. How far fine clothes 
may affect the personal piety of the devotee we 
do not pretend to even conjecture ; but we have 
a very decided opinion in regard to their influ­
ence upon the religion of others. The fact is 
that our churches are so fluttering with binls of 
fine feathers that no sorry fowl will venture in. 
It is impossible for poverty, in rags and patches 
to take its sdaf, if it should be so unfortunate as 
to find a place by the side of wealth in brocade 
and broadcloath. The Church being the only 
place on this side of the grave designed for rich 
and "poor to meet together in equal humility be­
fore God, it certainly should always be kept 
free to all. It is so in most of the churches of 
Europe, where the beggar in rags and wret­
chedness and the wealthy and most eminent, 
whose appropriate sobriety of dress leaves them 
without mark of external distinction, kneel down 
together, equalized by a common humilation 
before the only Supreme Being. The adoption 
of a more simple attire for church on the part 
of the rich in this country would have the ef­
fect—certainly not of diminishing their own 
personal piety, but probably of increasing the 
disposition for religous observance on the part 
of the poor.”

TO PREVENT LICE ON FOWLS.

A Massachusetts correspondent of the New 
Covenant, says : “ For a small lot of fowls,
make a box four feet square and three feet 
high, with a sloping top. Set it so that it will 
slope toward the Southeast. Lot the top and 
east side be glass—old sash will do. Make the 
top and sides so nearly water-tight that no rain 
can get in. Leave an opening at the side so 
that the hens can go in. From the road where 
the wheels have ground the earth fine—choose

hot, dry day, or heat and dry the jdust—get 
enough o. the dust to fill the box one foot deep. 
Add to it a half bushel of dry ashes and one 
pound of sulphur. The fowls will have no lice, 
and their plumage will carry a better gloss. 
Hens get lousy in wet weather because they 
have no dry place to dust in.

BEETS.

The culture of tbe beat is said to be worth 
more to a country as a fertilizer than the pro­
duct directly derived from the treatment of the 
root, the waste pulp proving more valuable than 
the sugar. It is fed to barned cattle in large 
quantities. It is stated that in France, where 
the business has grown to enormous dimensions, 
the increase in cattle on account of beet pulp is 
wonderful. In tbe district of country surround­
ing the city of Valenciennes, where, before the 
production of beet sugar, seven hundred oxen 
were the total amount, eleven thousand five 
hundred are the total amount raised last year. 
But this is not all. This enormous increase of 
stock has so increased the fertility of the land 
that one hundred and ninety-two thousand 
bushels more wheat are raised in the same dis­
trict per annum, than were ever raised in pre­
vious years.—N. Y. Com. Bulletin.

PRESIDENT GRANT A 
MAN.

TEMPERANCE

Reforms are on the increase everywhere, but 
are more vigorously prosecuted in the quiet pla­
ces of the land. They carry influence and 
weight when led off by prominent men at the 
rentrai points of political and social power. 
Such is the condition ct the temperance cause 
at the present time. And the whole country 
should rejoice that temperance prevails in the 
most prominent place at the National Capitol 
and numbers among its adherents some of our 
most noted men. Formerly Washington might 
have been called the headquarters of drunken­
ness ; but a better condition of affairs is begin­
ning. The Hon. Henry Wilson, that staunch 
apostle of temperance, in a late address said :

“ In spite of much that is discouraging, and 
an increase of drinking in some circles, on the 
whole there is great progress. There was five 
times as much drinking in Congress when he 
entered the Senate, fourteen years ago, as 
there is now. And those that now come into 
Congress from the South have not brought so 
much with them. Liquor shops are now ban­
ished from the National Capitol. This is a new 
thing, and a great improvement. There are 
also six thousand pledged temperance men in 
Washington. Two-thirds of the dram shops 
have also licen closed.

“ And he thanked God that we now have 
President of these United States who does not 
drink a drop ; and a Vice-President who does 
not drink : and a Secretary of the Treasury who 
is a temperate man, and who is not in league 
with the whiskey ring. We already see some­
thing of the effect of this in the improved condi­
tion of the revenue and the Treasury.
