He trained at Galt and Wood-
stock with the 71st Battalion, and was
not long in winning promotion. In Eng-
land he spent another seven months in
training, and finally was sent into the
trenches at Christmas.

Now
comes the news that he has been mis-
sing since the 9thof April, and his family
here are in an agony of suspence over
the uncertainty of his fate. It is the
sincerest wish of his many friends here
that he may soon be located.—LATER.
On Wednesday morning a telegram was
received by Mr. Keelan, which read as
follows:—“Corp. R. Keelan, previously
reported missing, now officially reperted
killed in action on April 9th.” Deceased
was 21 years of age, and was born and
brought up at Mildmay. Before he en-
listed he gave the matter careful thought
and finally decided that it was his duty
and privilege to offer his services to the
Empire.

Eggless Cream Muffins.—Mix to-

gether two cupfuls of white flour, one-
half level teaspoonful of salt, two tea-|

spoonfuls of sugar, and two rounded

teaspoonfuls of baking-powder. Stir

in a cupful of cream or enough for a
stiff batter (first beating in the pinch
of soda if sour). Beat very thor-
oughly and bake in buttered gem-pans
in a hot ovey.

For other varieties of muffins omit
one cupful of the white flour and sub-
stitute a cupful of rye or Graham
flour, bran, rolled oats or wheat, ‘or
corn-meal, and proceed as before Any
of these may be baked either in shal-
low loaf form or in gem pans.

For biscuit, use the same formula,
adding merely enough cream for a
rather firm dough. Knead lightly,
roll three-quarters of an inch thick,
cut in rounds, prick twice with a ferk,
let stand for ten minutes and bake
in a quick oven.

For shortcake roll this dough into
two round.sheets about one-third of an
inch thick, bake and put together with
any fruit desired.

Fruit buns may be had by rolling
the dough into a about one-half
an ‘inch thick, sp with a thin lay-
er of soft e or marmalade.
Sprinkle over this.a layer of currants
or chopped rai
halved dates, pressing them slightly

into the dough. Roll, cut -in half-
inch slices and bake.

For a deligious steamed pudding, lay
the roll in a steamer over boiling wa-
ter, steam one and one-half hours and

Ferns Not Agquatic.

Germans Predominate in Num-
bers North of Pripet.

A despatch from Petrograd says:
The Russky Invalid states that the en-
emy has from 150 to 155 divisions of
infantry and cavalry on the Russian
front (a German division is about 16,-
000 men), consisting of eighty-five to
ninety German, fiftygfive Austrian,
and fifteen Turkish and Bulgarian
divisions. On the front of Prince Leo-
pold of Bavaria, who commands
eleven armies, there are three grouped
under Generals Eicchorn, Lisinger and
the Austrian General, Boehm Ermolli.
He holds two-thirds of the whole front
with 105 divisions, while Archduke
Joseph commands in Bukowina with
fifteen and General Mackensen on the
Rumanian front with thirty-five mixed
divisions. Only three of the northern
armies from Riga to Vilna, and the
Pinsk army, under General Grenau,
are purely German, while only one
army, under General Kerbach, is Aus-
trian. “In the remainder of the Aus-
tro-German army the German element
is predominant north of Pripet, and
the Austrian element south of it.
Turkish troops are found in the arm-
ies commanded by Generals Bothmer,
Falkenhayn and Toschev on the Buko-
wina, Rumanian and Dobrudja fronts.

(3.) Is there any simple way of re-
moving the silage from a pit silo.

An§wer:—(l) Lowering a light into
the silo will soon discover ge pres-
ence of gas, since if it is présent the
llght. will go out immediately. The
gas is heavier than air; hence, if you
throw in a couple of feet of coarse
blocks or rocks there will be room for
tl.le gas to settle at the bottom of the
silo and not occupy the volume where
the silage rests.

.As._ to the digging and plastering, in
digging a pit silo the dirt can be
throw out to a depth of six or eight
feet, but it is best to throw it out to a
depth of about five feet and then true
up and plaster the walls. Otherwise it
wlll be necessary to build a scaffolding
inside the.silo. Care should be taken

not to dig out too far, so that there
will be holes or uneven plices in the
walls of the silo. It is best to leave
three or four inches at east to be re-!
moved when the walls are finally
trued.

After you have excavated ..bout five |
| or six feet and have the walls trued,l
they should be plastered with a goodi
cement mortar. The first coat can be |
i put on about a half an inch thick, and |
should be made of one part cement and 1
| three parts clean sand, and plastered |

weather is rather hot and the walls
have dried out considerably, it would
be best to sprinkle them, so that they
will be moist when the cement is put
on. As it is desirable to have thie
cement three-quarters of an inch to
one inch thick on the walls it would
perhaps require t‘-ee coats to do this,
as not more than® one-quarter of an
inch can be put on at a time after the
first coat. After the first coat has
been put on, it will probably be pos-
sible to follow with the second coat,
since the first sets rapidly, but the
second coat will require time to set.

(2) There are two ways of getting
rid of the moisture in the bottom of
the pit silo. The first is to run a pipe
from the bottom of the silo up to the
ground level, and have it connected
with a small pump. If moisture
gathers in the bottom of the silo it can
be pumped out at intervals. The
second means of procuring good drain-
age is to arrange for a small drain
pipe to run from the lowest point in
the pit silo and connect with some out-
side drain. Before it is time to put
the silage in, open this drain pipe and
allow the water to drain out. After
the silo is thoroughly drained close
the pipe by driving a close fitting plug
in the end of it. This will prevent
the entrance of air.

(3) The hoist which was erected fot
getting outthe dirt when building the
silo can be used for taking out silage.
A box with a capacity of about 10

| bushels of silage is sometimes used.

This box is provided with cwo 8-inch
wheels under one end, znd the other
end has handles, so that it is possible
to use this in the same way that a
wheelbarrow is used. After the silage
is used down to some distance, a harse
or a gasoline engine can be used as a
source of power to rui. this hoist.

Potato scab, for instance, is very
widely distributed. It may easily be
controlled by using the formalin
method or the corrosive sublimate
treatment.

in the formalin solution for two hours,\
then spread the seed out on the floor |
to dry before cutting.

| chinery, baskets, knives and whatever
