The
list is as follows: Drawers, 2 pair,
winter weight; shirts, 3 light weight;

2 winter weight; socks, 3 prs winter
weight; waistcoat Cardigan woolen;
woollen gloves, 1 pair; woollen Bala-
cava cap; woollen scarf, 72 inches
long; housewife, containing needles,
thread, pin s buttons, etc; holdall,
knife, spoon fork. razor. comb, brush,
clothes brush, shaving brush. towel;
braces, bootlaces, canvas shoes, clasp
knife on lanyard.

" The superior efficiency of the
German system is still  more
clearly 'shown by comparing the
populations and resources .of the
contending countries. In Europe
alone the Germanic Empires have
a total population of 116,500,000,
whlie that of the five allied na-
tions is 232,000,000, practically
twice as large. The true relative
resources -are more nearly shown
by the total world population of
the various states. On this basis
the 132,000,000 Germans are con-
tending against 722,000,000 allies.
After ninety days of war the Ger-
mans age still spared the ravages
and the burdens consequent upon
a hostile invasion. They are free
to devote all of their resources to
the maintenance of their offensive
campaign. _The over-running of
the North of France and of all
Belgium has gained for them the
supplies and other resources of
these districts and has inflicted a
con-esfodding loss upon the al-
lies. In the eastern campaign the
oc¢cupation of western Polafid has
gained for the Germans a like
advantage and has offset the re-
verses of their Austrian confeder-
.ates in Galicia, :
There is every evidence that the
fighting will be kept up through
the winter with unabated fury.
The German troops that started
for the front in the last week of
September were already going out
completely equipped with fur
gloves and sheepskin coats. They
evidently intended no let-up in
their campaign. When to the
hardships of battle and diséase
are added the sufferings due to’
the rigors af winter, the serious-
ness of the business of fighting
will be still more impressive. It
is a queer physiological situation
that the starving of a few non-
combatants or the hardships of
.suEering cold can do more than
the killing of thousands of men
to make us stop to thigk of the
terrible costs of war.

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THE SITUATION. _
It is very evident that the crest of
the onrushing German wave, as re-
gards both Belgium and France, has
been broken in the dash against the
rock front of the Allies. Much fight-
ing there will still be, but it may be
safely assumed, with far less vim on
the part of the forces of the Kaiser.
The transport train cars which left
the Fatherland chatk-marked “Paris,
Sept. 16th,” most distinctly failed to
arrive there on schedule or any other
‘time, and Dunkirk and Calais "right
now are just as far distant. Ifit's a
long way to: Tipperary, it s a jolly
sight.longer way to the three places
named. The German hosts, primed to
the minute and outfitted in all depart- -
ments to the utmost fraction of effici-
ency, started on this war cocksure of
speedy victory. Didn't they in 1870
get away with the game inside of a
few weeks? Why not in 1914, with a
far larger army and a fine fleet? The
thing through the spectacles of the
Kaiser and his war lords looked al-
most too easy. It hasn’t turned out
that way, not by a long shot. Inthe
first place the spunky little Belgians
refused to be trampled on and dis-
membered and ravished without put-
ting up a corking fight, and by the
same token those left of them are still,
at it. In the second place, John Bull,
always true to his treaties and pledged
‘word, promptly rushed to their assist-
ance and that of France and Russia.
In the third place, the armed factions
in Ireland got together shoulder to
shoulder when the bugle call came for
the cause of the Empire at large. In
the fourth place, instead of revolt in
India, there was the pouring out of
men and money. In the fifth place,
Italy refused to be involved in the
struggle. 'But why any further enu-
meration? The fact remains that the
disciples of “Kultur” and side-part-
ners of the Almighty made several
very bad miscalculations, with the re-
sult of appalling losses, without any-
Athing - definitely -achieved ap to-date.
The Prussian spirit by this time may
not be broken, but it has most decid-
edly received a very severe jolt. This
paper, under the circumstances, is still
inclined to the belief that hostilities
are not likely to be of very long dura-

tion, with only one end as the result.

ARMY CHAPLAIN’S EXPERI-

ENCES.

*In a letter from.an army chaplain at
the front which has been published in
the Morning Post he says:

“I have been able to do a 1’,’\ir
amount of spiritual work. It is re-
markable how at such times as this
men look for it. - If ever human nature
showed that at bottom the conscious-
ness of God is in it, it is at times like
this, when men cannot tell what the
day will bring. 1 have been able to
hold Communion, and wish you could
see the officers and men in big circles,
not such ones as one sees in time of
peace, but hundreds. And round the
camp fire, where they can be lighted,
we hold evening service and  sing
hymns, ‘Abide With Me,” ‘Lead, Kind-
ly Light,” and ‘Holy Father, in Thy
Mercy,” which goes so well to ‘Art
Thou Weary?”—the real tune they do
not know. Well, a great deal of good
is done, and the desire and response of
all shows that the work done has been
good. Our men are wonderful, but
the Germans—well, if the way they
carry on here is any criterion of how
l[lc)' would carry on if they got to
England, God help us, for no one
else could. England s waking up, I
see, but the full extent of the need
cannot be driven home:-too deeply.”

WHAT THE GERMANS
THOUGHT.

A journalist who is particularly well
informed with regard to naval affairs
is Mr. Hector C. Bywater, who for
some time was the Berlin correspond-
ent of the Navy, the organ of the
Navy League, and of the Naval and
Mihtar_y Record. In the latter papet
he not long ago made some interest-
ing remarks dpon the German atti-
tude towards ‘the British Navy. He
first commented upon the exploit of
the British submarine 'E9 in sinking
the German destroyer S126, and con-
tinued:

The German papers ., recently to
hand have contained allugions to the

tHat the British navy was a thor-
oughly effete ‘institution. . Time after
time it has been the writer's duty to
record in these columng statements by
prominent Germans which showed;
how completely they believed this to !
be the case. To take the material;
first, every type of vessel in the
British navy, from super-dreadnought
to submarine, was subjected to. the
most * scathing criticism by ~German
wiseacres. Our ships were ill-design-
ed, badly built, unstable, and unsea-
worthy. owing principally to the ab-
sence gf scientiiic methods in naval
design and’ the decadence of the
British workman. Our guns were oi
very. inferior quality, inaccurate, dnd
short-lived, while the very last issue
of “Nauticus,” published in July, con-
tained an article in which British
gunnery methods were treated with
supercilious contempt. It was the
personnel, however, which these crit-
ics professed to consider responsible
for the alleged decline of British na-
val power. Certain amiable writers,
who. were supposed to know the sen-
timents of German naval officers,
were wont to:assure us that thesc
gentlemen had a high respect for the
personal character and professional
attainments of the British naval offi-
cer. Such, however, was not the im-
pression one gained from a perusal
of German service literature, in which
our officers were uniformly set down
lacking in that zeal for hard work
and the purely professional side ol
their duties which were held to dis-
tinguish the German “seenffizziere.”
As for the men, they were mercen-
aries who had taken to the sea be-
cause they were not much good for,
anything “else. Drunkenness was
rife among them, and insubordination
frequent, with the result that discip-
line was at a low ebb, and the war
training of the fleet suffered in con-
sequence .

Much as we may smile at these
views, the fact remains that they were
commonly shared by the vast major-
ity of intelligent Germans, and, there
is reason to believe, by many naval
authorities in Berlin, The prevalence
of such opinions helps tp cxp!:\m the
supreme confidence with which the
Germans looked forward to an en-
counter with Great Britain. They
knew tlhieir ileet to be much smaller,
but they really believed that the sup-
erior skill and devotion of their per-
sonnel, together with the incomgar-
ably finer ships they manned, would-
achieve victory in the teeth of heavy
odds.

As we said, Heligoland came as
the first rude shock to this character-
istic “self-complacency., Other events
followed, minor in themselves, but
all pointing the same way. Mean-
while it must have been brought home
to the meanest intelligence in the
‘Fatherland that Britain’s grip on Ger-
man sea commerce is remorselessly
complete. With the exception of some
good work by its submarines, . the
“suecesses”” of the German navy to
date have been of the negative order.
